It went further,
however, in that it included silver “partly
treated,” and it was for the jury to say
whether the bullion that Dr. Wilkinson
had admitted buying from the prisoner
came® under that heading.

Part 3 of the bill, which evidently pro-
vided for an electri¢ railway.

Regarding the provisions as to roadbed,
lie showed that the Intercolonial was not
a modern road either as to curvatures or
cradients, and that a road constructed as
it was could not form part of a trans-
continental railway.

The fact that the bill made no mention
of a connection with any -transcontinental
railway system was freely criticised, and
the guaranteeing of the bonds of a rail-
way that simply linked two sections of
the Canadian Pacific together, was com-
demned as the most dangerous kind of
legislation and unsafe for the province.

The statement made by Mr. Hazen that

A road up to the standard of the I. C.
R. should be secured at a better bargain
than by guaranteeing bonds to the extent
of $25,000 per mile.

* It was said that the standard stipulated
by the federal government was high. He
was not prepared to say that it was pos-
sible to get a railway down the valley
with grades not higher than four-tenths of
one per cent. From Fredericton to Wood-
stock the survey was available, but below
this city there was mo survey, of the pro-
posed road and the survey, when made,
might show that it was impossible to get
four-tenths of ome per cent grades. If
such- should be the case the same action
would have to be taken as with the Na-
tional Transcontinental. It was specified
that there should not be grades of more
than four<tenths of ome per cent on that
railway, but in some cases it had been
found impossible to secure that grade and
an exception had to be made to the rule,
and the same could be done in this case.

It had been said across the floors of the
house this afternoon that he had been
hard on Mr. Carvell and Mr. Pugsley.

On such a road trains
could run faster; locomotives could haul
more freight and the road could be oper-
ated more cheaply, and it would be more in
the interests of ghe province if the road
was operated by the I. C. R., which would
mean that it would have sufficient amount
of through trunk line business and be bet-
ter able to pay interest charges.

A road up to the standard of the Inter-
colonial railway in this province would not
bring through traffic in competition with
the G. T. P. What was wanted was a
road that would get this through busi-
ness and carry it to the metropolis of the
province and build up St. John.

The (3. T. P. has running rights over the
I. C. R. and it was reasonable to believe
that the G. T. P. would use this road as
a short cut to St. John and save a long
haul; if it was constructed up to the neces-

! sary standard.

The™province should not enter into an
agreement for the building of an inferior
railway. If willing to spend $25,000 a milé,
by all means have a good road.

A survey had recently been made, he be-
lieved, by engineers on behalf of the Inter-
colonial, and the opinion they expressed
was that an electric road would be of no
value, as it would not give the required ser-
vice. The difficulties of hauling heavy
traffic through deep snow with heavy snow
plows would make electric traction im-
possible.

There were many other matters in con-
nection with the subject which would oc-
cur to the committee as they went through
the different sections of the bill.

He stated this afternoon that the aver-
age earnings of the principal roads in this
country was about $5,000 a mile. He had
since ascertained that he was well within
the mark, the actual earnings being dhore
than $6,000 a mile.

The
government would endeavor to work the
project out along the lines indicated in
part 2, and part 3 was there in case part
2 fails, and if part 2 fails it will be be-
cause the conditions imposed by the fed-
eral government at Ottawa are so oner-
ous. But what were they going to do?
Would any one say that because the line
couldn’t be built under the conditions of
part 2 they should sit down and make no
further effort?

If the government cannot bring about a
construction of the road on Mr. Pugsley’s
conditioms they will try to bring it about
on some other. It was not the policy of
the government to sit still and do noth-
ing. They took no such position as that,
but that if they could not construct the
road on the terms Mr. Pugsley wished
they would construct it on some other.
His honorable friend from Victoria refer-
red to the class of road that was contem-
plated in Part 3 and called it a rattle-
trap road and a “buck-eye” whatever that
might mean. Then some of the others call-
ed it a trolley road, and still again a tram-
way. These were very funny terms to ap-
ply to a road whiech would be the equal,
if not the superior of the Intercolonial.

It might surprise honorable members to
know that the Intercolomial was a fine
road in first-class condition, and it could
do in every respect what was demanded

Opposition at Fredericton

“Brings Out Information
About Bridges, Roads and
Hospital Supplies.

Fredericton, March 18—In the house
.today Hon. Mr. Morrissy, in reply -to
Mr. Lowell's enquiry, said:

Q.—Is the Armstrong bridge (so-call-
ed) at St. Geor%, within the limits of
the town of St. George? :

Q.—What was the estimate of the cost
of repairs upon this bridge and what was
the amount expended to complete the
work?

Q.—Who was the government inspector
upon this work .and vrhuch’ was he
paid and for how many, days?

Q—Is it true, that.ithel work was not
completed? Ry

.Q—Has the government any informa-
tion regarding the present condition of
the bridge?

