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It will be observed that the imports from
Great Britain last guarter were unusually
light. This was uwing, in a great measure
to the non-arrival of ships with the spring
stock, through storms, head winds, etc.
These have sinoce arrived, and their cargoes
will appear in the accounts of the current
quarter.

It is also a noticeable fact that the
Imports from the United States were
larger last quarter than in the oorregpbnd-
ing period of last year,—and this in the
face of the fact that the gquarter’s import
of U. S. flour was the lightest for several
years past. We presume the increase was
chiefly due to importations of cortain
goods in place of the English goods de-
layed ; and in this liae of imports from the
States the receipts have, therefore, from

.4 temporary causes, been much heavier than

usaal.

There is'a marked: difference in the 1m-
ports from South America for the two
quarters, ‘the March quarter of 71 showing
$62,122 ; that of *72 having nothing from
that country. The former, we understand,
represented a large cargo of hides imported
direet, in anticipation of an advance in
leather.

The difference in the imports from Spain,
shown in the two quarters, is accounted
for by a eargo of fruit arriving long after it
wus due—say in'Febroary—last year. In
other ‘seasoms the imports of fruit from
Spain appeared in the rcturns for the
December quarter.

The imports from Cuba also show a
marked difference in the two quarters—
$40,253 in 71 against $12.293 in the same
guarter this year. The explanation isthat
imports of sugar and molasses generally
due in the March quarter did not arrive
this year until after the quarter had ended
—they have, in fact, been only a few days
in port. ;

The Import Returns for the March quar-
ter of this year having been unusually
light, owing to the causes indicated above,
those of the current (June) quarter might
be expected to be unusually beavy. Thus
far the anticipation bas been completely
justified, as both the imports and duties re
eeived this mopth have been on a ve,| y

lerge scule.

.| the Chief Justice said the Court would

now proceed with the ¢ases remaining from
last term. Mr. Kerr was the only member
of the Bar present, and although ready for
the fight, he could not proceed without an
opponent, and requested the Court to
wait for the arrival of the morning train
from St. John. At nooun, a goodly number
of the fraternity having arrived, the Court
took up the case of Wigginsvs. Hendricks,
which was an@ppeal by the plaintiff from
the decision of Mr. Justice Fisher in
Equity. setting aside certain proceedings
of the -pleintiff for irrcgularity. Mr.
Thomson and Mr. Jack appeared
on behalf of the. appellant, and occupicd
less than an hour in supporting their ap-
peal. Mr. Kerr, for the respondent, occu-
pied the Court from one o’clock until six,
when the Chief Justice, without calling

.on the other side for a reply, delivered a

written judgment, which he had prepared
during tho time occupied by Mr. Kerr’s
argument, sustaining the appeal and re
versing the decision of Judge Fisher.

On Wednesdsy the Court took up the
case of Smith against Armstreng, which
wasan appeal from the decision of Mr.
Justice Allen in Equity dismissing the
plaintif°’s bill with costs. Mr. Skinner
appeared for the appellant (Smith) and Mr.
Duff for the respondents The court at the
close of the argument confirmed Judgo
Allen’s decision.
