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THE BEECHER-TILTON 

SCANDAL.
Thank God it is nearly over. At 

last the end approaches of this weary 
story of weakness and error. Day by 
day the exigencies of journalism have 
compelled us to put forth details ot 
matters usually confined to the select 
audiences of divorce courts ; and sore has 
been the trial, not only to us but to 
nearly the whole press, conscious 
that its columns have been conduit 
pipes through which this revolting scan­
dal has overflowed the country, conscious 
that the heart of the libertine has been 
cheered by gloating over each new turn 
or expected revelation, while the 
thoughtful have been saddened, and 
anxious fathers and mothers have been 
embarrassed to allay the curiosity which 
this all pervading scandal has excited at 
every breakfast table. It is not that we 
mourn for Beecher. His influence at 
best was equivocal in tendency. The 
principle upon which his church was 
“run” savoured not of the unworldliness 
and self-sacrifice of the first, but rather 
of the wealth and the self-indulgence and 
the puff and the shoddy ot the nine­
teenth century. Still we acknowledged 
the ability, and believed in the sincerity 
of Beecher, though we cared not for his 
writings nor admired his style of wor­
ship ; we gave him the benefit of the 
doubt, and thought that it might be 
possible even for his free accommodations 
of Christian doctrine to be of benefit to 
some in so great a city as New York.— 
Even now we do not believe him to be 
guilty of criminal folly, but he has 
associated so closely with evil people 
and sympathized to such an extent with 
evil principles, and been so careless of 
the imputations which he must have 
known would result from his unguarded 
conduct, that we believe his influence is 
forever gone as a Christian minister, and 
that be has disgracefully scandalized 
the religion lie was bound to guard and 
defend.

Bad, thoroughly bad as this scandal ie, 
all the mischief that it can do has been 
done, and, guided by this lurid light, we 
may at least see and examine the evil 
principles which are sapping the found­
ation of society, and which have oome 
so unexpectedly to the surface. Thanks 
to the testimony of Tilton and Woodhull 
and the literature which has been so 
profusely put forth by editors and inter­
viewers, we now know the meaning of 
that cant of progress which has more or 
less steadily been gaining ground of 
late. We now understand what is 
meant by the “religion of humanity,” 
“passional religion," “emancipation of 
humanity,” “freedom of women," “stir- 
piculture,” “free love,” and such like 
expressions. Thanks to these disclosures, 
no one can doubt as to what the Wood- 
hull religion is, nor how deep is the 
moral and mental degradation into which 
that arch-priestess of Venus Mylitta is 
beckoning us to follow.

The baleful influence of Victoria 
Woodhull is clearly evident in the moral 
and mental prostration of Theodore 
Tilton. Sho seems to have moved him 
and played upon his morbid mind 
through his stupendous vanity. Tor­
tured by the superior ability of Beecher, 
he yet condoned through her influence 
the fancied infidelity of his wife, which 
she suggested, until lie thought he had 
bis rival in his power. He bated Beecher 
for his quiet superiority, and for the 
benefits which he had received from 
him. Beecher’s successes embittered his 
own failures, for ho fancied himself the 
abler and better man. Then when she 
denoument came for which he had longed, 
and he felt that the eyes of millions were 
upon him, he endeavored to pose in the 
attitude of the wronged though magnan­
imous and forgiving husband. He will 
retire from his once happy home, he will 
give to his erring wife all his furniture, 
even his books, and taking only a few 
works of reference he will once more 
commence life alone. But his emascul­
ated nature can only retain such a 
posture for a few hours. His wife sends 
for a few articles she requires, and re- 
ceives only a small bundle of her clothes. 
Truly the religion of the future has not 
much strength in it. His evidence be­
fore the committee is contradictory, but 
he says he alway s had a strange and un- 
common way of using words. His 
morbid vanity will not allow him to use 
the English language like his fellow- 
creatures. This is frequent among 
social reformers. Plain people call it 
lying. He charges Boecher with cor­
rupting the conscience of his wife, and 
ho had for years been compelling her 
to consort with women to whom harlotry 
was religion.

