Day by
y the exigencies of journalism have
compelled us to put forth details ot
matters usually confined to the select
audiences of divorce courts ; and sore has
becn the trial, not only to us but to
nearly the whole press, comscious
that its columns have bcen conduit
pﬂu through which this revolting scan-
dal bas overflowed the country, conscious
that the heart of the libertine has been
cheered by gloating over each new turn
or expecte revelation, while the
thoughtful have been saddcned, and
anxious fathers and mothers have been
embarrassed to allaythe curiosity which
this all pervading scandal has excited at
every breakfast table. It is not that we
mourn for Beecher. His influcnce at
best was cquivocal in tendescy. The
principle upon which his church was
“ran” savoured not of the unworldliness
and self-sacrifice of the first, but rather
of the wealth and the _lelf-indulienee and
the puff and the shoddy ot the nine-
tecnth century.

some in 80 great a city as New York.—
Even now we do not believe him to be
guilty of criminal folly, but he has
associated so closely with evil people
and sympathized to such an cxtent with
evil principles, and been so carcless cf
the imputations which he must have
kaown would result from his unguarded
oonduct, that we believe his influcnce is
forever gone as a Christian minister, and
that he has disgracefully scandalized
the religion he was bound to guard and
defend.

Bad, thoroughly bad as this scandal iz,
all the mischicf that it can do has been

ful to existence within themselves, bat Jedone, and, guided by this lurid light, we

may at least see and examine the evil
priociples which are sapping the found-
ation of socicty, and which - have come
so unexpectedly to the surface. Thaoks
to the testimony of Tilton and Woodhull
and the literature which has becn so
profusely put forth by editors and inter-
viewers, we now know the meaning of
that cant of progress which has more or
less steadily been gaining ground of
late.

Itis that form of
Paganism which has ever sapped and
destroyed socicty by destroying the in-
stitution upon which society rests—the
institution of the family. - Whether we
trace it in Babylonia, in Phenicia, in
Judes, in Syria, in Greeoe, in the cities
of Magna Graxeeia, in Imperial Rome,
in the Lower Empire in the universal
corruption which followed in KEurope
after the discovery of America, -the
period of the renaissance, when the
Christian world had nearly turned
Pagan, the story is ever the same—
the weakening of the marriage tie, the
breaking down of the institution of the
family, the progress of luxury, the
brilliancy of civilization shining with the
hophorescence which marks its hasten-
1og decay.

The family is the integral unit of
socicty—the germ cell by which organ-
ized socicty is preserved and perpetuated.
Families are the individual stones of
which the walls of the State are built
up. From the institution of the family
all government takes its origin. The
theory of the social contract tevived in
later times by Rousscau and his school,
is as false in history as deadly in practice.
Where the family remains intact society
is safe. Where the bondsof the family
are relaxed, society tends to decay.—
Forms of government change and new
cmpires may arise. Men may exist and
be happy woder almost any form of
government, but it the solvent of free-
love be applied to the integral stones of
which society is built up, no construe-
tion is possible and the whole structure
flows away in muddy dessolution.

In the institution of the family the
passions of humanity are rendered con-
servative. The father goes to his work
carly and returns late, nor grudges the
labor which, ten times more than is
necessary for his own subsistence, sup-

rts those whom he loves. The mother
in the quiet shelter of home, gradually
forms axe minds and instils the prinei-
ples. which will direct tho following
generation of workers. The brothers
aod sisters learn to bear and forbear,
and are bonod by a love in which self-
interest has no share. 'These ‘virtues,
taking their risc in the family and pro-
jeoted upon the wider ficld of polities,
grow into patniotism, self-denial, courage,
magnanimity, self-sacrifice, devotion to
duty ; for the old paradox of Christanity
is trué; that we grow rich by .wln.t we
receive. | Supported such inspiring

Men refused to marry. 'Women refused
to bear or nourish children, and abortion
and infanticide were practised without
shame or remorse.

4\!1811'-
tus offered large privileges to the heads
of families of threce or more children,
but it was in vaip, and civilization was
decayed at heart fong before the bar-
barians crushed it out.

