THE FORESTERS

Supreme Court I. 0. F. Vindicated—Dr.
Coulter's Charges Fall to the Ground.

New York, Jan. 29.—The applicaion
by Dr. Charles L. Coulter for an in-
junction restraining the Supreme
Court of the Independent Order of
Faresters from continuing certain al-
leged extravagant practices, and from
interfering by threats or otherwise
with the plaintiff and his attorney
and witnesses in prosecuting certain
actions brought by him, was today
denied by Justice Blanchard in the Su-
preme Court.

The plaintiff claimed the organiza-
tion was practically insolvent, and
had expended over $400,000 in collect-
ing an income of $2,500,000 last year.
The defendants denied all the allega-
tions of mismanagement, and showed
that the order had now 170,000 mem-
bers in the United States and Canada
and a surplus of $4,000,000.

Another of Dr. Coulter’s charges was
that the association declined to accept
black or yellow men as members,
while it had elected as its supreme
chief ranger a Mohawk Indian.

The defendants, in reply to this,
said that Dr. Oronhyatekha was a
full-blooded Mohawk Indian, who was
a licentiate of the Ontario Medical
Council; an under graduate of Oxford
University, England; a graduate of
Toronto University, and was last year
the president of the National Frater-
nal Congress of America. He had been
at the head of the order since 1881,
when it had only 369 members, and
had since been engaged in building up
the association, while Dr. Coulter now
seemed to be employed in an endeavor
to destroy it, if he possibly could do
so.

Justice Blanchard, in denying
motion for the injunction, said that
all the allegations charging malad-
ministration of the defendant and the
doubtful solvency of the order had
been fully met. He denied the motion
with $10 costs.

POPE'S ADVICE
T0 CATHOLICS

Distinction Between Socialism and
Christian Democracy.

Shun Everything of a Seditious or
Rsvolutionary Character—Sum-
mary of the Encyclical.

Rome, January 29.—The pope’'s ency-
clical on socialism just issued is dated
January 18. It says a distinction must
be carefully drawn between socialisin
and the movement "among Catholics
that resulted in his previous epcycllcals
on temporal questions, which is called
Christian democracy. The first only
concerns itself with material wealth
and social equality, whereas Christian
democracy, while seeking material am-
elioration, has spiritual amelioration
in view.

The pontiff concludes with exhorting
Catholics to inspire themselves with
those principles and to inculcate them.
They must urge the people and work-
men to shun everything invested with
a seditious or revolutionary character,
respect the rights of others, be respect-
ful to their masters and observe sobri-
ety and religious practices. Thus will
social peace again become flourishing
throughout the world. The following

The foremost Boer
reached him with his rifle at the pre-
sent, telling the officer to say his
prayers, as his time had come. Far-
rell .accepted ‘the inevitable in
thorough British manner, and told the
Boer to shoot. A second Boer, how-
ever, came up and ordered the first
man to lower his rifle. Farrell was
then told to follow the Boers, but he
eventually managed to find his way
back to camp. Captain Farrell’'s con-
spicuous gallantry has been much ad-
mired throughout the brigade, and lit-

Bosschieter.

Paterson, N. J., Jan. 29.—Walter C.
McAllister, William A. Death and An-
drew J. Campbell, who were found
guilty of murder in the second de-
gree, for the Kkilling of Jennie Bos-
schieter on Oct. 18, 1900, by the ad-
ministration of chloral and by subse-
quent criminal assault, together with
George J. Kerr, who pleaded non wvult
contendere to a charge of criminal as-
sault, were brought into the court of
oyer and terminer here, today,
sentence by Judge Dixon.

McAllister, Campbell and Death
were each sentenced to thirty years
imprisonment at hard labor, and Kerr
to fifteen years imprisonment at hard
labor.

NEW COINS AND STAMPS.

In the course of time, and probably
only a short time, remarks the Ham-
fiton Times, new coins and stamps,
bearing the “image and superscrip-
tion” of King Edward VII. will be is-
sued. When Queen Victoria came to
the throne in 1837, postage stamps
were not used in Canada, and there
was probably more TUnited States,
Mexican and Spanish money than
British and Canadian used in daily
commercial transactions.
