A “Holy War.”?

Romr, Oct. 29.—The Riforma has ad-
vices from Kassala, stating that the Mahdi
has proclaimed a holy war against the
Italians. The Governor of Massawah has
ordered tha Fifth Battalion to be in readi-
nest by Nov. 1, when the Italian troops at
Kassala will number 7,000 and the Mahdi’s
army 12,000.

The Irish Political Prisoners.

DUBLIN, Oct. 29.—Mr. Joha Morley,
Chief Secretary for Ireland, received today
a deputation who had called upon him to
demand the release of the Irish political
prisoners now confined in Irish and English
prisons. Mr. Morley informed the deputa-
tion that the Cabinet had decided that the
law must take its course. He would not
say thet the Government would never
reiease these prisoners, as the decision of
the Cabinet might be reconsidered.

Canada’s New Loan.

Loxpox, Oct. 29.—The new Canadian
loan has been very greatly over-subseribed.
Tenders at £07 9 shillings will receive the
fail amount subscribed for. Tenders at
£07 8 shillings 6 pence will receive &5 per
cent,

The subscriptions for the 3 per cent loan
cf the Government of the Dominien of
Canada have aggregated over $56.C00,000,
aithough the loan only called for $11,250,-
000 (£2.500,000). The minimum price was
fixed at 93, but the bulk of the loan was
subscribed for at an average of 974.

Discount Rates.

LoxpowN, Oct. 28.—The rates of discount
last week were § for three months and } for
30 days. The abundance of gold was un-
e¢xpected, but the Canadian and Chinese
loans will greatly influence the floating
supply. 8ilver was stronger, China buying
steadily, The prospectsof a Chinese loan
etrengthened it further, although it is be-
lieved that most of the lear will be spent
in Burope for.war materials, The Stock
FExchange was quiet; consols rose }.

Loxpox, Oct. 29.—A dispatch from
Corfu says that the Metropolitan of St.
Petersburg arrived there this morning to
perform the ceremony of uniting Princess
Alx. For the next four days the Prin-
cess will attend the services of the
orthodcx church, and at the final
servicej will partake of communion, after
which the marriage ceremony may be per-
formed at any time. The date of the mar-
riage, however, has not been definitely
fixed.

The Czar Not So Well,

St. PET=RSBUKG, Oct. 29.—The official
bulletin sent trom Livadia at 8 o’clock this
evening says the Emperor ate little today.
He felt weaker. The cough with which he
has been long troubled in consequence of
chronic catarrh of the throat and trachea
has grown perceptibly worse and interferes
with his breathing. His expsctoration is
tinged with bloed.

‘“Irregularities’”” Don’t Go.

Paris, Oct. 29.—There was a stormy
debate in the Chamber of Deputies today
over the accounts of M. Favette, a high
official in the Ministry ¢f Commerce., In
the accounts were included bills for dinners
at Voissons on 640 ocecasions and cabs each
for the nse of Deputy Guerin and Senator
Lourtes,

Premier Dupuy admitted that these hills
were *‘irregular,” bat thought there was no
citcumstance conaected with them that
would justify the prosecution of the offend-
ers. M. Joures, however, demanded that
the porsons contracting these bills be
prosecuted.

M. Guerin challenged the Government to
prosecute him, declaring that he had been
guilty of no misconduct.

The Chamber approved of M. Joure’s
demand.

The Pope on Union.

Rome, Oct. 29.—The text of the Pope’s
speech to the conference held to consider
the union oi the eastern and western
churches has just been made public. After
praising all who had helped to bring about
the conference, he said: “'YWe wish that
all governments alike had embraced
this grand ideal, inasmuch as the union
if achieved will be for the in-
terest and benefit of the entire world;
but political views and still more, we regret
to say, the unreasonable jealousies of some
of the governments which show in what
condition the Papacy is placed, have pre-
vented these reunions from baving the
large and solid results rightly expected
from them. Above all we must lament
the absence of the Patriarch of
the ‘Armenians. We shall not, on
this account, however, recede from our
purpose, and even if we can count only
within eertain limits op political unior,

wethipg will prevent us from solving the

grand problem from the religious side,
while awaiting more propitious times for
the rest of the work.”

The Ethics of Interviewing.
LoxpoN, Oct. 29.—Not long ago a Lon.
don pnews agency cbtained an interview
with a preminent admiral in her Majesty’s

navy abomt the lessons of the Chinese-
Japanese battle at the mouth of the Yalu
River. A few days later the manager oi
the agency received a polite note from the
admiral begging that a fee be sent him for
apswering the reporter’s questions.

