BANK OF ENGLAND,

London, Oct. 8.—The weekly state-
ment of the Bank of England, issued
today, shows the following changes
as compared with the previous ac-
count: Total reserve, decrease, $1,009,-
000; circulation, increase, $136,000 bul-
lion, decrease, $872,999; other securities,
decrease, $1,897,000. Other deposits, in-
crease, $537,000; public deposits, de-
crease, $940,000; notes reserve, de-
creased, $1,007,000; Government secur-
ities, increase, $1,994,000. The propor-
tion of the Bank of England’s reserve
to liability which last year was 52.14
per cent, is now 50.67 per cent.

CABLE NOTES.

A' fierce gale is raging along the
southern coast of Emgland and much
damage to shipping is reported.

Wm. Edwards, P.C. fourth Baron
Kensington, died suddenly while hunt-
ing at Roxburg.

A dispatch from Madrid says a
Ministerial crisis has occurred.

“TRILBY’S” CREATOR DEAD

Du Maurier, the Artist-Novelist, Passes
Away.

London, Oct. 8.—George Du Maurier,
the artist-novelist, author of “Trilby,”
who had been critically ill from heart
disease for some time past, died at 2:30
o’clock this morning. His end was
painless, and he passed away sur-
rounded by friends.

The illness of Du Maurier was pa-
thetic in the extreme. For days he
had been hovering between life and
death, at intervals conversing with his
friends regarding his work. Upon one
occasion a friend at the dying man’s
bedside referred o the * success of
“Trilby’”’ as a book and as a play,
whereupon Du Maurier replied: “Yes,
it has been successful, but the popu-
larity has killed me at last.”

One of Du Maurier’s friends, who
was present at his death. said: ‘“He
died almost as tragically as Svengali.
At the zenith of Trilby’s fame Sven-
gali became a victim of heart disease,
and Du Maurier has gone the same
way. At the zenith of his popularity
the author has succumbed to the heart

by the constant succession of exciting
incidents in which the closing few
months of his life were spent. Checks
rained upon him as his old heart
trouble increased. This, complicated
b};‘ :’,m affection of the lungs, took him
off.’

Paris, Oct. 8.—The Czar and Czarina
and President and Mme. Faure, after
dinner yesterday, drove to the Theater
Francaise, arriving at 10 o’clock to
attend the gala performance. Follow-
ing the playing of the Russian An-
them by the orchestra the curtain
rose and revealed all of the artists
of the Comedie Francaise with red
cloaks, grouped around the busts of
Moliere, Corneille, and Raccine, while
M. Mounet-Sully read a compliment-
ary ode in which occurred the words,
“It is from the North that hope comes
to us today.” The reading was re-
ceived with loud applause, Mesdames
Bartet, Reichenberg and Baretta also
read similar addresses. The perform-
ance of De Musset’s ‘“Caprice” and se-
lections from “Le Cid” and ‘“Les Fem-
mes Savantes” terminated at mid-
night with the playing by the band
of the ‘“Marseillaise.”

The
News argues that though Mr. Glad-
stone explained that he spoke as a
private citizen, he cannot divest him-
self of the glamor of his old posi-
tion, and the matchless authority
which he exercised in the party,
and that, therefore, when  he
intervened in practical politics in a
sense out of harmony with the de-
clarations of the recognized leader of
the party, he made the Ilatter’s
position very  difficult. The pa-
per concludes by saying that apart
from the consideration of his age and
health, the fit and proper course is
for Mr. Gladstone to return to the
leadership of his party. If he is
ready for this, assuredly everybody
will acquiesce. Otherwise, Lord Rose-
bery holds the field and must be re-
elected. His lordship has altogether
exaggerated and misconceived the op-
position to him.

