Chief of Tariff Reform.
Tariff reform, which was the chief pol­

icy for which Joseph Chamberlain was 
spokesman when enforced retirement oc­
curred, has suffered an almost complete 
eclipse, his son, Austen, being the only 
British statesman who advocates it on all 
occasions.

The Right Hon. Joseph Chamberlain 
was the pioneer in Great Britain of tariff 
reform and the great advocate of Imper­
ialism. For 38 years, with a brief Inter­
regnum, he represented Birmingham in 
Parliament. In 1906 his career of stormy 
activities was ended by a stroke of par­
alysis.

(he life energies of Joseph Chamberlain 
was destructive, not formative in its 
operation.” As it applies to his parlia- 
mentary career, this definition seems 
accurate.

Chamberlain's dominant selfhood sent 
him along many paths, but although he 
at first gave promise of achieving great 
things for the masses and for the em­
pire, these generous impulses and high 
ideals eventually burned out without any 
lasting and beneficial results.

A Radical of Radicals.
The beginning of his public career found 

him a Radical of Radicals. He spoke out 
boldly and somewhat tactlessly in denun­
ciation of the wealthy idler, urged the 
greater taxation of property of the rich, 
find accused the monarch of evading the 
income tax, the last assertion a rash one, 
causing some difficult conferences be­
tween Mr. Gladstone and Queen Victoria.

At this time there was nothing of mod­
esty and reserve about "Brummagem 
Joe,’ and he frequently and blithely rode 
roughshod over the dignity and authority 
of the British Government. At that time 
Chamberlain was the “enfant terrible" of 
the British cabinet.

Wrecked the Liberals.
At the elections of 1885 Chamberlain 

was more emphatic than Gladstone in 
his plea for the pacification of Ireland. 
In fact, his proposals were so extreme and 
put forward with such vehement passion 
that he is credited with causing the defeat 
fund wrecking of the Liberal party.

Failing in his attempt to wrest the 
Liberal leadership from Gladstone, he 
formed the Unionists, only to split that 
party asunder with his fiscal proposals. 
It was the old story of not being able to 
dominate the rest of the cabinet, the out- 
come being an antagordsm that wrecked 
the party.

The "New Diplomacy.”
Chamberlain's egotism and self-esteem 

drew the empire into several serious 
situations when he took over the Colonial 
Office. He inaugurated the “new diplom-

over his decision.
Birmingham has always been his home, 

although he had a town house in London, 
his residence. "Highbury, beautiful­
ly situated just outside the city, being one 
of the show places.

JULY S. w.. _______________ _______________—,
OH, MR. DUFF.0 H. Mr. Duff, how do you do? Your 

V constituency has shown a wonderful, 
quite a touching trust in you. That 1,000 
majority has a fine, careless, confiding 
tone about it. Being so honored tn your 
own county, you really can’t be much of 
It prophet, whatever your gifts as a min­
ister of agriculture. But up where you 
live, the folks are In raptures over you. 
You can't be beaten in an election, that 
much is evident.

But by the way, are you going to do 
anything for agriculture in this province? 
You know, you and your confreres can’t 
live for ever by the ideas of your pre­
decessors in office. You are splendid fel­
lows for going on in the path, blazed by 
Mowat and Ross, two of you quite ener­
getically, the rest asleep on the wagon 
among the casks. But, haven’t you one 
glimmer of a new idea now that a decade 
has run round and times are changed?

They are particularly changed in the 
rural parts of old Ontario, more so than 
anywhere else in eastern Canada. And 
not for the better! The census of 1911 
told a staggering tale—ten thousand lost 
In the grand agricultural county of Huron, 
heavy losses in Bruce, Middlesex, etc. 
Since 1911 this rural decline is going on, 
If anything even faster. We are to have 
a member less at Ottawa from Middle­
sex. Have you nothing for it, Mr. Duff?

You may remember that back in July 
1913, the Mail and Empire said:

“It is true that the Agricultural 
Department has not kept pace with 
the advance in other branches of 
industry."
This is a knock from a friend, Mr. 

Duff. Perhaps, you might get somebody 
like Dr. Seath or Dr. Merchant to do 
everything for you. Would you like to 
be a megaphone like Dr. Pyne?

Perhaps, after all, you will have to 
wait for Mr. Rowell’s men to furnish you 
with some ideas, and then, gradually, 
push you Into carrying them out. It took 
years of perseverance on the Opposition's 
part to drive the Government Into work­
men’s compensation. Our Government 
Bits on a sort of Olympus, divinely ap­
pointed to rule. If there is to be aboli­
tion of the bar, it alone must do the work, 
not the "Grits.” For them to take such 
a work into their own hands, or work­
men's compensation, or tax reform, or 
agricultural, or educational re-adjust­
ment, would be sacrilege.

