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MUTINY FEARED
IN HINDOSTAN

q
Dread of Another Rising Is
Being Felt by All
Europeans.

Simla, India, July 9.—Dread of another
mutiny is being felt by all Europeans
here. India is in a very serious state,
and the authorities are making heroic
endeavors' to prevent the unrest and the
mutinous spirit, which, in spite of all
their efforts, is spreading like an infec-
tion from province to province.

The cause of this condition is the war
between Russia and Japan for the su-
premacy of the yellow race, which has
come as a revelation to the natives.
That an Asiatic race has defied and even
conquered a Kuropean race has made
them think. The spirit of dissatisfaction
and trouble in the air now is far more
acute than it was two years before the
mutiny.

What makes the situation more dan-
gerous is the ability of the * yaboos™
to spread the tidings of revolt to every
end of the Indian Empire with rapidity
and ease. The problem of how news
traveled to the utmost ends of India in
the days of the mutiny has only been
partly solved. Since then Lord Ripon
has dignified Indian native opinion, and
ithe “Baboo” can make himself as easily
heard as his master.

The potential possibilities of the situa-
tion has been brought directly to the
attention of the King, and it is known
that he has had a number of consulta-
tions with prominent Anglo-Indians now
in England on leave.

It is a faet that in Central India hun-
dreds of Afghans are loafing and skulk-
ing, alone or in couples. This is consid-
ered to be an ominous sign, for the
Afghans do not wander so far south with
any peaceful purpose in mind. If a holy
war were to be preached, the Mohamme-
dans would be as much the object of
native fury nowadays as the Christians.
The situation has an ugly look, and
there is a prayer on everyone’s lips that
the cloud will not entail a storm.

FLEVEN PERISH

IN WILD WATERS

Log Drivers Drowned in the
Rapids at Ckippewa,
Minnesota.

Chippewa TFalls, Minn.,,
Eleven log drivers were drowned in
Chippewa River at Chippewa Falls
dam on Friday. A crew had ‘been sent
to break a log jam at the falls. Fifteen
men started in a boat for the center
of the stream. Louis Gokey and An-
drew Cagnon were running the boat,
which was overloaded, and as it
touched the lower end of the jam three
men jumped and landed safely on the
logs.

The tribe of Wekwimikong Indians
living on the reserve on Manitoulin
Island, instigated it is said by the
agents of A. Booth & Co. the alleged
fish trust, have been making sudden
raids on the nets of the licensed fish- |
ermen on Manitowaning Bay. Several
complaints have been forwarded to the
authorities, but as no arrests have
been made, the fishermen threaten to
take the law in their own hands.

Wekwimikong Indians, a tribe that
is fast disappearing in this section of
the country, have none of the indus-
trious traits of the Ojibwa Indians, of
whom there are many on the norti
shore, and the present instance is not
the first time that the Government has
had trouble with them.

Their reserve consists of the easterly
portion of Manitoulin Island, which
has not been handed over to the Gov-
ernment. As a concession to these 1ln-
dians, the Dominion Government, when
the fisheries were passed over to the
Provincial Government in 1894, forbade
the granting of fishing licenses—except
by special permits from Ottawa—in
those waters east of Cape Hurd, on
the Georgian Bay, and a straight line
running to Killarney, on the north
shore.

Certain of these licenses were issucd
notwithstanding the order, an action
which the Indians have resented very
strongly. Resentment sooil took the
form of depredations, and in this they
seem to have been helped by the tish
company's agents. The licensed fish-
ermen’s nets are often robbed and the
fish purchased from these poachers.

The situation has become so strainad
that there is a strong likelihood that
the Government will endeavor to make
a new treaty with its wards.

A CONSERVATIVE YARN

Halifax, July 9. — The cruiser Can-
ada sailed this morning for a rendez-
vous in the Guif of St. Lawrence,
where she will intercept the Allan tur-
biner Virginian, and take off the mails
in order to test the speed of the Can-
adian route via Sydney.

RUSSIA TAKES
OVER THE SHIP

Everything Aboard the Kniaz
Petomkine Found in
Great Disorder.

Kustenji, Roumania, July 9, — Ad-
miral Kruger this afternoon boarded
an. 100k possession of the Russian
battleship Kniaz Potemkine, King
Charles of Roumania having sent in-
structions to the commander of the
Roumania squadron that the vessel be
delivered to the Russian authorities
without raising difficulties.

The torpedo-boat which accompanied
the Kniaz Potemkine, however, left.
for Odessa without surrendering, de-
claring that she had not mutinied, but
that the Kniaz Potemkine had forced
her to follow, Admiral Kruger arrived
with his  squadron ‘this morning,
and, after exchanging the customary
salutes, intimated that he had come
to arrange for the transfer of the
Kniaz Potemkine,

Admiral Koslinsky, commander of
the Roumanian squadron, boarded the
Russian battleship Tchesme and in-
formed Admiral Kruger that King
Charles had ordered him to turn the
vessel over to the Russian admiral.
The formalities of the transfer were
completed this afternoon and Admiral
Kruger boarded the Kniaz Potemkine.

The Associated Press representative
inspected the Kniaz Potemkine after
the withdrawal of the Roumanian
guard. Despite the efforts of the Rou-
manians to get things in ship shape,
everything aboard ‘the battleship was
still in a state of wild disorder., 'The
officers’ cabins were stripped of every-
thing of any value and bloodstains
were everywhere,

There was sufficient ammunition
aboard the Kniaz Potemkine to have
enabled the mutineers to make a des-
perate resistance, It is said that dur-
ing the last few days the vessel was
navigated by two engineers and an
officer with revolvers at their heads.
All of the sailors wished to surrender
with the exception of Ma‘tuschenko,
the leader of the mutiny, who resisted
for some time and wanted to blow up
the ship.

