Bogart’s store on Queer St., was 
burglarized last evening. The safe 
was blown open and over $126 ab­
stracted therefrom. The job was 
neatly done and nothing about the 
safe was injured, except the combina­
tion. The deed was undoubtedly the 
work of experts.

The robbery was discovered this 
morning at 6.30 and the police noti­
fied. The burglars had evidently a 
key to the front door and left by the 
back. The explosion was heard about 
one o’clock. Both Mr. Putnam and 
Mr. Cucksey heard the noise of the 
concussion. They say it sounded like 
the report of a cannon firecracker.

P. C. Tom Groves inspected the safe. 
He said that the job aa far as the 
drilling was concerned was done clean 
and nice, and wasn't bungled in the 
least. The combination bad first been 
knocked off and then two holes had 
been drilled to the left of the combina- 
tion. One hole was about a quarter 
of an inch in diameter and was drilled 
about an inch from the handle. The 
other hole was right in line with the 
first hole but was larger, being a halt 
inch in diameter. The explosion broke 
the combination and the safe door was 
swung open.

He explained that the 
house was destroyed with the oth­
ers. The Dowager Empress exclaim­
ed apologetically in a Chinese idiom 
meaning, "You hold me guilty.” 
In the course of one of the audi­
ences the Dowager Empress said that 
China held no hostile designs to­
wards foreigners, but that she was 
determined to adopt whatever meas- 
ures were necessary to preserve the 
integrity of the Empire. The Court 
continues to manifest a friendly dis­
position towards foreigners and fore­
ign enterprises. Indeed, the pres- 
ent conditions in Pekin are,- revo­
lutionary as compared with those 
of the old regime. The railway 
from Tientsin to Pao-ting-fu will 
maintain stations on each side of 
the Chien Gate in the Chinese 
City, at a stone’s throw from the 
entrance. Engines are puffing 
about at all hours, while the 
Court regards complacently what 
would formerly have been considered 
a desecration. Foreign soldiers 
mate practice marches along the 
top of the city wall, where fore­
igners were formerly forbidden to 
go Despite these innovations the 
majority of Chinese reformers take 
a pessimistic view of the future. 
They hold that the Manchu Dynasty, 
whatever its intentions may be, is 
mentally and morally incapable of 
genuine reform, which must begin 
by uprooting the financial corrup­
tion which permeates the present sys­
tem. They declare that the head 
eunuch continues to be the Dow­
ager Empress' most influential ad­
visor, that the edict for the be­
heading of Tung Fu Siang and the 
correspondence about Yung Lu’s pre­
tended resignation were merely de­
vices for deceiving the foreign 
Ministers, that many minor officials, 
whose punishment for the foreign 
massacres was demanded by the 
Ministers and reported by the Court 
as accomplished, have been trans­
ferred to posts in distant parts 
of the Empire, just as desirable or 
even more so than those they ori­
ginally held. The increase of the 
Dowager Empress' prestige is the one 
unmistakable fact in the present 
transitory condition of affairs. 
The Ministers who, before the return 
of the Court, believed that foreign 
Governments should use their influ­
ence to make the Emperor’s nominal 
position a real one have changed 
their minds, and are convinced that 
the Dowager Empress should be re­
cognized as ruler.

That poor 
woman always greets you now with 
a smile. But here in this great city 
you do not eveir know the man who 
lives across the hall. Perhaps you 
say "Good morhing" to him, but 
that is all. When you come home at 
night, there is nothing but the cold, 
uninviting bed room. You long 
again for the farm, for the thatched 
roof of the old homestead, for the 
smell of the new mown hay and the 
sight of the cider presses vehemently 
at work squeezing the orchard’s 
blood into barrels and casks. St. 
John's wilderness of rock is a fit 
name for a great city. It is a wild­
erness, and there are no wilder beasts 
of passion roaming among forests 
than some of the human monsters 
which live here.

I straight­
ened up and set to clapping with the 
rest, and I noticed a good many people 
round about me fixing their attention 
on me, and some of them laughing in a 
friendly and encouraging way. I moved 
about In my chair, and clapped louder 
than ever. ‘Who is it?‘ I asked the 
gentleman on my right. ‘Samuel Clem­
ens. better known in England as Mark 
Twain,' he replied. I stopped clapping. 
The life seemed to go out of me. 1

A Naval Battle on Horseback.
ENERAL PAEZ was the first pre­

sident of the republic of Vene- 
zuela, and to him perhaps, mors 
than to any other man, with the- 

exception of Simon Bolivar, Venezuela 
owes her independence. Pae* was a 
llanero—cowboy — on the Hanos or 
plains of the Orinoco, and at the age 
of eighteen was superintendent of a 
large cattle estate. One of the moat 
remarkable incidents of modern war­
fare, in which Pae* played the princi­
pal part, is chronicled in Mr. W. E. 
Curtis’s book on Venezuela.

General Pae* is the only man who 
ever fought a naval battis on horse- 
back. With his cavalry he actually 
attacked and captured a fleet of ships.

While Bolivar was trying to cross 
the Apure River with his army, dur­
ing the struggle for independence, ho 
was prevented by a half-down or more 
of Spanish gunboats, which anchored 
in the stream and moved up and down 
as he did

"I would give the world to have pos- 
session of that flotilla,” exclaimed he 
to Paez, who had then risen to be sec­
ond in command, "for I can never 
cross ths river as long as it Is there! It 
It belonged to us, Insteed of to the ene­
my. the crossing would be en easy 
matter.’.

"I will have those flécheras (ships) 
or die!” exclaimed Paez; and, calling 
upon his llaneros—his regiment of cow- 
boys—he said: "Let those follow Tie 
who dare!”

BABY’S OWN TA BLETS
Blood Vessels of the Eye.

Purkinje discovered ■ very simple 
and highly entertaining experiment by 
means of which the retina, with all its 
veins and blood vessels standing out in 
relief against it, can be thrown into the 
air before one’s eyes. It is called the 
aborescent figure, to its likeness to a 
many branched tree, and is produced in 
the following manner: In a dark room 
at night move a candle backward and 
forward before the eyes. After a few 
seconds the air will assume a reddish 
appearance, end running ever It in all 
directions may be seen the veins end 
blood veeeele to bold relief, while to­
ward the center of the figure there 
rises up a dark trunk, from which the 
veins branch out on all sides.

The trunk is visible where the optic 
nerve enters the eye, end this experi­
ment to chiefly interesting to the stu- 
dent as proving that the parta of the 
retina which actually receive and pro­
duce the sensation of light must lie be­
hind the blood vessels, since three cast 
their shadow on to it and can be seen 
as clearly as any other object exter­
