DeaRLY BELOVED BRETHREN :

We send you greeting in the name
of the Lord. In the providence of
God, we, the representatives of the
Methodist Church of Canada, the
Methodist Episcopal Church in Cana-
da, the Primitive Methodist Church
in Canada, and the Bible Christian
Church in Canada, have assembled
for the consummation of the Union of
these different branches of Canadian
Methodism.

Acknowledging one Lord, one faith,
one baptism, one God and Father of
us all, we rejoice that the time has
come for us to become one also as an
organic whole. - Preaching the same
Gospel of free grace, singing the same
hymns of Christian faith and hope,
and rejoicing in the same experience
of conscious salvation, it is evident
that there was little to justify contin-
ued division. The strifes and dissen-
ions through which the divisions of
Canadian Methodism arose have pass-
ed away.

It is then that
ministers and laymen, with facts and
statements fresh from the table of the
Missionary Board, meet in groups to
consider the situation, and then that
numerous pastors and occasional lay-
men go forth to place before the
churches the needs of the work and to
urge the adoption of the necessary
measures.

Elsewhere our readers have a brief
xeport of the meeting of the General
CGsmmittee.  All sections of territory
were represented, the far distant as
well as the near. Our foreign work is
Dot to be lessened ; on the contrary
advanee is the order of the day. A
generous member of the Board—the
geutleman, we suspect, who has sought
%0 fire the hearts of our ministry by
placing on their tables the glowing

will and ability to perform. Withl

other funds, beyond the ordinary in-
come of the Scciety, the work of high-
er education is to be carried on in
the same section of the distant East,
Does any man doubt the wisdom ef
such work there under missionary aus-
pices ? We urge him to.read the
aforesaid ‘‘ Lite of Duff.”

Home work came under review by
the same committee. In reference to
it we read, ‘‘ The grants to the vari-
ous missions were slightly less than
those of the preceding year.” Slight-
ly less ! There are homes where this
statement will be hastily dismissed,
but there are quiet country parson-
ages where the minister and the min-
ister’s wife will pause and think. Say
not, O pleasantly circur, ;anced read-
er, that they 4re selfish and indiffer-
entto the heathenabroad. They have
thought and they have felt, as you
may never have done. Only put your-
self in their place,when effort after of-
fort has been put forth to preserve the
self-respect demanded, and to meet
the debts incurred, and then say if
there be no force in the anmounce-
ment “slightly less.” But they and
their children are not alone concerned.

*‘ The poverty of the parsonage,” says
Dr. Guthrie, *‘will develop itself {n
poverty of the" pulpit, I have no
doubt about it.  Genteel poverty, to
which some ministers are doomed, is
one of the great evils under the sun.”
We do not stay to prove this, nor to
point out those demands which are
made upon the ministry and not upon
the membership : we have thrown out
a hint vhich generous laymen will not

forget.

The writer of the report of the pro-

ceedings of the recent meeting of the
Board seews to have caught the cold-
ness of the printer's type when he
wrote:  ‘‘ It is confidently expected
that the income of the present year
will be in advance of the past year.”
This makes one think of Dr. Inglis's
‘snnouncement in 1831 to Dr. Duff
that he would fix the maximum reve-
nue of the East India mission at £1,.
200 a year, an announcement that
drew forth from the missionary,in the
front of the battle, the reply, ‘‘ Not
£1,200 but £12,000, and do not stop at
that !” We almost wish that at this
grand historical era, when we are
learning our influence, but are also
learning the far grander fact that ‘‘the
best of all is God is with us,”” our
leaders had followed the example of
our fathers and brethren in England.
There a day has been fixed for special
prayer and effort, a communication
from the Mission House has been
read in the Financial District meet-
ings ; organisation is in progress, and
great results are anticipated. Let us
meet them at the throne of grace and
share in the blessing. We shall not
diminish the gift to them, and apart
from the present power thus won we
shall be prepared next year—the year
of Methodist Union and also the Cen-
tennial of organized Methodism in
America—to throw our whole souls
into the pleading with heaven and the
attack upon evil. Impatience may be
pardoned when the real results of a
single year in the great mission field
are for a moment thought of.

