Want

Exclusive Distnbution

Sentiment Expressed by President of the United States National Wholesale Grocers’ Association at Recent
Convention—Urges Members to Find Out What They Want and Why Before Approaching .Manufacturers.

Detroit, June 7.—*We naturally and
properly feel more kindly towards those
manufacturers who distribute their pro-
duet through the jobber than we do to-
wards those who sell to both jobber and

retailer. We naturally push more
cieerfully and energetically the sale of

the produet of those eoncerns which show
the most favorable attitude towards us
this is ecorreet merchandising.”’

The above remarks were numbered
among the senlimenis expre ssed at the
of the National
Wiclesale Groeers’ * Association held
here last week, by President Wi'liam
Judson.

In the course of his address he fur-

ner stated:

annual e

““In  dealing with manufaeturers,
transportation eompanies and producers
we first find out definitely what we want
and why we think we ought to have it.
The proper eommittee then thinks the
matter out to a eonclusion and in a dig-
nified, businesslike way takes it up with
the other party in interest without
bravado on the one hand or fawning on
the other.

“ “Vinegar catches no flies,” asperity
wins no commereial victories. Our eom-
mittees have learned this in many im-
portant engagements. The Seriptures
say: ‘A soft answer turneth away
wrath’: our committees have found that
coneciliatory speech opens the way to
fruitful negotiations.

““The so-called big interests are sur-
prisingly amenable to proper approach.
Knowing definitely what we wani, and
being able to give a good reason why we
think we should have it, we are eertain
to seeure a respectful hearing and a re-
sponse. either granting what we ask or
giving a good reason why it cannot be
granted. Prejudice and bigotry are ban-
ished from our counsels and open-mind-
edness is our maseot in our dealings and
negotiations; and our committees make
sure that they are as amenable to rea-
son as the other party to the econfer-
ence.

Value of Joint Discussions.

‘It is surprising how amieably the
most radieal differences may be discuss-
ed when both parties to the interview
are open-minded and able to give rea-
sons for their respeetive attitudes.
While we do not always get all we want,
we do get much, and we always get a
reason for not getting all we ask. This
pulls the sting and leaves no room for
poisonous prejudiee or raneorous resent-
ment to breed in uninformed minds.

‘“The big interests do not find us nar-
row-minded. eaptious and selfish, as we
have sometimes been pietured to them,
and we do not find them as arbitrary
and greedy as they have sometimes been
represented to us. They need us and

we them, and with this as ecommon
ground upon which to stand we get as
close together on matters of mutual in-
terest as proper regard for our respeec-
tive individual interests will permit.

““Trade is a matter of fact and not of
sentiment. Conditions of supply and
demand; war and peace; flood and
drouth, and hundreds of other things are
influencing faetors over whiech no set
of manufacturers or distributers have
control, but all of which must be con-
sidered in arriving at equitable con-
¢'usions. These eonsiderations all show
how out of place are ignorance and pre-
judice and how all-important are infor-
mation and fair-mindedness.

**We naturally push most cheerfully
and energetically the sale of the produet
of those concerns which show the most
favorgble attitude towards uns—this is
correct merchandising.

Wholesalers’ Attitudes.

‘*We naturally and properly feel more
kindly towards those manufaeturers who
distribute their produet through the job-
ber than we do towards those who sell
to both jobber and retailer. We econ-
tend that the aititude of the latier is
uncommereial, illogiecal and unfair to
both jobber and the rank and file of the
refail trade. Why: should we feel fav-
orably disposed towards those manufaec-
turers who se!l direet to the large re-
tailers and then expeet us to earry their
produet in sloek to supply those retail-
ers with whose aecounts, for any rea-
scn whatever, suech manufaciurers do
not want to be eneumbered ?

““We also rightly and enthusiastically
favor most those manufaeturers who try
hardest to enable us to make profits on
their goods. In this econpeetion it is
both gratifying and encouraging to ecall
atention to the faet that of late there
are conspicuons examples of manufaec-
turers making extraordinary efforts i
aid jebbers in making better profits on
staple commodities that too often are
sold by wholesalers at little or no pro-
fit.

““We should give, are giving emphatic
endorsement to the efforts of these
manufaeturers by increased volume of
sales when possible on their produet, not
only because of the more satisfactory
profits available, but also to encourage
other manufacturers to do the same
thing. and to secure a econtinuanee of
such weleome service at the hands of
these manufaeturers who are extending
it. This is one of the gratifying results
of the diplomatie work of our eommit-
tees. Tt iz impossible to overestimate its
importance. and the full and permanent
benefit of this achievement ean be elinch-
ed only by each of us in our individual
capacity doing our respeective share to-
wards the perpetnation of the improved
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profit conditions thus brought about.
Mind you, in doing this we aceomplish
one of the vital purposes for which our
organization exists—that of showing
manufaecturers and producers that they
subesrve their own best interests by giv-
ing to our welfare the eonsideration that
our aecknowledged importance to them
deserves.

‘“This logieally leads me to refer again
to a matter which I have discussed at
previous meetings, and that is the prae-
tice of handling staple commodities
without profit, sometimes in the pasi
amounting possibly to 30 or 40 per cent.
of the business of the wholesale gro-
cer.

Self-Wrought Injustice.

““To demand and receive adequate
compensation for services rendered is
not only commercially equitable but
morally obligatory. The old Seriptural
diztum that ‘The laborer is worthy of
his hire’ is the very essence of ecommon
sense, the unimpeachable dietate of
business morality. Since the ediet went
forth that ‘In the sweat of thy brow
shalt thou earn thy bread,” labor has
been the test of worth, and its result-
ing fruits the reward of the toiler. The
jobber, therefore, who labors and risks
without exaecting a fair price for the
service cheapens his voeation, does in-
justice to himself, inflicts undeserved
bardens on his fellow workers of like
calling and weakens the moral fibre of
those whom he gratuitously serves.
Moreover, he fosters weakness, inse-
curily and moral turpitud. where he
should inspire strength, self-reliance
and wholsesome respeet for the laws of
Nature and the rules of righteous sue-
cess.

‘“Every cause has its inevitable ef-
feet and every service should have its
just reward. [ speak earnestly on this
subject besause we all feel deeply both
its material and moral importance.

““The honors you have heaped upon
me by making me your president for a
series of terms has made me think more
deeply on these matters from the view-
point of the responsibilities of the posi-
tion than I eould have thought from
that of the individual jobber. But the
broad basis of observation and experi-
euce that has meen my privilege through
your generous kindness has given me a
realizing sense of the basie importance
of this matted that amounts to profound
convietion.

‘“The banks we patronize do not lend
us 30 per cent. or 40 per cent. of the
money we borrow without interest; the
railroads that transport our merchan-
dise do not handle 30 per cent. or 40
per cent. of it without freight charge;
those from whom we purchase do not sell
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THE CANADIAN GROCER.

us 30 per cent. or 40 per cent. of the
merchandise we buy without profit. We
pay the full price for all serviece of all
kinds that is rendered us. Why, then,
in the name of ecommon sense, should
we invest our ecapital, employ our time,
take the risk of business and sell 30 per
cent. or 40 per ecent., or any other per
cent. of our merchandise without profit?

