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JOURNAL OF THE LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL.

Cross of the Most Honorable Military Order of the Bath, Lieutenant Governor
and Commander-in-Chief of the Province, carne to the Council Chamber, and by
Message commanded the attendance of the House of Assembly.

The louse of Assemibly attended accordingly and lis Excellency opened the
Session by a Speech.

The House of Assenibly haying .ithdraWi, Bis Excellency was pleased to re-
tire.

Prayers were read.
The President reported, that he was in possession of a Copy of His Excellency's

Speech; which he read and is as follo.vs

"JJr. Presideiit, aud Nonorable Gentlem)en oj the Legislative Council,
"Mr. SpenIker, uhd Gentlemen bf the louse of Jsembly,

-W OU are again met for the discharge of' the high and important duties, which
have been intristed to you ; and I feel assured that you must all agree

with me, that there are circurnstances connected with the present condition of the
Province, and inmediately within your owin coritrol and superintendence, which
demand, in no ordinary degree, the careful and mature consideration of a prudent
and enlightened Legislatûré.

It cn ionger be dpubted. tht the Finances of the Country are involved in dif-
fidultidà, Whiëh havé been already felt to an extent which, it. is to be apprehended,
mnay µyeeaised ajap- and inconvéhience td those who have bèen âccustomed to
place implicit confidence in the Provincial engagements-difficulties, which if not
speedily met by some well digéstèddneasures of retrenchment, supported by a well or.
dered econoyin future, niust sQon lead to serious. embarrassnent, and blight those
fair próspecfs ôf internai i mprovement, and Provincial prosperity, which, with a j ust
reliance on Divine Goodness, we nay-have hoped to see realized.

"I invite your early attentioni thereforei to a sulject; the investigation of which
cannot, wiï'itisafety, be delayed; and I recominend that your financial systemi should
undergo such a revisioni asili best enable you to piovidë-sâtisfactorily for the gra-
dual liquidation of the Public Debt, andto restrict the future annual expenditure,

ithid streli fiffiits à the actuail state of the Revenue, with ihe existing claims upon
it, may require.

" I rely entirely on yourjudgment, discrimination and public spirit, for the selection
of the most proper objects of retrenchment, being fifly persuaded, that it wili be your
study and endeavour, to adopts einmieasures, as wilf least affect the general ivel-
fare, or the public setvige;, ancd tiat you wili steadily support, with a just and con-
prehensive knowledge of the wants and resources of the töuntIry, those Institutions
and Emblishamems,, wiich its future destinies, as an integra' porfion of the British
Empire, gradually advancing in value and importance, may dèmandf.

"I fe~ ai p¢ feetiaue that tlhleše gieat objecàs may yet be accomplished, withiout
mnvolving

involving the necessity of any great public sacrifice, or of any increase to the burthens
of the people.

tI have observed with satisfaction, that the Trad'e of the Province appears of late
to have been prosecuted with increased activity and spirit; and that.Cômmercial en-
terprise has opened for itself niew outilets for the eipioyment ofour Shiþping, which,
it is hoped, will be productive of permanent advaiitage.

"Th;é late unfvourable Season, withi whicli it eadProi ene t visit us, has
been seterely felt il many parts of thel Province : but I Can see no reason to doubt
that the Agriculture of the Country is progressively improving, aDd gaduáll aLssum,
ing that character of importance in public estimatibu, which, at no distant perioïl,
will develop the natuiral excellencies of a soil, capable of supporting in competencé
and comfort, a vast increase of population.

" Mr. Spcakc2r, and Gentleme of the Housé of dssembly,

" Te Treasurer's accounts, with the documents which usudlly accompany them,
shall be laid before you.

"It is quite essential to the proper maintenance of the Public credit, tlat your
Grants should be so regulated as to insure their prompt þaymjht at the Treasury,
as they become due:-with reference to this subjcet I shHl have to comrmunicate
to you by Message, some commands which I have recently rcccived from His Ma-
jesty's Government, relative to the future issue ot Goverrnent Paper or Securi-
ties.

"The almist entire failuve of the crops last year in Madawas1a, had reduced aDis-.
triet, usually blessed with happiness and plénty, to a stitc of* grea t misery ard want,
bo-dering upon farniie, and I could not, therefore, hesitate to order iimmrediate sup-
plies of toOli to bé provided for the unfortùnate sufèrèrs:-the d&cuments cinnected
with this outlay, I will order to be laid befo-é Y'du, in thé confident éxpectation, that
of ail the claims that may bé subhiitted to you, thÔbé of Suflerig humanity will be
the first atteuded to.

" It is now, I èlieve, generally felit and acknowledged, that a contraband trade, to
an extent most hurttu to the Provincial Revenue, has for some time past been, al-
most openly, carried on in the Bay of Fundy:-an alarming instance ottue audacity
with which tlis illegal jiractice is prosecuted; lias ULeen very recently reported to me,
and the existing cti for an efficient preventi.e syster, doés not, in my judgient, ad-
mit of any qheatii. Lt is not alone t.he protection of the Revenue, although of it-
ielf'an dbjeèt (f sùfficient conseqLùence, which now claims the intei ference of the ILe-
gislature ; for it is obviotis, that the absence of any adeqiate èheek upon this shame.
fat and dërnoralizing traffic, must have hId a most injurious effect upon the éoasig
trade; and I have every reason, therefore, to conclude, that a large increase of bnsi
ness vnd success to ôuir Mercantile Establishments, would bé amoâg the results wh àh
might he expected to flow from tlie suppression of this evil.

"I have received Instructions to convey to yon a statement of the terms upon which,
in the opinion of His Majesty's Government, His Majesty might properly be advised
to place the proceeds of the Casual and Territorial Revenues, under the control of
the Provincial Legislature:-this important document, I will communicate tO you by
Message; and I anticipate that in the propositions thus to be submitted, you will not
fail to recognize the disposition which exists, on the part of H is Majesty, to accede to
the wishes of the Representatives of lis .Majesty's faitliful subjects in New Brunswick.

The liberality with which you have invariably supported the Schools and Seminaries
of Instruction established in the Province, merits my best acknowledgements ; and I
an anxious that the encouragement which you have given tothe diffusion of knowledge,
should be productive of ail the good which we are justly entitled to expect. i am
afraid, however, that our expectations, in this respect, have, in too nany instances,
been defeated, by the appointrent of improper or incompetent Schoolmasters ; and
sensible as you are, how nuch depencds on the character and qualifications of those
who are to instruct the young, and preside over the formation of their morals, I need
only suggest to you the expediency of adopting some plan, such as the nomination of
competent local Committees, fbr the examination, not only of the Teachers now borne
on the Establishment, but of every future Candidate fbr a vacant School, in order to
insure the selection of persons duly qualified, and of .undoubted respectability, for
every such situation.

"Fron the various important matter that will now claim your consideration, you will
readily concur in opinion with me, that at no former period have subjects of weightier
moment been submitted to the Legislature of this Province ; and you wili, I trust,
be cordially disposed, to deliberate upon thern, in that calm and temperate spirit, and
in those wise, and enlarged vievs of the true interests-present and prospective-of
the whole commrnrlity, whicli can alone guide you to the sal and satisfàctory disposal
of'them. Tlie great financial questions, which will engage your attention, are insepar-
ably identified with the future well being of the country ; and in clealing with them,
you cannot fail to bear in mind, that your decisions will be lastingly beneficial to the
Province, only in proportion as they' may tend to strengthen and consolidate its na-
tural and political union ivitl the Parent State.

"We can have but one object in view-the public good-and while I leave to your
judgment and discretion, the adoption of such measures as it may be proper to pursue,
in furtherance of that end, I may truly assure you, that I shall not be wanting in any
exertions that nay be required from me, for promoting the permanent prosperity and,
happiness of His Majesty's loyal subjects in New-Brunswick."

The President acquainted the House, that by a Mandamus under the Royal
Sign Manual, dated the lst day of January 1883, Amos Edwin Botsford, Esquiro,
is appointed a Member of this Hoise, and desires to be adinitted.

" THE HUMBLE ADDRESS OF TIIE LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL IN GENERAL

ASSEMBLY.

MA IT PLEASE YoUR EXCELLENCY,

" W E thank Your Excellency for your Speech at the opening of the Session.
"We concur in opinion with Your Excellency, that there are circumstances con-

nected with the present condition of the Province, wlich ldeiand, in no ordinary
degree, the careful consideration of the Legislature.

" The financial difliculties of this Province, although of a temporary nature,
have, from various causes, led to much inconvenience to those who have been ac-
custoined to repose implicit confidence in Provincial engagements. We shall cheer-
fully concur in all judicious measures of retrenchment and economy, in every branch
of the Public Service, and in such revision of our financial system as will most ef-
fectually provide for the early liquidation of what renains unpaid of the Public
Debt, and as vill ensure prompt payment at the Treasury, by keeping the expen..
diture within the income of the Province.

"In selecting objects of retrenchment there can be no doubt that the general wel-
fare should constantly be kept in view ; and Your Excellency niay rely on our wil-
Iingness to support, to the utmost extent that the wants and resources of the Coun-
try will justify, all those Institutions and Establishments that are actually required
in this portion of His Majesty's Dominions,

e The encreased energy and spirit with which the Trade of this Province lias of
late been prosecuted, and the circumstance of its having opened new channels for
the employiment of our shipping, cannot but be highly gratifying to us all.