Q.—Ift the bridge is within town limits
who should bear the cost of construction?

A.—In answer to this enquiry, the de-
partment does not know the bridge re-
ferred to, as there have been no payments
made on any bridges recorded as Arm-
strong bridge in the county of Charlotte,
within the last year. %

Hon. Mr. Morrissy in reply to

LaBillois’ enquiry said:
- Q—What repairs were made upon the
Rock bridge connecting the main land
with Darling’s Island’ at or near Nau-
wigewauk, Kings county?

A,—If the bridge referred to is the one
recorded as Darling’s Island bridge, the
damage reported by the structural super-
intendent as done by the January freshet
of 1909, was as follows: The freshet got
in the side of the fill and tore a lot of
the logs and stone and earth out so that
the roadway was falling in and some of
the logs were knocked out of the abut-
ments. The work is reported on as being
a good solid job.

Q—Who had charge of these repairs
and who were the men employed on the
work? What were the wages of the fore-
man, and what were the wages of each
man?

A.—FEdward Erb had charge of the
repairs, and the wages were as follows:

A.—Answered by No. 1.

Hon. Mr. Morrissy, in reply to-Mr. La-
Billois’ enquiry, said:

Q.—Have the secretaries of the high-
way boards throughout thé province ap-
pointed by the government been paid yet
-for their services? a

A~Yes, in each county, with the ex-
ception of Restigouche, Gloucester and
St. John.

Q.—How is their remuneration fixed ?

A.—Where county councils have deal
with sub-section 6 of section 4 of the
highway act and allowed so much for the
members of the highway boards, the same
amount of remuneration has been paid
to the secretaries of the board out of
provincial funds, and in any case not ex-
ceeding $10.

Q—If the other members of the par-
ish boards are not yet paid, out of what
funds are they to be paid?

A .—Sub-section 6 of section 4 of the
highway act states that the remuneration
of the councillors on a highway board
shall be fixed by the county council and
shall be payable out of the moneys to
the credit of that board.

Hon. Mr. Hazen, in
Young’s enquiry, said:

Q.—Did the premier at any time dur-
ing vecess have a conference with the
minister of marine and fisheries of Can-
ada with a view to having a fishway plac-
ed in the dam of the Alexander Gibson
Railway & Manufacturing Company on
the Nashwaak River at Marysville?

Fall; Also to Develop
Old Orchards *

N.B. CAN GROW AN .
IMMENSE APPLE CROP

Say We Have Ten Times Nova Scotia’s
Area Fit for Apple Cultire—An Ad-
dress by the Provincial Horticultur~
alist and Others on Plans and Out-
look.

Fredericton, March 16—Fruif growing in
New Brunswick was given an jmpetus to-|
day that will do much te put it on a com-!
mercially successful basis. The a.gricult:uralé
committee held a large and enthusiastic

meeting and much of the time and atten-
tion was given over to a discussion.of ap-
ple growing and the best means to be ad-.
opted to enlighten - the farmers ‘of the

province as to the possibilities, financial®

and otherwise, along this line. A number
of practical resolutions were adopted, one;
recommending to the department the ad-
visability of taking over the supervision
of a number of old orchards and demen-/
stration what can be done with them when
intelligently managed according to modern
methods; another recommendation was
that premanent displays of fruit, grains
and vegetables be placed on exhibition in
prominent centres, and another recom-
mendation was that a large provincial
fruit $how be held next November at St.
John. .

Mr. Turney,the provincial horticulburist,
was introdiuced by the chairman and he
delivered an address replete with valuable
information and practical suggestions. He
said that in the development of fruit
growing in New Brunswick there were sev-
eral things he regarded as essential at the
outset. First, each farmer should be im-
pressed with the idea that he should raise
all the apples and other fruit required for
home use. There was no good reason for
any farmer in this province having to buy
apples for his home use. Every farmer can
raise all he requires, and this was one of
the things he proposed giving particular
attention to. Secondly, was the demon-
stration of the commercial possibilities of
orchardising in New Brunswick. = This
could best be accomplished through the
New Brunswick Fruit Growers’ Associa-
tion. In the past eonsiderable of value had
been done by this association in a small
way but it was now proposed to reach
out for larger things. It is suggested that
a large and represcntative Fruit Show be
held at St. John next fall, before the
close of mnavigation, so that all parts of
the province can be represented and at
that show to give a practical demonstra-
tion of what the province is capable along
* the lime of apple growing. In connection
with the fruit show it is proposed to hold
a threc 'days’ convention of fruit growers.
A third requisite which appealed strongly
to him was the renovation of the old
orchards. Nothing was more discouraging
to the young farmer who was thinking of
going into fruit culture than to see some
of the old and run down, orchards of his
neighbors. He felt that the early efforts
of the department should be given to in-
structing the owners how to bring these
unprofitable orchards up to state of com-
mercial productiveness. In this connection
he suggested that the department be au-
thorized to take over the management for
a few years of some of the old orchards
for experimental purposes. The planting
of new orchards was the fourth essential
of successful fruit growing. He felt that
the department would not be justified in
encouraging the setting out of new or
~¢hards intil the commerecial possibilities of
those now growing have been demonstrat-
ed. His work in Ontario last year was
wholly in the older orchards and in assist-
ing the farmers to bring them up to a
state of productiveness. Mr. Turney gave
statistics showing what had been done in
one Ontario county alone in the past few
years by co-operative effort and through
the instrumentality of the Fruit Growers’
Association. A few years ago 3,000 barrels
of fruit suitable for export was the record
for the county. Last year 19,000 barrels of
- apples were ‘exported from thosé same or-
chards, showing what can be done by in-
telligent-and’ co-operative effort. There are
very large areas in New Brunswick, par-
ticularly the St. John Valley, splendidly