The same thorough falseness and love 
of notoriety are evident in Moulton.— 
When he had hidden long enough to 
give sufficient importance to his evi- 
dence, he comes forward and produces 
papers which prove nothing. But he 
cannot return to the obscurity from 
which be momentarily emerges. He has 
prepared a document to be produced 
only before a court of justice. He 
dings to the adventitious notoriety . he 
lores, and fancies that a document which, 
on his own admission, contains only his 
own statements, can possibly be of any 
interest except to social reformers.

In this new evangel little of even the 
ordinary honor and decency of society 
seem to linger. Susan B. Anthony, a 
guest in Tilton’s house, shelters in her 
Bedroom the half distracted,hostess, re- 
sieves her confidences, cherishes all her 
broken and agonized utterances only to 
reveal them to the world. Even then, 
be it remembered, the outraged wife 
admits nothing which can incriminate 
her with Beecher. But the pose of Mrs. 
Hooker, Beecher’s own sister is sublime. 
She hungers and thirsts for the piquancy 
of a full confession before the assembled 
Plymouth congregation. She longs to 
hear the foul particulars recounted in 
public ba church, and there she win 
stand beside him and will nobly justify

The Modern Circe had touched 
him with her magic wand, but he refused 
to turn beast like the others. In this 
woman is the very fanaticism of Ash- 
toreth, and her one aim in life is to 
extinguish prostitution by making it 
universal, and so taking away its 
obloquy. We believe that Beecher has 
escaped her charms, but why did he not 
at once break away from all such doc­
trines? Did he ever hesitate and think 
that such worship could be accommo­
dated to Christianity? His usefulness 
has now gene forever, though he will no 
doubt bo cleared from actual crime.— 
With his knowledge of the world he 
should have carefully avoided interfer­
ence in such circumstances, and when 
religious confidences were entrusted to 
him by Mrs. Tilton, he should, for her 
sake as well as his own, bave taken 
proper precaution to prevent misconcep­
tions. Indeed, if such intimate relations 
between pastor and parishioner are neo- 
cessary at all in a Protestant Church, it 
would bo better to introduce public 
confession boxes at once into our 
Churches. If Mrs. Tilton’s mind be 
corrupt, it was her husband who cor­
rupted it. We attach little importance 
to papers forced from a sick woman con­
fined in bed from a miscarriage 1 they 
can prove nothing so effectual as the 
abandonment of the wretch who ex­
torted them.

Passing from the immediate actors 
in this drama to the principles which 
underlie it, we would, before consign­
ing the matter to. the oblivion we trust 
it may soon obtain, consider the bear­
ing upon organized society of the 
doctrines of these social reformers. It 
must be borne in mind that their 
votaries number several millions in the 
United States, and that nothing can 
affect society there which does not 
react here. A few years ago society in 
Ontario would not have tolerated an 
occurrence sufficiently well known to 
our readers to require no comment. Let 
us take care and not vainly imagine that 
we are better than our neighbors. Under 
the name of progress, liberality and 
emancipation, these ideas have always 
followed closely after wealth, luxury and 
civilization. The story has even been 
the same from the earliest dawn of 
history. Woodhullism is no new thing. 
It is the revived worship of Baal Peor 
and of the groves. It is that form of 
Paganism which has ever sapped and 
destroyed society by destroying the in­
stitution upon which society rests—the 
institution of the family Whether we 
trace it in Babylonia, in Phœnicia, in 
Judea, in Syria, in Greece, in the cities 
of Magna Græcia, in Imperial Rome, 
in the Lower Empire in the universal 
corruption which followed in Europe 
after the discovery of America, the 
period of the renaissance, when the 
Christian world had nearly turned 
Pagan, the story is ever the same— 
the weakening of the marriage tie, the 
breaking down of the institution of the 
family, the progress of luxury, the 
brilliancy of civilization shining with the 
phophorescence which marks its hasten­
ing decay.