If roads and bridges could
have saved society, they ecxisted as
abundantly as now. / If Art conld have
done it, the art of Greece and Rome
excelled ours. If legal orpaunization
could have done it, we have never sur-
Virgil Horace or Cicero. No,
1tis not Art, or orgamization, or litera-
ture, or wealth, or commerce or man-
ufactures that can save society ; itis the
institation of the family given by God
at the commencement of the world and
blessed by Jesus of Nazareth at the
commencement of His ministry. This
it is which throws over the union of the
sexes the halo of divine love and raises
society to its highest level. King
Arthur bending over the prostrate form
of the guilty Guinevere speaks the lesson
of ages : —

To love one maiden only, cleave to her,
And worship her by years of noble deeds
Watil they won her;

For indeed I know

Of no more subtle passion under Heaven,
Than is the maiden passion for a maid,

To teach high thoughts, and amiable words,
And courtliness, and the desire of fame,
And love of truth, and all that makes a man,
And yet now men and women can be
found by the million whe, in the names
of liberty and emancipatiop, seek to
tamper with the central truth.

This is the moral of the Beecher scan-
dal, and the press will do well to en-
force it. ~ Let every. social reform be
tested by the ome qucstion. Does it,
or does it not,tend to consolidate the
family? On ;this let itstand or fall.
If this horrible detail of folly serves to
waken us to the dangers which threaten
our civilization from within, it will oot
have been altogether useless.—Montreal
Gazette.

The British Wesleyan Conference
met recently at Camborne, Cornwall.
The retiring President, was the Rev.
George T. Perks, M. A., who has been
sacceeded by Dr. Panshon, who had a
large majority of votes cast in his favour.
The next bighest vote was in favour of
the Rev, William Arthur, M. A., late
President of Belfast College, who is now
connccted with the Mission House in
London. The Rev. Gervase Smith, M.
A., who visited Canada about three
years ago, was re-elected Secretary.
For some years past the elevation of Dr.
Punshon to the highest position which
the Confer¢hoe could elect him was re-
garded as a certainty. Bat he had to
bide bis time. -To reach the Presiden-
tial chair of the British Conference
is an exceedingly slow process, it poss-
esses 50 many men Whose claims are of
such a character ascannot be ignored.
When about twenty years ago a young
aud inexperienced orator. electrified an
immense audience in Exter Hall, Loan-
don, with an eloquence never surpassed
in that great building as he lectured on
“the Prophet of Herob, his Life and its
Lessons” those whose privilege it wasto
listen icated for him a brilliant and
sucoessful career, which was soon real-
ized. Already he had won golden
opinions of his powers in the Provinces.
ﬁr. Punshon’s fame soon spread = with
wonderful rapidity, and his services
were in demand all over the land. As
a preacher and letcurer in hisown Church
he, when oomparat.ively young, rose to
the “top of the ladder,” while he stood,
as he still stands, seeond to none of the
leading pulpit or platform orators of
England and one of the most accomplish-
ed rhetoricians of the age. Inthe pul-
pit, Dr. Punshon never forgets the dig-
nity of his position by pandering to
vulgar tastes, but with forcible earnest-
pess andin language at once chasto and
brilliant he proclaims the great truths
of the-gospel.

Once in 8 while the weathercock
Fashion points in the direction of
cconomy, sound sense, and good taste.
It: 80 happeos that such is the case now
wlt]l regard to travelling dresses. A
plain de bege is good enough for anybody
and 20 yards will make a modest suit n;
a cost of from $6 to $10 for the raw
material. A plain hat will cost $2 more.
Everybody has or ought to have a satchel,
a big shawl, anda traveling strap. With
this the equipmeant for a short jqurney is
sufficient.  Excursion tickets are furnish-
ed at reduced rates, cnabling the excus-
stonist to visit various points of interest
at little more thaa half the price for bare
travel. - It is the hotel bill and the meals
'along the road that make the expenses
mount up so frightfully and keep at
home many people that~ otherwise could
afford to travel. If these could ooly be
kept down the rest would be easy. They
can. A well filled lunch basket, re en-
forced now and then at a first class
grocery, will keep the stomach and the
purse full. In warm weather one is
quite a8 well off to eat cold victuals as
to bave them fresh from the fire. The
slave to tea and coffee can buy a cup at
any restaurant for ten cents, and for the
rest coid broiled chicken, sandwiches and
fresh fruit will sufficc. When one is very
much dissatisfied internally with this fare
“a good square mecal” may be had for
one dollar. Of course, if one has
plenty of moncy, and can spend as much
as he chooses, so much the better for him,
but this class is not in the majority, and
we write for those who must either
economize or forego all the pleasures of
Summer travel. Asto the advantages
of the lunch basket, those who have
carried it once will be reluctant ever to
leave it at home.