A somewhat similar phase of the ethics
of interviewing is presented by a letter to
the Times from Mr. W. 8, Gilbert. A
person styling herself the Comtesse de
Brement sought an interview with the
well-known playwright for 8t, Paul’s, a
new nondescript weekly, Mr. Gilbert
says: “I replied volitely, but evasively, to
the effect that my terms for an inter-
view were twenty guineas.” He roceived
the following note: **The Comtesse de
Bremont presents her compliments to Mr.
Gilbert, and in reply to his answer to her
request for an interview for St. Paul’s, in
which he states his termz as twenty
guineas for that privilege, begs to say that
she anticipates the pleasure of writing his
obitnary mnotice for nothing.” Now the
Comtesse threatens Mr. Gilbert with a sui$
for making the matter public.

China Alarmed.

Loxpox, Oct. 29.—A dispatch to the
Globe from Tien Tsin says the rout of the
Chinese troops on the Yalu River and the
failure of the Chinese army to arrest the
advance of the Japanese have spread con-
sternation among the Chinese officials, who
do not deny that the Chinese army has met
with serious disaster. The Japanese lega-
tion here has a dispatch saying that the
second army, under Gen. Oyama, left its
rendezvous in Corea on Oct. 23, and made a
successful landing at Talien Wan.

The Central News correspondent in
Shanghai says it is rumored in Tien Tsin
that the young Empress_is dead, but the
tact will net be announeed nor mourning
be worn by the court uhtil after the birth-
day of the Dowager Empress.

The Central News correspondent in
Tokio telegraphs: It is not believed here
that the Japanese will attack Port Arthur
before the end of the week. Gen. Nodzu;
who commands the advance force of the
Japanose army, has abandoned the pureuit
of the fagitives from Kulienchao, as he
does not wish to Le burdened with more
Chinese prisoners. The Japanese march
upon Feng Huang Chang has begun.

The Times has these dispaiches from the
east:

Yokohama—Another Japanese army,
24,000 strong, isassembling at Hiroshima.

Shanghai—Jt is reported that Port
Arthur has been completely invested by
the Japanese and eannot hold out long.

1t is believed at Moukden that the
Japanese will require a much larger army
than they poseess to eecure the Chinecse
palace treasure.

William Hill, an American, has been
fined §100 for skotching the defenses of
Hong Kong.

Hippolyte to Resign.

Kixasron, Jamaica, Oct. 29.—Advices
from Port au Prince state that President
Hippolyte of Hayti is about to resign in
favor of Nordalexis.

A Viscount Suicides,

LoxpoN, Oct. 30,—The fact has been
carefully suppressed that Viscount Drum-
lanrig, the eldest son of the Marquis of
Queensberry, whose death was announced
last week, committed suicide. The young
man was recently engaged, and the an-
nouncement caused two other women, with
whom he Lad relations, to threaten him.
The young men blew his brains out.

The Release of the Paris Funds,

LoxpoxN, Oct. 25.—The release of the
Paris funds is a matter of great importance
to the Irish party, and may have an in-

direct efiect to lessen the bitterness of the
feuds in Irish politics. It will remove the
heavy financial embarrassment under which
the party is laboring, for the expenditure
of $60,000 to $75,000 annually for the
relief of evicted tenants is now provided
for two years to come. The amount of
these funds now exceeds £200,000. The
settlement was reached by Messrs. Har-
rington and Kenny, representing the Par-
nellites, and Dillon and Davitt, of the
Irish Nationalists, The terms are that
nearly $150,000 be placed at the uncon-
ditional disposal of Davitt and Dillon for
the relief of evicted tenants. The remain-
der, about £60.000, constitutes a fund for
the payment of what are known as prior
claims. It is not admitted that any such
claims exist. That must be proved before
the arbitration board, consisting of Messrs.
Davitt, Dillon and Harrington. The only
claims possible are for expenditures in be-
half of the Irish cause by Mr. Parnell or by
his direction prior to the split.

The political effects of this settlement are
twofold. It destroys the calculations of
Mr. Balfour and Mr, Chamberlain that the
Irish party will be runired by bankruptoy,
and it deprives the Healy faction of its
chief excuse for revolt. Mr. Healy has as.
serted that tke Paris funds could never be
secured by arbitration, and could be ob-
tained only by legal proceedings. As a
matter of fact, the Paris counsel assured
Mr. McCarthy that the French law is so
peculiar that it was by no means certain
that it was not within the power of any of
the original subseribers to the fund to pro-
long the litigation for many years, For a

To Push the Siberian Railway.