The Daily Chronicle, which has al-
ways opposed Liord Rosebery’s leader-
ship, contends that the general tone
of the Liberal policy, as regards the
east, is not represented by Lord Rose-
bery. The Chronicle pays a high tri-
bute to his honesty, and states that it
recognizes his high qualities, etc., but
accepts his decision. The paper adds
that the immediate duty of the Liber-
als and Radicals is clear, Sir William
Vernon Harcourt should succeed Lord
Rosebery by unquestioned and un-
questionable right of service. The ar-
ticle concludes with an expression
of joy at the prospect of ‘coherence,
which opens for the first time since
Mr. Gladstone’s retirement. .

The Conservative press contends that
Lord Rosebery’s resignatiion will in-
crease the division in the ranks of the
party. ‘All of the papers pay tribute
to the strength of his foreign policy.

The Times says it will not be
mecessary to appeal to the party to
select a mnew leader. Sir William
Vernon Harcourt is already in pos-
session @as undisputed chief in the
House of Commons.

THE LIBERAL LEADERSHIP

Rosebery Resigns — His Reasons — Har-
court shs Coming Man—Prass
Comment.

London, Oct. 8.—Lord Rosebery has
written a letter to Thomas Edward
Ellis, M.P., and first whip of the
Liberals, resigning the leadership of
the party. The reason given for his
lordship’s resignation is that he dis-
agrees with Mr. Gladstone and other
leading Liberals regarding the proper
policy to be adopted in the eastern
question. 'Lord Rosebery’s letter is
dated at his seat, Dalmeny Park, Lin-
lithgowshire, Oct. 6. In the commun-
ication his lordship says:

“The recent course
makes ft necessary (o clear the
air, T find myself in apparent
difference with a considerable mass
of the Liberal party on the eastern
question, and in somg conflict with
the opinion of Mr, Gladstone, who
must mecessarily always exercise
matchless rauthority with the party,
while scarcely from any quarter do
I receive explicit support. This situ-
ation, except as regards Mr. Glad-
stone, is mot altogether new, but in
saying this I complain of no one, and
regret only that I should appear to
divide the energies and try the faith
of the Liberals. The question, how-
ever, is above and beyond personal
considerations, and when I speak,
which I do this week, I must speak
iy mind without reference to party.
Under those circumstances it is best
for the party and for myself that I
speak mot as a leader, but as a free
man. Consequently, I beg to notify
vou that the leadership of the party,
so far as I am concerned is vacant,
and that T resume my liberty of ac-
tion. I can feel only the deepest
gratitude and regret at parting from
you and ithose like you who have
given me such loyal co-operation un-
der circumstances so difficult.”

THE NORTH BRUCE FAIR.
Port Elgin, Oct. 8.—The exhibition
which was held here last week was
one of the best ever held in northwest-
ern Ontario.

It was remarked by
competent judges that the show of
shorthorn cattle, fruit, roots, vege-
tables, etec., was fully equal to that
of the great central fairs. A most in-
teresting feature of the day was the
visit of Lieut.-Governor KXirkpatrick,
who received addresses of welcome,
read by the reeve of Port Elgin on be-
half of the corporation, by Mr. J. H.
Elliott, of Chesley, warden of the
county of Bruce, and by Mr. R. Mun-
ro, secretary of the North Bruce Un-
ion Exhibition. To these his Honor
made a very felicitous reply. The
affair closed with a banquet in the
Arlington Hotel in honor of the Lieut.-
Governor, at which, in addition to the
guests of the evening, addresses were
given by Warden Elliott, Messrs, A.
Shaw, Q.C., H. P. O’Connor, Q.C., Don-
ald Sinclair (county registrar), Lieut.-
Col. J. H. Scott, Lieut.-Col. Belcher,
Mr. C. M. Bowman, and many local
celebrities. The chair was occupied
by Mr. Wm. Esplen, president of the
North Bruce Union Exhibition.

STOCKS OF GRAIN.