IN THE ADVERTISER’S FIELD.
HILE the general results of the 

VY election over the province have 
not been as satisfactory as we could 
desire, yet throughout that portion 
wherein The Advertiser circulates, 
there has been no reason for discour- 
agement. This embraces some thirty- 
two constituencies under the redis- 
tribution—the same territory consti­
tuting thirty-one at last election. In 
1911 these constituencies returned 20 
Conservatives and 11 Liberals. This 
year we have 17 Conservatives and 
15 Liberals. As examination of the 
figures for each riding shows even 
better results.

In the County of Brant a Conser- 
vative majority of 560 has been turned 
Into a Liberal majority of 884.

Elgin still remains Conservative, 
but a maojrity of 1899 has been cut 
down to 1162, despite the effort to 
carry publie sentiment with the prom- 
Ise of radial railways.

Essex sent two Conservatives to the 
last legislature. It was re-arranged 
Into three ridings, evidently with a 
view to providing a safe place for Dr. 
Reaume. Bull the scheme failed, and 
Essex is now represented by three 
Liberals.

Huron County will still send to Tor- 
‘onto two Conservatives and one Lib- 
oral; but the Conservative majority 
of 350 has been reduced to 157. In 
Lambton, unfortunately, we lost the 
seat that had been gained by Mr. Mc- 
Cormick with a majority of 89 in 
1911. But the total Conservative ma­
jority of the county has been reduced 
from 972 to 862 at Mr. Hanna's ex- 
pense. 4.

Middlesex has now two Ioerals 
and one Conservative member, revers­
ing the record of 1911; while the Lib- 
oral majority of the former election 
has increased from 260 to 448.

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FREE TRADE AND HUMAN NATURE. F VERY once in a while respectable 
-people are held up at the border 
and searched for smuggled articles. It 
is considered no great disgrace to bring 
into Canada whatever one can carry from 
“the other side." The only injustice is. 
that it Is usually the retailer who is hit, 
and, not to the same degree, at least, the 
protected manufacturer.

None think it a serious offence, because 
there is a free trade instinct in human 
nature. The average citizen simply won't 
be barred from buying in a neighboring 
country, if he can help it. He believes 
in his inherent right to buy where he 
chooses. Sooner or later the trade bar­
rier between the United States and Can­
ada will be ripped down. •
Conan Doyle to the contrary, not­

withstanding, this is an age of branch 
factories. Every big American concern 
has many of them scattered over the 
country. They would locate in Canada 
just as they do now, and many industries 
would be brought to Canada because con­
ditions would suit some concerns.

The tariff in Canada isn’t at all a con­
sistent thing, anyway. For instance, why 
haven't Canadian newspapers just as 
much regret to demand that American 
papers be barred, as the Canadian shoe- 
maker has to keep out American shoes. 
The Advertiser has no desire to see 
American papers kept out, but it would 
be quite as fully justified in asking it, as 
in the case of any other manufacturing 
or commercial concern. For newspapers 
of Canada there is no protection; for the 
manufacturer all ha asks.

While automobiles may be classed as 
a luxury, why should Canadians be forced 
to pay an added price for its luxuries? In 
this particular line of manufacture, the 
tariff has not done much for Canada. We 
buy most of our cars in the United States, 
and pay duty on them. The tariff wall 
may have brought a few assembling 
warehouses, and an odd branch factory, 
but such things are scattered profusely 
about the United States as well. When 
there is a sufficiently large production, 
we get a factory, but rather in spite of 
the tariff wall than because of it The 
tariff burden on automobiles and many 
other articles keeps many Canadians from 
securing what they want, and what they 
would otherwise have.

There are two kinds of lineoleum, the 
printed and the inlaid. The price of the 
former is up to about a dollar a yard, 
the latter costing from that price to $1.75 
or more.

The use of linoleum has increased 
greatly in the last ten years, as the I 
material has improved in quality and : 
design, and its excellence has become 
better known. There is now a wonderful 
variety in pattern and coloring. For the 
kitchen and bathroom there are Imitation 
tiles, for halls and dining-rooms, wood- 
coloring to match the woodwork of the 
room, dainty floral designs for bedrooms, 
and even rich Oriental rug patterns for 
the living room.