Seven officers were prisoners aboard
the Kniaz Potemkine, They were in
a pitiable condition from ill-treatment,
They declare that Matuschenko him-
self killed ten officers of the bat-
tleship. All the papers and books
belenging to the vessel were destroyed.
It appears that 'the decision to sur-
render the Kniaz Potemkine was
made when it became evident that no
other vessels would join in the mutiny.

The crew of ‘the battleship seemed to
be unaware of the surrender of the
Georgi Pobiedonosetz and expected
that she also was coming to Kustenji
to capitulate to Roumania, Twenty
married sailors from the Kniax Po-
temkine have applied to the Russian
consul here to be sent back to Russia.

MILITARY FUNERAL
OF HARRY M. WOOD

fhousands of Citizens Witness
the Impressive Spectacle—
Last Sad Rites.

A large and most impressive military
funeral was accorded the late Private
Harry M. Wood yesterday afternocon.
Thousands of citizens lined the streets,
the solemnity of the occasion impress-
ing all. The slow, measured ‘tread of
the soldiers, and the solemn music, all
contributed to the imposing and mem-
orable spectacle. After the accident,
by which the late H. M. Wood lost his
life, the remains were taken to Smith,
Sons & Clarke’s undertaking parlors on
Dundas street. The dead soldier was
dressed in his uniform, and his helmet
and side arms were on the coffin, which
was covered by the Union Jack.

The soldiers formed up at the under-
taking parlor, and the firing party (13
men, under Sergt.

Then followed the gun carriage
pearing the remains, with the pallbear-
ers, Corp. Campbell, Corp. Gilbert, Pte,
Keating, 'Pte, Treusch, Pte. Love and
Pte. Camp. marching beside it. The
Seventh Band, with muffled drums,
followed, playing “Last Honors."”
Drum-Major Cockburn, with baton
draped, and sash covered black, fol-
lowed. The pipe band of the Highland
Cadets came next, with the sergeants
of the Seventh Regiment, No. 1 Com-
pany, R. C. R., under command of
Major Carpenter, and the Sixth Field
Rattery, under Capt. Cameron, with
Major Mills and Lieut. Charles Hunt
on parade, following.

The line of march was down Dundas
sireet to the Armories. The body was
borne on the shoulders of his comrades
into the Armories, and Rev. Dr. Daniel
read the burial service.

Fully 25,000 persons were packed
within the narrow limits of the Brigh-
ton Beach track, and the epnthusiastic
manner in which they cheered Artful’'s
splendid victory indicated that the
great bulk of the public’s money had
been placed on the chances of the
Whitney candidate. The afternoon was
showery and by the time the handi-
cap, the fourth race on the card, was
started the going had begun to be
sticky. Artful galloped the mile and a
quarter in 2:04 4-5, however, an excel-
lent performance under the conditions.

By her victory today Artful won the
title of champion filly of ‘the year and
there is now more keen than ever a
desire on the part of racegoers for a
meeting between this fleet winner of
last year’s Futurity and the champion
colt, Sysonby, belonging to James R.

When man
fell, his loss was not a garden, but
manhood, He fell out of manhood.
God’s method was taking us at our
weakest point, and raising us up to
the full stature of manhood in Christ
Jesus. The heights were beyond, al-
ways inviting us.

Orangemen should and did appeal to
this desirable end. King William was
a man of culture, speaking several
languages fluently. He was a man of
patriotism, vision, and calm purpose.
The speaker then gave a historical re-
sume of King William and his times,
dealing with all the leading events,
and crisis of that day.

Clothes Partly Burned Off:
Mrs. Tibbs’ Narrow Escape

Serious Injury by W. Reid’s
Presence of Mind.

Through the act of a man or youth
who lighted a paper bag and threw it
into a crowd, for the purpose, it is
thought, of creating an excitement, so
that the people could be relieved of
their purses, Mrs, Tibbs, wife of Wii-
liam Tibbs, a painter, of 238 Neison
street, nearly lost her life at the Lib-
eral picnie in Queen’s Park on Satur-
day afternoon. Mrs, Tibbs’ dress was
almost burned from her body, and had
it not been-for the presence of mind of
Mr. William Reid, a steamfitter, of 309
ottway avenue, she would assurediy
have been burned to death,

DON'T BECOME A
CHURCH WANDERER

Rev. Alfred Brown’s Inaugural
Sermon in Askin Street
Methodist Church.

A large congregation greeted Rev.
Alfred Brown, the Hew pastor of As-
kin Street Methgdist Church, who
preached his inaugural sermon there
yvesterday morning.. Mr. Brown’s sub-
ject was, “Go Not. from Church to
Church,” and he proved himself an
earnest, effective preacher, He was
listened to with the closest attention.

The morning text was Luke x., 7:
“Go Not from House to House,” The
words were those of Jesus, who was
now about to send forth his disciples.
Hitherto in one company, they must
now break up. But as they went forth,
the Lord warned them against the rest-
less spirit. They were to be pilgrims,
but not vagrants. The preacher said
these words applied to the membership
of the church today, substituting the
word house for church,

We were living in a restless age.
Many were literally going from house
to house in the matter of resideu'co.
The rich spent their days in city
homes, in summer resorts and in
travel; one-half of their time, it was
computed, was gpent in hotels, In Eng-
land the gverage tenancy of a house
was three years. In America it was
much less. The same was true in the
social life. Society demanded of its
votaries that they keep on the move,
sipping tea, leaving cards, often to the
neglect of domesticity and solid friend-
ship. The same thing was found in the
industrial world.