Let both ministers and people bastir
them for the missionary campaign of
1883-4. We are glad that Dr. Coch-
ran, a former missionary in Japan, is
coming East to talk to some of our
congregations. We wish that Dr.
Mcacham, just fresh from the field,
Were able w accompany him, Ever
since we heard Dr. Geddie, years ago,
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any talking about missions at secend
hand has eeemed like child's play.
Nevertheless, brethren of the home
field, fit yourself for the task. It
may be our fault that few have listen-
edto usom missions. The people
came for faets : we, it may be, gave
them fancies and even fun, when we
should have spoken for a world lying
in the arms of the wicked one as Paul
spoke—‘‘even weeping.” With a
fresh baptism for the work, mission-
ary anniversaries shall be,as they have
| been, times of eonversion and fur-
naces for heating heart and hand.

The laity of Methodism have enter-
ed upon a new era. Side by side with
the ministers they henceforth take
their place in the Annual and General
Conferences in guiding the affairs of
the Church. While to others there
may have been given the special work
of preaching Christ, to the laity has
been given the only less great power
of getting wealth. Now, as never be-
fore, should this gift be used to the
glory of Christ and for the welfare of
men. Isit confidently expected that
the income of the present year will be
in advance of the past year ? Aye,
and far beyond it ! Héaven expects
every man to do his duty.

A few months ago our contemporary,
the Presbyterian Wilness, very wisely
recommended the appointment of a
Professor in a Provincial University,
whose work should be the training of
teachers. Little was said at the time,
but it appears that the Board of Gov-
ernors of Acadia College were impress-
ed by the recommendation. Their
prompt action in establishing the
chair of Didactics in connection with
Acadia, and their good fortune in
securing the services of Dr. Rand, who
has resigned his post of Chief Saperin
tendent of Education in New Bruns-
wick to return to his native provinee, is
worthy of note. ‘ Dr. Rand,” says the
Religious Intelligencer, in whose judg-
ment we_have great confidence, was as
Superintendent *‘the right man for
the place and time, as has been abun-
dantly proven in the years since his
appointment.” The friends of Acadia
should welcome him back to Nova
Scotia, and to a chair the establish-
ment of which points in the direction
of practical improvement in collegiate
education. In reference to the action
of the Board of Governors inestablish-
ing the new chair, or to their arrange-
ments for maintaining it, we have
nothing to say.

Rev. W. Bee felt that if the work in
the North-west was to be sustained,
Conference work up there should not be
crippled by hard-and-fast-rules.

Rev. A. Campbell moved that the |
resolution be tabled. The motion was
lost by a vote of 30 to 18.

Rev. Dr. Young said they could not
meet emergencies which would arise |
between the meeting of the Transfer
Committee and the Annual Conferences
except in some such way as this.

Rev, Dr. Ryckman said that the wis-
est and most favorable laws apply dis-
astrously on special occasions, and for
that reason he would v ote for the reso-
lution. He thought there should be
elasticity enough about their Methodism
to adapt itself to exceptional cases.

Rev. W, 8. Griffin warned the breth-
ren not to do it. He moved the follow-
ing addition to the resolution: ¢ Never-
theless, such transfer shallnot be final |
unless confirmed by thé Transfer Com- |
mittee at its next annual meeting.”

Rev. J. Wakefield said if the resolu- |
tion were confined to the North-W est
all objection would be removed, but he !
did not think it was necessary to apply
it to all mission work.

Rev. Dr Rice agreed to that proposal.
He moved that the scope of the resolu-
tion be confined to the North-West and
to the Pacific coast. y

large majority.

Rev. S. Bond moved the following

adition :—** When the President of an
Annual Conference communicates to
a General Superintendent any applica-
tion for a transfer, or makes a proposal
to transfer any minister or probationer |
to another Conmnference, he shall with
such application or proposal, send the
names of two or more ministers or pro-
bationers belonging to the Conference
into which he seeks or proposes to se-
cure a transfer, so that if necessary for
the preservation of an equality of min-
isterial supply, one may be transferred
from the Conference into which the
other is proposed to be transferred. ‘I'he

President of an Annual Conference may
submit other numes instead of those
suggested, but in all cases the ministers |
or probationers concerned shall be no- |
tificd of such proposal.”

After several ministers had spoken
Mr. Bond’s resolution was agreed to,
and the report as a whole adopted.

The Conference then took up the re-
port of the Eastern Superannuation
Fund, and passed it 'with a slight emen-
dation.