““Tf I read the signs of the times right-
ly co-cperation is taking the plage of
cut-throat competition as a business
slogan. The time has ceome for eut-
throat eompetition to be relegated to the
museum of commercial monstrosities to
keep company with ‘prison for debt’

The reading notice on the envelope
contains a blank space in which to des-
cribe the article sent, and the price, of
course, is always included. The remain-
der of his ecommunication to the publie
may be seen from the cut.

““I find that the distribution of these
samples are of much benefit; they give
to the intending purchasers something
substantial. They are able to tell ex-

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WHAT CASH DISCOUNTS MEAN.

One of the important features in the
running of a retail business is system-
atic buying methods and the chief among
these is obtaining the cash discount.
This is well illustrated by correspond-
ence in this week’s issue from Perth.
There a grocer kept careful account of
the discounts he received in view of
prompt payments and found that he was
saving enough money (o pay his taxes,
his insurance and lighting bills.

This is a matier which every retailer
should study. If a Perth grocer does
enough business to have his taxes, in-
surance, and light paid for by cash dis-
counts, merchants in other places whe-
ther large or small, should he able to
do the same.

The cash discount is one of the secrets
of the success of R. (". Braund, a Peter-
boro merchant, who, as a recent article
in The Grocer pointed out, has built up
a business of $50,000 turnover on a
visible capital of $2.50. These are only
two instances of many.

With the knowledge of these facts
merchants are given a direct impetus to
look to their buying. The discount not
only means a straight gain but it sim-
plifies matters with the jobbers and
places the retailers in a much bhetter
light.

THE SECRET COMMISSIONS ACT.
The Aylesworth Bill, making it erim-
inally illegal to give a secret commission
or rebate, and known as the Seerei Com-
missions Aet, has heen a topie for much

disecussion  among  all  scetions ol the
frade sinee it appearved in The Groeer of
May 14th last.

The bill, of course, applies (o all com
mercial transactions and was introduced
into Parliament by Hon. A. B. Ayles
worth to combal the perpetration of
sueh frawds as led to the recent enquiry
into the Marine and Fisheries Depart-
ment of the Quebee Government.

Tt has been reported that the Minister

Justice was not responsible for the
bill but that it emanated from some
Canadian  wholesalers in the grocery
trade and retailers have been led to be-
lieve this.

Sueh a view of the matier, hlowever,
does not seem to have mueh of a founda-
tion. Tt is probably true that whole-
sale grocers ave delighted with the bill
but when it is considered that it applies
to all elasses of trade  and  naturally
covers all commercial transactions, there
can be little reason to suspeet that the
wholesale grocers were the fathers of it
Making it illegal {o give a secret rebate
refers. just as much to insurance com-
panies and their agents as it does to the
manufacturers of food products, whole-

sale grocers and their travelers.

A RETAILER'S TURN OVER.

Some time ago the public mind, the
New York Journal of Commerece points
out, beeame impregnated with (he virus
that 90 per ¢eni. of all business men fail.

Commercial paper has for this reason
never attained the dignity accorded to
less volatile seeurity in savings institu-
tions and places where money is loaned.
Then again the average retailer is not a
financier and the weakness of retailing,
wherever it has shown weakness, has
generally been at the financial end of
the system.

There is really less reason why re-
tailers should fail in business than there
is for manufacturers failing, and while
we all like to tell that the eountry store
was the first department store in the
land, every merchant knows that the
real strength in the department store
system lies in the measure of wisdom
shown in its finaneial eontrol.

In Februarvy, 1907, long before the
couniry was alive to the dangers that
were ahead in merchandising, one of the
Unifed States greatest merchants said
{o a newspaper reporter. ‘‘The retailers
will have to sell on a deereasing margin
of net profits,”” and that staiement in
print woke up many a business man in
different parts of the country to a reali-
zation of what was ahead.
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One of the factors in a laree jobbing
house was asked to explain  what the
statement veally implied, and as he was
one of the few men who after 40 years
in harness had been able to adapt him
selt’ to the new system, what he said
seemed very illuminating as bearing on
the elements that are gradually displae
ing personalily in trade.

Said he: **No retailer needs to fall
his system is right. e should never
carry more than four times his capital
in merchandise. He should turn his
capital over at least four times a year,
as shown by the volume of  his  sales.
As a matter of faet many metroplitan
stores turn their capital over six aud
seven times a year. On a capital of
£200.000 the turnover should be at least
F800,000.  Five per cent. profit on this
volume gives $40000, and 10 per eent on
the capital  eals up  $20,000  of  this
amount.  The rest can be applied to a

capital account or surplus. The strug
will be to keep expenses below 20 per
cent. and the effort will be to sell
at 25 per cent. profit. The difference in
net profit will depend on the suecess of
the eftort and the strength of the
struggle. Tn order to make 25 per cent.
on sales it is necessary to add 33 1-3 per
cent. to the cost of "Unll\ /

These figures ave necessarily  rough
and offhand.  There ave some  stocks
that eannot be furned even onee a year,
but in a well known retail store a few
weeks ago the bedding stocks were turned
over five times in {two weeks. There was
a run on in that speeial department. By
following the figures of sales elosely it

purchased most freely and the success
of merchandising lies in knowing what
will move best. Tt is one thing to have
a veputatton for carrying the choicest
goods i the world, it is another to sell
the goods the great mass of people want

to buy, and to have them for sale when
the people want to buy them. The happy
medium between these extremes makes
great merchants and it also makes great
combinations of retail stores not only
possible but desirable.

The grouping of retailers for betier
buying methods is seen in the formation
of buying syndicates of all kinds. The
desire among them to expand their mer-
chandise accounts and make buying
in large amounts possible, is seen in the
way in which many of them are seizine
the control of stores in different centres.
The erystallizing of store management
is going on everywhere, and it all leads
up to the erystalization of the financial
management of the stores. Strong per-
sonality will always assert itself, but its
future efforts will be directed along sys-
tematie lines that are now ouly in (he
process of evolution in merchandising.

MONTREAL.

June 8.—A new plan for the selling
of pienie tiekets was suggested at the
regular monthly meeting of the Mon-
treal Retail Groeers’ Association, held
last Thursday evening in Montreal
Most interesting of the subjects diseuss-
ed was the coming pienie, of eourse,
whieh 1s 10 be held at Maple Grove, on
July 21. First Viee-President J. D.
Boileau announeced the new idea. Each
grocer will be given eleven tickeis. On
selling ten of these he becomes the own-
er of the eleventh, and s¢ does noi have
lo pay any railroad fare or entrance
fee v Llhe picule grounds himself. 14
ne selis twenty tickets he is entitled to
two free tickets. The scheme was most
enthusiastieally reeeived, and if the ma-
jority of the members of the association
take the matter up the organization will
be econsiderably benefitted, and the an-
nual exeursior. will be a remarkable sue-
cess. The tickets are saleable at 90e
each. Maple Grove, the destination of
the exeursionists, is a beautiful place
on the New York Central, and is an
ideal pienie spot. In addition to the
ordinary pienic prizes to be distributed
to winners in various contests, there will
be special prizes aggregating $200. These
prizes will be drawn for on the pienie
grounds. Every person purehasing a tie-
ket stands a chance of winning one of
tbese. L. E. Lafond started a little dis-

The
Early Closing Association has been fight-
ing for their objeet for the past few
vears. Senfiment has always been even-
ly divided. Litile interest was taken in
the matter at the meeting. Tt was also
asked how the eity felt in regard to the
erocery stores being open on Sundays,
as they are in certain cases. The meet-
ing thought that it wonld be wise to ad-
dress the eity couneil a letter asking
them for the desired information. This
will be done. It was announced. amid
applause, that the breweries had deeid-
ed that after July 1 they would no longer
se'l beer to private houses, as they have.
many of them, been in the habit of do-
ing in the past.