"It is consolatory to know that the Agriculture of the Province is progressively
improving, notwithstanding the late unfavorable seasons. "We

" We learn with most grateful feelings that Your Excellency has received instruc-
tions to convey to us a statement of the terms upon which, in the opinion of His Ma-
jesty's Government, His Majesty might be properly advised to place the Casual
and Territorial Revenues under the control of the Provincial Legislature. Con-
vinced as we are of the paternal solicitude with which our Gracious Sovereign
watches over the interests of all His Subjects, we.feel assured that, in the proposi-
tion to be laid before us, we shall fully recognize a disposition on the part àf His
Majesty, to accede to the wishes of the Representatives of His faithful subjects in
New Brunswick.

"Anxious that every encouragement should be given to the diffusion of useful
knowledge, we shall gladly use our best exertions in devising, and carrying into ef-
feet, measures by which all our Schools and Seminaries of Instruction may become
more extensively useful than they have heretofore been.

" We entirely concur in opinion with Your Excellency, that the subjects to be dis-
cussed by the Legislature, during the present Session, are of pre-eminent. import-
ance to this Province; and Your Excellency may be assured, that we shall give to
them that calm and dispassionate consideration, which is niost likely to lead to sa-
tisfactory results. In all our deliberations we shall bear in mind, that we shall
best consult the truc interests of this Province, as well as perforrm one of the most
pleasing of our duties, by strengthening and consolidating the tics which bind us to
the Parent State.

"As it is obviously the duty of all, and especially of those who have any share
in the management of public aflairs, to promote, to the utmost of their power, the
public good, our best exertions, we trust, will always be faithfully devoted to the
accomplishment of that great object ; and we are happy in the assurance of Your
Excellency's desire to promote the permanent prosperity and happiness of His Ma-
josty's loyal subjects in New Brunswick."

ORDED, That Mr. Sinonds and Mr. W. H. Robinson be appointed a Com-
niittee to wait upon His Excellency the Lieutenant Governor, to know when this
House would be receivedwith their Address, in answer to Bis Excellency's Speech
at the opening of the Session.

"I have received and laid before the King, your Dispatch No. 22, the 19th of
March last, enclosing certain Resolutions of the Legislative Council, and also an
Address from that Body to fis Majesty, on the subject of the relative rank to be
held by Menbers of the Executiveo and Legislative Councils, and on the rigit of
succession to the Administration of the Government of the Province, in the event of
the death or absefie of the Lieutenant Governor.

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"With respect to, the latter point, I think, that the existing Instruments under
the Royal Sign Manual, are sufficient to place il beyond the rdach'of doubt. By
Letters Patent, bearing date the 3rd of Decernbei 1832;, the Councilof New Bruns-
wick was divided into two distinct Councils, to be styled the Legislative Council,
and the Executive Council. The Legislative Council was to have those powers of
the original and joint Council, wvhich respected the enactment of Laws; but all
other Powers and Authorities whatsover belonging to the original Council, were to
be vested in the Executive Council. It necessarily follows, that the privilege of
succeeding to *the Administration of the Goverurnent must belong to the Senior
Menber of the Executive Council. 1 may add, that this provision vas no more than
consistent with the nature of the two Bodies which lis Majesty.was creating, in
dividing the Councils. It was natural that the Advisers of the Governor, in the or-
dinary discharge of his Office, should be presumed to be better prepared to succeed,-
on an emergency, to the sane Office, than those who were confined to the separate,
though highly important, business of Legislation.

"The solution of the question referred to in the preceding observations, appears to
me to answer the question respecting the relative Rank of M] embers of the Execu-
tive and Legislative Councils. As thc succession to the Government belongs,.to
the Sënior Menber of the Executive Council, the Members of that Council ouglt
to have precedence of all other Persons; for it would be a manifest inconvenience,
that an Officer called upon to administer the Government, should thereby supersede
a previous superior in rank.

My Lords apprehend that the Governors of al those Colonies in which the
fisoal ajuthority irestssolely with the 'Crown, are prohibited from making any new or
additional issues of Gove-nment Paper, of any description, without the express pre-
vinus permissipn fits »ajesty's G eqrmewt; and -itthe view of ,preventiñg the
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occurrence of the mischiefs to which they lave advrted, in the Colonies having
local Legislatures, my Lords would especially recommnd that the Officers ad-
ministering the Goveronents of those Colonics, should be (listinctly cautioned not
to assent to any local Acts or Ordinances authorizing the issue of Governncnt Pa-
per or Securities, until tiey receive His Majesty's express previous sanction for so
doing, unless upon any pressing or unforeseen cmergency, which inay call ior a tem-
porary measure of this nature, and with specific provision ior the redemption of the
debt thereby incurred.

Extract of a Dispatchfron the Right Honorable E. G. Stanley, His Majesty's
Secretary of State for the Colonies, dated Downing-street 281h September, 1833

I fully participate in the regret you~have expressed that the House of Assembly
should have manifested such a disinclinaiion to adopt the nieasures which are nc-
cessary to secure the efficiency of the Militia of the Provinco. Jlis Majesty's Go-
vernment have done every thing in their power for arming and properly equipping
that Force; but it is obvious, that unless these earnest endeavours are seconded by
the Colonial Legislature, they must become altogether nugatory. A large suin of
money has been expended already for this purpose out of the King's Casual and
Territorial Revenue, and it was my intention that a further supply should be fur-
nished from the A rms which have been deposited in the Ordnance Stores of the Pro-
vince. How far it may be advisable under present circumstances to carry that in-
tention into cffect is very questionable. The Resolution of thr louse of Assemb!y
of the 13th March last, would induce the belief that no grant vill be made for tho
Militia service for the ensuing year. Under such circumustances, I should not feel
myseif justified in recommcnding Dis Majesty to expend any further sem out of

D th e
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the Crown Revenues for the organization of a Force which could not be rendered
efficient, or in any way serviceable, unless called out more frequently, and for long-
er periods. I am unwilling, however, to imagine, that the House of Assembly are
indifferent upon a subject of such vital importance to the Province, or that they will
refuse to forward the views of His Majesty's Government by withdrawing the as.
sistance which is required to render your exertions successful. I am, therefore, de-
sirous that you should bring the subject again before the Legislature at their next
meeting, pointing out the obviousinexpediency of limiting the number oftraining days,
as they were desirous of doing, and calling upon them to continue a certain anount
of pay to an Inspecting Officer, or Oflicers, and to provide for the safe custody, and
proper repair of'the Arms which may be appropriated to the Militia.

In the present Dispatch, I propose to convey to you the f oris on vhich I should
feel that His Majesty might properly be advised to place the proceeds of the Casu-
al and Territorial Revenue, under the control of the Asse!mblyX of iNew Brunswick.
You are aware that the flourishing state of this RLevenue, and the probability of its
continuance, and even increase, for many years, entitle the Crown to expect a libe-
ral compensation for its surrender. The recipts last year appear to have been
£15,888, and the fixed charges £14,003, to ho reduced, however, prospectively by
the change in the Salaries of the Agn s for Fnigrants to £13,693. It is possible
that hereafter, the fixed charges may be further reduced. In the above mentioned
receipts for the year 1832, tere is only included a sum of £649, from Quit Rents,
a source fron which, hati not His Mijesty been pleased to suspend the enforce-
ments of his right, a miuch larger amount must have been derived in subsequent
years. In this Revenue of £15,0O0, and for the power of augmenting it by the col-
lection of Quit Rents, I shouald b prepared to adv.ise lis Majesty to accept a per-
manent appropriation by the Legisk-ture, duly secured to the ainount of £14,000

p)er
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per annum; and I should further be willing to recommend that the Crown should
undertake to charge, on any such permanent grant, the following heads of expendi-
ture:

The Salaries of the Lieutenant Governor, (including the Private Secretary.)
Commissioner of Crown Lands.
Provincial Secretary.
Chief Justice.
Three Puisne Judges.
Attorney General.
Auditor.
Receiver General.
The expense of the Indoor Establishment of Crown Land Department.
The grant of £1000 to the College.

None of the surplus will be applied otherwise than te objects connected with the
Colony, and accounts of the appropriation will be laid periodically before the As-
sembly.

In contemplating the surrender of this Revenue, it is to be observed, that the pro-
motion of Emigration to New Brunswick, should the means of extensively encou-
raging it by pecuniary aid hereafter occur, will necessarily be devolved on the Le-
gislature by this measure, instead of depending, as heretorore, on the Crown. I
cannot, however, entertain the slightest doubt that the Legislature will always be
most ready te foster any growing disposition of Emigrants to resort to New Bruns-
wick-.a disposition not less favorable te the augmentation of this particular Revenue,
now proposed te be ceded to the Province, than conducive generally to the mutual
advantage of the Colony, and of this Country.

It vill be necessary that any Bill passed in consequence of the proposals con-
tained in the present Dispatch should contain a suspending clause, in order that
it may be submitted te His Majesty, before it is finally assented te. You will there-
fore inform the Assembly, that you are not authorized to àccede to a Civil List Act,
which shall not be thus reserved for His Majesty's pleasure, In order to prevent
any misunderstanding and delay, it vili also be proper that they should, at the sane
time, be apprised that unless some other fully equivalent, and suficient security
can be devised, it will be expected that the Act shall provide that the stipulated an-
nual commutation shall be payable out of the first receipts in each year, or other
stated period, of any Revenues or other monies that may be raised for the service of
the Colony, whether under permanent or annual enactrmcnts; and that the Treasurer
or Receiver of such Revenues should be empowered and directed to inake the pay-
ments accordingly; and in the case of any default in such payment, that the whole
of the Rights and Revenues surrendered should revert to, and be at the disposal of
the Crown, as fully and absolutely as befiore the passing of the Act.