which Mr. Furney thought demanded at-
tention was the kind of nursery stock
which is being sold to the farmers of New
Brunswick. On account of the small and
haphazard way in which the farmers of
this province are buying their young trees
they are getting omly the scrub stock in
most cases. He thought the department
might -well turnits attention to this mat-
ter and get the nursery stock in large
qungtities and of very best varieties for
our conditions.
- Mr. LaBillois, ex- commisisoner for ag-
riculture, said he had been very favorably
impressed with what Mr Turney had said,
and he felt that every member of the com-
mittee would agree that he was a man
who knew his business He felt that the
department of agriculture would have the
unanimous support of the legislature in
adopting any practical methods to improve
the old orchards of the province and also
to.provide the fruit grower with a better
nursery stock

Appreciative remarks were made by Mr.
Woods, Mr. Hartt and Mr. Pinder, each
emphasizing the importance of demonstrat-

g
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the great possibilities that await the suc-
cessful fruit grower in this province. '
The following 'resolution, moved by Mr.
Woods, seconded by Mr. Hartt, was
unanimously adopted: i :

{:he department of agriculture would be
justified in taking over, by lease or other-
wise, a number of the older orchards in
various parts of the province, and demon-
strating what can be done in making a
commercial success of fruit growing.

Mr. Dickson brought up a. matter and
made a suggestion that met with the
unanimous support of the committee, and
that was the importance of having a re-
preséntative display of fruit and grain and
such vegetables' as are practicable - placed
in the departmental buildings at Frederic-
ton for the inspection of. visitors and; if

ment, to also have a similar display at
the immigration rooms in St. John, and at
the agent general’s office in London.

Mr. Dickson said that every visitor. to
the: province, if he can be induced to,
come to Fredericton; is taken to the de-
partmental buildings, and is there given,
as he supposes, a comprehensive idea of;

he is pointed” out the variety ‘and beauty
'of the birds and wild fowl; and he is im-
pressed with the size and fierceness of the

archs of the forest” and looks. with curi-
osity and interest upon the beavers and
snakes, the foxes and deer, the trout and
salmon, and is impressed with the pleas-
ures of camping and. canoeing.and hunting
as depicted in the many lovely photographs.
hung upon the walls of the" buildings.

The suggestion of the chairman was fa-
vorably spoken to by several, and the fol-
lowing resolution was mbved by Mr. La-|
Billois, seconded by Mr. Allen and ad-
opted: A :

That the horticultural department be re-
commended to prepare a comprehensive:
display of fruits, graing and vegetables, of
the province, and have such displays plac-
ed on permanent exhibition at the de-
partment at Fredericton, at St. John, and
at the agent general’s offices at London,
and other places thought to be of advant-
age to the province.

Deputy Commissioner Hubbard expressed
his conviction of the great possibilities of
apple growing in New Brunswick. The
Nova' Scotia orchards netted their owners
one million dollars last year, yet in this
province we have ten times the area spec-
ially -adapted to apple growing that they
have in Nova Scotia. He believed that it
would be well for the fruit growers of this
province to specialize on varieties best ad-
apted to our conditions. The Montreal
district had specialized on the Fameuse
apple, and that apple is selling in Lon-
don at about ten cents each, yet we in New
Brunswick can raise successfully a better
quality of Fameuse than is grown in Que-
bec. The same is true regarding the Mec-
Intosh Red, which is now selling in New
York at $10.00 a barrel. The west had
speeialized on apple growing and today
apples from the west are selling on the
Boston market at $5.00 a box of less than
one hundred apples. He thought the pro-
posed fruit show in St. John would do’
much to stimulate apple culture as a com-
mercial enterprise.

Resolved, that in the opinion of this
committee arrangements should be made
to hold a special fruit exhibition in the

Dr. Thomas Coates Stockton, one of the
best knmown  and loved pioneers of San
Diego, passed away this merning at the
family residence, 3030 Fifth street, after
a stroke of paralysis.