The family is the integral unit of 
society—the germ cell by which organ­
ized society is preserved and perpetuated. 
Families are the individual stones of 
which the walls of the State are built 
up. From the institution of the family 
all government takes its origin. The 
theory of the social contract revived in 
later times by Rousseau and his school, 
is as false in history as deadly in practice. 
Where the family remains intact society 
is safe. Where the bonds of the family 
arc relaxed, society tends to decay.— 
Forms of government change and new 
empires may arise. Men may exist and 
be happy under almost any form of

State. Something of this sort is dreamed 
of by the social reformers of the present 
day, but it is impossible, The mother’s 
care is as necessary to the babe as the 
mother’s milk, and until children can, 
as a rule, be healthily nourished upon 
the ingredients of milk prepared in the 
laboratory of science, it will be useless 
to attempt to throw upon the State the 
care and training of the rising genera- 
tion.*

That these are no fancy pictures will 
be admitted by all who have carefully 
studied the decay of Roman civilization.

Punshon to the highest position which 
the Conference could elect him was re­
garded as a certainty.

When about twenty years ago a young

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ALCOHOL—As the result of the 

chemical changes which sugar undergoes 
in passing downwards towards a dead, 
inorganic condition, a substance is pro­
duced which has been the cause of more 
sorrow, crime and suffering than all other 
evil agencies that have afflicted the 
world. It has caused tens of thousands 
of murders, and uncounted instances of 
robbery, theft, arson, incest, and suicide; 
it has brought misery and want into 
millions of households; it has filled alm 
houses and asylums with wretched vic­
tims; it sends a never ending procession 
of crime-stained men and women to 
prison and the gallows. What an awful 
indictment this is to bring against a 
substance which stands so closely allied 
in chemical relationship to innocent 
sugar ? Alcohol is not a natural product; 
it can only result from a spontaneous 
change which is excited in saccharine 
liquids under the influence of a ferment. 
If in the order of tilings this chemical 
change had been impossible, the human 
race would have been saved from shed­
ding tears, the aggregate volume of 
which reaches to that of a mighty river. 
But alas ! atoms of carbon, hydrogen, 
and oxygen arc permitted to group them 
selves in a way to form the maddening 
liquid ; and the great enemy to human 
happiness confronts us in all our domes­
tic, industrial, and commercial relations. 
If through disarrangement of Nature’s 
laws the vinous fermentative process 
should suddenly cease, and not another 
drop of any kind of spirituous liquors 
be produced, no sensible harm would 
come to any industrial or art process, 
and no absolute want in medicine would 
be encountered. Carefully viewing the 
matter from the standpoints of the chem­
ist, physician, and artist, we unhesitat- 
ingly declare that the world in its present 
advanced stage has no need of alcohol; 
it is simply convenient, but not necessary. 
Why not then make a determined effort 
to rid the country and the world of the 
monster ? Although alcohol results, as 
we have said, from spontaneous changes, 
yet the aid of man is necessary to form 
the various liquids containing it into 
attractive and permanent beverages.— 
The fermentation of the juices of grapes 
and other fruits produces alcohol; but 
if let alone, Nature will not allow the 
spirit to remain except for. a brief 
space of time. Nature abhors not only 
a vacuum, but manifestly one of her pro­
ducts, for alcohol is so unstable in its 
attenuated combinations that, if left to 
itself, it speedily runs down into the 
harmless form of acetic acid.