So they were all right,
as the sequel showed ; the boat gradually
sank, and the great part of the paesen-
gers were drowned, Among those saved
was Payne, who was immediately arrest-
ed and brought to trial. His Lordship,
in-summing up the case, defined Payne’s
ex| ition in the matter, shewing
wiitt were the laws of the lanc respect-
in rson who, either for money, or
evea without such consideration, takes
upon himself the charge of other people.
They were as follows :—

“That the accused intended to harm
or kill anyt ody it was impossible to im-
agine, or that he had any clear thought
of the consequences of what he gid.‘
He was not a regular boatman ; he was
a mason by trade, but ht seems to have
taken upof himself the occupation of a
boatman for the purpose of making a
profit for himself, assuming as he does
to exercisc & somewhat skilled trade. A
gaan undertakes a legal charge, and is

exercise ordinary skill and ordinary
care. If he isa man not accustomed
to the trade—and he must know that
—but nevertBeless undertakes it and
does not exercise ordinary skill and care
then he fails ‘in his duty. This man
having chosen to undertake the trade of
letting out boats to passengers, was ask-
ed by a party of four persons to be taken
out in_his boat, but he refused to do so,
because at 6d per head that would not
have been enough, so he insisted upon
having more. Others were persuag:d
to join, and éventually tem persons went
into the boat. There was a nasty, sloppy
sea at the time, and there is evidence
that the boat was wholly unfit to carry
80 many people in such a sea. If that
was 80, there arose the question whether
it was not a gross want of skill on his
part, and a gross want of care also, to
insist upon- taking ten people, he not be-
ing accustomed to a boat. But he was
bound to know what the boat could fair-
ly do, and what its condition was. Hav-
ing rowed the passengers out, the waves
appeared to have broken over the boat,
and the natural consequence was that
the women bocame frightened and alarm-
ed. Payne wasthen asked to take them
in shore, but he seems to have got the
boat into such a position as to render
his judﬁment faulty on the return jour-
ney. He rowed along, however, and
the result, as it seemed to him (the
judge), was inevitable to a person un-
asccustomed to boats—the boat filled and
was swamped, and several of the occu-
pants were drowned.”

Mr. Oumvgzr’'s New SoHooL Law.
—QCopies of the law introduced-last ses-
sion by Hon. M#. Quimet to regulate the
sohools of the province of Quebec are
now in cireulation. It will be recollect-
ed that the Bill was withdrawn with the
understanding that it would be reintro-
duced at the approaching session. Most
of the provisions arc the same as in the
present, the following being the prineipal
additions : —The privilege of providing
edueation for children belonging by
right of nature to tdeir parents, they
can confide this duty to professors,
teachers, guardians, or any other persons
whom they may choose. All the public
schools in the Province will belong ex-
clusively either to the Roman Catholie
.ot Protestant Faith. The public schools
called Roman Catholic are those which
are under the direction or control  of
oonifhissioners, trustees, principals or
other masters, directors, or Roman
Catholie bodies. Those called Protestant
are the publie schools which are under
the direetion or eontrol of similar insti-
tutions or Protestant officials. All
literary, scientific or other teaching that
will be given in the R. C. publie schools
| willgbo in every particuipe in conformity |
with the dootrine and the directions of
the Roman Catholic Church.