Loxpoyn, Oct. 29.—At St. Petersburg
plans for pushing the construction of the
famous trans-Siberian railway are being
discussed. The section of the line which
presents the most difiiculties is tl'mt
through the Amoor Vaulley connecting
Irkuiwsk with Knabarowka, from where a
line under construction proceeds southwarad
to the port of Vliadivostoek. Six hundred
miles from Irkutek the Amoor, which
marks the present boundary between Rus-
sian and Chinese territory, makes a great
bend to the north, thus adding 808 miles to
the road. It is now proposed to abandon
this route and to run the line from Ir-
kutsk to Kiachta, where the tea caravans
halt, and thence through Chinese territory
to Vladivostock. China has to be con-
sulted about this, however, and thus far
has not taken kindly to the proposal. The
Russian engineers, however, claim that a
new survey will give them a large slice of
what is now regarded as Chinese territory
in this region and that they will then have
rights the ecelestial empire mu=t respect.
This change in the route of this great road
is thought to heve something to do with
Russian antipathy to China in the present

war.

Sir Henry Tyler Defeated on
the First Vote.

A NEW YORK HORROR

A §300 Fire Causes the Loss of
Seven Lives

In & Tenemen: — Freedman’s Thrilling
Escapeo—Mo=t o’ “he Victims
Died Peace ully.

NEw Yorg, Oct. 30.—Flames flashed
with merveious rapidity from the cellar to
the roof of the five-story single tenement,
No. 216, west Thirty-second street, early
this morning, Smoke filled the entire
house, and seven of the tenants were sufio-
cated in their roome,

Their names are: Andie Appleblam, 22
years old; George Freedman, 4 years; Levi
Freedman, 3 years; Mrs. Margaret Killian,
70 years old; Jaccb Killian, 4 years old, son
of Mrs. Margaret Killian; George Lorey,
20 years old, grandson ot Mrs. Killian; Mrs.
Lena Mitchell, 24 years old, a cousin cf |
Mra. Lena Freedman

Injured—Mrs. Lena Freedman, 28 years
old, leaped from a window.

The house contained seven families, ~All
those in the front escaped, but while they
were being rescued a tragedy was being

enacted in the rear apartmeunts on the
second floor where Nathan Freedman, a
furrier, was making a mad fighs to save
his family and himself from death.
He awoke to fnd hiz  bedroom
full of smoke, and picking up Esther, the
youngest of his three chiidren, a babe of 4
months, Freedman made his way to the hall
door, The flames had reached that fleor,
and the fire drove him dazed and half faint-
ing from the intense heat to the kitchen.
H>s called his wife and badeher tollow him,
Sut the woman became crazed and did not
obey. Freedman made his way to &
corner window and rapidly descended a
ladder, expecting his wife would follow.
He heard a screamn and saw his wife shoot
downward from a window. She sustained
no broken bones, but her clothing were
ablaze, and bcfore it could be extinguished
the woman was probably fatally buined.
Freedman started back to get his other
children, It was too late. Mrs. Freed-
man’s heartrending cries for her children
were pitifal.

The two Freedman children, George and
Levi, were found lying dead, side by
side, in their iittle bed. Not a
hair of their head bhad been singed.
in the bedroom were the bodies cf Lena
Mitchell, a cousin of Mrs. Freedman and
Annie Appleblam, who boarded with the
family. Neituer of the girls bad moved,
app'u*cntiy, and their faces looked pesce-
ful evough, On the flocr above, Jacob Kil-
lian was found doubied up as if he had
made an efort to crawl through the win-
dow and had been overcome in the act.
Geo. Lovey had also managed to get
out of bed and his bodv was found
ou the flocr. Aged Mre. Killian had died
just ae she slept, and a peaceful smile
rested on her furrowed face. The damage
to the building is estimated at not more
than $300. The losses ot the tenants, how-
ever, will swell the total damage tc a
much larger figure.

ete.

A report was handed in from the com-
mittee managiag the Industrial Banner,
stating that it was propesed to form a joint
stock company to run the same, capital to
be $1,0C0 in shares of $5, payable on call at
81 montily, the paper to be enlarged and
some 5,000 copies to be distributed free as
the official organ of the labor party of
Loudon.

The secretary was instructed to adver-
tise the alternste Monday meetings cf the
clubs in the preceding Saturday issue of
the city press. It was resolved after an
animated discussion that ¢*Whereas, the
Workingmen’s Legislative Clubs wereorgan-
ized by authority of and in afliliation with
the Trades and Labor Council, the secre-
tary be instructed to request that the
executive committee of three from each
ward club sit as delegates with the Trades
and Labor Council in future.”

‘‘But why did you remove the parts?”’

“I don’t know; after I found I could not
accomplish my purpose I became mad-
dened, and do not know what followed.”

“*Why did you strip the body ?”

I don’t know.”

‘‘There was a strongcase against you.”

“Yes, and the wituesses told the truth
for the most part.”

They say you have been guilty of similar
acts before this.” **No, never; and I woald
not do it again for all the world. I am
sorry I killed the poor girl.”

**Were you not afraid of being lynched ?”’

“Iwould not have cared; I might as well
die today as tomorrow. What difference
does a day make? I did it. I have con-
tessed it, and I have got to die anyway,
and the sooner it is over the better.”