New York, Oct. 7.—Special cable and
telegraphic, dispatches to Bradstreet’'s
indicate the following changes in
available supplies last Saturday:
Wheat, Canada and the United States,
east of the Rockies, increase 2,001,000
bushels; afloat for and in Europe, in-
crease, 1,720,000; total increase in the
world’s available, 3,721,000. Corn, Unit-
ed States and Canada, east of the
Rockies, increase 837,000. Oats, Unmit-
ed States and Canada, east of the
Rockies, increase 58,000. The more
important increase in stocks of avail-
abie wheat, United States and Canada,
not covered in the official visible sup-
ply statement for the last week, are
£68,000 bushels net at northwestern
Canadian points of accumulation; 350,-
000 bushels in northwestern interior
elevators in the United States; 83,-
¢00 bushels in Chicago private eleva-
tors: 58,000 bushels at Rochester; 29,-
000 bushels at Oswego; 25,000 bushels
at Omaha. Corresponding deceases
include 252,000 bushels at Galveston;
160,000 bushels at Louisville; 50,000
bushels at New Orleans; 35,000 bushels
at Cleveland, and a Ilike amount
at Nashville, and 32,000 bushels in
Milwaukee private elevators. Total
available wheat stocks on the Pacific
coast on Oct. 1 show an increase of
1.942.000 bushels during the month of
September. Available stocks of wheat
in Australia amounted to 1,200,000
bushels on Oct. 1, a reduction of 1,-
400,000 bushels from the total cabled
Bradstreet’s on July 1 last.

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" How It Haphened.

Basis on Which the Telegraphers’
Strike Was Settled.

o —

Compromise Arranged Through a Conmn*
ciliatory Board.
C i Ly

Montreal, Oct. 8.—The C. P. R. Com-
Pany and the striking telegraphers
reached an agreement through a com-
mittee of Brotherhood Engineers, Fire-
men, Conductors and Switchmen, act-
ing as a conciliatory medium between
the C. P. R. and the strikers. The
basis of the settlement is as follows:

“The men are to go back to work
upon the understanding that the gen-
eral superintendents will be instructed
to hear the grievances of the men,

and redress them if such are proved
to exist. If the men find that the
grievances, of which they complain,
are not redressed, they may then ap-
peal to the executive at Montreal,
which will be prepared to go into the
case with the men. In other words,
the general superintendents—not the
assistant superintendents—will be in-
structed to discuss with the men the
secries of rules and regulations, which
the latter have drawn, and which
Mr. Tait refused at the outset to con-
sider, and to agree to such in so far as
they do not conflict with the interests
of the company. The men will thus
have five superintendents to deal with,
all over the system, instead of eight-
teen assistants. Pending the recogni-
tion of the rules and regulations of
the order, the men go back to work.”

“The board of conciliation,” said
Mr. Pierson, ‘“‘gave a promise to the
company that the terms of the settle-
ment—that 1is, the exact terms—
should not be made public.. In a gen=-
eral way, it may be said that we have
been promised that our grievances
will be discussed by the superintend-
ents, Failing redress from them, we
can go before the executive. This is
just what we have been contending
for all along. I do not want to say
that we have whipped the company,
and I hope the company will be
equally moderate in any statements
they make. But last winter we spent
three months and thousands of dol-
lars trying to get to this point, which
we could not reach, That is to say,
we wanted an arrangement either that
we could go before the subordinates,
satisfied that they could, and would,
render us justice, or failing action on
their part, that we might proceed to
lay our case before the executive. This
is what we are now going to do,
through the intervention of the board
of conciliation.”

Both parties accepted the good of-
fices of this board, and both parties
are satisfied with the result.

Torontg, Oct. 8.—The strikers appear
perfectly satisfied with the result
reached by the board of conciliation,
having every coniidence in their offi-
cers in their settlement. They re-
ceived a telegraphic circular from Mr.
Pierson as follows: “Strike declared
off. Go back to werk and assist the
company all you can in moving the
traffic.”” Mr. Price and Mr. Williams
are convinced that the men_have not
gained anything in their action: Mr.
Williams said: “I am inclined to
thing that the only concessioa made
is that those men who have been re-
placed will be taken back, provided
they have not been guilty of gross
misconduct. Of 106 cperators on the
division controlled from Toronto, 23
had been replaced by new men, and
these are all who will be affected by
the order of reinstatement. Of the
men who went on strike, but who of-
fered to return before the settlement,
all have already been reinstated, ex-
cept two men at Owen Sound.” @&