For the country home linoleum can cer­
tainly be strongly recommended, says a 
writer for the Country Gentleman. In 
the first place, it is extremely warm. In­
deed. it supplants, as does perhaps noth­
ing else, the drafty floors of the old- 
fashioned house. There is here none of 
the sifting through of dust, incidental to 
matting and carpet, and a mop used once 
a week replaces in the linoleum house­
hold the laborious broom. Last of all, 
in spite of a heavy initial expence, it 

|represents a real economy, for a good 
inlaid linoleum at 50 cents a yard will 
last indefinitely.

Varying Quality.
|Let it not be imagined, however, that 
all linoleums are good. With the ex­
pansion of the industry have come some 
things against which the consumer must 
be warned. Only recently a woman ap­
proached the linoleum buyer in a large 

Icity shop and complained that her lino- 
Ileum had cracked after a few months

With the cheapening in the price there 
is nearly always a cheapening in the 
quality. Good linoleums are made with 
oxidized linseed oil and the shavings of 
cork. The latter gives the fabric warmth 
and lightness, and makes it practically

THE NEEDS OF THE WEST.
Mr. John Kennedy, of Winnipeg, one 

of the western directors of the Home 
Bank, and also a director of the Grain- 
growers’ Grain Company, spoke upon the 
financial conditions in the West, and 
made a strong appeal, directed not only 
to the management of the Home Bank, 
but to Canadian banks in general, calling 
attention to the urgent need for estab­
lishing methods whereby farmers in the 
West might secure an advance of 50 per 
cent on their grain, so that they would 
not be under the necessity of rushing it 
Into the world’s market in vast quantities 
In order to secure ready funds with which 
to pay their debts and maintain their 
farms. He quoted authoritative statis­
tics. proving that 75 per cent of last 
year's grain crop in the Northwest was 
dumped Into the market in three months, 
causing the price to drop 7 cents per 
bushel.

‘When I state that last fall showed the 
clearest truth of this, I do not do so 
without having figures to prove that this 
was the case,” said Mr. Kennedy. "You 
will find that No. 1 northern wheat, about 
the beginning of last September, was 
worth about 88 cents in store in Fort 
William or Port Arthur, but by the 
middle of October, owing to the tremen­
dous receipts, prices had fallen to about 
78 cents, a drop of 10 cents a bushel, 
while world wheat conditions did not 
warrant any such decline."

,ness transacted In Canada also had its 
effect on circulation. Merchants and 
manufacturers did not transact as much 
business as during the previous year. 
Railway earnings from the 1st of July, 
1913, to May 31st, 1914, showed a de­
crease of over ten million dollars. The 
consequent shrinkage in circulation is 
mainly attributed to these principal 
causes, but I may say that we are mak­
ing arrangements which should not in 
future leave us dependent upon any one 
source to maintain our circulation at a 
high level.

Branches In Toronto.
In accordance with the policy of the 

bank to purchase sites for branch offices 
in Toronto, a property was purchased 
at the southeast corner of Yonge street 
and Eglinton avenue, and also the vacant 
lot on the northwest corner of Yonge 
street and Woodlawn avenue, where we 
propose to erect a suitable building for 
the business at present conducted at the 
corner of Yonge street and Alcorn 
avenue, known as the “Yonge Street 
Subway Branch." The latter site is also 
the property of the bank, and when dis­
posed of will go far to effect a reduction 
in bank premises account, corresponding 
to the increase shown this year.

REPORT OF THE DIRECTORS.
The directors have much pleasure 

In submitting to the shareholders the 
Iinth Annual Report and Balance 
Sheet of the bank, together with a 
statement of Profit and Loss Account, 
giving the result of the bank’s busi­
ness for the year ended 31st of May, 
1914.

Quarterly dividends have been paid 
and provided for at the rate of seven 
per cent (7%) per annum. The 
$40,000 set aside from the profits of 
1913 has been written off bank 
premises and furniture account, to­
gether with a further $25,000 appro­
priated from the profits of the year 
just closed, and $10,000 has been 
placed to Pension Fund. The sum of 
$16,666.66 Ihas been added to Rest, 
making that account $666,666.66, 
equal exactly to one-third of the sub- 
scribed capital of the bank.

Two new branches of the bank 
were opened during the year at the 
corner of Yonge street and Alcorn 
avenue, and at the corner of Yonge 
street and Eglinton avenue, both in 
the City of Toronto.