HALIFAX.

June 8.—The local grocery markets
are in excellent condition and business
generally is reported to be good. Large
quantities of fruit are now coming on
the market, and it is of exeellent quality.
Pine apples are more plentiful than for
some years and the prices are lower,
good large pines retailing at 20 cents
each. Bananas are in good supply and
of fine quality, the choicest stock sell-
ing from $2.25 to $2.50 per bunch. Green
truck such as spinach, radishes, lettuce,
cabbages, ecucumbers, asparagus, and
rhubarb are now on the market, also be-
ing loecal grown with the exeeption of
cukes and ecabbages, which are United
States.

The receipts of good butter show a
heavy falling off during the past week,
but there is no ehange in the price. The
farmers are now busy with their crops
and to this is attributed the decline.
Fggs are in good supply and the price
remains steady at 18 cents for the
choicest stoeck.

The fish markets are now very ae-
tive. Mackerel have struek in along the
coast and in soce seetions of the pro-
vince large caiches have been made. At
Lockeport, iwo hundred barre's were
taken in one day. The fish are not quite
as large as the usual spring run. The
first fish that reached the market early
in the week sold from 25 to 30 cents
apiece, but the large number of mackerel
coming on the market later caused a
hig drop and they are now selling at
two for a quarter. Owing to the small
cateh of the United States mackerel
fleet in southern waters this season,
there is a good demand for the fish in
from that market, and heavy shipments
from this provinee are now being made.
The first big shipment was from Yar-
month, the steamer Prinee Arthur tak-
ing 150 barrels of iced mackerel to Bos-
ton. If the weather holds favorable
some bhig hauls are expeected. as several
large schools have heen sighted.

The lobster season has closed, and the
last and the record shipment of the sea-
son was made to Boston this week. the
steamer Prinee Arthur sailing from Yar-
mouth with 1.630 erates. They are
quoted in Boston at $10 per erate. The
season just closed has been a most dis-
astrous one for the lobster fishermen, a
recent storm having destroyed gear
valned at least at $100,000.
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Salmon are now being taken but so
far the catches are small. The prices
however, are good and will likely keep
up until the fish beeome more plentiful.

On the Cape Breton eoast there is a
phenomenal run of haddoek, and the
fisherman are reaping a harvest. Never
hefore have such large cateches heen
made, the fishermen returning to shore
with their boats loaded to the gunwhales.

Arthur 8. Barnstead, Secretary of
Industries and Immigration, returned
this week from Ottawa where he was
conferring with the Department of Im-
igration in eompany with Hon. Dr. Lan-
dry, Minister of Agriculture for New
Brunswiek, and R. H. Montgomery, of
Summerside, P.E.I. The matter of fur-
ther development of the oyster industry
in the Maritime Provinces was present-
ed to the Minister of Marine and Fisher-
ies. Mr. Barnstead reports the inter-
view to have been satisfactory. As a
result the terms of modus vivendi have
been referred to the provineial govern-
ments so that the difficulties that have
neretofore existed with respeet to seeur-
ing adequate titles for private eulture
will be eliminated. Other matters which
were presented by the delegation were
favorably considered and such steps have
been taken as will ensure active eco-
operation on the part of the Department
of Marine and Fisheries, and that of the
This leaves the Angostora in a class by
and developing the oyster industry.

ST. JOHN.

June 8.—The market has been rather
active lately and a number of changes
are recorded in the prices of several
staple lines. Ontario flour advanced
fifteen cents again last week, and is now
quoted at $7 wholesale, which is only
fifteen cents below Manitoba. Cornmeal
is up 10 cents a barrel, clear pork is $1
a barrel higher and lard is held at an
advanee of 1 to } cent a pound. Brooms
are twenty-five ecents a dozen cheaper.

Eggs are higher, but butter remains
dbout the same. Rhubarb is ¢oming
in freely and is selling at three cents
a pound retail. ;

In fish, shad are still high, but salmon
are coming in quite plentifullv and the
price has dropped to twenty and twenty-
five cents a pound.

The cold weather has interfered some-
what with the crops and a number of
the farmers in the province, who put
their seed in early, had them nipped
with the frost and had to replant.

tried by the late William M. Singerly,
the proprietor of the Philadelphia Re-
cord, an influential and splendidly-
managed paper, having a wide circula-
tion in such Democratic states as Ken-
tueky, Maryland, Delaware, the Vir-
ginas, North C(arolina and Tennessee,
besides its clientele of readers in New
Jersey, Pennsylvania, Delaware, etc.
In order to encourage jobbers and par-
ticularly wholesale grocers to adver-
tise in the Record, Mr. Singerly sent
free copies of the Record to the hotels
in all towns of over 10,000 population
in many of these states to encourage
the jobbing houses to use the columns
of the Record in aiding them to sell
their goods. T have heard it said that
many thousand copies of the paper
were thus placed on the free list. but
the jobbing trade and the wholesale
groeers in particular didn’t respond at
all. Therefore. in time the free list was
entirelv cut off. All of which goes to
show that the wholesale grocer in the
States, as in Canada, knows what he
is about.

INGERSOLL.

June 9.—The retail merchants iniend
making a michty effort to frown down
ticket sellineg and its kindred evil, so-
liciting charity, during business hours.
Searcely a dav goes by but demands are
made upon the finances of the mer-
chants, either bv charitable organiza-
tions or others solicitine alms. The mer-
chants, of all individuals. are invari-
amlv singled out for first attack, and
while in the past thev have submitted
without a murmur, they now believe
that united and uncompromising action
should be taken to put a stop to the
wholesale soliciting whiech has hecome
absolutelv obnoxious. Tf this course
were deeided upon it would place the
merchant upon the same plane as other
citizens, and they would doubtless be
immune from eountless attaeks which
thev new experience. Merchants reeoe-
nize the importance of the question and
that it is one in which thev mwvst stand
together. The matter has been slated
for eareful consideration at the next
meetine when definite aetion will no
doubt be taken in this respeet as well
as in regard to bad debts.

Tt is indeed pleasing to nofe that so
far as the Ingerso!l branch of the Re-
tail Merchants’ Association is eoncern-
ed that there are reassuring signs of
life. The members have come ont of
their hibernation. which has been most
protracted. and thev have now taken a
grasp of affairs of mutnal interest that
simplv spells ‘“business’’ in capital let-
ters. The Association was formed some
two or three vears ago. and for a while
everything was serene. But there was

a gradual decline of interest, the atten-
dance at the meetings began to shrink,
and eventually no meetings were ‘held.
In expressing their individual opinions
the merchants were always frank enough
to admit the advantages of organiza-
tion, but for some reason or other
that concerted action which makes
things hum, was conspicuous by its ab-
sence. But times have changed and
the faet is worth jotting down that
Ingersoll is going to have one of the
most thoroughly organized, pushing, pro-
gressive Retail Merchants’ Asssocia-
tions to be found in any community of
similar proportions in the Dominion.