Hlaving thus explained to you the conditions on which lis Majesty would be ad-
vised te give up [lis Casual and Territorial Revenue ii New Brunsvick, I shall
merely add the expression of my hope, that they may prove acceptable to the Assem.
bly, and that in this attempt to meet their views, on so important a subject, they will

"I have the honor to acquaint you, that it has not been deened proper to confirm,
in its present shape, an Act passed by the Legislature of New Brunswick, in March
1832, intituled " An Act to extend the privilege of solemnizing Marriage to Minis-
ters of certain Religious Congregations in this Province, and to make further Regu.
lations on this subject." It is not without great regret that His Majesty has been ad-
vised to withhold his assent from this law ; and His Majesty trusts that the Legis-
lItive Council and Assembly will concur with you in the enactment of a further Bill,
which will remove the obstacles that oppose tho confirmation of the one now under
consideration. N r The
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"The present Act is confined in its operation to four denominations of Christians,
namely-the Wesleyan Methodists, the Baptists, the Presbyterian Seceders fron
the Kirk of Scotland, and the Independents. It requires that, before a Minister of
any of these persuasions may solemnize Marriages, lie shall obtain a Licence for
the purpose from the Governor-and the applicant must satisfy the Governor that
he really belongs to one of the Bodies for whose relief the Act has been passed, and
must produce to the Governor his Certificate or Letters of Ordination, which must
be derived from some British Convocation, Synod, Conference or Association,
and be according to the forins and usages of the denomination of Christians to which
the Minister belongs.

"To these enactments there appear to be two objections.
"1The first objection is, that the Governor, uùless be possessed a most unusual

acquaintance with a very obscure branch of ecclesiastical history, could not deter-
mine whether a Minister lad been regularly ordained according to the forms of the
denomination to which he belongs. In Churches which the Law has established,
the Law has also ascertained what Ordinations are valid, but in dissenting Societies,
opinions and the usages to which they give birth, are -in a state of ceaseless change.
Wlhat are the authorities, written or oral, to which the Governor must resort, in
case of dispute, to determnine whether the Petitioner for a Licence vas regularly or-
dained or not?

" The second objection is, that there appears no sufficient reason to select four
bodies of Christians for the exclusive enjoyment of the privileges to bc conferred by
this Act. The particular sects which the Act is designed to benefit, regard the es-
tablished marriage service as a burthensome and improper form; but there are
persons dissenting from the Church of England, who regard that service as a modo
of worship repugnant to true Religion : yet by the limitations in tie proposed law,
he is indulged, whose conscience is not wounded by compliance, and he is con-
pelled to comply, who thinks his conformity a grievous sin.

" Both the objections that I have pointed out, would be renoved by enacting that
the power of solemnizing Marriages should be enjoyed, under Licence fron the Go-
vernor, by all religious teachers engaged in no secular calling.

"In that manner, no body of persons dissenting froni the Church of England woutd
be excluded from a beniefit of which none would not desire the enjoyment; and the
fact of which the Governor would need te be satisfied, before granting bis Licence,
would be simple and a inatter of comnon notoriety.

" Besides the two provisions on vhich it lias been my duty to offer the foregoing re-
parks, there is one more part of the Act, to which I have to cal] -your attention.

The third clause probibits the solemnization of the Marriage of any person under
the age of twenty-one years, until after the consent of Parents or Guardians shall
be first had. Now there are nany persons, especially amongst the poorer classes,
,who have neither Parent nor Guardian, and who couid not afford the expense of ob,
taining the appointment of a Guardian for that express purpose fron the Court of
Chancery. In such cases there is a virtual interdict against Marriage, before the
completionofthe tventy-first year-a prohibition which in a new Country is not recon-
nended by any obvious policy, and of vhich, in any Country, the influence on good

Morals must be very questionable, "I
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"1 have received [lis Majesty's commands to desire that you will submnit the fore-
going observations to the Legislative Council and Assembly of New Brunswick,
and that you will recommend to them to pass such an amended Act, more especially
with reference to the two.points first noticed, as will obviate the existing objections
to the proposed law. - a

The Members of this House are to keep their dignity, and order in sitting, as
V much
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mucli as may be, and not to remove out of their places without just cause, to the
hindrance ofothers that sit near thein, and disorder of the Ilouse.

IV. That immediately after Prayers, the minutes ofthe preceding day be ahvays
read.

V. That whîen this House is called, notice shall bc taken of such Menbers as are
absent, îînless excused by the King, or the Governor in Clief, Lieutenant Gover-
nor or Oflicer administering the Governncut in this Province.

VI. That for absence every Member is to make his excuse by a Membcr of this
IIouse, and if alloved, he is to bc cxcused; ifnot, he is to be censured by the House,
as the fault requires.

VIf. To prevent inisundcrstandings, antd fbr avoiding offensive Speeches, when
mlatters are debating Cither in the Bouse or at Committees, ail personal, sharp, or
taxing Speecces be forborne; alid whosoever answercth another man's speech shall
apply his answer to the matter, without wrong to the person ; and as nothing of.
Iensive is to be spoken, so nothing is to be ili taken, il the party that speaks it shal
resently make al fair exposition or clear denial of tlie words that might' bear any ill

construction; and if any offence of that kind be given, as the louse ilself will bo
very sensib1e thereof, so it will sharply censure the ofuendrs, and give the party of-
fiunded a [t reparation and full satisfaction.

Vif. Tlhat fbr avoiding all imistakes, unkindnesses or otier diffTrence vhicih may
grow Io quarrels tending to the breach of tie Peace, if any Member shali conceive
lhînself to have received any affront or injury from any other Menber of the Bouse,
cither in tlhe Council Chaniber or at any Commilee, or in any of the Rooms be-
longing thereto, hi shall appeal to the Ieouse for his reparation, whici if he shall
n)o do, but occasion, or entertain quarrels, declining the justice of the ilouse, then
tho Member tiat shall be found therein offending shall undergo the severe censure of
this ouse.

IX. Thtat if any Menmber have occasion to speak with anothber 11 emer in ihis
louse whilst the Hlouse is sitting, they are to go together belov the Bar, or else

the Speaker is to stop the Business in agitation.
X. The priv ilege of this liouse is, that no Member of the sai( lHouse, during the

sitting thiercof, or within the usual times of privilege ofiParliamient, is to be imprison-
ed or restrained witut sentance or order of this UIouse, unîless it b for treason or
felony, or for refusing to give security for the Peace.

XL. That such Menbers of this louse as shall make protestation, or enter their
dissents from any votes of this Hlouse, as they have a righit to do without askin
leave of th lie use, cither with or vithout their reasons, shahl cause their protesta-
tion or dissents to be entered in the Clork's Book the iext siUing day of tiis louse,
before the rising of the flouse, and shall then sign the sate on such day before the
rising of this louse.

XII. That all Orders of the Day which, by reason of any adjournment, shall not
have
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have been proceeded upon, shah be considered only as postponed to the next day on
which the flouse shall sit.

XIL That when a question is under debate, no motion shall be received in the
louse, unless for the purpose of amending, committing or postponing it to a cer-

tain day, or for the Order of the Day, or to adjourn.
XIV. That in ail motions which may be deemed special, two days' notice thereof

shali bc given to this louse, and that any motion, vith leave of the louse, may be
withdrawn any time before amendment or decision.

XV. That aftbr the question hath been entirely put by the President, no Member
is to speak upon the question befbre voting.

XVI. That afier a question is put, and the House hath voted thereon, no Member
shall depart out of his place until the flouse hath entered upon sorne other business.

XVII. That in voting, the Contents shall rise in their places, and the Non-Con-
tents continue to sit,

XVIII. That in all Messages from the Assembly to this louse, with a Bill, or
othîerwise, the sane cannot be received unless the object of it be expressed verbally,
as hath hitherto been the practice.

XIX. As it inight deeply intrench on the privileges ofthis louse for any Member
to answer an accusation in the H-ouse of Assembly, either in person or by sending
his answer in writing, or by his Counsel there, It is Ordercd, that no Member of
this flouse shall either go down to the Ilouse of Assembly, or send his answer in
writinig, or appear by Counscl, to answer any accusation there, upon penalty of being
comnitted to the Black Rod, or te Prison, during the pleasure of this louse.

XX. For our Meeting with any of the Lower louse, cither upon occasion of
Messages, which they send up to us, or upon Conference when they come up to us,
the manner is thus: Whten notice is given to the louse by the Usher of the Black
Rod, that a Message or Deputation is sent to us by the House of Assembly, they
attend until the Hiouse is prepared to reccive them; then we, being seated, send for
thern; on their coming up to the niddle of the Bar, vith thrce courtesies, the Pre-
sident rises and goes down to the Bar and receives their Message, uncovered; the
Message is then read and delivered to the President by one of the Members of the
Deputation; on their re iring, with three courtesies as before, thePresident resumes
the Chair, and, sinnding uncovercd, reports the Message for the information of the
Members; ite loiuse tien resumes the business ithad before it.

XXI. That cach Meinber of this louse has a right to require that the question
Or motion in discussiua be read for his information at any time of the debate.