If man ceases to interfere in the series 
of natural changes which saccaharine 
liquids spontaneously undergo, alcohol 
will not survive long enough to do mis- 
chief. Why not then compel the great 
army of men engaged in isolating and 
compouding the agent to let it alone?— 
Alcohol is a poison ; it acts inharmonious- 
ly with vital processes in the animal 
organism. In its purest and best form, 
it slowly undermines the constitution, 
and hinders or arrests metamorphosis of 
tissues; in its vile associations as pre­
sented in these modern times, it kills 
with the certainty and almost with the 
rapidity of strchuine and arsenic. We 
ask again why not attempt to arrest its 
production, and thus strike a blow at 
the root of the evil? There is virtue 
and moral force enough to compel Gov­
ernments to pass laws prohibiting its im­
portation in any form; and there is 
virtue and moral force enough to compel 
legislatures to enact laws prohibiting its 
manufacture. This is the point to which 
we must sooner or later, come.- All the 
laws ever made, or that ever will be 
made, conjoined with all the prayers of 
all the well intentioned women of the 
country, will never stop the gnawings of 
human appetite, or prevent its gratifica- 
tion, so long as rum, whiskey, wine, 
malt liquors, &c., are imported and 
manufactured under the sanction of law. 
Alcoholic beverages must cease to exist, 
before the world will be released from 
the terrible thraldom which they exer­
cise over human appetite. In making a 
remedy for the enormous evils caused by 
alcohol, nothing absurd or impracticable 
is associated with the suggestion, and the 
time is net far distant when the poison 
will be placed under a ban, as regards 
its importation and manufacture, which 
will give enforced emancipation to tens 
of thousands of slaves now in subjugation 
to the monster.

TunLIABILITY OF PERSONS WHO 
Assume RISKY BUsINzss.— Recently,

A CORPS or COMMISSAIRES.—It is 
proposed, we understand, to establish in 
Montreal a Corps of Commissaires in 
the same way as those established and 
in operation in London. In 1859 
Captain Edward Walter, formerly of 
the 8th Hussars and 44th Regiment of 
Foot, conceived the idea that the beet 
system of rewards for state services was 
the employment of soldiers, after they 
had left their regiments, in some posi- 
tiens of trust. He accordingly formed 
the Corps of Commissaires a body of old 
soldiers, which in London and several 
other of the English cities while adher­
ing to a semi-military organisation, sub­
ject to superior officers have earned their 
livings as letter-carriers, messengers, 
watchmen, &c., in fact in almost any 
capacity. They are uniformed, live in 
barracks, and are responsible for all 
their actions to their superior officers. 
The institution, since that time, has 
taken somewhat of a wider turn, as will 
be seen by the proceedings of a meeting 
held at the.United Service Club, on the 
15th Feb., 1871:

Proposed by Sir Charles Trevelyan, 
seconded by Admiral Sir John Hay, 
M. P., “That the appointment of soldiers 
and sailors—who have served their 
country with credit—to the various sub- 
ordinate situations in the public 
establishments would be highly conduc­
ive to the interests of the nation, as 
furnishing both an indueement to, and 
a reward for, military service. It is, 
therefore, recommended that soldiers and 
sailors of good character, who have com­
pleted a sufficient period of service, and 
are able to pass the necessary Civil Ser­
vice examinations, should have a prefer­
ence for appointments in the public de- 
partments."

Proposed by General Sir W Mansfield, 
seconded by Rev. K Gleig, M. A. 
[Chaplain General], “That a short 
period of military service furnishes the 
best training for large classes of civil ap­
pointments, the most important qualifi­
cations, for which are not high intellec­
tual acquirements but good health, 
implicit obedience, and the habit of 
faithfully, and exactly performing any 
duty that may be given them in charge, 
and that the position of the country for 
defence would be improved if the larger 
bodies of men employed in the Customs, 
Excise, Police, Poet Office, and other 
public establishments, consisted in great 
part of trained soldiers.”

The discussions provoked by the 
Draft Reciprocity Treaty have brought 
the lumbering interest of the country 
into the foreground, and the convention 
of lumbermen recently held in Ottawa 
has thrown light upon the importance of 
this leading branch of trade. Free 
papers read at that Convention, we 
learn that the suicidal process of de­
nudation has stripped the whole ef the 
New England States of their forests, 
with the single exception of Maine, and 
even there, there is the best authority 
for stating that five hundred millions of 
feet, inch measure, or about a third of 
one year’s production of Canada, would 
exhaust every foot of timber in that 
State. Of the Middle States, Pennsyl­
vania is the only one which has retained 
something of its woods; but there also 
three year’s stocking, at five hundred 
millions per year, would entirely exhaust 
the pine timber now standing. In the 
North and North West, Michigan stands 
at the head of the pine-producing States, 
its area being three and a half millions 
of acres. But as from two hundred and 
fifty to three hundred thousand acres are 
stripped annually, the supply of this 
State will be entirely used up in twelve 
or fourteen years. Wisconsin and Min­
nesota have together about as much pine 
timber as Michigan, but they too, are 
rapidly stripping their territory, while 
the coat of transportation effectually ex­
cludes them from competition with 
Canada in the Eastern markets. Canada 
remains in undisputed possession of the 
lumber supply of this continent, and it 
only remains with her to husband her 
resources and make provident use of her 
opportunities.