Captain Edward Walter, formerly of
the 8th Hussars and 44th Regiment of
Foot, conceived the idea that the best
system of rewards for state services was
the employment of soldiers, after they
had left their regiments, in some posi-
tiens of trust. He acoordingly formed
the Corps of Commis=aires a body of old
soldiers, which in London and several
other of the English cities while adher-
ing to & semi-military organisation, sub-
jeot to superior officers have efrned their
livings as letter-carriers, messengers,
watchmen, &c., in fact in almost any
capacity. They are uniformed, live in
barracks, and arc responsible for all
their actions to their superior officers.
The institution, since that time, has
taken somewhat of a wider turn, as will
be seen by the proceedings of a meeting
held at the United Service Club, on the
15th Feb., 1871:

Proposed by Sir Charles Trevelyan,
seconded by Admiral Sir John Hay,
M. P., “That the appointment of soldiers
and sailors—who have served their
country with credit—to the various sub-
otdinate situations in the public
establishments would be highly conduc-
ive to the interests of the nation, as
furnishing both an inducement to, and
a reward for, military service. It is,
therefore, recommended that soldiers and
sailors of good character, who have com-
pleted a sufficient period of scrvice, and
are able to pass the necessary Civil Ser-
vice*examinations, should have a prefer-
ence for appointments in the public de-
partments.” ; .

Proposed by General Sir W Maosfield,
seconded by Rev. K -Gleig, M. A.
[Chaplain General], “That a short
period of military service furnishes the
best training for large classes of civil ap-
pointments, the most important qualifi-
cations, for which are not high intellec-
tual acquirements but good health,
implicit obedience, and the habit of
faithfully, and exactly performing any
duty that may be given them in charge,
and that the dposition of the country for
defence would be improved if the larger
bodies of men employed in the Customs,
Excise, Police, Post Office, gnd other
public establishments, consistél in great
part of trained soldiers.”

The approaching meeting of the Evan-
gelical Alliance, in the city of Montreal,
is an eyent of some significance in the
religious history of our Dominion. It
was a great day for Canada when it was
for ever decided, in the matter of the
Clergy Reserves, that religion should be
unconunected with and unfettered, by the
State ; that no one ecclesiastical system
should be laid as a burden on the young
and growing nation, to stunt its develop-
ment and hinder its growth and progress.
It marks another era, when we see the
voluntary association of the Christian
denominations to declare that, while they
rejoice in their liberty, and love their
individuality, yet that they love also
their common relationship, and rejoice
in their substantial unity.

The Union between the Wesleyan and
New Connexion Methodist churches may
now be regarded as an accomplished fact.
A special meeting of the New Connexion
Conference was recently held at Milton
for the purpose of making final arrange-
ments for the carrying out of the Con-
ference arrangements regarding uniom.
The report of the special Committee
was unapimously adopted. A number
of ministers and laymen were eleoted
delegates to the first Geeneral Conference
of the United Church which will take
place in Toronto in September. Tt will
be comprised of ministerial and lay
delegates from the New Connexion, the
London, Toronto, Montreal and Eastern
British * America Conferences.” The
General Conference will meet every four
years and the others annually.

England, France, Ge rmany, Austria,
Holland and Italy have recognized the
Spanish Republic, and it is  reported
that the Pope will soon ‘recognize Ser-
ano as President” of that conntry. The
Spanish Government has thanked Ger-
many for taking the ipitiative in the
movement for recognition. The Lon-
don Times, in an oditorial article, says
England would have recognized Spain
some time ago, but the reluctance of
France and the indifference of Germany
prevented. The Pall Mall Gazette
cays that Rpssio hesitates to recognize
the lepublle, becanse doing so would
strengthen the cause of Republicanism
in Europe.

in passing downwards towards a dead,
inorganie econdition, & substance is pro-
duced which has been the cause of more
sorrow, crime and suffering than all other
evil agencics that have afflicted the
world, It has caused tens of thousands
of murders, and uncounted instances of
robbery, theft, arson, incest, and suicide ;
it has brought misery and want into
millions of households; it has filled alm
houses and asylums with wretehed vic-
tims; it sends a never ending procession
of crime-stained men and women to
prison and the gallows. What an awful
indictment this is to bring against a
substance which stands so closely - allied
in chemical relationship to innocent
sugar ? Alcohol is nota nataral product ;
it can only result from =a spontaneous
change which is excited in saccharine
liquids under the influcnce of a ferment.
Ifin the order of things this chemical
change bad been impossible, the human
race would have becn saved from shed-
ding tears, the aggregate volume of
which reaches to that of a mighty river.
But alas ! atoms of carbon, bydrogen,
and oxygen are permitted to group them
selves in a way to form the maddening
liquid ; and thegreat enemy to human
happiness confronts us in all our domes-
tie, industrial, and commercial relations.
If through disarrangement of  Nature's
laws the. vinous fermentative process
should suddenly cease, and not another
drop of any kind of spirituous liquors
be produced, no sensible harm would
come to any industrial or art process,
and no absolute want in medicine would
be encountered. .Carcfully viewing the
matter from the standpoints of the chem-
ist, physician, and artist, we unhesitat-
ingly declar¢ that the world in its present
advanced stage has no nced of alcohol ;
it is simply convenient, but not necessary.
Why not then make a determined effort
to rid the country and the world of the
monster ?  Although alcohol results, a$
we have said, from spontancous changes,
yet the aid of pan is necessary to form
the - various zluids containing it iato
attractive and permanent beverages.—
The fermentation of the juices of grapes
and other fruits produccs alcohol; but
if let alone, Nature wiil not allow the
spiri¢ to rewmain except for. a brief
space of time. Nature abhorsnot only
a vacuum, but manifestly one of her pro-
duets, for alcohol is so unstable in its
attenuated combinations that, if left to
itself, it speedily rums down into the
harmless. form of acetic acid.