If some coarse and acrimonious
writer in a low journal, instead of
enswering my arguments in a manly
and well-bred way, were to seek to
hurt my feelings and insult me per-
sonally by saying that 1 was cynical
by nature and had made myself more
cynical than nature made me; that
my original defects had been aggra-
vated by a bad education, and that
my opinions were the offspring of dys-
pepsia or disappointment, with o¢ther
emenities of that kind, I should know
very well what to make of it. I do
not know so well what to make of it
when the writer is the principal of a
university, a doctor of divinity, and
one who just before had been ap-
proaching me in the attitude of
friendship.

In the article on “Canada and the
Empire,” in the English National Re-
view to which I refer, Dr. Grant inci-
dentally admits that my opinions are
the same as those which were once
held by Mr. Huskisson, then Colonial
Minister, Lord Ellenborough, Lord
Brougham, Lord Ashburton, Lord St.

Vincent, Sir George Cornewall Lewis,
John Bright and Mr. Disraeli.

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i Lost Star.
It is Re—Dis:overed by a West=
ern Observer.

$peculations as to Its Whereabouts in
the Interval,

Prof. T. 9. J. See announces from
the Lowell Observatory, Flagstaff,
Ariz., that he has rediscovered the lost
companion of Sirius, a so-called
‘‘dark,” or faintly luminous star, that
has not been seen since 1890, when it
was observed with the Lick telescope
by Prof. Burnham. Since that time
all efforts to see it has been unavail-
ing. We quote from Prof. See’s dis-
patch to the New York Herald, his ac-
count of how the lost star was found.
He says:

“On the morning of August 31,about
half-past five o’clock, we pointed the
great ‘telescope on Sirius,and I at once
entered upon examination. The air
was clear from recent rains and per-
fectly still, and the seeing magnifi-
cent. Nevertheless the brilliancy of
Sirius was g9 great that it still blazed
with extraordinary splendor, and I
found the fleld about the large star
dazzling and almost painful to the
eyes,

‘A search of five minutes proved
unavailing, and then = Mr. Douglas
placed a diaphragm in the eyepiece of
the telescope, so as to cut
light of the great star.

“On placing Sirius behind the bar I
soon perceived a small star of the
eleventh magnitude in the field of
view, and removed from Sirius by
nearly 6 seconds of arc. The obser-
vations of position, angle, and dis-
tance 1left no doubt of the discovery
of the lost ¢ompanion, but the reduc-
tion of our measures showed that
while the Keplerian law of equal
areas in equal times was strictly ful-
filled, nevertheless the body had fall-
en 30 degrees behind the position in-
dicated by the computers, and at the
same time receded to a correspond-
ingly greater distance from the cen-
tral star.

“As soon as we had once located
the object it was seen with compara-
tive ease. Mr. Douglass then recog-
nized it, as did also Mr. Cogshall.

“Our measures were then made
and found to be in substantial agree-
ment. The position angle proved to
be 219 degrees and ‘the distance 5.9
seconds.

“Fven after the rising of the sun,
which came within fifteen minutes
after I had found the object, the star
remained visible as @ brownish yel-
low dot in the outer rays of the cen-
tral star. We could then see it in the
open field of the telescope without
the use of the bar to exclude the blaz-
ing light of Sirius.”

This observation, Prof. See thinks,
shows that the period of revolution
of the dark star is about 53 years, in-
stead of 5, as had previously been
supposed. - ‘And that the orbit is a
great deal larger than that of the
planet Uranus. The dark star is Just
half as large as Sirius, and just about
the size of our sun. It gives only
one ten-thousandth of the light that
Sirius has. What is this huge dark
star? Says the professor:

“It seems incredible that a body as
Jarge as our sun should have almost
planetary darkness, but such is the
case with this celebrated star.