Advances on Grain.
Mr. Kennedy proposed as a remedy for 

this condition that the banks advance 
to farmers in the Northwest loans to the 
value of 50 per cent upon the grain stored 
In their barns. This plan for relief would 
necessitate the adoption of some cheap 
and safe method of storage, so that the 
bank’s security would be safe. He did 
not think that lending money in this way 
would require the issue of any additional 
capital, or necessitate a change in the 
established methods of finance, and the 
accommodation would save several mil­
lions of dollars a year to the country. 
The adoption of mixed farming he did 
not consider would give immediate relief. 
"The farmers are getting into mixed 
farming," Mr. Kennedy declared, “just 
as fast as they can afford to de so, and just 
as fast as it is good for them to do so, 
therefore, of necessity, for years to come 
wheat growing will be the mainstay of 
the West."

In conclusion, Mr. Kennedy assured the 
meeting that the “Home Bank" had be­
come a household word in thousands of 
western homes.

lent rains. Of course the crop is yet 
young, and much may happen between 
now and harvest time. Estimates vary 
as to the amount of acreage under culti­
vation. 1 think it will be found that the 
wheat area is more or less unchanged, 
the flax planted showing a decrease, and 
the oats and barley an increase. A most 
interesting change is now taking place in 
western farming conditions. Formerly 
districts that were practically dependent 
upon the wheat crop are now developing 
into mixed farming, one of the results of 
which is that the West, which in 1912 
were importers of hogs, are now export­
ers, but the number of hogs which are 
being shipped east at the present is small 
compared to the figures that should be 
reached within a reasonable time.

The general business outlook may be 
regarded as somewhat more cheerful. 
The action of the Houses of Parliament 
in passing both the Canadian Northern 
Railway and the Grand Trunk Pacific 
Company bills, guaranteeing the bonds 
of these roads, which should permit them 
to carry to completion the construction 
of their lines, seems to have met with 
general approval, and has already led, 1 
believe, to some large orders for steel 
rails being given, which will be followed 
by various orders for equipment.

Provincial and municipal taxation of 
banks in Canada lias now reached such 
a stage as to have a deleterious effect on 
the opening of new branches. In Ontario, 
the province in which we have the great­
est number established, taxes are almost 
three times as great as a year ago.

O’Keefe, owing to ill-health. Mr. O'Keefe 
was intimately connected with the In­
stitution from its inception.

ditional $25,000 from this year’s profits. 
Last year the shareholders were good 
enough to vote a contribution of $10,000 
as a nucleus for a pension fund; this 
has now been appropriated and the fund 
inaugurated with the current year.

Before commenting on any changes 
in the balance sheet, I may say that 
the financial forecast made a year ago 
has more or less been justified. Con­
ditions have altered so little that one 
prefers not to hazard any decided opinion 
as to when the expected improvement 
may come. It must be borne in mind 
that the business depression is not pe­
culiar to this country, but general; Can­
ada depends largely upon outside capital 
to finance its undertakings, and conse­
quently the late war In the Balkans, 
political conditions in Great Britain and 
the unsettled state of Mexico has had 
a far-reaching effect.

The work of construction in the two 
additional transcontinental railway lines, 
with completion now in sight. and 
various other works of national import­
ance, have necessitated the borrowing 
of large sums. Expansion in the dis- 
tricts of the country in which this work 
is being carried out is looked for to 
warrant the capital expenditure made. 
When this takes place we may reason­
ably expect any further needed assist­
ance of British and foreign capital, and 
with speculative real estate and other 
unsound trading discouraged, confidently 
look forward to a gradual return to nor­
mal conditions.

While our deposits for the past year 
show a reduction in actual figures—and 
we are not alone in this—I may say, that 
it is all accounted for by the expected 
withdrawal of some large temporary de­
posits in current account which were in 
our hands at the 31st May, 1913, the date 
of the last statement presented to you. 
On the other hand, the number of ac­
counts on our books has largely in­
creased, and the amount of deposits in 
the savings bank department show a 
satisfactory gain.

Increased Savings Deposits.
Tn common with most of the other 

banks, our note circulation shows a re­
duction. This may be attributed to 
various causes, the most important of 
which was the early marketing of the 
grain crops in the Northwest. For some 
years past we have looked to our grain 
business in the West to utilize a large 
part of our circulation, and for the first 
time since this connection was formed 
we encountered conditions that may not 
again occur.