The prospecis for a
bumper summer trade are good aund all
merchants who cater to this eclass of
trade are wearing that sunny swile.

Although the season was .very back-
ward and the strawberries are only in
blossom in most eases, the general out-
look is very good and should the
weather continue fine the berries will
be ready as early as last year. At least
this is whal one of the largest growers
here had to say about it when inter-
viewed by The Girocer.

CHATHAM.
June 9. -The ice problem is begin
ning to loom up large in the caleula-
tions of local grocers. The complete

failure of last winter’s ice erop neces-
sitated the importation of ice, and one
vesult is that this year iee is selling at
3¢ per ewi., where in previous years
the price was 15¢. It 1s doubitul it the
price would have been so high had the
ficld been left apen to competition, but
following the failure of ihe erop the
two leeal dealers promptly seized the
apportunily to amalgamate. The high
prices will doubtless have their effeet
upon the summer trade in perishables.

As this seetion is subject to partial
and oceasionally entire failures of its
ice crop, the suggestion is brought for-
ward by one groeer that the merchants
to whom ice is a necessity, co-operate to
ensure an annual supply at fair prices.
Large consumers, such as the Maple City
Creamery, imported their ice last win-
ter and thereby secured an ample sup-
ply at fair cost; but the individual mer-
ehant whese demand was small eould
not afford to do this, especially in view
of his lack of storage facilities. Col-
leetively a large amount of ice is used
by merchants, so that the supply could
probably procured advantageously——in
addition {0 which, it would save {he
merchants from ever being ““held up’’
hy dealers.

Cheap butter—18e to 20¢ a pound—
was again in evidence on the market
last Siaurday. Now that the warm
weather has set in, farmers are a great
deal more willing to part with the pro-
duet on reasonable terms.

Hog deliveries were a feature of
Saturday’s market. Following a slight
decline during the week, Saturday saw
the price jump to in some ecases $8 per
ewt., while $7.90 was the ruling priee.
Nol so leng ago, hog raisers thought
themselves lueky {o get {his price for
dressed, let alone live hogs. Deliveries
continued large.  The high price loeal
ly is attributed to the foreign demand.

From all accounts. last year’s bean
erop is preity well sold out. The price
has now reached $2 a bushel.

Imported strawberries— from  Detroit
—have been in evidenee in many gro-
ceries the past week, selling at 15e
and 20¢ a box. The home grown pro-
duet is expected to appear this week,
several grocers having been assuved ot
berries by Friday or Satuvday. This
is somewhat later than usual. The erop
is reported in splendid condition, how-
ever.

In company with dry goods and shoe
dealers, the Wallaceburg grocers have
decided to elose their places of business
on Wednesday afternoons during the
summer months, to give themselves and
clerks a half holiday every week. 1t is
some years sinee the weckly halt holi-
day has been tried by Chatham mer-
chants, exeept in one or two lines; and
there seems no disposition to repeat the
experiment. As a rule, elerks here
favor and employers frown down upon
the scheme: though there are of course
notable exeeptions.  The maiu ditficulty
is to induee everybody to line up.

BRANTFORD.
June 9.—The merchants here peport
business good. The factories are all

busy, and the unskilled labor-is well
employed.

There was a good market on Satur-
day but meat was not as plentiful as
usual. Butter was plentiful at from 18
to 22¢, and there was also a very large
display of plants, flowers and green
vegetables. DPotatoes were plentiful and
were selling at 75¢ a bag Saturday.

A large number of property owners
and merchants around the market
square held a meeting  in the council
chamber on Friday evening, in reference
to the improvments of Brantford's
market by the ercction of suitable
buildings and accommodation on the
present market square, they named a
committee to look after their interests.

Brantford millers are paving $1.30
per bushel for wheat and little is com
ing in; the grocers are retailing flour
at $3.50 ewt.

Mr. Harris, manager of the Brant
ford branch of The Geo. Mattews Co.
Ltd.., accompanied by his wife, left this
week on  an extended trip to Ireland.
Thev will also visit Kngland and France
before returning. Mr. Harris has  not
been enjoying the best of health for
some time and the change will it is
hoped restore him to his usual strength
and health.

The clerks enjoyved their first half
holiday last week. While it was not
unanimous, one large grocery on Mar-
ket St. refusing to close, the majority
were anxious for the holiday.

GUELPH.

There were not any great changes in
any of the lines of produce on Saturday,
the prices being as follows:—Butter, 20
to 22¢; eggs, 18 to 20e: potatoes, 80 to
85¢ per bag; rhnbarb, 4 and 5¢ a bunch;

and 5¢ a bunch.

ST. CATHARINES.

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Mr. Gander has not vet decided to what
business he will give his time and at-
tention.

The supply of dairy butter during the
past few weeks has been very heavy
with the result that the groeers dropped
their buying price on Saturday last to
16¢ per pound.

Those grocers who had a supply of
crocks to sell noticed the inereased de-
mand caused by the paeking of butter.

Fresh eggs, on the other hand, are
higher in price and secaree even at the
advaneed price. The prices on Satur-
day last for quantities were from 19 to
20¢ per dozen.

The fruit erop of the Niagara Penin-
sula at the present wvriting promises to
be an exira large one. Fruit growers,
agree with this predietion with the ex-
ception of peaches, which they elaim
will be below the average. Strawberries
are looking splendid and the first home
orown berries will likely make their ap-
pearanee next week. I1f the weather
should eontinue warm and dry, the
strawberries are likely to ripen up all
at onee and the erop will be a short one.
Buyers will find prices governed large-
Iy by the weather.

PETERBORO.

June 9.—There does not seem to be
muech ehange in the butter sitnation
here. The farmers report excellent ver-
dure and growth in the pastures, but
they are sending their surplus milk to
the cheese factories and the townspeople
are thereby profiting but little. The
butter has a noticeable dark yellow
color, whieh it obtains from the new

2rass.

The cheese manufacture this spring
has been on the whole better than last
year. The price is better and the out-
put shows a slight increase.

The past few weeks have been rather
quiet. There is still a demand for
house-cleaning necessities and garden
seeds and fixtures.

Recognizing the faet that the average
household has exhausted its supplies
of preserved fruits, some of the gro-
cers in their advertisements are mak-
ing a specialty of canned goods. Pears.
peaches, raspberries, ete., are the head-
liners and from all reports there is a
strong demand. Jas. R. Bell is one of
those who is trying to advance his trade
in these lines.

Another line of the groeer’s business
that is now in season is supplying pro-
visions for pienies and pleasure par-
ties. There are grocers who pay par-
tieular attention to this branch of their
summer trade and make it a point to
carry lines which will appeal to the
pienicker. Dainty tongue, ham, chie-
ken, pickles and other delicacies are
always found in the outing bhasket and
it is generally the groeer who makes a
specialty of these lines who snaps up
the business.
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The merchants on the main street
claim that their rents are too high.
Ald. Morrow, of the eounecil, is endeav-
oring to make an arrangement whereby
a flat rate may be secured for the use
of eleetric power. A merchant states
that he would prefer if something
were done to sceure cheaper rent—at
least, what he eclaims more reasonable.
He states that the amounts have prac-
tically doubled in ten years.