XXlH. 1Hlls are selidoni opposed at thefirst reading, but arc generally committed,
upon rnotionî, at the second reading, at which time the principle is usually debated.

XXULI. That no Bill shall be read twice on the same day : That no Cominrnttee
of the wyhole louse shall procced on any Bill, on the sanie day in which the Bill is

comnitted,
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committed, unless the House, upon motion, shall sec special cause, for the common
utility, to change the same course in any particular instances.

XXIV. That to annex any clause or clauses to a Bill of Aid or Supply, thematter
of which is foreign to, and differcnt fron the inatter ot; the said Bill of Aid or Sup-
ply, is uiiparliancntary.

XXV. That when a Eill originailng in this House lias once passed through its
final stage in ihis Ilouse, no new Bill for thc sanie object can afterwards be origin-
nted ii this Flouse during the sanie Session.

XXVI. Thiat for the future, no Motion shall be granted for making any Order of
this Ilouse a standing Order, or dispensing with a standing Order, tlic saie day it is
made, unor before the Menbers of this H ouse, in Town, shall be summoned to consi-
der of the sanie motion.

XXVII. Thiat Bills brouglit up from the IIouse of Assembly when reported by
the Preside nt, and handed to (ie Clerk, shall be carefully read over by 1im, and al ver-
bal mistakes (iftany) noticed by him to the Speaker iii writing.

XXVIII. The President when he speaks to the Ieouse, is alvays to speak unco-
vered; and is not to adjourn the liouse or do anîy thiig else, as mouth of the House,
vithout consent of hie Members first hîad, except suchî things as are of course,

wlicrin th Members may likewiso overrule, and in case of difference amongst
the Members, it is to be put to the question; and if the President will speak to any
thing particularly, he is to go to his own place as a Member.

XXIX. Thiat every Member previous to his speaking to any question or motion,
or othcr matter before the louse, shall rise froin his seat uncoyered, and address
himseltfto the iouse.

XXX. Whien a question is decided by vote, the number of bothi the affirmatives
and negatives shall be inserted in the minutes, and also the Membeis' naies if desired.

XXXI. That the Black Rod do not permit any person to come within the Iouse
whàile i is sitting, except the M4lembers and Officers attending.

XXXII. That any Member vhio brings up a Petition shal, in his place, acquaint
the HLouse of the general purport of suclh Petition, and ask leave for it to be read,
vhich must be seconded before it is read.

XXXIII. No Member is to speak twice to any Bill atone tine ofreading it, orany
other proposition, unîless it be to explain himself in some material point of his speech,
but no new natter, and that not without leave of the House first obtained. Every
Mhlember speaks standing uncovered, and names not Menbers of the Hlouse com-
mofnly hy thcir names, but "the Member that spoke last-last but one-last but
two,'' &c. or some othier note of distinction.

XXXIV. To have more freedom ofdebate and to facilitate business, Committeos
are appointed cithier of* the vholie louse, or of individuals. Committees of' the
whole lHouso sit in the House, but then the President sits not in the Chair as Pre-
sident. XXXV.
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XXXV. Every Member is to sit in his due place when the House is put into a
Committee.

XXXVI. If it be desired by any Member that the House be put into Conmittee,
it ought not to be refused.

XXXVII. That every Member who shall introduce a Bill, Petition or Motion up-
on any subject which may be referred to a Committee, shall be one of the Committee
without being named by the Flouse.

XXXVIII. That in a Committee of the whole House, the Rules of the House
shall be observed in so far as they may be applicable, excepting the Rule limiting the
times of speaking; and that no mot ion for the previous question, or for adjourninent
can be received, but a Member nay at any time move that the Chairnan do leave
the Chair, or report sone progress made, and ask for leave to sit again.

XXXIX. That when any Bill shall be sent by this House to a Committee, such
Committee shall examine in the first place whether the standing Orders of this House
have or have not been complied with, and shall report the same to the House.

XL. That no Bill, Resolution or other Proceeding founded upon any application
addressed to the House of Assembly, be sustained by the Council, unless an appli-
cation to the saine effect, with such documents as may accompany the same, be also
presented to the Council in General Assembly.

XLI. That it bas been for many years the invariable practice, and that it be a
standing Rule of this House, that no grant of monies for roads and bridges in any
Parish in this Province, in any year, be concurred in by this House, unless it shall
appear by the certificate of the Clerk of the Peace for the County in which such
Parish is situated, to be fled with the Clerk of this House, that due return of the
account of the Statute Labour has been made in the same year, in conformity with
the previsions of the Act or Acts of Assembly that may from time to time be in force
regulating the Highways and Roads in the several and respective parts of this Pro-
vince, and unless it shail also appear by such certificate, that the Statute Labour
bas been faithfully performed by the Inhabitants of the Parish for which any money
is intended to be granted, or that the delinquents have been prosecuted.

XLII. That in future it be a standing Rule of this House, not to be departed
from unless under very special circumstances, that no Bill of a local nature shall be
sustained by this House, unless such Bill has been previously read at some General
Sessions of the Peace for the County to which such Bill rnay relate ; and it be made
to appear by the certificate of the Clerk of the Peace that the saime was so read in
open Court.

Message from the Assembly, by Mr. Chandler, that they have agreed to the a-
mendinents made to the Bill to provide for the paymnent of interest on warrants which
are not paid at the Treasury on dernand.

Message fron the Assembly, by Mr. Allen, that they have agreed to the amend-
ments made to the Bill to incorporato sundry persons by the name of the President,
Directors and Company of the Contral Bank of New Brunswick. Pursuant
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Pursuant to the Order of the Day, went into consideration of the draft of an Ad-
dress to lis Majesty, on the subject of the relative rank of the President and
Members of the Legislative Council, and those of the Executive Council, and
other matters set out in the said Address.

ORDERED, That thesane be taken into further consideration to-morrow.
Resumed the consideration of the Resolutions of Appropriation, dated the 14th

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The Humble and Dutfùl Address oJ His% Majesty's Legislatire Council of the
Province of Nvew Brunswick, in General Assembly con vened.

"MAY IT PLEASE YOUR MAJESTY,

4 4 E have had the honor to receive, by Message from lis Excellency the
Lieutenant Governor, the Dispatch of Your Majesty's Secretary for the

Colonies, in answer to our Address to Your Majesty, respecting the relative rank of
the President and Members of tie Legislative Council, and those of the Executive
Council. At the time when we had the lionor of ,addressing Your Majesty upon
that subject, it was a system perfectly new to us, and had been entirely unknown to
the constitution of this Colony, as weli as to that of the ancient Colonial system,
and which has been but very recently introduced by Act of Parliament into any of
the Colonies. We, therefore, most lmbly crave leave again to approach Your Ma-
jesty, and to offer for Your Royal and benevolent consideration, some additional rea-
sons and observations in elucidation and support of our claim, that the Members of
the two Councîls should respectively rank and succoed to the Administration of the
Government according to the seniority of their appointments, as lias heretofore, fron
the time of the first establishment of Colonial Governments in North Armerica, been
accustomed.

" That the Council appointeil by Your late Royal Father of glorious and revered
memory, upon the erection of this Country into a separate and distinct Governlment,
have invariably from that time performed, and do still continue to perform, ail acts
of Legislation in as full and ample a manner here, as the House of Lords have done
in England, conducting ail our proceedings and keeping our Journals strictly confor-
mable to those of their Lordships, and have always been considered in the Colony,
as vell by the people at large, as by the House of Assembly, to stand iii strict anal-
ogy in. those respects with their Lordships; nor do we think that Your Majesty's
Letters Patent of the 3d of December, for dividing the Council, did in any manner
impugn, alter or diminish the powers or duties of the Members of the Legislative
Council couferred upon them by Vour late Royal Father; but that the Council
then established, constituted an efficient, independent and permanent Branch, or part
of the Constitution of the Colony, and which could not be changed or altered, but by
an Act of this Legisiature, by and with the consent of Your Majesty, although its
Members have been, and still continue to be appointed during pleasure: and we take
leave humbly to submit for Your Majesty's favorable consideration, whether their
being appointed for life, would not be more conducive to Your Majesty's interest,
and that of the Country, by raising them in the estimation of the Public, and there-
by pronoting their usefulness and efficiency.

" We abstain from making any additional observations respecting the Executive
Council, and confine ourselves briefly to recapitulate, that, as we have not been
able to find that the Members of such a Council are recognized in the table of Pre-
cedence in England, or in that which has been adopted for the Colonies; and as it
appears to bear so sligit a resemblance to Your Majesty's Cabinet, either in the

X extensiveness
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extensiveness or importance of its duties, we therefore humbly conceive, that it can-
not be entitled to a relative corresponding rank in this Colony.

We, in all humility, beg leave respectfully to represent, that the forming of this
Council, by breaking up by Letters 'atent the old Council which was constituted
in the same manner and with the same powers, conformable to all Colonial Coun-
cils which had been instituted fron the first establishment of Colonial Governients
in North A merica, vas altogether uncalled for by any representation or conplaint fron
this Country against it; and it could not fail to excite feelings of great concern in
the Members ofthe old Council, to observe, on the establishment of this new one,
that a juniorCouncillor was selected and placed at its head, with the intention of giving
himu not only rank above his seniors, but also of investing him-t with the power of
administering the Government in case of a vacancy; thus depriving them of the
honorable distinction and reward which, fr'om their zealous and faithful services to
Vour Majesty, they had conceived themselves entitled to expect.