DISASTROUS FIRE IN BROCK- 
VILLE.

LEGGETT BROS. & Co.’s CARRIAGE 
WORKS TOTALLY DESTROYED.

This morning about half past three 
o’clock, the alarm rang out its loud ap- 
peal, and aroused the citizens from their 
quiet slumbers into a state of excite- 
ment, which was considerably increased 
by the brilliant light which illuminated 
the west end of the town, in the direc- 
tion of John Street. On arrival at that 
locality, the large carriage factory of 
Messrs. Leggett Bros. & Co., was found 
enveloped in flames. The fire when 
first observed, was burning with much 
briskness in the south-west corner of 
the building, the exact spot where a 
a paint mill was kept, end which about 
a week ago was subjected to a cleaning 
with cotton rags saturated with oil; 
the rags were allowed to remain in the 
corner where they were thrown after 
the cleaning was finished, and hence 
it is reasonable to suppose that they be­
came heated and ignited, thus being the 
cause of the fire.

The building was a large three storey 
frame structure, well calculated to make 
a huge blase. Owing to the late dry 
weather all sections thereof were 
thoroughly dried, and the result was, 
that in a very few minutes after the 
discovery of the fire the entire place was 
in flames and burning with intense 
fury. The fire spread rapidly through­
out the third storey where it originated, 
thence crept downward completely de- 
vouring everything that it met Con- 
siderable time was lost in getting the 
fire brigade to work, but once started, 
good service was rendered. Too much 
praise cannot be bestowed upon the 
firemen for their brave ' exertions in 
saving the surrounding buildings, which 
arc thickly built on every side. The 
stables of Morrison’s Hotel, three dwell­
ing houses on George Street, the ware­
house of McGrory Bros., and several 
other buildings had a narrow escape. 
The loss is estimated at $14,000; in­
surance $9,000. Quite a number of 
carriages and vehicles were safely got 
out from the show room below. The 
men's tools, also several carriages belong­
ing to citizens, which were being re­
paired, were totally destroyed. The 
proprietors of these works have the gen­
eral sympathy of the public in their un­
fortunate loss. We trust, however, to 
see the factory speedily rebuilt and in 
working operation within a short time, 
as it is an institution geratly wanted in 
Brockville.— Enterprise.

a recent picnic on the South Coast of 
England, several parties, to have a row 
out, secured a man named Payne, not 
a boatman, but a stone mason, who 
brought along a boat, and offered to row 
the parties, but insisted that there 
should be a good number of people, in 
order that the trip might be a paying 
one. Ten persons, in addition to the 
oarsman, crowded on board, sinking the 
boat very low into the water. Before 
they had gone very far, water began to 
rise in the boat. Its occupants entreat­
ed Payne to return, but ho persisted in 
rowing out, affirming that they would 
be all right soon. So they were all right, 
as the sequel showed ; the boat gradually 
sank, and the great part of the passen­
gers were drowned. Among those saved 
was Payne, who was immediately arrest­
ed and brought to trial. His Lordship, 
in- summing up the case, defined Payne’s 
examaosition in the matter, shewing 
who, were the laws of the land respect- 
ing a person who, either for money, or 
even without such consideration, takes 
upon himself the charge of other people. 
They were as follows:—