If man ceases to interfere in the series
of natural changes which saoccaharine
liquids spontaneously undergo, alcohol
will not survive long enough to do mis-
chief. Why not then compel the great
army of men engaged in isolating and
compouding the agent to let it alone ?—
Alcohol] is a poison ; it acts inharmonious-
ly with vital processes in the animal
organism. ' In its purest and best form,
it slowly undermines the constitution,
and hinders or arrests metamorphosis of
tissues ; in its vile associations as pre-
sented in these modern times, it kills
with the certainty and almost with the
rapidity of strchuine and arsenic. We
ask again why not attempt to arrest its
production, and thus strike a blow at
the root of the evil?  There is virtue
and moral force cnoughto compel Gov-
ernments to pass laws prohibiting its im-
portation in any form; and there is
virtue and moral force enough to compc!
legislatures to enact laws prohibiting its
manufacture. This is the point to which
we must sooner or later, come.. All the
laws ever made, or that cver will be
made, conjoined with all the prayers of
all the well intentioned women of the
country, will never stop the gnawings of
human appetite, or prevent its gratifiea-
tion, so long as rum, whiskey, wine,
malt liquors, &ec., arc imported and
manufactured under the sanction oflaw.
Aleoholic beverages must cease to exist,
beore the world will be released from
the terrible thraldom which they exer-
cise over human appetite. In makioga
remedy for the enormous evils caused iy
alcohol, nothing absurd or impracticable
is associated with the suggestion, and the
time is not far distant when the poison
will be placed under a ban, as regards
its importation and manufacture, which
will give enforced emancipation to jtens
of thousands of slaves now in subjugation
to the monster.

The value of autographs and manu-
scripts is direeted, no doubt, by the same
general laws which regulate the prices of
other articles placed on the market.
There is, nevertheless, something ouri-
ously interesting in the process by which

The @isoussions provoked by the .
Draft ity Treaty have brought
the lum!| interest of the country
into the foreground, and the convention
of lumbermen recently held in Ottawa
bas thrown light upon the importance of
this leading bramch of trade. From
papers read at that Conmvention, we
learn that the suicidal process of de-
nudation has stripped the whole of the
New England States of their forests,
with the single exception of Maine, and
even there, there is the best authority
for stating that five hundred millions of
feet, inch measure, or about a third of
one year’s production of Canada, would
exhaust every foot of timber in that
State. Of the Middle States, Pennsyl-
vania is the only one which has retained
something of its woods; but there also
three year's stocking, at five hundred
millions per year, would entirely exhaust
the pine timber now standing, In the
North and North West, Michigan stands
at the head of the pine-producing States,
its area being three and a half millions
of acres. But as from two hundred and
fifty to three hundred thousand acres are
stripped aocually, the supply of this
State will be entirely used up in twelve
or fourteen years. Wisconsin and Min-
pesota have together aboutas much pine
timber as Michigan, but they too, are
rapidly stripping their territory, while
the cost of transportation effectually ex-
cludes them from competition with
Canada in the Eastern markets. Canada
remains in undisp\‘lmd possession of the
lumber supply of this continent, and it
only remains with her to husbaod her
resources and make provident use of her
opportunities.

of view, are by no means reassuriog.