“To investigate the cause
darkness of stars of this
which several are known, is a great
problem awaiting the attention of
astronomers. 'The satellite of Sirius
seems to e a burned-out world,
which in its evolution has far out-
stripped that of the central body, and
while we now know its mass and the
nature of its motion quite thorough-
ly we are still ignorant of the cause
of its darkness in contrast with the
exclusive brilliancy of Sirius.

“] may remark that according to
the direct statement of the highest
astronomical authorities in antiquity,
Sirius itself was fiery red in the time
of the Romams, and its change of
color to bluish white during the last
two thousand years is equally re-

oft

of the
class, of
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markable and equally without known
explanation.

“In conclusion T may add that the
existence of this dark body was first
recognized in 1844 by the great Ger-
man astronomer, Bessel, from the peér-
turbations of the. bright star; the un-
seen object was first detected visual-
ly in 1862 by Alvan Clark, the cele-
brated maker of our telescopes.

“For this discovery he received the
| Lalande medal of the Paris Acad-
emy of Seciences. He deserves an-
other medal for the construction of
the splendid glass which has redis-
covered the lost bocCy.

‘“‘Since Monday morning further ob-
servations have been made on the
dark body, with resuits confirmatory
cof ;our work on the first night. Though
the atmosphere on the next morning
was mnot nearly so steady, and the
companion therefore much more diffi-
oult to observe, I could still see fit.

“Even when the conditions of our
atmosphere are favorable the dark
body is Jdifficult to see, but it is not
the most difficult object I have seen
in the clear air of Arizona with the
splendid telescope of the Lowell Ob-
servatory.”

THE CZAR'S GOOD SENSE.

He Is Not Ashamied to Ride in an: Or-
dinary Street Car.
Youth’s Companion.

No people in the world are more
stifi-necked in their own . etiquette
than the officers of the erack regi-
ments in St. Petersburg. Since Nicho-
las II. became czar he has endeavored
{ to discredit the notion that an darmy
officer should not ride in a street car.
In St. Petersburg the army officer has
long considered himself too superior
to the common civilian to share with
him this ‘“vulgar” mode of convey-
ance.

A few weeks ago one of the ‘ew
entitled officers in the Russian capital
ventured to ride in a street car to his
barracks. It was a presumptuous and
courageous act, for he had to' alight
before the fashionable cavalryman’s
club of the city. But it proved an
uncomfortable act, for his fellow-offi-
cers declared that he had disgraced
his uniform, and refused to listen to
| his quotations of the Czar’s remarks
on the subject.

After some days the colonel of the
regiment urged unon the officer the
propriety of resigning his commission,
He gave as reason for his feeling,
and that of other officers, that he had
committed a degrading offense by as-
sociating with the populace in a
Street car.

In his distress the unfortunate offi-
cer turned to a friend in high official
rank, who told the Czar of the affalr.
Nicholas heard the at 4 in the
afternoon. He immediately put on a
dark suit, and, with his adjutant, went
to the locality where the officer had
taken the car, boarded one and rode
on it to the barracks. He there
alighted, and, getting on a return car,
went back to the palace.

The next day of the
| aristoeratic regiment question re-

ceived a full autograph account of the
trip, which the young ruler ended
with these words:

“Am I still worthy to wear the uni-
form of a Russian officer? Nicholas.”

Of course, there could be but one
answer to that question. There is
now in that regiment significant re-
serve and silence resnecting riding
with despised plebeiansy and titled
snobs fall over each other to see who
can signal a passing car first.

The Czar deserves respect for his
conduct. If he shows as sound, com-
mon sense in all State matters as he
has done in this little affair, his reien
will not be a deadly conservatism that
clings to old forms and smothers pro-
gress and reform in its stagnant em-
brace.

The
market for sheep was also weak and
prices were marked down 1c per 1lb,
best selling at 9 1-Zc.

A private cable received from Lon-
don reported the market unchanged
and quoted choice American cattle at
11 1-2¢; cholce Canadians at 10 1-2ci
ranch cattle at 9, and sheep at 10 1-2c.