The weather last year was particu­
larly favorable to the harvesting and 
marketing of the crop, so that a larger 
proportion was handled before the close 
of navigation than in any previous sea­
son of recent years. Tn addition, owing 
to the general financial conditions which 
prevailed during the latter part of 1913, 
considerable pressure was brought to 
bear by creditors upon farmers for the 
early payment of their obligations. This 
resulted in a larger percentage than 
formerly, of grain going forward, with 
instructions to sell. As a result, circula­
tion paid to farmers showed a decided 
falling off immediately after the close 
of navigation, and the figures for the 
succeeding months—December to March 
—record a continued redemption of bank 
notes without the usual opportunity for 
the issue from the marketing of grain 
through the winter months. The reduc­
tion from the high point in November. 
1913, to the figures on the 31st March. 
1914, amounted to over $900.000, while in 
former years the average reduction for 
the same period was approximately 
$200,000. The smaller volume of busi-

In cash circles, there was a good de­
mand for No.’s 1 and 2 northern wheat, 
and offerings were light. Other grains 
were in quiet demand. Exporters were 
buying freely of the options in new crop 
months. Contract cash grades of wheat 
closed I% c to 1%c higher; oats closed un­
changed to %c lower. Cash barley closed 
unchanged to 1c higher.

Flax on the other hand, advanced 172c 
on all grades.

The weather map shows generally hot 
end warm over the three wheat provinces, 
a light rain recorded at Edmonton being 
the only point. In Northern Saskatchewan, 
from Yorktown to Humboldt, there is a 
deficiency in moisture, and damage is 
feared unless rains fall immediately.

been converted into a temporary 
chapel. Here they were blessed by 
court chaplains, and then carried out 
and placed in two great black court 
hearses...

The funeral procession, which in 
the meantime had formed outside the 
station, started for the Hofburg.

Boy Choir Chants.
No troops were stationed along the 

route, but the procession made its 
way between lines of a moving mili­
tary guard. At the Hofburg, the mas­
ter of ceremonies and the palace 
clergy awaited the cortege at the foot 
of the ambassador’s staircase, and, 
walked slowly forward to meet it, pre­
ceded by the boy choir of the court 
chapel chanting "Miserere.

The procession then advanced to the 
chapel with the Austrian and Hun­
garian Lifeguards and halberdiers walking beside the coffins, which were 
attended by four noble pages dressed 
in sombre costumes and carrying huge 
lighted wax tapers.

Caskets on Elevated Catafalque.
The court chamberlain and other 

officials brought up the rear. The 
coffins were placed on an elevated 
catafalque, entirely covered with gold 
brocade, with swinging canopy.

After a short benediction, the cham­
berlain of the late archduke, handed 
the keys to the coffins to Prince Mon- 
tenuovo; the chapel was locked, ani 
all departed.

The Hofburg chapel is very small, 
accommodating not more than 200 
persons, and will prove utterly inade­
quate for such a ceremony as that 
of tomorrow. .

Chapel Covered With Black.
All the seats have been removed, 

and the walls and floor are covered 
with black cloth. On one of the walls 
hangs an escutcheon, consisting of the 
archduke’s arms. It is surmounted by 
silver sconces, with lighted candles. 
The arms of the duchess similarly 
adorn the opposite wall.

Silver candlesticks, holding lighted 
wax tapers, surround the catafalque, 
at the foot of which are cushions 
bearing the duke’s crown and the Aus­
trian archducal two-pointed hat, his 
general’s plumed hat and sword, and 
all his orders and decorations.

At the foot of the coffin of the 
duchess repose her orders, a pair of 
long white gloves and her fan, in 
accordance with the Austrian custom.

Heir Attends Ceremony.
The only other member of the im­

perial family who attended the cere­
mony tonight was Archduke Charles 
Francis Joseph, now heir to the 
throne, who at the last moment de­
cided to go to the station to meet 
the bodies. Immense crowds gathered 
around the station and along the 
whole route to the Hofburg. standing 
bareheaded and in profound -silence 
as the cortege passed.

LINKING UP VANCOUVER 
WITH MAIN LINE OF
GRAND TRUNK PACIFIC

Splendid progress is being made on the 
construction of the Pacific Great Eastern 
Railway, which will link up the main line 
of the Grand Trunk Pacific at Prince 
George with the city of Vancouver. The 
Pacific Great Eastern is at the present 
time operating a suburban train service 
between North Vancouver ferry landing 
at Lonsdale avenue and Dundarave, West 
Vancouver, a distance of five miles. Early 
next month they expect to extend this 
service to Horseshoe Bay, about thirteen 
miles from the ferry landing. They are 
also at the present time carying traffic 
between Squamish, at the head of Howe 
Sound, and Cheakamus, a distance of 
about eleven miles. The track on this 
latter section is now being extended 
northerly. Grading between the end of 
track and Lillooet, where the line crosses 
the Fraser Hiver, one hundred miles north 
of Vancouver, is practically finished, but 
on account of unfinished bridging it is 
not expected that track will be Into 
Lillooet before late in the fall of this year.