The breakfast food weather has ar-

rived. That is to say, the warm wea-
ther, means the changing of the cus-
tomary foods for the prepared varie-
ties, which are served with seasonable
foods. Loeal groeers apparently feel
that there is something in this and are
advertising in their window displays the
most popular foods.
I Potatoes arestill at the spring mark,
$1.25 a bag. There are people in the
city who believe that if the papers had
not stated that other places were re-
ceiving high prices, Peterboro would
still be able to get them at $1.

The market gardeners in the out-
skirts of the ecity are husy with the
orders from the grocers. Seasonablc
vegetables and greens are now in greal
demand and the grocers are apparently
not letting the opportunity to please
their eustomers go by.

Real Estate Values Going up in Calgary — Winnipeg Horse
Show Promoters to Give Prizes for Best Window Displays—
Guessing Contest of Saskatoon Grocer—United States Grocers

Entertained in Vancouver.

CALGARY.

June 8.—If real estate values con-
tinue to climb as they have been doing
here this year it will necessitate the
removal of a number of the retail gro-
cery stores which are now located on
Eighth Avenue to the side streets and
sukurbs. During the past two weeks
central Eighth Avenue realty has been
in great demand at fancy prices. The
Ellis & Grogan property was sold for
$1000 per front foot and the premises
oceupied by J. D. Young & Co., sta-
tioners, ete., was sold for $1,200 per
foot. Saturday last the property occu-
pied by TRochon Bros., econfectionery
and the Premium Tea Co., near the
post office, was sold for $1,000 per
foot. As the buildings on none of the
above are of much value the prices paid
practically represent land values. Yes-
terday the central property formerly oc-
cupied by Wing & Kidney as a grocery
store was sold for $1,200 per front
foot. There is a two storey brick and
stone building on this lot worth pro-
bably $6,000 to $8,000. The foregoing,
however, will serve to indicate what
investors think of Calgary realty. West
Eighth Avenue, i.e., from First West
to Fourth, is now looking up. and it
will not surprise some if inside of two
vears a number of high-class retail
stores will occupy sites that are to-day
without buildings of any kind.

The particularly favorable weather
that has been enioyed since Mav 20th
has instilled confidence and business of
all kinds is very good. The rush of
immigration continues unabated. The
C. P. R. irriarted lands, every acre of
which when developed means business
for Calgary, are in great request by the
Americans, who are investine freely.
Retail grocers report an exceilent
trade. T.ocal-grown, fresh vegetables
are in good supply. Potatoes are still
high in price owing to searcity of
local stock. Hood River strawberries
are in, retailing at 35e per box, but
this vrice will nrobaly not hold long
as deliveriecs will be heavier shortly.
New Alherta cheese will be available
in a week or two. This finds a ready
sale as some prefer it to Fastern
cheese. Fresh butter is plentiful, retail-
ing at 30c per 1b. FEges are not so
plentiful. as the western demand is
heavyv. T.ocally the retail price is 30¢
per dozen.

California dried fruits are firming up.
Apriecots are searce and high : it is
doubtful if anv choice can be obtained
under 10¢ per Th. on the Coast. Peaches
and prunes show a tendency to stiffen
in svmpathy with anrieots. Available
stocks of prunes in California are said
to be not more than 3,000 tons, which
is the lowest for many vears.

C. E. Lathron, the renresentative of
one of the largest shinners of dried
fruits and canned goods in California,
was in Caleary during the week ealling
mnon the trade. Mr. T.athron left San
Franciseco in March and has since cov-
ered the territory as far south as St.

Louis. He reports business much im-
proved all along the line, and particu-
larly in the Canadian west. Mr. Lath-
rop is always a welcome visitor in Cal-
gary, as the trade recognizes him as
an authority on California products.
On one oceasion, however, Mr. Lathrop
under-estimated the tonnage of
“prunes”” and the jobbers have not yet
forgiven him. Nevertheless, his esti-
mates are generally as nearly correct as
possible. Tees & Persse of Alberta
Ltd. are the local agents for the com-
pany.

WINNIPEG.

June 8- John Galt of G. F. & J. Galt,
wholesale grocers, leaves in a few days
for a three months trip to Europe.

F. J. Gallagher has left the T. Eaton
Company store, where he was engaged
as manager of the fruit section of the
grocery department, to become a traveler
for White Bros. & Crum, commission
merchants of this ecitv.

As stated a few wecks ago, the con-
feetion trade in this eity is in somewhat
of a demoralized condition, due to the
fact that foreigners monopolize the fruit
trade, and confectioners are compelled
to rely upon limited lines. Tt seems al-
most absurd that in a city of 120000
only two confectionery stores can be

found, worthy of the name. The leading

down-town business is that condueted
by W. II. MeBrien, who opened the
store on April 1 last. The apearance
of the premises is beautiful and attrae-
tive, being renovated and equipped with
new fixtures, just prior to the opening,
Mr. MeBrien, who was familiar with the
trade and conditions before opening the
business on his own aecount, feels en-
couraged with the general upward ten-
dency of the trade. Before the summer
season opened, baked goods and eandies
were the chief lines, but now candies
have been replaced by ice eream, and in
this line the trade has been good. Mr.
MeBrien is of the opinion that although
the keen competition in the fruit busi-
ness among the smaller retailers is det-
rvimental to the up-to-date confection-
ery trade, yet the time will come when
the first-class confectionery will be de-
pended upon for all lines of coods be-
longing to that trade, thus eliminating
much of the inferiority which is so pre-
valent among the foreigners’ fruit stores.

C. W. Graham seeretary of the Win-
nipeg Horse Show, to be held on June

The prices, however, may
not be very low in eonsequence of the
shortage in the erop, and last week the
Vicetoria Fruit Exchange refused an or-
der for six ecarloads, hecause the figure
was not up to what it was thought it
ought to be under the eirenmstances.
Even this price was in advance of that of
last year.

California gooseberries have arrived
and are jobbing at 1le per pound.

MANITOBA MARKETS

‘“ Arrangements whieh have been made
with the railways will enable delegates
to see quite a lot of new country in the
going and eoming.

‘T sincerely trust that every member
of the Exchange who can p():blhh et
away will be on hand in Vietoria f‘m'
the first session of the econvention,
Thursday, morning, June 24.”’
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Unsteady Condition of the Molasses Market.

Barbadoes Crop Shorter Than Last Year—Came to Canada on
a Bear Market and Prices Have Been Maintained High—Con-
flicting Rumors as to Crops—Small Quantity Left.

St. John, N.B., June 9.—Not for many
ars has the molasses market been in
such a state of turmoil as in the past
few weeks. Conflicting reports sent out
from Barbadoes have kept the dealers
in a state of uncertainty as to what was

coming next and a flood of eorrespon-
dence has been kept up between the
‘anadian jobbers and the men on the
1island, who handle the output.

The atmosphere seems to be clearing
now, however, though for weeks the
newspapers in Barbadoes have been full
of erop reporis, statements, letters and
contradietions.

Reliable estimates of this vear’s erop
are to the effeet ihat the juant:ily of
‘“faney’” molasses would not exeeed 45.-
() puncheous and of “‘choiee,”” not over
15,000 puncheous. This would inake a
total of 60,000. In 1907 the oa'put was
61,569 and in 1906, 61,099 nunch -ous,

but the supply from other sources was

1z

larger in those years especially in 1906
when quite a guantity of Porto Rieo
molasses was handled. This then would
show that this year’s erop was about the
same as usunal or a trifle less, and it
shounld also be noted that this vear’s
crop came in on a bare market.