"We, therefore, humbly beg leave to lay tie above briefstatement before Your Ma-
jesty, and to pray that You wilI be graciously pleased to take the same into Your
paternal and favorable consideration, and to allow the Members of the two Councils
respectively, to rank and succeed to the Administration of Government accordirg
to the seniority of their appointnents, as has been accustoned from the time of ite
establishment of Colonial Governments in North America, and also to pray tiat
Your Majesty would be graciously pleascd to appoint the Members of' the Legisla-
tive Council for life.

"And as in duty bound will every pray."

S:eaker, and Gentlemen of the House of .dssembly,
The proceedings of this Session have been viewed with intense interest by the peo-

ple of this Province, who will now judge how far your deliberations and decisions
iay have coincided with the views, or realized the expectations, of your intelligent

and loyal Constituents. There is, however, one point acknowledged to be of deep
and general interest to the Country, which I cannot but regret that you should have
passed over without notice. I allude to the Dispatch froni His Majesty's Secreta-
ry of State, relative to the resumption of the collection of the Quit Rents-a point
which I had hoped would have been deemed of sufficient importance, to have receiv-
ed sone separate and specific consideration; and that some provision would have
been made for the relief of your Constituents, in the event of the proposals respecting
the surrender of the Casual and Territorial Revenue, not being acceded to-the
more especially so, as this prudent foresight cotld in no degree have miliitated against
the acceptance ofiany propositions to be made for that end.

I thank you, in the King's name, for the supplies which you have voted for public
purposes; and I will take care that such of them as are placed atmy disposal, shah
be applied, with economy and effectI, to the several objects for which they are in-
tended.

After which, the President of the Council, the Honorable Mr. Chief Justice
Saunders, by His Excellency's command, declared the General Assembly to be
prorogued to the First Monday in June next.

ber last, that by instructions received from His Majesty's Government, the
duty of preparing the draft of a Bill to be laid before the General Assembly, having
for its object to quiet the apprehensions of Proprietors of Lands, holding grants froin
the Crown, fronting on the Banks and Rivers or other waters in the Province, had
been confided to me as Provincial Attorney General, in place of the sane being pre-
pared and sent out from England, I have now the honour to report, that immediately

after



after the receipt of Your Excellency's communication, 1 caused public notice to be
given to the Inliabitants to that effect, through the medium of the differeînt Iligh
Sleriffs of Counties, and also in the public Newspapers, stating that I would re-
ceive information fron the owners of Lands so bouinded as to the relative situation
of their respective Water Fronts, and the extent and nature of the desired accom-
modation by them respectively required, to enable me to discharge the duty thus
imposed on me,-a co of whiclh notification is herewith enclosed marked A.

The meeting oCf ie Provincial Legislature being now very nearly at hand, i have
to state, that.although three months have elapsed since the date and publication of
that notification, I have lot as yet been favourec witih any communication fron-which
I can derive such in)formilation as wml nable me to perforn the duty required of me,
according to the spirit and intention in wiici the Royal Instructions appear to view
the intended boon. Copies of the only ones as yet rcICved, I aiso enclose nuîmber-
ed 1, 2, 3, 4, 5.

From tie general knowledgc which I possess, in consequence of a residence in the
Colonv since its first establishnent in the ycar of our Lord 1731, and having visited
every section thereof, I am induced to entertain muany doubts whether any Law, in
absiract and general terrms, can be framed, which vill not, in thie resulIt, be liable to
produce, and will produce, unlooked for inconveniencec, if not colision nd expensive
legal controversy betwen many, very Imany, of the diflerent propritOrs of lands
bounded as expressed, as probably the greater part Cf those iands so circumstanced
has passed out of tho hauds of the original Granîtees, in îmnny cases, in dvisons n(1d
subdivisions, and by paricular meets and bounds, acco;ding to the uIL'standing
and view of the paries, without loo!ing forward on eiher side to thc measure now
in cnionplation, and under such circumstances, that no general or even particuliar
provision of the law will meet, and could orlîy le seLe1id between them by resort to
a Court of Equity, a most dilatory and expensive proceeding in this Country.

As the object of lis Majesîy's GovernIment, in proposing to carry into effect H-lis
Majesty's most gracious intentions in t his respect, by an e et of the Legislature in
place of a ioyal Grant of each locus in quo to eachl respectivo individual, was, I,
humbly conceive, to save expense to the grantees, and not wii any view of submit-
ting to the sense and jodgmont cf the Gener'al ssembiy in Legislat vo discussion,
any question as to t he naire or extent of the proffered boon, it cannot ho consider-
ed an unreasonable requisition tlat any person interested and desirous to laiticipate
in the proflered gracious offer, shall makc known the nature and extent of the bene.
fit or privilege, the possible depriation of which by any grant hereat oer te he made,
may he deemed a hardclsîhip, as being contrary to wliat he my have nnderstood to be
within the intent, scope and meaning of thLe r grant, and no iinry can arise te
the holders of such lands by postponing the preparation of t le proposecd diraft of a
law, until full and satisfactory infbrmation canh be1tined, as it appears to bhe ii.i
tention of [Dis Majesly's Government that no grant shall pss or sale be made of Wa.
ter Fronts, which may be deemed contrary to t he reasonable expectatioî cf a former
grantee; and in al future grants care will bo taken to preveni ambiguity or uncer-
tainty; and further as in the leading case referred lo in ic Royal Instructions on
this subject-to wit, the case of Messrs. Hazen, Simonds and White, those original

Graitees
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Grantees many years since applied for and obtained, and now hold a license of occupa-
tien from the Governrnent foi' the entirc space between the lines of high and low wa-
ter mark, in such part of their grant, as can on any principle consistent with the
terms of that grant, the public interest and other grants from the Crown, be conced.

AVING this moment observed your information in the Saint Andrew's Stand-

ard, relative to individual rights of water privileges attached to the fronts
of their lands, I now give you a correct statement of the hardship I have laboured
under from a representation that Post Cove was always reserved by His Majesty
for public accommodation, whieh I always expected was only an opinion of certain
people to answer certain purposes.

When [ purchased No. 4 in Town Plat, Major M'Donald, then Depaty Survey-
or,
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or, run out the lot to me; and run it twenty three rods in length, six rods in breadth,
which I received a deed of accordingly from Robert Hitchins, and paid him £50,
fnot having the most distant idea that the Cove was Government property, as the Sur-
veyor run over the small fresh water rivulet to obtain the quantum of land I purcha-
sed, say 23 rods, which butts on land formerly owned by Robert Pagan, Esquire,
deceased; and I am vell satisfied in my mind Govornmont had no wish to claitm
fresh water courses that run into the river. This is the only solitary Cove of the
kind that has been taken notice of' as claimned by Government from Oak Point to
the lead of the tide, a space of seven miles. Strange this spot should cause so
much excitement.

What I wish to understand from you is this-1S years ago I sold part of No. 4
and gave Grant, the purchaser, his part by admeasurement Il rods running across
this contended Cove, and with which for fifteen years he was satisfied; when this
rumour of the Cove's being Government's, Grant became uneasy and called on me
for land fron my garden for the land the Cove engrossed, alleging I had sold him
land not my own. Not knowing but I might have been misled, and it did belong to
Government, I gave him as much land from my garden as the Cove engrossed, and
Grant still claims the prior right to the Cove, which at the same time I have givien
him as much in lieu. This you will readily join with me is neither honor or justice.
Grant is not injured, for I have remunerated him in his land four fold by giving him
as much as the Cove engrossed from a valuable spot from ny gairden.

Ail I wish Sir is, if it is not reserved by Governmnent it is mine bought and paid
for, and you will confer on me as a favor' to say if it is or is no Government property.

BSERVING the notice of the Sheriff to persons interested in the water lots

in front of their respective lands, I beg leave to state to you the situation of
lands belonging to me at the Salmon River, and I shall feel much obliged to you to
give the statement such attention as the nature of it may require. Ist. The lot
whereon my Mill Establishment is erected, situate on the Salmon River in Queen's
County : This lot was granted to John Tapley, and a double Saw Mill built there-
on ; and in order to make the establishment seciure the bank was dug avay tore-
ceive the Mill, and a Dam built extending across the Stream. Since the erection
of the first Mill the bank in shore of it lias been washed away, so as to admit of
two double Mills, one of which I have put up, and laid the foundation of the third
Mill, vhere the water by gullying was 20 feet deep; the first Mill now stands near-
ly in the middle of the Stream, in consequenee of the River widening by washing
avay of the banks. My object now is to get secured to me the right of the Stream or
Fiats in front of this Lot, to extend half way across the Stream fror the original
banks, and to secure the privilege of the Dam extending across the said Stream.
The Stream, or River as it is called, is not navigable only when there is heavy runs
of water, aid then only for small boats; at other times there is only a foot of water
and the Strear rapid.

T. Baillie's presence in this
Country to consult him on those points connected with the Department to which lie
belongs which have formed the subject of particular complaint.

In the letter addressed to me by the Delegates dated the 19th June, they have
confined themselves to the most niaterial of those subjects which they were in-
structed to bring under the consideration of His Majesty's Government, and it may
be convenient to take then in the order in which they are thus enumerated, convey-
ing to you at the sane tinie such instructions as may be requisite on the different
subjects.

The Delegates have inforned me that they are anxious to return to New Bruns-
wick at the earliest moment, and I have thou ght it right to furnish them, previous to
their departure, vith a general statement of the mode in which I have felt it to be my
duty to advise His Majesty to deal with the several matters which have formed the
subjects of their representations.