“That the accused intended to harm 
or kill anylody it was impossible to im­
agine, or that ho had any clear thought 
of the consequences of what he did. 
He was not a regular boatman ; he was 
a mason by trade, but he seems to have 
taken upon himself the occupation of a 
boatman for the purpose of making a 
profit for himself, assuming as he does 
to exercise a somewhat skilled trade. A 
man undertakes a legal charge, and is 
to exercise ordinary skill and ordinary 
care. If be is a man not accustomed 
to the trade—and he must know that 
—but nevertheless undertakes it and 
does not exercise ordinary skill and care 
then be fails in his duty. This man 
having chosen to undertake the trade of 
letting out boats to passengers, was ask­
ed by a party of four persons to be taken 
out in his boat, but he refused to do so, 
because at 6d per head that would not 
have been enough, so be insisted upon 
having more. Others were persuaded 
to join, and eventually ten persons went 
into the boat. There was a nasty, sloppy 
sea at the time, and there is evidence 
that the boat was wholly unfit to carry 
so many people in such a sea. If that 
was so, there arose the question whether 
it was not a gross want of skill on his 
part, and a gross want of care also, to 
insist upon taking ten people, he not be­
ing accustomed to a boat. But he was 
bound to know what the boat could fair­
ly do, and what its condition was. Hav­
ing rowed the passengers out, the waves 
appeared to have broken over the boat, 
and the natural consequence was that 
the women became frightened and alarm­
ed. Payne was then asked to take them 
in shore, but he seems to have got the 
boat into such a position as to render 
his judgment faulty on the return jour­
ney. He rowed along, however, and 
the result, as it seemed to him (the 
judge), was inevitable to a person un- 
accustomed to boats—the boat filled and 
was swamped, and several of the occu­
pants were drowned.”

ENGLAND.— Recently there has been 
a resolution passed by the Executive 
Council of the National Agricultural 
Labourers' Union which is of a most 
significant character. It declares that 
in face of the harsh and prolonged Lock 
out of the Farm Labourers in the 
Eastern Counties the Committee cannot 
feel justified in supporting them in en­
forced idleness indefinitely, nor can they 
seek public support continually while 
the harvest is waiting to be gathered. 
The Committee, therefore, place mi­
gration and emigration st the disposal of 
the Labourer’s, with the alternative of 
depending upon their own resources ft 
is added that the Secretary will take 
measures to obtain additional facilities 
for emigration. For some time past 
it has been manifest that the Farmers’ 
would be able to carry things almost as 
they desired, the scarcity of labour 
having stimulated them end the manu­
facturers to device end construct instru­
ments of industry which would seve a 
considerable proportion of the labour 
previously employed. Besides, the 
Farmers of the Eastern Counties have 
been able to obtain a supply of labour 
on their own terme, which delivered 
them from dependence on the Union 
men.

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and unpreventable disease cannot be re­
garded except with dismay, although as 
it shall become more frequent in its at­
tacks it will be likely to become less 
virulent and be more easily dealt with 
by sanitary regulations.

tion of the law, and in the performance 
of his duty, prosecutor opened one of 
the papers, upon which he found writ­
ing ; he there and then, or very shortly 
afterwards, warned the accused that he 
was committing an offence against the 
law, and cautioned him for the future, 
A second and more serious offence, how- 
ever, was committed, composing the case 
before the Court, in which the margins 
of the papers were not only written 
upon, but several papers were under the 
same cover. Fine $20 and costs.

A boy near Gainesville, Ga., threw a 
pailful of water over his mother, who 
had been struck by lightning. The 
water caused her immediate recovery, 
and is supposed to have acted as a con­
ductor, drawing the superflous electrici­
ty from the woman's body.

In Bromley, Mr. John Barr's barn 
was destroyed on Tuesday, from fire 
catching in a pile of straw. He was 
watching with water at the time, but 
the flames spread too rapidly to be con­
trolled. The season’s crop of hay and 
peas, with last year’s oats and wheat 
were consumed with the barn.—Mercury.
"An advertisement in a newspaper," 

truthfully and shrewdly observed an ex­
change, “pays no fares on railroads, costs 
nothing for hotel bills, gives away no 
boxes of cigars to customers or merino 
dresses to customers’ wives, drinks no 
whiskey under the head of travelling 
expenecs, but goes at once and all the 
time about its business free of expense."