Physicians of repute are not at variance

in the opinion that in giving pandemic

eftension to the disease the power of"
buman intercourse is not irrespective of
important qualifications in regard to
time and place, but they hold also that,
these qualifications granted, human in-
tercourse is the essential agent in the
propagation of this most terrible disorder.
Dr. Simon, the medical officer of the
English Local Government Board, has
recently shown that for European Ruasia,
and probably for all Europe—as for
“America also—the infection is slowly

assimilating itself in this respect to the
typhoid fever, a bowel infection of by
DO means rare occurrence. The
probability of having cholera a common
and unpreventable disease cannot be re-
garded except with dismay, although as
it shall become more frequent in its at-
tacks it will be likely to become less
virulent and be more casily dealt with
by sanitary regulations, In regard to
its approaches England has abandoned
quarantinc as useless, and in other
countries has been proved to be more or
less futile. Proper defences against it
consist only in judicious sanitary regula-
tions such as every city and town is com-
petent to form for itself. Such defences
have done much to lessen the frequency
and virulence of typhoid fever, and will -
be equally valuable as against; cholera.
It is well for us to think of such things
in time.

‘The loss which Canada has suffered
rom forest fires must now be something
cnormous, and it is time that some
effectual means were taken to stop the
destruction, which is now a matter of
annual recurrence. It is' everywhere
the same: along the north shores of
Huron and Superior; in the Muskoka
District; on tho -line of the Northern
Railway and in the Ottawa Valley;
evidence of the great loss which the
country has sastained is to be secn in
the shape of miles upon miles of black-
ened and blasted pine stamps. The law
at present in force is practically a dead
letter, for the simple reason that there
is no one to see it enforced, and violations
of it arc almost always incapable of
being brought home to those guilty of
them. The most semsible suggestion
which we have yet seen on the subject is
that of an Ottawa contemporary which
proposes that the Government should
appoint forest rangers, each being allot—
ted his own district and held responsible
for the suppression of fires in it. The
appointments need only be made for the
two or three summer mouths  during
which the danger exists; and a compara-
tively small outlay would no doubt result
in effecting a very large saving.

At a meeting of the Chaudiere mill
owners held on the 21st imst., at the
office of Levi Young, Esqg., it was unan-
imously resolved that their saw mills
be shut down on Saturday, 26th Septem-
ber, next. This action has been ren-
dered necessary by the scarcity of Piling
Ground, and the desire on the part of
the Mill Proprietors not to farther over-
stock the markets, which are at present
glutted at all the principal lumber de-

pots.

The London Economist, in an article
on the annexstion of the Fiji Islands to
Great Britain, explains the difficnit posi-
tion in which the members of Knglish
misistry found themselves when the pro-

ls for saonexation were made:—
“The Ministzy had really to make a
choice between doing nothing at all anl
directly assuming the control of the
Island. The former alter-
native was morally impossible ; once we
might resolutely have proclaimed our
intention not to meddle in the settlement
of Fiji, to let colonization and commerce
take their own course there, and abstain
from assuming any responsibility for or-
der among s mixed ecommunity = of re-
cently reformed savages and >
adventurers of the rudest class. Bat
that time has gone by. We have med-
dled} in th: internal affairs of the Fijians
we have kept the peace with boats,
we have asml:ed the right to r%w the
labour traffic, and in other ways to in-
sist upon the maintenance to some ex-
tent of a standard of civilized morality.
How far we have succceded in our aims
may be doubted ; but that we have aec-
complished one thing—the destruction
of such pative clements of government
and social orgasization as existed before
our coming—is unquestionable, We
bave hardly a right to say that we de-
cline to finish the work we have com-
wmenced, and to build up something in
place of what we have broken down. So
much, indeed, has been acknowledged,
not without reluctance and misgivings,
by Liberal .as well as Conservative
statesmen.” In respeet to this kind of
Government which it is thought best to
establish over the Fijis, the same news-
paper says :—“The Queen’s Government
must have an absolute discretion in its
new domsin, whether it is to uphold ex-
isting titles or to modify them by new
laws. For these purposes it is necessary
to insist as we are glad to see Lord Car-
parvon does very strongly—that the
Government of the settlement is to take
the form of a ‘Crown colony,” and ome
administered on the strictest principles.