A private cable from Liverpool re-
ported sales of some large lots of
Candian sheep at prices ranging from
21s to 283 per head.

Another private cable from I.ondon
reported sales of Canadian sheep ai
24s 3d per head, which figure is a loss
to the shipper of 2s 6d per head.

Messrs. John Olde & Son, live stock
agents of London, England, write Wm.
Cunningham: With light supplies and
fine weather for the trade the beast
market today was firm, and in some
jnstances a little dearer for prime
qualities. There were 1,215 head of
cattle for sale, of which 1,014 were
from the States, realizing 5 1-2& to
a strong 5 3-4d; 72 from Canada at
b.1-4d to 5 1-2d, and 129 from South
America at 4 1-2d to 5d. The sheep
supplies consisted of 1,764 from Can-
ada and 956 from South America, for
which the trade was a little better;
South American wool sheep made
6 1-2d, clipped 5 1-2d to 5 3-4d, and
Canadians 5 1-4d to 5 1-2d.

MONTREATL.,

Montreal, Oct. 6.—At the East End
Abattoir Market the offerings of live
stock were 600 cattle, 400 sheep, 400
lambs and 150 calves. The attendance
of local buyers was small, and trade
ruled slow. The supply was again in
excess of local wants, and owing to
the scarcity of ocean freight there
was no demand from shippers to speak
of. The continued heavy receipts for
the past two months have had a de-
pressing effect upon the market, and
drovers say it has been almost impos-
sible to realize thelr own money in this
market. The feeling today was eas-
jer, and prices for good stock were
fully 1-4c per Ib lower. Good to choice
steers and heifers sold at 3c to 3 1-4c,
a few being bought at the latter fig-
ure to feed for shipment next week.
Sales of fair cattle were made at
2 1-4c to 2 3-4c, and inferior to com-
mon at 1 1-4c to 2c per live weight.
There was a fair demand for sheep
for shipment; prices, about steady,
at 2 3-4c, while butchers’ paid 2¢ to
2 1-2¢ per Ib live weight. Lambs met
with a good demand at prices ranging
from $1 50 to $3 50 each, as to size
and quality. Choice calves sold at $6
to $8; good at $4 to $6; and others at
$2 50 to $3 50 each.

At the Point St. Charleg cattle mar-
ket trade was slow, there being only
a couple of loads of common butch-
ers’ stock sold at 1 1-2¢ per Ib, and
these were turned over at the above
market at a profit of 1-2¢ per 1h.
There were 200 hogs offered, for which
the demand was fair, and sales were
made at 3 3-4c to 4c per Ib.

Death of Du Maurier-

Our cablegrams this afternoon chron-
icle the death of Du Maurier, cartoon-
ist and novelist. The information was
not unexpected, as it has been known
for some days that the famous man

was dangerously ill. Du Maurier was

known to readers of Punch almost

exclusively until a year or two since,
when he wrote the sensational novel,
“rrilby,” and at once jumped into the
front ranks of writers of modern fic-
tion. His cartoons were admirable
pictures of life among the idling upper-
tendom of England, the willowy, angu-
lar girl of the period, and the half
stupid lackadaisical young man pre-
dominating. His cartoons and odd
legends, illustrating ‘things Dbetter
left unsaid,” were unique. But it was
his “Trilby” story, illustrating the
dangers of hypnotism, that made the
man famous the world over. The
story has been praised by many, and
it has been condemmned by others, but
in either case its circulation was ald-
ed, and the result inspired the writer
to try another book. It was complet-
ed just as Du Maurier took ill, and
before the final severe attack he revis-
ed the proofs of the last chapters of
“The Mantens,” the first instaliment
of which was begun in Harper’s Maga-
zine last month. The publishers assert
that it will prove even more popular
than “Trilby.” But its author has not
lived to enjoy the additional triumph.
Poor fellow, he claimed that the fame
brought him by #“Trilby’’ helped to
kill him.

Two
important memorials presented by the
Women’s Christian Temperance Union
were adopted.