The Changing of Prices.

The bulk of the output from Barba
does goes to the Maritime Provinees,
Quebee and Newfoundland. Coming on
a bare market this year the price open-
ed at 34 cents a gallon and shortly after
wards dropped off three eenis. An ad-
vanece of two eents then followed, mak

o the priee 33 cents. At that time
there was a very heavy demand and it
leoked as if it were going higher, but
st here the trouble started. One of the
Barbadoes shippers started sending out
cables to the effeet that the market was
weak and was going lower, aceompany-

ine his amouncements with very heavy
estimates of the erops.

It is also eclaimed by other shippers
hat he inspired an article m ‘‘The
Weekly Recorder,”” Barbadoes, giving

his erop estimates for the purpose of
trving to break the market.

A Temporary Decline.

I'hese papers were sent out to dealers
in Canada and Newfoundland and had
the effeet of stopping the advance and
the market went back one cent a gallon
but has since recovered and is now at
practically the high point of the season.

A letter received last week by one of
the. St. John, (N.B.) dealers from one
of the largest and most reliable of the
.\]ii]’ln rs says that the entire crop is
now about sold or elosed out. It also
refers to a resolution adopted by the
Barbadoes General Agrienltural Soeiety
on May 11. The resolution is as fol-
Jows:

““That the Barbadoes General Agri-
cultural Society are of the opinion that
the statements made by the ‘Weekly
Recorder’ in the article published on
Saturday, April 24, as to the size of the
molasses erop and the quantity already
reaped, are altogether false and mislead-
ing, and considers the quantity of mo-
lasses now to be sold is a mueh smaller
quantity than is there estimated. They
are of the opinion that three-quarters is
already sold and that the remainder un
sold eould not ]H:.\’b”)]_\' affect the ])I‘i('l‘
of this 1‘1'111111111“\_\',”

Small Quanity Left.

Another letter on May 15, says “‘esti-
mates of unsold stoeks in planters’ hands
would hardly exceed 2.000 puncheous,
ehoice and 3,000 io 3,500 pnneheons faney
and think present prices likely to bhe
maintained as with wvresent aetive in-
quiry stoeks will soon be eleaned up.”’

The St. John dealer expressed the
opinion that while the market was dis
turbed now, as soon as the erop is all
in and .~]1ip||)l'lll< cease the |H'i(’r will go
higher.

About 6.000 puncheous have. already
arrived at the port of St. John and other
\hﬂ»lhl'l\l» are on the wav.

Toronto, June 10, 1904,

There has been noticeable each week
since the warm weather arrived, ehanges
for the better in business aecording to
the wholesalers. Most of them report
payments by country merchants as im-
proving and evidently they are in much
better spirits with regard to the out-
look.

The high prices of raw material is
causing considerable talk about advances
in breakfast foods although nothing de-
finite has been decided upon. It is
plain of course that manufacturers’ pro-
fits are being lessened considerably now
that they have to buy wheat at $1.40
and oats at 57 ecents.

Sugar is a little steadier this week
with no immediate prospeets. Better
demand is expected with the advent of
the preserving season, which will soon
he here.

Beans and evaporated apples are
scarce and prices are firmer.

SUGAR.—Locally the demand for
sugar is improving slowly. The faet that
rhubarb has been on the market for
some time is partly responsible for this.
June is usaully a big month for sugar
and more was expeeted so that whole-
salers consider the season as somewhat
disappointing.  Strawberries, however,
will soon be on the market and a better
demand should follow.

Sugar is lower in Canada proportion-
ately than in the United States and just
at the present time is about 30 ecents
lower than this time last year. It is
difficult to foreeast what the next ehange
will be. Wholesalers would not he sur-
prised if there was an advance.

Produce and Provision Situation of the World

Canadian Bacon Prices Higher in England—Increase in But-
ter Receipts—Eggs Firm in Prices.

Hogs are still scarce, but packers
have evidently come to the conclusion
that it is unsafe to go anv higher.
(C'ured meats although in good demand,
have reached the limit, beyond which it
would be dangerous to venture for fear
of checking the demand. There is a
good export demand but -all the output
is required for home consumption.
(Canadian bacon has advanced from 55
to 66 shillings in England.

The receipts of butter are very heavy
and as the kind is of the annual May
quality, a mixture of fodder fed and
carly rank grass and dandelion, which
is not desirable to hold in cold storage
prices are considerably easier.

Complaint was made by one of the
(‘anadian wholesale dealers about the
misrepresentations of the quality of
butter made by some of the eountry
store keepers. One of them called him
up by phone and asked him whether Le
wanted to buy any eggs and butter.
He told him, he would like to buy the
eggrs, but did not care for the butter as
he had plenty on hand. He said that
whoever hought his eggs must also take
the butter. When asked about the
quality of the butter he remarked that
it was all first-class. “I'll give you
——¢ for it"”’ said the dealer. But the
merchant wanted a half cent more and
his request was granted. When it ar-
rived, a merchant came in and after
examining it. he bourht three baskets.
This left the dealer after paying freight
just 1¢ a lb. When this merchant un-
packed the butter he found that only
the top few layers were good, and the
bottom of very inferior quality. He
at once returned it. When the whole
lot was examined it was found that
just ahont half of the whole auantitv
was of this lower grade. which he had
to sell at 16¢ a 1b. Business of this
kind should be stonped. Tf a store-
keeper has not backbone enouéh to tell
the farmers who make such stuff, and
pav them aceordingly, he should not
swindle those who Fuv it from him. by
Iving and by puttine it in the bottom
of the box. A good stiff fine would
have a good effect.

Fags are firm and the selling prices
are well maintained.

Discuss Pure Food Laws and Prce Cutting

Wholesalers At Their National Convention Decide Upon Im-
portant Steps—Things As They Bel'ece They Ought to Be—
Cut-Throat Competition Metheds Denounced By The President.

Detroit, June S.—Pure food laws re-
ceived due eonsideration at the annual
eonvention of the National Wholesale
Groeers’ Association whiech was brought
to a eonelusion here last week with the
election of officers. Douglas H. Bethard,
Peoria, 111, is the new president. Presi-
dent Judsm 's address was 1'Ul“l)l'("llt‘li-
sive and ecarefully prepared. He made
an earnest plea for greater eo-operation
and the relegation to the eommereial
bonevard of eut-throat  eompetition
methods, and his sentiments met with
cariy ;:‘»]Jiw\.x;.

The report of the pure food and legis-
Jative committee was approved of. It
summarized the work in the various
Siates where legislatures have been in
session within reeent months as follows:

The result of the eommittee’s legis-
lative work for the year ending with this
report 1s that all welght and measure
hranding bills different from the nation-
al law have been been defeated in every
state in which they have been intro-
duced, except 1 Nebraska, where the
previously existing law was far more ob-
jectionable than the bill that was finally
passed by the 1909 legislature; all bills
requiring date of packing to be deelared
upon food 111"'duvl: have been defeated
in every siate in which they were pre-
sented, and all bills propsing to set forth
standards at length upon the statute
hooks of states have heen uniformly
defeated, except in Wisconsin, where the
hi'l is still pending at this writing, and
in Obio where a hill providing ecertain
standards for flavoring extraets beeame
L law.