Lands on the banks of Rivers and other waters. I have therefore to authorize you,
to propose to the Legislature the enactment of a Law by which in ail cases where the
grant itself does not clearly, (as in the case of that made to Messrs. Hazen, Simonds
and White,) extend to low water mark, the privilege of the proprietor shall never-
theless be deemed to extend to low water mark, or to sucli reasonablo distauce from
the baik as vitl not interfere with the navigation of the River or larbour on which
the grant may be situated. In this measure the rights.of the Crown-should be so
far reserved as to aIlow an interference for the care of Towing Paths,or for the pre-
vention or removal of any obstructions to the uninterrupted navigation of the River.

Ail future grants or sales should be deemed to include Water Lots unless special-
ly oxcepted. The draft of a Bill for effecting ail these purposes vill be prepared in
this Country, and bo forwarded to you, if possible, before the Meeting of the Le-
gislat ure.

TIMBER RESERVES.
The 1cserves ailluded to are those of MIr. Cunard, one on the Nepisiquit, the

other on the North West Branch of the Miramichi. The general defence of theso
Reserves is, that they werc granted with a view of procuring a large expendi-
ture of privato capital to remove obstructions in Rivers, but as I have been given
to undcrstand that Mr. Cunard has not founcd it convenient to enibark in so expen-
sive an undertaking, I cannot hel) considoring,that as circumstances have prevented
him from fulfilling his part of the agreement he ought to be called upon to give
up the reserves in question.

It will be proper that the vhole system of granting Reserves should undergo revi..
sion, for there are great objections to that at prasent pursued, by which they are
granted to individuals by the soio authority of one public officer.

MILL RESERVES.

I can sec no objection, in an unsettled country, to solling,together with a mill site,
the right of sawing Logs within a certain district,as an inducement to expend capital
in the erection of proper buildings; but the right should he for a limited period, pro-
portioned to and conditional upon the expenditure of capital,,and should be offercd
to fair competition in the first instance. When therefore a Mill reserve is applied
for, and the project of crecting a Mill on the particular site is deemed worthy of en-
couragement, the Reserve may be made, but instead of being at once granted to the
first applicant, or disposed of according to the vill of any Govo-nment Officer, it
should be offered to sale by public auction. In this manner the original applicant
will not be deprived of an opportunity of erecting a Mill, with the advantage of a
Reserve, while impartiality will be secured to the public and a fair price to the
Crown. No Reserve should begranted to an established Mill site : when encou-
ragement is no longer necessary for procuring the erection of a mill, the grant of a
Reserve would be a gratuitous monoply.

TIMBER BERTHS.
On this subject there are various complaints: Ist. That by the authority of the

B Commissioner
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Commissioner of Crown Lands, an additional charge of Sd. per Ton bas been in-
posed in lieu of fees for surveying and laying out the Timber Berths : 2dly. That
this amount of 1s. 3d. per Ton is ruinous to the Timber Trade of the Province :
3d. That the duty of laying out the Berths is not in fact performed : 4ti. That by
the negligence of the Crown Land Office concurrent Licences are granted to differ-
ent individuals on the same Berth: and 5th. That extraordinary charges are made
upon the sole authority of the Comnmissioner of Crown Lands or his Deputy.

1, 2 and 3. On the first two heads there does not appear to be nuch ground of
reasonable complaint. The question of Timber duties need not, and ought not, to
be mixed up with the amounît of Tonnage. The Tonnage is in the nature of a rent
charged by the Crown as proprietor of the greatest portion of waste Iand, and it
appears from Mr. Baillie's statenent, (which I do fnot finid contradicted,) that the
price demanded is considerably less than ihat charged in tihe neighbouring districts of
tie United States, or on private property in New Brunswick. Thle systeni ofpayment
by salaries is also infinitely preferable to that by fees; but it is unquestionably the duty
ofthe Commissioner of Crown Ladîcs to sec that theduties impose d uipoi his Deputies,
for which the extra charge is made,arc fully and efficiently performcd. It seems doubt-
ful whether this has been donc in niost instances or not, it would rather appear that
the laying out of the Berths bas been frequently neglected, but the Oflicers state tht
the parties have been generally satisfied vith vliat has been donc, and it is ratiher
singular that no Witness speaks to having sustained inconvenience in his own case,
except Mr. Bois, vhose testimony may be balanced against tiat of Mr. Rainsford.

4. I understand fromi Mr. laillie, that the applications for Licences to eut Tim-
ber are attended to in the order in which they are received, and are nunibered accord-
ing to the time of their reception. This would seem to be the fairest mode of dealing
with the cases which present themselves, and though it is alleged that many persons
may apply and pay for a Licence to cut upon the same Berth, I an told that
sonie confusion in these matters can scarcely be avoided, owing to te imnperfet man.
ner in vhich the Land 'sought for is frequently described in tho application to the
Surveyor's Office, and that wenever such is found to be the case, the greatest part
of the fees paid is invariably returned, and only a small sui of 5s. retained in parti-
cular instances, which to prevent frivolous applicationsit may not altogether be im-
proper to exact.

5. It seems that the practice of the Department is, that parties applying for a
Licence pay for so nany Tons ; and that having cut so many, they are compelled
to apply for a new Licence, or are liable to heavy penalties. In this case the pro-
ceedings appear to have been very irregular. It is stated that one of the Deputies,
instead of compelling the taking out of a new Licence, made a sort of arbitrary
charge in the Spring for the supposed excess. In the same manner Mr. Ackerley's
note book, referred to in Mr. Baillie's defence,. gives a recomtnendation that one
party detectcd in shipping more Timnber than he had a Licence for, should be charg-
cd 6s. per ton, and another 3s. 6d. These charges rnay be, and probably are, below
the amount which would be exacted by enforcement of the legal penalty, and can
hardly be complained of as a grievance to the individual ; but the power thus exer-

cised
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cised by individual Officers of the Crown of imposing, at their own discretion, pay-
-monts higher or lower in lieu of penalties, is open to olvious and grave objections.
The proper remedy would seern to be the enactment of a Law, imposing such mo-
derate penalties as might in all cases be strictly enforced.

THE TOWN PLAT, FREDERICTON.
After a full consideration of the representations on this subject, I am of opinion

that the proceeds of the sale of the Town Plat at Fredericton, vouId have been most
properly applied in promoting the improvement of the Town, and that they should
now be refunded, aind so applied, together with any future proceeds still remaining
u nptid.

The same principle is applicable to the appropriation1 of the money arising
from the sale of the Public Landing at Saint Andrews, where any portion of that
ground ray have been disposed of.

QUIT RENTS.
The collection of these being suspended, it is only necessary to refer you, on this

subject, to my Despatch, No. 12, of the 3lst ultimo, in which it is stated, that unless
t he Assembly should be disposed to enter into some arrangement for a permanent
Civil List, on the relinquishmeit by the Crown of the Quit Rents due throughout
the Province, there will be no alternative except to resume their collection, which it
is hoi mnay not be rendered necessary.

DIVISION OF TUE COUNCILS, AND COMPOSITION OF THE
EXECUTIVE COUNCIL.

On the division and composition of ihe Councils, I shall merely state that I en-
tirely approve the generalprinciple on which the measure of separating the Councils
was founded, and without further proof of practical irconvenience resulting in the
particular instance than has yet been brought forward, that I think it far from expe-
dient to disturb arrangements so recently adopted by lis Majesty's Government.

CROWN REVENUES.
rie Instructions recently issued to you to furnish the 1ouse of Assembly with

detailed accounts annually, of the Receipts and Expenditure of the Casual Re-
venue, will have done away with the principal cause of complaint on this point.
The sane measure will have removed one of the chiefgrievances alleged, respecting
the management and salaries of the Crown Land Department, viz.: The want of
responsibility on the part of the Chief Commissioner. The salary of the Commis-
sioner is perhaps higher than it ought to be, having reference to the general scale of
Salaries within the Province ; but there are peculiar circumstances in Mr. Baillie's
case, which would render it scarcely just to reduce it during his tenure of the office.

Having thus noticed the chief matters of complaint brought forward by the Letter
fron Messrs. Simaonds and Chandler, dated the 19th June, I shall now advert to the
subjects of their subsequent Communications.

POST
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POS'IT OFFICE DEPARTMENT.
The Post Master General of Oucb.c is expected in England, and it is intended

to take advantage of-his presence for the purpose of considering then management of
the Post Office Departnent tiroughout the North American Colonies. At the saie
timue vill be taken into consideration the representation from Mr. Sinonds and MIr.
Chandler on the inode of accounting for and appropriating the funds arising froni
the Postage of Letters in New Brunswick.

DIFFERENCES BETWEEN 11S MAJESTY'S CUSTOMS OFFI-
CERS, AND THE OFFICERS OF THE PROVINCIAL

LEGISLATURE.
The Lords Commissioners of the Trcasury have been moved to call for a Report

on this matter from the proper Officers.

TEA TRADE.
His Majesty's Governient can cone to no decision on this subject, whilst the

question of the East India Comrpany's Trade is under discussion in Parlianent,
The application ofthe Province of New Brunswick will be borne in mind, together
with others of a similar kind, which must be brought under consideration.

OLD PARLIAMENTARY DUTIES.