The railroad in Vermont, by which 
five persons were killed and a large num­
ber wounded, was caused by the carrying 
away of a bridge by freshet. But iron 
bridges properly built on abutments suf­
ficiently high cannot be carried by fresh- 
ets. The miserable cheap wooden 
bridges the meet railway companies 
build are the fruitful source of constant 
accidents.
The Hamilton Spectator has been shown 

a number of very fine samples of barley 
and wheat from the country surrounding 
Hamilton. One gentleman stated that 
hie barley yielded on an average 40 
bushels per acre from 16 acres sown; 
and wheat an average of 36 bushels per 
acre from 20 acres sown. All the sam­
ples of barley were of a bright red colour, 
and estimated from 47 to 48 lbs per 
bushel.

The Isle of Pines which the French 
Government has selected as a place of 
better security than New Caledonia for 
the storing of its political offenders, is a 
beautiful island covered with luxuriant 
vegetation only forty two miles in circum­
ference, a short distance southeast of 
the place of Rochefort’s Confinement. 
Ite exact position is defined on the maps 
as latitude 22 deg. 38 min. south, longi­
tude 167 deg. 25 min. east. Turtle 
hunters long made it a favorite resort for 
the pursuit of their business, and there 
has been a resident population of about 
2,500 upon the Island heretofore. It 
is to be hoped that the unhappy convicts 
will find its climate more healthful and 
endurable than that of New Caledonia.

The Guelph Herald says:—A very 
painful accident occurred at Allan’s dis- 
tillery this (Saturday) morning.

The London Economist, in an article 
on the annexation of the Fiji Islands to 
Great Britain, explains the difficult posi- 
tion in which the members of English 
ministry found themselves when the pro­
posals for annexation were made :— 
‘The MinieUy bed really to make a 
choice between doing nothing at all an1 
directly assuming the control of the 
Island. The former alter­
native was morally impossible ; once we 
might resolutely have proclaimed out 
intention not to meddle in the settlement 
of Fiji, to let colonization and commerce 
take their own course there, and abstain 
from assuming any responsibility for or­
der among a mixed community of re­
cently reformed savages and European 
adventurers of the rudest class. But 
that time has gone by. We have med­
dled in the internal affairs of the Fijians 
we have kept the peaee with gun boats, 
we have assumed the right to regulate the 
labour traffic, and in other ways to in­
sist upon the maintenance to some ex­
tent of a standard of civilized morality. 
How far we have succeeded in our aims 
may be doubted ; but that we have ac- 
complished one thing—the destruction 
of such native elements of government 
and social organization as existed before 
our coming—is unquestionable. We 
bave hardly a right to say that we de­
cline to finish the work we have com- 
menced, and to build up something in 
place of what we have broken down. So 
much, indeed, has been acknowledged, 
not without reluctance and misgivings, 
by Liberal as well as Conservative 
statesmen." In respect to this kind of 
Government which it is thought best to 
establish over the Fijis, the same news­
paper says :—“The Queen’s Government 
must have an absolute discretion in its 
new domain, whether it is to uphold ex­
isting titles or to modify them by new 
laws. For these purposes it is necessary 
to insist as we are glad to see Lord Car­
narvon does very strongly—that the 
Government of the settlement is to take 
the form of a ‘Crown colony,’ and one 
administered on the strictest principles. 
Constitutional dogmas, the machinery 
of parliamentary intitutions, would be 
mere instruments of mischief in a com­
munity constituted as that of Fiji if.”

A correspondent in the English Rail- 
way News, of August let., in a letter 
on the Grand Trunk Railway, states that 
“the increase in traffic in the past half 
“year was over £125,000 — being greater 
“than any other line in the world and 
“pointing to a more prosperous period in 
‘the history of this undertaking than 
“itlhas ever before known. This re- 
“suit has been obtained during a period 
“of unparalleled adversities, the dire 
“effects of which are well known by the 
“fact almost, if not all, the other rail- 
“roads in Canada and America have,