A motion was carried suggesting
that the work of the two correspond-
ing secretaries, who will be appointed
at the next annual meeting, be di-
vided in this manmner:; One to be the
field secretary, who will correspond
with the missionaries present, report
on mission station work, etc., and the
other to be home secretary, whose
duty it will be to correspond with the
branches and separate auxiliaries.

The bylaw passed at the last branch
meeting, which provided for the pay-
of the traveling expenses
of organizers to the branch
meeting from the funds ©of this
branch, will be rescinded, and the
district convention may pay these ex-
penses. The ex-officio members of the
meeting are to be billeted.

DOWN ON CIGARETTES,

The branch were asked to not only
place on record their disgust at .the
pernicious habit of cigarette smoking,
which was so prevalent, but to take
active measures for its prevention. It
was decided to mass the resolution to
the W. C. T. U., with an expression
of sympathy from the branch.

STATRE OF THE WORK. _

Mrs. Bond, of Seaforth, the confers
ence organizer, reported that during
the past year six new auxiliaries had
been formed; eight districts held con-
ventions. Mhere are 2,030 members of
auxiliaries, 962 of mission bands. Much
faithful work had been done by the
organizers. Mrs. Cunningham follows
ed with a wyeview of the report.

Mrs. Smth, of Ridgetown, read the
report of the supply committee, which
contained an account of many mneeds
met and supplied, $4,000 having been
sent to needy missions.

Mrs. Risdon, of St. Thomas, read
a very thoughtful and suggestive pa-
per on ‘Systematic Giving.” Her
arguments were received withh much
favor by the convention. At the
conclusion of this paper two resclu-
tions from the Dundas Center ‘Auxil-
fjary were adopted. They poinied out
that as no tangible results couid be
expected mnless practical plans for the
dissemination of the princples of
systematic giving were devised and
carried out, there should be appointed
a superintendent 'to correspond with
the auxiliaries urging the appointment
of local superintendents.

The notice of motion from the Brit-
$sh Columbia branch, looking to the
urion of the g2neral society and W.
M. S., gave rise to an aunimated and
forcible discussion. The action of the
convention was wunfavorable to such
union.

The executive board asked that when
the Epworth Leagues raise missionary
money it should be divided between
the general society and the W, M. S,
The resolution was adopted.

Greetings were received from the
Belleville branch, and the Woman’s
Missionary Society of the Diocese of
Hwuron. ~

Mrs. Daly, the corresponding sSecre-
tary of the mission bands, was un-
able to be present, but her annual re-
pont was read by the branch secre-
tary, Mrs. Cunningham. Progress in
mission band work Wduring the past
year has been very creditable. Twen-
ty-two bands were reported, with an
increase of membership. There were
six mew bands organizeds The total
number of members was 922, an in-
crease of 104, and the amount paid to
the treasurer of the board was $§1,-
198 70, which was an increase of
$112 52 over that of 1895.

In the choir gallery wera about 50
little girls—members of the city mis-
sion bands—who, under the direction
of Mr. Hewlett, sang very sweetly sev-
eral appropriate choruses. A dise-
sected missionary story was given bV
eight members of the Colborne Strect
Mission Band. Addresses, with curio
texits, were given on Africa, China and
Coral Islands, by members of Liondon
West, Dundas Center and Wellington
Street Circles, respectively. Notes
of the prevailing fashions of wvarious
heathen countries were given by the
Dundas Street Band. Descriptions of
a journey over the Pen and Ink Rail-
road, relating experiences 1n Siam
and other eastern countries, wepe given
by five members of the South London
Circle. Miss Mabel Hunt. gave a re-
citation, and was encored. A solo by
Miss Ethel McKillop was also decided=
ly good. The programme conciuded
with the presentation of the prize
banner donated by the late Mrs. Ow-
rey, of this city, for the band having
the flargest increase of membership
during the year. Jt was won by the
Sarnia band, with 165 per cent. South
London and Goderich were the mnext
highest, having 120 per cent each. Mrs.
Luscombe, of«Sarnia, replied on be-
half of the winning band.