These results should be a source of the
sreatest encouragement {o the National
Wiolesale. Groeers’ Association. They
afford a noteworthy example of the
power of intelligent organization when
directed toward reasonable ]e'gilimalv

Uniform Law Urged.

The convention strongly urged the
adoption in every state of the Union
of a uniform state food law identieal
with the national food and drugs aet of
June 30, 1908, with the exeeption only
of those provisions relating to federal
proeedure and interstate commerce; also
the granting by states to their food eom-
missioners of broad powers of regulation
like those given by the seeretaries of the
treasury of eommerce and labor and of
agrienlture under the national aet, and
the adoption by sueh state food eom-
missioners of regulations uniform with
the federal food regulations.

The resolution further deelared.

That the National Wholesale Grocers’
Association reaffirms its opposition to all
state or national laws requiring that the

date of preparation or packing be de-
clared upon the labels or containers of
food produets.

That we again endorse the poliey of
those manufacturers who recognize and
adopt the wholesale grocers as the most
efficient means and the most praeticable
and economie channel for the distribu-
tion of their produets in the various
markets of the country.

That the National Wholesale Groeers’
Association welcomes the organization of
the Ameriecan Specialty Manufaecturers’
Assoeiation and is in hearty aeeord with
the plans of that organization for the
agnaranteeing of speeially sales and or-
ders, thereby correcting a long standing
unsatisfaetory eondition and practiee
in the taking of orders for groecers’
~]w:‘i;l]lie'.~‘.

That this association reaffirm the pro-
visions of its econstitution opposed to
free deals and yet, sinee the praetice
seems to be eontinued yet, sinee them
seems to be eontinued by some manu-
facturers, we feel it our duty to recom-
mend that members sirongly oppose any
mannfaeturers’ plan which enables a re-
tailer to obtain goods at less than job-
bers’ acinal eost and to urge suech manu-
facturers to change to a basis under
which the jobber is proteeted to the full
extent of his eost of handling sueh deal.
fogether with a profit.

Condemns Price Cutting

F. W. Hannahs, of Newark, N.J., first
vice-president, in his report dealt with
the evi's of priece eatting in vigorous
style, and urged upon members the ne-
cessily of realizing the fal'acy of selling
some of their gocds at eost or less to
obtain trade. He characterized the re-
tailer who buys direet from the manu-
facturer as the worst enemy the whole-
saler has and showed why the whole-
sale groeer is the manufaeturer’s most
economical means of distribution.

A letter of felicitation was received
from the National Retail Grocers’ Asso-
eiation in session in Portland. Ore., and
the who'salers replied with a telegram
in the same vein.

Palermo Visitor Predicts Dearer

Lemons

Says That Adverse Weather Conditions Will Bring About This
Result—Pointers About The Growth of Lemons and Oranges—
Olive Crop Short and Prices of Oil Have Increased.

Toronto, June 9.—That Sieily lemons
will be dearer about the end of June is
the belief of B. Follina, of Frateli &
Follina, Palermo, Sieily, packers of lem-
ong, who has been for some time in Can-
ada and the United States on business,
and who just Jeft yvesterday for his home
in the old world.

Speaking to The Groeer representative,
Mr. Fo'lina told of the destruetion to
lemons during the recent earthquake at
Messiva, where 300,000 boxes met a
similar fate to the buildings and ware-
house in which they were stored. This,
as has been pointed out before by The
Groeer had the effeet of strengthening
the priees of lemons at the time, but

weather conditions, while the harvesting
of the third begins in June lasting on
into July.

About the Lemon Tree.

Coming from the very eentre of the
Furopean lemon distriet, Mr. Follina
knows considerable about the fruit and
the tree that bears it.

Five years growth is neecessary hefore
the lemon tree bears fruit and its life
in Italy and Sieily is reckoned between
twenty to thirty years. Many trees grow
from 30 feet to 40 feet high, but the
average height is only from 12 feet to
15 feet.

There are no thorns, as was generally
supposed, on the lemon tree. But on the
wild Sicilian  oranges trees thorns are
notieeable. The c¢heaper grades of lem-
ous are those with no keeping quality
and those are used for the manufacture
of essential ol and juices.

““The orange industry is inereasing in
Italy and it is estimated,”’ said M.
Follina that it was twice as larre as
ten years ago, in spite of the faet that
the market in the United States no long-
er exists.  Germany and Russia are the
prineipal markets for Italy oranges just
now,

“The value of oranges is inereasing
too and the day will come, say ten years

from now, when few lemons will be ship-
ped to the United States. The dealers
they will be getting them mostly from
California.”’

Failure of Olive Crop.

Some interesting information was
given on the olive industry in Italy and
Sicily by Mr. Follina. As has been ex-
plained before by The Groeer, the olive
crop last year did not amount to very
muech. The erop was destroyed by ad-
verse weather eonditions and vermin.

““In southern Italy it was a total
loss and olive oil prices are now from 25
per eent. to 50 per ecent. higher than
they were a year ago.

““There is no doubt that olive oil is
inereasing in consumption. Its qualities
are being better known and it is meet-
ing with mueh _favor in many countries.

Over in Italy the people use olive oil
in mueh the same way as we do butrer.
They use it in frying eggs, meat, ete.,
and a favorite meal is bread, pepper and
olive oil.  To obtain the oil the olive
fruit is erushed and then squeezed
through heavy rollers. The first oil is
No. 1 quality and to obtain the second
and third qualifies, it is passed throngh
twiee afterwards.

“There is a peculair custom existing
i Naly, which is rigidly adhered to, and
this that the manufacture of olive
oi!  always hegins at  night. A little
festival usually aceompanies the event.

Mr. Follina could not say what the
prospeets for the coming year would be
as it was rather early in the season.

““The weather of a night might ehange
the whole thing,”” he declared.

Corn Cob Meal Manufactured in the United States—Called a
Deception by Magazine—Rolled Oat Market in Canada Firm
—World’'s Grain Markets Unsettled.

In some parts of the United States
according to ‘‘Popular Mechanies’’ cob
meal is extensively sold. In a recent
editorial the above magazine says :

Have you ever bought any cob meal?
If so, you did it unintentionally. Cob
meal is made by grinding corn cobs,
and the industry is one shrouded in
great mystery. Not that there is any
seeret of particular value in the pro-
cess of grinding, but the ultimate pur-
pose of the corn cob meal is not such
as to make publicity desirable. Thou-
sands of dollars have been spent in per-
fu(mu the grinding machinery, and the
process is now reduced to a practical
science.

“It is apparently reassuring to learn
that it is necessary, of ecourse, to have
the cobs eclean of husks, stones and
pieces of chain, hli(l\, ete.’; but inves-
tigation dn\el(.m the fact that this pre-
caution is taken not on account of the
mo:ll, but to safezuard the grinding
machinery. KEven so ignoble a thing as
a corn cob grinder rebels at being fed
on pieces of stone, chain and hrl(k, and
the machines are rather expensive.

‘“Where the cob meal goes finds a
ready explanation in the faet that it
can be made at a cost of $6 to $7 per
ton, while ground feed brings $25 to $28
per ton.