The Duties referred to are those under the 6. G. 2, c. 13, 4. G. 3, c. 15, and 6,
G. 3, c. 52. The Delegates state that it is not known to the Assembly by whiomn
and to what purpose these Duties are applied, andi further that the Assembly is con-
vinced that they ouglit to be disposed of by itself

In answer to these statements, I have to acquaint you that in pursuance of direc-
tions contained in the Statutes thenselves, the Duties levied under them are remitt-
cd to the Exchequer in England, in aid of the expences incurred for the defence of
the British Colonies in North Andrica. They could not be left to the disposal of
the Provincial Legislature, except in violation of the Acts of Parliament by which
they are collected. It does not seem to ie necessary to make any further remark
on this subject.

ROYAL INSTRUCTIONS AS TO DUTIES ON BRITISI-1 MANU-
FACTURES.

There can be no doubt tiat the Royal Instructions, literally construed, prohibit
tie imposition of Duties on the Manufactures of this Kingdom, importei into the
Provinee. On the other hand, it is not lesa clear that this Instruction lias been so
long and so continually disregarded,in practice, throughout the British Colonies, as
ta have become obsolete and of ito real authority. The policy by which il was or-
ginally suggested, lias been long since abandoned ; and for more than half acentury
the.only rule on the subject which has been steadily observed is, that no Duties
shall be imposed by any Colonial Legislature on British Goods, which should de-

prive
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prive them of the protection secured for them by Parliament by the various Revenue
Acts which extend to the Colonies. I have pleasure therefore in complying with
the wish of the Assemnbly-expressed through Messrs. Simonds and Chandler-that
the Local Government nay be relieved fron any doubt as to its competency to as-
sent to Acts imposing reasonable Duties on Goods of British Manufacture, such
Duties being calculated for the mere purpose of raising a local Revenue,- operating
only as a Tax on the Consumer, and having no object in favor of rival Manufac-
tures, Foreign or Domestic.

KING'S COLLEGE.
No Documents are attached to prove the unpopularity, or want of success of the

Institution ; but I shall be ready to consider such modifications of the Charter,
should they appear to be generally desired, as rnayrender its provisions less exclusive,
and leave the Professorships open to all denominations of Christians.

P. S. As I have found it the nost convenient course to cause a statement for the
Delegates to be drawnî up in terns precisely corresponding with the terms of those
parts of the present Despatch, in which the subjects of each alleged Grievance are
enumrherated, and the decision on each signified, it is no longer necessary that I should
inclose a copy of the statement, as I intended when originally I wrote this Despatch.

In bringing under your notice, for the consideration of His Majesty, the evils now
unhappily existing in New Brunswick, and which have given rise to the Petition of
the House of Assembly to His Majesty, with a view to redress ; we propose, in the
first instance, to confine ourselves to a few ofthe most prominent causes of those evils,
in the expectation that if His Majesty shall be inclined to accede to t-he reasonable
proposals and suggestions which we have to urge on behalf ofthe Assembly,for their
renoval, we shall not find it necessary to enter into the discussion of many minor
points in the Petition, and thus avoid the necessity of trespassiùg much on your va-
luable time, now so fully employed on other matters of high importance.

We beg leave to observe, that we are instructed to call the attention of His Ma-
jesty's Government to the present systen of management of the Crown Land
Depgrtnent in New Brunswick. It has long been a matter of public notoriety, that
thp expenses of this Department are far greater than they ought to be. The As-

sembly
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sembly have, therefore, for several years past, turned their anxious attention to this
subject, and by all constitutional means have endeavored to effect some change, but
hitherto without avail: their many addresses to be Executive Government for ac.
counts in detail ofthe receipts and expenditure of'the Revenues, arising from the ope-
rations of this Deprtament, have been rejected ; and in a recent instance have been
denied to the Assembly, in direct opposition, as the Ieouse of Assembly conceive, to
the commands of your predecesson in Office. Thus the louse of Assembly, thougli
fully impressed with the opinion that great iefects and abuses exist in the"manage-
ment of thus Department, and in the collection and expendituîre of (he Crown Reve-
nues, are nlot enabled to point then out or to suggest a remedy. The House of As-
sembly have always been of the opinion, and contencled that they have a constitutio-
nal right to call for the fullest acçount of the receipts and expendituire of these Reve-
nues-an opinion which has been fully confirmed by your predecessor the Riglht Ilo-
norable Lord Viscouit Goderich, imi a communication to the Government of Upper
Canada on a similar subjeet, as well as by tie )espatch of the 2nd January last to
Sir Archibald Campbell.

These Revenues, in Nev Brunswick, have now assuimed a character of high im-
portance, as, under the present system ofîmanagernent, tbhey have ihe effect of'increas-
inY far beyond the permanent resources of the Colony, the annual charges of the Ci-
vil List. Salaries are allowed to Public Oflicers far beyond a just and reasonable
compensation for services performned,-unnecessarv oflices are crcated, and ihe ex-
penses of collecting sweilled to an amount beyond all reasonable bounds Tihese
the Assembly conceive are very serions evîs, even supposing that these Revenue
should continue for a great length of time as productive as lhy now are, but it is
clear that this cannot long be the case; a few years imust exhaust the source fromi
whence they are now principally derived; aid the Parent State, or the Colony, wil
be burthened vith an unnecessarily expensive Civil List, created by hie p'sent
very d(efective system.

The management of the Crown Land Department has, in other respects, lately
become exceedingly obnoxious : Oie Cominissioner, in the opinion ofthe Assemblh,
bas assumed, or at least.exercised, powers which ought never to be vcsted in any
subject, and many instances have recentoy occurred cf their abuse, calcuiated at once
to excite the alarm and dissatisfaction of the country; we allude particularly to the
intention and attempts of the Commissioner to sell the Water Privileges of those
persons whose Grants are bounded on Rivers, or the Sen shores, and to inisapply
the money arising from the sale of the Town Common in Fredericton.

The injustice and impolicy of granting exclusive reserves to individuals, which
forms another feature in the management of the Crown Land Department, we trust
wil be so apparent to Dis Majesty's Government, that any further comment fron
us on the subject will be unnecessary.

The second point to which we vould call the attention of His Majesty's Gover.
ment is the recent determination to collect the Quit Rents, reserved in the Grants of
Land made in the Province. These Rcnts, though trifling in arnount, are, if enforced,
uf a nature exceedingly obnoxious to the people, who never, until lately, had the

most
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most distant idea that they would have ever been exacted-the reservation being con-
sidered as a more acknowledgement of His Majestyýs Sovereignty in the Lands
granted ; and this opinion was strongly confirned by the circumstance of the claim
being suffered to remain so long dormant, and dt in all transfers ofiands between
individuals, the Quit Rents, reserved in the original Grants, have never been consi-
dered and provided against as an incumbrance or claim on the land. But independent
oflthe confusion and litigation which tieir collection will now produce, the exaction
operates with peculiar hardship on the poor and remote Settlers, on whom the great-
er part vill fall, many of vhom have not the means of procuring rnoney to make
the-pay ment, small as they individualy are ; added to this, the loss of time and ex-
pence incurred in travelling to the place appointed to receive these Rents, render
the exaction extremely burthensome and obnoxious. But vhen, in addition to these
objections, it is considered that a great proportion of the amount vhich could in any
event be enforced must he expended in the collection, the claim becomes an object
of trifling importance to Ilis Majesty, when compared to the inconvenience and con-
sequences which must resuit fronm the exaction.

But as the Hiouse of Assemhly have offered and are prepared to make a competent
and permanent provision for the pay nient ofthe Civil List ofthe Province, on receiv-
ing the control of these and all other sources of Revenue, which lis Majesty inay
have in the Province, any necessity there may have been for recourse to this obnox-
ious demand, they humbly conceive can no longer exist.

The third point to which we wish to call the attention of His Majesty's Gov*ern-
ment, is the recent change iii the constitution of the Province, by the formation of
an Executive Couneil, distinct from the Council which had existeci since the first or-
ganization of the Colony. The flouse of Assembly conceive, if no other objec-
tion had presented itself to this important measure, the circumstance of its having
been advised, determined upon, and carried into execution, without the knowledge,
advise, or consent of the late Council, or the concurrence of the Legislature, forms,
it is conceived, an exceeding strong ground of dissatisfaction and complaint ; and
without at present entering into the question how far the established Constitution of a
Colony should or can be changed, altered, or modified by His Majesty's Government,
wvithout the concurrence of the Legislature, yet the Assembly conceive it must be ap-
parent, and vill readily be acknowledged, that in any Country or Colony governed
by British Laws and principles, the advisers of the Executive Government should
be persons of competent knowledge of the interests of the Country, and of such
standing and influence as vill inspire and preserve public confidence, without which
it is impossible the public business cen be conducted vith either satisfaction to lis
Majesty or benefit to the Province.

The principal objects which we have at present, therefore, to urge on His Majesty's
Goyernment are-

First.-The proposail of the Assembly to make permanent provision for the pay-
ment of the Civil List of the Province as now established (with a few exceptions
as to object or amount), on the condition that all His Majesty's Casual and Territo,
idal Revenues be surrendered to, and placed under the control of the Legislature

Sec ondly/
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Secondly.-The consideration by Ilis Majesty's Govqrnment ofthe late alteration
in the constitutiVn of the Province.

[Collision with Custom Hlouse and Provincial Revenue Ofticers.]