““To such an extent has this eclass of
deception developed that several States
have already imposed severe penalties
on the use of eoh meal as adulteration.
Inasmuch as the nutrition in eob meal
is on a par with pine sawdust, it would
secem a proper subjeet for national pure
food legislation. The leading milling
journals insist that the millers of wheat
flour seldom are offenders, and that
cob grinding is chiefly done by manu
facturers of mixed and compound feeds,
especially those composed largely of
molasses.

“Tt’s a mighty mean and contemptible
man whose automohile is purchased
with the stealings from the rations of a
faithful, helpless animal.”’

Vanilla Flavoring Extract—Made From a Bean—Where It
Is Grown And How It is Made—Its Various Uses.

VANILLA.—A flavoring extraet that
s much used by the housekeeper in the
preparation of dessert dishes is vanilla,
an extraet from the vanilla bean. The
means ‘‘a small pud”
id 1s derived from the Spanish ‘‘bay-
nilla.’” It is one of the most puptllﬂl'
all the flavoring extraets, but before
its value had been recognized by the
ok, the choeolate manufacturer and
ker of sweetmeats, the perfumer
led vanilla as an odor in the
of combination perfumes.

There are about sixteeen kinds of
nilla beans grown in different parts
the world, and the world’s crop is

estimated at nearly 1,350,000 pounds.
The Mexican erop is about 220,400
pounds, but this is only half of the
crop of Tahiti. Java’s portion is only
6,000 pounds.

One of the oldest formulas for mak-
ing vanilla extract contained Tonka
beans;another good extraet is produced
from the South Ameriecan bean. It is
generally regarded, however, that the
best extraet i1s made from the long
beans, though all beans are more or less
alfected some years ))A\' a >[)t'."it‘> of rot.
In faet, there have been in the past in-
stanees of poisoning echarged against
vanilla made from the very best beans,
due to the presence of tannie aeid, one
of the natural properties of the bean.
The vanilla bean is said also to eon-
tain from 4 to 11 per cent. resin.

Cloves Used In Preparation.

Pure vanillin is identical with the
vanillin in the bean, without any of its
objectionable properties, and is ex-
fracted by a special process. It is a
very fine needle like erystal and the
chief faetor in its preparation is the
elove. The use of this vanillin erystal
in the manufaeture of vanilla extraet
is said to eliminate all the injurious
acids. and at the same time simplify the
proeess, so that it ean be made more
economieally.

Probably the most vanilla used is ex-
tracted from the Tonka bean, which
bean may bhe divided into three classes:
the Para, Surninam and Angostora. The
first two are very fatty and are not
very desirable as extraet produeers.
This !caves the Angostra in a class by
iself. The active prineiple of this lat
ter bean, called eoumarin, is produced
synthetically, and, generally, is a very
zood article, although the synthetic arti-
cle differs somewhat in flavor from the
coumarin produced from the bean. An-
costora beans whieh have not been pur-
posely frozen and the coumarin taken
out of them will yield over 100 grains of
coumarin in each 7,000 grains of heans,
or in each pound of heans,

One formula for the making of vanil-
la extraet for flavoring purposes pro-
vides for one ounce of beans to every
pint of extraect. There are other formu-
las used in the manufacture of the ex-
tract for medicinal purposes and other
ways of treating the bean for the mak-
ing of perfumery, but the groeer is
more interested in the flavoring extraet
he passes over the ceounter than in the
other lines,

It consisted of but a few small pareels
of oranges and lemons, owing to the
fact that the steamer was not a direet
beat. The sale took place Wednesday.
The first ear of late Valencia oranges
reached the city Monday. Dealers are
quoting $3.50 to $3.60. Grape fruit is
a little stiffer this week. Bananas are
in good supply and selling freely at un-
changed prices. Strawberries are arriv-
ing more freely. and are quoted at
slightly more favorable prices. Dealers
are now anticipating the arrival of the
first of the California summer fruits,
whieh will be coming in about the 25th

VEGETABLES—Cveumbers and eah-
bage ran short the end of last week and
the early part of this week, and dealers
lust many sales as a result. Supplies are
improving, however, as the season ad-
vances. A slight firming up in eabbage
prices is noticeable as a result of the
scareity, but encumbers are quoted at
lasi week’s figures still. Green and wax
hesns are arriving more freelv and will
be eheaper. The first lot of Mississippi
tomatoes, small flats, selling at $1.30, ar-
rived on Monday. Tomatoes will bhe
lower from now on, the first drop being
evident in the prices quoted to-day.
Tennessee tomatoes will be arriving to-
ward the end of the week, which will
help to further ease the market. These
latter tomatoes are not of quite as good
quality as the other United States var-
ieties, but there is a fair demand for
them, Canadian tomatoes will bhe late
this year, in eommon with many other
vegetables. A drop in new potatoes is
anticipated any day owing to larger re-
ceipts.  About 5,000 bags of potatoes
arrived from P.E.I. on Saturday. These
were quiekly taken up, and their receipt
did not change prices at all. Bunch on-
ions will be in shortly, and a geod busi-
ness in them is likely to take place.

Loecal cucumbers will, of course, be late
this year. To hasten their growth, rain,
followed by heat, is necessary. Unsea-
sonable weather, rains (without heat)
and late seeding have been the eontribut-
ing ecauses, ensuring late harvesting of
cucumbers on the Island this year.

Apple trees everywhere give a good
showing of bloon Pears have blossom-
ed w al! paris. The prospeets for
he pear erop in British Columbia is
better in the lower mainland than in the
interior valleys. A heavy bloom is re-

ported from one distriet, but another
the Bartlett, Clapp and Duchess suffer-
ed in some instances from severe winter

forsts. The Anjou, Winter Nelis and

Kieffer varieties are showing the best
bloom.

All kinds of plums budded out remark-
ably well in Ontario. An exceedingly
heavy bloom is recorded in the Niagara
distriet, particularly of the Japan varie-
ties. There is every prospeet of a full
crop in the commereial plum seection.

>lums and Italian prunes have blos-
somed out well in British Columbia.

There has also been an abundance of
bloom in the Ontario peach belt, and the
prospeet on the whole is very encourag-
ing. Along the lake front, however, in
the )1.»*313 distriet from Stony Creek
to withiu a short distance of Grimsby,
peach buds were thinned in the lower
branches by winter frosts. A short dis-
tance back from the lake to the moun-
tain the peach orchards were full of
bloom. This condition is reversed in
the immediate neighborhood of Jordan
Harbor and Port Dalhousie. The peach
orchards nearest the lake show the best
bloom. There has been very little wet
weather during the blossoming season to
interfere with the ‘setting’ of the fruit.

In several instances more or less seri-
ous damage to peach buds is reported
from British Columbia, which will likely
bring the erop below the average.

Cherries everywhere have blossomed
heavily. At present the outlook is for
an abundant erop throughout eastern
Canada.

All varieties have blossomed well in
British Columbia exeept in certain lo-
calities in the interior valleys, where
sweet varieties are reported injured by
frost.

Strawberries have wintered well in
Ontario, especially where the patches
made a good growth last fall. Small
fruits of all kinds are doing well.

Raspberries, blackberries, eurrants and
gooseberries give promise of an average
erop in British Columbia.

PARIS COMES NEXT.