Sin,
We beg ]eave to call the attention of His Majesty's Government to the unplea-

sant collisions which take place in New Brunswick between the Officers of Dis
Majesty's Customs and the Provincial Revenue Officers. The Act of the Imperial

Parliament



Parliamient 6 G. 4 C. 114, for reguliating tlie Trade of lis MaWjesty's Possessions
abroad, provide that the proceeds of al] Seizures made by the Officers of Custons
are to be distributed, one third to the Seizing Oflcer, one third to the Collector,
a-d the other third te the Lieutenant Governor or Person administering the Go-
vernment of the Colony. The Revenue Laws of the Province providc, that tIe
proceeds ofScizures be distributed, one half to ic Odicer making the Seizure, andi
the other ialf paid into the Treasury for tie use of the Province, consequently the
distribution Of the proceeds oe Seizures arc, under the Provincial Revenue Laws,
more beneficial to [His T1ajes1y than under the Acts of the Imperial Parliament.
The RevenufLaws of the Province provide also that wh'ten any Articles seized, con-
demned, and sold for a breach of those Laws, are also liable to Duties under the
Acts of the Imperial Parliament, then and in such case the amount of such Parlia-
mentary Duty shall be first paid over to die Collector of His Majcsty's Customs,
and the residue only of the procceds of such sale distributed as aforesaid.

Notwithstanding this last mentioned provision of the Provincial Revenue Laws,
which was inserted for the express purpose of preventieg any evasion of the Acts of
the [mporial Parliament, we regret to say that collisions take place; instances oc-
cur of Seizures by the Officers of His Majesty's Customs of Articles which had
been previously seized by the Provincial Revenue Omficers, and condemned and
sold by theim, inmmediately after such sale.

Unless a remedy be applied to proccedings of this nature, it is obvious that hIe
Provincial Revenue Laws for the prevention of smuggling must, so far as they ap-
pl y to articles which are liable to Parliancntary duties, be nugatory, as this inter-
ference of tie Custom House Oficers effectually destroys ail inducement to the Pro-
vincial Orncers to be vigilant in the detection of the smuggler.

T'he evils, therefore, of this interference of the Custom louse Offlcers are so in-
jurious and apparent, and appear to require so prompt a remedy, that we trust any
flirt her coimment from us will be unecessary. An instruction to the Officers of 1Bis
Majesty's Customs of New Brunswick, not to interfere with seizures made by Offi-
cers of the Provincial Revenue, would eTectually put an end to them.

[Duty ot Tea.]

The recent alterations which have been made by the Congress of the United States
on the Import Duties of that Cotintry, particularly on Teas, will materially affect the
Trade in this Article vith 1is Majesty's Northern Colonies.

C Té
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It is obvious that the cheap rate at which Teas can now be purchased in the Ame-
rican Market, when compared with the prices at which they are furnished by the
East India Company in Canada and Nova Scotia, with the great facilities there are
for smuggling the article into all the Northern Provinces from the United States,
nost immediately give rise to an extensive illicit trade.

In order to remedy this serious mischief, We are directed by the louse of Assem-
bly of Ncw Brunswick, to suggest the propriety and necessity of admitting the impor-
tation of Teas into all the Northern Colonies from the United States, on the payment
of an ad valorem Duty ; this would produce considerable Revenue without being felt
as an onerous tax, and at the same time prevent the introduction and practice of a
Contraband Trade.

We would beg leave to suggest that the imposition of a duty, equal to three pence
per pouind, on all the inferior description of feas, and in proportion fur the higher

lualities, imported from the United States into the Colonies, while it would operate as
a sufficient protection in favor of the East Inidia or British Trade in this article, at
the sane Lime would materially lessen the iiduceient for and practice of illegal traf-
lic therein.

(Duty on British Malnfactures.]

London, 271 June, 1833.

Among the subjects that we are directed by the House of Assembly of New Bruns-
wick to bring under the notice of His Majesty's Government, is that part of the Roy-
al Instructions relating to the imposition of Duties on Goods of British Manufacture.

During the last Session of the Legislature, the Flouse of Assembly had it in con-
templation, for the mere purposes of Revenue, to impose a small ad valorem Duty on
Goods of British Manufacture imported into the Province, but on reference to the
Royal Instructions whicli accompanied the first Constitution of the Province, doubts
were suggested as to the construction which they night bear on this subject.

The flouse of Assembly conceive that the-only object of the Royal Instruction in
this partictilar, was the protection of the Trade and Mvlanufactures of the Mother Coun-
try, and not with any view to prevent the imposition by the Colonial Legislature of
reasonable Duties on Articles i' British Manufacture, for the mere purpose of local
Revenue, operating only as a Tax on the Consumer, and having no object or influence
in, favor of foreign, rival, or even domestic Manufactures. They are confirmed in
this viCw of the subject by a reference to the Revenue Acts of Canada and Nova
Scotia, which contain imposts of the nature now alluded to, and which have always
received the sanction of Government.

If the view taken by die Assembly of New Brunswick should be confirmed by His
Majesty's Government, We have to urge that the same may be expressed to the local
Executive Goverurment, in order that the different branches of the Legislature may be
relieved from any doubts or embarrassment, in regard to the Royal Instructions on
this subject.

We the undersigned beg leave to state that we are instructed by the House of As-
sembly of New Brunswick to bring under the consider of His Majesty the present
state of King's College at Fredericton, and to urge that such alterations may be made
in the Charter as will make this Institution more generally useful, and in accordance
with the wishes of the people.

The principle cause of the present unpopularity of this College, is the partial na-
ture
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ture of its constitution, arising out of certain provisions of the Charter, whereby the
Bishop of Nou a Scotia is ex officio Visitor, the Archdeacon of New Brunswick Pre-
sident, aid the Members of the Cullegle Council, and the Professors, imust subscribe
1) the thirty-nine articles of the Church of England, and further, the Professors shall
he M'mbers of the Council as they niay bc appointed by dsplacing sone olier Mem-
her. Thus when the Charter is carricd into fi! effect the whole Council wil bc
composcd of Prof'ssors al of the estabshcd Chîrch having the entire rnanageneit
Of the Institution and te con trol ot is fnds, tlie reguleion of their own Salarics,
and ail other contingent expenses; this wIl tend to keep ablve that jealousy which

ov iilhIappi ly exists with regard to this CoIlege aIong great maj ority of thé I nha-
bitants of the Province wlo are nlot of the estabishied Church, and who naiurai ly
tiInk that as thev colitributc to its support, they ought fireely to participatc i its bu-
nefits.

We are therefore instructcd to pr1ay, that is Jajesty v:ould be graciously pleased
1( recommend to the Chaneclior, and the Colieg C oncil, to surrender their present
C i,arle, and that Pis Majesty would bc pleased to gi anît a new one, more suitable
to teic present state Of the Province, by introducing into sucI new Charter the fl-

low ing povisiols, in lieu of tue objectionabie nes in the prescnt Charter.

Fsit That the Clief Justice Ue perpetuai ex oficio Visitor.
Secondl y, Thiat the President of the (clege, the Arclîdeacon, he Spcaker of the

iJouse Of Assembly, tUe Provincial Secretary, and the Attornley General, be cx ogicio
Membci s of the Council, and that sexcn other Members be nominated by the Chan-
celor, fvc of whom shail not he otlerwise ofilciahly conncected with the College;

that these seven Members hold their scats d1uring good cliaviour, and that any of
them sUail vacate his seat who shall U absent from the Meetings of the Council, for
Sv1el ve months together.

Thirdly, That religions tests be not requircd of' any Members of the Council or
University, except that the 'resiCent and Profèssors of Divin ity, previousiy to tleir
admission to their offices, shal suIbscihibe a solemn deelaration cf their beliefin the Di-
vine authority of the Christian Religion, and that Candidates for degrees iii Divinity
shall make the same declaration ; that public worship in the Chapel be conformable
to the Liturgy of' the establisheid Church of England, but that students be expressly

permintted to attend any place of Worship in Fredericton which their principles may
require.

Fourthly, That the resident head of the Colege be President, and that the Presi-
dent and Professors to be hereafter appointed, be norninated by the Chancellor by the
advice and with the consent of the Council, to hold their oflices during good behia-
viour.

Fifthly, That any Register to be hereafter appointed be a gr'aduate of some regu-
larly constituted University and resident in Fredericton.

Sixthly, That the salaries of the several Officers of the College, as established by
the Council, together with an allowance for contingencies not exceeding £ per
annim, be payable out of a permanent fund of £ per annum, to be provided by
the L.gislature in lieu of the present endowment ; that any surplus revenue be ap-

plicable
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plicable to the founding of free scholarships to be awarded to the best seholars. That
no other appropriation of any funds be made without the express sanction of the Le-

gislature previously obtained, and that the Register's annual statement of the account

duly audited by the Council, bc arnually laid before the louse of Assernbly.
We submit the foregoing for the consideration of His Majesty's Goveriunent.

Your Committec, after the most careful deliberation, are of opinion that one of the

principal objections to that Institution, the large annual grant, arises out of vhat has
been considered a permanent Law of the Province, which can only therefore be re-
medied by the General Assenbly. That there are alterations required in the Royal
Charter to render it more beneficial to the Province, but your Committee think these
can be more usefully made by the Assembly with Uis Majesty's approval, at its next
Session, at which time it is hoped the Deputation will have returned to the Country pos-
sessed with His Majesty's views on the subject, and having sucli information as the Roy-
al Revenues as will enable the flouse finally to arrange the whole affairs of the College.

Your Comrnittee also beg leave to recommend that the House should direct the
Deputation to confer with His Majesty's Government fully on the subject of this In-
stitution.
