In obedience to the requirements contained in a letter
from the Honorable D. Daly, Secretary for the Pro-
vince of Canada, dated ic 18th of October, 1848,
informing mie that His Excellency the Governor Gene-
ral hait been pleased to appoint me to be Commissioner
on behalf of the Province of Canada, to meet the Honor.
able Thomas Baillie, Surveyor General of the Province
of New Brunswi<k, who had been named Commis-
sioner for that Province, with the object of endeavour-
ing to trace the boundary line between Canada end
New Brunswick,-and also, conveying to me I-is Ex-
cellency's instructions in relation to the duties assigned
mne,-l now have the honor te report the completion of
those duties, and to present, for lis Excellency's con-
sideration, a full Report, showing, from various indis-
putable authorities, the true position of every question
Dow pending, connected with the disputed boundary.

The Comrnissioner named on the part of New Bruns-
wick had compteted and delivered his report on the
boundary question previous to the date of my instruc-
tions, and, at our first interview in New Brunswick, he
informed me that he considered his duties in relation
thereto, to have terminated.

To prevent any misunderstanding, I addressed a let-
ter to him, previous to my departure to other parts
of the Province, adverting to the actual state of the
relations betwecn us, and stil( expressing my willing-
ness and desire to avail myself of any suggestion from
him by which the objects of the Commission could be
facilitated, or more effectually accomplished.

Mr. Baillie never acknowledged the receipt of this
letter, and tacitly declined every further communica-
tion, personal or otherwise, with me.

I was officially informed, however, the same day on
which mv letter was written and despatched to Mr.
Baillie, that he hnd placed it in the hands of His Ex-
cellency the Lieutenant-Governor of New Brunswick.

by the British Canadian possessions on the north.

Appendx, No. The soutiern boundary of the Province of Canada
(or of Qucbec as it is designated in the description) is

Map A. traced in the tield, or definitively disposed of in its po-
sition, from the river Saint Lawrence, eastwardly and
north-eastwardly, to the meridian of the western boui-
dary of New Brunswick.

The nortl-eastern part of this now settled portion of
the Canada lino was fixed by conventional arrange-
ments concluded between ler Majesty's government
and that of the United States in 18.12. Its terminriation
on the New Brunswick frontier is at the place of inter-
section of the north line froim the Saint Croix with the
river Saint John, being about 35J mites to the north
of the point defîned as before mentioned by Great Bri-
tain, for the southern limit of Canada on that frontier.

The territorial linit of New Brunswick in the mean
time, has been extended as far north as to the Risti-
gouche river, which limits the present grants and civil

jurisdictions of the respective Provinces, and has been
tacitly assuimedI, withit rermonstrance on the part of
Canada, as the dividing boundary up to the present

g îî, t. period, althouglh giving to New Brunswick several
lindreds of thousails of acres of territory, rightfully
belonging to Canada, according to the bounds specili-
cally assigned lier by the parent state, and supported in
principle as such by the declarations and deeds of the
people and government of New Brunswick itself dur-
ing the existence of the ditlculties in relation to more
western portiouns of the same boundary, which difflcul-
tics were onlv terminatei in 1842, by tle definitive
treaty of Wasliington.

With this preliminary view of the authorities upon
whiclh the claimîs of the two Provinces are founded,
and of the actual position of the existing subdivisions
between them, t will iow proceed to state the nature
Of the claims for additional territory made by the uic-
thorities of New Brunswick, as contained in a report
made by the Commissioner of that Province, appointed
for determining the unsettled boundaries adjoining
Canada, dated at Fredericton, New Brunswick, lie
13th day of last October.

These claims being of two classes, entirely distinct
in their nature, may perhaps be best understood if stated
under separate hoads.

Map A. The first of these comprehends a section of country
situated entirely to the west of the meridian of the
source of the river Saint Croix, belore described as the
western limit of Neiv Brunswick.

This tract as shewn on the map of the New Brun-
swick Ccmmissioner, and measured by the scale drawn
on the same map, passes on its north-western border,
about 101 miles from the river Saint Lawrence, at a
point nearly opposite the mouth of the river du Loup,

and approaches ta within 36 miles of the city of Que-
bec, from which latter place its southern termination is
distant about 637 miles, in a south south-eastern direc-
tion.

The second tract, which includes the residue of the
claim of Nev Brunswick, compreliends a part of the
present possessions of Canada, lying contiguous to the
prolongation of the duc north line fron the Saint Croix,
on ti west, and joining the Ristigouche river on the
south-east.

The eastern and north-western boundaries of this
tract are imaginary lines, traced on the Map above

southern boundary of Canada, as set forth by the ApeniaN

,No. It has long since been deciied, after extended investi-
grations of tils subject bly those einployed for the purpose
by the Britisl goverinment, tlat a narked and well
defined range of* higlilanIds, extendhng fi 1m those more
particularly defilied, in the descriptiois, to the Baie
des Chaleurq, was the dividingr fine mitended in tie
Proclamation o 1763, and the Quebec Act of 1774, on
the north-eastern part of' this boulndary, the channel of

o.the Connecticut river itself having bcei previouslv
defmied ils the c:oniecting part of the riortl-western
extremity, tiis completingthe entire line from tlc
Baie les Chaleurs Lu the paralll of 45 o of nortl
latitude.

Tiis line, conirmel in the position su assigned it by
îepeated acts and decLirations iier the authoil ty of tie
United Kingdomn, is slewi On the imip ccompaning
this statemeint, and forms the only linit of' ihe conter-
minous parts t Canadi and N e w 13runîswick, îs tley
are now constituted, whicb lihas been ieclired or defied
by the paramounit uithority of the Britishu Crovn.*

But it is by no menos to be inferred that ic strengtl
of the claim iof Canuda rests solelv und xclusive lin
tlhe veiglit of flti authurity by wlhich the position ot
ilhe part of lier southern boiunidirV, nw under consider-
ation, lis been deduced tom t1w original lescriptionî
containeil in li Proclamation of 1763, and lthe Quebec
Act of 1771.

It requires no very extended conisideration of tle
subject to renier it perfectlV evidlnt, ilat the view of
tlh question, taken by tlie British goverrineit, is cor-
rect aiid just in every particulir.

'lie boundarv as described is to lie a Une, this lino
connectingr two definied points, whiicl are at thie
extremnities thereof, anlid iassing along certain deincd
lighlands for iin indefinite distance in some parts of the
intermei diate spice.

The two extreme points of thîis lino, and conse-
quently, its general direction cinnot be mistaken, and
thie position and extent of the specified higlilaids, along
whichl i te line fias to pass in its course between those
points, are now, also, well known and establislhed.
These highlands extend from the source of the Con-
necticut river, nortli-irstwardl ', for a distancq of up)-
wards of 100 miles in the required direction, ind

source of the Connecticut river, a continuous line in the
required direction. It is along this continuation of the
flne of hignliliiis set forth in tle proclamation uf 1763 -
and hie Quebec Art of 1.74, thiat the line for the
soutierlii boinindary of Canadaî, lias been laid down, lis
aIready stated, by Great Britaiin, and bearing in minl
the obviuis fact that it could never have beei imiagined
by ti ftamers of' eitlier of thoe documents that the
ligladiiiits niaintaiiied tieir specific character through-
out the whole distance, the conclusion is thlence inevit-
aile, that this flne as su defined by Great Britiniî, is,
in every pmticular conformable to the language and
intent f tlie descriptions from whicli its position is
required to be establislied.

Mid tie space between tfhe Baie des Chaleurs and
di hiigliinds of the treaty contained no continuation
of highlands, te iportion cif thei boundarv passing
throigli tliat space must of course have been drawn in
a riglit line ; tle rational as weal is tle legal construction
of such descriptions being to connect given points,
lying remote from each otier, with riglht lines, wlen no
relisons or sudficient weiglt can lie adduced for iiny
special deviation, either way, in other directions. In
this instance, however, as there actuallv exists a con-
tinuaition of the defind range of highiaunds, the un-
avoidaible inference must be ini favour of their adoption
for ti purposes of the present bouindary.

It now remains to show that the present claims
of New Brunswick are not identifiable with those
formerly maintained by the gov'ernrenet of the United
States against Grent Britain, and that the convertional
arrangemients concluded betwecn those two powers at
thue treaty of Washington, in 1842, only affect the
southern linit of Canada entirely to the west of any
part of New Brunswick.

and unlavoidable inference would seen to be, tlhit hie
previous definitions of the limits of such recornlized sub-
divisions must be taken into considlration conjointly
withl the descriptions of thiem given in the treaty.

\pcnaîx, No. In ndopting ti latter view of the question, it is evi-
dent thbat G reat Britain only claimed according to the
obvious intent of the treaty itself*, as the language of
that document is applicable to the boutndary described
in the Quebec Act and claimed by Great Britain, al-
though admitting of a more extended coiistruction wien
considered apart from other collateral authorities.

This, it is presumed, is suclicient to show, in the
clearest light, thit the claims of Great Britain were wel
founded, and as such were sustainied by lier in perfect
good faith.

At fhe same ime othier clains adverse to those of
Great Britain were inaintained by the United States,
and groulnds of support for each we're founld in the treaty
of 1783, as before imentiotied, as it was construed either
with or without relation to otier documents.

.penx, No, The western boundarv of New Brunswick, thoughi
formerly' a subject of diflerence between Great Britain
and the United States, had been previously settled by
tle authority of the two governments, its position being
merely confumed by the treaty of Washington, and tie
territorv contveyed to hie United States by that treaty
was bounded ou the east by a continuation of tue same
north lino, from the Saint Croix river, whicli actually
forms hic westerly limit of New Brunswick.

It has thus been shown Ihat thie American claim
derived its support from the circuministaice tliat only thait
part of the southern boundary of Canada, which formed
the northiern limit of the territory (hen assigned to the
United States, was described in the treaty of 1783. It
lias also been shewn that the language of the treaty,
wlhen taken by itself, admitted of an interpretation fa-
vorable to the American claims, but which, neverthe-
less, was wholly irreconcileable with he previous
descriptions of the entire boundaries directly referred to
in the same treaty, as identical with those therein set
forth and described.

These considerations, it is presumed, are sufficient, for
proving conclusively that none of the doubts supposed
to exist respecting the proper construction of the treaty

The northern line of New Brunswick is therefore to
be established simply as being part of tle southern
boundary of the Province of Quebec iccording to the
territorial limits of that Province as declared by hie
imperial government in 1763, and more specially de-
fined in flic Quebec Act of 1774.

In concluding this statemnent, it may perhaps be well
to briefly recapitulate tlie leadling teatures of the points
whicli have been brought under consideration.

The treaty of 1783 was tlic act of two parties, and the
sense in wlich cither part' understood it did not bind
the other if the terms were in themselves doubtful.
They could therefore agree subsequeitly to a com-
promise, without ils being necessary that either
slould acknow'ledge its interpretation to have been
incorrect. It cannot therefore bo inferred fromn the AppendixNo
treatv of 1842 that the government of Great Britain 0.
receles in any way frum its interpretation of that of
1783.

Remarks on a Statenent concerning the pîosition of
the Western Extremity qf the Haie des Chaleurs,
as made by the Honorable Thomas Baillic, Sur-
veyor Geneial of the Province of New Bruns-
ivick, then acting as Boundary Line Coinmmis-
sionerfor that Province.

The statement in relation to the weMtern extremity Precuuî
of t bie des Chlieurs, made by Nir. Baillie, acting mwad ii
as the boundary lino Cotmissicner for New Brnts-otait .
wick, is cotmpised in the fullowing literal extract from
his report, dated 13ti October, 1813, viz

IL was therefore my object to discover what point
" constituted tle western extremily, and I was glad
" to find that nature lias so strongly narked the spot,
" as, in my humble opinion, to leave no opening for
" discussion or ditficulty."

4 t is situated at high water mark n little to the
" oastward of Mission Point, on the north side ofthe
" Baie des Chaleurs, about a mile abôive Campbell-
" town, wic/h is on the south side of the same Beay."

The correctness of this latter statement, in all its

parts ani nembers, is peremptorily denied on the part
of Canada.

It will be proved conclusively that the point above
described by Mr. Baillîe, as beîng on the n>ri side
of the Baie des Chaleurs, and, at the same Lime, de-
chired by him to coistitute the western extremily or
end of the same Bay, is merely a point on the nlortlerly
side of the Ristigouche river, and thlat Campbelltown,
a village on the opposite side of the stream, about a
mile beIov this point, is not on the south side of the
Baie des Chaleurs, but is situated on the south shore
of the Ristigouche river, about 16 miles abave ils'
mouth, which is near the true western extrenity of
the Baie (les Chaleurs, ut Daihousie.

By referring to documentary authorities, it will be
seen that the French goveromnent, so fîtr back as the
year 1691, granted to the Sieur d'Eneau a tract ofl and
nunder the naie of Cloridon, extending eight leagu es
ailong the R ist gouche ri er, and the sarme distance in
depth.

lie tille to the grant so made in 1691, was a te-
newal of a former title deed to t saime territory, whichi
had becti carried off from te grantee by the English,
probablv in somne of the nany incursions madIe, by then i
or the New Enghmd colunists, iitu thuse parts of the
French possessions.

This grant was expressly definedi as extending along
the Ristigotche river, and, as may be seen by refereice
to map B, it includes within its imits the point des-
cribed by Mr. Wiillie as being on the north side and
at the wvestern ext remity of the Baie les Chaleurs.

t No. The territory comprelhended in the grant to the Sieur
d'Eneau was lhel eni Seigneurie in virtue of the title
of 1691, unitil the year 1787, when it was acquired
by the Crown, utter the Royal droit de retrait, and
annoxel to the donaitns of the Crown in the Province
of Quebec, unow Canada.

pendix, No, In the following vear (1788) Johdn Collins, esquire,
Deputby Surveyor elerali for the Province of Qluebec,
surveyed a tract along the Ristigouche river for lte
Messrs. M antn, in obeilience to an order in Coutncil of
lthe Province of Quebec, of the Sth May, 1788. ''ie
sotuti-eastiern angle of this tract was placed on the nothIi
sIde of the Ristigouche river, at the point which hal
previously formed the saint relative angle of the former
Seiguiory of Clorîion, and lthe tract w'as descrilbed as
" situated on the north side of' the river Ristigouche,"
and extending upwards for threc miles, measured in a
stratighît hite from te south-easterni angle thereof.

endix,.o. Shortly after the date of the above survey and des-
criptin, in the saine vear, the govertînient of Qtîebec
made a grant in fiel and scigniory to John Shoolbred,
esquire, vhich is described generally in the Letters Pa-
tent granting the samne, as follows, viz

" Alsi, a ceriain other tract of land situate on the
" westernmost extremity of Chaleurs Bay, running up
" the river Ristigouche about 15 miles to the first point
4 of hîd below Battery Point."

The tract of land mentioned in this grant, as vell as
that described in the survey for the grant ta the Messrs.
Mann, are still described, and daily referred to, as
boundeid in front by the Ristigouche river, thus afford-
ing, when taken in connection with the ancient (les-
cription of Cloridon, an uninterrupted chain of oticiaI,
documentary evidence, shewing conclusively that the
Ristigouche river, quite down to its entrance into the

true Baie des Chaleurs, at or near Dalhousie, has been (3)
known, by that name, from a period indefinitely anterior
ta the year 1691, down ta the present day.

As the Ristigouche river, from its source to its mouth,
is entirely withn thle true C îîadiun boundaries, and it
is only within a comparatively recent period that New
Brunswick has extended lier possession to that river,
there are conîseqjnently nu records of Nova Scotia or
New Brunswick, relating to the Risigouche, which ex-
tend back to the renote period embraced by those before
cited frot the olliciai records of Canada.

,There are, hovever, very many ohffcial document%
referrig to the Rlîtig'uche river, among the public
records or Now Brunswick, whicil have accuiuliated
siie that Province exietnded its grants and possession
to the Ristigouche,

C

rie concurrent testimony derived from those docu-
ients is perfectly conclusive in defining the exact

positions of the western extremity of the BaIe des Cha-
leurs, and the mouth or entrance of the Ristigouche
river, afforditng an unqualified contradiction to M r.
13aiIlie's statements,-that Campbeiltown is situa ted on
the south side Or the Baie dles Chaleurs, ani that the
spot he had seleeled on the opposite shore for a "l start-
ntr pointl" for ithe C miada and New Brunswick boun-

dary line, about a mile above Campbelltown, is on the
north side and toestern end of the same Bay.

The first of the documents to whiuch reference is Apcndix, No,
nowv made is an instrument untder the authority of New 19-
3ruînswick, dated 8th January, 1802, containing an

original grant to Samnuel Lee, esquire, of the land Nmap F.
which includes Quinton's Point, ýwhere Campbelltown
is situated. The tract so granted was distinguished as
forming lots Nos. 15 and 16, and was specially des-
crilbed as being situated " on the southerly side of
Ristigouche river," and the front, fron its western
limii, was defined as extending alog the southerly
bank or shore of the Ristigouche r ver, " following
its several courses down stream, to the entrance of
Walkei's Brook." The latter stream is also described
as discharging "binto Ristigouclie river aforesaid, about
fifty chains 'of four poles each, south-easterly fromQuin-
lon's Point."

Anotlier grant \Vas, in like manner, made bv the Appendir,No.
governent 'f New Brunswick ta Adani Gerard, junr., 19
and sundry other persons, dated the 3rd June, 1812.
This tract was likewise described as extending along
the south side of the Ristigouche river, and cmbraced Map F.
within its limits 13 fairm lots, numnbered from 5 to 17
inclusive, and comprehending the two lots Nos. 15 and
16 granted ta Samuel Lee, esquire, in 1802, as before
mentioned.

On referring to the map. it will be seen that the
limits of ibis latter grant extend along the south shore
of the Ristigouche, considerably abnve and below the

two points which Mr. Baillie has designated as being,
respectiv'ly, on the north and south sides of the Baie
4des Chacurs.

The next public documentof New Biunswicik which Map E.
comes under consideration is the copy of a plan, recently
receivei from the government of that Province, shew.
ing the original reserve at Dalhousie, this document
being originally signed by Geo. Sproule, formerly Sur-
veyor Genera of New Brunswick, and attested by
the signature of the present incumbent, tie Honorable
Thomas Baillie.

From the precise nature of Mr. Baillie's
description of this spot, labout a mile aboveCampbell-
totwn" and "a little Io the eastwa.rd ofMission Point,"
its position cannot bc mistaken ; but, when on the spot,
we seek in vain for any one natural mark or feature
corresponding with Mr. Baillie's statement.

There is however, one naturally marked point a

HIad Mr. Baillie adopted this latter point for his as-
sumed Iead of tie Baie (les Chaleurs, his Report vould
have been divested of some part of hie peculiarity at-
tached to it as it now stands, this point having ut least
hie distinction of being the raturally narked western
end of one of the enlarged portions of the Ristigouche
river.

It is probable that Mr. Baillie himself became aware
of the unîfortunîate selection lie had madle for the posi-
tion of the hcad of the Batie des Chaleurs, es, ini the
ollicial and lithograplied copy of the map accompany-
ing his report, as it appears with other docunents re-
lauting to hie bouîndary, printed by order of the New
Bruinswick assenbily, the " starting point," for the
line running "about iorth," is carried fron the posi-
tion first lescribed, above a mile to tle eastward, down
tle Ristigouche, to the precise point above mentioned,
it the western end (if one of the enlarged portions of
lthe Ristigoucle river.

No. 4.

General description of the several localities desig-
tliiig the position of the southern boundary line

of Canada, 4-c. tc.

The mouthtt or entrance of the Ristigouche river into Map B.
the Baie des Chaleurs is on the northern coast of the
Bay, very near tie western termination of the latter.
Th'e Bay itself extends a siort distance to the west of
that position, its western coast forming a curve, like a
segment of the peripliery of a circle, tlie two ends of
which incline to the eastward. From the u pper or
western side of the mouth of the Rtistigoucie river it
us about 3,1 miles, on a sonuth course, to the opposite and
souithieri shore of lthe Bay, and from the northern side
on fle same it is about 4 miles, in tue same direction,
to the opposite coast.

The point constititing lie truc woestern extremity
of the Baie dies Clhuleurs, must, of course, be that
point in flic curve, formed by its western coast, vihicl
would be touched hy a tangent, drawn in the direction
of hie truc meridian.

This point, according to tlhe best and most authentic
stirveys, is situated rallier more than a mile and a hitf,
soutlherly, frotn the Rîstigouclie river, as represented on
the accomTpanying mrip B.

At tihis point, immediately on the very coast of lime
Baie, is the commenceneit of a higlh and well defitied
ranîge Of hills, extending from thence to the westward,
and seeming, when viewed from Dalhousie and other
places aIong the Ristigouche, to form an almost impas-
sable barrier between the lands adjoining that river
and the territory iying further to the south.

This part of the highland range cannot be botter
described than in the words of two writers, of tie Pro-
vince of New Brunswick, the first of whomn remarks
that from Eel river, " to the entrance of the Risti. Appendi%,o.
" gouche, the shore is a continuation of almost per-

pendicular cliffs, towering nearly a hundred feet
" above the level of the sea."

The second writer alluded to, vho is, I believe, a Acndix No.
resident of St. John's, N. B., describes the range mnore
minutely as follows, viz

Renarks on Dr. Gesner's Report in relation to the a

Boundary Line bietiveen Canada and New Brtns-
wick, mzade the 291h Scptember, 1842.

The Report of Dr, Gesner concerning the unsettled o
boundary of Canada and New Brunswick, is marked p>
" No. 3 I in the list of documents communicated by h
the Lieutenant-Governor of New Brunswick to the n
H-ouse of Assenbly of that Province on the 16th a
February, 1844. a

Il is mostly taken up with descriptions of the Risti-
gouche river and its tributary streams, including also
fie adjacent territory on the Canada side, and parts of u
the district of Gaspé, along the Baie des Chaleurs. t

The contents of such portions of his Report as relate p
to the provincial boundary may be reduced to two 1
heads, viz:- t

1st -The assumption, on the part of Dr. Gesner, that t
if ile main Ristigouche river be the boundary
between the Provinces, such boundary would have
to follow the Tomkisuac, or, as it is designated by
him, the "l Pcetamkedgewee I river, that tributary
of the Ristigouche being larger than the Ristigouche
itself, at the point of their junction.

2nd.-Dr. Gesner's declaration, that in his opinion
" since the happy termination " of the dispute, in
relation to the boundary between Great Britain and
the American government " ti range ofmountains
" separating the rivers that flow into the Saint
" Lawrence from those that flow into the Baie des
" Chaleurs, the Ristigouche and Saint John, vili
" form the best divisional lino between the Pro-
" vinces."

The first of the above ieads is a subject upon
which very little is required to be stated, for showing
ils utter irrelevancy to the subject of the difference now
pending.

It is evident, and will no doubt bc admitted on the
part of both Provinces, that the channel of the Risti-
gouche river is not a range of highlands, and therefore
cannot form the boundary line described in the Quebec
Act.

But were it otherwise, and were the Ristigouche
declared by competent authority to be the true boun-
dary between Canada and New Brunswick, it would
still require no argument to prove that tlie Tomkisuac
river is not the histigouche river, vhatever nay be
the relative dimensions of trie two.

It is true that the Tomkisuac is the wider river, at
the point of its confluence with the Ristigouche, and
this fact, so fer from being a new discovery, was a
matter of notoriety many years since among those ac-
quainted with that section of the country, although it is
probable that Dr. Gesner might not have been aware
of the circumstance,

portions by new names, and, in conformity to such a
roceeding, to remodel their land patents, acts of par-
iament, maps, plans andl diagrams, and even to cause
lie same to be done in private contracts and other
written documents within hie limits of their jurisdic-
ion. All this, however, if cairied into effect would

be perfectly innocuous in regard to any previous rights
or claims which been defined, with relation to the ori-
ginal and present name of tlit river, as its identity
would still remain, and tho name by which it was dis-
tinguished at the date of such definition must bo the
only one which could by any possibility be referred to,
in discussing such rights or caims.

In examining the second part of Dr.Gesner's Report,
before referred tu, it will he necessary to consider what

veight should be attached to the arguments or authori-
tics adduced, in support of his expressed opinion in re-
gard to the position of his proposed boundary lino,

These may be summoned up in hic three following
statements contained in Dr. Gesner's Report, viz :-

Ist.-That the boundary he had proposed would form
hie best divisional lino "since tie happy termina-
tion " of the late boundary disputes between Great
Britain and the United States.

2nd-That thie boundary so proposed by him would
give to each Province all thie rivers that flow and
open into their respective districts, and would agire
with the physical geography of the country.

Srd-That the remoteness of the district of Gaspé, from
the seat of government in Canada, has an injurious
effect uîpon its civil and moral institutions.

It is difficult to, imagine the process of ratiocination
adopted by Dr. Gesner, (for he lias not explained it)
in arriving at his conclusion that " the happy termina-
tion » of tle disputes with the United States concern-
ing their bound'ary, constitutes an argument in favor of
the dismemberment of Canada, and the annexation of a
large portion of Gasp6, Bonaventure and Rimouski to
New Brunswick.

Certain i ish thathe line he has defined from Cape
Rosiers, along the sources of the streams falling nto bite
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Appendix Saint Lawrence cannot coincide with the American
line, but, if produced, would end 67 miles to the north
of the latter, at their respective terminations on the

1844.due north lino from the source of the Saint Croix, which
forms ihe western limit of New Brunswick.

As there would be so great a discrepance between
the American line and that proposed by Dr. Gesner, it
follows that the inference lie vas pleased to draw in
favor of his proposition, fron the haipy termùition
of that boundary question, is not founded on the posi-
tion recently agrecd upon for the American boun-
dary.

The most obvious conclusion, therefore, arising fron
Dr. Gesner's assumption ihat the extension if tli i-
miis of New Brunswick had become advisable since
the happy termrination of flic American question,
would seem to be tlat lie labored under the extreiely
erroneous impression, which also appears to have been
adopted by every other public functionary of New
Brunswick when treating upon the same question, that
Great Britain could not act openly îu settling tic
boundaries of these Colonies during ic pendency of
lier ditference withl the United States, without preju-
dice to tie claims sle thon maintained against thit
gave rn ment.

Pg. I s Il lias already been shewn, and need not now be re-
peated, tlat such an assuiption, involvng the conclu-
sion that Great Britain hail acted in bad faith towards
tlie United States for more tlian half a century, is un-
substantiated and wholly at variance with facts, every
act of tile imperial govenririt in relation to ic Ca-
nada boundary, as well as ic documents under ic
Great Seal of the Province of New Brunswick, estab-
lishing the first subdivisions of that Province, having
been unifornily consistent in roferring to the same line
of boundary, extending along the range of highlands
from the Baie des Chaleurs to the sources of tlie Con-
necticut river. Such is the boundary described in the
Proclamation of 1763 ; in tle Quebec Act of 1774;
in the British argument with the United States, and in
the present stateiient of ti claims of tIe Province of
Canada.

Dr. Gesner's second ground of support for his pro-
posed line from Cape Rosiers and along the higllands
extending froi theice westwardly, is tliat "l sucl a lino

vould give ta cach Province ail the rivers that flow
' and open into their respective districts and would
" agree with the physical geogra phy of tie country."

It cannot be necessarv to oppose any argument to
this statement, which were it adlitted to be correct,
couîrl not have the most remote bearing on the (ues-
tions now pouding between ih tewo Proviinces.

Tie third and last of Dr. Gesner's arguments, in
favor of anniexing so large an extent of Canadian
territorv to tle Province of .Now Brunswick, is derived
from the injurious eifects on the civil and moral institu-
tions of tle country, alleged by hiim to be consequent
ipon the ldistance of tiat territory from tie Canadian

seat of governiient.

This lie lias illustrated by a special statement in
whicli lie avers tihnt on the Caiiadian side of the Risti-
gouiche, where il is inhabited, for a distance of 70
muiles ' no stattite labour ior nilitia duty is performed,

nor taxes paid, and cvery iriai is governed by his
own opin ion of what is right and vronig." *

Thle object of the present investigation concerning
the souhiliernii boundary of Canada, is not tle establisli-
ment of a nev and conventional boindary lino, but ia
conined to> eli acqiisition of such in formation and
authorities, as mav be necessary for removing tle doubts
wlich have lithîerto been supposed to exist, in regard
to tle local aplIication of the language used in the
concurrent descriptions of that bounlary, as contained
in the Royai Proclamation of 1763, and the Quebec
Act.

Those descriptions, however, (o not make the posi-
tion of tle southern bounidary lino of Canada contingent
or dependent on tle numnber of magistrates appointed
along the Ristigouche river, or the amount of' statute
labour, or militia duty, performed there, and, conse-
quently, Dr. Gesner's statements in relation l those
subjects can have no connexion whataver with the
boundary question.

Dr. Gesner's Report, in point of fact, is merely an
expression of his private opinion in favour of an
arbitratry boundary between the Provinces, extending
westwardly from Cape Rosiers, (as lue lias stated,)
" according Io lhe ancieni charter of Canada."

Of this " ancient charter of Canada," I have never
beforo heiard mention, but if any such document is in
existence, which is very much to be doubted, it is, of
course, superseded by the Royal Proclamation of 1763,

Sucli a conclusion is, indeed, inevitable from the
general tenor of the documents brought forward on the

Renarks on a Report concerning the disputed boun-
dary Une, made by John Wilkinson, Esquire,
Deputy Provincial Surveyor of New Brunswick.

Mr. Wilkinson's Report is, on many accounts, more
worthy of consideration than any other document
brought forward on behalf of New Brunswick, for the
purpose of sustaining lier pretended claims te parts of
the territory of Canada.

His statements concerning the local statistics of parts
of the disputed territory, which le had explored by or-
der of fis Excellency the Lieutenant-Governor of New
Brunswick, may bc relied on for tboir accuracy, and,
the course of reasoning adopted by him, although
founded on merely assumed grounds, which will here-
after be shuown te bc erroneous, is certainly very in-
genious and worthy of having been applied te a cause
restirg on a more solid foundation.

1st-This report commences with raising the question,
whether a claim for the restoration of the ancient
limits of Nova Scotia (fron the river Chaudière
along the south shore of the river Saint Lawrence te
Cape Gaspé) might not bc rcvived, in virtue of the
clause in the Quebec Act, that nothing therein con-
tained should in any wise alfect the boundaries of
any other colony.

The consideration ci this question is net carried on
by Mr. W ilkinson, but is left open, apparently with fle
view of attempting to found another claimupon it, in
favor of New Brunswick, at some other period.

2nd-The next succeeding pages of Mr. Wllkinson's
Report are taken up in attempting te prove the pos-
sibility or, plausibility of the> supposition, that the
southern boundary of Canada was originally intend-
cd te extend fromi the head of thue:Baie <les Chaleurs,
northwardly, passing beyond, or along the sources of
ailt streams falling into the Ristigouche river, te the
sources of those vhiich faIl specifically into lie river
Saint Lawrence, ard thence along the latter south-
westerly te the source of the River Saint John, the
latter point being supposed by Mr. Wilkinson, in this
case, te form the former north-west angle of Nova
Scotia, as described or referred te by thle American
Commissioners in framing the trenty of 1783.

Srd-In the remainder of his Report Mr. Wilkinson
gives some valuable information concerning the to-
pographical features of parts of the disputed territory,
mnd proposes sundry other lines, as being more de-
sirable te adopt for flic boundary, in regard te the
interests of New Brunswicki thanthatline which le
had previously defined.

It would certainly have been competent for Great
Brimiain to have revived and restored ftl supposed
ncienit limits, which sie iad originîally assigniedi te

Neva Scotia, whenl, after the definitive treaty of peace
in 1763, site Vas left in ful and uiilisputed posbession
of ail the eastern parts of the North American conti-
nient.

This, however was not done.-Great Britain took the Appendix,Nu.
more noble part of givinug sucli bounîdaries te Canada s.
wouldi iiicludie within their limits, as fur as possible, ail
the old F renc h C anditian grants and settlements, securing
to the ihliabitanîtts, at the saine time, the fuil eijoyment
of their ieligioni, their laws, and lieir social usages.

The case was ditTerent iii regard to the Acadian set-
tieietis. These had alreadv been repeatedly in the
osessiton Great Br'ita in, and the few inhabitants

reaiining there, alter their dispersion in September,
1755, f'ormted oIIy a sallu remnant, of whiclh a por-
tion thtei boie allegiance to the Crown of England.

We accortdingly find that on the Canada side of the Pag' il, et xc.
houndary line, as alreatly defined in preceding parts of
titis Report, ail primitive grants of lantd, made by the A 1endiX, No.
Frencli government, have been recognised and main- Mand
tained by lite Crown of England, while, on the
contrary mnost, if not ail, of the old French grants in
Nova Scotia, includigti the present Province of New
Brunswick, have been. set aside, and lie lands so
granted annexed te the demain of the Crown.

Anong flic Frenci grants in Canada, still held in
virtue of their orignal titles may bc mentioned the
Fiefs or Seigniories of Cloridon, fake Matapediac,
andi Madavaska and Lake Teniscoada, the foirmer
iaviniîg, intdeed, been acquired by the Crown, but by the
Royal droil de retrait, whiich amounts te a botnde fide Appendir,No.
purchase fromn the previous proprietor.

Ail these seigniorial grants are included in the part Map A.
î of Canada nov claimed by New Brunswick. But it

vas not only ihe northerni boundary of the then new
Province, of Nova Scotia to which a new and restricted
position wasassigned. Great Britain had always maint
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tained, that by the river Saint Croix, as mentioned in
Sir William Aloxander's grant, was intended the
Pentagoet or Penobscot river, which, in common with
other streams in that vicinity, had formerly borne the,
saine title.

A prendix, No. In the descriptions of the western boundary of the
2. new Province of Nova Scotia, given in the commission

to Montague Wulmot, dated 21st November, 1763, the
above claim in relation to ancient Nova Scotia was
specially referred to, but at the same time, the western
limit of the new Province of the same name was
expressly restricted tu the true Saint Croix river, up
to its source, and by a line drawn due north from
Ilience, to the previously deftned southern boundary of
Canada.

The present western boundary of New Brunswick
was therelore, expressly and advisedly, established in
1763, by competent authority, not at the western limit
of Sir Williatn Alexander's grant, but considerably
further to the eastward.

AppendixNo. There were some difliculties met with in finally
8, 9 and deilding on thiait particular branch of the Saint Croix,

from the source of which the due north line was to be
traced, but all those dilliculties have been settled and a
northu line is now (lefiiiitively establishîed, forming the
division between the Britili possessions and the
territory of the suite of Maine, up to the place of its
intersection with the river Saint John, aibîut 35 miles
to the northward of the true northen boundary of New
Brunswick.*

Ist.-It is tlius rendered completely evdaent that the
original grant to Sir William Alexander, never could
have conveyed any right, to the north of the 46th
degree of north latitude

2nd.-That every right derivable from iliat grant vas
utterly and for ever cancelled (unless otlhervise
reni wed) in 1632, only eleven years after its
original datte.

3rd.-Tat many recognized mutations of sovereignty,
as well as of individual tenure of the same territory,
have also occurred since the treaty of 1632, whiclh
of thremselves, would have entirely extinguished
every claim growing out of the original grant of
1621, had any such claim or claims stil remined ,
in existence.

Tho selIection of the northern instead or the western
braincht of the Saint Croix for tei boundtary has heen loudly

onrdrmned by many, particularly by the people of New
Brunswick, who li tnintai thiat the wester branch rshouIld
have beei taken, because the westernmos;t source or spring
of a river cadled tihe Saint Croix, was muentionel in the grant
to Sir William Alexander, 1 mnst he allowed to express iny
entire d<issent fromn such a conclusion, and tht rensons urgerd in
its support. Tlie former linits of Sir William Alexander's
grant, as has been shown, are not the lirnits subsequently
assignrredI to the Province of Nova Scotia, (including New
Brunswick,) nor cari the former le in any vise referred to, for
d(einiiig thu position of tie latter.

Blesides, a the boundary line, of vhich the river Saint
Croix fromi its nouth to itgrsource, foris a part, was to be a
ivesterri and an eastern bourîndary respectivefv, to the con-
terminous possessions ofGreat Britiin and the United States,-

Ma C. t iwas certainly more reasonable to adopt the branch of the
river extenîding in a northern and southern direction, than to
have tikin another branch running transversely ta the general
course of the boundary, which would have rou ied a scuthern
and northern instead of a western and eastern bonndary for
the respective possessions of the two powers. There have
been nany discordant authorities cited for showing the dis-
tance between the respective meridians of the northern and
western sources of the Saint Croix, a few of which I here
subjoin, premising that the first and second, derived from
actual surveys, are the inost to lie depended on.

The distances, contained in the first columin, are taken from
the several authoritles referrnd to, and apply to the latitude,
ofibe Schoodic lakes, or western branch of the river.

From these considerations, and those which precede
them, the inevitable conclusion is, that there is not a
shadow of support for the continually repeated assump- 84tion of Mr. Wilkinson, and others, on the part of New
Brunswick, that the position of the western boundary
line of that Province is still unsettled and should now
be established according to one of the nany descriptions
in the several private grants, formerly made of the same
section of the country, the particular private grant, to
which they now refer, having been rendered void and
non-existent for more than two centuries.

It can hardly be necessary to follow Mr. Wilkinson Page4, e rq.
throughout his argument concerning the position of the I
southern boundary of Canada, that subject having al-
ready been considered at length in this Report.

A brief review, however, of some of the nost promi-
neut grounds adduced in support of the conclusions
adopted by him, may not be out of place, as it is the
only instance where the semblance of argument bas
been attempted, on behalf of New Brunswick, in defence
of lier extended claims.

Mr. Wilkinson's main grounds of argument consist
in the assumption that Great Britain had tacitly or
directly admitted that the boundary of the Quebec act
was, as asserted by die Americans, along the northern
range of iighlands : that a " document, reported to
" have been recently found in Paris, relating to the
" lino of the treaty of 1783," more than corroborated
that view of the question, and, lastly, that a striking
consequence of the above exposition was, that the
north-west angle of Nova Scotia, named in the treaty
of 1783, would exactly coincide with that specified in
the original American proposition at the commencement
of the negotiations, that is to say, at the source of the
river Saint John.

Upon this curious foundation does Mr. Wilkinson
propose to establish a territorial claim on behalf of New
Brunswick.

The assumption that Great Britain lad admitted, in-
directly or otherwise, that the descriptions in the Pro-
clamation of 1763 and the Quebec Act, might apply to
tie northern range of highlands, extending from Cape
Rosiers to the westward, is utterly unfounded and can
easily be disproved.

I lhavc added a colunin, showing the convergence of meri-
dians fron the Schoodic lakes to Ite river Saint John, and
another containing the reduced distance at the latter point.

Great Britain, therefore, never denied the cinidonce
of the line she claimd against the United States with
tlie corresponding part of that which s!he Iad former
delined for the soitiliern line of' Canada, althouggli, at
One periil of the il isussions coicerning the Amnerican
iioundary, she objected to the arguments purporling to

hi IfOuIInd i oIî'un sil ut'h coinicidenciî*e Ori identity of' the t wo
linîes us irrelevant, on ihc ground, as before observed,
tlat the treaty of 1783 was iiitended to he construed
percnptorily, without rfeirencu tu uther authority.

But, on acquiring a more perfet knowledge of the
fiatures of the coun t ry, the Royal coinmiss ioers, cim-
played on Itle same boiindiary qustioin, fully provedt, in
their % aluable anl practiral Report, that thtic boun dary
Of tle Proclaiination and Quebec Act passted altogether
io the sonti of the Ristiguche river, andl that the line
vhich ough, îler thle tre a t y,to liave been tlie northern
boiundliry of part tif the United Stites, vas iditical
with a suction u the southerni boundary ot' Caiiadt.î

It Cannot he necessary to follow Mr. Wilkinson's
argument ansy further. It lias bien shown that New'
Briinswick cannuot he male to ex-tend to the westwarid
of tlhe toeridianî of the source of hie Saint Croix river.

It has also bcI sllownl that New Brunswick vannot
extend to the nirthwaid o the highland range proceed-
ing froi tlic haid of tlie Baie des Chaleurs to thel
sources of tle Connecticut rh er ; and it caiiot hle
necessary t enter into ain argument to prove tliat l the
C docuient reporled to have beenî tbunid in ,

whether existent ori Ioii-existeIIt, can constitnte no
authority for construing thm descmriptions in the Royal
Proclamation and tie Quelec AiL.

''lie various bounr lines proposed by Mr. Vilkin-
son as conventional boundies, or iimes of convenience,
having been su' d onii thm he asumed, but errniieou'
ground, that the louiidav btween Canada and New
Brunswick would pas along the imun northern range
of highlands, it is of course unnecessarv t enter into a
consideration of iteir inerits. Ciiiada chuinms no co
veitional bounidary, no line of comenience : She
merely asks t o pt in oissession of the lauds con-
tained within lier dehlned Iuiits.

AppendixThere is one succeeding statement of, local reference, i3untained in Mr Wrilkinson's Report, which deserves
particular consideration and is theLreforec given in his'
own iwds, viz:-. 9

"I From the close proxinity of the navigale waters
of the upper Saint John to thsu of tieSaint Law-

" rence, iL is inevitable hat ii a tew vears the whole
ofthat region will bu supplied with imported neces-
saries fromi tie Saint Lawrence. Such is he great
advantage of the downwarîd, as compurei with he
" pward navigation ofthe Saiti Jolii, tiat it can hardly

" bu foresen tu wliat extent the more advaitageous
rtraie iay eveiitually prevail."

This statement is, no doubt strictly correct, but tlie
very singular infurence drawn therefron, by Mr.
Wilkinson is, tLat istead of cutting off nly that pour-
tion of Canau, by any une of the airbitrary boundary
lines suggested by imiu, the whole of the eastern part
of the Province, up to the south shore of the Saint
Lawrence, ought tu bu annexed en bloc tu New Bruns-
wick, so far to the westward as to include the Port of
River dui Loup within thei Latter Province.

Comment un sucl a proposition is wholly unneces-
sary. It is indeed peiftetly, obviîous that ttîe original
boundaries given by Great Britain, in 1763, tu Canada
anid Nova Scutia, vere not decided upon witlhout due
coinsideraîtion in respect to deir positions, and the very
stateinent given bîy Mr. Wilkinson is, perhaps, ais strong
an argument as cain be adduced against the proprietý
or ex peiency, to say nothing ofl tlie justice, of now
substitutifng a iw anid arbitrary boundiry in the place
of the ancient une, for ite puii rpose of aggrandizing
New Briiiswick and tieireby depriving Ciiaida of ter-
ritory guaranteed to lier by the iost solemni acts of' the
imiperial government.

EXTRACT FIRST.

(DaWed Fredericlon, N. B, 801t Setlember, 1842.)

* * * * " Besides ue ordinary objections tu a"river boundary, the Ristigouche would thus consti-
" tute a very iiconvenient frontier ietveen Canada

and Ne w Brunswick, anid, recuirring to the natural
" principal of the boundary settlement of 1783, that of

a line along the highlands dividilig the waters flow-
ing in opposite directions, I ain inied to think that
the mlost eligible line if separation betweei the two

" Provinces, would be a direct one, fron the Saint
Francis to the lieights which formed the limits of flic

"I A merican claims, and which theOir surveyors explor-ed in the last year, and aloig hoise heights to the
" castward.

The intersection, by such a lino, (tf the streams in
" the highlands is of little consequence ; but whcni

they descend and become navigable it is manifest that
iii a new country, accessible only thlrough its rivers,
a tine either intersecting or dividing the rivers
and their tributaries is calculaited to produce a con-
flict of jurisdiction, and for a time, the uccupation of
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" the intermediate territory by a lawless population.
" To prevent le disputes arising fron those causes

was obviously thc intention of the negotiators of 1783,
" and, a departure from the principle adopted by them

was the occasion of the disputes nuw halppily termi-
" nated»

EXTRA.CT SECOND.

(Dated Fredericton, N. B. 141h November, 1843.)

" I regret that it is impracticable to reconcile the
views of the two proyincial governments ; but, as a

" decided opinion is here entertained that Canada pos-
sesses no claim bwhatever to any territory south of lier

" southern boundary, as defined in the Quebec Act, by
" the range of hills extending westward from the lead
" of the Baie des Chaleurs, and there being in fact no
" other fine of hills northward of the Saint John, which
" could by any possibility constitute lier southern boun-
" dary, tlie intermediate territory in question, which

was claimed by the Americans, necessarily reverteil
" t this Province when that claim was relinquishcd

.by the treaty of' Washington."

In the first of (he foregoing extracts it may be seen
thet His Excellency bas neither cited nor made the
slightest allusion to the Royal Proclamation of 1763
nor the Quebec Act of 1774, which, nevertheless, are
the only legitimate autiorities to be referred to in de-
termining the originial position assigned to the southern
boundary of Caiida.

The treaty of Paris, of 1783, is, however, adverted
to in relation to certain descriptions (these descriptions
being also contained in the legitimate authorities before
mentiotied and not cited by Ilis Excellency) although
thattreaty, since the settlement, in 1798, of the dillicul-
tics concerning the identity of the river Saint Croix,
can have no possible reference te any further question
of boundary in which New Brunswick lias any, or the
least participation, the American territory therein des-
cribed, being terminated on tlie east by the sanie lino
of boinlary which constitutes the western limit of
New Brunswick.

In thus avoiding any allusion to the proper authori-
tics for determining the true bounidary, Ilis Excellen-
c*v t the same time proposes an entirely new Une, and
adds, in support and explanation of his proposition, the
two following staterents, viz.

lst.-That ·the Ristigouclie river (stipposing the
Tomkisuiac river lu lie adopted instead of the upper part
of the Ristigouclie) woild constitute a very inconvenient
frontier betwoen Canada and New Brunswick.

2nd.-That Il is Excellency was " inclined to think
" that the most eligible line of sclaration between the
" two Provinces, would b a direct one from the Saint
" Francis to the heiglits whiclh formed the limit of the
" American claims, and along those heiglts to the
"c eastward."

l'âe 4, ci q. The statement concerning the Ristigouche will not
"be controvertedi on the part of Canada; on tihe con-

trary, instend of contending that the Ristigouche ought
te o tl boundary, Canada denies the right of New
Brunswick to any territory whatever which is washed
by that stream or any of its tributaries, and claims for
lierself lands lying immediately to the south of it, to
the extent of about 2,340,000 acres, as belonging te
lier according to the limits respectively assigned the
two Provinces, 81 years ago, by the British govern-
ment.

Appendix
The other proposed lino of boundary which lis Ex- 3

collency was inclined to think would be the most
eligible for dividing fhe Province, is not the lin assign-
cd by Great Britain for that purpose. The western
part, as described by His Excellency, is about 60 miles
to the west of the western limit of New Brunswick, and
nearly 120 miles to the north of the true southern
boundary lino of Canada.

It may be remarked that His Excellency bas only
given a partial description of this line, as he merely
states dat it should proceed along certain leighis " o
" the eastward," leaving us entirely in the dark as to
the point intended for ils eastern termination.

ILt appears highly probable that His Excellency in-
tended his own statement and Dr. Gesner's Report to
be considered as parts of the same document, as they
were both forwarded to ler Majesty's Secretary of
State for the Colonies at the same time.

On this supposition the descriptions of the lines so
respectively proposedl for thp northern boundary of New
Brunswick, are complete, which they are not if either
description be taken by itself, for, His Excellency's
proposed lino, extending from the Saint Fràncis to cer-
tain heights I and along those heights to the cast-

ward," and Dr. Gesner's proposed lino extending
"from Cape Rosier " along the same heights, if pro-
longed, must inevitably meet, and the two would thon
form one continuous lino from the gulf of Saint Law-
rence to the river Saint Francis.

The absurdity of claiming, as a matter of righlt, that
New Brunswick should now have such additions made
to her limits, from Canadian territory, lias already been
fully shown in other parts of this Report.

If the government of New Brunswick, in this ins-
tance, had recognised the limits assigned to tlit Pro-
vince by Royal authority in 1763, and had now applied
to the same authority to enlarge those limits, and by
doing so to reduce the extent of Canada (which was
also defined in ils limits in the saine year and by the
saine authority, those limits being afterwards confirmed
by a statute of tlie inperial Parliamont) thon indeed
would such claims have come before the British govern-
ment in their true and proper light.

But the case is widely difflßrent when, as in tait un-
der consideration, no recognition, no mention, nor ever
the slightest allusion is made on the part of New
Brunswick to any delined and pre-existing rights of
either Province, while, at the same lime, the imperial
(overniment is called upon to cut off several millions
of acres from Canada and to annex the same to the
Province of New Brunswick.

It may possibly be alleged that New Brunswick
being a much smaller Province than Canada, it would
bc no more than reasonable that the territory of the
former should be increased by the annexation of
the adjoining parts of the latter Province. To thuis it
may be replied thiat. the principle of equalization can
only bo acted upon when it is not imcompatible with
vested and acknowledged rights, and, that Canada might
with equal justice be called upon te surrender a portion
of lier revenues to the Province of New Brunswick,
and it is certain that the direct concession of her terri-
tory, by adopting the lino of boundary from Cape Ro-
sier to the westward, would involve the indirect ces-
sion of the latter aiso.

li. .e foregoing review of the varions and discordant
territorial ciiuims, niade on beailf 'of New Brunswick,
we find tut suci clains have been brouglt forward in
nost cases without ihe sliglhtest attempt to prove their
validit,-the inere aîssertion of, private opinion consti-
tuting no argument i ileir suppuit.

We also find thlat in one insuilated case, where re-
fvrenlce to authorties wis attemnpted in support orf the
sid claims, tlie result of lite attempt only served to
slhow, more clearly, thas those caims were at variance
witlh every legitimate atithority, and wholly destitute
of' any solid foundation.

It is certainily a curious fact that wliie thus pertina-
cimuslv insistiog on supposed claims, of the nature in
quesion, tlie svral parties, employed for that purpose
on behalf of Nhw Brunswick, should be unable to
agrec in relation to tlie nature and extent of those
cluirms, and should entirely fail ii adducing any au-
thority giving them even the color of validity.

It cannot be supposed that these considerations have
esciped lie observation of the authorities ii New
Bruniswick, aid, notwitlstanding the lotoe of conti-
lente w iti whtich i t of thlat Province
have been broughit forward, it is evident tiat they are
still v irtiuaIly iue fi ned, and, unless abaiidoned alto-
gether, must uii ma tely resolve theinselves ito a caim
for a new, arbitrary and purely conveitional boun-
dary.

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On another occasion, in debates in the legislative
couricil, a memnber of that body stated that " lie for

IL is clear that no public act or deed of a colonial de-
pendency, iilthough asseited to or performed in the naine
of the Sovereign, can supersede the act of the mnetropoli-
tan State, urless express authoritv has been delegated
by the latter for that special purpose.

As there las never been any act of Great Britain,
authorizing the Provincial government of New Bruns-
vick to remrove and exteid Ilhe orignal limits assigned

that Province, it is ovident that in extending lier grants,
and attempting ta push ber civil jurisdiction beyond
those imnits, she hias done nothing which can annul or
impair the force of the Royal proclamation of 1763;
the imperial Act of 1774, and tIre description of the
boundaries of Nova Scotia as given in the Governor's
Commission in 1763, and since continued in the same
descriptive language up to the present time.

IL will also be apparent that (even admitting for the
sake of argument tat a possession sanctioned by an au-
thority infirior to the Crown and parliainent, could
give a title to any of the territory in question) New
Brunswick caninot found even a colorable claim to any
part of that territory, on the ground of possession,-
when te subject is examined with reference to the
facts, shewing the extent and relative periods of similar
but adverse possessions, on the pairt of Canada.

To render the present state of the relations between
Canada and New Brunswick as intelligible as possible,
it may be well briefly ta recapitulate and reviCw the
proceedings formerly adopted by the two Provincial
governments, in relation to the boundary fine, and,
also the facts connected with their respective territorial
claims, and actual periods of possession or exercise of
jurisdiction.

n tL, Il has already been siewn that in public Acts of New
Non,,a G. Brunswick in 1785 and 1786, the position of the south-

ri,crn boundary of the Province of Qurebec is rOcognised
Vc imil 20. as extending westerly and south-westwardly from the

Baie bs Chaleurs.

A pvndix, No. Ab'nut the sarne time doubts began to be raised, by
individuals in that Province, in regard to the position of
flic saine bounrtirv, and, in July 1787, the respective
governnents of Qurebec and New Brunswick appointed
persons ta repair to the Grand Falls of the Saint
John, to meet there for the purpose of then settling the
bourdary lino between the two Provinces.

Mr. Sproule, the Surveyor General of New Bruns-
wick, was appointed for this service on behalf of tiat
Province, and Mr. John Holland, accompanied by Mr.
Finlay, was deputed on the part of Quebec.

npKiîdix, No. The respective parties met, not at the Grand Falls,
as directed in their instructions, but in the Acadian set-
tlemnent, opposite Madawaska. Mr. Sproule, who hîad
passed the place appointed for their meeting, stating
that ie conceived hs vaiting for the gentleman from
Canada ta be totally unnecessary, and that he was
tien on his way to the carrying place, between the
river Saint Lawrence and Lake Temiscouata, as it wns
tiere (according ta his idea) that the boundary ouglit
to bc fixed.

On the other hand, Mr. tiolland and Mr. Finlay
maintained that the heights of land extended from the

Baie des Chaleurs to the river Saint John, and would
strike it at or near the Grand Falls, to ascertain which,
and more positively determine the situation, and ex-
plore the face of the country, tley requested Mr.
Sproule to return with them to the Grand Falls.
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This lie refused to do, saying that his previously
conceived opinions were unalterable, and lie was bound
to observe General Carletor's (the Lieutenant Gover-
nor's) instructions which were that he should be go-
verned by the Quebec Act " which determines that
" boundary to take the liîghlands which divide those ApyndixNo.
" waters that empty themselves into the river Saintu2

" Lawrence from those which faill into the Atlantic
" Ocean.* "

Mr. Sproule accordingly departed, continuing his
way to lie Temiscouata Portage, while the other party
vent to the Grand Falls.

Thus terminated the first attempt to trace the boun-
dary line, between Canada and New Brunswick, on the
face of the country.

On examining the proceedings adopted on behalif of
New Brunswick, even at (bat comparatively remote
period, for the evident purpose of avoiding or evading an
examinaf on of the part of the country where the boun-
dary line rnust of necessity have passed, we have to
regret lhnt no evidence is thence inferable, warranting
the belief that it was then the intention of the authori-
ties of New Brunswick to allow the position of the
flne, described in the Proclamation of 1763 and the
Quebec Act, to be brought to the test of a practical
survey.

The instructions of the Lieutenant-Governor to Mr.
Sproule contained an assumed interpretation of the
language used in the descriptions of the southern boun-
dary o Quebec, this assumed interpretation introducing
limitations not contained in the description, and
carrying on its face the stamp of being incorrect and
insusceptible of ary practical application. For the
descriptions above referred to, do not assume, or render
it necessary, that the highlands specifically described
should actually extend up to tie Baie les Chaleurs,
and if there was to be any indefinite space where the
Line had to be extended by inference or from collateral
authority, how could the Lieutenant-Governor be justi-
fied in atirming without examination, that the boundary
between the two Provinces passed along the particular
range of highlands ?-It was obviously impossible that
bis assumed interpretation could be the truc one, and
yet, under these instructions, Mr. Sproule went still
further and refused to co-operate in an examination of
the country adjoining the hend of the Baie des Chaleurs,
to which it was positively and indisputably neccssary
that the bouidary should extend.

The only course whiclh he wourld consent to adopt
was that of proceeding to place the boundary at the
Temisconata Portage, a pont situated more than 50
miles outside of the possible linits of New Brunswick,
it being so far toi the west of the meridian of any one of
the sources of the Saint Croix.

The above proceedings have, been often referred to
on the part of New Brunswick, as furnishing evidence
of the existence of insurmountable difficulties in the
way of tracing the boundary line according to thé
original descriptions given of it by the Crown and

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Licenses to cut timber in diffierent parts of the terri-
tory, lying between ih Mh dawaska, Saint Francis and

~ Sait John's rivers, had been granted to di-irent indi-
• viduats by the goverrunent of Canada. The authorities

of New Brunswick refused to suffer the timber, taken
by virtue of such licenses, to pass througlh tut Pro-
vince until ic full price of the timuber was again paid
to tleir own govertunelnt.

To these terms the purchasers were obliged to sub-
mit, or to suller the entire forfeiture of their timber.
But this was not ail the loss to which they were sub-
jected by the New Brunswick governmeunt. They
wcrc treated as olfenders against the laws of that Pror
viince and inade to pay fines or penalties, exceeding the
first cost of the tihber, as sold by the governunent of
Canada. *l

A1ppendit, No. It will now be shown that this indirect assurption of
a i territorial riglt on the part of New Bruiswick, was

male in violiion of the positively expressed cominands
of the imperiali goveriimeit, and ià tle face of a valid
and uninterrupted exercise of jurisdiction over the saime
territory, on the part of Canada, from the time of tic
first settleets or grants made, in tlhat part of the
country, by the governient of France.

In tie sane confidential despatch it was also stated
that it was " advisable for the governîment of Lower
I Canada to maintain and exercise its jurisdiction
" over the lake Terniscouata and the river Madawaska
" quite down to the aforesaid grant, to Simon Hébert,
" at its mouth. "

It has been alleged, ii. relation to the passage above
copied fron Sir George Murray's despatch, that the
limits of jurisdiction, to be maintained by Canada as
therein described, were onîly intended to include the
lako Temiscouata and the river Madawaska, with thel
shores in their immediate vicinity.

It can easily be shown that ic text does not admit
of so limited a construction.

la the same sentence of the ldespatch where the limit
of Canadian jurisdiction are so defined, are added th(
words " which wili include the whole fie( f f Mada.
waska ;" an unequivocal expression, showing ckiarly
that it vas not flic waters and shores of a lake and r vee
atone which were to romain under Canadian jurisdic
tion.

It may be asked to what distance was it then intend
ed that the territory, remaining within the jurisdictio,
of Canada, should extend back from the waters of laki
Teniscouata and of the river Madawaska ?

mi Crown lands, as well as iii tie granîed fief oi Mado-
vaska.

It thenco appears that New Brunswick has never
cquired any right of jurisdiction over the territory
îorth of the settlements along flic Saint John, while, oii
lie other hand, aIl th other settlemnents in .the sane
erritory have rermaiied uninterruptedly under the ju-
risdiction of Canada.

In the first statement on the part of Greit Britain of Appendit, a w.
lhe disputed points under thie fifth article of the treaty e'*
of Glenît, it is maintained, thatf the fief Madawaska
ilways forined a part of Canada, whether held by
France of Great Britain ; that it could not have beei
originally considered au un iîubted 1 .rtion of Canî da,
totally disunited from that Province, and, that Great
Britain was warranted in the conclusion that ftle
whole tract of country in which the fief lies, wis
always considered and treated by file authorities of Ca-
nada as an intiegral portion of that Province.

This statenent, made on behialf of Great Britain, is A
specially refered to in ic confidential despatch of Sir
George Murray, and it is particularly stated therein
tHat the exercise of Canadian jurisdiction, then delined,
was necessary, that the conduct of Great Brilain
might be consistent with her arguments.

As, in her said arguments, Great Britain had assumed:
that Madawaska was not an insuiited tract of Canadian
territory, it is imposible to suppose that she would make
it such,in the very step taken.by lier for rendering her ar-
gument andconduct consistent with caci other, ani, we
cone to the inevitable conclusion, which is indeed the
onily possible construction. of the language used in the
despatch, that the jurisdiction assigned to Canada, as
therein contemplated, embraced " the whole tract of A
country," in whiclh the fief Madawaskma lies, down to 29,
thie mîouth of the river of the saine name, and terminat-
ing on the settiements along th shore of the main
r:ver Saint John, where it liad been befôre proved,
on the trial of John Baker, that the Province of New
Brunswick actually oxercised jurisdiction.

With the ahove facts in view, and remembering that the
Province of New Brunswick as a colonial dependency,
can possess na potoersfor assumingforcibly a pos-
session, aIieady vested in another Province, we çan
hardly imagine proceedings so arbitrary and unsup-
ported by even a colour of right, as'those of New Bruns-
wick, with regard ta the timber liconses, which, had they
been adopted by any foreigri state under the pretence
ai possessing claims, similar ta those set up by New
Brunswick, could only have been considered as acts of
unauthorized aggression, at variance with the recognized
laws of nations.

This reply, precisly such as might have been an- (B

ticipated from a British Statesman, is sufficient of itself
to show, conclusively, that the undue partiality of the
hone government, alleged in New Brunswick to 1
exist, in favor of that Province, bas, in fact, no exis-
tence whatever, except in the imagination of ber par-
tizans.

It is pa inful te be under the necessity of pursuing the
investigation of adverse and conflicting claims ofthis
nature, in any case, but particularly so wien they arise
between sister colonies, inhabited by fellow subjects,
owing allegiance to the same common Sovereign.

But Canada lias foo long remained passive in the
prescrit case, and rights, vested in lier by the parent
state, have been invided and encroaclhed upon, almost
without remonstrance un lier part.

In settlenents and territories, over which she had
exercised an unquestioned jurisdiction for maiy years,
a jurisdiction lias been arbitrarily and unauthorisedly
assimedi bv New Brunswick ; large tracts of the un-
appropriated, but legitiimiate territory of Canada, have
aiso, in like inrnner, been taken possession of by New
Bru nswick, and have been, and still are, retairied in the
possession of that Province.

Finally, after britnging forward various alleged
claims to sections of the Canadian territory, lyîng be-
yond lier ownl possible limits, and without awaiting the
decisioi of Her Majesty's government thereupon, she
has, in the entire absence of any riglt, as a colony, so
to dlo, mndirectly taken upon lber3elf forcibly to exercise
possessoryrightsin that territory,byseizingitil thetimber,
cut thereiin underthe authortityal Canada, and by punibh-
inîg with leavy fines, the persons who lad acted under
sucli authbority, the possession of the same territory
havinîg (as before observed) been ieretofore, from the
first settlement of the country, vested in die goveru-
ment of Canada.

This Province recognie'cs no riglit or power, vested
in theso colonies by Great Britain, which can autho-
rize the interference of one Province with any existing
riglits or actual exorcise of jurisdiction of the othrer,
eveu if the validity thereof be a disputed question.

Such power, it is coitended by Canada, cain lice
vested only in the inperial gomeriiinetit.

To that authority Canada confidently appeals, not
doibting that ilie residue f lier southern boundary line,

îfroin the head of tIhe Baie des Chaleurs to tie western
boundary of New Brunswick, as tihe latter was finally
settled by the treaty of Washington, vill be establislcd
according to the position nssigned it by the Royal
Proclimation of 1763, anti the Act of tIre Imperial
Parlianent comnionly called the " Quebec Act," and,
that sie will be duly reinstated in the full possession of
all parts of the included territory.

Ex/ractfron tire Treaty of Anity, Commerce and
Navigatioi between lis Britannic Mjesty and
the United States of Almerica signed at London
the 19th day of November, 1794.

Article 5th.-" Whereas doubts have arisen what
river was truly intentcd under the name of the river
Sainte Croix, tmeitionied in the said treaty of peace,
imd firming a part of tire boundary therein described,
niat question shail be referred to the final decision of
Connissioîners, to be appointed in the following
nanner, viz

" One Cominissioner shall be named byllis Majesty,
and one by tie President of the United States, by and

vithj the advice and consent of the sonate thereof, and
tie said two Commissioners shill agree on the choice
of a third : or, if they cannot so agree, they shall each
propose one person ; and of tie two names so proposed,
One siill be drawn by lot in tire preserce of the two
original Conimissioners: and the threc Commissioners
si aippointed shali bo sworr impartially to examine
nind iecide tie said question according to such evidence
as shail respectively bo laid before them on the part of
the 3ritish goverrnment and of the United States. The
said Commissioners shali meet at liliflax and shall
have power to adjourni tu such other place or places as
thev shall think fit. Tiey shall have power to appoint
a Sueretarv and to employ suchr surveyors or other
persons aÎ they siali judge necessary. The aid Com-
missionrers sihili, by a declaration under their hands
and seais, decide what river is tire river Sainte
Croix irxtented hy the treaty. The said declaration
shali contain a description of tire said river, and shall
particularize tie latitude and longitude of its mouth
and af its source. Duplicates of this deciaration, and of
the statenents of tieir accounts and of the journal of
their proceedings, shall be delivered by them to the
agent of i-is Maijesty and to the agent of the United
States, who may be respetively appointed and autho-
rized to manage the business on bohalfof the respectivie
governments. And both parties agree to consider suchr
udecimion as fnal and canclusive, so as thrit the same
shall never threrearfter be called into question, or marde
the subject of dispute or difference between them. "

N. B.-An explanatory article ivas afierwards
adled to this treatv, declaring tiat the decision of the
Commissionners should bc permanently binding on the
two governnments, respecting the place ascertained and
describel to be the source of tie river Sainte Croix,
and also dispensing vith their particularizing the
geographical position of the same.

1preiude Al rontention amottnng individual claimnants, as
it seens thait the Schoodic and its northern brandi
boiind te grants of lands which have been made by the
respective adlining gttvernnte'ts. I have beeni thts

particular fi the history tf fite decisioni with regard to
the river Sainte Croix, wlih i was a matter of notoriety
at the lime, and it is renstioiable t suppose may ie

sbstantiated biy documents hi lthe hrds of tihose ofii-
cially connected witi the transactiona, because the
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writers in the State of Maine, ;ri a spirit by no means
liberal or maglaim>ous, speak of it as one in which an
advantage was obtained over the United States, anl

1844, made a merit or the State of Maine and lassachusetts
having quietly submieLtd tgo it ; wlereas if national
controversies are to bc weigrhed in the same narrow
scale as the disputes ofobstinate litigiits in a municipal
court, the adilvanlltaîge maîy be lair ly said to lie n th i
part ofthe Untited States, for it appears to me dat the
course pursued by the Comnissiners uelr the treaty
of 179.1, with regard ic source of the S.initte Croix, is
ciearly erroneous, upon the principîlve which established
the river itself to bc tUe true Sainte CronK.

" That principle is slortly this: the river SaintcCroIix
intended in ithe treaty of 1 783, is a river, a due nîorth line
fromt the soure of wihici, formsnw one side if the north-
west acngle of Nova Scotia, a nd therefore was a part of
the western lboundary of that Prov ince. 'lie river which
wasa part oftie western boutndlary of' Nova Scotia, isfte
river intended bv thoname of tUe Sainte Croix in the
original erection of that Province 1», by the grant of
King James the ist to Sir W ilionun A leand er in the
vear 1621, and iii that grant dctrihed tUus :--" The
" river commonly called b y tie naine (If the Sainte

Croix, atnd to (ie no1st ruemote spriing or foiintain fro m
"the, wuetern part oft' ic same, whichl first miingles itself
" with theaforesaid river." The river thus described ii
this grant to Sir William Aleumder is the river called
Saiinte Croix, by the irst French Vvyagrs tiimr, ii the
year 1604. Tie particular and minute iescription
givel bv these voyagers or tic river wiichi thev callel
Sainte Croix, and especially of a small ishnd in the
mouth of tiat river, on which tl'y vintered, corres-
pond cexactly w ith Uie river Scioodic ; and a small
isind iii tlic iouth f thiat river, a short dis anc
above Saint Andrews, cal l b tle French Isle Sainte
Cruoixy, since c-alled oilne or Diocea 's Ishmdti, on wih l
island were fotuiil ii fite year 1799, and probably exist
tg the present day, indubitable traces of the habi tations
descrihed w ith such minute particuliarity by the Frenchi
historians of the voyage of 1604 , anti the description
of these historians viii correspuond with no otier river
or island in that neigihbourhond. The river Schond ic
is therefore the river inîtenlel in the grant to Sir Wil-
liam Alexander, as a wester bounlary of Nova Scotia ;
anîd if so, by the descriptioni ic te grant, siotild be
olowetd as a huiîîniiary to its most weMternl source or

spring, which acordiniig to tie principle woiulci be tle
true boundtary of the treaty of' 1783. But uas n measure
of accomoinidciation suggested by the person t whon
the minagement of this matter was cntrusted by the
United Siates, and acquiesced in by ail the parties, Uic
souirce of theSainteCroix was fixed at a point on a menri-
diai several miles to the eastwardlof the source desig-
na4ed in the original declaratioi of the western boun-
dary of' Nova Seltia ; and is, therefore, in so far at
advaitage to the United States. Now, i cmnot think
that this desigatitioti of the source of the river Sainte
Croix, by the Comnissioners under the 5th article of
the treity of 1794, cai bu defeiidol ipon the pîrinciples
which1i must demonstrably have governed their decision.
And Ilis Majesty's subjects in this quarter would bc
weli justified in compluining of it, if it had not been
yielded Io, for the purpose of preventing a more tnfa.-
vorable result, according to the original decision of fite
umpire in the selection of a point lying on a meridian
lino several miles further to the eastVard, as the source
of the river, and if its efect on the interior boundary
were of material moment. But the fact is, that if
the most western source of the Shoodiec hnd been de-
cidetd te be the source of the Sainte Croix under
the trenaty, it would have carrie:d the lino running due
north from thatt point, ony about ton miles ,further to
the xestward, and if the river Saint John is to be

crossed by titis due northî line, accordling to the claim Appendix
c (B.)

set up by de Aimericiais, iii the controversy nuxw sub-
sstiing, suci line, froi the mncost western source of the '184
Sclu.dic,would lave crossed the Saint John about four-
teen miles above the Great Falls; ani as to its perni-
cious operation as al bouidary woutild iotî varv substan-
tially from a north line ruiiuiing froin the monument at
tie source of the Ciepcutiuiticook.

But, say the Atmerican writers, the Sainte Croix
itntended by ic treaty of 1783, is not the Sainte Croix
of Sir William Alexaunder's grant in 1621, nor tie
Sa inte Croix so named by ic Sieur De Monts. in 1604,
buit tle river marked by the nime on Mitchell's map,
which mapi wals before tie Coinmissioniers who negoci-
ated the teaty of ieace iii 1783, and the river marked
on tHuit map, as the Sainte Croix, is the next great
i iver westward of the Saint John, and is ceanrly the
Mgagautadavic.

" This map of Mitchell was publisied in the year
1755, prior to the erelion of the Province of Quebec,
and ic introduction of liighilaiIs as a noriern bounda ry
tif these seaboarl Provinces, in the yetir 1763. This
map lis it regards the Bay of' Passamaquidy, and the
rivers issuing into it, is evidentiv erroncous and imper-
feet ; so much so that I vill conidenîtly assert that not
one t the rivers, or the islails of this bay, would be
kniown with certainty from a cumparison of tihe deline-
ation of them in the map), witl the natural objects as
thev exist. But there is a characteristic of the river,
which Ihe compiler of this map cails he Sdint Croix,
not to bc mist.aken, andi that is a line of boundary trac-
ed along tle western side of the river, and Lite laike at
the source tif the river, and ailong the northerly side of
the lake, to the most northern part of it, and lience in
a north course te a smail river, the Saint Barnabas,
emptying into the Saint Lawrence, on one side of each
line hie country is called New England, and on the
other Nova Scotia. Now, in the grant of 1621 to Sir
William Alexander, the boundary of Nova Scotia is
contintied from the source of the Sainte Croix, as beore
quoted, by an imaginary tlirect line which may be
conceived te go over the lantd, or run towards tie north
to the nearest bay, river or spring, discharging itself
into the great river of Canada. There can be Lio
doubt then, thiat the boundarv line thus traced on
Mitcelei's map, indicates wiat was at the time esteem-
ed to be the boudilary of Nova Scotia, from the mouthi
of ic Sainte Croix to the Saint Lawrence ; and this
boundary is the bountidary described in Sir Williatn
Alexanler's grant. If then, the river called Sainte
Croix in Sir William Alexander's grant is the river su
called by the French in 1604, and this river is
demonstrablv, unless the face of nature be changed, the
Schoodic ; the proof is perfect thlat the Schoodic is the
river intended by the name of Sainte Croix in Mit.
chell's map.

It is worthy of remark also, that there is a river
marked on titis map on the castern side of Passama-
quoddy bay probably intended for the Magaguadavic,
which it is aiso probable, in consequence of tlie fail
so iear its mouth, had not thon been explored, and so
its size and extent wore net then known.

" Similar considerations might be applied to prove
lat in ail the authentic maps publishel from the lime

(if the original erection of the Province of Nova
Scotia, in 1621, to tlie peace of 1783, hlie river called
Sainte Croix is intendeI te be the river originally
designated as tc westeni boundary of that Province,
under that ntme."
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Extract from the Report of Colonel Richard Z.
Mudge and G. W. Featherstonhaugh, Esquire,'

" We cime now to speak of the treaty of amity,
commerce and navigration with the Uminted Stites,
which directs the mainner in which the river Sainte
Croix is to be identiued. 3y the 5tl article a Commis-
sion wias appointed, consisting of one Coimissionret
from each couitry, with power to choose a third.
The three were to be sworn to decide, according to
evidence,

" What river is the river Sainte Croix intended by
" the treaty ? "

" They were to furnish a description of the river,
and to particularize tie lititude and longitude of its
nouth and source."

4 And their decision was to be " final and conclu-
" sive."

" They had flius two objects to accomplish, one to
identifv the river, the other to fix the latitude and
longitude if ils source. We have already shewn
First, tliat the grant of Nova Scotia in 1621, malde the
westernmost waters of tlie Sainte Croix a part of its
boundary ; Secondly, thut the boundary in the chatrter
of 1691, was uis described :-" The territory calledl
" Acadia or Nova Scotia, and all tlit tract of landl
"lying between the said territories of Nova Scotiii
" and the said Province of Maine ; "l and in another
part of the said charter in these terns :-" The lands
" and hereditaments lying and being in the couniry or
" territory called Acailia or Nova Scotiîa, and all thuose
" lands and lereditaments lying and extending be-
"tween the said countrV or territory of Nova Scotia,
" and the said river of Sagadalhoc or any part thereof."
And thirdly, we have shown that the Congress in 1782
adopted a Report from one of their Comrnmittees which
declared, " Wilh respirt to the boundaries of the
" States, &c., Massachusetts claims uniler the charter
" granted by William and Mary, October, 1691 :" a
declarationi, which, as we have remaiked at page 20,
Mr. John Adams, under oath statei to have received
the sanction of the American Plenipotcntiaries upon
concluding the preliminaries of peace in 1782. " One
" of the American Commissioners," said Mr. Ada ms,

i ut first proposed the river Saint John, as markel on
" Mitclell's maîp, but his collcagues observing iait as
" the river Sainte Croix was the river mentioncd in the
" charter of Massachusetts Bay, t hey couhl not justify

insistîng on the Saint John, as an ultimatum, he
agreed wilh them to adhere to the charter of Massa-
chiusetts 13ay." We have thus a regular recognition

of Massachusetts being bounuded upomn Nova Sconia,
and of the most western waters of the Sainte Croix
forming part of the boundary of Nova Scotia. And
how was the duty of the Commissioners under the
treaty uf 1794 perforned ? Disregîarding cthe obvious
proliriety of choosing the most western source of the 
river, they fixed upon the norlh branch ; and this in'
the face if the most extraordinary evidence against
their proceeding. For the Scoodeag, (Schoodic,)
,which is the known Indian name of the Sainte Croix,
runs from its most western source to its mouth under
the same name of Scoodeag, whilst its northern
branch, wlhiich cornes in at the upper fails, bears the
separate name of Cheputnaticook.

The westernmost sources of the Scoodeag are in a
low flat lake country, consisting of many lakes running
into each other, and hence the Indian name given tLo
that part of the country and to the river, for Scoodeag

'ippendimeans low swamp neadow. Now the very conti-
uuity of its name should have convmnced the Commis-

sioners of the impropriety of deviating from that Une. ~
But the British Commissioner was overruled. le
had, in conjonction witlh the American COmissioner,
chosen an Americai gentleman, upon whose intelli-
gence ind integrity he relied, for the thiril Commission-
ei. This gentlemia was in filet aun umpire to decide
all differences which might arise ; and the American
Commissioner having claimed a stream cailled Maga-
guadavic, lying still furtlier to the east ilan the Cleput-
naticook, to be tie truc Sainte Croix, the British
Commi.ionner coiserted to a compromise, the result of
which was, that although they made a correct decision
as to the idientity of the Sainte Croix, thev pratctically
decided to adopt the north source, as if it had been the
most western source.

lThiat these gentlemen went out of the line oftheir
duty, as prescritbed in the treaty of 1794, is evident;
and much future expense and nisunderstainding would
have been saved if their Report had been restricted to
the identification of the river. This will be seen by
looking >to the map.

"The Saint John like all other large rivers, occupies
(he lowest level of the counti y throughî which il dows,
and holds ius course through a va lly of considerable
breadth, which below Mars Hiil extends in a moditied
manner, some distance to the westward otf the bed of
the river. The nearer a due north line could be
brought to the Suint John, the better the chance was
that it vouhl ru up that valley, whklîlt the further it
lay to the wý,est, the greater was the certainty of its
missing that valley and of ils more speedily meeting
the hiihlaids of the country. And this has in practice
p)roved to be the case ; for the exploratory north line
drawn from the monument, reached nt highhinds until
it caime to Mars Hill, whilst ifithe fine laid started from
its true point, the westernmost waters of the Scoodeag, it
would have reached the "l higlhlands" about twenty five
miles south of Mars 1H1ill, near to the point wlhere thev
separane the Sainte Croix, (a tributary of the Rostuc*)
from the waters of the Meduxnakeag, which flow into
the Saint John."

Report of Colonel -Joseph Bouchette, Surveyor Ge-
7neral of Lower Canada, in relation to a Survey
of iart of the exploratory due north ine from the
Source of the River Sainte Croix, 1817.

" To the Commissioners appointed to settle the Pounda-
ries between His Britannic Ma'esty's Co-
lonies in North America, and the United
States, under the 5th Article of the Treaty
of Ghent."

" In pursuance ta the instructions received from the
Board ofCommissioners, dated Bostun, 11th June,1817,
ordering John J 'hnson, esquire, surveyor general on
behalf of the United States, and myself, as surveyor
getieral appointed on behalf of His Britannic Majestv,
to survev that part of the boundary line between the
dominions of His said Majesty and the United States,
to that point of highlands yung due north from the
source of the river Sainte Croix, and designated in the
treaty of pence of 1783, between the said two powers,
as the north west angle of Nova Scotia ; thence, along
the said highHnds cwhich divide those rivers, that
empty themselves into the river Saint Lawrence, from
those which fallinto the Athntic Ocean te the north
westernmost, head of the Connecticut river, thence
along the middle of that river to'the 45thclegreeofnorth
latitude ;"
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" I accordingly proceeded without delay, to Saint

John, New Brunswick, where 1 was joined by Colin
Campbell, esquire, assistant surveyor, who had, by the
directions of the Honorable Ward Chipman, esquire,
engaged the chain bearers and axemen for the survey-
ing party, the provisions, stores and camp equipage
being also provided, and Mr. Johnson having arrived
on the 3rd. July, we were enabled to set out for Fre-
dericton, in the steamboat, on the 9th., and from
thence continued up the Saint John in batteaux, to the
Meduxnikeag Creek, the place fixed upon as the most
contiguous and convenient f(,r our general depot of
stores and provisions, which were put in charge of
Caiptain R. Smnith, residing there, and who agreed to
furnîislh us with such parts thereof, as would be wanted
from time to time at the line.

" On tle 21st the parties proceoded towards the
monument by the Houlton Town road, vhilst I went
up the creek with the Indians to explore the saine,
and joined the parties on the 23d, three miles into the
Woods, as they vere progressing towards their place
of destination.

" On the 25th arrivéil at the monument at the source
of the Sainte Croix, and establislied our camp on a
rising ground about fiva chains E. S. E. of the line,
whilst Mr. Johnson selected another situation to the
S. W. of it, a short distance from ours.

" From the 2061h to the 31st I was attentively engaged
in taking astronomical observations, and ascertaining
the variation of the magnetic needle. iaving calcu-
lated the transit of Polaris over the ineridian, it proved
tu be an unfivorable and unpropitious time for obser-
vation. I therefore concluded to) determine the varia-
tion by the eastern elongation of Polaris, and found by
successive nights of observation, the variation to be 13
degrees 46-4. W., and 13 degrees 46-0 W., whilst
Mr. Johnson at his camp made the variation by
similar observations, 13 degrees 46-0 W,, and 13
degrees 56-0 W., making a difference betweenî his
latter observations and my own of 9-58, which
afterwards proved to be a difference in the two instru-
ments only ; but the cause fron wlience the difference
arose was not discovered until it wias agreed by Mr.
Jolinson and myself to take joint azimuth observa-
tions.

" In the forenoon of the 31st I went down with Mr.
Johnson, accompanied by the assistant surveyors, to
finally examine the seveial marks and blazes on and
about the old monument, which we found as follows,
namely : a cedar stake af the head of a small stream
marked S. T. xviii. s. T. south five feet tvo iuches
from which is a yellow birch tree, about eight inches
in diameter, lenning to the east, hooped vith] iron, the
easterlv part of the top is out off, and some other old
marks, but no distinct letters ; at the foot of said birclh
lies a cedar log in a N. E. and S. W. direction, lev-
cd on the S. E. side, and marked 1797, SILVANUS
SAWYER ; nine feet south of said birch is a fir
blazed ; 16 fet S. 34 degrees E. of birci is a black
ash blazed ; 16 feet N. 40 degrees W. of hircb, is an
old tedar blazed, which has fallen down ; 13 feet two
inches north of birch is air tree, marked I.Y. 17D7.
November 25th, 18 feet north of bircl is a fir stub,
marked I. C. ; at 29 feet 10 inches north 10 degrees
cast from the birch tree is a black ash tree marked E.
M. 1797 ; 10 feet east of which is a spruce treo mark-
ed T.T. November 25th 1797 ; near which is a cedar
spottei ; about 14 feet east of said birch is a cedar
Iying down, on which is marked Josepli Blackby No-
vember 25th, By an examination'of the number of
strata grown on the treessince the above said ma ks, it
appears they ,ere marker in 1797. in thesafternoon of
the saine day, and in the pfesence of the assistant sur-

veyors,chain bearers and nearly the whole oi both parties,
we erected a new monument, or cedar post, where
the old stake stood, in direction of the lie, ncear the
yellow birch tree, of 12 feet long, and 8 inches square,
hewed, and the t<llowing inscriptions marked thereon;
viz. New Brunswick, July S st, 1817, in one line,on
the east side, Col. Jos, Bouchette, H. B. M. SURV.
GEN. ; on flic iorli side, in one line Var : 13 degrees
51-2 W., by one instrument, and 14 degrees W.
by the other, United States July 31st, 1817, in une
lina on the west side ; antd JOHN JOHNSON, U. S.
SURVEYOR and S. GEN. V. T. on the south side
iti one line; and on aci side thereof were placed
large rocks, about 20 inches diameter, on which was
inscribed N. B. July 31st, 1817, J. B. on the eastern
side ; and U. S. July 31st, 1817, J. J. on the western
side, the whole surrounded by ioaps of stones.

" On the 1st day of August, Mr. Johnson and I met
at ny camp, by appointment, to take azimuth observa-
tions for lie final adjustment of the variation ; and nine
sets of corresponding altitudes having been taken with
every possible degree of care and accuracy on our part,
bya correct and vell graduated theodolite,as construct-
ed by Browning and Rust, London, of 71 inches dia-
meter, fle notius showing 20s., with vertical arc and
telescope, we found the variation t be 13 degrees 51m.
2s., by my instrument, and 14 degrees by the south
end of the needle of that of Mr. Jolnson's, the former
agreeing wilh the mean oif the observations of flic
eastern elongation of Polaris ; the variation of the
magnetic needle was accordingly deternined to bc 13
dlegrees 51m. 2s.W.,nd at the requestof Mr. Johnson,
14 degrees was also inscribed on the boundary post.-
The lino ivas immediately departed for the purpose of
enpiloying the men of each party in cutting lown tie
trces, andi clearinig tle same ; it was also prolonged
some distiaince the next day. On the 4th we com-
menced the actual survev, and departed the meridianal
lina vith Dollond's improved theodolite, with vertical
arc anid telescope, and by staffs an I plummets; Mr.
CampbelP's circuimferenter was also placed uîpon the
lino, and gave the course by the needle, N. 13 degrees
5lin. 2s. e, the course agreed upon, and N. 14
E. by that of Colonel Turner's ; we dieu ex-
tended the line t) flic one and a half mile ridge, open.
ing the saine 10 feet in width, and platiing posts or
stone boundaries at the distance of every mile, marking
the number of miles thereon, wîith N. B., J. B. on
the east side, and U. S., J. J. on tha west.

"' And in conformify fa flic second article of our
instructions, ve gave up the charge of the permanent
line to flic two Assistant Surveyors, with such direc-
tiouis and instructions as were deemed necessary for
their guidance ; thei vent to Houlton Town to make
the previous arrangements for the exploring survey,
leaviig my theodolite in charge of Mr. Campbell, ta
enable him and Col. Turner to continue the line until
they were provided with another.

4 From Parks' field], a fine elevatei situation, and
from vhich the country can be viewed to advantage,
Mr. Johnson and I agreed to taire azimuth observa-
tions, and the bearings ofl the principal range of ligh.
lands extending from Mars HiM t fle Catahalim mutin-
tain, the general course of which is N. N. E. andl S.
S. W. and highly conspicuous, for ifs heighit, and di-
versity of appearance, the land tescenling by graduai
ridges ind slopes towards the Iloulton Tow nsettle-
ments, and producing altogether a lively aid truly pic-
turesque scenery : on flie 18th ve entered the woods,
and commenced on the exploring line froni the 4th
mile post ; dividthillie parties and proceeded on after
passitig H1oufhfon Tnwn,, descended for some time in
lw swampy land, but ascended as we approached the
banks of Meduxnekeag creek, which are high and

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g steep vhiere the lino intersects it ; iis river is ex-

tremely crooked, and in many places very rapid and
shallow, containing numerous islands ; it divides itseltf
into two branches." Three miles est of the line, at
which place there are faIls of 14 feet 9 inches in hieight
and a portage of sixty rods : the settleinents on this:
river, that connect with those on the Houlton road, are
about 4î< miles up the river from the line ; from thence
to the Presqu'Isle river the land generally ascends
gradually until you approach the river; then the as-
cent is conspicuous ; from the sumnit, of the bank, I
had an opportunitv of viewing the face of' the countrv,
from the top of a trce, and discovered Mars Hill, bear-
ing about N. 24 degrmes W., and a range of highlands
stretching ' the S. W. with otier higher, but more
distant objects in the rear ; fron the Presqu'Isle, which
is bounded by high banks, the land rises considerably
but on approaching Mars Ilill, you descend into a kind
of valley, until you again ascend at the river Goose-
quick ; then a most conspicuous ascent presents itsolf
between this and river des Chutes, which seems to ip.
pear as if it was connected with Mars Hlill highlands,
and only descends at the river des Chutes, where \Ve
encamped and took an observation of the transit of Po-
laris over the meridian and found the variation to bc 14
degrees Ib5m. W. From the southern bank of this river,
I hiad again an opportunity of climbing a trec, from thic
top of which I toouk a view of the face of the country,
discovered a conspicuous ridge of highlanils, stretching
in the direction of about N. N. W. and S. S. E. sup -
posed distance eight or nine miles ; took the bearing
of the points thereof; from which ridge we actually
ascended ; and afterwards the land descended, by gra-
dual slopes, towards the river Arestook, where 'we
encamped on a delightful island, nearly connected with
another. which I proposed o Mr. Johnson should bc
called Cominissioners' Islands ; at this place we took
azimuth observations, and the transit of Polaris over
the nieridian, determined the variation to bc 15 degrees
20 W. on the 14th September. Between this river and
thie river Saint John, in the direction of the lino, the
land is extremely high, and more conspicuously so,
between the 69th and 74th mile, which I consider to
he the Great Fail ridge, and like most of the ridges
we have intersected, directs its course towards lie S.
S. W. Intersected the river Saint John on the 28rd
September at the distance of 77 miles 25 chains and
10 links, thon went down to the Great Falls vith our
respective parties; the men, as well as ourselves, were
exhausted by fatigue, and were glad to have an oppor-
tunity of recruiting.

" On the 30th we again proceeded on the lino with
twenty days provisions, from the river Saint John, after
having ascended its banks, and until we reached the 91st
mile, the ascents and descents were not materially con-
spicions, but we vent over several pine ridges, and
through several swamps ; from the 9 lst mile the land
generally ascended until we intersected a large stream,
which we at first tonk to be the Grand river, but
proved after wards to b the river which empties itself
close to the Great Falls on the river Saint John ;
from that river the land generally ascends to the Ris.
tigouche Portage, which we intersected at 97 miles,
32 chains and 80 linkq. This portage leads from the
little Wagarisis, on the Grand river, to the Great
Wagansis on the south branch of the Ristignuche ; it
is extremely crooked, six miles in length, nad its gene.
rai course is N. N. E. and S. S. W. but wliere it was
intersected by the line it bore N. 50 > E. This part
of the country is conspicuously high, and is the summit
of a range of highlands, vhich stretches towards the
S. W. and another branch seems ta detach ilself at no
considerable distance to the west, in a N. W. direction :
the descent at the Wagansis, is steep, and sometimes
descending alternately bv graduai and steep ridges a
distance of 43 chains ; at 99 miles deviated from the

Report qf William P. Odell, Esquire, Surveyor
of New Brunswick enployed on the part of His
Britannic Majesty, in relation to a survey of the
residue of the exploralory due north linefrom the
source of the River Sainte Croix, 1818.

"l On Saturday the 11th July, 1818, I met Mr.
Johnson, the Surveyor on the part of the United States
at Madawaska, from which place, as soon as the no-
cessary arrangements could be completed, we proceed-
ed up the Grand river, a branch of the river Saint
John, ft a portage leading to the Wagansis, and thence
by the Indian Path to the 99th mile tree marked last
year, vhere ve arrived with the provisions and bag-
gage on Monday the 29th. The ground here being
swampy and unfit for observations, Mr. Johnson pro-
posed to continue thline to the Ristigouche, and there
ascertain themagnetic variation. Thiswasaccordingly
agreed to and the line was continued on a course north
16 0 80m. east by magnet to that river, a distance of a
little more than two miles and a half ; here, by a mean
of the observations made by me, the magnetic varia-
tion was found to be 16 0 19m. 56s.,and by Mr. Johnson
16 0 20m. west. The instrument for running the lino
(a circumferenter belonging ta Mr. Johnson) vas
therefore fixed agreeably ta this variation, and the ex.
ploring lino commenced on a course north 16 I 20
east by the Magnet. From the 99th mile tree to the
Restigouche, the land, with the exception of a few in-
significant rises near the river, is low, fdat and swampy,
and chietly covered with spruce and codar.

" The river Restigouche vas intersected by the line
about two miles below the mouth of the Wagansis, at
which place it is 80 links wide, and is navigable for
loaded canoes, its course down stream, is northerly for
a short distance, and afterwards nearly north east.
From the mouth of the Wagansis, the course of the
Restigouche, up stream, is north-westerly, and from its
size, depth of water and current, its sources must be
considerably distant.

" At the distance of about 12 miles fromRestigouche,
we met vith a stream, which was supposed by some
French men, who were employed as labourers, ta be
wlat is called the Petite Fourche, or LittleFork of the
Restigouche. This is a very clear stream, about five
feet (Jeep where the line. citsses it, and oie chain in
width, and from its appearance, would be casily navi-
gable for canoes, but it is stated by the hunters to be
full of rapids, which render the passage with boats im-
practicable. The course of this stream is from north
west to south east, and from its size and quantity of
water, it must take its rise considerably to the westward
of the line.

" The land between the Restigouche and this stream
is covered with a luxuriant growth of timber, 'vhich on
the tops of the hills k cbiefly birch and maple with some
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(13A ) ash ; about two miles south of the Petite Fourche, in a

tract of uncommon anc maple land, we found marks
of the trees having been tapped for the purpose of mak-

1844. ing sugar: at the Petite Fourche the variation was
found to have increased, and the instrument vas set to
16 degrees, 43'.

" About six miles north of the Petite Fourche is
another stream about fifty links in width, running east-
erly ; the appearance of the land in this distance much
the same as before described.

" About ton miles north of this last mentioned stream,
we came to the Grande Fourche or Large Fork nf the
Restigouche, the largest branch of that river ; this
streain is two chains vide, easily'navigable for loaded
caoes, from the temperature and softness of the waters
seems to come out of a lake, and it is so reported by the
iunters, that whatever be the source, it must, from the
size and appearance of the stream, be far to the west-
ward. A branch comes into this stream about two or
three miles above where the lino crosses it. The ge-
neral course of the Grande Fourche is south eastward-
ly to itsjunction with the Restigouche. The variation
here was settled rit 17 degrees, 22m. 30s., and the in-
strument set accordingly.

" By inspection of the map accompanying this Report,
it will appear that the wvhule tract passed over by the
line from the Restigouche to the Grande Fourche, is
broken into ridges by small streams and deep ravines,
the banks of which are in general very steep; these
ridges, however, appear ta be only ranges of land di-
viding the several branches of the Restigouche from
each other, and extending gonerally in the direction of
those branches, but with such variations in their shape
and figure as are occasioned by the small streams with
wihich they are intersected.

" The general face of the country may be considered
as increasing moderately, in elevation from the Restigou-
che northward, to within two or three miles of the
Grande Fourche, and then descending very rapidly to
that stream. It is well wooded with a luxuriant
growth of tait trifty timber, a mixture of hardwood, fir
and spruce with some pines. The, mountain ash is
abundant, and there are.a very few wild cherry trees..
Contrary however ta what is usually met with, the soft
woods grows mostly in the valleys, and the hard wood
en the tops of the bills. The greater part of ibis ex-
tent appears to be excellent farming land. The river
Restigouche from where the line intersects it, down
stream, is copied from a map ; itsgeneral course how-
ever, so fur as I can judge, from the bearings and ob-
servations taken in a canon as we returned from our
camp on the Grande Fourche to the Wagansis, is cor.
rect; and from the estimated distances fiomvhere the
line intersects the. Grande Fourche to the mouth of that
stream, and thence up.the Restigouche to the Wagansis,
and from the appearance of the current in both these
streams, I am of opinion that there is not much, if any,
difference in the levelof the wpter at these two places.
Immediately after crossing the Grande Fourche, the
ground rises very steeply for about threequarters of a
mile, and-verv moderately for a quarter ofa mile more,
forming a high bank to the river, and pursuing appa.
rentlythe same course with the stream, and has the ap-
pearance of being the highest point intersected by the
lne run this year,; it, then descends, moderately, ail the
way to the Beaver river, hereafter mentioned,;. the
surface, however, diversifiedinto h and dale like the
rest, by the ravines and small streams with which it is
intersected ; but the ravines are lot so deep, nor the
banks of the streams so steep as those to the southward
of the Grande Fourche; this tract also is wellwooded
with a tail luxuriant growth of timber, chiefly fir and
sprune, with a mixture of hard wood and some, pine.

The pine however is mostly found near the borders Appendix
of the Grande Fourche. 1 also met with some of the (B.)
largest cedars that 1 have ever seen.

" On the 2nd September we arrived at a stream
fifteen miles and a half north of the Grande Fourche,
running to the westward, to which wo gave the name
of Beaver river ; on the borders of ibis stream, where
the lino intersected it, is a piece of low wild meadow,
which was thon overflowed in consequence of a dam
made by the beavers, which had formed a large pond,
above which are two smaller ponds, and immediately
below the dam the stream is about two rods wide, the'
water quick and clear ; at a short distance from the
stream on both sides, the ground rises moderately, but
the elevation is very smali, and there is no appearance
of highla nds.

" This being the first stream of any consequence that
we haid met with running to the westward, I agreed
vith Mr. Johnson to liait and examine it. I accord-

ingly sent a party up stream, who reported that they
had pursued it between two and three miles, and had
found it generally from twenty to thirty feet wide, and
from six to eighteen inches deep, with a number of
old Beaver dams, the current gradua], and the general
course fron the south-east to the north-west. The
next day I sent Mr. Campbell (my assistant) with one
of Mr. Johnson's party and some labourers to explore
the stream downwards, remaining myself at the camp
to make some observations for ascertaining the magnetic
variation; and I beg leave to refer for particulars ta
Mr. Campbel's Report, which is hereto annexed.

" A party was also sent northward in the direction of
the line, who reported that at the distance of about
three miles, they had fallen in with another stream
running eastvard, which we supposed was the
Metapediac; a branch of the Restigouche, but from
information which I have obtained, since my return, I
am induced to think it is a branch called by the Indians
Pedaiviguac, which emp ties into the Restigouche
considerably above the Metapediac.

" It appearing by the Report of the exploring party,
that the Beaver river must communicate withthe Saint
Lawrence, Mr. Johnson and myself considered our
instructions so far fulfilled, and agreel ta return. For
more particulars of ail this service, I beg leave to refer
ta the field book, and ta the journal which was kept of
our daily operations.

" On the 18th September the party renched the river,
Saint John and proceeded to Mars Hill, where they
arrived on the 28th and were employed until the 3rd
October in clearing away the wood on the south peak,
in order ta get a view oi thesurrounding country, the
sane thing was done by MK Johnsons party ona part
of the north peak, looking ta the south-west.

" The north peak was found, by a survey made by
Mr. Hazen, ta be about six miles, in a westerly direc-
tion, from the mouth of the river des Chutes (a smill
branch of the Saint John) from which place the
general surface of the ground rises moderately for about
rive miles, and steeply for (lie rest of the way ta the
top of the peak, which is distant, by measurement, or
a due west course, one rpiletand six chains from the
exploring line, run laet yeari and :fiteen chains and
seventy-sixlinks, 'south of the forty-séeond mile treo.

i The gouth peak is distant, by calculation, from the
north peak, one mile seventy-five chains and twenty-
five links, on a course south 20 degrees 57 minutes
west, by magiet,and exceeds itinu bei ght -upwards
of one hundred feet. Between the porth and south
ipeak, is another peak lower than either.
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(13.) "In a south-westward1ydirection fromMarsH1lill, and

about sixty miles distant, is a range of very high and

S apparently bailt moutains, extendinbJ in a westerlvdirection, calleti by Mr. Johnsoan, the SIpencer
Mountains ;" ani connected with these and extending
round to thle north-west, are a number of high and
conspicuous bils, ail connected by lower ranges of
land ; and in a direction a little southward of lte line
of view from Mars Hill to the Spencer Mountains, is1

another high mountain, of a conical shape, <listant
about forty miles from Mars Ilii, supposed to be
Cathadin, and apparently connected with Mars Hill
and tie Spencer Mounttains, by ridges which cannot be
particularly described, thc grountid in that quarter being
in everv direction, ail itigi, broken land, but viewed
from Mars H ili appearing to rise generally from the
foot of that hill, towards te Cathadin Mountain and
Spencer Mountains.

" On lie north-east side of tie river Saint John, the
land appears higi, ai broken into hills and ritges,
stretching in all lirections without regularity, and in
the soutiert quarter there appears some very high
land, which secins to stretch round to tue east, but so
distant that its direction could not be clearly ascer-
tamied.

" In ic lue norib direction there appears to be less
inequaity in tic face of the country than in any
other.

" The timber upon the north and south peaks of Mars
111 is principally har<hwood, which at thle fuot of the

hill is a verv thrifi growth, but lesserîing in Ieiglht
very conspicuously towards the top, and on the suinmit
is very short, with low spreading branches.

" On my return from Mars Hill homeward, I halted
the party on the 12ir October at the mouth of Meluc-
tisinicick river, and proceeded with Mr. Cainjbell
and two or three labourers ta Parks, near tie Houl-
ton settlement. Lookin. vestward from this place,
which is itself consiierably elevated and is easily seen
from the top of M'ars Iliil, tiere appears a continued
range of hightlanl, the view of vhich is terminiated on
one sie by Mars Hill, and an the other by ti Spen-
cer Mountains ; and in this range there is a number
of conspicuotis hills, imong some of whicih as I was
informed by Parks, there is reason to suppose that lie
Restok river takes its rise. Parks' information
vas derived partly from indians and hunters, and

partly from flic fog whici he haid often observed
rising among these hills. The mountain which we
htavò called " Spencer Mountain " was considered by
Parks to be the Cathadin, and ie pointed out soine
hills lying a little north-cast of this mountain, among
which he said il is generailly reported by iunters' an
others, that one branch of lie Petobscot takes its rise.

" All which is most respectfully submitted.

Extracts from the Treaty between Her Majesty 1344.
and the United States of America, signed ai
Washington, August 9th, 1842.

" Whereas certain portions of the line iof boundary
between the British dominions in North America and
the United States of America, described in the second
article of the Treaty of Pence of 1783, have not yet
been ascertained and determined, notwithstanding the
repeated attempts which have been heretofore made for
that purpose ; And whereas it is now thought to be fur
the interest of both parties that, avoiding further dis-
cussion of their respective rights, arising in this respect
under lie said treaty, they should agree on a conven.
tional lino in said portions of the said boundary, such
as may be convenent to both parties, with such equi-
valents and compensations, as are deemed just and rea-
sonable.

" Article 1st.-It is hereby agreed and declared, that
the line of boundary shall be as follows: Beginning at
the monument at ic source of the river Sainte Croix,

,as designated nnd agreed to by the Commissioners un-
der the fifth article of the treaty of peace of1794,between
thre governments of Great Britain and the United States ;
thence north following the exploring line run and mar-
ked by ic surveyors of the two governments in the
years 1817 and 1818, under the fifth article of the
treaty of Ghient, to its intersection with the river Saint
John, and to ic middle of the channel thereof ; thence
up the middle of the main channel of ic said river
Saint John, to the mouth of the river Saint Francis -
thence up the middle of the channel of ic said river
Saint Francis, and of the lakes through which il flows,
to the outlet of the lake Pohenagamook ; thence south
westcrly, in a straiglit fne to a point on the north west
branch if the river Saint John, which point shall be
ten miles distant from the main branch of the Saint
John, in a straiglht line and in the nearest direction;
but if the said point shaIl be found to be less than seven
miles froin the nearest point of the summit or crest of
thre highlands that divide those rivers which empty
themselves into thc river Saint Lawrence from those
which fall into lthe river Saint John, then the said
point shal bc made to recede down the north west
branch of the river Saint John, to a point, seven miles
in a straight line from the said summit or crest ; thence
in a straiglht line, in a course about south eight degrees
west, to the point where the parallel of latitude of 46
degrees 25m. north, intersects the south west branch of
the Saint John's ; thence southerly by thle said branch,
to the source thereof in thle highlands at the Metjar-
mette Portage ; thence down along the said highlands
which divide the waters, whieh empty themselves into
the river Saint Lawrence, from those which fali into
the Atlantic Ocean, to the head of Hall's Stream;
thence down the middile of said strean, till the line
thus run intersects the old line of boundary surveyed
and marked by Valentine and Collins previously to the
year 1774, as the 45th degree of north latitude, and
which has been known and understood to be the lino
of actual division between the States of New York and
Vermont on one side, and the British Province of Ca-
nada on the other ; and from thle said point of intersec-
tion west along the said dividing lina, as heretofore
known and understood, to the Iroquois or Saint Law-
rence river."

Seigniory of Cloridon.

This tract was purchased about the year 1784 by
Messrs. Jeremiah, McCarthy and Angus McDonell
from the fleirs E'dneau, but government having in the
year 1786, by an agreement with the Micmac Tribe of
Indians, limited their hunting grounds to the first ra-
pids in the river Ristigouche, about two leagues above
the R iver aux Loups Marins, and having besides granted
on the remainder various occupation certificates ta
disbanded troops and refugee loyalists, it was taken
back by the Crown, in 1787, by droit de retrait.

Instructions from Lieutenant Governor Hope
to John Collins, Esquire, respecting the suroeys
and settlements in the Bay of Chaleurs.

Quebec, Slst May, 1786.

Sita,-In order to obtain more full and perfect infor-
mation on subjects of material importance to the tran-
quility of mariy of His Majesty's subjects, and with the,
view also to.secure their welfare, as'well as the ad-

vantage and prosperity of the fisheries in that quarter,
by the establishment of just and suitable local regula-
tions. In concurrence with the opinion of His Ma-
jesty's council of this Province to whose deliberations
1 have submitted several papers on the subject ; I am
now ta direct that for the better attainment of these
purposes you do, with all convenient despatch, proceed
to the Bay of Chaleurs, there ta carry into effect the
following objects of my instructions :

You will in the first place make an exact survey of
all lands now held in possession by Acadians, Cana-
dians, and Europeans in the Bay, distinguishing whe-
ther with or without grants or other written titles, and
ascertaining the number of acres claimed by each set-
tier, and how many thereof are in culture, you will
also make failhful extracts of all such grants and other
titles as may be produced to you in consequence of ny
Proclamation of the 9th instant, in order for your re-
porting to me fully on this subject on your return ta
Quebec.

You will next proceed to survey one thousand acres
of land, beginning at a small island coming down
towards the point which makes the western side of the
river called Great Cascapebiac together with the small
island above mentioned, and make a report tliereon ta
me, in order that a grant of the said one thousand acres
may be made to Messrs. Robin Pipon & Co. conform-
able ta the order of the King in Council. I must how-
ever particularly recommend ta your observation, and
that you will point out to me, if it should apprar to you
that a grant of the quantity of land above described as
demanded by Messrs. Robin Pipon & Co. would in
any shape interfere with the prior rights of the Aca-
dians or others, with the claims of the Indians, or with
the general benefit and prosperity of the fisheries. In
the course of your enquiries on these objects, I must
desire you will particularly inform yourself on the state
of aill lands which have been granted, but which re-
main unsettled and unimproved by the parties ta whom
the grants were made.

I must also request that in concert with Lieutenant
Governor Cox you will make the state of the fisheries
below the subject of your enquiries, usirng every means e
in your power to collect such information as may form,
a proper basis for establishing suitable, regulations on
this important object.

The rights of the Indians in that quarter will like-
vise justly claim your attention, the points to be punc-

tually enquired into appear to be tlheir claims ta the
exclusive right of the Salmon Fishery on the river
Ristigouche, ta certain lands and the produce thereof
adjoining to the settlements lately made by loyalists
and others, and generally into the extent and situation
of such hunting grounds as they lay claim ta.

To prevent difficulties arising by the jarring of the
interests of individuals; it has been lately found expe-
dient to assume, for the King, the Seigneuries of Port
Daniel and Ristigouche, by the droit de retrait, from
persons who had offered the sane for sale, as in using
the right of retrait in this instance there was no inten-
tion to deprive the proposed purchasers of any advan-
tages that might be derived therefrom, if not inconsis-
tent with'the rights-and privileges of the [ndians or
settlers in that quarter. I must request you will par-
ticularly examine into the consequences which migit
result from privileges annexed to the said seigneurieq,
remaining possessed by individuals, in order that after
the reservation of such thereof as might prove prejudi-
cial ta the interestsof the indians and new settlers, or
benefichil in any other respect ta gâvernment, the
proposed purchasers may have an optional preference
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(B.) in the acquisition of these seigneuries, if again te be
2 disposed o.

Description of the Ristigouche River from a To-
pographical Dictionary, of the Province of Lower
Canada, by Col. Joseph Bouchette, Surveyor
General of Lower Canada, London, 1831.

" Ristigouche river, divides about lialf (if the counte
of Bonaventure fron the Province of New Bruns-
wick. It rises in many sources in the county of Rimo.s-
ki, and falls into the Bay of Chaleurs, forming at its
mouth a considerable expansion called Ristigouche Bay.

" The Indian village, alled New Mission Point, is
about 5 leagues-tp this river, at the head of the ship
navigation, to which schooners and even larger ves-
sels can ascend. From the Indian village the river is
much interrupted by shoals during the dry season of
the year to -Mr. Adams's, a neat establishment and the
last settlement in the disirict. The river forms be-
twen those two points a deep bAy, elong which are
settled from 'six to eight families, muchýonthesarne

S44.
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system as that of the Canadian farmers. At Mr.
Adams's the river is divided into numerous channels
by islands, some of which arc one to three miles
ldng ; the southern channel is however the most navi-
gable at all seasons. On the New Brunswick side
fdourishing settlements are to be seen, which, with the
small church of the Mission in the distant perspective,
and the promfinent mountains to the south east, com-
bine to enhance the beauty of the landscape. Pro-
ceeding upwards in a west by south course from Mr.
Adams's, between several islands which contract the
channel about the distance of one mile and a quarter,
the river is interrupted by a considerable rapid, which
is however easily surmounted by the surprising skill
of the Indian in the management of his canoe, so pe-
culiar to the Micmac tribe which inhabits this part of
the country. At this place, on the south shore, there
is a good road that runs along the Bay of Ristigouche,
on which are settled, upon lots of two hundred acres
each, about forty families. The land, which assumes
à highland appearance, descends in a gentle slope to
the river, and is thus rendored more practicable for a
road and eligible for settiers. From this place the
river takes a western course to the mouth of the Mata-
pediac, interspersed with several small islands : its
banks are clothed witl mixed timber, amongst which,
however, quantities of pine may be clearly distinguish-
ed.

" The country on this river is generally mountainous,
from the Indian village to near the portage on the
Wagansis, and with little exception the hills advance
to the .edge of the water, appea ring for the most part
unfit for the purposes of agriculture, being in general
stupendously high and steep, and in some places almost
precipitous : there are, however, smai intervals of
alluvial land in some places ; but they are not very
frequent, nor sufliciently extensive for any considerable
settlements. The face of the country near the river
Wagansis, and on the Ristigouche for some distance be-
low it, is more level than in the lower parts of the
latter river ; but a settlement hereabout would labour
under many disadvantages, arising from the distance of
other settlements and the difliculty of approaching it.
'The borders of the river Ristigouche are covered with
very fine timber for building, a great deal of which is
taken for purposes df commerce. Tbis river is remark-
able for its salmon fishery, which formerly amounted
to 3000 barrels ; at present the whole amount of the
salmon fishery in the district of Gaspé is estimated at
only 2000 barrels per annum: the salmon is exported
to Quebec, Hatlifax and the West Indies. This majestic'
river and its numerous tributaries branch over more
,than 2000 square miles ofNew Brunswick and Cana-
da. The inhabitants :at what rnay be considered the
harbour of Ristigouche, and those at the thinly infhabited
settiements at Nouvelle, Tracadigash and Cascapediac,
consist cf a mixed population of-English, Scotch, Irish,
American and Acadian French, whe employ them-
selvesin the different occupations of fishing, hewing
timber, and farming on a very humble scale. Eight
miles up the Ristigouche is an Indian chapel, where
the Indians occasionally form a small village of wig-
wams, which after:a 'few weeks, they soon displace,
and packing up these portable habitations with ail their
stock, enbark with 4hem .in their canoesifor some other'
part of the country.

" The trees, principally the fir tribes, grow te an im-
mense height and size, and a grent tiiber country may,
be opened on this river. The quality is in great re-
pute among the timber dealers in England, especially
in the port of Liverpool, and considered.equal to that
imported from Mirarnichi.

" The best timber grows in the valleys behind the (.)

mountainous ridges, which, in most places, follow the
winding of the streams. The indefatigable lutnberers, 1
overcome natural obstacles that vould stagger the reso-
lotion of other people, they eut the timber and haut.
it, in winter, to places where there is often no water
in suminer or winter, but which they well know will
be overflown when the spring thaws dissolve the
snow on the mountains and in the woods."

Description of the Ristigouche river, extracted
from, a history of the northern part of the Pro-
vince of New Brunswick, by Robert Cooney (of
Miramichi N. B.) Haolgax N. S. 1832.

" The Restigouche or Big river, so called in contra-
distinction to the Miramichi, a somewlat smaller one, is
the principal river in the county of Glocester. It ri-
ses near Taumisquatic Lake, a large and beautiful pond
suppliying the Madawaska ; is supposed to be more
than 220 miles long ; describes a genieral course of E.
N. E. ; is cherished by numerous appendant streams
and rolis through a large and commodious harbour, in-
to the head of La Baie des Chaleurs, in conjunction
with which it forms the separating lino between Lower
Canada and New Brunswick.

"As the settlements and principal local characteristics
of this i iver, lie withim 70 nmiles of its entrance, wç
shall commence our description at the latter, and thençe
proceed towards its source.

"The entrance of the Restigouche is about 3 miles
wideand is formed by two higher promontories of Red
Sandstone the one on the north side, is called Point
Magashua; that on the south, Bon Ami's Rock.
This opening is bold, and finely developed,; is acces-
sible in ail weathers ; is not encumbered by a single
bar or shoal ; and contains upwards of 9 fathoms of
water. On the south side, two miles above the.en-
trance, is the town of Dalhousie, consisting of a few
houses, and two or three mercantile establishments, of
which the most extensive, is that of Messrs. Hugb gud
John Montgomery.

" The site of this town is a level eminence, and bat-
ween it, and two small, but elevated Islandsin front,
a good broad channel of 6 or 7 fithoms indepth, floy-
ing towards.the town, forms a fine safe harbour, whgre
vessels may load. within a quarter cf .a mile of the
shore. The north, or main channel, commences bet-
ween the Islands and Magashua, and fdowing over a
soft bottom, runs a W. S. W. course of 18 miles, car-
rying to that extent, a good traversable breadth, vary-
ingfrom 8 to 4 fAthoms in depth. Here, after bathing
the bed of a projection, it branches inte two passages,
which though narrow, are 3 miles long, and contamp
from 14 to 16 feet at low water. Four miles above
this, whither the tide flows, the river is upwards of A
mile wide ; and from thence, te within 40 miles of its
source, it is navigable for light canoes.

" Thus theetigouche, independently of its great
agricultural and commercial resources, is eminently
distinguished by two important maritime featura,
namdy, itis in some degree, navigable for'1,80 mile's
fromits entrance ; and it contains a ,safe and commp-
dious'harbour, 18 mileslong, 2 wiles wideand.nie
than sufficiently deep for the âlrgest class pf British
merchant men.

.) "4 At first view, the country, on both sides of this ri-

ver, and ail round it, even to the utmost verge of obser-
vaion, presents an appearance exceedingly grand and

- impressive. Whatever way the eye wanders, before
it lies a seemingly interminable region of huge and
lofty mountains. Nothing is to be seen but an almost
immeasurable dispersion of gigantic hills, apparently
rolling in every direction and breathing through an aI-
most infinite number of lakes and rivers,glensand vallevs.
Or these inountains, soie are elegantly flowered with
tall pines ; oiliers sustain a fine growth of hard wood ;
many have a swampy summit, and several terminale in
rich meadows and plains. Some of tiein are conicai-
ly form'd ; iany exhibit considerable rotundity ; some
are lank and attenuated, and others there are, whose
figure and construction I confess mvsell unable to
describe. Let lthe reader contemplate for a moment,
this immense surface of geoiogical incongruities ; and
while the sentiments inspired by this stuly are glowvig
in his bosom, let him fix bis eve upon the Iandscape,
taking care to remember, that an irregular, but exten-
sive distribution oftremendous cliiffs, darting their points
through and flir above the loftiest of lte trees, dot it all
over with bristiing spires thant eem to coquet with fite
clouds. For 70 miles from ils debouchure, the river is
lined on both sides by two stripes of' high, but level
land, extending upon an average, more tian a mile
back ; with lowever, a few prominent elevations, oc-
cupying the very edge of the water, and maintaining a
position, somethling like the bastions of a rampart.

"l These two banks of table land, appear to be a
stratilied formation of red sand stone, and other scecon-
dary rocks, interspersed with limestone, coarse granite,
&c , ti whole overlaid by a loamy covering of clay
and gravel. Imediately in the rear of, and ail rouind
thtese stripes, lie Ilhe desultory profusion ofi mountains
I have endeavored to describe. The natural fertility
of these plains, is considerably augimientei by enriching
contributions carried down from the mouLntains, by
erosion, rain, overflowing of rivers, bursting of lakes,
and oîher external agents. And thos cherished, they
produce very luxuriant crops of wheat, cals, rye, bar-
ley, vegetables, &c.

" Proceeding towards lie interior, to the distance I
bave mentioned, lte river, fron ils own course and the
disposition of the land, agreeably deceives you ; at
every six miles one seems to be entering a new lake.
IIaving advanced about 70 miles from the entrance,
the land becomes comparatively level. Here, and ail
the way towards the hiead of the river, is a file bold
and open country, consisting of a rich upland, skirted
with large tract s of intervais, and covered with a dense
and unviolatel growth cf mixed wood, in which lirge
groves of pine are very conspicuous.

" Descending from generals to parirticulars, let us
now lake a closer view tif this magnilicent river. Ii a
brief historical sketch of Gaspé, contained in lthe fourth
part of this book, ihe reider will rtad a detailed ac-
couInt of an action litat took pice between hlie French
and Englisi on the Restigouche. We shail now no-
lice the particular places more intimately connected
vith tithis transaction.

C As weil to remove ail doubt, concerning what I
have advanced on this subject, as to obtain credit for
vlat I am abiout fo relate, it may be necessary ta in-

form thie reader, that I obtained the particulars from a
demi-ofTicial accourt publislhed in the monthly chrono-
logy of a periodical palier, intituled « The London
Magazinte, or Il Gerttlemar's Montlyl> intelligencer."
Of this demi-ofricial account, tlie following is an exact
coiy verbatin et literatim.

"A IIRALTY OFFICE.-By a letter dated the 2nd
instant at Halifax front Captain Allen, commander of 1844.
Hi-is Mtjesty's ship, lthe Repulse, il appears tint upon
intelligence received from the Governor if Louisburgh,
of some French ships of war and store ships, witht
troops and stores on board, being in Chaleur Bay, in
tie Gulf of Saint Lawrence, Captain Byron, in His
Majesty's ship lthe Fame, procceded with several of
His Majesty's ships in quest of them, and finding them
in lie said Bay, the Filme, Repulse, and Scarboroug,
after mtch dillictulty got up, and on the St h of July,
destroy'ed the whiole conisting if ttree frigates, viz
the MarchauIt, the Bienfaisatt, the Marquis le Mar-
lose and another ; besides twenty-tlwo sclonters, sloops
and smail privateers, with a great quantity of provi-
sions and stores. A more circumstlantial account is
daily expected from Captain Byron, who Jind sent
Lieutenant Lord Rutherford, with his despalches by
way of New York." " Of this account the subjoincd
is a literal transcript.

" London, 81th September, 1760.

"I By despatches received from Captain Byron, se-
nior omeier of Hlis Britannic Majesty's ships at Louis-
buîrgih, and dated 261i of July, it appears uit Captain
B. upon receiving intelligence fromi Brigadier General
Whitmore, that a French fleet had sailed up Chaleur
Bay, procecded wili the Fame, Dorcelshire, Achilles,
Scarborntgh and Repulse in quest of thera. -laving
destroyed one Frencih ship, La Catlharinia, in Gatspé
Bay, Caîptain Byron proceeded to a large river, callei
by the Indians Rustigushi. Here he found thte remain-
der, consistingi of tlie Marchault of 32 guns; the Es-
perance of 36; thc Bienfaisant of 22 ; and tlie Mar-
quis de Marloze of 18 ; togelther with twenty-two
sloops and small vessels. When our fleet appeared
oi lthe Rustigushi harbour, te enemy proceeded up
thte river, and anciored above twto batteries, motnted
on tlie north side of il. These being but indifferently
served were soon silenced, and the slips, after a short
resistance, were ail sunk or taken. Captain Byron
ithen destroyed the town of Petite Rochelle, contiining
upwards of 200 housçs, and also both of the.batteries."

" The Magazine from 'which I obtained these ex-
tracts, i borrowed from Mr. Joseph Spratt, of Chatham,
neither of us knowing at lite lime, hit it contained
such information.

" On the south side, 8 miles above lie entrance, is
point Ainimpk, a considerable elevation, which, lis ils
name implies, was formerly a reconnoitering post witi
lte Indians. In hie vicinity of this point, are unequi-
vocal indications of an extensive coal mine.

" Point Le Guard, on the north side, is nearly
twelve miles from lite entrance. It is a b!uff higli pro-
jection, nearly perpendicular, and was f ormerly occu-
pied by the French, as a military station. This point
commands n fine view of the entrance (if the harbour ;
and is said to have been the site of a large fort, des-
troyed by the British squadron, under Captain Byron.

" Two miles higher up, on the same side, is Battery
Point, so called from a garrison having occtupied it
during lte old french war. Tisu is a bold rocky pro-
montory, probably 80 feet high, having on ils summit,
a tolerably extensive plain, anîd at ils base, a fine deep
channel, containing from 4j to 5 fadias.

A few years ago, several large pieces of ordanace
that iad been sunk near ihe bottom of this point, were
removed by some of lthe inhabitants, and by tlem, coh-
verted to various culinary purposes. Some guns aro
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Appendiu
stili lving there, and near the beach, about 26 years
ago, did Mr. Busteed, the present proprietor, find a
large copper stew-paii, of French construction, lving

1844. mouth downwards, and under it a boUtle of molasses.
The pan has been in constant use ever since, and to
judge from its present healthy appearance, is likely to
survive 26 years more. Anong other articles, said to
have been found at this point, a pair of duelling pistols,
a handsome regulation sword, and a small case of wine,
are enumerated. Here, at the edge of the channel
and visible at low wdter, are the remains of the two
French vessels, part of the fleet destroyed by Byron.

"l A little above the battery point, is the mercantile,
establishment of Dean and Aitkin, the first and the last
bouse that 1 visited in Cianada. 1 mention this cir-
cumstance to aflord myself an opportunity of tendering
my grateful acknowledgenents to the kind and
hospitable proprietors. 'This houuse, and that of Mr.
PeterSutherland,lately established a short distance from
it, are the only resident merchants on the north side
of the river. Four miles above this, is Point Pleasant,
the residence of Edward J. Man, esquire. To the
propriety of this naie, I cordially render my assent ;
for during a residence of 14 days, I fond it to be Point
Pleasant, inideed. From every member of Mr. Man's
amiable family, did I receive the most polite attention,
and ta hin and his son, am 1 deeply indebted for much
of the information contained in this book. At the edge
of the channtiel, opposite to Mr. Man's, are the remnains
of another sunken vessel, fron which some of the oaken
tinbers, some cutlasses, and other things, have been
extracted.

" On the south side, nearly apposite ta Point Plea-
sant, is another projection called Martin's Point, for-,
nerly a French village, and now oraînented by a
handsome Presbyterian church, lately erected by the
mutual exertions of the inhabitants ai both sides of the
river. Through this point flows a tolerably large
streain, on which, the present proprietor, Robert
Ferguson, esquire, has a very good saw miill and grist
mill.

" A short distance above this, is the establishment,
of Messrs. Adams, about a mile in the rear of which is
a large mountain, called from its conical forin, the
Sugar Loaf. It rises about 700 feet above the level
of the plain, is composed of a spiral mass of granite,
clothed vith secondary formation, and is, at its base,
froin 2ý to 3 miles in circumference. This mountain
is inaccessible on ail sides, except the east, wyhere il
can be ascended by a rude, but natural fliglht of steps,
formed by several projections. A mile and a half in
the rear of this mountain is a beautiful lake, abundantly
stocked with large red trout, and surrounded by a level
plain, well clothed with hardwood.

"l Directly opposite, on the other side of the river,
is Mission Point, an exceedingly ricli tract of land,
comprising upwards of 1200 acres, and owned by the
Micnacs, ta two hundred of whom it affords a per.
manent residence. This settlement consists ofi a chapel,
capable of containing 300 persons, together with a
Mission House, a burying ground, and 24 dwelling
houses. The houses are constructed of logs, covered
with shingles or boards ; they are aIl provided vith
chimneys and stoves ; and some of them have even
chairs, bedsteads, tables and similar other conveniences.
Most ofthe householders own live stock, consisting of
oxen, cows, swine, &c., some of them have houses;
one of them owns a small schooner of 25 tons ; and
others have small fishing boats.

The Indians residing here, are generally moral in
their deportment, and industrious in their habits. They
demean themselves soberly and peaceably, contributingj

Appendixmuch to their own respectability and comfort by an- (B.)
nually raising a small stock of indian corn, beans, (
potatoes, &c. The R. C. Missionary residing at
Carleton, is their spiritual director, le visits them
twice a year, remaining a month each tirne ; and for
these services is paid by a legislative grant from Ca-
nada. The Mission House and the chapel were built
exclusively by the Indians.

" Mission Point is a very eligible site for a small
town, and would, if granted for that purpose, be soon
occupied. The rear might be profitably disposed in'
garden lots, and the front in buihl..g ones. The
highlands are more than a mile and a half back, and
are abundantly stocked with black birch, and several
varietios of firewood ; and a good channel for a vesse)
of two hundred tons, winds close into the beach, while
a continuous fiat, or middle ground, provides an excel-
lent Salmon Fishery, Of these advantages, and of the
end to which they might be applied, Lord Dalhousie
seemed to be aware, when ho offered the Indians
£600, and twice as much land elsewhere, if they would
resign their title.

" Nearly opposite to this Point, and a littie above it,
are the remains of two vessels, both visible at low
water. These are supposed ta have been the Bien-
faisant and the Marquis de Marloze, and fron the one
conjectured to have been the former, were a set of
ruidder irons lately recovered, which were used I
believe, in the re-equipment of the Gordon Castle, a
vessel belonging to Mr. Ferguson.

"Threce miles above this, is Pointe-au-Bourdo, the site
of that Petit Rochelle, which Byron destroyed in the
summer of 1760. It was called by the Indians Kaa-
toukonkg, or Grindstone Point, ta vignify the quality of
the red sand stone mountains with which its vicinity
abounds. Its present naie is derived from the sepul-
tore of Monsieur Bourdo, the officer vho commanded
the Marchault, and who was killed in the action, and
buried here.

" Here, along the shore, and at the foot of the
mountains, celler walls, foundations of bouses, and
otler memorials of an ild and extensive settlement,
are visible. lere also, have gun barrels, old guns,
gun lcrks, bayonets, &c., been occasionnally discovered.
Mr. Bustecd, the owner of Battery Point, is also the
proprietor of this ; and three or four years ago, did a
servant of his, while ploughing some land, a short
distance fron where a service of china had been pre-
viously dug up, flnd a four pronged silver fork, and a
silver table spoon, both marked with the letters G. M.
D. At the west end of this Point, is also the hull of
a vessel, from which hand-grenades, small bomb.shells,
and some other projectiles have been occasionally
taken.

"l A little above the point is a small stream called
Officers' Creek ; it is a romantic little spot ; and from
soie fashionable articles found about the ruins of a
bouse in the neighbourhood, it may be inferred, that it
vas once the residence of a person of.some distinction.
Near this are also a set of launch ways, which must,
have been used by the French, in the construction of
a tolerably large vessel. Several pieces of cannon have
also been found liere ; and one of them, a 12 pounder,
1 think, Mr. Btusteed has lately mnserted in the back of
a new fire place. , Mr. Man of Point Pleasant, has also
an elegant parlour stove, made from a carronade of
the same calibre This ,conversion of instruments of
death, into means of promoting human comort,, is anp2-
logous ta O'Leary's description of the benificent fruits
of religious toleration. " The stake, ", says that
eloquent writer, " which formerly burned theheretic,
now cooks a dinner for him."
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Appendx Opposite t Mission Point, is Athol House, the
B.) rednc of Robert Ferguson, esquire, whose lady,

~ I believe, can claim the distinction of being the first
1844. child born of Engiish parents on the Restigouche. A

littie above m. Ferguson's is Bob's Point, formerly
the site of an Indian village.

" From Robin Gray's brook, a small stream dis-
charging round the west end of thtis Point, there is a
portage of 22 miles ieading towards the head of the
Ufpsalquitch. It runs through remarkably fine land,
revealing an extensive plain wel[ covered witl liard-
wood. This porMge vas opened by a fe w hîbourers in
1827, aud although not in a very good state at present,
it might by a moderate outlay, he made a permanent
and usefut line of communication. What recommends
this rond to a share of public attention is it has a good
firm bottoin ; requires no bridges ; bas a few settlers
already en it ; and has a tendency te connect the
main 'river with one of its principal branches."

Description of the Ristigouche river extractedfrom
the Report of a Lecture delivered by - Perley,
Esqire, of Saint John, N. B. on the 8th of De-
cenber, 1843. Fron the" Nev Brunswicker"'
a Newvspaper of Saint John, N. B. December
Ith 1843.

" Last Friday, Mr. Perley resumned his subject at
Bathurst Harbour, and proceeded thence along the
coast of the Bay of Chaleur, towards Dalhousie. The
distance between Bathurst and Dalhousie was stated
to be about sixty miles, and although there were only
two or three considerable rivers intersecting the great
road in that distance, yet there was an infinity of brooks
und streams, and perliaps on no road in the Province
of sinilar length, were there se many bridges.

" The coast betweon the two points mentioned,-was
described as quite low and very level ; and this level
land extended back from the shore for five or six miles,
when a hilly and broken tract of wilderness country
commenced. The streams took their rise nmid these
hills, and their sources "were frequtently very close to
each other, although they took widiely different courses.
The littie Nepisiguit vas the first stream mentioned ;
it was said te rise near the Tattagouche, and to be but
of small size. The Nigadoo came next, a pretty
stream, 15 or 20 miles long, flowing over a clear bot-
tom, and the settlement of Petit Rocher, lying near it,
tvas described. The settlers at Petit Rocher were said
to be Acadian French, who neglected their farms te
ibllow fishing and lime burning, and were miserably
poor. The limestone was of good quality and abun-
dant ; the people burned it in badly constructed kilns,
with great Vaste of time and labour, and then carried
it 'down the Bay, and even as far as Prince'Edward1
Island, for sale. The Etm Trec and Belle Dune rivers,
both smalil streams, were next in order. They are
four miles apart, and between tlem is the flourishing
settlement of Belle Dune. The hoiuses are neat, and
there is a pretty chapel, the settlers are Irish catholics,
wlo came'to tiis country exceedingly poor, but hy their
own industry and prudence have raisged themselves to
comfort and independence. Nine miles from Belle
Dune is the Jaquet river, a large stream, forty-five
miles long, rising in the hilly country, nearthe sources
of the 'Nepisiguit and Upsalquitchi. The' borders of i
this furnish quantities- of large white pine, ýwhich can
-be driven for 80 miles. Mr. Wightman carriod the
barometrical survey of 'the boundary· Commissioners

from Grand Falls te the Bay of Chaleur, by the Jaquet Appendix

river, and the hills un the upper part <f the river were
found by him to be from 800 to 1400 feet high. There
is a good harbour at the mouth of this river, iin 4 and 1844.
5 fathoms water, sheltered by leron ldand. This
island was described as a long narrow slip of land, lying
parallel with the main, at a short distance from it, and
having good water and fine fishing ail round it.

" A promissinîg settiement at Nash's oeek was men-
tioned, as aise the river Benjamin and the river Charle,
ail small streaims, and the Eel river settlement was
pointed out, and stated te have been first formed by set-
tiers from the Isle of Arran, who, had succeeded very
well. The mouth of Eel river was 'shown on the
map, and described as having a bar of sand across it
a mile long, thrown up by easterly gales, and ailong
tiis sea wall of sand and gravei the great road te Dal-
housie passed. The bar formed vithin a wide basin
of shallow water, with a soft muddy bottom, that pecu-
liar sort of black mud, in which the Eels delight to,
bury themselves during winter. The basin of Eel
river is considered the best 'Eel groundin the Province,
and one of the best spots for vill fowl shooting in ail
New Brunswick, wild fowl of every description, but
more particularly brant and geese, being abundant
beyond ail belief.

" The eels were stated t lie the principal food of the.
Micmacs at ail times, and the various modes of spear-
îng them, both in summer and winter, vere clearly
described, and the several spears used by the Indians
were shown.

" The lecturer here inentioned, that ail the coast
from Bathurst te Dalhousie aboundedi in fish cf every
description, and that smali fish were se abundaat at
times, as te be spread on the land for manure-lobsters.
aise were used for the same purpose, as at Cavraquet,
where every hill of potatoes had on it one or more.
lobster shells.

" The tide flows 4 miles up Eel river, above which.
there is a large tract of level land, of good quality,
surrounded and shehered'by the lofty hills of'the Res.
tigouche. The Colebrooke settlement is forming on
this tract, and is said to offer peculiar advantages to
settlers. There is a higl ridge of trap rock, sepa.
rating Eel riverfrom Dalhoùsie, called Charlefort's
Hill,,ohich is very abrupt on the Eel river side,
and sloping toward the Restigouche ; at the base.
of the slope is the town. of Dalhousie.

" The entrance of the Restigouche is three miles-
wide, withll nine fathoms of water, a noble entrance-
to a noble river. The Bay of Chaleur terminates
here ; it is 85 miles long, varying from 15,to 80-
miles in widh, and in the whole of its length antl
breadth, the lecturer said, there was neither rock,.
reef, or shoal.

"The Restigouehe was described as being 220 miles,
long ; its Indian name implied " the river -which di-
" vides ike the hand," in allusion to its separation
above the tide, intofive principal streans or branches.

" Dalhousie, at its entrance; was 'seribed as a. very
neat town, containing about 180 bouses, andI 1000 in-
habitants ; the streets were said te be 'broad and clean.
In front of the town there are some excellent wharves,
with large, and well sheltered tirmber pords, a erescent
shaped basin, and an Islend, form an excellent Iharbour,
wlire ships of any size can load in perfect 'safety.
The present extensive trad' of Restigouche was said-
te have sprung up about 1825, since which, hDalhousie
and CampbélItown have beer built ; the'whole -trade èf
this iver is carried on fome thf'Xew,ýrunwîcle,

A.ppendix and this was the only rae, -the Jecturer said, in which
the people of New Brunswick had not allowed their
nejighbours to secure adi the advantages of position,;

1844. which was owing bowever in a great mneasure to tie
utter neglect of the District of Gaspé iby tle Canadian'
governuent, which appeared altogether ignorant of its
value.

" A very dae transparent map, of.exceeding large
size, was sbown, exhibiting the ,river Restigouche
from Dalhousie to Campbeiltown, and all the principal
places of interest on both sides of the river, with the
shipchannel clearly defined. This map was prepared
by Mr. Slader, under the direction of the lecturer,
from a survey made by Mr. MUacdonald, of Gaspé, and
had an excellent eifect. Campbelftown was pointed
out, and said to contain 50 or 60 bouses and about
400 inhabitants. The Sugar Loaftlill, a high conical
erminence, standing isolated from the other hills, had
been .mLasured trigonometrically by Captain Baddely
of the Royal Engincers, and found ta be 1230 feet
high. The suminit is only accessible at one part, and
even tiere it is considered rather perilous.

" The establishment of Robert Ferguson, esquire,
called.Athol Hoiuse, was shown on the map, andi Mr.
Ferguson was stated to be one of the first English set-
tiers on the Restigouche. He has a large and excel-
lent farm, and for many years has carried on an exten-
sive Salmon fishery in front of his residence.

" He bas formerly packled and shipped 1200 tierces
qf salmon in a season, but the quantity has decreased of
late, owing in a great measure to the fish being taken,
up the streams, out of season. The salmon fûslirv is
stili extensive, however, opposite Athol House, on'the
Canadian side of tIe river is Mission Point, a Micmac
settlement of about 400 souls. A transparency was
shown exhibiting a view of this Point, with the old
Chape[ and the Priest's.house, and Pointe-au-Bourdo,
and some lofty hills in the distance, which gave a good
idea of the boldnes of the scenery.

" The scene of an action in 1760, between some
English men-of-war and a French fleet of four sail and
twenty transports, was shown, and a detailetd and spi-
rited account vas given of the manner in which the,
English vessels, under Capt. Byron and Sir Andrew.
H amilton, had forced their way up the river,.silenting
the guns at Pointe-à-la-Garde, andBatteryPoint, finally
sinking the vessels of war and capturing the transports
off Pointe-au-Bourdo, This point received its name

.from the circumstance of Capt. Bourdo, the comman- j
cer of the French fleet, vho fell during the action,
baing buried there. When the action was fought there
was, a town at tbis point containing 200 houses, built
by the French and callei Petite Rochelle,-tiis town
was raised to the ground by Capt. Byron, and only a
few remains of the foundations of bouses were now to
be seen. The French fleet destroved here was in-
tended to relieve Montreal, and endeavour to re-esta-
blish the French in Canada; but here was the closing

.scene and final end of French power in North Ame
rica.

FIEF MADAWASKA.

Statement concerning the Fief Madawasla, extract
ed from the first statemenît on the part of Grea-
Britain, in the reference made under the Sth Artit
cle of the Treaty of Gient.

" In the British separate transcript of the map an-
nexed ta the convention under the denomination of the
map A (nap B in this Report) there will be perceived,
marked in green, (red on the map B attached to this
Report) a tract of country situated on the Madawaska
river and the Lake Ternisquata,. at a short distance
from the river Saint John. That district, laid down
according to the most accurate measurement lounded
on the documentary authority hereinafter specified and
annexed, represents a portion of territory denominated
the " Fief of Madawa.ska," which was originally
granted in the year 1683, (that is, eight years prior to
the charter of Maissachusett'sBay) to a French subject,
by the Governor of Canada, which was then a French
Province.

" That Province remained subject to France, from
that period clown to the year 1763, at which time the
whole of the French possessions in that part of North
America were definitively ceded by a Treaty to Great
Britain. During that entire period, however, and
down to the present day, the Fief of Madawaska, in
spite of all transfers, whether of the Province gene-
rally from nation to nation, or of itself individually
from hand to hand, has proserved its individuality un-
der the original grant, and has constantly been, and
is at this moment, subject to the jurisdiction of Canada.

" In proof of the accuracy of this assertion, we refer
to the annexed papers, numbered from 13 to 25 inclu-
sive. (fron 1 to 13 in Appendix No. 30 to this Re-
port.)

The flrst of these papers, marked 13 (1) coniains
the original grant of that territory in 1683. The
others display the successive deeds of transfer and acts
of jurisdiction exercised over it in Canada, froin that
period to the year, 1802 ; since which time the fief
has remained in possession of the same occupant.*

" Here, therefore, exists an extensive possession in-
contestably Canadian, held by virtue of the rights de-
rived to Great Britain, from the cession to her of Ca-
nada by France, far within the Line of Boundary
claimed by the United States, as having formed part of
the Province of Massachusetts Bay.

" Now, on what possible ground can the United
States,,whîo, in preferring their claim in 1782 to terri-
tory in this quarter, professed to adhere to the charter
of Massachusetts Bay, now lay claim te territor'y which
was granted to a French subject by a French Gover-
nor of Canada, before the existence of the charter of
Massachusetts Bay, and which has always formed an
integral portion of Canada, whether held by France
or Great Britain.

" But not only does this interposition of territory,
unquestionably Canadian, invalidate the claim of the
United States, as founded on the charter of Massachu-
sett's Bay, but it also, when considered under another
point of view, totally breaks dlon their argument res-
pecting the line of highlands claimed by thetn, for it
disables those highlands from fulfilling the distinctive
condition required of them by the Treaty of 1783, na-

" Again, in the year 1789, proceedings were com-
meneed in a court at Quebec and coniiiued tao flac

in a plia against the jurisliction of tlc court of Que

alleging that they rcsided within tlat part of New

mely, that they shall divide tlc rivers falling into the
Saint Lawrence froma those which fail into itle Atlantic
Oceat. Aniagst these lutter wC have scen that the
United States include the river Saint John.

" On consulting again the British transcript ofl te
map A (B) it wili be seen that the fief of Madawavska x-
tends from niar the sources of flic river Maidawaska to
within a few miles of the river Saint ,John, of which
it is the principail tributary in that quarter.

We conceive that it will hardly bn pretendei,
that the seigniory of Madawaska couli have been con.
sidered, it the period of the original grant, ais anit insu-
lated portion o Canada, totally disuniter! from that
Province. We therefor assume that the Province of
Canaila extendeti, ait the periol of thc originail grant
of the fief of Madawiaska, uinierruptedlly, 'cfrom b-
yond flic line of boinairy now claimed by the United
States, along the Maawaska river, tfi the entire en-
tent of thait seigniory. But assuming this to be the
case, it is manifest tiat he Ainerican ine iimust, at the
point towards flic source of Madawaska, experience
an absolute ciiis,-a complete iinterception, by the
interposition of that portion of Canaadau.

" But how wouhli such a line fulfil th conditions aif
thae treaty ? It would certain ni t liat case, neither
run along iuhighlands, nir would it divicle rivers fallinIg
ilto tUe Saint Lawrence froi rivers falling ito flae
atlantic; since the upper part of hic Maaliwaska
wouald tîounbtedly bc oi thie saie sile of the line
with aill the rivets which full into the Saint Lawrence.

" But withoiit entering into arguments which migit
be derivel from other sources, to slhew w% hat the
general bouidiary lane of ('anala was, we iav fairly
assert, tlhat the simple fact of the fief or Madawaska
havinig been originally granted and invariaibly' held
inlder the jurisdiction of Canaia, whether French
or English, goes far to warrant the conclusion tliat
the wliole tract of country in which that fief lies,
was ahvy considered and treaited by tlc aitlhorities
of Canaida as an integral portion of that Province.

" Upon such assumption or assertion alone, how-
ever, whatever may bc its justice or streiglî, we (o
not propose to rest our airgument. Thliat the coinftry
hais been so cainSlered and reated i demanstrae
froin (lcumaentairv evidence of an equally conclu.sive
claracter wilh thait alreaitlv aIdicedia on belalf of the
fief of Madawaska. To thiat evidence wc according-
ly appeal.

" On the 2 ta h of January, 1765, a public notice,
liereuito ainexed, was issuedcva by the ollc e of tic
Provincial Secretary in Caadihi, andi publislied by
authority, according to cistom, in the Qu Cee Gazette,
bv wlhicli notice all Canadian inilaabitatii were
p'rohibited froin interfering with the haintirîg ground
of tle laialianis dwi to the Greaat Fall of the river
Saint John.

The plca was rejected on various )
grounds, aiinongst others, absence cf proof on the part
of the defendants thant Mîdaawaska was not withinl

" allow tlc Couriers from this Province to pass

through their territories, insisting thait all letters shall
" go by their mails only."

" Again, in 1787-1792, the question cf flc res-
pective boudaries of Canada anl the then newly erect-
ed Proavince of New Brunswick * was broughît before
Ile Council of Qiebec. The palier which contains an
accouint of the proceediiigs thereupaon is highly valuable
and important, especailly as proving that whatever dlis-
putes may have existel between tie respeclive Britisi
Provinces as to thicir several limits, not tlic smallest
doubt svenis to, have been ever eitertiiiniedi by thneni as
to the riglit of Greait Britain to hie whole territory thus
contested betwecin tle Provinces.

"In this docedmont it is shown, tiat for several years
prior Io 1792 lie gaoverniment of Canala hald estabbshed
iî militia at Mladwaska, aid liat flic Courts of Quebiec
had exerciscd jurred etion in various cases within hliat
settlement.

"Again, in 1791, an official list wàs made out of the
parishes in the Province of Quebec, in which list the pa-
rish of Madawaska is included, and a description given
of the species of tenure by which the settlers held their
land, and a census of the male populatiorn, above 19
years of age, is also thereto annexed.

" The above cited series of documents clearly esta-
blishes Canadian jurisdiction, as far as the Great Falls
of the Saint John; for a long peridd, both before and
since the treaty of 1783, and thereby further negatives
the American claim to this country, as founded on the
supposed limits of liassachusset's gay.

" Furthermore there can be shewn, from American
testimony, a defacto possession by Great Britain of
the district, called the Madawaska settlement, on the
river Saint John, beginning a fe'w miles above the
Great Falls, and extending beyand the confluence of
the river Madawaska with the Saint John, which pos-
session was never called in question by the United
States until the termination of the war between Great
Britain and the United States, in 1814."

Letter by way of Report from Mr. John Iolland.

" Quebec, 26th July, 17S7.

" Mr Lon,-l have the honor to report, that pur-
suant to Your Excellency's orders and instructions,
dated the 9th of July, I on the day following loft Que-
bec and proceoded in company with Mr. Finlay to the
Great Falls on the river Saint John; that on the 16th
of July, at the Acadian settlement opposite Madawas-
ka, met Capt. Sproule, the Surveyor General of New

the Provinces of Quebec and New Brunswick, where
it crosses the road of communication between these
two Provinces, in such a manner that the lands at the
different carrying places, and throughout the wlole of
the said communication, on both sides, may be granted
by the respective governments without delay.

You wilI there meet the Surveyor General of the
Province of New Brunswick, or some other person or
persons authorized by the Lieutenant-Governor of the
said Province, in concert with whom and Mr. Finlay
you will proceed upo thuat business.

" You will be guided therein by the inclosed descrip-
tions of the boundaries of the Provinces of Quebec,
Nova Scotia and New Brunswick, extracted fron my
commissions as Governor thereof, to whiclh is likewise
added the description of the boundary of the United
States, taken from the delinitive treaty, for your in-
formation.

n The boundary established, you will neglect no op-
portunity of assuring all persons desirous to settle on
this side of it, and particularly the Acadians in that
vicinity, of the good dispositions ot' government in their
favour as expressed in the inclosed minute of council,*
which you will communicate te them leaving copies
thoreof with some of the people for their satisfaction.

" Such spots as Mr. Finlay may point out to you at
the different carrying places, as most necessary to be
settled for the establishment of post bouses on the road
of communication, you will more especially make the
objects of your attention, explaining to the people the
advantages of such situations.

" In general, your own prudence will direct to the
ditfrent objects necessary to be attended to iipon the
wholo of tiese services, in the course of which you
will have the advantago of consulting Mr. Finlay's
judgment and experience.

" You will return to this place as soon as they are
accomplished, and report te me your proceedings, with
such observations as may have occurred to you, tending
to the advantage of the King's service, and more parti-
cularly to the facilitating the communication be-
tween these two Provinces.

ng for us at the Great Falls to be totally unnecessary,
ie was now pruceeding on his way to the height of land '

n the carrying plade, situate betweeni the river Saint 1844.
Lawrence and Lake Temiscouata ; as there (according
o his idea) the boundary ought to be fixed. In reply
o his remarks, I observed, that it was generally urà-
lerstood in Canada thalt the line belween the Pro-
vinces of Quebec and New Brunswick should run
from the head of Chaleur Bay along the highlands
n a westerly direction to the Greai Fals on the
Saint John river, and from thence west to the western-
nost, or main branch of the river Sainte Croix. He
answered, that should a boundary be fixed at or near
lie Great Falls he would protest against such doings, as
contrary to the directions laid down in his instructions.

" On Tuesday morning, the 17th, Capt. Sproule
having met Mr. Finlay and me, and, after talking over
he subject of the boundary lino, he repeated nearly
what le had said before, adding, that he would pro-
ceed immediately to the Portage to examine which way
the waters incline on the heights there ; that by their
course he might bo enabled to ascertain the boundary
between the Provinces of Quebec and New Brunswick,
as ali the streams running into the rivers which empty
themselves into the river Saint John, are in the Pro-
vince of New Brunswick, and those which fal into the
Saint Lawrence are in the Province of Quebec.

"After using many arguments to show him the im-
propriety and disadvantages that would attend the fix-
ing a boundary on the portage; the vast tract of coun-
try which must for many years, romain unsettled, by its
falling in their Province, their nearest settlement being
at least, two hundred miles distant from the heights on
the portage ; the repugnancy expressed by the Aca-
dians (settled near the Madawaska falls) at the
idea of being separatedfrom this Province to which
they are attached by numberless ties and reasons: but
more especiially, that the fixing that limit would mate-
rially affect the boundary between us and the United
States of America; and that a large territory would
thereby be saved or lest to His Majesty's dominions
and that the heights of land runfrom the Bay of
Chaleur to the river Saint John, and strike it at, or
near, the Great Falls. To ascertain which, and
more positively determine the situation, and explore
the face of the country, we requested Capt. Sproule
to return with us to the Great Fals, to which he
objected, saying, that his return there could answer no
end, as tho opinion lie had already formed of the situa-
tion of the boundary line fromi geographical knowledge,
and ocular demonstration, was unalterable, and that le
vas bound to observe General Carleton's instructions,

which lie produced, conceived in these words:

" By [lis Excellency Thomas Carleton, Lieutenant-
Governor, and Commander in Chief of the Province of
New Brunswick, &c. &c. &c.

To George Sproule, esquire, Surveyor General.

" You are hereby directed to proceed to the Great
Falls of the river Saint John, in order to meet theSur-
veyor General of the Province of Quebec, at that place
on the 15th instant, for tie purpose of settling the
boundary lino between the Province of Quebec and
New Brunswick, in the execution whereof you will
be governed by the Act of Paliament for establishing
the Province of Quebec, which determines that boun-
dary to be the highîlands which divide those waters'
that empty themselves into the river Saint Lawrence,
fron thosewhich fall into the atlantie ocean,
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A ppjentix
" Given under my hand at Fredericton, the seventh

day of July, in the year of our Lord, one thousand
seven bundred and cighty-seven.

" On the l8th Captain Sproule and we separated ;
lie, on his way to the Portage, we, ta the Great Falls,
where wefound the country extremely mountainous;
and, fron information galtheredfrom different per-
sons, who have beenfrom ithe Saint John river back
in the country, and my owon observations, have no
doubt but that these mounlains are the range îvhich
extendfron the Bay of Chaleur Io that river.

" On consulting Mr. Finlay, and finding nothing
further could be done towards ascertaining the boundary
line, therefore, with his advice, returned to fuil as far as
possible the further requisitions as stated in the instruc-
tions Your Lordship was pleased to honor me with.

" I neglected no opportunity of encouraging and as-
suring those persons vishlig to settle in that vicinity,
of the favourable intentions of this governient towards
them, leaving soveral copies of the minutes of council
among then, vith which the Acadians in particular,
expressed an uncommon satisfaction.

" 1 informed the people disposed to settle, of the
spots Mr. Finlay pointed out as most convenient and
iecessary to be settled for the establishment of post
bouses on the road ; taking the utmost care and atten-
tion to explain to them the advantages of such situ-
ations : they in general were inclined to settle frqm
the Falls up the Saint John river, asfar as Madawas-
ka, the land being thus far good ; but from thence to
the river Saint Lawrence, I found then much averse
to settie, owing to the barrenness of the land in general,
and their inability to support thermselv!s for the first
years of their settlement : upon the whole I much fear
that, without sone further encouragement than the
grant of land, the portage belween the river Saint
Lawrence and Temiscouata will remain unsettied.

The Committee of Council appointed to report as
well upon the question qf the boundary between this
Province and that, of New Brunswick, as the most
eligible mealÊs of encouraging the communication and
the settlement of the lands in that vicinity, have the
honour to observe, that Mr. Holland's Repott to Your
Excellency ias been duly considered by the comtmittee,

dcito Appendi.
vho likewise paid thorough attention to the description (3.)

of the boundaries of the Provinces of Quebec and New
Brunswick, as extracted from Your Excellency's com- 1844
missions as Captain General and Gove.nor in Chief,
and on the whole they beg leave to remark, that if the
Province of New Brunswick may of right claim
the sources qf rivers that take their rise on the
height of land, which divides the rivers that ernpty
themselves into the Saint Lawrencefrom those which
fall into the atlantic ocean, the ancient limits of
this government will be curtailed lowards New
Brunswick, and seigniories under ( anddian grants
as far back as the year 1623 and 1683 be taken into
that Province ; besides, the Acadians, aIready set-
tled abave the Great Falls of Saint John river,
and such people as may chuse hereafter to settle
there, would be greally incommoded if those parts
should be included in the Province of New Bruns-
toick.

" Their commercial dealings vill be with this coun-
try, for they must, from their situation, be supplied vith,
European and West India commodities from Quebec.

" The Committee most humbly submit to ynur
Lordship, whether it would not be for the advantage of
both governments that the Province of Quebec
be separated from that of Neu Brunswick by ar
Une running along the highlands which extend
from the head of Chaleurs Bay to the foot of the
Great FaVs of Saint John river, and from thence
crossing the river (so as to inctude the whole of the
portage or carrying place) and conlinuing in a
straight Une towards the sources of the river Chau-
dière, which rise on the highiands that commence at
the said head of the Bay of Chaleurs, and extend
all the way to the north -westernmost head of Connec-
ticut river.

" With regard ta setlling the new road ta Lake
Temiscouata, along that lake and so down the
Madawaska, the committee beg leave to represent
that the soid in that lengthy tract is poor in general ;
yet there are many parts through its whole extent fit for
cultivation, though not of a quality to induce people
to settle so far removed from assistance in their country
labours, without good encouragement.

" Fron information the committee report, that some
Canadian settlers may be hiad on the following terms :

" To obtain a grant of two hundred acres of land,
frec from quit rent, for twenty years, paying a sol de
cens.

" To have four acres cleared, and a log bouse built
thereon, consisting of two apartments, and to have an
out bouse of logs ta serve as a stable and barn, witlh
three years provisions for each family.

" The committee have further been informed that
loyali'sts will set down on that tract on the following
conditions

" That each family have a grant of land (200 acres)
free from quit rent, for ten years.

" Twenty ive pounds to be andvanced, to stock the
farm ; the lands and improvements t be security that
the money shall be repaid in ton years, but without in-
terest. That each family be conveyed to the land al-
otted to then without expanse. To have two years

provisions allowed then, and delivered at their settle-
monts.

"The lands from the mouth of Madawavska dow'h to
the Great Fall on Saint John river are of a superior
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Appemlix
quality ; it is therefore presumed that settlers would sit
dowin in that part on less encouragement than is above
demanded.

Report of the Solicitor General and Surveyor Ge-
neral, to His Excellency Alured Clarke, Esquire,
Lieutenant-Governor and Commander in Chief
ofthe Province of Lower Canada, Major Gene-
ral, Commanding His Majesty's Forces in North
America, &tc. 4ýc. 4'c.

Report of His Majesty's Sol icitor General and Sur-
voyor General, under Your Excellency's reference of
he 1Sth June, upon the petition of Anselme and Mi-
chel Robichaud, of Rivière (les Caps, in the county of
Cornwallis, merchants, for a verification of the facts
therein stated.

4, May it please Your Excellency,

" The petition states, " that for upwards of fifteen
years they have traded with the inhabitants of Mada-
waska, and under divers licences from the District of
Quebec, have also traded with the Savages upon the
frontiers, and even within parts of the Province of
New Brunswick, and have purchased a farm at Mada-
waska, and made considerable credits.

" That the governrment of Quebec, having for
several years established a Milîtia at Madatoaska,
and the Court of Common Pleasfor the District of
Quebec having pronounced several judgments, and
issued executions in their favour against persons
settled at Madawaska, they had entertained hopes
that justice -would be done them ; but that in the be-
ginng of May last, one Thomas Costin, calling him-
self a justice of the peace for the Province of New
Brunswick, had caused new Officers of the Militia to
be elected at Madawaska, by a majority of voices, at
an assembly of the inhabitants, and imposed a fine on
Anselme Robichaud, one of the petitioners, for having
caused the goods of one François Albert, at Mada-
waska, to be seized, though such seizure was made by
virtue of an execution issued upon a judgment in the
district of Quebec. Moreover, that Jacques Cir,
Lieutenant of Mil'itia, established by the govern-
ment of Quebec, though vested with the execution,
was arrested and made prisoner by a sergeant and four
soldiers in His Majesty's troops, who conducted hima
fifteen leagues, to a place called the Grand Sault,
where he was compelled to pay ten pounds and thir-
teen shillings to obtain his liberty.

The petition further states, " that as the petitioners
have not been able to tearnfrom the Field Oßcers
of Militia at Quebec, nor from John Collins, es-
quire, the Deputy Surveyor Geieral, nor'from the
said Thomas Costin, toho calls himself ajustice of
the peace, &here the boundaries of the Province
may have been placed upon the line, desi nated by
the Statute of the 14th of His Majesty, ani how the
change of government may opefate, and to the end
that they may obtain justice in one or other of the
Provinces, they most humbly'pray Your EXcellency to

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cause tliem to be informed, if il be possible, of the
boiwndaries of the Province of Lower Canada, and
to take such measures with the governnent of New
3runswick as vour wisdom may suggest, to prevent

tIe ruin of the petitioners, and others, lis Majesty's
faithful subjects, which their ignorance of the limits,
antid such fines and force may occasion."

To verify the facts above alleged it was our inten-
tion to examine the ptitioners and such witnesses as
they night bo able to adduce before us, and for that
purpose the Solicitor-Generail acquainted Colonel Baby
ihereof, but froin (lie distance of their residence froin
Quebec, from their poverty and froin other causes,
they have iot yet preseinted themselves. There are,
hiowever, certain paliers that accompanied Your Excel-
lenc %'s reference, and are hereunto annexed, whici in
order to avoid any longer delay, induce us to report
to Your Excellency, that the facts ailleged in the peti-
tion respecting the arrest of Jacques Cir, the Lieute-
nant of Militia at Madawaska, and his leing con-
ducted to the Grand Sault, and there compelled to give
his pmrmissory note to Francis Albert for ten pounds
and thirteen shillings for pretended expenses, saitd to
have been occasioned by his h:ving acted contrary to the
laws of the Province of New Brunswick, appear to
us tu be truc, judging fromn the original papers, viz

1.-" A copy of a writ of execution issued fron the
Court of Common Pleas at Quebec, tested 15th
February, 1792.

2.-" A letter from François Cir and Jacques Cir, to
Colonel Dambourges, certified by Regis Robichaud,
without date.

3.--" A paper signed Thomas Costin, juge à paix pour
le district de IMadawaska et York Conté, purport-
ing to he an inhibition to François Cir and Jacques
Cir, froi executing any order issuing from any other
Province, within the district of Madawaska, unless
it he signied and ordered by a Judge of New Bruns-
wick, dated 26th March, 1792.

4.-" An acknowledgement, to whib is subscribed
François Albert, of his having received a promissory
note of Jacques Cir, for ten pounds thirteen shil-
lings, for expenses occasioned by his having acted
conitrary to the laws of New Brunswick, dated 28th
March, 1792.

5.-" A letter dated Madawaska 23rd April, 1792,
from Francois Cir and Jacques Cir, ta Mr. Dam-
bourges, Colonel of the South Militia, Lieutenant
Colonel Baby of the Canadian Militia, assures us
that a conipany of Militia zwas established by
order of Lord Dorchester, at Madawaska, about
two years ago, and that Jacques Cir, is a Lieu-
tenant in that company, so that that fact is also
true.

" We have applied to the Council Ore here for a
copy of any proceedings that might have been had in
counci respecting the line of division between this
Province and New Brunswick, and have obtained
a copy of certain papers there deposided, which
show that the line between the two Provinces has
not yet been ascertained :-a copy of those papers
we herewith submiit to Your Excellency, viz :

1.-" Description of the Botîndaries of the Provinces
of Quebec, Nova Scotia, and New-Brunswich, from
His Excellency Lord Dorchester's Commissions,
and of the United States of America, from the
Definitive Treaty of the Peace, in tie handwriting
of Mr. Secrotary Motz.

2. C. 1Appendix2.-" Copy of Lord Dorchester's Instructions to Mr.
Joln Holland, who was directed tu accompîany Mr.
Finlay, in order to assist in marking out the Boun-
dary Line, dated Queber, 9th July, 1787, also in
the handwriting of Mr. Secretary Motz.

3.-" Letter by wiy of Report from Mr. John Hol-
land to Lord Dorchester, dated Quebec, 26th July,
1787.

4.-" Report of a Committee of the Council charged
to consider the subject of the Boundary Line between
the two Provinces, and the means ofencouraging the
comnunication, and settling the lands in that
vicinity. Dated, Counicil Chamber, 18th October,
1787.

Extracts from the Report of the Royal Commis-
sioners, Colonel Richard Z. Mudge and G. W.
Featherstonhugh, Esquire on the subject of the
Southern Boundary of Canada, 1840.

(Page 9.)-" laving found the physical geography
of the disputed terrîtory very muich at variance witli ail
the accounts of it te which wve had lad access, and per-
ceiving that the popular opinions regarding it both in
Great Britaim and im Ilhe United States of America,
Owed their origin to the previous surveys and nego-
tiations respecting the Boundany Question, some of
which survevs we found singularly at variance, with
our own careful observations made on the spot, as to
heiglits of some leading points of the couniry of vital
importance to the question ; we came to the conclusion,
that the most significant of those previous estimates,
and which were connected with important inferences,
were conjecturally made, without knowledge of the
truth, and that thus very incorrect statements had been
submitted to tlie judgment of the Sovereign Arbiter, tu
whom, under the convention of the 29th September,
18271, those previous surveys were to be referred.
We shall, in hie course of this Report, point out to
your Lordship these inaccuracies in a more specific
manner.

" Alive te the important bearing of this somewhat
nexpected state of things, it became necessary for us

immediately upon our arrival in England, to enter
upon a more careful study ofthIe diplomatic history of
the dispute ; iii which was to be found those arguments
which hlad been raised upon the erroneous statements
we have alluded to, and which hîad taken so strong a
hold upon the public mind in the United States of
Americi.

" The assumption conséquent hiereupon, which is
entertained in that counry, that a particular range of
highlands north of the Saint John's river, and running
parallel with, and at no greait distance from the Saint
Lawrence, is the range of highilands intended by the
treaty of 1783, seemed to have suggested te the oflicial
agents, employed by the American goverriment under
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Âpendix
13 ) the 5th article of the treaty of Ghent, the necessity of

maintaining that the boundary proposed by the treaty
1844. of 1783, was identical with the ancient provincial

boundary between the Province of Quebec and lier
Majesty's Province of Nova Scotia. This assertion,
which appeared to derive plausibility from Mitcleli's
map, a document admitted to have been much consulted
by the Commissioners of both governments at the
negotiations which ended in the treaty of 1783, in-
duced the British ollicial agents, under the treaty of
Ghent, tu take the opposite line, and to insist that the
assertion was altogether " conjectural and incapable
uf satisfactory proof. " The voluminous conflicting
documents which this point gave rise to, show how
much the British official agents were rnisled by the
generai ignorance which existed of the interior parts
of the territory in dispute. They were right in denying
that the ancient provincial boundary was identical
with the range of highlands claimed on the part of
the United States ; but they wvere wrong in denying
that the lino of demarcation established by the ancient
provincial boundary, was intimately connected with
the boundary intended by the 2nd article of the
treaty of 1783.

" When the American agents asserted that the
treaty line and the ancient provincial boundary were
identical, and when the British agents denied that they
were so, both parties placed the question at issue upon
grounds dangerous to their respective claims, for if it
had been known that a range of high lands correspond-
ing with te terms of the treaty, existed in a part of
the territory which neither of the parties bad examined,
namely, south of the Chaudière and the Bay of
Chaleurs, mn which ran the line of demarcation of the
ancient provincial boundary, the Americans would
neyer have made their assertion ; but on the contrary,
would probably have changed arguments -with our
own commissioner and agents. The United States
are, however, committed, by the case which they laid
before His Majesty the King of the Netherlands, totheir
assertion of the identity of the ancient provincial
boundary with the line described in the 2nd article of
the treaty of 1783. But it is probable that a better
knowledge of the interior of the disputed terrty->, than
existed at the time of the submission of the case to His
Majesty the King of the Netherlands, now obtains in
the United States. Of this we lied indications on our
arrival in Anerica, in August, 1839, when some of
the American Newspapers called loudly upon us to
proceed to examine the lina of highlands claimed by
them ; and this, no doubt, with the view of drawing
our attention from those parts of the country west of
the Saint John which lie along the eastern end western
sources of the Penobscot. And the same newspapers
at the termination of our labours, exhibited i no very
courteous terms, their dissatisfaction with the course
we had pursued, misrepresenting ail our proceedings'
deniying that we had visited the lne claimed by them,
and insisting that if we had donc so, we should bave
been compelled to report in favour of it. We relate
these circumstances to your Lordship, to show that the
very sanguine and ahnost universal opinion which ob-
tains in the United States, and which las been so go-
nerallv expressed there, in facveur of the boundery lino
being te be found so near to the Saint Lawrence, has been
partly occasioned by the true line of boundary never lav-
ing been practically examined, and of no report having
been made in datait of its true nature ; whilst the past
surveys and negotiations, as well'as the public attention
in both countries, have been almost exclusively direct-
ed to the line, brought forward by the Americans as the
boundary intended by the treatv off1783. For al-
though Mars Hill was with great colour of justice
proposed by the British official agents as a point iri

that range of highlands, * at which the due north line (.)
should stop, in order to form the north-west angle of
Nova Scotia, still no lina "along the highlands," hald 1844.
been surveyed or practically examined in a western
direction from thence. The argument thus came con-
jecturally before the King of the Netherlands, and was
left still more impotent by the denial, on our side, of
any connection between the ancient provincial boundary
and the lino described in the 2nd article of the treaty
of 1783.

We have to remark, aiso, as a proof of the mis-
tak-en notions entertained in the United States, respect-
ing their supposed highlands, that if we, in accordance
with their wisles, had confined our investigations to
the lina claimed by them, we should have come at once
to the conclusion atwhich, on making it the last branch
of our investigations, we have actually arrived, namely,
that that lino is deficient in every essential character
requisite to make it conformable with the description
of the boundary intended by the treaity of 1783. Be-
lieving that they nover would have invited us to expose
the defects of the line claimed by them, if they had been
aware of those defects, we must infer that they them-
selves, with some few exceptions, are without any prac-
tical knowledge of the real character of the lina of
boundary which they insist upon, some striking proofs
of which we propose hereafter to adduce.

* * *

(P. 25.)-" The proclamation of 1763 states aiso,
that the line of boundary of the g'vernment of Quebec,
is to pass " along the north coast of the Bay of Cha-
leurs ; " it does not state, as has been erroneously as-
sorted, that the lina passes along the highlands, which
are on the north const of the Bay of Chaleurs ; but
merely that it, the line, is to pass along the north
coast, so as te place the whole of that part of the country,
down to the water's edge of the bay, within the juris-
diction of Quebec. And it is a fact, which will here-
after be shown, that the highlands do ixtend from the
eastern sources of the Penobscot, to the Bay of Chaleurs,
forming a perfect continuity of highlands froin that bay
to the hoads of the Chaudière.

" The propriety of including ali the settlements ac-
customed to be governed by French law, and profes-
sing, as the Canadians of those settlements did, tie
Roman Catholic religion, was manifestly one of the mo-
tives for extending the jurisdiction of Quebec, where-
ver the sottlements were French. This is evident,
both from the language of the proclamation of 1763,
yvhere the boundaîry lino is directed to go " also along

the north coast of the Bay of Chaleurs," because
various fishing settlements were there ; and from the
recital of the sanie boundary in the Act 14 Geo. 3.
1774, commonly called the Quebec Act, where the
southern boundary is thlus described,

" All the territories, islands and countries in North
" America, belonging to the Crown of Grea t Britain,
" bounded on the south by a lina from the Bay of

Chaleurs along the highlands which divide the
" rivers that enpty themselves into the Saint Law-

rance from thoso which fallin tte iason, té a point
in forty-live degrees of northern latitude, on the

" eastern bank of the river Connecticut."

No particular point of the Bay of Chaleurs is here
mentionad et which this lino lis te begin, and there ils
nothing in this act which forbids the jurisdiction of

* On ascending the river Saint John from Woodstoék, the
gradual rie of thb country is evident ; and several miles be-
fore the treiveller drrivesat the stream called se Chutes, he
perceives that he is about te pass thirôughaiange of highlaiids.
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Quebec to go as far south is tire soutIernimrost point of
the Bay of Chaleurs at Batiurst, in iorti latitude 47
degrecs 38 minutes.

" But in tie commission of Montague Wiinot, daited
21lst cf Novembiher, i1763, the governrent of the Pro-
vince of Nova Scotia is direcied to "l be bounided by

purely the true direction of the highLands whicih " dfi-

" eut river ;' and is linited to that part ofthemi whicl
lies West of the lire niortir lire, and to tie point at
which the due iorth line froi thu sources of tihe Saint
Croix river cornes to those highlands.

(P. 53.)-"' We have, in the first place, endeavoured
te show that we should have been acting inconsistently
with the information which we possess, and with the
facts which we have te report, if we liad adopted the
ground which the official British agents, who have pre-
ceded us in the investigation of this boundary question,
relied upon as essential te the maintenance of theBritish
view of the question, viz: that the boundary intended
to be established by the 2nd article of the treaty of
1783, was to be a line distin't from the southern boun-
dary of the Province of Quebec, as established by the
Royal proclamation of 1763,. In opposition te that erro-
neous impression, we have feit it our duty te show that
those lines were one and tho saine thing. Indeed the
very definition of the point in the treaty, viz: the coin-
cidence of the due north line with the highlands, proves
that the commissioners for negociating the treaty of
1783, considered the " highlands" of the treaty to be
one and the same thing with the southern boundary of
the Province of Quebec; for if Nova Scotia had extend-
ed further te the north or to the west, than the point
where the due north lino was to intersect the highlands,
that point would have been the north east anglo of the
State of Maine, but could not have been the north-west
angle of Nova Scotia. For the truc north-west angle
would have been still further te the north or to the
west, at whatever point the western boundary of Nova
Scotia touched the southern boundary of the Province
of Quebec.

" This point can only b dotermined by first deter-
mining the: other objects by which, according te the
treaty that angle is entirely governed, namely, the
highlands, and the.river&to be divided by those high.

" It will be observed that the 2nd article of the (B.)

treaty of 1783, after mentioning the north-west angle of
Nova Sceotia, as the point of departure, from whence
is to be traced the line of northern boundary for the
United S tates, in this part of the Province of Massachus-
settsBay, describes that point as angle formed by a lino
drawn due north from the source of the Saint Croix
river te the highlands, and the fine as running " along

the said highlands which divide those rivers that
" empty themselves into the river Saint Lawrence from
" those which fail into the atlantic ocean, tù the north
" westernmost lead of the Connecticut river."

" Great Britain contends that the point this des-
cribed is found at or near an elevation, called Mars
ill, which is situated in a due north line drawn from

the source of the Saint Croix river, and south of thé
river Saint John ; that the highlands intended by the
treaty are those extending froin that point te the Con.
necticut river; and that the rivers Penobscot, Kennebec,
and Androscoggin, are the rivers falling into the atlan-
tic ocean, which are intended by the treaty to be divid-
ed from the rivers which empty themselves into the
river Saint Lawrence."

Whlen taken in connexion vith fite claim ofi
Canada to jurisdiction and territory as far dowin as the
Great Falls of the river Saint John, it also clearly
proves, in opposition to the American argument in this
discussion, the uncertain and unsettled condition of the
provincial liimlits.11

Siîn,-With reference to my despatch of the 7th
instant, "l cotnfidential I tr''iastnsmitting the first statement
on the part of Great Britaii of the disputed points tinder
the fifth article of the treaty of Ghent, i have now thel
honor to acquaint you, tiat, in order that our conduct
nay be consistent with our arguments, it is necessary
that the Province of Lower Canada should continue,
without interruption, to exercise actuai jurisdiction over
the "l Fief of Madawaska." This Fief covers the
whole of Temisquata Laike, and ni ne miles in lengtli
down the river Mativaska, which issues from that lake.
''lhe Province of New Brunswick, as provei on the
trial of John Baker, exercises actual jurisdiction over
Uie Madawaska settleintit, but tiis settlement extends
along the main river Saint John, both above and below
the confluence of the Madawaska river ; and no ju ris-
diction appears de facto to have ben exercised bY New
Brunswick on the Mavaska river above its mouth,
where a grant of laiid wvas made by the governmient of
that Province ta Simon Hebert, in 1825.

" Under these circiinstances, therefore, it is advisa-
ble for the governnent of Lower Canada to maintain
and exercise its jurisdiction over the lake Temisquata
and the river Madawaska quite down ta the aforesaid
(rrant to Simon Hebert at its mouth, which wili include
the whole " Fief of Madawaska," and the government
ot New Brunswick to maintain and exercise its juris-
diction, as ieretofore, iii other parts of the disputed fer-
ritory, including the Madawaska seulement on the
main river Saint John, but not to extend it up the river
Madawaska. I have communicated corresponding iii-
structions to Mr. President 3hick, administering lte

governinent of New Brunswick.

HOUSE OF ASSEMBLY,
Saturday, February 24th.

" Division of Carleton Bill.

' The House went into a Committee of te whole
on the bill to divide the county of Carleton.

" Mr. Perley, (M. P. for the county of Carleton)
said that the extreme length of the county, it being
roin 150 to 160 miles, rendered a division necessary.

11Che county buildings being situated at Woodstock, near
the lower end of the couity, the inihabitants of Mada-
waska iad to travel 100 miles to the court. He
tilouglht ailso tiat by dividing the couinty now it might
strenglhen the claim of this Province in settling the
boundary -with Canadta, as it would give us the riglit
of possession. He said that the long distance the peo-
ple in the upper part of the county were situated from
the gaol madie it very diflicult to administer justice, in
consequence of which many cases were left unnoticed.

" The lumber trade was now flourishing in that part
which would form the new county, owing to which
circumstance the inhabitants were as well able to defray
the expenses of the new' county buildings now as they
would be at any future period ; besides which they
were all in fivour of lthe division, he hoped lie house
would pass the bill.

" Mr. End, (M. P. for the county of Gloucester)
said that the question for dividirg the county of Carleton
hiad come up before, wien the principal objection
urged against it was the unsettled state of the bounîdary
bit now the Anericatt boundary was settled ie thought
the house was bound ta give them another countv.

hlie French of Madawaskt were a fine loyal set of fel-
lows, and lie (Mr. End) would go for the bill. He
would like to knov what they imîiended to call te new
county ? He hoped they would call il Metcalfe ; ho
hoped the bill would pass, for the Frenci of Madawaska
were deserving of the privileges of tlie British constitu-
tion, of which they are now virtually deprived,

" Mr. J. A. Street, (M. P. for the county of Nor-
thumberlanid ) said it was desirable to have mare in-
formation on the subject.

" le thought a sketch of the outlines of the county,
and accutt of its inhabitants, &c., and the probable
line of boutndarv betwixt this Province and Canada,
should be laid before the Committee. As to its length,
160 miles was too much for one county ; yet they
should know if the population set off would be sufi-
cient for a county ; and whether they would be able to
support the county expenses, &c. He was favourabl
to the bill, iftiese questions were satisfactorily answered,
as it was almost ijustice to compel people to travel
100 miles to court.

" Mr. Connell, (M. P. for the county of Carleton)
said the county was about 150 miles long, ani the divi-
sion fine being fixed at Rivière de Chute vould leave the
old county about 55 miles in length. Witlh regard to
the utility of the measure, lie thought that no better
evidence could be given than that the people in each
division were eager for it. At present it was almost
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impossible to execute justice in the upper part. The
shire town thouglit must be fixed near the mouth of the

~~ .Tobique, or at the Grand Falls ; but that was a ques-
. tion that was proposed should be left to the decision of

the Lieutenant-Governor.

" Honorable Mr. Wilmot, (M. P. for the county of
York) said that the strongest reasons could be urged in
favour of the bill, vas that a populous part of Mada-
waska on ic south shore of the Saint John now belong-
ed to the United States, where American institutions
were already in full operation, while on the British side,
-just across a narrow river, the people were totally
neglected. If nothing be donc to counteract the influ-
ence such a state of things were calculated to bring
about, comparisons would 'bc drawn which could not
fail to b unfavourable ta British institutions. Mada.
waska was a thickly settled district, and even if lthe
boundary betveen this Province and Canada should bc
settled according to the pretentions of that colony,
which wa1s the river Madawaska, the proposed new
county would still be 70 or 80 miles long.

With regard to the shire town he thought the
Grand Falls would be a ood situation ; it was a cen-
tral position, and a military station.

"l He had been informed that the Engineer depart-
ment contemplated making a military road froin Fre-
derictou to the Grand Falls, and thence to Kamouraska.
-le hoped the bill would pass, it was the duty of that

house to give them the benefit of British Institutions,
and foster thit spirit of loyalty which now happily
prevailed there. le vould relate an anecdote illus.
trative o ithir attachment ta Great Britain ; since the
American boundary was settled the annual militia
training took place on the British side of the river,

Vhen a great number of the men from tha American
side came over to train with their old comrades, and
under British Oicors, and although the officers told
thein that tliy were no longer British subjects, and
could nat b pormitted to train there, they still persisted,
and would not be driven out of the ranks ! and such
was their attachment to British laws, &c., iliat ha
(Mr. W.) iad beeu informed that a great many of
those on the American side were about ta abandon
their farms and settle on the British side.

" Mr. Fisher, (M. P. for the county of York,) said,
they had better not discuss the question as to where the
shire town should be, but leave it ta His Excellency te
determine. As to the bill, ift appeared as though tiere
were scarcely two opinions on the subject. He (Mr.
F.) heartily concurred with it, and hoped it would pass
unanimously.

" Same discussion then took place about thé divi.
sion lina, which was finally settled as follows, viz: to
commence at the American boundary line where it i
intersected by the Rivière de Chute, then down thai
stream to its conjunction with the river Saint John
then across that river the shortest course to the line
which (livides the parishes of Perth and Kent, tier
following the course of that lina until it strike
the boundary of the county of Northumberland
The Bill then passed without a division. ( We(
understood that the naming of the new county is to b
leftto His Excellency the Lieutenant-Governor, anc
that it is not to be entitled to send representatives to th
Hlouse of Assembly until the next general electio
takes place.)"

On taking up the Message of His Excellency,
relative to the settlement of the Boundary question-

" Honorable Speaker, (MP. for thecounty ofKent,)
said, he did not sec the use of a committee reporting on
the inatter at all,for that laid entirely with the Home go-
vernment. He thought the report that hiad already been
made by Lord Ashburton was a satisfactory one, and
if lthe question was taken up it should be by the Exe-
cutive Council, and not by a committee of that flouse.

" Mr. Partelow, (M. P. for the county of Saint
John) said, the Committee, he was sure, had no inten-
tion of taking the matter out of the hands of the Execu-
tive Council.

" Honorable Mr. Wilmot, (M. P. for the county of
York)thought it best ta get up a respectful address to tlie
Queen, expressive of their opinions on the subject, but
undoubtedly the territory in dispute belonged to them.

" Honorable Mr. Hazen, (M. P. for the city of Saint
John) said the question before them vas a diflicult one,
and shoud be dealt with very cautiously, for the
government at Home had done every thing in their
power to advance the claims of this Province.

" Mr. End, (M. P. for the county of Gloucester,)
thought they had better postpone a discussion of the
subject, and pass a resolution in the mean time.

"Honorable Speaker said thbat when the House asked
for information, they were not bound ta refer the matter
ta a Select Committee ; it was best ta be careful what
they were going ta do, for the question ought to ho
handled very carefully.

"·It was his opinion that it would be best to let the
matter stand to the close of the Session, which would
b a fortnight or three weeks, or perhaps a monthi yet,
and that would give honorable members full time for
deliberation, and then let the address be the last thing
done.

" Honorable Mr. Simonds, (M. P. for the county of
Saint John) and W. H. Street, *(M. P. for the city of

s Saint John) agreed with the Honorable Speaker.

" Mr. J. A. Street, (M. P. for the county of North-
umberland) said, the subject was one of great interest,
inasmuch as it affected the integrity of [he Province.
[,e thought iat all the documents relating ta the sub-

n ject should be before the committee, and that they should
take it into their consideration at the time the Civil
List Bill passed, that portionnow in dispute was then
thought to belong to this Province, but now the Cana-
dians claimed it as belonging to them. He agreed with
the Honorable Mr.Wilmot when lie said that uqdoubted-
ly the disputed territory belonged to New Brunswick,
tberefore there were but two questions, with regard to
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our consideration of the subject-wlhether tie Execu-
tive Council should settle the question, or leave it on-
tirely to the Hoine governiment. Canadians tried to
deprive them of' a large tract of land, besides what
valunable timber was grow'ing thereon, which if tley
were to get their ends accuplisled, would taike fromn
this Province a great part of its wealth, timber being
tie chief article of commerce. Now, lie thought that
this was a question for the Home government tu settle,
and that they should guard ouir riglts, so lie, (àMr.
Street) wislied for as little delai as possible, as
woild be a serious loss to the Province to lot the ques-
tion romainli unsettled.

"l Honorable Mr. Wilmot, (M. P. for tle cointy of
York,) said, thait if the H[ouse would present an address,
they shoiuld be partictlarly caitious in what manner
hic address was prepared ; they should express no
doubts whatever as to whbat Provine tlie land belonged,
but state plainly and bolilly tiait it belonged to thein,
aind not admit that oie single inch of it beloniged to
Canada.

" Mr. Brown, (M.P. for fhie couinty of Charlotte,)
said that as fur as lie u nderstood the questii, thiîs
Province sliouild go on the Ashburton line and claim
all on to the river Saint Lawrence.

" LEGIsLATIVE COUNcIL,

" Thursday, March 21st.

C lis IHonor the President (Honorable William
Black,) took the chair at half-past twelve o'clock ;
the journals of the preceding day liaving been read at
the clerk's table.

" The followinig members were present:-Tlonor-
able President, Honorable Messrs. Shore, Robinson,
Saunders, Botsford, Attorney General, Chandler,
Street, Wyer, Hlatch, Johrston, Owen, Crane, and
Minchin.

" The house w ent into committee of the whole in
further consideration of a bill to divide the parish of
Madawaska, in the êounty of Carleton, into three
separate and distinct towns or parishes.-.lonorable
Colonel S hore in the chair.

" lonorable Mr. Botsford thouglit it was a very
incorrect mode of legislating to divide the parishi of
Madawaka, while tlhe line between the two Provinces
was in dispute, and by legislating on the subject just
now was premuature, and it would not make the claini
of New Brunswick arny better, and might be making a
parish that would ultimately bc in the Province of
Canada. The only positive claim that New Bruns-
wick had to the Madawaska settlement, wais a few
miles above thje Grand Falls. If the Canada claims
were correct, and lie was fearful that such might prove
tu o ethe case, even if they divided the parish as sug-

gested by the bill, he thoughit there would be a diffi- Appelix
culty to find suficient naîterial to do the duties of
parish oflicers, as no doubt a great number of the -~~~~'
inhabitants were transient piersons, such as lumbermen 181-
and squatters, antid lie woulh! ask what w'ould such men
as Lord Stanley and Sir Robert Peel sav, when they
otund they had divitled a parish in a part of a couity

that did flot belong to tie Province. 1le (Mr. Bots-
ford) consilered they would bu injuring tieir own
claims by legislating this way, particularly as there
was no great necessity for the bil passing at present.

" Honorable Attorney General (Honorable J. C.
Peters) said they lad better wait until another year,
and by tiat time, in alil Iprobability, the lines between
the Provinces would be defied, aind there could be no
hiarm done at any rate, as it was not contemplated by
the bill to have any parish officers appointed until next
Jaiiuirv session, even if the bill passed-a few months'
longer could not make much difference.

" Ilonorable Colonel Shore said such a mode of
legislation% was certainly prinatire. ''he reason why
the parish had not been divided before was, that tliat
part of the countrv was in dispute between the two
governmenis, but wlen that was settled by the Ashî-
burton treaty another cifll;<ty arose as to ic dividing
lines between the two Provinces. Ho certainly
thotughdt they shoIlI wait tntil that difficulty was
settled before they made a division of Ihe parish, par-
ticularly as it iwas probable that mie of the parishes
spoken of woutld be ot ofthejurisdiction ofthe Pro-
vince ; he was quite sure if tley passed the bill, the
Home government would not sanction it. Lord Stanley
would say, "l wait until the lines are settled betweei
" the two Provinces, before you divide a parish tiat
" you are not certain to which of the two Provinces it
" belongs."

" Honorable Ifr. Chandler would ratier wait until it
was ascertained whcther the county was Io be divided
before they divided the parish, as there might be a difli-
culty as to vlere the bounds of the parishes should be
fixed. He ( Hlonorable Mr. Chandler) was for doing jus-
tice to all of Her Majesty's subjects in every part of the
Province, as filr as lay in his power, but did not think
ihere existed any very urgent necessity for passing the
bill until after the new county was established.

" Honorable Mr. Street considered it a nost
absurd way of legislating, to attempt to pass a
bill for the dividing of a parish, which, in all
probability, a greater part, when the linee be-
tween the two Provinces were settled, would
be out of the jurisdiction of the Province alto-
gether. le hoped such wotuld not be the case ; but
even admtting there was nîot the slightest prospect of
that being the c lse, ie did not sec any great necessity
in passirg the bill at present, at least until the Pro-
vince line was defnied. The parish vas not suffering
inanv wav in consequence of its extent that lie had
ever icard of, and why not let the dividing of it stand
over till the next meeting of the legislature.

" Honorable Mr. Minchin was in hopos that the bill
woull (lave passed uniinimotsly; beconsidered the whole
of the Madawaska belonged to New Brunswick, and as
the treaty was settled with hic United States, they
should lot the inhabitants of Madawaska know that the
government was determincul to treat them as British
subjects, by extending to thiem al] their privileges as
such ; lie certainly hoped thie bill would pass, as the
parish in question lad been deprived of the privilege
of having schools long enough.

" Honorable Colonel Wyer vas for Hie bill, and did
not think the Canada lino question shoild have"any thing
to do with the dividing of the parishi. He thought the
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(B.) rights of the inhabitants of Madawaska had been ne-

glected too long already, and wished them to have the
privilege of en*joying ali the rights which as Eritish
subjects they deserved.

" Honorable Mr. Johnston had heard nothing ta con-
vince hiim that the parish should not be divided, whether
the coûnty was divided or not, and thought the bill hard
stated properly how the parishesshould bo defined, and
if it should so happen that thie upper parish ultimately
belonged to Canada or not, that should not prevent
them from doing justice to those persons living on thie
Maîdawaska. Some parts of thie bill was imperfict,
but those parts could be very casily put to rights.

" Honorable Mr. Crane was against the measure for
two reasons ; the first was, lie thought the parish should
not be divided until tle new county was established ;
and the aiter was that a part of the Madawaska was in
dispute between the two Provinces.

" Honorable Mr. Saunders said they should take up
the moasure in the same way as if Canada had never
macle any claim at ait on the subject. The question was,
shall they or shall they not grant to ie inhabitants of
Madawaska thie same protection that is granted to other
parts of the Province: le for one most certainly thoughit
they shoulu. If Canada should get what sl claims,
to-morrow, let lier take it, but that should not prevent,
them from doing their- duty as legislators ; andi he
would ask, why should the inhabitanîts of Madawaska
be deprived of tle legislative privileges that ail other
parts of the Province enjoy. He considered the parish
should have been divided years ago, and that in ail
probability that would have been donc, only Great Bri-
tain agreed with thie United States to remain quiet and
not lold any jurisdiction over the disputed territory,
only as far as what was actually necessary, until the sub-
ject wras settled. lie thought ole of the great reasons
why the Province hîad lost so much of the best pait of
the territory, was, because of her supineness in not
looking well after lier rights. If Canada gets any part
of tle Madawaska, Great Britain will not lose it ;
therefore, that should not prevent them from passing
the bill.

' Honorable President thouglit <he inhabitants ofthe
parish of Madawaska hîad been neglected ton long;
and now they were desirous of enjoying the same pri-
vileges as tlie inhabitants of other parts of thie Pro-
v'noe. He hoped the bill would pass, and they would
sec that tle legislature was in earnest to protect them
ho Ihought Canarda claims should have nothing to do
with tie prescrit question.

" Honorable Captain Owen was in favour of ile
bill. The inhabitants of Madawaska had shown them-
selves to be a loyal people, and were entitled to the
same privileges as ail others of Mer Majesty's subjects.

" Honorable Mr. Hatch would support the bill, and
thought the dividing of <le parish would be of great
service to <he place. As to <lie Canada chluim, thiat
should not prevent them from doing justice to tle in-
habitants.

'c On the motion oF the Honorable Mr. Johnston, that
the chairman leave the chair, and report the bill as
agreed to, the committee divided as follows :-Content
-Honorable Presilent, Honorable Messrs. Saunders,
latchi, Wyer, Johnston, Owen andt Minchin. (7.)-
Ncn-content-Hnorabl e Messieu rs Shore, Robinson,
Botsford, Attorney General, Chandler and Street. (6.)
It was carried in tlie afrmitive ; but on the question
being put by <ho President, that <he report be accepted,,
the house divided even, and the President n'ot beirg
a-llowed to vote, the bill was lost."

LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL,

" Monday, April ist.

"DIVISION OF THE COUNTY OF CARLETON.

" Honorable Colonel Shore in the chair.

" Honorable Colonel Wyer was in favour of the bill
and hoped the c'ounty voiÍd be divided ; and thought
the great distance of the shire town from ihe upper end
of the countv called for it; and had heard thait the
inhabitants had sulrered on accouint of the great dis-
tance to hie county. town lo transact business, and tlie
long distance the inhabitants of the upper part of the
county were situated fiom tho public buildings, made
it very digficult to administer justice ; in consequence
of which many persons escaped the justice of the law.
le thought the great distance persons would have to

travel to attend the courts should be a sufficient reason
why the bill should pass, particularly, when the in-
habitants had petitioned for it, and had sént a petition
to the legislature, numiTerously and respectably signed,
by the inhabitatis. A very strong reason whv fh
bill should pass, was, that on tite American side if the
Madawaska, the Americans were putting up public
buildings, and American institutions were in full oper-
ation ; while on the British side, across the, Saint
John river, the people were altogether neglectedi.
He hoped the bill would pass, for the inhiabitanms of
Madawaska had been neglected too long ailreadv, ancd
were deserving ofthe same privileges that Her Ma-
jesty's subjects enjoyed in other parts of thle Province.

" Honorable Mr. Minchin was in favor of the billi
and thought the whole of Madawaka belonged to New
Brunswick. It was contemplated to divide tie county
of Canrleton at the river de Chute, which would make
the old county something like 50 miles in length.

" On ic river Saint John, many of hie inhabitants
had ta trnvel over 100 miles to fle shire town in
Woodstock, to attend the courts as jurymen, and on
other business.

"If the inhahitants were not summoned as jurymen
in the upper part of the county, it would be doing them
an injustice, and if they did attend, their expenses
would be enormous ; and it was impossible that Mada-
waska could prosper when the public buildings were
ait so great a distance. He thought tho county of
Carleton had n botter claim than any other county that
had been divided for many years ; thie new county
would then be nearly 200 miles long. He claimed
five above the Madawaska river os belonging to New
Brunswick, and he considered, Canada had no riglt
to an inch of land in Madawaska.

" Hc hopedi the bill would pass, and then the
inhabitants of the upper part of the coaunty would know
that the legislature intended ta look aifter their iu-
terests.

" Honorable Mr. Botsford said wlien the bili first
came before the house, ie did not think it would be
sustained at aill and if they passed it they did "so
against every true principle of legislation, and vouldt
be establishing a new county in. i territory of which
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100 miles ns in dispute with Canada. lie did feel
called upon to oppose snch a measuie, until the flnes
were properly established between the two Provinces.
Theitr legislating on the subject wouhl not, by any
tfecansstrengthen their claims. lier Majesiy's govern-
ient woill setule the boundary, and Iiat very soon
and wh'lien that vas done, if there was a sufficient
nuiiber <of iilabitants, ant proper material to attend
to thel duties of a cointy, lie would ie Villinr to
divide il, at present lie did not think that was t Ie
case. Anoîther thinig, it was impossible to tell wlhere
the shire town should lie and did not think it fair to
legislate and establhli a new county in a territory iliat
was in d ispute with thie sister colony, to adld two repre-
sentatives to a part of tlie cointry thiat hai lot near as
inaniy inlibitankt as some other counties Ilitat sent only
two representatives.

"If it was necessary tait more mg'strates slould
lie apponted to attend to tle parocbiail duties of tle
cou %nty, n doubt thle eecutive wvould appoint tIem if
proper itlrimation was gien. lie Iltuglt that a
great dcgrce of caution was necessaly ii divid ing
:ounties, as it always increased the expeises of tlhe

goveriinent. At the lresent time lie would oppose
the bill iii everv stage, as it vas inpossible to teli
where the shire town should h, and did not tlink tlhe
present stite of the couity called for il, and inîstead of
its being a great bion Io the inilalbitants, i t w(uouhl be a
great injury, as they wouldl be called upoin to pay heavy
taxes to assist n erectig public buildin:s, wlich lie
believel froni tle information lie had received of late,
that they were not able to pay. Another thing, there
was not as lie could learn suircient material to do the
duties of a county ; wlen hie lines weie settled lie
wîould be villirg to support sucli a bill if found neces-
sary. lie could have no interest in opposing tle bill,
any further thai doing justice, and legislating properly,
neitler did lie iean ta say that Canada liad a riglit to
tlie territory sle claimed. lie believed otherwise, but
tiat it was in dispute and that it would not be practic-
able or proper to divide the county until lier Ma 'jesiv's
govermnîtiiei settled the Province lines. At the present
lime tliere vere but very few freehollers in that part
which Vas to tarmi the niew county, and consequentlv
vould not ho able to pay the taxes tlat would be
iecessary to put up the public buildings.

"Il onorable Captain Owen said, an argument had
been urged against the bill, because tliere were no)
freehollers ii the new county ; lie would support the
bill if there wis only one fieeliolder,juÎsqt enoughl to re-
torii a imember. It vas now due to the inhabitants,
tlat Ilie division should take place in every point of
viev : their miagnitude, their number, and the great
distance tu the shire town to attend ta public bu'siness.

" If the inliabitants of Madawaska were not sum-
mioned to attend the courts, it was because the distance
was so great that it was found almost impossible ta do
so. As to the lines tinot being settled bîetween the two
Provinces, lie did not think iliat should have any thing to
do withl it, and thouglit tliey sliould proceed just in the
same way as if Cainala liad inever set up a d!aim at all
and tliere was no otliciai information liefore them to
show that Canada alia male any claims to the Mada-
waska, aind if sle liadl, lie thoight thev vere unjust.
'lie arguments made use of liv Ilie Honorable Mr.
Botsford, put him in mind of a Devonshire man, whlîo
had<1 lis lat stolen from hiim ; a man came along and
Iound hiim making a dreadful noise, and asked h im
" What wals the matter ?" "l Vhy," sais lie, "l tlat
" man, a-heal ilere, has stolen my hat !" " Well,"
says the mant, "l wliv loit youî run after him, and catch
" him, and take it from iiimi ?" "l Oh, I can't," says
lie, "l for 1 'm tire d !' " Well,"' says the man, " if
" you can't run, I 'Il take your wig ! " and off lhe

ritory thiat was in) dispute, and Canada cornes along,
anti says, " If you do not look out for your riglits, I 1844.
" will take the remainder." He for otie, did not feel
disposed to give way tu Canada in this case, for lie
considered the wlhole of the Madawaska belonged to
New Brunswick, and ifthey hadno other claims, they
had possession for about sixty years, wvhich tuas
nine points of the law. The first tiat should be done
in any country towards civilization, was to give thein
municipal institutions, and bring the laws as near their
homes as possible. le hoped the bill would pass, as
he thouglit it woull be doing the inhabitants an itijus-
tice to delay it another day.

Il Honorable Colonel Shore said, there could be no
inconvenience as to attending courts, for the Acadians
were never simmoied to attend, and they pay no
taxes. They were oicd taxed £50, but an order was
issiied by Ilie counicil to have il returnel, whicli was
toie. le liouglit it premature to legislate at all on
the subject, until the flnes were settled with Canada.

" As to Madawaska being deprived of scionls, that
was not the case, for tley were entitled to thirteen
schools at present, but lie hlad never leard that Iliere
were ever more lian tlree established it one time.
As to there being a petition before the legislature
numerouîsly and respectablv signed, lie believed nine-
lentls of hie naies were signed by thlree magistrales

wlio wanied to have Ile county divided in order that
Ihey niglht be promoted. le liad seen a gentleman
from the upper part of the county, whio had told him
to beware of the petition, lis not one quarter of the per-
sons whose nanes were aillixcd, knîew any tling about
it.

" If iliere was any necessity for tlie Bill at present,
and that it would be of advantage to the inhabitants to
pass il, lie would lot object to it, but itistead of its be-
ing an a dvantage il would be a great injury, for they
would be called upon to pay heavy taxes, to erect pub-
lic buildings,which tley were not able to iay at present,
anl woulil rallier sibiit to any little inconvenience,
thian libe burthened with a lieavv tax. lie was as
anxious as any person to do everything thaIt mighit ad-
vanîce the interests of the inhabitants of tie Upper
Saint John, and whien Ile Canada lines were properly
settled, if it was found necessary, lie would le willing
to give ilîcun a new county, and niot till then."'

Now, sir, if thIis Province should ever be givcn back
to ils old masters-and i ar not without an inclination
to thinîk, iliat the best way would be to give it back to
ils old masters-if it siould ever become right to give
back Canada, with vlhat consistency cai a future
negociator say to France, we will give you back
Canada, not that Canada which you asserted to be
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Ap ndiCanada, but that stated in the Proclamation, having

discovered that we were mistaken in the extent of it ;
which error has been corrected by the highest authority
in this country.

Page 24.-The Attorney General (Edward Thur-
low, Esquire,)-" I do not rise ta avov or disavow
any thing. i should think I flatered myself if I
presumed, in case I had drawn every Une of tlce bill,
that that circumstance would go any way to recommend
it ta the consideration of the House ; much less do I
hope ta change the opinions of either of my honorable
and learned friends who have spoken upon the subject ;
because, when they have toldyou they oppose the second
reading, they have nu acquainted the bouse with any
measure, either of policy or justice, which they would
substitute in the place of it, and yet I flatter myself it
would require very little argument toconvince us, that
something ought to be done upon the present occasion.
But the honorable gentlemen have gone a considerable
way beyond the question immediately before us, for,
not confining themselves to that question, they have
anticipated the business, and have gone to new argu-
ments for new forming the bill, which do not apply
against reading it a second time but rather flhr it. Sir,
1 will follow them su far as to state to the bouse, and
endeavour ta answer the objections they have urged.
The honorable gentlemen complain, that the bounds
of Canada extend a great way beyond what they were
acknowledged ta do formerly, and that it was peculiarly
bad policy, as fur as regarded the French, to give the
limits sa great an extension. Now, the bouse will
remember, that the whole of Canada, as we allowed it
ta extend, was not included in the proclamdtion, that
the bounds were not co-equal with it as it stand then,
and that it is not included in the present Act of Parlia-
ment, if that vera material.

" But 1 will not, Sir, consider it as the province that
formerly belonged ta France, nor is called by the same
name : it is a new scheme of a constitution adapted for
a part of the country, not thiat part only vhich was
under French government, but embracing many other
parts of great extent, vhich formerly were not actually
under French government, but were certainly occupied
in difierent parts by French settlers, and French settiers
only. The honorable gentlemen are mistaken if they

suppose that the bounds described embrace, in point of
faut, any English settlement. I know of no English
settlement embraced by it. I have heard a great deal
of the commencement of English settlements ; but as
far as i have read, they ail lie on the other sida of the
Ohio. I know, at the same lime, that there have been
for nearly a century past, settlements in different parts
of ail this tract, especially the southern parts of it, and
ta the eastern bounded by the Ohio and Mississippi ;
but vith regard ta that part, there have been different
tracts of French settlements established, as far as they
are inhabited by any but Indians. I take those settle-
monts ta have been'altogether French ; so thaz the ob-

jections certainly want foundation. With regard ta
the east, there is no doubt but the bounds of those parts
are extended largely ; and that the laws by which they
are proposed ta be governed are calculated either for a
country perfectly settled, which is not the case of tbat
country at present ta the south, or they are calculated
ta carry that degree of contrai and authority vhich is
necessary. As ta the settlenents that lie ta the south,
in order ta pievent the inconvenience of uncontrolled
settlement in that view, I have been persuaded ta think
the extent of this Province may be a political and a pro-
per measure; but with respect ta the circumstance of
the French founding any claim upon it, I confess it is
a notion more refined than my understanding will em.-
brace. My notion is, that in the state they were in,

they were nearer to this country, and their claim against (a
the length of that extent depends upon no other circum-
stance whatever. It is unrdoubtedly true, if you read 1844.
the French history, that the bounds prescribed neither
are, nor ever were, the bounds of the Province of
Canada, as stated by the French ; and, therefore, the
argument itself is iot a proper une to proceed upon.
But, Sir, let us consider it in a point of view more
serious. Lot us consider it established as an Englisht
province. The house bas been told, that this bill
trenches considerably upon the claim ofother chartered
provinces. I do not pretend to be extremely familiar
with their bounds, but I apprehend Pennsylvania bas
never been stated by any of its proprietors ta go one
acre of land within the precincts of this new province.
With regard lo uther chartered governments, there is
no doubt that various contests to the north of Pennsyl-
vania have arisen upon their bounds, and ibis has been
stated, and allowed by 1-is Majesty in his privy
council ; which I suppose, vas the occasion of intro-
ducing the phrase in this part of the bill. With regard
ta the more soutiern part of the country, 1(do not take
it that Virginia has ever made a single claim within
more than a hundred miles of the bounds prescribed
for the present province. The most extensive claim
I ever heard of, went to what is called the endless
mountains, just in a nook of the Province of Virginia.
I know of none that ever pretended ta exceed that, nor
ever heard that some new seillements which were ap-
plied for, between those mountains and the Ohio, have
ever been looked upon as an invasion of the rights of
those who have claims upon the Province of Virginia.

Page 29.-" Look back, Sir, ta everv page of
history, and I defy you to produce a single instance, in
which a conqueror went to take away from a conquer-
ed province, by one rough stroke, the whole of their
constitution, the whole of their laws under which they
lived, and ta impose a new idea of right and vrong,
of which they could not discen the means or the end,
but would find themselves 4t a loss, and be at an
expense greater thau individi3ls could afford, in order
to inform themselves whether tbey were right or wrong.
This was a sort of cruelty, wyhich I believe, was never
yet practised, and never ought ta Wp. My notion, with
regard ta this matter, I will veuture to throw out us
crude and general. To enfer into the subject fully,
would require more discussion thu the nature of such
a debate as this will admit of. My notion is, that it is
a change of sovereignty, You acquired a new country ;
you acquired a new people ; but you do not state the
right of conquest, as giving you a right ta goods and
chattels. That vould be slavery and extreme misery.
In order ta make the acquisition either available or
secure, this seems to be the line that ought ta be follow-
ed-you ought ta change those laws only which relate
ta the French sovereignty, and in their place substitute
laws which sbould relate ta the new sovereign : but
vith respect ta ail other laws, ail other customs and

institutions whatever, which are indifferent ta the state
of subjects and sovereign, humanity, justice, and wis-
dom equally conspire ta advisp you ta leave-them to
the people just as they were. Their happiness depends
upon it ; their allegiance ta thoir new sovereign
depends upon it.

1st-GNERAL MAP, A.

This Map embraces the whole of the country from
the 64th to the 72nd degree of west longitude, and bo-
tween ti 45tli and 49Nth degrees of north latitude,
comprising within its limits the entire region traversed
by the original southern boundary line of the Province
of Quebec, from the gulf of Saint Lawrence to the
Connecticut river.

Upon Ibis Map are delineated the most important
features of the country, together with the general divi-
sions of the saine, whether natural or artificial, as far
as authorities could be found for doing so correctly ;
and the whole is carefully adjusted according to Ihe
latest observations for latitude and lonigitude, approach-
ing, as it is believed, to a degree of accuracy not be-
fore attained in any compilation of the kind, relating to
flic same sections tf lie country.

This Map is mostly taken from a larger compilation,
comprising all the British North American possessions,
whiclh is now in the course of completion by Joseph
Bouchette, esquire, of the Surveyor General's Depart-
nient in this Province, the parts embraced in the pre-
sent Map A being improved by lte introduction there-
in of all the emendations contained in the other com-
pilations, made expressly for illustrating and explain-
ing this report.
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Appendix ad-MAP B.
- , This is a topographical Map compiled from various
5th February. oflicial plans of surveys and explorations, made under

th respective authorities of the Governments of Cana-
da, New Brunswick, and the American State of
Maine. It is laid down on a large scale for the pur.-
pose of serving as a distance Map, as well as for show-
ing in a distinct form, the several grants made by
either Government within the limits of the disputed
territory. The latitudes and longitudes are adjustel
according to the observations of Dr. Tiarks, ic British
astronomer, formerly employed in exploring part of
that territory.

3rd-MAP C.

In many respects Map C is similar to the bforel
mentioned Map B, being an entirely new compilation
drawn on the sane scale as fle lutter, and like tiat,
adopted to the latitudes and longitudes given by Dr.
Tiarks.

The principal object for which thîis Map is required
is for slowing clearly and distinctly, in conjonction
with other written authorities, tlie true and relative
positions of meridian lines proceeding northward, fron
the western and northern sources, respectively, of tlie
River St. Croix, and also tlie actual direction of the
exploratory north lino fromn the latter source, as traced'
in 1817 and 1818, and since contfirned by flic treatyi
of Washington, as tlie separating line between Her
Britannic Ninjesty's possessions and the adjoining part'
of the American State of Maine.

dth-MAP D. Appndiî

This is simply a transcript of a Map received from
New Brunswick, certified by the signature of the 15theFbrua y
Siurveyor General of that Province, and shewing the
position, date ind amount of ail grants of land made
by the Government of New Brunswick, to be west of
the exploratory north line, traced from the northern
source of the River St. Croix, and to the north of the
River Saint Jolm.

5th-MAP E.

Map) E is a copy of a sketch received from New
Brunswick, certified by the Surveyor General of that
Province, showing the original position of the reserve
for tlie tuwn of Dalhousie.

6th-MAP F.

This Map is an extract from an official plan of
sundry surveys, made under the authority of New
Brunswick. [t contains the delineation of certain lots
of land granted by that Province, the descriptions of
which grants are found in documents inserted in this
Appendix Nos. 18 and 19.

Having been informed by Mr. Secretary OdelPls
letter of 2nd September, that His Excellency the
Governor General, Sir Charles Metcoalfe, had appointed
a Commissioner to trace the Boundary between this
Province and Canada; and Your Excellency having
directed me as Commissioner on the part of New
Brunswick on the same service, to proceed to the
frontier to put myself in communication with the
Canadion Commissioner, I have the honor to report
that in obedience to your commands, I left Fredericton
on the 5th September last, and reached Madawaska on
the 9th. On the I ith I passed onwards to the River
St. Francis, and returned from thence to Madawaska
on the l8th.

On the 15th I pushîed on to the Portage, from _the
Temiscouata Lake to Canada, which I renched on the
16th. I remained at that spot until the 29th, when I
proceeded to River St. Francis, whero it is crossed by
the said Portage Road.

Not hiving met with any Commissioner from Canada
during the whole of the above period, I prepared to

make about that tract of country, such observations as
would enable me to comply with Your Excellancy's
instructions, by " ascertaining whether it was practi.
"cable to define the boundary between the Provinces,
" and in that case to delineate it."

With that view also I proceeded by way of the
Grand River and Restigouche, to the Bay des Chaleurs;
and Your Excellency having directed my attention to
the Royal Proclamation of 1763, the Act of Parlia-
ment of 14th Geo. 3, c. 83, commonly called the
Quebec Act, as also to Boundaries of the two Provin-
ces as described in the Commission of Lord Dorches-
ter, I had reference to those several documents, aud
found that by the Act of Parliament the Province of
Quebec was " bounded on the South, by a line from
" the Bay of Chaleurs along the Highlands which
" divide the rivers that empty themselves into the River
" St. Lawrence from those which fail into the Sea."

In order to survey and mark the above line on the
face of the country, it became necessary to discover
some definite point as a starting place, and on refer.
ence to the boundary of this Province, as extracted
from Lord ,Dorchestèr's Commission as Captain Ge-
neral and Governor in Chief of these Provinces, I
found the following words :--" Bounded on the west-

ward by the mouth of the River St. Croix; by the

I would but imperfectly shew tlie interest which 1
feel, and have felt, in the settlement of the Boundary
Line, if I omnitted to express my dep regret that the
Canadian Commissioner had not arrived while I was
still at the frontier.

I am persuaded that our united examination of the
country would have removed many tf the misapprehen-
sions which exist upon the nature of our respective
claims, and although there might stili have been a
variance of opinion between ourselves as to the exact
local position of the Boundary prescribed by the Act of
Parlianent, yet the question would have been d ivested
of much extraneous and irrelevent matter with which,
it is now surrounded.

The second Article of the Treaty runs thus

" And (hat all disputes which might arise in future
" on the sulbject of the Boundaries of the said United
" Sttes may be prevented ; it is hereby agreed and
" declared that the followmg are and iall be their
" Bounidaries, &c."

Such principle and intent the expression " highlands
whici divide waters," plainly denotes ; for what couldbe the object of selecting highlands at all in reference to
Rivers, if those Rivers were to be divided or intersected
by the lino of Boundary, indiscriminately either nearthcir sources or in any other part of their course.

It was doubtless with this view that "the highlands
" which divide the waters falling into the St. Lawrence
".from those which fail into the Atlantic Ocean," were
origimally selected as the Boundary ; and had the North
lino been run from the sources of the Penobscot, (theancient Boundaries of Nova Scotia,) or even from thewesternmost source- of the Scoodic, the highlands men-
tioned in the Treaty would easily have been discovered,
and the Boundary would have been perfect : givingto the preseat Province of New Brunswick all that tractof land which it so long administered as a Territory
claimed by the United States of America.

Unconscious of the existence of this important docu-
ment, and from a generous desire to render the most
ample justice to Canada, even to a relinquishment of
doubtful points, I naturally sought as far westward as
possible for the extremity of the Bay, and had I dis-
covered deep 8alt sea water further -westward, I would
have unhesitatingly adopted it.

But while I am indisposed to agitate the question
which has been thus settled by Lord Dorchester, as te
the westernmost extremity of the Baie des Chaleurs, I
cannot admit that the place selected for that distinction
in Mr. Shoolbred's Grant possesses more of the proper
attributes of a conjunction of waters than Mission Point,
for it is a fact worthy of attentive consideration, and
which I cannot but view as conclusive of the matter at
issue, that immediately above Mission Point, the River
Ristigouche, at low ebb tide, is se shallow as scarcely
tu float a bark canoe, whereas on'descending the stream
you at once come into Salt Sea Water, deepening te 2,
3, 5, 7, and 10 fathoms. It would, I conceive, be dif-
ficult to imagine a more unerring indication than this
of the termination of a Bay and the confluence of a
Stream.

I may further remark that this view is unequivocally
supported by an authority not inferior te any that have
been produced by Mr. Wells.

It must be self-evident that in arr unreclaimed, wil-
derness country, through which no roads have been yet
opened, persons will only settle at ßJrst upon the mar-
gin of streams, as by threse alone can a ready intercourse
bu obtained with the more populous settlements of the
country from whence such persons had removed.

And it must ie equally evident that the Canadian
settlers (and te these atone upon our border would the
expediency of annexation te tlat Province extend,)
having in view this facility of communication, would
scarcely venture te place themseves on the borders of
strcams flowing towards the ocean, as they would thus
encournter an almost invincible obstacle (the portages)
in attempting te pass towards the St. Lawrence.

The inference is therefure at least very strong, that
in the selection of a boundary which in every point of
view would preserve the perfect integrity of Canada,
and secure even to her remotest native population the
advantages which they had anticipated when removing
fron the more internai parts of that Province, Great
Britain had acted upon the principle alludeed to in the
commencement of the present observations.

It would however appear that the limitaneous exten-
sion of whici Mr. Thurlow vas then speaking, had
little or no reference te the country between Canada
and New Brunswick.-Appendix, No. 3.

Mr. Wells ias pointed out by the Grant to Shool-
bred, that high lands are te be found at the western
extrenily of the Baie des Cha leurs, on the North side
thercof, both evidently corresponding with the Procla-
mation referred to.

Again, the produce of the forest and lands
so long leld by New Brunswick under ils original
claim, and relinquished to the United States, wvhen
brought within the waters of this Province, are to bc
considered and dealt with as the produce of New
Brunswick; but no such provision is made for its con-
trol while in Canadian waters, yet those waters, accord-
ing to the claim now put forth by Mr. Wells, extend to
a distance of about 130 miles southward from the inter-
section of the States' boundary with the River St.
John.

These two facts, if they were wholly unsupported
by collateral arguments, would, I conceive, of them-
selves place the claim of New Brunswick beyond any
dispute.

I know not whether it may bc admissible in Reports
and observations like the present, even to allude to
any correspondence betweett Great Britain and the
United States uf Atnrica, as evrdence o tlie opinions
and intentions of tie British Government, with respect
to the internal boundaries of hlie British Colonies -
but aithough t would not have thought il advisible to
originato this mode of argument, il has now become
necessary by the example of Catada.

It would appear Iltn, that the Britisi Plenipoten-
tiary, Lord Asltburton, recogmiized in the Treaty of
Wa'Vsiington, thie absolute righlt of' New Brunswick to
the entire territory wateredby lie River St. John anid
its tributaries,-save and except suci parts aîlone as
are thereby declared to belong to the Sttte of Maine
untder the said Treaty ; that River with ils tributaries
being therein stated as watering the countries belonging
only to New Brunswick and Maine respectively.

The 3rd Article of the Treaty of Washington, is as
follows :-

On reference, iowever, to the grounds of the origi-
nal riglit of New Brunswick to lte territory in ques-
tion, it is necessary to advert to the relations subsisting
between the ancient Nova Scotia and Massachusetts
Bay, the boundary of which was the Penobscot River,
as evidenced by the Massachusetts Charter.

And as the Treaty of 1783 was founded on it, New
Brunswick claimed from the first the territory so
bounded, South of the Canadian line, and her first set-
tiers took up lands on the River Penobscot.

With regard to Possession and Jurisdiction exercised
in virtue of that right, it is only necessary to refer to
the Documents embodied by Mr. Wells in his Report,
whici wili shew that an attempt to define the Boun-
dary between Canada and New Brunswick was made
so long ago as 1785, and again renewed in 1787, wien
Captain Sproule, the Surveyor General of this Pro-
vitice, was appoined to meet Messrs. Holland and
Finilay, Comm issioners fron Canada. 'lie attempt
was however, then un successftil,-lthe Canadan Com-
missioters insisting it lthe line bet ween the Provinces
of Quebec and New Brunswick shouild run from the
hiead of Chaleur Bay along supposed highlands in a
westerly direction to the Great Falls on the St. John
River, &c. &c. ; and Captain Sproule informning them,
that fron Geographical knowledge and ocular de-
ntonstration, his Opinion w'as unalterable, tiat the
B3oundary mtust be sougit upon the highilands betwcen
Like Temisquala and the River St. Lawrence.

Stage,-thmat more especially the fixing that limit
would ma/erialfl affect the Boundary between us
and the United States of Anierica, and that a large
Terrtory would thereby be saved or lost to Jis
M1ajesty.

It will be observed that the Commissioners do not
deny the existence of a range corresponding to the
Act of Parliament for estlablishing the Province of
Quebec, inor attempt to prove the inaccuracy of Cap-
tain Sproule's opinion that such range exists between
Temisquata and St. Lawrence, but they allege as a
general uniderstanding in Canada, that the line should
run along the supposed heights of land from Chaleurs
Bay to tie Great Falls of the river St. John.

They did indeed profess in tieir Report te have
actually discovered such highlands between the Great
Fals and the Baie des Chaleurs, which in reality do
not exist-as 1 caused an exploration to be made some
years ago, when it was reported to me to be a level
tract of country, highly eligible for settlement and for
agricultural pursuits.

The Committce of the Executive Council of Cana-
da, in 1787, having before them the Report of Mr.
Holland, the letter and observations of Captain Sproule,
and ail other documents referring te the Boundary
Lino, indirectly admitted the right of this Province to
the highlands north of the Restigouche, in the follow-
ing language :-

" On the whole they beg leave to remark that if
the Province of New Brunswick may of right

" claim the sources of Rivers that take their rise on
" the height of land which divides the Rivers that
" empty themselves into the St. Lawrence from those
" which fail into the Atlantic Ocean-the ancient
" limits of this Government will be curtailed towards
" New Brunswick, and Seigniories under Canadian
" Grants as far back as the years 1623 and 1683, lie
« taken into that Province, besides the Acadians
" already settled above the Great Fails of St. Jolin
" River, and such people as may choose hereafter te
" settle there, would be greatly incommoded if those
" parts should be included in the Province of New
" Brunswick. Their commercial dealings must be
" with this Country, for they must, from their situa-
" tion, be supplied with European and West India
" commodities from Quebec."

(The Committee would have been more correct had
they used the word " Sea" instead of the words
"Atlantic Ocean.")

It will be seen that the Committee unequivocally
admit the existence of a height of land in which is
found the sources of Rivers that flow, some into the
sea, and others into the River St. Lawrence, and that
such height of land must be far nortli of the Great
Falls of te River St. John.

To the arguments of the Committee it miglt have
been replied, first, that if New Brunswick ought not
of right te claim ail the Territory South of the Boun-
dary assigned by the Royal Proclamation to Quebec,
nor te curtail the ancient liniits of ihat Governrnent
towards New Brunsuick, so ns te include any Seig-
niories, &c. under Canadian Orants theretofore made,
the Conventional Line shoubl have been placed at the
southern boundary of the Meducti Grant of 1684,
and conseq uently more tltnl 60 miles South of thé
point at w ich the Committee recommended its loca
tion,-secondly, that sone great eisÀpprehensiofl
the facts could alône hàve induced à belidf irr thbieh

minds of the presumed inconveniences to which the (B.)
Settlers on the River St. John, above the Great Falls,
would be subjected by inclusion with this Province. lethrebruùy.
It is undeniable that their commercial dealin s have
been almost exclusively with this Province; and as to
convenience of transport, Canada surely cannot pretend
to put the land carriage from River du Loup over the
Portage Mountains, in competition with the water
carriage of the noble River St. John. And, thirdly,
it is incorrect to assume that the Acadians thon settled
above the Great Falls had gone thither from Canada-
they were almost wholly persons who had removed up.
wards from Settlements on the lower St. Joln, being a
part of the population settled in different Districts of
New Brunswick since the period of their expulsion fromn
Nova Scotia.

But admitting the truth of these reasons, they wrere
wholly irrelevent to the question, which was merely te
ascertain (without reference to ultimate consequences)
the local position of a Boundary already settled and
prescribed. And however pertinent the arguments of
the Committee might have been in the British Parlia-
ment, while tie Quebec Act was still pending, they
were gratuitous and irrelevant after that Act was-
passed.

It would appear, however, that the foregoing observa-
tions of the Committee were merely designed as intro-
ductory to a proposition submitted to His Lordship the
Governor General, " whether it would not befor the

advantage of both Governments that the Province
" of Quebec be separated from that of New Brunswick
" by a line running along the highlands which extend
" from the head of Chaleurs' Bay to the foot of the
" Great Fails of St. John River; and from thence
" crossing the River (so as te include the whole of the
" Porta g or carrying place,) and continuing in a
" straighIt line towards the sources of the River Chau-
" dière, &c."

Upon this it may be remarked, that the lino suggested
by the Committee was either identical with that pre.
scribed by the Act of Parliainent, and therefore needed
no support from tie plea of local convenience, or it was
a nev and conventional lino, not contemplated by the
Act of Parliament, and consequently beyond the power
of the Government of Canada to establish. Now it
will be observed that the Committee do net profess te
(nor could thev) believe the line proposed by them as
identical with the prescribed Southern Boundary of
Quebec, but only as a convenient lino of separation,
which it would be irrelevant in this place to consider or
discuss.

It is also to be remarked that no support can be de-
rived to the claims of Canada by the Grant to Shoolb.ed.
IL has been already shewn that in 1785 and again in
1787 respectively, the Government of New Brunswick
as represented by its Commissioner, had claimed al the
Territory lying South of the range of highhlnds between.
Lake Ternisquata and the River Saint Lawrence,
Eastward te Chaleur Bay, and that such cJaim was net
peremptoriily resisted by Canada, which would unques.
tiorably have been done if no doubt had existed on the
subject.. -Appendix, No. 4.

Yet in 1788 the Governor GOneral of Canada grantL
ed a largo Tract of Land within the part so claimed b±
this Province.

This act of the Canadian Government cab therefore
no more establish its claims of right to the jurisdiction
than could a cortemporaneous Grant, (if aseh had been
made,) of tho same Land by the Providce cf Ne
Brun wick provb it a purtion of the latter Provitice
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Appendix
(B.) Wiatever nets of jurisdiction itghit pireviously have

been attemnptel to be exercised by Canada over the
Territory North of the Great Falls were, subseqienitly
ta the Report of the Committee of Council, etirely
abandoned, and New Brunswick continued not only to
appoint Militia Ollicers and Magistrates, but the Civil
Courts unifornly took cognizance of olliences committed
there, as is fully proved by th ev idence on the Trial of
th( Ainerican Citizens, lannawell anti others in 1832,
whereas not a single act of jurisdiction by the Canadian
Authorities has been there attempted froi the year
1792 up to the present instant.

That the Acadian Settiers above the Great Fails
wer always subject te the Governuîment of New Bruits-
vick, is ptroved by the followinug testi mony of Sinion

Ilebert on the Trial of John Baker in 1828, (on a charge
of coispiracy,) at the Supreme Court of New Bruns-
wiek :-

" i live two miles below Madawaska River. Have
' lived there forty years next month, (from 1788 to

1 1828,) I moved there from th( (Acadian) French
" Village, about ten miles above Fredericton. I have

a Grant of my land from thtis Proviice-It is the lirst
" Grant in the Madawaska, and was maclo about two
" or three years afier I nioved up. I live under this
" Governnent, (New Brunswick,) and have always
" lived under it. AlU the Madawuaska Setllers live
" uler the samle Government. I vote at Elections."

The same observations with regard to Settlements
belonging to New Brunswick will appily o tue North
side of the Restigouche River above the Western ex-
tremity of the Bay. I visited many of them and found
amongst theim several who were born in New Bruns-
wick, and had left the Southern part of the Province.-
Others of Irish and Scottislh birth who hlad previously
lived in other parts of tis Provine, and had moved up
some years ago. The French settled along the Bay of
Chaleur and the Gulf Shores of New Brunswick, are
not of Canaidian but if Acadian origin. Mr. Wells
cannot therefore justly claim thern as Canadians, nor
infer, from the fiact, tat during the dispute with the
United States on the Bound-ary question, New 3ruis-
wick refrained from raising any question as to the oc-
cupancy of the left Bank uf the Restigouche, (which
above Metapediac is but thily settled,) tiit this Go-
vernnent reliinquished its cliaim to lth Territory ; for
if New Briunswick exercised no active jurisdiction
there, it is certain that Canada did not, as the Fettlers
did not seem te know ta whether Provineo tley be-
longed.

The Winter of 18218-9 heing unusuallv earlv on the
Upper St. John Country, the Crols lariaiilly ftiled, and
it was represented to the Goverînment of thtis Province
in 1829, that many o the poor settlers were in a state
of starvation. I was in conseqtucice sent up to minister
to their relief, anl distributed food among ail w%,ho re-
quired it, and extended the Provincial Bounty not only
as far as ihe farthest setlers on the River St. John, but
also on th( Madawaska, but I have never learned that
on that occasion, any apeal vas made to Canada, nor
relief afforded by it to the settlers on tlie land whiclh
it now claims.

During tlie troubles with the United States in 1838
and 1839, connectel with this identical Territory now
claimed by Canaîda, that Proviice took no interest
whiatever in the mattr, and ail the expensos whtich
were not borne by Great Britain were paid by New
Brunswick.

At tiat eventful period-wlen Nova Scotia altlouigh
cemsing long since to be directly interested in the d ispute,
but awarc of the original riglt whichî existed to lite

Territory while yet a pait of that Province, placed by 3
an unaninous vote of the Legisiture £100,000 at Ile
disposaf of the Lieutenant Governor to assist New e
Brunswick in maiininiiiing its riglts both ofjurisdietion
and possession to the whole disputed Territory,-Cina-
da romained utterly pissi ve : ahilough it would now
appeir tiat she considered us engiged in assertinig lier
claim and not in supporting our own.

Tuas it appears that Canada fias ever since 1787,
abandonied the Territory whicli she now claims ; and
whether in a matter of aggression by a foreign power,
or Of doinestic jurisdiction and protection, in distress of
the populatîion, sie has never apipearei to considier that
she was called upoli to interfere, but has tacitly and
propcrly left the vhole management of the Coutiry to
the Governnent to which the Territory if right belongs.

The foregoing observations will, 1 humbly conceivc,
tend to pîrave that in the original description of the
Boundary between Canada and New Brunswick, a
certain principile governed those who described the
same, with the view no doubt " te secure to each Pro-
" vince recilprocal advantages and mutual convenience,

and proinote peace and harmonv,"'-anid that the liino
pointed out in this Report does most fully nccoiplish
the desired end, circumscribing as it does, only those
streams whici fall into Rivers passing through Our tic-
knowledged Territory.

This Boundary moreover agrees so perfectly not only
witl the spirit, but with the very letter of the Procla-
mation of 1763, and the Quebec Act of 1774, as weil
as with the many other Documents bearing on thtis sub-
ject, that I feel convinced that any unprejuiiced person
wili admit the correctness of the delineation.

Let us now take a view of the fine described by Mr.
Wells. Hfe crosses ic Baie des Chaleurs from the
North Coast, for which 1 deny hait lie lias tlic shghtest
right or warrant, and passing through the centre of one
oa Our Shire Towns, runs to the south of Streamns upon
which we have exercised j'risdiction ever since hie
erection of tlie Province. Passes again to the South-
ward of the Tobîque, a large Tribultary of the St. John
River, within the acknowledged Territories of New
Bruunswick, claiming from this Pr ovince no less titan
12,0182 square miles, or 7,1'Ù,480 squae acres.

Thus instead of dividing Waters according te the
Proclamation and the Act of Parliiament, is fine cuts
thiose Streams wliich ail run through the River St. John
tu the Sea, and at last intersects the River St. John
itself, 200 ailes below its source.

Is tiis line founaded upon the principle above referred
tO ? Is il hkely to " promote and secure to both Colo-
" nies perpetuial peace and barmony ?" Moes it assign
to each Province the Rivers flowing tlroîgh them res-
pectively ? Does it avoid or " lrevent future disputes ?"
Does it accord with either Ihe spirit or Ile letter of the
Proclamation of 1763, of the Quebec Act of 1774, or
ofi any other Document which lias beein or can be re-
ferred ta in this cOntroversy ?

Is it not, on the contrary, a Boundary at variance
whih each and every of those Documenis, and equally se
with common sense, claiming as he does in addition te
the Territory 6900 inhabitants who have ever lived
under hie Laws of this Province, and although some of
them are French in their extraction, they are net Cana-
dians but Acadians, who, with nany others that arc
now settled in various partsof New IBrunswick, removed
originally from the Eastern parts of the ancient Acadia,
(tlc present Nova Scota,) while by our claim we com-
prise few, if any of the inhubitants who have at eny
time lived under the Laws of Canada, for where our
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pndix Laws have not extended within the bounds of the Appendix No. 2.

The total number of Boo!ks ii the Library at this
date may be estimated at R232.

The transport of the collection of Books fron
Kingston to Montreal bas been effected without loss
or damage, and the whole have been deposited in the
locale appointed for their reception, and classed in
such a manner as it is hoped will moet the approba-
tion of the Members of this Honourable Hose.
In the performance of this onerous and laborions
duty, the Librarian would embrace this opportunity
of stating, that he has received from the late Speaker,
the ionourable Austin Cuvillier, as well as Jrnom W.
B. Lindsay, Esquire, the Clerk of the [lonourable the
Legislative Assembly, the most efficient support and
assistance, who have from time to tinte, overlooked the
work in its progress, and directed that every thing
necessary, should be procured, as well for the comfort
and convenience of the Honourable the Members of
the Legislature, as for the security and preservation of
the Books themselves.

Previous to the removal of the Library from
Kingston, the Librarian and his Assistant thought it
expedient to institute a thorough examination of the
Books, Prints and Plates, and to verify the titles and
condition of the entire collection. In so doing it was
ascertained that, owing principally to the very ex-
posed state of the Library in that place, and the vant
of proper cases for the security of the books, a few
volumes were found missing.

I am commanded by the Lords Commissioners of Her
Majesty's Treasury ta acquaint you, for the information of
the Marquis of Normanby, that my Lords have iad under
their consideration representations submitted to them by
Messre. Young and Huntington, on behalf of the House of
Assembly of Nova Scotia, relating ta the Post Office
arrangements and revenues in that Colony; ,and have com-
municated with Her Majesty's Post Master General, as
well as with Messrs. Young and Huntington, on the subject
of those arrangements, and of the reasons which occasioied
the rejection Of tho Provincial Act, respecting which they

observe a correspondence had taken place during the last
year between the Secretary of State and the Post Master
Generai. I am further to request you wil state to the
Marquis of Normanby, that it has appeared to my Lords
that some misapprehension has occurred on the subject of
the Post Office Revenue in Nova Scotia, as my Lords find
that vhile sums are from time to time paid into the Military
chest at Halifax for remittince te this country, as surplus
accruing from the Post Office Revenue in the Piovince,
annual votes have been granted by the Local Legislature
for defraying the expenses of flic Internal Post Offie, com-
munication. You will likewise state to the Marquis of
Normanby, that my Lords, being anxious to meet the
vishes of the Fouse of Assembly so far as may be con-

sistent with the important and indispensable object as
regards the Post Office cornmunicatinns with the North
American Provinces, of retaining in the hands of Her
Majesty's Post Master Generai ic direction and control of
the whole of the Post Office arrangements, and observing
that the suais paid over te the Military chest for remittance
urder the circumstances above adverted to, vould seem
not ta be, in fact, derived from any real surplus of postage
reccipts above the expenses incurred by the Department
for the Post Office communications of the Province. They
are of opinion that se long as the revenue derived from the
internal postage is sufficient ta meet the expenditure for the
internal communications, no demand for this object should
be made upon the Provincial Funds, and, in conforuilty
with these views, I am ta request that you vill suggest to
Lord Normanby that the Lieutenant Governor of Nova

IScotia may be instructed ta inform the Legislature that no
vote will be required for maintaining the present lincs of
Post Office coimiunication so long as the postage receipts
shall continue, as they would now appear ta be, adequate
ta meet the expenditure ; but that should the Legislature
deein it advisable that the linos of communication slould
be increased, my Lords will, in that case, rely upon provi-
sion being made by the House of Assembly for defraying
any expense of such additional accommodation thiat may
not be covered by increased postage. I am further te
request you will apprize Lord Normanby that my Lords
will be ready ta place the Packet postage received in the
North American Colonies at the disposal of the respectivc
Local Governments, whenever they shall have the requisite
authority under the provisions of the Act of4 and 5 Will. IV,
cap.-7, for this purpose ; and that with this view my Lords
will be prepared, in conjunction with Her Majesty's Post
Master General, ta reconsider the draft of a Bill, vhich was
forwarded ta the Colonies inthe year 1835, for-the adoption
of the Colonial Legislatures, in the hope that the objectious
which were considered ta attach te the measure then pro.
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Apipendix posed may he obviated, and that it may be found practicable
(I.) to frame such a Bill as will meet with the assent of the

My LoRD,

The subject of the Post Office arrangements of these
Provinces has engaged my attention, and I shall have to
address your Lordship hereafter with respect to the inland
Provincial Postage, vhich I believe to be susceptible of very
greant inproveient ; but there is a branci of this subject to
vhich I must advert without any delay, in the hope that it

may receive the carliest attention fron Her Majesty's
Governient.

I refer to the postage of letters from the United Kingdom
to the Britislh North Americain Provinres. Under the ar-
rangements concluded by the Governirient with Mr. Cu-
nard, a communication by steaii is provided at aill limes of
the vear, once every fortniglit, betweei the United Kiigdom
and Habrfax, and a very heavy expense, £60,000 per an-
num, bas been undertaken by Great Brtain to secure the
speedy and pIinctual transport of the Mail between the
Mother Country and these Colonies, by British Packets,
and through IIer \ajesty's doiiiiiions, independent of the
United States, intending thereby to atl'ord the beniefit of a
clcap and secure trasimnission of thcir correspondence to
the people of these Colonies.

But unless steps are taken to alter the systein whici at
prc.esit prevails under the rtgulations of thIe Post Office,
with regard to the rates of postage to be charged on letters
by thi convevance, the measure iust entirely fail in pro-
ducing the results anticipated, and, in a financial point of

viewv cven, %n dl prove a ruinous loss of revenue, withlout
any corresponding benefit.

I cannot, perhaps, do better than refer to the Report of
the Deputy P>o.,t Master Geieral, for which I have called,
and Io the documents appended to il, as expllanatory of this.
It wvill appear froi that Report, that the interpretation given
by the Depîuity P>o<t Master General to the Post Oflice or-
der, fixing the rates of postage across the Ailantic at Is-

lier single and in proportion for other letters, u ns an
erroneous one, and that il was not intended, as lie supposed,
that these charges shoul cover the whiole charge upon tie
lettbr to the place of its destination, wherever it might lhe in
British North Anerica, but that the iland postage as here-
tofire settled shouild be odued. If such an arrangement be
persisted in, the establisiment of the steam convoyance lo
lalifax will elTect neither of the objects contemplated, so

far as relates to the Canadas and soie part of New Bruns-
vick, and the expense must become a dead loss to the

Post Ollice. This wdil be at o ce obvious on a coisidera-
tion of the facts of the case. The voyage front Liverpool
to Halifax may, on an average, be calculated at two days
less than the voyage to Nev York. From the latter port,
huowever, to Montrcal, the journey will, in sumner, b ac-
complished in three days, and in wvinter in about five ;
while from fHalifax to Montreal vill require, in sumumer, at
the least, five days, and in the spring, autuin, and winter,
from nine to ten. In point of time, therefore, the commu-
nications by way of Halifax will hld out no advantage
except to places east of Montreal ; but to places west of
this city, the whole of Upper Canada, where the great body
of British settlers are, the advantage will be decidedly with
the New York Packets, and it is not to be expected hit,
unless considerable pecuniary advantage is to bc found in

adopting the route by Halifax, the loss in time will be sub- Appendix
mitted to. With respect to the whole of that Province, (.)
however, and even to Montreal itself, under the p
system, the United States Post holds out a considerable ad- 13thDecember
vantage in a pecuniary point of view also. The postage of
a single letter is now-

From London to Quebec, via Halifax, 2s. 6d.; via New
York, 2s. 10d.

From London to Montreal, via Halifax, 2s. 10d. ; via
New York, 2s. 4d.

From London to Toronto, via Halifax, 3s. 6d.; via New
York, 2s. 9d.

From London to Amherstburg, via Halifax, 3s. 11d.;
via New York, 23. 7àd.

and even the recent change in England bas had a disad.
vantageous elfect here, because persons writing from Eng-
land, where the principle of payment hy weight is estab-
lished, forget or are ignorant Iliat the sanie principle does
not extend to the Colonies. The Deputy Post Master
General informs me that since the introduction of the penny
postage in England, he has received numerous and very ur-
gent renionstrances against the excessive internal postage
of letters, which in England and in the passage to Halifax
are counted merely as single letters, but which immediately
they are transferred to the Provincial Post Office, become
liable to double or treble postage.

In a financial point ofview, therefore, I consider the
present system calculated utterly to defeat the object of ob-
taining the monopoly of the conveyance of letters from
North Amnerica by a steam communication to Halifax.
But there is another light, and iliat still more important, in
whicli it is necessary to look at il ; I mean the moral in-
flucnce which it exercises over the British inhabitants of
these Provinces. The emigrant, when first he settles in
these Provinces, comes iere full of English associations and
sentiments, and with the feeling that though he is on the
other side of the Atlantic, lie is still a inember of the same
country and within reach of his former friends and con-
nexions. To hii the receipt of news from England is of
tle greatest moment, and so long as a correspordence with
his home is kept up, his old attachment to the Mother
Country may be safely relied on. By his representationis,
also, others are induced to emigrate and to select the British
possessions as tlie place of their settlement, and thus a
healthy and mnost beneficial stream of emigration is directed
to these Provinces. This lias been tie case leretofore, in
spite of the expense and delay of correspondence ; that it
vould be much more so under an improved Post Office sys-

tem, cannot be doubted.

But if an emigrant is compelled to pay an excessive price
for the transport of his letters, his correspondence must in
a short time cease, and vith il, in a great measure, his in-
terest in his former home. In fact, the payment of such a
sUmin n inmoney as four or five shillings, (and in nany cases
the postage arnounts to treble and quadruple that sum, owing
to the ignorance of the writer respecting the additional
charge for dilierent sheets,) appears an insuperable bar to
any correspondence. In the woods, although the settlers
live in comparative comfort and plenty, the possession of
money is extrenely dillicult, the transactions being toa great
extent carried on by barter, and the difliculty of meeting
such n payment is far beyond what cao be conceived in
England.

On every ground, therefore, both of finance and policy,
I must express my decided opinion that the existing system
should bu at once abandonod, and that, folloving out the
principle established in England, an uniform postage of I.
shoull be charged on every letter not weighing more than
half an ounce, sent from Great Britain to any part of the
British possessions in North America, and vice versa.

This arrangement would at once take out of the hands of
the United States Post Office, the English correspondence
which now passes throughi il, and joined to such improve-
ments as tan be made in the internal conveyance ofletters,
vould be hailed by the British population of Canada as a

very great boon. The matter, however, admits ofno delay,
for the Government of the United States are fully aware of
the advantages to them of the existing system, and should
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A ppendix they anticipate any measures on the part of Great Britain
(I.) likely to interfere with it, they would no doubt endeavour

--- ^-, to counteract them. I must, therefore, entreat the imme-
nrh Decenber diate attention of Her Majesty's Government to the subject,

and express my hope ihat instructions may be transmitted
to the Deputy Post Master General, in conformity with my
recommendation, in the beneficial effects of which, he en-
tertains the utmost confidence.

With reference to my Despatch, No. 135, of the 23rd
May, I have now the honor tu transmit to you the copy of
a letter from the Secretary to the Board of Treasury, contain-
ing their Lordships' decision on the proposition submitted
in your Despatch, No. 85, of the 16th April, for a reduction
of the Rates of Postage charged on letters passing between
the United Kingdom and British North America.

In conformity with the suggestion at the end of Mr.
Gordon's letter, I have to instruct you to appoint n Com-
mission (of which an oflicer of the Post Ofice Department
should be a member) ta investigate and report on the state
of the British North American Post Office, including its
administration, the remuneration of its officers, the rates of
postage, the improvement of the mail roads, and every
other mnatter comprehended in a full and comnplete enquiry.
For the information of the Commission, I enclose the copy
of a Report vhich was made last year, by an officer of the
Royal Engineers, on the present state of the Metis road.

I have direcied the soveral Lieutenant Governors to
collect together forthwith, all the evidence which they nay
consider essential to the right understanding of the question
in all its bearings, and ta forward it ta you for the informa-
tion of the Commission.

In conclusion I beg to call your attention to the Despatch Appendix
on this subject, which I addressed to you on the 24th (I)
September last, No. 12.

SIR,

I am commanded by the Lords Commissioners of Her
Majesty's Treasury ta acquaint you, for the information of
Lord John Russell, that my Lords having carofully consid-
ered the Despatch from the Governor General of British
North Amnerica, which was enclosed in your letter of the
27th May last, and feeling convinced that the present high
rates of Postage between the British Ieles and the North
American Colonies, which amount frequently ta three or
four shillings for a single letter, must be a serious grievance
ta the poorer settlers in the North American Colonies, and
their correspondents in this country, must tend injuriously
to check emigration and to discourage the friendly inter-
course which it is so important ta promote between the
Colonies and the Mother Country, have determined te re-
duce such rates of Postage ta an extent nearly equal to that
recommended by the Governor General.

In conformity with this determination, my Lords will adopt
the following regulations: 18t.

Report upon the Keipt Road, froim the head of tle Bay
of Chaleura to Metis on the Saint Lawrence, scwing its
present staie, ia n hat is requisite to renier it available ap
a communication for the passage of Troops and whel
carriages, at ail seasons of the year.

It wis in the year 1831,ani by order of Sir James
Keiipt, hliat the country betweei the Rivers Ristigouche
and Saint Lawrence vas explored, and the present fne of
Road to connect the two, was laid out.

Imnediately after the exploration, the making of the
Road was coiiîrnencecd, which in some pals vas finisied,
in others oily partially so, while one part (round the Lake
Matapedia) was never openied it aIl.

Since this period the Road lias been entirely neglccted,
and is now overgrown with bushes and encumbered with
vindfalls.
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^tPPa"" rxDESCRIPTION OF TIE ROAD.
'I.)

The Road commences at Cross Point, opposite to Camp-
bltown, and procceds through a vide cultivated tract of
mland on the northern bank of the Ristigouche River, to
Adam's corner, where lcaving the River, it turns off in an
north-westerly direction-the general course of the Road.
At six miles from Cross Point, the Road crosses the little
River, which is here bridged.

From Cross point, to Adam's corner, the country is well
settled ; thrae are also six settlers betveen the " corner "
and " Little River Bridge."

About ialf a mile on the other side of the Bridge, the
rond commences te ascend a mountain, nt the top) of whîicl
is the bouse of the last settler (Dixon,) a fev cleararnces
hrowever without louses, are to be ftund as far as the
eleventh mile. Wieel carriages can be takon as fur as the
eleventh mile, but not ieavily laden, on accouînt of the
steepness of the arscent of the mountain in the cighth mile.

Beyond this, the bushres have grown up so strongly iI
the Road, that the courier wlio travels it veekly, has with]
difficulty been able to keepî a pati open througi then.

A frinishedi Road was originally made as far as the four-
teenth rmile, and partially to tlie nireteentlh, but from the
niineteenth to the fortieti mile, all that vas donc towards
forimring ene, was cittinrg down and removing the trees, to
the width of twelve feet. From the fortieth milo to the
" Forks " or crossing of the Cusupseul River, the Road
was openred twenty feet wide, and partiarlly levelled, w'ith
the exception of the forty-second mile, which was opened
to the width of tvclve feet orly.

From the Little River to the Forks there are but few
streams to cross and oiry two Rivers.

The Assunguagan at the tvenrty-fourti mile reqiring a
Brirge of once huidred anrd forty feet, and the Casupscl
in the forty-fifth mile, reqirinrig one of ore bunrdn and
twenty feot, both these Rivers are shallow in surimer, hav-
ing hard stony bottons, but are like all mountain streams,
liable te be suddcenly swollon w%ith rains, and wh'ien in that
state, they bcome too deep, and too rapid ta be fordable.

At the Assungirrgan, the courier lias crected a camp,
and keeps a canoce tlere for cr'ossinrg tire River. At the
Forks, a clearance lias been made, aid a log irouse built or
it (Noble's). A smal boat is kept iere in whici the
Casupseul is crossed.

From the Forks to the crossing of the Matapedia River,
the Boad keeps in the direction of the River anid the little
Lake ; it was originally opened tventy feet wide and
partially levelled, but is riow rmuch more overgrown with
bushes.

The Matapedia is genrally too deep to he fordable, it
vili require a Bridge of once iundred and twenty feet long.
On tie eastern side, the courier ias a camp, and on tihe
western arr Indian naied Para, ias trade a clearance and
ias comnmenced a log hurt.

Prom Para's, in the direction of the Lake, the Road was
opened for two miles, nrov oveigrowi witi bushes ; there is
still a footpath througi then, n Iiei et the end of two miles
turns down to the ake ; lroin iro e the Saint Pierre River,
(at the head of tie Lake) there is no Road whatever, and
the Surveyors' " blaze " is nearly effaced.

Fron Para's, there are a few small streams to cross b-
fore coming to the Saint Pierre River, which is fordable,
and will require a Bridge of one iuindred and thirty-six
feet.

On the side of the Lake aid where the River fails into it,
one of the couriers (Brouché) bas made a considerable
clearance, with a house and barn on il.

From the Saint Pierre to the Metis River, the road was
opened twenty feet wide, but is now in great part overgrown
with bushies. The stieains to be crossed1 in this division of
the flne anc all small, and mout of theri are bridged. The
River Blanche will require One of forty feot. From the

Metis River te Pointe aux Suelles on the Saint Lawrence, Appeidix
the road was opened twenty feet wide. The Metis is
fordable at low-water. r-^-,

At Metis there are only two bouses, in one Mr. McVider,
the Seignior resides, the other is inhabited by the person
who mariages a Saw Mill and establishment belonging to
Mr. Price at Quebec. The Mill is two miles above the
mouth of the River; round itand aise round the two hanses,
a few buts have been erected for the accommodation of the
worlnieii. An Inn is in progress here.

At the fourth mile from Pointe aux Suelles, there is a
settlement, to the right and left of the road, and there are
settiers se fer as the seventh mile.

DESCRIPTION OF THE COUNTRY THROUGII WHICH THiS

ROAD PASSES.

From Cros3 Point to Little River is a level country, and
a good line of road ; but from that river to the " forks" the
country is very hilly or mounitainous, and the inclinations
of the rond are et many places too steep for wheel carriages.

From the Forks to about the middle of the Lake Mata-
pedia, the country is generally level, and the present line of
road a good cie, requiring no further alterations than cai
be made during the progress of the work.

From the middle of the head of tho Lake, the country is
flat, and in it there is a very great extent of Cedar swamp
to be crossed.

The country from the head of the Lake to the Point aux
Suelles, is fer the greater part hilly and swampy, the road
crossimg ranges of hills, with codar swamps of greater or less
extent in almost all the valleys between.

Should it bc determinîed that a Military communication
is to be made in this direction, from the above description
of the country, the dilliculties to be encountered in mnaking
il will be found to exist in

The Swamps et the St. Lawrence end, and

The Hills et the other end.

The swamps can only be crossed et a great expense,
it would tierefore be prudeut to avoid them.

For this purpose I beg leave to suggest the exploration of
a nev line, quitting the preseit somewere either about the
lead or the foot of the little lake, to pass througi the coun-
try between the Metis and Matapedia Lakes, and come out
upon the St. Lawrence, somewhere about Rimouski (30
miles neerer Quebec than Metis).' The head of the Lake
and its swamps would thus be cvoided, and te distance
botween Halifax and Quebec shortened.

The hills between the little river ar d the "Forks," am
afraid, cannot be avoided ; it therefore becoines necessary
that no pains should be lost to ascertain the mcst eligible
linte thrrough therm, a matter requiring some thne and trouble
in a country so thickly wooded, and wiere the chains of
mountains are broken in all directions by sircams and Ra-
vinCs.

Tt is probable that the present line, may, in the main, be
found the best, but I have already mentioned that marytv of
the mnclinations in it are too steep for practical purposes;
some of therm could be remedied while tlie rond was being
made, but as others could not, it would become necessary
at those places, to leave tihe present line and explore for a
new crie.

Nonr.-The sum of :£,500 has been granted by Sir John
Colborne for improving the Kempt road, to le laid out, I
was given te understand, in cutting down the bushes and re-
moving the wind-fails-clearing a path round the Matapedia
lake, and bridging, as for as the sum would admit. The
bushes were, at te time of my passing, being cut down.

This estimate is framied uponi civil labour alone, which is
at so low a rate in that part of Canada, that I do not think
the expense vould be reduced by employing Troops; when
their inexperience and the annoyance the flies will occasion
them, is taken into consideration.

Should, however, a military party be employel, experi-
enced and scientific overseers will be indispensable.

For the safetv or the soldier,it will also be necessary that
the felling the trees, and tie axe work generally, be per-
formed by settlers and lumbercrs.

The Deputy Post Master General has lately brought under
my notice, tvo subjects of considerable importance connec-
ted with his Department, to which it is necessfty that I
should call your attention.

By an order recontly reccived, the Deputy Post Master
General was directed by the Post Master General, confirmed
by the Lords of the Treasury, ta put a stop ta a practice
vhich lias prevailed in the Canadas for some time past, and

ceiving what is terned "Freight money" upon letters destined
for transmission ta the United Kingdom by the Steam boats
or Sailing Packets fron New York, and posted in these
Provinces. It appears that sone tine ago, first the proprie-
tors, and nfterwards those of the New York line of Packet
Ships, refused to receive letters unless paid in ndvance to
certain extent, and vith a viev of atiording facilities ta the
Colonies, who at that time, if deprived of the means of
sending letters through the States, could only have recourse
ta the monthly sailing Packets from Halifax, the above ar-
rangement was made, and the charge received by the Post
Ollice here and accounted for to the parties. It is this in-
dulgonce, technically called " Freight money," which has
now been prohibited. I need not trouble your Lordship
with the correspondenco on the subject, or with any discus-
sion of the grounds on vhich the order lias been made ;
though I am of opinion that in issuing il, the Post Masier
General was perlaps not sufliciently acquainted with all
the bearings of the case ; for I an disposed to think that
the Imperial Treasury having made such great exertions
and sacrificed so much to establish a Stenm line with Hali-
fax, we are justilied, even at the exponse of considerable
inconvenience to the correspondences here, and especially
that of the Upper Province, in secuiing as far as possible the
monopoly of letters ta Great Britain, per that conveyance
and I have therefore allowed the order to bc issued to the
public, and have infornied the Merchants and others who
have remonstrated against it, that I should not interfere.

But there can he no doubt of the inconvenience to which
its execution will give rise. Hitherto, letters could he posted
weekly through Nev York to Europe at any Post Office in
the Canadas, and including the Steamers, even oftencr.
The effect of this order is, that in future, supposing the
Halifax Packet arrangements to have been conducted ac-

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Appendix cording to the terme entered into with Mr. Canard, they
(.) could only be posted once a fortnight-a very considerable

-- ^-- disndvantage, but still one to which, I think, we may fairly

of the Halifax Steamers.

But unfortunately, those arrangements have been disturbed
in England, and the Steamers instead of proceeding once a
fortniglit, can by a recent regulation, only leave once a
mont/s during November, December, January and February.
The consequence is, that during these months, the means
of transmitting letters from the Canadas, are, under the or-
der, now reduced from once a week, or oftener, to once tn
every month-an amount of Inconvenience and privation to
the Colony which is manifestly most unjust.

It will, I fear, be too late to remedy this during this win-
ter. But I must requcet that your Lordship will call the at-
tention of the Lords of the Treasury to the circumstance,
with a view of calling on Mr. Cunard to have two Packets
in February, if possible, and at ail events of taking care that
in future years, the Mails proceed as settled under the ori-
ginal contract, once a fortniglt.

The other question is of more importance.

I transmit herewith, the copy of a letter addressed to my
Secretary by the Deputy Post Master General, enclosing the
instructions which lie lias received from the Secretary to the
General Post Office, with regard to the prepayment of the
internai postage on letters sent in the Halifax Packets from
British North America to England.

In Col. Maberly's latter, it is stated that the Treasury's
Minute in respect te the reduction of Postage, made no alter-
ation in the mode of collecting the internai rate. That great
inconvenience lias resulted from the omission, in the in-
stance referred to, to require the prepaynent of that rate,
and that the revenue lias incurred a considerable loss-the
letters having been sent out in London, charged with only
the Packet rate.

On referring to the Treasury Minute, quoted by Colonel
Maberly, your Lordship vill observe that it makes no specifie
mention oftthe point now in question. It places, however,
on exactly the sane footing, letters posted or delivered li
British North America.

Now I ar informed by Mr. Stayner, thet in the case of
letters delivered in British North America, from whatever
part of the United Kingdom they may be sent, no part of the
postage is required to be prepaid. It was therefore reason-
able to suppose that the same course was te b pursued in
regard to letters posted here.

This view became the more natural, because in the Re-
port from Mr. Stayner which accompanied my Despatch te
your Lordship of the 16th April last, and my recommenda-
tions upon which the alteration in the Postage was decided
on, it vas specially recommended that the prepayment or
not of letters, should be at the option of the sender, and in-
deed I am satisfied from a communication which I had my-
self from the Chancellor of the Exchequer privately upon
the subject, that the interpretation given te the order by Mr.
Stayner and myself, was correct. But I muet go further
and state, that if the orders contained in Colonel Maberly's
letter be% persisted in, they will almost entirely defeat the ob-
ject of reducing the postage. In fact, the power of putting
letterd'into the Post without ptepayment, bas been viewed
in the Colony, as almost as great an advantage as the reduc-
tion of the charge itself. Why inconvenience ahould arise
fron the mode followed, I am unable to surmiseo for con-
sidering that in letters sent from England to Britilh North
America, no distinction is made between internai and
Packet Postage-that both are received here and paid into
the sane fund-and that no diflieulty is found in keeping
the necessary account&-I cannet utiderstand wshy any
shbuld drieW iW Eng1ánd. To the public in manfy iitanceb,
the inconvenience of prepayment would be excêseive.

In sorne 6f the cottntry disti, there is scarcely any
siali dirculating tñediùait-all the tminert 'acton'ofife
are'carried ôn by a spëcies 0f barter, establiified"by dmrnmon
consent among the settièrs.

before a letter can be received at the Post Office, would Appendix
thus, in the remote districts, be sattended with the most ()
serious inconvenience. But it is peculiarly in such Dis- r
tricts, that the moral effect of a facility of communication i 8atlDecember
most advantageously felt. It is there that the more recent
Emigrants are located-those whose attachment to the
Mother Country is still fresh, and whose representations
would be most calculated to induce their friends te join them.

I would therefore request your Lordship te bring this
matter under the consideration of the Lords Commissioners
of the Treasury, and te impress strongly on their Lordships
that the effect of confirming the instructions recently sent
te the Deputy Post Master General, would be nearly to
defeat the whole scheme for which Great Britain has as-
sursed so heavy an expense, and for which the habitants
of this country feel so much gratitude te Her Majesty's
Governnent.

In the meantime I shal authorize the Deputy Post
Master General te suspend the execution of the instruction,
for I feel satir.fied that the greatest possible discontent would
result from a change of the kind, which would be considered
a withdrawal of the boon, recently granted.

I am the more anxious that no measure should be taken
from hoie interfering with the arrangements at present.in
operation with respect te the Post Office here, because I am
convinced that what lias been done and wlat I have been
enabled myself te effect, in reference te them, bas produced
the most salutary results upon the state of policy in these
Colonies.

Whilst with the assistance of Her Majesty's Government
at Home the alteration in the rate of charge and of payment
have been carried out, I have been able to bring about great
improvements in the rapidity of the Post Office communica-
tions. By Contracts which have been entered into under
my sanction, the transmission of the Mail between Quebec
and Montreal, which now occupies nearly two days, will
next spring, after the opening of the navigation, be effected
in -- heurs daily ; and that between Montreal and
Toronto, which le now most uncertain, and varies from five
te seven days, will take place in the space of less than
forty-eight heurs, thus bringing Quebec and Toronto, within
less than three days of each other ;. nor can I doubt that
the result of the Post Office Commission, which I have
appointed, will be, te afford many other important improve-
mente. I should therefore greatly deprecate any changes by
authority from Home, which wouild interfere with the
system which I am thus employed in carrying out te the
benefit and te the great satisfaction of the people here.

at once the whole of my recent correpondence, with the
General Pcit Odice òn thiii very impOrtant subject. I
lament ekeedingly that I should have misunderstood the
intention of the Governnient, which it now appears vit,
that tho twopence sterling, inlnd Proviricial rate on letterg
goingfromthe¥éPeofintespsh6ttlfiillan ~ pid.

am at a loss ta conceivo how thisi mistake lias occurred, by
which the Colonial Postage wvas recuîii'ed tae paid i the
seî oral Provinces, still renains in force.

My etter of the 12th ultimo, in reply to your suggestion,
that letters froil this colintry sihould b taxed in onie suim,
Is. 2d., w'ould inifor'm Vou that the Post Master General did
iot corsider it advisabie ta adopt such a course. Sut the

practice now reported, is stili more objectionable and must
be stopped ; in fact, in this- instance, it has been attended
with considerable boss te the revenue, as the letters were all
sent out charged with one shilling ony.

Vrite ta Lord John Rusrell that My Lords, lnving care-
fuillv considored the Despatch frou the Governor General
of 13ritislh North A nerica, which is enclosed in His Lord-
sliip's letter of the 2/th May last, and feeling convinced
that the present high rates of postage bCtweien the Britishi
Isles and the Norith Anierican Colonies, which anîount
frequently to thirce or four shillings for a single letter,
must be a scious grievance to the poor settiers in the
Nortl Anieicani Colonies, and ta their correspondents in
this country, must tend injuriouisly to check emigration and
ta discouriage the friendly intercourse which it is sa important
t) pronote between the Çolonies and the Mother Country,
have determîned ho reduce such rates of postage ta an
extent nearly equal to that recommended by the Governor
General.

In conforrnity vith this determination, My Lords wil
instruet the Post \Iaster General, as follows :-

1st. As regards aill letters passing between this Country
and our North Ainerican Colonies i and conveyed between
then-t direct, cither by Packet or Ship, to charge the Internai
Colonial Postage, if anv, nat as heretofore according te Ile
number of enclosures, and by distance, but according ta
weight, adopting the same seale of weight, and number of
rates, as now apply to the Pheket and' Ship rates, on the
samie letters.

And 2ndly. To continue to charge on the above letters,
the present Packet and ShiipletterPostage,but to reduce the
Internal Colonial Postage on the saine, ta a uniform charge
of twopence the single rate, whatever the distance within
the Colonies the sane shall be conveyed.

Under this arrangement, a letter not exceeding half an
ounce, if posted in any part of the United Kingdom, for
delivery in our North American Colonies, or if posted in
our North Anicrican Colonies, for delivery in any part of
the United Kingdom, will be charged, as follows :

If a Packet letter, and either posted and delivered at
Halifax, or at Saint John's Nevfoundlanid, (the Packet
Ports,) one shilling, but if cither posted or delivered at any
other place, in our North American, Colonies, one shilling
and twopence.

If a Ship letter, either posted at the Port of the Ship's
departure froim our North American Colonies, or delivered
at the Ports of the Ship's arrival in our North Arnerican
Colonies, eighipence, but if posted or delivered at any other
place in our North Americati Colonies, ienpence.
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Appendix The Colonies ta which these regulations will apply, are,
Upper and Lower Canada, Nova Scotia, Nev Brunswick,
Nfaioundland, and Prince Edward's Island. And the re-

th Decembe duction in the internal Colonial rates, is to extend to all
ltters passing between the said Colonies and the British
Isles, whether in transit ta or from any other British Colony,
or foreign country, or othervise, provided that such letters
in passing between the above namied Colonies and the
British Isles are conveyed direct by Packet or Ship, and do
not pass through any foreign country.

My Lords desire the Post Master General will issue his
instructions to his ailicers in the North Americap Colonies,
in confornity with the Minutes of this Board, and that His
Lordship will fix the earliest convenient day, for bringing
into operation the arrangements therein contained.

As regards the Internal Colonial rates on the letters ta
which the preceding regulations do not apply, as for
instance, the letters which are both posted and delivered in
the North American Colonies; my Lords propose to leave
such rates as a subject of enquiry in the Colonies, and with
a viev to such enquiry, their Lordships recommend that it
should b suggested to the Governor General, to appoint
three gentlemen, of vhiom an Ollicer of the Department
should he one, to investigate and report on the state of the
British North American Post Office, including its adminis-
tration-the remuneration of its Officers--the rates of
Postage, and every other matter comprehended in a full and
complete enquiry.

With reference to your letter of the 26th January last,
and its enclosure, on the subject of an arrangement for the

ayment of internat rate of Postage on letters to and from
ritish North America, I am cornnanded by the Lords

Commissioners of Her Majesty's Treasury to acquaint vou
for the information of Lord John Russell, that my Lords
learn with great satisfaction from Lord Sydenham's Des-
patch of the 11th December last, thiat the reduction which
lias been made in the rates of Postage between this country
and British North America, has been attended with the
beneficial results which hiad been anticipated.

My Lords have carefully considered the points to which
Lord Sydenham's Despatch lias reference, viz. firat, the col-
lection of Freight money by the Post Masters of British
North Arnerica on letters forwarded ta this country, through
the United States ; and secondly, the optional payment of,
the interna[ Colonial rate on letters sent to this country,
via Halifax.

With regard to the first of these pointa, my Lords, after
carefully re.considering the question, and communirati ng
thereon with the Post Master General, do not see any reason
for departing from their previous opinion as to the necessity
of discontinuing the practice, (which practice is contrary ta
Law), and as the Steain Packets vill now commence run-
ning once a fortnight, their Lordships trust that no serious
inconvenience will result therefrom.

With regard to the second point, namely, the com-
pulsory prepayment of the internal rate on letters sent
direct to this country, my Lords consider it necessary in the
first instance, to state that in their previous communications:
no intention was entertained of altering the existing ar-
rangement as to the collection of the internal rates on all
letters, whether inwards or outwards-an arrangement not
peculiar to British North America, but extending, as their

ordships understand, ta all Colonies without exception.

Finding, however, that Lord Sydenham attaches great
importance to the optionnl payment of the Internal rate,
which, under a mistaken view of the intentions of this
Board, lias been established in British North America, my
Lords consulted the Post Master General with a view to
such option being continued, and although there were serious
difficulties in the way of the arrangement, my Lords have
the pleasure to say, that they have succeeded, with the as-
sistance of the Post Master General, in their endeavours to
meet Lord Sydenham's views. The enclosed copy of a
letter of the 12th ultimo from the Post Master General, con-
tains a detailed statement of the arrangements which have
been made, and which it will be observed, leave it optiorial
vith parties, either in this country or in British Nortd)

America ta pay the postage or not, on despatching the lettery.
provided that the payment, if madeat ail, shall inelude the
whole charge to which· the letter is liable-viz, the Packet
rate of one shilling as well as the internal. rate of twopence ;

I beg ta acknowledge the receipt of Mr. Gordon's lettei
of the 1st instant, stating, with reference to the Minute a
the 6th July last, your Lordships are of opinion, that partiei
in the Colonies of British North Ameriua should not bx
calied upon compulsorily ta prepay the interna Colonia
rate of 2d. on letters addressed by them ta this country, bul
that it should bc prepaid or not at the option of the sender,
and if not prepaid that the additional 2d. should be collected
in this country. Colonel Maberly having had a personal com-
munication on this subject with the Chancellor of the Ex.
chequer, it lias been decided, as the best means of giving
fuill efiect ta the proposed accommodation, and of plocing
the whole arrangement upoh a simple and proper footing,
that the collection in this country of the internai Colonial
rate referred to, shall not be confined to the letters from
British North America, but that it shall alse be taken upon
paid letters addressed ta those Colonies, and that the British
or packet rate of 1s. shall bc consolidated with the internai
Colonial rate of 2d., making the total uniform charge upon a
letter conveyed direct by packet between the United King.
dom and British North America, from the place of despatch
ta that of destination, in either country, ls. 2d. the half-
ounce, and so on in proportion, except letters posted at, or
addressed ta the packet port of Halifax, Nova Scotia, the
rate upon which will be 1s.; only as they are not liable ta
internai Colonial postage, the consolidated rate will, of
course, apply ta the letters direct to and from British North
America, passing in transit through this country, as well as
ta those posted or delivered within it.

I have now ta state that, in conformity with the preced-
ing decision, 1 have prepared, and shall immediately issue,
lie necessary instructions ta the Post Masters and Agernts of

this Department throughout the United Kingdom and the
British Colonies and possessions, and I shall lose no time in
announcing the alteration to those Foreign and Continental
Post Offices with which this Departmeit bas accounts, of all
which I trust your Lordships vill approve. Your Lordships
will perceive that any persan, either in the United Kingdom
or in British North America, desiring ta prepay the posta
of a letter, muet pay the whole consolidated charge of 1o.2.
any option ta pay one portion and-withhold the other ofthat
consolidated charge, would be an adoption of the objection-
able principle of optional payment ta frontier, and would be
attended with serious inconvenience.

With respect ta the Governor-Generals observations nn
the subject of the collection, by the officers of this Depart-
ment in Canada, of the freight money on letters intended ta
be conveyed by private vessels from the United States ta
this country, in the abolition of which most irregular and
unsanctionei practice your Lordships have fully concurred,1
beg ta refer ta the correspondence which bas passed on this
point, and ta statethat I see no reason to alter the opinion I
have already expressed on the subject.

December of the same year, I have the honour ta transmit
ta your Lordship, herewith, the Report of the Commis-
sioners appointed to enquire into the mnnagement of the
Post Office in British North America, accompanied by
three printed volumes of appendix. Your Lordship wiil
observe that the Deputy Post Master General has signed
this Report, in his character of Commissioner, subject ta a
future statement o>f his dlissent from many of the conclusions
adopted by his colleagues in the enquiry. I have informed
Mr. Stayner that I will transmit ta your Lordship any state-
ment which he may feel it his duty ta deliver in, but it ap-
p ears to me unnecessary to delay the transmission of the

eport until I have received that counter statement.

The Beport contains so elaborate an exposition of ifs own
recommendation, and of the grounds on which they are
founded, that it would be superfluous for me toadd any ob-
servations ofmy own respecting them. But I would solicit
the carly attention of Her Majesty's Government to the
general subject, as one of no slight importance ta the politi-
cal welI-being of the Government.

In adverting ta the future salary of the Deputy Post Mas-
ter General, and ta the indemnity which it nay he proper
ta accord t Mesure. Stayner and Howe for the withdrawal
of their present perquisites, the Commissioners have recom-
mended that the decision on these points should be left to
the Governor General. It appears to ,me, however, that
this duty might be more satisfactorily and "propery' dis-
charged by the Lords Commissioners of the Treasury in
consultation with the Pest Master General. The accom
panying Report will furnish every information in respect to
the extent of duties discharged by Mess". Stayner & Howe
-the period of their service-and the amouht f their ex-
isting emoluments ; and their Lordships are far oire inti-
mately acquainted with the principles on whiuh retired
allowances have been granted in other similar cases than
the Governor General of Canada can possibly be. In re-
spect ta the future salary of the Deputy Post Master Gene-
ral, the Blue Book will show the omoluments ofother offi-
cers in the public service in this Province, whose position in
the Colonial Society would naturally point thtm onit às the
scale by which the emoluments of the Deputy Post Master
General should be estimated.

SIR,

I am directed by the Post Master General to state, that
after a careful perusal of the Reports of the Commissioners
of Enquiry into the Post Offices of.British North America,
His Lordship lias corne to ti conclusion that the period is
now arrivei at which it will be expedient te place in the
hands of the Officers administeiung the Government ofHer
Majesty's Provinces in that quarter, under certain limitations,
the patronage hitherto exercised by yourself as Deputy Post
Master General, under His Lordship's authority in Canada,
(Nova Scotia, New Brunswick and Prince Edward's
Island,) and thathaving communicated with the Lords of
the Treasury on the subject, their Lordships have concurred
in the arrangement.

It is accordingly to be understood for the future, that all
first appointments, excepting the situations of Deputy Post
Master General, Accountant and Survevor's Clerks, should
it be found necessary to appoint thein, the privilege of
nominating to which will still be retained by the Post,
Master General, will be vestei in the Governor or Lieutenant
Governor of the Province, but that the promotions will still
be made by you, subject, however, to the confirmation of
the Post Master General, to whom each case must be
reported-as it occurs.

With reference to the term "first appointmenta4" it nust
be understood that under this head are classed the appoint-
ments ofClerks uîpon their first entrance into the services
ail Post Masters, and Way Office Keeperq, as well as those
of all Conducters, Guards, Measengers, Porters, ý Letter
Carriers, Stampers, and Office Keepers;those of the Deputy
Post Master General, Accountant, and Surveyors and their
Clerks, if appointed hereafter, to which I have above
alluded, being the only exceptions. Couriers, too, who are
paid by fixéd salaries whero the service is nôt put up to
public competition, (as Mail Contracts and Riding work
Contracte ar:, in this country) are ô 'be regarded nr the
sarne light.

The rlations to be ofbserve with respect t promotion
are founded upon the 'same principle as those in use in this
country,, which are as follos:

Eaci Departffint inust be c sillrd as a separate
establishment, whether it bes the Office of the Deputy P'st
Master GeneraI that'ofthe Aâcontaitt;r the Chiëf/,ór
othe¥FPost Office ofthePröince

A Clerk, therefore, in your own Officeshould net, be,
renoved into the Accountant's Ofice if vacancyoecurred
there, but the vacancy in the Office of the Accountant
should remain at the disposal oftb åb ernor, the appoirnt
ment to hë filled udp Seing thiit ofsthe juéloi, thW other
Officers being piómeted by:youiif properly qualified for the
situation.

If those next in succession are not properly qualified, the Appuîîdh
Deputy Post Master General for the rtime being will be (.)
required to give in to the Governor or Lieutenant Governor, --
lie names of two or three other parties in other Depart- Isthnecember
ients, who are properly qualified, when the vaancy vill
ol"necessity take place in that Office from which thîe indi-
vidual qualified lias been promoted.

It must be also clearly understood, that the Deputy Post
Master General will not hereafter he entitled to promote a
Post Master from an inferior to a superior Posi Mastership.

Wlhen a vacancy occurs, therefore, in a Post Mastership
at any particular place, the Governor or Lieutenant Gover-
nor, as the case may be, will appoint a New Post Master
at that place where the particular vacancy lias arisen, and
should a person already acting as a Post Master, whether in
the samne or another Province, be appointed to the vacant
Office, the vacancy occasioned by such proceeding will be
fillei up by the Governor or Lieutenant Governor of the
Province in which the vacancy occasioned by the recent
appointment May exist.

As Clerks form a distinct class, ifa vacancy arises amongst
them, application must- be made to the Governor for another
Clerk as a successor, as the vacancy must net be filled.up
hy the Deputy Post Master General froi the Stamîpers or
Letter Carriers.

Stampers and Letter Carriers will be considered as form-
ing a separate class, the Deputy Post Master General,
therefore, may promote Letter Carriers to the situations of
Stampers, in such cases the vacancy to bc filled up by the
Provincial authorities, will be the situations of Letter Car-
riers.

To protect the Department as far as possible against the
appointaient of incompetent persons, a certificate must, be
given by the Head of the Office, at the, expiration of three
months, that. the individual nomirated is qualified to fillhis
situation; the term, however, may be extended to sixMonths
at the pleasure of the then Deputy Post Master Caneral.

A bond Miust also be required ulon the appointient of
every person, whatever may be, the situation, the amount
of which, however, will be fixeti by the Post Master Gene-
rai in England, who will consult the Governor of the Pro-
vince as to the sum which may be Most consistent wihh the
custois , and i feelings of the, country. T enable you to
carry out these regulations, I herewiti.enclose copies oflhe
forms used in this Department.

Very beneficial resuits may be expected from this change,
as, besides affording greater security to the public, it estab-
lishes a check upon Post Masters very superior to what
existed under the old system. The labour attending this
alteration in our mail systen has been very great, and bas,
for a considerable time, so engrossed the attention of myself
and my immediate esta blishment, that I have been pre-
vented taging steps for the erection of new offices, which
are required in several parts of the country, to which ob-
ject, however, I shall apply myself so soon as I am in some
degrec reieved from the pressure to which I have first
alluded.

I have the honour te acknowledge the receipt of your
letter of the 23rd ultimo, desiring me, by command of His
Excellency the Governor General, to make His Excellency
acquainted, se far as mny be in my pover, with the pro-
ceedings which have been had upon the Report of the late
Commission of Post Office Enquiry.

In reply, I beg to observe that my Report of the 21st in-
stant, whiclh you had not received at the date of your letter,
will, I should hope, in a great degree, ifnot altogether, have
anticipated the call now made upon me, as I have therein
stated that I had not received instructions for carrving out
any ocf the changes indicated in Lord Stanley's letter of the
3rd August, but that I had reason to behieve instructions
were in preparation for my guidance in the matters in ques-
tion, and Ithten proceeded to mention that the introduction,
by command of the Post Master General, of one very ma-
terial change in the interior business of the Department,
(the Mailing Branch) had occupied our attention at Quebec,
to the exclusion of objets of less immediate importance for
several muîonths past. Another change accomplished by
His Lordship'3 command is, that of nerging the American
Postage collected in the Province in thie British Postage,
and making it a charge on the General Revenue, înstead of
having it collected by the frontier Post Masters fromt the
several Deputies in the interior as was previously done-a
mode of management, which, although unavoidable in the
carlier stages of our Post intercourse with the United States,
lad been found to be fraught with serious inconvenience,
and to have become almost impracticable in execution, in
consequence of the increase of Ofiicers in the country.
With the exception of these two objects, (which I presume
may be considered the foundation of the general plan of in-
provement contemplated by Her Majesty's Gôveinment) 1
have not been advised of any proceedings being had by
His Lordship the Post Master General, as connected with
the Post Office Enquiry, although, as I have observed in my
letter of the 21st instant, I have cause te believe that mes'
sures are in progress for introducing other changes.

I have thus endeavoured, as far as lay in my power, to
mieet the desire conveyed in your letter ; but should it ap-
pear te you that I have in any degrec misunderstood the
nature of His Excellencv's Requisition, 1 shal} be happy
upon hearing frou you again, te repair my error.

FIFsT NOTE.-The Salaries of all Officers of the Department and the Allowances for Stationery are
defrayed out of the General Revenue of the Post Office.

The Commission for keeping Postage Aceounts arc paid by the Public Departments and the Merchants,
&c., to the several Post Masters for their trouble and risk of loss iii keeping the Accounts.

The Commission for collecting United States Postage, is paid by the American Post Office.

The Reit of Letter Boxes is paid by Merchants and others, for the accommodation afforded by the
boxes, which arc provided by the Post Masters at all the larger Post Offices at their own expense.

The whole of the emolunents appearing under the heads of "Newspaper Postage," or " Newspaper
P'rivilegc," have accrued from the charges on newspapers, paid by Printers and others whilst the transmission
of newspapers and painphlets was a privilege of the Deputy Post Master General, which privilege
terminated the 5th January, 1844. The aggregate collection under this hend is shown in another IReturn.

SECOND NOTE.-Owing to the destruction of the General Post Office at Quebec by fire, as explained
in my Letter to Mr. Secretary Daly, dated 26th October, 1843, I have been unable to furnish the Returns
required by the Assenbly, for a period anterior to 5th April, 1841.

It will be perceived that the alterations made in the Rates, is the result merely of a closer and more
precise calculation than had been previously observed in the conversion of certain of the Sterling Rates es-
tablished by the 5th George III, into Currency. These alterations were made in consequence of orders from
His Lordship the Post Master General, carefully to revise the Postage Rates in British North America,
orginally addressed to Mr. Page, an Officer of the General Post Office, London, who was sent out in 1842-3,
to investigate the condition of the Post Office Establishment in Nova Scotia and New Brunswick. Upon
my conferring with that gentleman, we were satisfied that it was legally right to nake the few changes
above pointed out, and it was accordingly donc. No other alterations in the Postage Rates in Canada have
taken place recently,-that is, up to the date of Mr. Daly's letter.

TREASURY WARRANT.

WHEREAs, by an Act passed in the fifth year of the
Reign of his late Majesty King George the Third, intitiued,
4g An Act to aller certain Rates of Postage and to amend,
C explain andenlarge severalprovisions in an .Jct made in
4 the ninth year of Me Reign of Queen A1nne, and in other

Post Master General for the time beng, and his Deputies
were authorized to demand, receive, and take for the con.
voyance of letters, packets, and other things carried or
conveyed by the post between any-of the British dominions
in America or between any parts of the said dominions, the
several and respective rates and sums therein mentioned:-

And whereas by an Act passed in the third and fourth
years of the Reign of Her present Majesty, intitutied "./ n
dict for Me regulation of the duties of postage," it is
enacted, That it shall be lawful for the Commissioners of
Her Majesty's Treasury, from time to time, and at any
time after the passing of that Act, by Warrant under their
hands, to alter and fix any of the rates of British Postage
or inland Postage, payable by Law on the transmission by
the post of Foreign or Colonial Letters or Newspapers, or
of any other printed papers, and to subject the saine to
rates of Postage according to the weight thereof, and a scale
of weight to be contained in such Warrant, and froi time
to time, by Warrant as aforesaid, to alter or repeal any such
altered rates, and make and establish any new or other
rates in lieu thereof: and, by Warrant as ai'oresaid, to ap-
point at what time the rates that might be payable were to
be paid.

Now we, the undersigned, being three of the Commis-
sioners of Her Majesty's Treasury do, in exercise of tLe
power or authority in us for such purpose vested in and by
the said last-recited Act, and of all other powers enabling
us in this behali'by this Warrant under our bands' order,
and direct, that all Letters transmitted by the Post within
British North America, or within the British West Indies,
or between British North America or the British West
Indies, and any place or places out ofthe same, respectively,
shall, in lieu of the present mode of charging by the number
of inclosures, be charged by weight, according to the fol-
loving scale ; and that the several numbers of rates of
postage, hereinafter set forth, shall be clharged and paid on
and for the inland conveyance of such Letters (that is to
say):-

On every Letter not exceeding half an ounce in weight,
one rate of postage.

On every Letter exceeding hialf an ounce, and not ex-
ceeding one ounce in weight, two rates of postage.

On every Letter exceeding one ounce and not exceeding
two ounces in weight, four rates of postage.

On every Letter exceeding two ounces and not exceeding
three ounces in weight, six rates of postage.

On every Letter exceeding three ounces and not ex-
ceeding four ounces in weight, eight rates of postage.

And for every ounce in weight above the weight of four
ounces, there shall be charged and taken two additional
rates of postage; and every fraction of an ounce above the
weight of Cour ounces shall be charged as one additional
ounce.

And we direct that the following rates of inland Postage
shall be charged and paid on Letters transmitted by the
Post within British North America and within the British
West Indies, respectively in lieu of the rates of postage
heretofore chargeable on such Letters (that is to say):-

On all Letters not exceeding half an ounce in weigit,
transmitted by the Post in British North America, or withini
the British West Indies,-

If the distance which such Letters shall be conveyed by
the Post in British North America, or in the British West
Indies, shall not exceed sixty British miles, a rate of four-
pence,-

If exceeding sixty such miles, and not exceeding one
hundred such miles, a rate of sixpencer-

If exceeding one hundred such miles, and not exceeding
two hundred such miles, a rate of eightpence,--

And for every distance not exceeding one hundred such
miles beyond tuch two hundred miles, and for every sucb
further distance, a rate of twopence.

And on every Letter transmitted as aforesaid, exceeding
half an ounce in weight, there shall be charged and taken
progressive and additional rates of postage, according to the
scale of weight and number of rates hereinbefore contained,
estimating and charging each additional rate at the sum any
suci Letter would be charged with under this Warrant, if
not exceeding half an ounce in weight.

Andi we further direct, That the distances according to
which such Letters as aforesaid shall be rated with inland
Postage, shall extend to and include the distance which such
Letters may be carried on any rivers and Lakes, as weil as
the distance vhich such Letters may be carried by land ;
and that in case the places between which any such Lettere
shall be conveyedshall be in British North Amerian, and
also in the British West Indies, separate and distinct inland
rates of Postage shall be cliarged and taken for the distance
such Letters shall be conveyed in British North America
and the British West Indies respectively.

And ve fturher direct, That the Post Mister General
may, in his discretion, cause the Inland Postage of any
Letters posted in British North A merica, (for the distance

And we further direct, That the rates of postage
chargeable on such Letters as last aforesaid, for the sea
conveyance thereof, shall be charged in addition to the
Inland Rates payable thereon, as hereinbefore mentioned.

And we further direct, Tiat in addition ta any Inland
Postage payable thereon, the Sea Postage on ail Letters
posted in British North America, or the British West Indies,
addressed to any place in the United States of America, or
any otherforeign country, (except France, and foreign coun-
tries via France, transmitted through the United Kingdom,)
shal, until arrangements be made to the contrary, be paid
on such Letters beng put into the Post Office, or on being
dehivered to an ohicer of the Post Office, to be forwarded
by the post.

And ve further direct, That for preventing ail disputes
touching the distances within British North America and
the British West Indies, for which aný Letters conveyed by
the post are chargeable vith postage under this present
Warrant, it shall be lawful for the Post Master General to
cause ail or any such distances ta be surveyed and ascer-
tained, in manner provided by the said Act of the fifth year
of the Reign of King George the Third ; and ail Inland
Rates imposed by this Warrant, for the conveyance of
Letters within British North America and the British West
Indies, shall be charged and paid according ta such
surveys.

And wiereas it may happen, That in British North
America and the British West Indies, there may at one
and the same time exist two or more different and distinct
routes or lines of communication by the post between towns
or places, one of which routes may, in distance, be longer
than the other, and, consequenty, Letters conveyed by the
post hy such route might, tnless otherwise provided for, be
chargeable with a higher rate of postage under this Warrant,
than if conveyed by the post by the other or shorter of such
routes; now we further direct, that, in order to prevent any
inconveniences or differences arising in this respect, in ail
cases in which two or more different routes of conveyance
by the post exist, or shall exist, between towns or places in
British North America or the British West Indies, the rates
of postage ta be charged on Letters conveyed by the post
between any such towns or places, shal be according to
the distance by the shorter of such routes, although such
Letters may actually be conveyed by the longer route ;
and this direction shall apply, whether such shorter route
@hall be constantly or only occasionally used for the con.
veyance of Letters by the post.

And we further direct, That nothing in this Warrant
contained, shall in any wise alter, prejudice or affect the
privilege which, under the said Act of the third and fourth
years of the Reign or Her present Majesty, seamen and
soldiers employed in Her Majesty's Service enjoy, ofsendini
and receiving by the post within British North America ani
the British West Indies, Letters not exceeding lialf an ounce
in weight, subject ta the regulations and restrictions in the
said Act contain'd in respect of such Letters.

And we further direct, That on ail Letters not exceeding

only,) there shall be paid, in addition to the rates of British
Postage payable on such Letters, under the said Act of the
third and fourth years of Her present Majesty, an uniform
Colonial rate of twopence, whether such Letters shal
pass between British North America, or the British West
Indies, and the United Kingdom direct, or via the United
States; Provided always, that if any such Letters passing
through the United States shall be charged with any foreign
postage, such foreign postage shall be charged on such
Lattant, in addition to the British postage and the said
Colonial rate.

And on ail such Letters, if exceeding half an ounce in
weight, there shall be charged and paid, (in addition ta any
progressive and additional British rates which may be
payable on such Latters,) progressive and additional Cola-
niai rates of postage, according ta the scale of weight and
number of rates hereinbefore contained, each additional
Colonial rate being estimated at two-pence.

And vhereas by the said Act, passed in the third and
fourth years of the Reign, of Her present Majesty, it ia
enacted that the Post Master General, with the consent of
the Commissioners of the Treasury, may allow Colonial
Newspapers ta pass by the post between places within any
of Her Majesty's Colonies, or by packet-boat or private
ship, from one Colony ta another, whether through the
United Kingdom or not; and aiso allow Foreign Newspa-
pers ta pass through the United Kingdom either ta Her
Majesty's Colonies, or from one foreign country ta another
foreign country, by packet-boat or private ship; and aise
allow British Newspapers ta be sent to the Colonies through
a foreign country, and Colonial newspapers to be sent
through a foreign country ta the United Kingdom, or through
the United Kingdom ta a foreign country, free of postage,
or subject ta such rates of postage, and under ail such
regulations and restrictions as the Post Master General,
with such consent as aforesaid, may think fit.

Now we, the undersigned, in further exercise of the
several powers and authorities vested in us by the said Act,
do hereby further direct-

That on every printed Colonial Newspaper, not ex-
ceeding two ounces in weight, and on every printed Sup-
plement, not exceeding two ounces in weight, to a Colonial
Newspaper, sent by the post, between any place within
British North America, or within the British West Indies,
without passing through the United Kingdom, there shall
b paid, (in lieu of the rates heretofore chargeable thereon,)
one uniforn inland rate of one halfpenny, without reference
ta the distance or number of mtiles the samo may be con-
veyed; but this is not to alter or affect the provisions con-
tained in a Treasury Warrant, bearing date the 31st day of
August, 1841, regulating the conveyance of Colonial
Newspapers between the Colonies by Packet boat and
private ship, which are ta continue in full force as if this
present Warrant had not been signed ; and the said inland
rate of one halfpenny is ta be in addition ta any rate
payable on such Newspapers under such Warrant.

And that on every printed Newspaper, not exceeding
two ounces in weight, whether Colonial or of the United
States, and on every printed Suppleiment, not exceeding
two ounces in weight, ta any printed Newspaper, whetber
Colonial or of the United States, passing between any places -
in British North America, or the British West Indies, and
any port or place in the United States, without passing
through the United Kingdom, there shall be paid, (in lieu
of the rates heretofore chargeable thereon,) one uniform
inland rate >f one penny, in addition ta any foreign rate ta
which such Newspaper or Supplement, if sent from or
through the United States, may be liable, and also in ad-
dition to any sea postage which may 'b chargeable
therean ; but so that any such Newspaper, or Supplement
ta a Nèwspaper, if of the United States, shall, in order to
be entitled to pass by the post at such reduced inlarid rate

r of one penny, b posted within the United States,, and if
not go posted, the same shall (in lieu of uch reduced
uniform inland rate of one penny,) be liable to the like rates

same had been a Letter se conveyed by the post.

y And that on every such printed Newspuper, and printed
Supplement to a Newspaper, as aCorsail, exceeding two
ounces i wciglt, there shall be charged and taken the dike
rates ofpostage as are herinarter directud ta be charged
and taken on printed Paulphlets and Publications sent hy
the Post ; Provided always, thut the aforesaid limitations in
weight shall not apply to or alfect Newspapers or Supple-
ments ta Newspapers sent by the post between British
North America, o, t'he British West Indies, and the United
Kingdom.

And we further direct, that every printed Snpplement, nr
additional shet to aiy Newspaper, sha, ifor the purpose
of charging the postage under this warrant, be deemed a
distinct nevspaper.

And we further direct, that on every printed Newspaper
aad printed Supplementbrought iuto Britislh Nrth Amelcrica,
or into the Britiaht West Indies, by privato ship, without
having proviously passed through any Post Oflice subor-
dinate to the Post Master General, 'and which shal be
delivered at the Post Office nt, the port or plare of such
vessel's arrival, there shah be charged and paid, in addition
to any otheriutes of postage payable thercon, a Qei postage
of oe penny ; and we direct, that the Post Master General
may allow the sumi of one penny on every such Newspaper
or Supplement, to the master of the vieésel dliivering the
saine at such. Post Office, hy way of gratuity.

And we further direct, that no Colonial inland rate of
postage shall be charg,,able on any printed Votes nnd Pro-
ceedings of the Imperial Parliaient, brought by Packet
boat ,or,.private ship into British North America, or the
West Indies, or on any printed votes or proceedings of anyColoniali Legislature of British North America, or the
British West Indies sent by Packet boat or private elhip to
the United Kingdom, and chargad vith theorates fixed on
such votes.and proceedings, respectivelv, by the said Act
of the third and fourth years or -1er present Mejest', or by
a certain Wnrrant under the hands of three ofthe lomnmis-
sioners of Her Majesty's Treasury, bearing date the first
day of September, 1840, or by any other Act or Warrant
which may from time to time be in force.

The Commissioners bcg to renew the representations they have made to the Legislature, in
preceding years, respecting the total insufficiency of the building in 'which the Insane are confined,
and the impossibility of adopting any efficient Fysteni of treatment for their relief, owing to the very
limuited means granted for that purpusu.

The Commissioners see with grent satisfaction that His Excellency the Governr-in-Chief lias
again brought before the Legislature, in the present Session, the necessity of providing Asylums for the
Insane, andthey flatter themselves that an establishient upon tho most approved systoms followed in
England or the United States, will ere long be formed. They humbly submit that, as in all probability
Quebec will be chosen as tho most central place in Canada East for such an Institution, a grent
saving would be made, if the Farm belonging to the Jesuits' Estates, situate at the Canardière,
withmn two miles of the City, could be obtained for that object: the site is most eligible, and of easy
access at al times of the year.

The Board of Inspectors of the Provincial Peni-
tentiary established at Kingston, have the honor to
lay before Your Excelency thie several Reports pre-
sented te them hy the Warden, the Surgeon, and the
Chaplain of the Jnstitution, and at the rîînae time to
allude to the most important transactions of the past
year. Thcy are happy to report fint the preinses
are now surrounded by a substantial andi secure wall,
which requires but a little addition in height to
coipilete it in every res)ect ; this they p.pose doingc
next season with one building party, w iule the others
are procecding with the several buildings of the
prison su imupcratively called f'or hy the inîcreased
itniber of conviets. So rapidly have the coniiiîttals'
been made durig the past year, that acconinodation
was with difficulty aflbrded to the prisoners, and the
telpotrary provision made for the services of Ihe
Ilospital and Femnale P'rison becae so evidcently
imsutficient, that the loard at once lcteriiiiiied to
procced with the conpletion of the Wcst Wing, thef

Feale Prison, and au Hospital. They have also in
view, as al important iten m the works of' the next
season, the fitting up of Chiapels for the use of the
Protestant and Roman Catholie congregations, the ir
attention having been repeatedly draNwn to this sub-
ject by the Chapliain. 'T ie Inspectors beg leave to'
)ring before the notice of Your Execliency that part

of their Report of last year wlich statei the arrange-
ments made by themi for the religious instruction of
the portion of the convicts professing the Romani
Catholie Faith, and they carnestly entreat Your'
Excellency to lay the mllatter before the Legislature
at its next Session, in order that permanent provision
maly he made for the performance of' those duties,
and at the sane time that thcy may bc so clearly
defined as to prevent any clashing between the
Clergyman of that persuasion and thme Ciaplain ofi
the Ynstitution, which, the Board regret te say hs
occurred on several occasions during the paut year;
the distribution of controversial books among the'
convicts a pcars to hlave been the most pronincut
eause, an although the Inspectors have repeatedly

Some provision is also necessary for the re1ihous
clasification of the convict on his entering the prison,
and for a decision upon any application he may inake
to change fron one congregation to c the other during
bis sojourn there.

The Board take * this opportunity of stating to
Your Excellency, that there arc four prisoners now
in the Penitentiary under sentence of transportation,
and sent there to await an opportunity of transmis-
sion to a Penal Colony. As this mode of Punish-
ment has net recently beei resorted to in this
Province, it is probable that these cases have been
lost sight of.

It will appear by hic Report of the Warden, that
the great increase of the numuber no'w in confinement
is partly to be attributed to the conmittal of Soldiers,
by the sentence of Courts Martial, for military of-
fences; mnostly, however, for short periodLs, and under
the authority of the Mutiny Act.

This class of Convicts is not any burden to the
Province, as, in addition to hic labour of the Soldier
convict, a portion of his pay, fully equivalent to bis
expenses, is itanded over to the Warden on his relcase
froin the prison.

The suggestion of the Chaplain, that a separate
part of the prison should be set apart for Soldiers, can
only be carried into effect whîen the completiôn of
the buildings will afford more room than at present,
and the classification of the other prisonors wiil admit
of the saine course towards the Soldier.

The sane remarks also apply to the youths, who
no0 doubt require different treatment from. the older
and more hardened offender. The Board most
ieartily concur with the Chiaplain in his remarks on
tlie ncessity of establishing some place of refuge for
flic liberated convict; in nainy instances, lie is driven
to his old haunts of vice from, necessity, not knowing
whîere to turn his steps; and the small pittance allowed
hii by lav being exhautsted before he is enabled to
procure work to support hiniself, specdy recommittals
often follow in consequence. The Board, however,

Witlh the exception of the Wardei, every omicer
wlo vas enîgaged in te Institution at the tine the
Penitentiary was rendered a receptacle for crimiinals
front all parts of the United Province, has received
an advancc of pay in consequence of additional duties
filling upon thein ; nnd tie Board humbly conceive,
that im justice to the Vardei,; upon whomî the nost
serious responsibility rests, and with whose conduct
in mnaining the attitirs of the Institution they have
every reason to be satisfied, his salary should be aug-

îmîented to the amount recommnended in their letter
to Mr. Secretary Harrison, on the 6th Septemlber,
1842, viz., £500 per annum.

Report of the Chaplain.

To the Inspectors of the Provincial Penitentiary.

GENTLEMEN,

The Chaplain, in presenting lis Annual Report,
desires to return thanis to that gracious God who has
spared us yet niotlier year to labour in this depart-
nent of Christian beneyolenice, which yields to none
in importance, whether time or eternity be considered.

The usual duties of the Chaplain have been dis-
charged, without any intermnission froin ill-health or
other causes. Divine service cvery Sunday-a lecture
on Thursday-daily attendance excepting Saturday
-these have formed the moral machinery. To what
extent it bas been successful reinains for the dis-
coveries of that day when the secrets of all hearts
shall be disclosed ; a portion of success, however, has
not been withheld, which it is refrained fron stating
through fear of unnécessarily extending this Report.

The Sacrathient of Baptisn bas been adninistered
publicly to one adult convict after diligent pre-
paration.

The Chaplain conteniplates administering the
corresponding Sacrament of the Lord's Supper, so
soon as suitable accommodations are afforded.

Pre-eninent among means stands the ,Word of the
Living God. It is the Sword of the Spirit. In the
hands of the Holy Spirit it las proved so. In the
Chaplain's experience, during the past year, it has
fully established its ciaractor as a lan"à enlighten-
ing the darkened understanding, giving wisdom to the
simple, encouraging by its exeeeding greaf and pe.
clous promises, teaching by its coinmandients, and,
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through its precepts, enabling the diligent student to Appendhc
get understanding, so effectually, as to hiate every (M.
lidse way.

"No other book, nor all other books together,
" could supply the place of the Bible in prisons."-
[Report, 1829, Prison Discipline Society.]

The Library las continued to prove an important
subsidiary to the Chaplain, not superseding, but in-
viting to the study of the Bible, by giving a taste for
intiellectual employment, a taste which cannot bc
gratified elsewhere so comnpletely as in the treasury
of Divine Wisdom. Of this more than one convict
lias acknowledged his persuasion, by requesting a
suspension of the privilege of the Library for a time,
in order to devote Iniseif the more unreservedly to
the study of the Word of God.

The Chaplain takes this opportunity of recording
lis sense of the liberal grantof Ton pounds fron His
Excellency, the Governuor General, and one of Two
pounds ten shillings front the Depositary of the
Church Society of the Diocese of Toronto towards
this object.

Ilitierto, the Library lias been chiefly, if not
wholly, indebted to private benevolence. A smail
grant from the publie purse for the purchase of books
of a more general nature, would, I an persuaded, be
most usefully laid out. In the United States this
claim lias been more than once admit.ted; and I find
from thle Catalogue of the Library of the Mill Bank
Penitentiary, works on natural history, history, the
arts, miniieralogy, meehanies, voyages and travels, &e.

At flrst, such a selection nay surprise, but more
mature reflection wiill, it is thought, persuade the dis-
passionate of its wisdon. In Penitentiaries, mind is
found, with all its variety, from imbecility to all but
its hirliest condition of strength ; suitable food, then,
shold b found-food, whicl, whilst gratifying the
appetite, is calculated to strengthen and fit it for
higher studies; and when an intelIgence is thus
trained, if should be the Chnplain's task to lead it to
holier pursuits. One or two attempts of this kind
have lot been, it is hoped, wholly ineffectual.

The annexed Report of the Steward, who kindly
aets as Master, will shew the condition of the Schooi
during the past year.

Much of the advantage of this dcpartment is lost
by the inconvenient place in which it is held, and
alto ether hindered thrice a week, by the room being
needed for other purposes. The Chaplan regrets
that no more suitable place ias yet been found, nor
any arrangements made by which the whole of lie
convict's thne might be restored to hii, as in the
ycar 1840.

The law evidently contemplates this as a most im-
portant auxiliary to our system; and other kindred
institutions, both in Great Britain and the United
States, ever use it as such.

To place this departmnent in a condition so as bot
to subserve the interests of the Institution, a com-
potent Master, together with a sclool-room, and
abundant leisure, should be provided.

After the long correspondonce between the Chap
lain, the Board of Inspectora and theGovernment,
in relation to tle Chapel of the Institution, little
noed b added, besides a reference to it, for the views
of all parties.

Few things can be more injurious to the refigions
feelings than the present place for Divine worship.

Report 1827. " They should be temperate men, men of unîceasing From conversations with the Governor General, I
vigilance, of' pure and chaste conversation, possess-

"ing great benevolence-men who fear God." Less
than this they ouglht not to be, wlîo are to enforec by
their exaimple, these lessons i morals and rehgion,
which it is the Chaplaim's ofice to give. Less than
this, and the Penitentiary wil continue to be a
prison, it is truc, but not a schoul of retormu.

In connexion with this foregoing observation, the
Chaplain desires to record his coivictioii of the ln-
jurics to the ieoral senses of the conviets, arising f'roi
the prevailing practice of the admission of' visitors,
-specially to those of' the females. The language of
another dues not fall short in its description to 'h1at
has taken place amiong us:-" The throng of visitors

is incessant, and becones to the prisonîers a perpetua
" exhibition to gaze at, to draw then fron their la-

bour, and relieve the tediouîsness of confincmeiit."
One of tw'o consequences munst tfllow-to render the
mind callous, or unnecessar'ily to wound it. Tie effects
on the females is beyond mleasuire injurions. Visits
of every kind should be few as possible, cliefly
official ; but if they cannot be altogether prevented,
yet allowed at such tines, only,'when the conviets
muay be seen, but not sec, at breakfist or dinner.

The admission of boys into our Peitentiary, to
be subject to the saine discipline as adults, is, the
Chaplain f'eas, not calculated to rctorm, but to im-

jure. Shoul not some respect bc paid to the pecu-
liarities of /oiuth, evei in a place o/ confinement ?
Would not the desired end be more effectually se-
cured by ajudicious adnixture of school, labour and
recreation ?

Of late tlic nunber of military offenders lias been
great. The bearing of' this class of convicts on the
well-being of' the Penitentiary is not desirable.
Crimes, grcat in a military point of' view, but very
pardonabie, civilly considered, are placed on an equal
footing with the highest critnes against socicty. To
convince men of their identity wuuld be impossible,
however ncedf'ul in order to bring their miîinds to the
saine level. Again,-the shortness of the sentences,
the frequency of removal before the expiration of sen-
tences-these sadly interfere with any systematic in-
stitution. Witi all these disadvantages, however, the
inecessary abstraction from their former haunts, the
quiet cell, religious instruction, and thcir private
studies, have not been without accompanying ad-
vantages; and have led your Chaplaim to acqiesce in
the suggestion of the Mill Bank Pen titentiary ;--that
a separate part of the prison be set apart for Sokkiers.

In the forimer Report of the Chaplain, a hope ias
expressed that sone mode miglit be adopted cf con-
tinuing a restraining influence over the liberated-to
be used for thcir encouragement in the paths of
virtue-their protection froi tenptation, and thxeir
general advancement in ifle.

Althiough lie lias no plan to lay before the Board for
their co-operation, yet the subject has occupied his

have learnt how heartily His Excellency enters into
the importance of this subject.

It umnst be evident to the Board, that of the moral
nachinery of' the Penitentiary system, the Chaplain
inust be the main spring.

IIis duty is thus sunmed up : to read prayers and Report of the

preach on Sunday, to read prayers daily in the
Infirinary, to obtain ai intimate knowledge of the
disposition and character of every prisoner, and to
allot a considerable portion of his time to their religious
instruction,-to administer the Sacraments, superin-
tend teir progress in reading and writing, and
supply tlhcm with suitable books and tracts,-issue
letters of enquiry touching their previous character.

IIis cha'acter and duties are thus described :-A Mr. Powers,
resident Chaphiun, possesscd of those qualifications b ei
which lie ouight to be distgshed,havmig a thorough i
.nowledge f'nofmankind, prudent, discreet, firm, afice-

tionate, actuated by motives of public policy and
Christian benevolence.

The influence ofsuch an one will very readily secure
1 the respect of' a mnajority of' the conviets. Residing
with then, and visiting their solitary and cheirless
abodes, tiey will consider, specially the young-their
iiinister, tieir guide, their councillor, their friend-
they will bu disposed to open their hearts to hiam with
freedoni. le will learn their history, become ac-
quainted vith thelir views and feeligs, and will
thereby be enabled to ado>t bis instructions and
repuroofs directly to iidividua s, as their social circum-
stances nay demiand. Secluded as the convicts are
fromt society, and shut out froin all intercourse with
eachi other, their ninds seem to ic prepared, in a
peculiar nunier, to reccive saiutai'y impressions, and
when once made, having no connection with their
fellows, they are in a situation very favorable to
retaînnng theni.

There are always more or less of the convicts who Chaplain of
are by sickness confined to the Hospital. 'Without a charteitoWf
resident Chaplain, this class of convicts, unless by
mucre accident, is deprived of the privilege of reli-
gious instruction ; but a resident Chaplain would
fuel it to be bis duty often to visit and to converse
with them, to enliglten the ignorant, to administer
consolation to the afHiuted, to sit by the bed of the
sick and dying, and by his instructions and admo-
nitions, te do every thing in his power to promote
their best and future interests. Though convictse
they are still accountable and immortal being,-and
deprived as they are, at such trying scasons, of the
sy.mpathies and kind offices of their parents, théir
wives, and their children, they need, ia a pecuhàr
manner, some benevolenit and pious friend to mnsti-ace
and console them. Should they die, the refleItion'
remains, that ail was done that humanity and Chris-
tian charity demanded. Should they recover, such a
course of treatment has a powerful tendency to soften
their feelings, to affect their hearts, and improve
their conduct

A inost diligent and devoted Clergyman. Here should
1s0 Decem'r. be his parish. The prison wal l should circumscribe

his labours and his prayers. For if there is a place
on carth where a Minister of the Lord Jesus Christ
miay contend with sin, it is in a great prison-; and it
is apparent from facts, that lie may not only fnd sin
to contend )ith, but ho may contend with it suc-
cessfully.

This, however, must be donc, not by going to the
prison once a week, but by living in t, by spending
the Sabbath in it, and every day of the wee -i mit.
The Word of God should be read daily, and prayers
inost carnestly offered both morning and evening.

Report of the Surgeon.

To the Inspectors of the Provincial Penitentiary.

GENTLEMEN,

Since my last Annual Report, the prison lias been
regularly visited, and all casualties, as occasionally
reported by the Warden, have been duly attended to.

The diet of the convict, the ventilation of the
building, and such other matters as came within the
province of the Medical Officer, have received the
necessary attention. '

As is usual, I furnish two lists of the several cases
which have actually been prescribed for during the
year.,

The first detailince the number of those treated
out of Hospital, anâ the second of those admitted
therêtoi of the latter it will be seen that thrce have
clied since last Report.

I have heretofore explained the reason why 80
amall a proportion of all the sick and ailing should
have been admitted to, and, received Hospital treat-
ment; and I now beg respectfully to report, that the
present temporary compartment whicl ias been set
apart for .the purpose, is so insuficient in alnost
every requisite, that it cannot be resorted to except
to a very limited extent. As the rapidly encreasing
number of conviets advances, that ýof the sick must
necessarily also increase; and' öf such, ag at present
oi-uinstanced, we cangot entertain more thanfve,
and this, too, in an apartnient whýich, for reasons
already explaime, is unfit for the proper treatment
of any mmber. Heêlce ik is that 8o fevr of the
ggregate appear on th Hospital list

I am fully aware of the press of work which has Appendix -
been imposed on the Building Committee, in pre- (M.)
paring the necessary accommodation for the pro- -
gressive increase of convicts which is constantly19tl Dééeer.
taking place; but I trust the time is fast approach-
ing, when the attention of that body eau be directed
to the construction of a commodious and sufficient
Hospital for the benefit of the Institution.

The situation of the female prison is very deficient,
both as respects cpnveniencc and salibrity, and has
not any separate apartment wherein to place the sick.

It is but a temporary arrangement, however, and
the defect will, no doubt, be remedied in due course
of tinie.

Report of the Warden.

To the Inspectors of the Provincial Penitentiary.

GENTLEMEN,

In presenting my Annual Report to the Board, I
beg to statc that a large augmentation of the number
of convicts in this Institution has occurred during
the past year. This, however, does not arise fron
any apparent increase of offences against the laws of
the Province, as among those reccived into the Peni-
tiary within that period, tiere were 115 Soldiers, sent
here by sentences of Courts Martial, for iilitary
offences.

Another cause of the increase of the number of
convicts mnay be traced to the operation of the
Statute 4 and 5 Victoria, chapter 25, by authority
of which there are several prisoners now under sen-
tence of seven ycars confinement, for crimes, the
punishment for which was previously of a more
lenient character.

In a former Report I brought to the notice of the
Board the custom of sentencing boys of fifteen years
of age, and under, to the Penitentiary. This matter
having been taken up by the Legislature, at its 1at
Session, th're are sone hopes that, in future, culprits
of tender age will be otherwise provided for in regard
to punishnent than they have hitherto been.

The subject of punishment for juvenile delin-
quents lins engaged the attention of the two principal
kingdoms of Europe, in one of which (England) a
separate place of confinement lias bcen provided;
but as that Institution has but recently been put
into operation, the success of the experînient has net,
I believe, been yet ascertained. In the other country
referred to (France), juvenile offenders are scntenced
to the ordinary imprisonment directed by law, w1hich,
however, seldom extends to the term of the sentence,
for at the expiration of nine months from the com-
mencement of their imprisonment, should their con-
duct ime been good during that time, trades are
provided for them, an apprenticeship to which con-
mences at the further expiration of threc months,
after which they are bound to serve until the periods
tieir original sentences will expire.

In other countries, separate places of punishment
and reforn are provided for young crimtinals, who
are divided into three classes; the two upper of which
are to be attained by good conduct on the part of
the prisoner, and the retcution of his place iii the
highest class, for a certain period, will entitle him te
a retmssion of the reniainder of his sentence.

I respectfully submit this subject te the Board in
the hope, that when the Annual Report is laid before
Parliamuent, it will engage the attention of the Legis-
lature.

The vork donc by the conviets during the past
year, consists principally of East Wing, five gallerics
of which have been completed; the Lodge at the
north front of the yard, and nearly the wholc of the
wall at each end of it; besides a part of that on the
east side of the building. la addition to the labour
performed in the several mechanical departients of
the prison for the above purpose, as well as for
making and repairing the clothing, bedding and tools,
for the use cf the convicts, a portion of their work
lias been devoted to the support of the Institution,
the profit on which amounts to £470 14s. 9d.

For the ensuing year it is proposed that the work
to be donc shall consist of the West Wing, with
Chapels for the Protestant and Roman Catholic
congregations, the Hoslpital and woman's prison,
and tlie completion of such parts of the wall as have
net yet been carried to their proper height.

The whole of the contracts for the supply of
articles required for the maintenance.of the Peni-
tentiary for the current year, have been taken on
much inore advantageous terms than for the prece-
ding year. lu the clothing of the convicts, a saving

(as compared with the price formerly paid) of 40 per Appendit
cent. bas been effected, and in the rations, the rate at ( .. )
which they are now furnished is 24 per cent. less r-^-
than by the previous contract. i9th De r

In the statement of the prisoners' earnings, it will
bc seen that the amount far exceeds the actual ex-

mditure of the Institution for the year: and as the
labour of the convicts has been principally devoted to
the works before specified, as part of the building
operations carried on during the season, the amount
rcalized by their work for sale bas not been so large
as it otherwise would have been.

During the past year a fire occurred in the Peni-
tentiary Kitchen, which was with some difficulty
extinguished, having happened in the night tine
when but a small number of the officers were pre-
sent. I beg to bring this matter before the Board,
in order that, should it be deemed necessary, some
steps nay be taken to provide for cases of a similar
description, should any ever unfortunately again
occur.

In the, ncighbourhood of some Penitentiaries, it is
customary, under Legislative provision, to organize
a guard from among the inhabitants, whose services,
are always available in cases of emergeney, par-
ticularly in the suppression of revolt and the pursuit
of escaped convicts; and as there is now no military
guard in this vicinity, I would suggest the necessity
of soine such organization as that referred to being
carried into effect, should it be deemed practicable
by the Legislature.

I have again to notice to the Board the incon-
venience felt by the Institution from the want of a
suitable number of the yearly Reports made to the
Legislature being printed, a measure evidently con-
templated by the Statute providing for the mainte-
nance and rovernment of the Pénitentiary. It cannot
be expectel that the results of the experience of other
similar establishments can be received by this Insti-
tution, unless corresponding information is forwarded
in return for the Reports fron other prisons, which
arc now seldom received, whereby much valuable
information is lost.

SIR,

I beg that you will take an early opportunity of bringing the enclosed under the notice
of Sir Charles Bagot; indeed the very indisposition under which His Excelllency bas been for
some time labouring, has prevented me from addressing you sooner on the subject of the Forge
Lease.

The people hereabouts have been led to expect that the lands attached to the Iron Works
were to be given away, and which expectation I understand has arisen from assertions made by
Dr. Kimber.

You may recollect that Sir James Kempt was made to believe (as I understood from him-
self), by Dr. Kimber and Judge Vallières, that the inhabitants of this neighbourhood were
very much in want of lands, especially part of those appertaining to the Forges, and furnished
a list of the applicants.

To meet Sir James' wishes I agreed to cede about 5000 arpents adjoining the rear of the
Seigniory of Point du Lac and Machiche, which were according1 surveyed and laid out into
lots of 50 to 70 acres, as an augmentation to the Township of C axton, and a sale of the lots
ivas advertised for many months, to take place at the Church door of Machiche,

I attended the sale and purchased nearly the whole at aboutt the upset price. None of
the people on Sir James' list made their appearance, and I am assured that they had been led
to expect that they would have obtained free grants. The same thing will tee place again
should the lands be offered for sale. Besides, if it is intended to grant the lands to the Forge
people, I have no hesitation in saying, from the knowledge I have of the country, that, of the
strip leased with the Forges, so small a proportion is fit for agricultural purposes, that the soil
will never maintain any thing like the population, now living comfortably at the Iron Works.
The unoccupied lands in the adjoining Seigniories are very large, and open for settlement on
both sides of the Forge strip, particularly those belonging to the late Order of Jesuits.

I take leave to request, that you may be pleased to bring under the notice of His
Excellency, the Governor General, that the present lease of the Iron Works of St. Maurice
will expire on the 31st December next, and that a new Lessee has the right to entry during the
present year for the purpose of collecting materials for carrying on the said Works. For the
information of His Excellency, I transmit to you, enclosed, a copy of the conditions on which
a lease was exposed to sale, at auction, in the year 1806, wlhen I became the purchaser, at the
annual rent of £60. This sale was not, however, confirned by the Government, and after four
years negotiating, I found it necessary to submit to the terns offered, and finally (after having
paid but sixty pounds for four years) accepted a lease from the then Governor, Sir J. H. Craig,
for the period of tventy-one years, at £500 per annum.

The circumstances attending the negotiation of the new lease, &c. were, at the time, so
fully detailed, in a correspondence with the then Civil Secretary, that I do not deem it neces-
sary to trouble His Excellency at present with further details.

Under the sanction of Government, I continued in possession, at the above rent, until
5th January, 1834, when I accepted a further extension of the lease of the Forges, including
a tract of land in the Seigniory of Cap de Magdeleine at the same rent for both, to expire at
the same time, the end of the present year.

As I expect to be able to carry on the Works, to the very last day of the lease, I beg to
submit to His Excellency the necessity of my obtaining a suflicient time to remove the valuable
property, which may at that period remain on hand. And I would further beg leave to call His
Excellency's attention to the destitute situation of the workrnen and their families (a list of whom
I enclose) resident at the Works, should the same be discontinued. These people, 425 souls,
nearly ail Canadians, born and brought up at the Post; and several of the families are descen-
dants of the workmen found there at the conquest, who never left the establishment; and there
are, besides, 300 more people fed at the Works at particular seasons of the year, and the farmers
in the neighbourhood bave always had a ready market for hay and oats, &c. &c., thus showing
the vast importance which these works have hitherio been to the Town and District, and the loss
that may inmediatcly accrue thereto should the said Works be discontinued, as now currently
reported to be the intention of the Executive Government.

SIR,

I regret exceedingly to be forced to intrude at present on His Excellency's, Lord
Aylmer's, time on the subject of the Forges of St. Maurice, but I feel it incumbent on me, as
Lessee of those Works, to bring under His Lordship's notice the extraordinary statements
made a few evenings ago in the House of Assembly by Mr. Kimber, the newly elected Member
for this Borough, respecting the lands annexed to and reserved for the use of the Iron Works,
which, if not immediately contradicted, might possibly be considered by His Excellency as
founded on truth.

It is stated in Neilson's Gazette of the 24th and 25th instant, that Mr. Kimber, on moving
certain Resolutions respecting the lease of the Forges, on the 22nd, asserted that there is nei-
ther wood nor ore on that part of the reserved lands called the St. Maurice, and that they are
of no use to the Lessee. That the Town of Three Rivers is cribbed in and curtailed of the
benefits it vould derive from the settlement of those lands, and that there are numerous families
ready to settle on them.

Now, Sir, with respect to the first of these assertions, it must receive the most unqualified
contradiction; nor can I persuade myself to think that Mr. Kimber did not know, at the time
he made it, that it was utterly devoid of truth; and what surprises me still more, is, that the intelli-
gent Member for the County of Nicolet should also have stated, that, to bis knowledge, there
is no wood on the tract of land in question. On the contrary, it is a notorious fact that a con-
siderable proportion of the wood for the two Forges bas always been charred on the Seigniory
of St. Maurice, and ore lias been procured from the same quarter, particularly of late years ;
and at the very time that these extraordinary statements were gravely made, a number of wood-
cutters were, and continue to be, employed there. lad Mr. Kimber taken the trouble to as-
certain the fact, by visiting the Iron Works this Fall, lie must have closed his eyes and ears on
a considerable part of the road leading from the Town to the Forges, not to have seen the piles
of wood recently cut, and not to have heard the sound of many an axe, for the woodcutters were
at work on the very side of the road.

With respect to the Town of Three Rivers being cribbed in by the reserve of the lands in
question, it should be borne in mind that the St. Maurice line is nearly five miles from it,-that
there is an intervening Seigniory between them,-and that in the whole of that distance there
is not, notwithstanding the "numberless families so eager to settle in the rear of the Town," a
single inhabitant to be seen on either side of the road. Why does not the Seignior of this
tract concede it ? The question is easily answered: the lands,like most of those in the Seig-
niory of St. Maurice, are not worth having. The next question then is, why such apparent anx-
iety to have the latter conceded ? and that is also readily answered. Many of the inhabitants
have for years been in the habit of supplying themselves with fuel-by making free with all they
could come at on the neighbouring lands, and this source being nearly exhausted, they must now
have recourse to St. Maurice for the very wood which it suited the purpose of their represen-
tative at the moment to say was not to be found there, or be reduced to the hardship, poor
people, of working hard and paying for firewood, as others do, out of their earnings. It afforded
an excellent handle, however, to a new member, bot from a contested election, to raise an out-
cry about the pretended grievances of bis constituents, and at the same time to gratify a little
personal pique against me, because my frienls, and people in my employ, preferred voting for
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(O.) another candidate. I venture to assert, without the fear of contradiction, that, excepting some (O.)
..--. small isolated spots here and there, the lands in the Seigniory of St. Maurice will not, under &
Jh January. any cultivation, maintain any other than a pauper population ; and no man in his senses, free I4th January.

from prejudice, will pretend that such a population would add to the prosperity of this Town,
or to any other. It is further to be considered, that the Forges of St. Maurice actually sup-
port a population of four hundred souls, besides affording employment to from a hundred to
one hundred and fifty men more, at certain seasons of the year, a number far exceeding that
which could subsist on the Seigniory. Also, that independently of the importation from other
Districts of goods, liquors, provisions, &c., from ten to twelve thousand pounds are annually
expended at the Works, and circulated in the District, a sum more than equal to the value of
the whole Seigniory, even if cultivated to the greatest extent that the lands are susceptible of.
The question now is, not merely what effect it may have on the Town of Three Rivers, sup-
posing for a moment that the prosperity of the place was injuriously affected by it, but what a
loss the Province must sustain if so useful a manufactory be abandoned, for it must not be lost
sight of that iron wares are now manufactured there to the amount of nearly thirty thousand
pounds annually, on an average, which must otherwise be imported, and many of the articles
are not only of the most useful description, but adapted to the peculiar wants and even preju-
dices of the inhabitants of the country.

When the late Member, whose place is now supplied by Mr. Kimber, first brought the
subject before the House of Assembly, from motives which can be as easily traced as those of
his successor, I was anxious that the House of Assembly should enter into an investigation, and
would willingly have given any information required before the House; but assured by those
to whom I applied on the subject, that it would have no good effect, I stated the case to His
Excellency Sir James Kempt, who, from an investigation which he caused to be made, ascer-
tained to his entire satisfaction that not a single concession could be taken from the Seigniory
of St. Maurice without injury to the Iron Works. His Excellency was, however, so desirous
to meet the wishes of the applicants for lands, who, lie was induced to believe, would become
actual settlers, if an opportunity to procure the lands were afforded them, that I proposed, in
order to meet His Excellency's wishes, as far as was in my power, without injury to the valua-
ble works intrusted to my care under the Lease I held from His Majesty's Government, to re-
linquish all the lands on the south-west line, lying between the River Machiche and the Seig-
niory of Gatineau. This tract His Excellency Sir James Kempt accordingly caused to be sur-
veyed and laid out in small lots, comprising altogether upwards of eleven thousand acres. Af-
ter the usual notice, the sale of three Ranges, out of only four, took place, at the Church door
of Y'Machiche, on the usual easy conditions offered by the Commissioner of Crown Lands;
yet, strange to say, none of the clamorous applicants for lands made their appearance, nor did
any of the great promoters for settlement on the Forge lands attend; the only purchasers were
people who had lands in the neighbourhood, and a few inhabitants who had made partial set-
tlements without a title, and I actually purchased four thousand five hundred acres myself at or
near the upset price. This measure of Sir James Kempt, adopted to meet the immediate
wants of those lands-hunters, and so readily acceded to as Lessee in relinquishing so large a
tract, was not noticed in the House of Assembly by the learned Doctor, and now Honorable
Member for this Borough; nor would it have answered his views to have done so, though it
was quite in accordance with them to compare the extent of the Forge Reserve to a Principa-
lity in Europe. A very erroneous opinion has been entertained of the great extent which was
originally reserved by the French Government for the use of these Works, the preservationof
which I know was confirmed by instructions to the Governors of the Province soon after the
conquest. The whole original grant did not equal in extent most of the Seigniories; and when
reduced, as already proved by me, should a new Lease be granted, will become amere strip,
comprising, as I have before stated, a tract of very bad land, entirely surrounded by other
waste lands which are offered.for settlement. But to revert once more to the tract of land-re-
served to the Forges ; it was not merely to secure the necessary quantity of ore andwood,im-
mediately requisite for charcoal, but to guard against those accidents by fire which the clearing
of lands in the neighbourhood would render daily to be apprehended, and which if it occurred
would prove of far greater consequence than the mere value of the wood destroyed. I am eve»
now exposed every summer, owing to the carelessness of trespassers on the Forges' lands, and
have sustained losses to the amount of many hundred cords of wood at a time. But should the
destruction be such as to cause the Works to stop for a season, the whole, of theworkmen, with
their families, would be thrown out of employment for a year, and. obliged in a great·measure
to depend on the charity of their neighbours for support, for the Lessee, whose'loss woul be
severe indeed, could ill afford sufficient pecuniary relief under such' circumstances.

As regards the Cha-our-nigam Road, I only beg te remark, what Mr. Kimber stated-about
making it; on his debut in the House of Assembly, he appears not to have known even on
which side of the River it is traced ; not only did I afford every facility to the undertaking,but
gave permission to make use of my own roads ami to open others ; and if I erred in any re-
spect, it wasýin not.having made His Excellency the Governor aware of the opening of such
a road on the Crown Lands.
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(O.) In requesting you to take a favorable opportunity for laying this letter before His Excel- (O.)
r.-A lency Lord Aylner, I cannot refrain from again expressing my regret at finding myself under e
lth Tanuar. the necessity of drawing His Excellency's attention to the contents of it at the present time, îith Januar,

more particularly as I fear much of it will be found a mere repetition of what has been before
communicated on the subject.

I have received vour communication of the 21 st instant, by which I am led to under-
stand that the Governor General has been pleased to authorise you to offer me a continuance
of the Lease of the Iron Works of St. Maurice for one year from the expiration of the present
Lease, under certain conditions contained in your said letter. In reply I beg to acquaint you,
for the information of His Excellency, that I am prepared to accept the offer, and that I will
endeavour to carry on the Works in full operation over the winter, in order so as to support
comfortably the people connected with these Works.

Early in the summer I must expect that the present furnace will be blown out, when it
cannot be expected that, as tenant for so short a period, I can undertake to build a new one,
and it will be at that period that a new tenant should be allowed to make a partial entry. I
will, however, have a new furnace cut and prepared, and I rely on the justice of the Govern-
ment, and shall expect to receive the same protection, in the conditions of sale or lease of the
premises, as was afforded me on a former occasion. Should I learn further hereafter what may
be the intentions of the Governor General with respect to these Works, I may consider it my
duty, as an old tenant, to offer some remarks on the subject.

IRON WORKS OF ST. MAURICE,

TuE HoN. DoMINzicK DALY, 7th September, 1844

SIR,
The termination of the Lease of these Works is now drawing fast to a close ; if decided

on shortly, I could make arrangements to carry on the Works, so as to support a large propor-
tion of the workmen and their families during the ensuing Winter, so as to carry on the Works
to the month of May or June next. It is now too late to lay in a supply of wood and ore for
the whole year, and May or June is the period at which new operations ought to commence.
I take leave to request that you will bring this matter to the notice of His Excellency the Go-
vernor-General. I beg also to state, for His Excellency's information, that a Notice or Pro-
test, of which I have a copy, was served on me some time ago by the Queen's Official Notary,
at the request of one Turcotte and his wife, relating to the Lands leased with the Iron Works,
and warning me not to pay any Rent to the Government. I really paid no attention to this
Protest at the time that it was served on me, considering the poor man at whose request it was
done, not a remove from a pauper, to be deranged. I have, however, since been informed
that he had been encouraged in the step he had taken by the late Commissioner of Crown
Lands; and lately he has given notice by the Bell-man in Three Rivers, that he was ready to
give concessions and calling on such persons as were willing to take them, to give in their
name to the Queen's Notary ; as might be expected, every poor man in the neighbourhood, as
well as many of the inhabitants who have farms adjoining the Crown Lands, I understand have
done so, and many of the workmen here have added their names to the list. Turcotte calls.his
tract St. Etienne, and, I understand, claims as fronting on the St. Lawrence, a little above the
Town of Three Rivers, and running back so as to include all the Land's leased with, the Iron
Works. Now I believe that a small Fief belonging to the late Order of Jesuits, fronts on the
St. Lawrence, the Seigniories of Ste. Margaret and St. Maurice are in the rear, and intervene
before reaching what was then called St. Etienre, on which the Iron Works are erected, and
which also takes its front on the St. Maurice, above what was called the Fief St. Maurice, and
which Fief it appears was re-united by Bouchette's Publications to the lRoyal Domain lu 1740,
and annexed with Lands extending up the St. Maurice, to the parties then carrying on the
Iron Works erected on St. Etienne, which Works were in operation, by thed same authority, as
early as 1737.

I beg to assure His Excellency, that I will use every
endeavour to keep the Works in good order and in full operation to that period.

I must again express a hope that whatever may be decided on for the future, respecting
these Works, that the work-people, bred on the establishment, will receive that protection they
so deservedly merit, and that I will also receive (on giving up the Works) the same protection
and justice as was accorded to me at the time the Lease was offered at Public Sale in the year
1806.

The Iron Works of St. Maurice I humbly conceive ought to be considered more a Pro-

Having received the commands of His Excellency, the Governor General, in Council,
convoyed in the Honourable D. B. Papineau's, Conmmissioner of Crown Lands, Letter dated 14th
September last past, to cause the above mentioned survey of the Tract of theForges of St. Mau-
rice to be effected by actual measurement in the field, in the manner contemplated by the ap-
proved Report of Council dated 26th September, 1843, as a preliminary step to wards disposing
of the tract of the Saint Maurice Forges, I have nominated you as the Surveyor to perform that
important survey, as reposing confidence in your ability and experience, and I have according-
ly to request your particular attention to the following instructions for your guidance

Although the boundaries of the Tracts above mentioncd, named Fief St. Maurice and St.
Etienne, forming part of the expiring lease of the Forges at St. Maurice made by Government
to the Honourable Mr. Bell vere surveyed in the field agrecably to the report of Mr. Benjamin
Ecuyer, ). P. S. in the year 1805, yet considerable differenceshave since been discovered in
the field in establishing the limits of the Augmentation of Caxton under the operations perform-
ed by Mr. Louis Legendre, which appear to render essentially necessary the exact determina-
tion and botndaries ofthe lines of division between the said Tracts respectively and the adja-
cent Seigniories of St. Marguerite and Pointe du Lac, as a preliminary step to subdividing
the said Tracts into Farm Lots. You will therefore accordingly proceed to ascertain in the
field, 1st, The position and course of the division line between the said Fief Sainte Margue-
rite and Saint Maurice, and the line of division between the latter Fief or Tract of the Forges
and the Seigniory of Pointe du Lac; and 2dly, The line of division between the said Fief Saint
Etienne or Tract of the Forges and the said Seigniory of Pointe du Sac.

which shall be more specially mentioned and described in your field notes, transmitting the
information in the manner called for and as directed in the hereunto annexed printed instruc-
tions, to which I request your particular attention.

You will also keep a diary or journal of each day's work from the day you will receive
these instructions to the day of your transmitting the hereinabove required Returns of Survey;
distinguishing the time you will have been employed in the Field Survey from the time engaged
in making out your plans and returns aforesaid, to the effect required by the said printed
instructions.

For the time you will be employed in the execution of this service, you will be allowed
20s. per diem, and 2s. 6d. for finding yourself; and also a surveying party to consist of seven
persons. To the principal chain-bearer will be allowed 4s. per diem, to the axe-men 3s. and to
the labourers 2s. 6d. each per day, with a daily allowance of Is. 3d. each for rations, and a
reasonable time allowed them for going to and returning from the field of operations.

Your pay and allowances for rations to be continued while engaged in preparing your
Returns of Survey and Accounts for the execution of the service now entrusted to you, which

1. In order to avoid all disputes that might hereafter arise from the line being insufficiently
marked, you are to mark the same in the most conspicuous mranner, blazing the trees on eac
side thereof, with three blazes, to wit-one blaze on each side, in the direction of the line, and
one blaze on that side by which the line shall pass. And in order to avoid such errors as
might arise from your Needle being drawn aside by attractive matter, you are carefully to attend
to the making of back observations on your line, whereby to correct any deviations that may at
any time take place ; and for this purpose you are to cut away such trees and underwood as
shall obstruct your view, and may with flhcility be removed.

You are likewise to fix posts of cedar, (or rather the most durable wood that may be at
hand,) at the corner of every range and lot, and also direction pickets to shew the course of the
side lines, marking the number thereon to serve as a guide to the future Surveyor, who may be
employed in laying out the said Township into lots or farns. And at the several corners of
the said Township, you are to erect a square post of cedar, or other durable wood, marking
the name of the Township thereon, and also the names of the adjoining Townships, where any
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have been named, together with the date of the year vhen surveyed, and place a heap of stones (O.)
round the same, if stones shall be at hand ; blazing ail the trees in the vicinity likewise to make r--
the place the more conspicuous. I4th Janr

H. As the errors which take place in surveying are often occasioned by bai chaining, you
arc to be particularly careful in the choice, and constantly attentive to the conduct of your
chain-bearers, whom you will likewise cause to be sworn for the faithful discharge of their duty,
previous to the commencement of your work. You will also be careful in directing them to
carry their chain as level as possible in going up and down hills, the hindermost man holding
up his end of the chain perpendicularly over the stick in going up hills, and the foremost man
holding up his end of the chain in going down hills, and placing the stick where it shall first
strike the ground, on being dropped perpendicularly from the extremity of the chain, to the end
that the horizontal distance may be always noted in your field book ; and in cases where the
hills shall be too steep for the chain to be held level at its full length, you are to direct the
chain-men to measure with the one half thereof, putting a stick at every second measure of
those half lengths.

111. You are to keep an account in your field book of the courses, noting carefully the va-
riations of the cornpass and distances, (in English chains and links,) of your several lines ; the
quality of the soil you pass over, whether sand, loarn, clay, &c., and the several sorts of timber
growing thereon ; whether any or what part thereof shall be fit for the cultivation of hemp or
flax, or what other productions you shall judge it most proper for, as also the several rivers,
brooks and streams fit for mills; stone quarries, minerais, the general slope and features of the
land, and, in short, ail other observations that may tend to the public utility and benefit, noting
in your field-book the breadth of the several rivers and streams, and the course they run, as well
as the distance measured on the line, at which such rivers or streams were crossed, or at which
such qunrries, minerais, &c., were found. You are likewise to note each day of the month in
your field-book, to the end that the work of each day may be distinguished ; and to make the
whole of your entries with such care and accuracy as shail enable you to answer any questions
relative thereto on oath, if the same should be required ; an attested copy of which field-book
you are to deliver into this office, together with a plan of the said Township, laid down from a
scale of forty chains in an inch, designating the hills, swamps, lakes, rivers and streams thatyou
shall have observed ; distinguishing those streams that are fifty links wide and upwards by a
double line, and those of a smaller size by a single line, together likewise with an arrow to
show which way the said stream runs.

Maurice, dated the 15th of September, 1843, approved by Ris Excellency the Governor
General, on the 261 of the same month.

The Honourable Mathew Bell bas represented to Your Excellency's Predecessor -in the
Government of the Province, " That the present Lease of the Iron Works of St. Maurice will
"expire on the 31st December next, and that a new Lessee has the right to enter upon them

during the present year, for the purpose of collecting the necessary materials for carrying 'on
the business of these Works or Forges, as they are commonly termed."

After a narrative of the circumstances under which Mr. Bell became the Lessee of the
Forges, and of a tract of Land in the Seigniory of Cap de la Magdeleine adjacent, that gen-
tleman has submittedI " The necessity of his obtaining sufficient time to remove the valuable
"property which may (at the expiration of the Lease) remain on hand." And also "has called
"the attention of the Government to the destitute situation of workmen and their families, resi-
"dent at the works, should the samé be discontinued." These people, four hundred' and
twenty-five souls, (Mr. Bell adds,) " are nearly ail Canadians, born and brought up at the
"Post, and several of the families are descendants of the workmen found there at the Conquest,
"who neyer left the Establishment ;-and there are besides about three hundred more people
"fed at the Works at particular seasons of the year ; and the farniers in the neighbourhood
"have always had a ready market for hay and oats, &c &c, thus shewing the vast importance
" which these Works have bitherto been to the Town and District, add the loss that may im-
"mediately accrue thereto, should the said Works be discntinued as now currently repofted
"to be the intention of the Executive Government. -
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(O.) Mr. Bell, in a Letter bearing the sane date as the representation just adverted to, viz.- (O.)

upon the subject of' hie Forges, and furtler observes, " that ic people hereabouts have been
led to expect that the Lands attached to the Iron Works were to bc given away, which ex-

" pectation," Mr. Bell says, " I understand has arisen from assertions made by Dr. Kimber,
(Dr. Kimber, M. P. for the County of Champlain,) that Sir James Kempt was made to believe,
as I understood froin himself, by Dr. Kimber and Judge Vallières, (Mr. Chief Justice of
Montreal), that the inhabitants in this neighbourhood were very much in vant of Lands,
especially part of those appertaining to fhe Forges, and furnished a list of ic applicants;
that to meet Sir James Kcmpt's wishcs, I agree te cede about five thousand arpents adjoining
the rear of the Seigniories of Pointe du Lac and Machiche, whichwere accordingiysurveyed
and laid out into Lots of fifty and seventy acres, as an augmentation to the Township of Caxton,
and a sale of the Lots was advertized for nany months, to take place at the Church door of
Machiche. I attended the sale, and purchased nearly the whole at about the upset price
(2s. 6d. per acre). None of the people on Sir James' list made their appearance, and I am
assured that they lad been led to expect that they would have obtained free grants.

" The same thing will take place again should the Lands be offered for sale, besides if it
is intended to grant the Lands to the Forge's people, I have no hesitation in saying, from the
knowledge I have of the country, that of the strip leased with the Forges, so small a propor-
tion is fit for agricultural purposes, that the soil will never maintain any thing like the poputla-
tion now living comfortably at the Iron Works.

The unoccupied lands in the adjoining Seigniories are very large, and open for settle-
ment on both sides of ic Forges strip, particularly those belonging to the late Order of Je-

" suits."
The Letter to Mr. Secretary Craig contains a reply to sone observations printed in Neil-

son's Gazetie of the 24th and 25th of December, 1831, as having been made by Dr. Kimber,
as a Member, in his place in the Assembly of Lower Canada, on moving certain Resolutions
respecting the Lease of the Forges.

In contradiction to Dr. Kimber, Mr. Bell in this letter' asserts-" as a notorious fact, that
a considerable proportion of the wood for the two Forges lias alvays been charred on the

" Seigniary of St. Maurîice, and ore has been procured from ic same quarter, particularly of
" late years, and at the very time of these extraordinary statements," (viz., fir-st-that there is
neithei wood nor ore on that part of the reserved Lands called the St. Maurice, and that they
are of no use to the Lessee ; second-that the Town of Three Rivers is cribbed in, and cur-
tailed of the bencits it would derive from the seulement of those Lands, and that there are
numerous families ready to settle on them,) " were gravely made, a number of wood-cutters

were, and continue to be enployed there ; tlat lad Dr. Kîmber taken hie trouble to ascer-
"tain the fact, by visiting the Iron Works this Fall, lie muust have closed his cyes and cars on

a considerable part of tlie road leading froi the Town to the Forges, not to have seen the
piles of wood recently eut, and not have heard the sound of nany an axe, for the wood-
cutters wcrc at work on the very side of the road ;" that " with respect to the Town of
Three Rivers being cribbed in by the reserve of tle Lands in question, it should he borne
in mind that the St. Maurice line is nearly five miles froin it-that there is an intervening
Seigniory between them, and that in the whole of that distance, there is not, notwithstanding
the numberless families so eager to settle in the rear of the Town, a single inhabitant to be
seen on cither side of the road."

"Why (says Mr. Bell) does not the Seignior of this tract concede it ? The question is
" easily answered-The Lands, like most of those in the Seigniory of St. Maurice, are not
"worth having. The next question then is-Why such an apparent anxiety to have the latter

conceded? That is also readily answered-Many of the inhabitants have for years been in
the habit of supplying tlemselves with fuel, by rnaking fre with all they could come at on the
neighbouring Land, and this source being nearly exhausted, they must now have recourse to
St. Maurice for the very wood which it suited the purpose of their Representative at the mo-
ment to say was not to be found there, or be reduced to the hardship, poor people, of work-

" ing hard, and paying foi firewood, as others tIo, out of their earnings. It afforded an excel-
lent handle, however, to a new Member, hot froin a contested election, to raise an outcry
about the pretended grievances of his constituenis, and at the saine time to gratify a little
personal pique against me, because my friends, and people in my employ, preferred voting

' for another Candidate."

"I venture to assert, without the fear of contradiction, that excepting some small isolated
spots here nnd there, the Lands in the Seigniory of St. Maurice will not, under any cultiva-
tion, main 1 n any other than a pauper population, and no man in his senses, free from pre-
judice, will pretend that such a population would add to the prosperity of this Town, or to any

"other." Also, " that independently of the importation from other Districts, of goods, liquors,
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(O.) "provisions, &c., from ten to twelve thousand pounds are annually expended at the Works, and (O.)

circulated in the District, a sum more than equal to the value of the whole Seigniory, even if
mà Jauuary. " cultivated to the greatest extent, that the whole Lands are susceptible of. The question now 14th January.

" is, not merely what effect it will have on the Town of Three Rivers, supposing for a moment
that the prosperity of the place vas injuriously affected by it, but what a loss the Province
must sustain, if so useful a manufactory be abandoned, for it must not be lost sight ofthat iron

"wares are now manufactured there to the amount of nearly thirty thousand pounds annually on
an average, which must otherwise be imported, and many of the articles are not only of the
most useful description, but adapted to the peculiar wants and even prejudices of the inhabi-
tants of the country."

" When the late Member, whose place is now supplied by Mr. Kimber, first brought the
" subject before the flouse of Assembly, from motives which can be as easily traced as those of

b bis successor, I was anxious that the House of Assembly should enter into an investigation
"and would willingly have given any information required, before the flouse: but assured by
" those to whom I applied on the subject, that itwould have no good effect, I stated the case to

His Execlulicy Sir James Kempt who from an investigation which he caused to be made, as-
certained to his entire satisfaction that not a single concession could be taken from the Seig-
niory of St. Maurice, without injury to the Iron Works. A very erroneous opinion bas been
entertained of the great extent which was originally reserved by the French Government for

" the use of these Works, the preservation of which I know was confirmed by instructions to the
Governors of the Province soon after the Conquest. The whole original grant did not equal

"in extent most of the Seigniories, and when reduced as already proved by me, should a new
" Lease be granted, will become a mere strip, comprising, as I have before stated, a tract of very
"bad Land, entirely surrounded by other waste Lands which are offered for settlement. But
" to revert once more to the tract of Land reserved to the Forges, it was not merely to secure
" the necessary quantity of ore and wood immediately requisite for charcoal, but to guard
"against those accidents by fire which the clearing of Lands in the neighbourbood would render
" daily to be apprehended, and which if it occurred would prove of far greater consequence than

the mere value of the wood destroyed; I am even now exposed every summer, owing to the
carelessness of trespassers on the Forge Lands, and have sustained losses to the amount of

"many hundred cords of wood at a time. But should the destruction be such as to cause the
" Works to stop for a season, the whole of the workmen, with their families, would be thrown out
" of employnent for a year, and obliged in a great measure to depend on the charity of their
"neighbours for support; for the Lessee, whose loss would be severe indeed, could ill afford suf-
"ficient pecuniary relief under such circumstances."

" As regards the Cha-oui-nigan Road I only beg to remark what Mr. Kimber stated about
"making it on his debut in the House of Assembly, he appears not to have known even on which
"side of the River it is traced. Not only did I afford every facility to the undertaking, but gave
"permission to make use of my own roads, and to open others, and if I erred in any respect, it
"was in not having made His Excellency, the Governor, aware of the opening of such a road,

on the Crown Lands."

Having thus stated Mr. Bell's claims and the arguments upon which he relies in support of
them, and having done so in his own words, the Committee of Council begleave to submit to
your Elxcellency a sketch of the bistory of the Forges, and of the proceedings of the Executive
Government of the Province in relation to them, in so far as the records of the Council throw
light upon the subject.

On the 12th May, 1767, the Forges were Leased by the Government for a period of six-
teen ycars to Christopher,Alexander Dumas, Thomas Dunn, Benjamin Price, Colin Drummong,
Dumas St Martin, George Allsopp, James Johnston and Brooke Watson, to be enjoyed and
used as practiced before the Conquest under the French Government, and at the yearly rent of
twenty-five pounds, currency.

On the 12th December, 1782, the then Governor communicated to the Executive Coun-
cil the following articles from His Majesty's Royal Instructions to him. " And whereas it appears
from the representations of Our late Governor of the District of Trois Rivières, that the Iron
Works at Saint Maurice in that District, are of great consequence to our service-it is therefore
our will and pleasure that no, part of the Lands upon which the said Iron Works were carried
on, or from which the ore used in such Wôrks was procured, or which shall appear to be ne-
cessary and convenient for'that establishinent, either in respect to a free passage to the River
St. Lawrence, or for producing a necessary supply of wood, corn and-hay, or for pasture
for cattle, be granted to any private person whatever; and also, that as large a district of land
as conveniently may be adjacent to and lying round the said Irou Works, over and above what
may be necessary for the above purposes be reserved for our use, to be disposed of in such
manner as we shall hereafter direct, and appoint."
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(O.) At the expiration of the Lease above mentioned on the 12th December, 1782, the Forges (0,)
A -- , were Leased by General Haldimand, the then Governor, to Mr. Conrad Gugy, upon his Peti- - ,

t4di âuary. tion, for another period of sixteen years fron the 9th June, 1783, " upon the saine conditions 14111 Jima"r 3 ,

" and for the saine rent as the presenrt Lessees now hold and enjoy the same."
It appears fron the Council Books that Mr. Allsopp, one of the former Lessees, and who

vas then a Member of that Council, warmly opposed ic Lease to Mr. Gugy, and urged as
grounds for his opposition that no notice or advertisement haid been given by the Government
of the intended Lease, and that the proper means had not been adopted for obtaining the best
price for the Lease.

This opposition, however, was unsuccessful.
It appears that Mr. Gugy did not retain the Lease during the whole of his term, for on the

17th February, 1798, George Davison, D)avid Monro and Mr. Bell represented to the Govern-
ment that the Lease vas in thcir hands: that they had made large improvements at the
Forges, and that the Lcase vould expire on the 10th June, 1799. They in conscquence pray-
ed for a renewal of the Lease in their favour, or to be reinbursed the cost of their improve-
ments by any incoming Tenant.

Upon this application, the Council reported on the Ist May following, that the Forges
formed one of the most valuable objects of the Territorial Revenue of the Crown; that under
proper management, the Seigniory imay become the seat of great population and industry, and
eventually a source of considerable incorne to the Pro% ince, that te value of the Land increased
in proportion to the nuniber of artificers settled near the Forges, and thtat ini the efflux of lime
the property would furnish a very productive fund in case of ile Civil expenditure of the Pro-
vince. The Council after suggesting the extension of the tern of the Lease to ninety-nine
years instead of sixteen, recommended the extension of lite then existing Lease until the 1st
April 1810, to enable the Government to advertise the sale in the Newspapers, and give such
other notices as werc necessary to secure competilion.

The Committce of Council will now avail itself of a Report of the Council of Lower Cana-
da, made on the 25th July 1807, in elucidation of the subject of your Excellency's references.

" It appears by entries in the Council Books that in the year 1800 there existed a competi-
tion for a Lease of these Forges betveen ]Mlessrs. Monro & Bell, and the proprietors of the
Batiscan Forges ; afer certain advances made by these parties, Messrs. Monro & Bell obtained
a Lease for five years, to commence froti the first day of April 1801, at the annual rent of
£850, a copy of which Lease the Committee lias also caused to be prepared, and which is
prayed nay be considered as forming part of the Report."

" Messrs. Monro & Bell held fite Forges under this Lease for the five vears and duly paid
the rent,and on the first ofMay 1805, Ilis Excellency Sir Robert Shore MiIne,, the Lieutenant
Governor, was pleased to refer to the consideration of a Committee of the whole of the then
"Coutncil certain points respecting these Forges. Upon this occasion,the Comnittec recommend-
ed to continue the possession of the Forges to Messrs. Montro & Bell for ote year after the ex-
piration of their Lease, in order to atord lime for suîrveying thte Lands proposed to be leased,
and to give notice to the publie that these Forges were offered to the highest bidder for a cer-

" tain term, the Committee being at that lime of opinion .tat these were the most probable means
of producing such a competition as w ould be nost advantageous to Government, the Commit-

" tee also recoinmendel an additional tract of the Waste Lands of the Crown to be demised
I with the Forges, consisting of about 34,000 acres of Land, vith a view of enabling the Lessees

to carry on the Forges with the better advantage to themselves and consequently with a view
to the obtaining a ligh rent, and that if the Forges should be let to any persons other than
Messrs. Monro & Bell, tiat the new Lessee should pay to those gentlemen a sum not exceed-
£4000 for the moveable property connected with the Forges which rQight be on hand when the
new Lessees entered. Certain other measures werc recommended to be adopted to enable
any new Lessees to go on the premises to make necessary preparations previous to the ter-
mination of Messrs. Monro & BelP's term,and lte opinion of the Committee was that the Forges
and premises should be demised for a termi of twenty years to be granted to the highest bidder,
notice of which was recommended to be given not only in the Provincial papers but also in
two of the London, Nev York and Boston papers."

" This Report was afterwards confirmed in Council,and in pursuance thereof public notice
was given that the Forges and Premises would be put up to Auction and be demised to the
highest bidder for the term of twenty years from the first day of April, 1807. And the Com-
mittee begs leave to add to this their Report a copy of te Conditions of Sale published at the
same time."

" Nothing more seems to have occurred till the 1 Oth June 1806, when lis Honour Mr. Presi-
dent Dunn (one of the Lessees under the Lease ofthe 12th May 1767) by written communi-
cation of that date, informed the Committee that he had judged it proper to put off the sale of

"the Lease of the Forges of Saint Maurice, which had been intended should take place the next
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(O.) "day, to an indefinite time, stating that he had been induced so to do, by the particular situation (0.)

e- in which he found himself placed. He also stated that having purchased for his sons a ýhare ,

SJanuy " in the Batiscan Iron Works, should he for the good of the Revenue give an order to the Auc- i4th January
"tioneer not to dispose of the Lease of the King's Forges for a less rent than was then paiti, he
"might be thought to act from interested motives ; and, on the other hand, was he not to give any
"instructions to the Auctioneer, and the Lease should be disposed of at a low rent, he mightbe
"accused of suffering it to be disposed of much under its value, especially as the extent of the
"land appropriated was to be considerably increased with a view of obtaining a higher rent.
"And His Honour required the opinion of the Committee whether it might not be advisable to
"postpone the Sale of the Lease till the arrival of the Governor, or Lieutenant Governor, or for
"twelve months, and that the then Lessees, Messrs. Monro & Bell, be continued, if agreeable to
"them, for a year longer."

" On the 13th June, 1806, the Committee took this reference into consideration, and finding
"by information from the Surveyor General, that the necessary surveys of the premises had beelà
"prevented by the inclemency of the season, and that the survey from that cause was only com-
"menced in the then month of June, reported as their opinion that it was expedient to delay the
"said Sale to a future day, for the consideration alone, that the Plans and Surveys for the infor-
"mation of the new Lessees were not then ready: suggesting also that the Warrant of Survey

which was issued on the 7th March preceding, had not émbraced all the subjects intendedby
"the Order of Council of the 22d May 1805, on that subject; that the Surveyor General had
"also informed the Committee that he could engage to finish the intended Survey and Plans

within three months. On these grounds the Board humblyrecommended that the advertisement
"for the Sale of the said Lease should be continued as theretofore, to take place on the I stof Oc-
"tober then next, with all the conditions therein expressed, and with the additional information
that Surveys and Plans of the premises would in due time be in the hands of the Brokers for
information to all concerned. This Report was afterwards confirmed in Council, and public
advertisements inserted in the Gazette, in conformity thereto.

On the 1 st October, the Forges were accordingly put up to be let to the highest bidder
according to these conditions, and the Auctioneer, not having any instructions to put them up
at any fixed sum, the first offer made, as appears by the report of the King's Broker and Auc-
tioneer, was of £16, the second £50, by Mr. Bell, third £55, and the fourth and last, by Mr.
Bell, of £60, and he was declared the highest bidder at the said annual rent of £60 for aterm
of twenty years. Shortly after this His Honour the President directed the Attorney General to
prepare the draft of a Lease, pursuant to these ternis, for twentyyears. Such draft being referred
to the Executive Council for approbation, the Board, conceiving the difference of rentbetween
£850 and £60 for a term of twenty years so excessively great, hesitated very much in giving
their opinion that this Leaseought to be granted, and, after deliberation, recommended that the
opinion of the Attorney and Solicitor General should be taken, whether, under the circumstan-
ces of the case, the Crown was compelled by any proceeding that could be instituted to
grant the Lease, a copy of which case and opinion the Committee begs leave to submit as form-
ing part of their Report.

The Attorney and Solicitor General having given it as their opinion that the Crown was
not compellable by any proceeding to be instituted in any of His Majesty's Courts of Justice
in this Province, to grant the Lease in question, the Committee, upon the report of the draft of
the Lease, submitted to His Honour the President, that it would be advisable and necessary to
refer the whole of the case for the consideration and instructions of His Majesty's Ministers
thereon. This Report had been made and approved in Council before the receipt of the Des-
patch from the Right Honourable Lord Castlereagh, requiring the present statement of facts
and circumstances.

The Committee begs leave further to submit this additional representation, that although
a question is referred to the Attorney and Solicitor General as to the effect of a premeditated
combination on the part of Messrs. Monro and Bell, with the other bidders, to obtain the Lease
in question, at an under value, it does not appear that any such concert could be proved to
have existed, and that as far as lias come to the knowlege of the Committee, the whole of the
case may be considered as resting in the facts and circumstances stated in this Report.

On the 24th July, 1806, an advertisement had appeared in the Quebec Gazette, stating
the conditions of the Lease of the Forges. It would appear that nothing further was done in
relation to the matter until the 9th January, 1810, when an extract from a Despatch of Lord
Castlereagh was communicated to the Council by the Governor, in compliance with which a
Lease was granted to Messrs. Monro and Bell, from the ist January, 1810, to the 31st March,
1831, upon the terms and conditions specified in the advertisement in the Quebec Gazette, and
at the rent of £600 per annum.

Or the 7th July, 1830, a proposal by Mr. Bell to the Government to continue his Lease of
the FoIrges for one year, was accepted, but the consideration of his proposa] for a five Years'
Leoe " was suspended until the saine shal have been subifritted to the Secretary of State for
the Colonial Department."
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Appendix Appendia
(O.) It appears from a communication made by Lord Aylmer, the then Governor, to the House (O.)

r~- of Assembly of Lower Canada on the 2Sth December, 1835, that several Despatches passed -

Ja 'ry. between His Lordship and the Colonial Secretary in relation to the renewal of Mr. Bell's
Lease.

On the 9th April, 1831, His Lordship transmitted to Lord Viscount Goderich, who then
held the seals of the Colonial Office, a copy of an Address which had been presented by the
House of Assembly during the then late Session of Parliament, and remarked upon it, that the
object of this Address is to obtain a settlement on lands belongingto the estatesof the late Order
of Jesuits, and a coinpliance with the prayer of it, would go to affect the interest of the Hon-
ourable Mr. Bell, who has a Lease (now about to expire) of the Forges of Saint Maurice.

His Lordship proceeds then to state; "I would beg leave to suggest that the considera-
"tion of the subject of this Address should be deferred until His Majesty's Government shall
" have made a final decision regarding the disposal of the Jesuits' Esta.tes. In the meanwhile 1
"have taken upon inyself to extend Mr. Bells occupation ofthe Forges of St. Maurice for one
"year more, dating from the 1st April, 1832."

On the 23rd March, 1832, Lord Aylmer transmitted to the Noble Viscount, the Colonial
Secretary, a copy of a letter from Mr. Bell, containing a proposai for the renewal (fo>r a period
oftenorfifteen years) of bis Lease, ai the the rent of £500 per annum, and his Lordship added-
" to the benefits which result to the inhabitantsof the Forges and neighbourhood, under their pre-
"sent management, Ican bear testimony, having visited the premises on more than one occasion,

and I an decidedly of opinion that a renewal of Mr. Bell's Lease will be productive of general
" advantage to the country at large in the neighbourhood of which the Forges are situated, by

the certain and uniform' employrnent thereby' offered to a large number of persons who would
otherwise be without means of existence."

"e The rent paid by Mr. Rell for the Forges amounts to £500 per annum, paid invariably
Svith great punctuality ; and although it might possibly happen that in the event of the Lease
" being thrown open to public competition, a larger nominal rent might be offered, I have rea-

son to believe, from the enquiries I have made on the subject, that there are few persons in
possession of capital adequate-to ineet the first outlay on undertaking to work the Forges, who
would come forward, and the bidders would be persons, who, after some time, would find them-

" selves unable to continue the work on an extensive scale."
"It appears to me, that giving certain employment to four hundred individuals, as at pre-

" sent is the case under Mr. Bell's management, is an object more interesting to Government
than the nominal increase to the present rent of the Forges, which might be looked for on offer-
ing the Lease of them for general competition, accompanied as it would be by the risk of fail-
ure on the part of the new Lessee."

" Upon this principle, I take leave to recomnimend to your Lordship's favourable conside-
ration the rcnewal of Mr. Bell's Lease of the Forges of St. Maurice for a period of ten years
from March, 1834 ; the period to which I have extended the Lease, awaiting the decision of

"[His Majesty's Government upon the proposal now submitted."
The Committee of Council deem it proper to lay before your Excellency an extract

from Mr. Bell's letter alluded to by Lord Aylmer, as explanatory of the view entertained by
His Lordship, and of the ground upon ivhich Mr. Bell supported his application.

"T n proposing a Lease of the above duration, i beg leave to give it as my decided opinion,
formed from the experience I have acquired in the management of the Forges for upwards of

"forty years, that such would conduce equally to the interest of the Province and that of the
Lessee, as well as to the comfort and benefit of the people employed."

"In support of this allegation I may state, that a Lease for a term of years would naturally
"'give stability to the concern, encourage the expenditure of money in the amelioration of the
" premises, and would afford a certainty of employment to the workmen and their families,
"amounting to four hundred souls, who are almost ail Canadians born at the Post, and depend-

ing altogether upon the Lessee for their support. I nay add, that the annual average return&
of iron wares have amounted to £24,000, and that, independent of the people who reside on the

"spot, a number of inhabitants in the vicinity are constantly employed in cutting wood, drawing
" ore, or furnishing supplies of hay, oats, &c.;,thereby demonstrating the great public utility of

carrying on the works with vigour and without interruption, Haveg candidly stated l y opin-
"ion as to the advantages to be derived fron a Lease of the Forges being granted for a period
4of years, I now beg to say, that in the event of His Excellency declining to accede to the
"above proposai, I will agree to carry on the works as I hold them, for one year longer, say to
"March, 1834, with a view of maintaining the establishment entire, and of protecting the work
"people, an in the expectation that arrangements may shortly be made to lease the works
" thereafter for a term of years."

"In respect to ensuring supplies of wood and oro, I beg to suggest the expediency ot
4 establishing a new boundary fine of the Forge lands, which have been curtailed in their extent,

(S.) " in consequence of my having relinquished a part of the terrritory at the request of His Excel- . (O.)

r " lency Sir James Kempt, which has been sold; and of annexing a portion of the Seigniory of -
abd huuy.~ "Cape Magdaleine, from whence these materials are now chiefly drawn."

On the 2nd June, 1832, Lord Goderich wrote in answer to the Despatch of Lord Aylmer,
above referred to :

"I entirely approve of your having given Mr. Bell a Lease of this property for one year,
"to March, 1834 ; and I concur in opinion with you, that it would not be expedient to let a pro-
"perty of this description, requiring the outlay of considerable capital, merely to the best bidder.
"Before, however, any Lease for a term of years should be given to Mr. Bell, more particular
"enquiries ought to be made into the actual and probable future value of the property; because
"although a letting to the best bidder might not be prudent, it by no means follows that it would
"fnot be reasonable and just to expect from Mr. Bel some additional rent in consideration of the
"renewal of the Lease to him, without public competition."

" The increasing population and wants of the Colony vould seem to warrant an expectation
"that the rent of£500 per annum, which was fixed in 1806, under less favourable circumstances,
"would bear an increase, without diminishing the reasonable profits of the Lessee. I am there-

fore to request that your Lordship will furnish me with further information on this subject."
To this Despatch, Lord Aylmer, on the 13th April, 1833, replied, that "the result of the

"enquiries I have since made on that subject bas not in any particular had the effect of altering
"the view taken of it in my Despatch above referred to; and I take leave therefore again, to
"submit to your Lordship's consideration, the expediency of renewing for a term of ten orfifteen
"years, from March 1834, Mr. Bell's Lease of the Forges of St. Maurice, at the rent now paid
"by him, namely, five hundred pounds per annum."

"I have the honour of transmitting herewith a copy of aletter addressed by Mr. Bell to my
Civil Secretary; and from the large amount of property now upon the premises, as appears by

"the estimate annexed to that letter, some judgment may be formed of the extent of capital
"which would be required to be laid down in the event of the concern passing into other hands.

"This circumstance appears to me to go far towards recommending the ienewal of Mr.
"Bell's Lease,since in a new country like this, few persons can be found possessing the neces-
"sary amount of capital to enable them to engage in so large a concern."

From the letter last alluded to, the Committee of Council deem it right to make the fol-
lowing extract :

" I am, from the peculiar circumstances under which these Works are carried on, obliged
" to request that you will again be pleased to draw His Excellency's attention to the subject.

You are aware that the present Lease will expire in March, 1834 ; and as the season is now
"approaching when it becomes necessary to prepare the materials required for the year 1835, it
" is essential for my interest, as vell as for those of the people employed at the Post, to have ,an
"assurance of the continuance of the Lease, for, situated as 1 have been for the last three years, I
"have been much cramped in my operations, and have been deterred fron making those amelio-
"rations, which, on a longer Lease, I should have found desirable to do, and which have now
"become necessary for the regular and profitable prosecution of the concern."

"With respect to the annual rent of £500, I can have no hesitation in saying, that it is as
"îmuch as can possibly be afforded, and I can say with equal candour, that I would readily re-
"linquish the concern, if any man of capital would take the Works, and secure to me the value
"of the stock and raw materials."

"For the information of His Excellency on this head, I take leave to subjoin a Statement
"of the Inventories made up to the 1 st May next, to shew the amount vested in these Works:

On the 25th May, 1833, the Right Honourable Edward Geoffrey Stanley, the then Colo-
nial Secretary, informed Lord Aylmer, that " he had no objection, in consideration of the

strong reasons which had been urged by His Lordship, fora continuance of the then existing
arrangements, to your authorizing a renewal of the Lease of the Property to Mr. Bell, for a'
period of ten years, at a yearly rent of £500."

On the 31st March, 1834, a diagram of certain Lands in the Seigniory of Cap de la Mag-
deleine, containing 25,940 arpents in superficies, required for the use of the Iron Works, was
laid before the Executive Council of Lower Canada, and a Report of that Body was confirmed
by the then Governor, recommending that " a Lease of the said Lands should be granted to
" Mr. Bell for the same period for which he.may have obtained a Lease of the Forges, at the
" annual rent of seventy-five pounds."

In accordance with this Report, the Commissioner for the management of the Jesuits' Es-
tates, executed a Lease to Mr. Bell of these 25,943 arpents of Land, on the 24th April, 1834,
for a term of ten years, to be computed from the Ist January previous, at the rent of £75, but
this rent is merely nominal, inasmuch as the Letters Patent which grant the Lease of the Forges
for the same period, and which issued on 23d November, 1834, contain a clause by which the
sum of £75 is deducted from the £500, the nominal rent of the Forges, by which means Mr.
Bell obtained both the Forges and the 25,943 arpents for the sum of £500. The authority
upon which this deduction was made the Committee have been unable to discover.

Your Excellency will have observed by the preceding statement that Mr. Bell, the present
Lessee of the Forges, was in possession of them prior to the 17th February, 1798, and that from
that time hitherto, bis connection with them has been uninterrupted.

It is apparent that, notwithstanding the great importance which the Forges have held in
the estimation of the Government, both Metropolitan and Colonial, in the opinion of His Ma-
jesty King George the Third, at a period immediately succeeding the Conquest of Canada by
Great Britain, as they did long before in that of the French Government, when the Colony be-
longed to the Crown of France, the Lease has never once been open to public competition,
unless, indeed, the sale by auction for a rent of £60 to Messrs. Monro and Bell, instead of
£850, be considered as one made upon competition, and after notice. The wisdom and even
the necessity of advertisements, and previous notice of the sale of the Lease, had nevertheless
been recognised by the Government, as early as the 12th December, 1782.

It would be alike disagreeable to the Committee, and unprofitable to enquire into, the
truth of the accusations of partiality and favouritism repeatedly preferred against the several
Provincial Administrations, in the management of this part of the Crown property.

It is, however, necessary to advert to the fact, that the Lease granted to Mr. Bell in 11834,
in common with all the preceding Leases, produced universal discontent, and that this last was
in direct opposition to the representations of the popular branch of the Legislature

Search has been made in the Public Oflices for the Inventory referred to in Mr. Bell's
Lease, as having been annexed to the Patent, in favour of Conrad Gugy, and unless it be dis-
covered among the public documents in Quebec, the search will be unavailing.

In point of fact the Government appears to have but very slender information upon the
subject of the Forges, and the Committee have looked in vain for any Report of official state-
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0.) ment or document in relation to the quality of the ore, the nature of the soil, the quantity of wood (0.)
consumed at the Forges, the extent of the supply applicable to their efficient working for the ,

JatL:ary. future, the quantity and description of Iron manufacture, the cost of manufacture, or the prices 14th JannUary
and markets for the manufactured articles.

Mr. Bell's statements, in his several letters to the Government, contain the only information
upon the subject.

The Committee of Council are informed, generally, that the ore is of the description known
as bog ore-that the obtaining of it is not attended with difficulty-that the supply is good, and
that when manufactured it is of the best kind, and is held in estimation, particularly for heavy
goods, which are extensively-used in every part of the Province.

Since the abandonment of the Forges at Batiscan, those of St. Maurice are the only Works
of the kind in Lower Canada which are in actual operation. In a commercial point of view, it is
of importance to the Province that the Iron trade of the neighbouring States of Vermont and
New York should not be allowed to prejudice our Colonial interests. At present, however, the
American Iron ware of the lighter kind, including Stoves, largely competes with both the British
and Canadian manufactured Iron.

In connection with the commerce of the country, the Committee of Council are inclined
to attach far greater importance to the St. Maurice Forges, than as a mere source of revenue,
or Crown property.

The Committee would therefore recommend to your Excellency, to adopt means to ob-
tain a mineralogical and topographical survey and examination of the tract of land known by
the name of the Forges, and to collect that information upon its actual condition, and its agri-
cultural, manufacturing, and commercial resources, the absence of which the Committee have
already noticed, and which appears to have been called for by the Despatch of Lord Goderich
of the 2nd of June, 1832.

From the long period, of forty-five years and upwards, that Mr. Bell has held the Forges,
it is natural that he should conceive himself peculiarly entitled to the good will of the landlord
from whom he holds them ;-the Committee of Council, with every desire, fairly to extend this
good will, cannot, however, recognize any thing bordering upon a right on the part of that gen-
tleman to claim indulgence or preference over the rest of Her Majesty's subjects in the lease of
them, at this time.

The long enjoyment of the property, it may fairly be presumed, must have been attended
with profit to the lessee; but even were the contrary to be the case, justice to the public in-
terests, and the honour of the Government, require that Mr. Bell should now be subjected to
that open competition from which he has hitherto, and for so long a time, been exempted.

As on one hand the arguments employed by Mr. Bell are purely of a private and personal
character, and as the view which the committee of council have taken of the subject is, on the
other hand, public and general, it might not be required by your Excellency that these argu-
ments should be examined at all; the committee, however, think it proper not to pretermit them.
Although the application of Mr. Bell, now under consideration, must be restricted, in so far as he
is individually interested by the terms in which it is conceived, solely to a claim to obtain "suffi-
"cient time to remove the valuable property which may at the expiration of the lease remain on
"hand," it is the duty of the Committee of Council, in consequence of Mr. Bell's second letter,
and of his transmission to the Government of his previous communications to Lord Aylmer, of
the thirty-first of December, 1832, to lay before your Excellency their respectful view of the
subject, in relation to the interests of the workmen at the Forges, as well as those of the inha-
bitants of Three Rivers, who are opposed to an exclusive grant to the lessee of the Forges, of
the tract ofland from which the fuel for their working is derived.

With reference to Mr. Bell individually, his contract with the Government is the law by
which his claims are to be governed,; that contract expressly gives to the Government the
right of entrv upon the Forges during the last year of the continuance of the lease for the
purpose of facilitating the views of a new tenant; in this respect there is no corresponding
covenant, nor could any such have been made in favour of Mr. Bell, consistently with the
public interests. Of course and as a matter of right, Mr. Bell must rémove his property from
the Forges, if another tenant obtain them, and also, as a matter of right, the Crown may *exact in conformity with the lease that on the 1st January the Forges shall be placedat the
disposal of a new tenant.

The Coimittee, adverting to the probable difficulty oi such removal, in the event of a new
Lease, wôuld respectfully recomnmend that a reasonable time, to be deteriined byyour lxcel-
lency, shall be allowed to Mr. Bell for this ppose ; but upon donditiin that i delà ha
not prejudice the new tenant, and that an allowance shàl be b ádêh "'. iýlo him fr ifie
loss mnurred by such delay;the amontf iiefe ed by your Xcellency,, relation being
had t the amoùñt cf the present rntaand of the rent atwhich the incbnig tenant shall tâak
the premises.
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(O.) .laving thus expressed their opinion, in relation to flic personal claim of Mr. Bell, the Conmnittee in pro- (O.)

cethig to examine the case set tp by that gentleman, on behalf of the workinci enmploycd at the Forges,
14th J Enary. wold respectfully observe to Your Excellecy, tlat no contract wlatever exists between flic GCovermnent and 14th Janluai

these individutals. Thev have been the servants of Mr. Hell, subject to his controul, and entitled also to his
protection and support, In so faIr as secured to tiiem by their arrangements with that gentlenan. Of thoso
arrangements the Commnrittee of Conncl are wolly ignorant ; but if tliese individuals have received constant
employment under Mr. Bell, it is toe c Ir'Siminiedl tlat tleir services were worth the renuneration given to
thei ; they mnst have known that Mr. Bell is the Lessee, not the owner of tlic Forgos, and that, upon the
expirationi of lis ter, their employmnent may cease, and in such case, the contingency tu wlhich their emnploy-
cr is subjected, extends of necessity te themn.

The Comnittec of Counci cannot r'ecognize any claim on the part of Mr. Bell's servants, who werc se.
lected by hiiself for his own inividtal bonctit, as Lessec, againist tle Crowm, tje Lessors of tli Forges, in con-
sequence of a cessation i flic Works, or tieir transfer to a nlew tenant.

The individual claims of Mr. Bell, and of flic workmen, laving thus been considered. the sole remaining
point to be examined is, thie opposition of the inhabitants of Thireo Rivcrs to tc reservatioi of tho lands,
hithcrto made for flic use of the Forges exclusively.

It lias been often said, and not witholiut truth, that the town of Threc Rivers lias renained comparatively
stationary, while alnost overy where else in Canada, the inarch of improvemnent lias been visible.

The nionopoly of flic Forges property has been giierally mentioned as one of the causes of this evil.
The Forges arc distait only nine niles from the Town ; for their beiiefit flic country all around las been
maintained in its original vill state ; beyond themn civilization lias been wliollv arrested ; ad it is but within
a few years that the very existence of the great Falls of Cha-ouii-nagaim las bocome genteiailly known. The
Comnmiittce have lmderstood that flic workmun employed have but little coiicmnaietion w'ith flic Town, and
that their transactions are mainly confined te flic locality of the Forges. It might he expected that flic trade
of the mines would have created, in fort-y-five years, at least, a muaniiufacturtinug village, if' not a toivn ; but such],
the Committec learn, is not flic case. It is stated that the only residcits of St. Maurice arc flic comnon
workmen who live in shanties or smiall log houses flic construction of whicli is not intended for permanent residence.

The Coiiiitte learn that one or two clerks of flic Lessee re'side uipon the spot, and are properly accom-
modated in tlic only buildings whiclh are cititled to the naine of houses.

The nunber of iales above 14 is stated as being onlv 120. No sales take place at St. Maurice ; there
are thereforc no warchouses or sliops, and indeed the dispusalof the Iron Warc, even in flic Town of Thiroo
tive's, is upon a small scale, flic greatest part of flie business being conducted by Agencies in diflfrent parts

of flic Province. Froin wliat tlie'Coiiiiitte cann lcarn, the nianner in wicli the business of flic Forges lias
been conducted issuch as to be productive of th least possible advantage te flic Towi andDistrictof TlirecRivers.

The Comniîtte are not preparcil to stat, that for Agricuiltural purposes flic tract of Land in question 3
either particularly fit or unfit ; but its value, in this view of the case, cannot be testcd, as Mr. Bell has con-
tended, by the sale of Crown Lands in flic Augmentation of Caxton ; wlien tlat sale occurred flic systein of
disposing of Crown Lands by sale had been but recently introduced, and even at the present fimne, the French
Canadians arc unaccustoined to any other imethod of taking Land than upon concession for a yearly rent.

The Comnmittee have no reason to doubt that families would bc induced te settle upon the Tract in ques-
tien if granted in this manner, which, indeed, is fth only manner in which it can be granted, bcing en Seig-
ucurie, and there being no analogy in this respect betwoon it and Caxton, wlhich, as a Township, is frec and
comnion soccage Land.

lpon full consideration of the whole iatter, the Committec arc not disposed tu view the grant of the
Forges te individuals for ining purposes, as iiecessaiily injurious te flic Tovin and District of Thrce Rivers,
or te Agiricultural interests. At the sane timoe tliat a privilege to take Fuiel foi flic purposes of the Forges
may be given to a Tenant, it nay be coupled with a pow(er in the Crown to grant such lots as may be appli-
cable te Agricultural purposes, and as may promaote the settleiient cf the Tract in question, without injury to
the Forges. Tie Crown would, in the exercise of a sound discretion, lie enabled te comply with icthe wishes of
the people of Thlire Rivers, and the suipply of Fuel for the Forges would not be impaired: cvcry induceinct
would present itself to flic settler hiniself to s li the wood fromn off lis Land, to the Tenant of flic Forges, and
it is not improbaible that the price of the article obtained in this imanner would not mnuch excoed the cost at
wlhich if is now obtaiied by lired labour.

In the immediate viciiity of' flic Forges it appears to the Committec to be proper te reserve the neces-
sary oxtent of Land for establishing a Village or Town, and to lay out this Land in Town Lots, wYhich should
be granted te fit applicants, but in no case to the Tenant of the Forges.

It appears to the Cotmnmittee, in any view of the case, to bc inexpedient that the monopoly of the Forgos
should bc continued, and certainly not fer flic inere purpose of securing so small an addition to flic Revenue
as flic present rent. It muay fairly be questioned. ivliether a sale or concession of the Forges and Lands would
not be morc advantageous te the public, than a Lease.

lowever this nay be, se fai' from Leasing the tract of Land in question ind the Forges te one Tenant, the
Committee arc inclined te the belief that the Tract containing ore should be parcelled out, and thfat conipetition shiould
be created among clainmants for it,-the Committee sec no romn t doubt that this mode of management would be
more beijleial to the Revent, tthe holders of the Forges, te the people of Three Rivers, and te the trade and
manufactures of the Province.

Until the information which the Committee roquire be obtained, and the survey and enquiry respectfully sug-
gested te Your Execîlency, be completed, it would seem proper te defer adoptiig any system for the disposal of the
Forges during a longer period than one year.

I order te provide for the occupation of the promises during the interval, and te prevent any injury which might
arise, by the discontinuance of the works and their temporary abandonment, the Connittee would recommend :

First: That it be proposed te Mr. Bell te continue in occupation of the Buildings and Works constituting the
Forges of Saint Maurice, and in the enjoyment of his present privileges of taking ore and flre-wood at the same rent
as at present, for a year beyond tle present Term,

Scond : Provided always, tlat such occupation shall net prevent or interfere with any Survey, Concession, Lease
or disposal of all or any of the Lands held in conjunction with the Forges, or with any of the righîts or privileges
which may be granted, leased or conceded, to any person or persons whomsoever, prospectively, and to take effect
after the expiration of such year. Certified, a truc Copy.

Statenent referred to in the preceding Letter.

STATEMENT respecting the Boundary Line between
the Provinces of Upper and Lower Canada.

The Grants of the Seigniories in that part of the late
Province of Lower Canada which is situated between
the St. Lawrence and Ottawa Rivers, appear to have
been bounded in the field at an early period of the
settlement of the country, though I have met vith no
records of Surveys of them of older date than the year
1789.

From ail that can be learned, by referring to the
Procès-verbaux of such Surveys of these tracts as are
proserved in the public records, it does not appear that
the Crown was in any case a party to them, but that
they were made ex parte by Surveyors employed only
on the part of the proprietors of the Seigniories.

Subsequent sub-divisions of adjoining parts of the
Crown Lands were in consequence made without re-
forence to these ex parte Surveys, and in one case over-
lapped the territory included in one of the Seigniories,
while in another they diverged from the seigniorial
boundary, Ieaving a gore or wedge-like piece of land
between the two.

The lands se situated with respect to the boundaries
defining their local position could har dly fail to become
the subject of conflicting claims, when granted by the
Crown, and, accordingly, we find that difliculties of
this kind, of a very serious nature, arose with reference
to lands claimed as being part of the Seigniory of Nev
Longueuil, in Lower Canada, on the one side, and as
belonging to the Township of Lancaster, in Upper
Canada, on the other. These difficulties, (which wera
in part attributable to a discrepance in the descriptive
part of the Proclamation of 1791, fixing the territorial
liinits of the two Provinces,) together with the cor-
plaints which had been made on the part of Upper
Canada, that the position of the whole of the boundary
line between the St. Lawrence and Ottawa Rivers
was, in fact, too far to the west, led te the appointment
of Commissioners to examine into and report upon the
true state of the question with a view to its definitive
arrangement,

No settlement of the existing difliculties, however,
Vas etrected by these researches, though one of the

Commissioners drew up a clear and ample statement of
the case, in which the subjects at issue were minutely
considered in ail their bearings, and relieved from the
obscurity in which they were previously placed by the
discordant and contradictory statements and claims
brought forward by interested parties. This statement
vas from the pen of Samuel Gale, Esquire, now one

of the Justices of the Court of King's Bench for the
District of Montreal. As it contains legal opinions on
several important points included in the consideration
of this subjcct, which, coming from se high an autho-
rity, cannot but be valuable desiderata in coming to
any decision on the matter before us, and offer a fair
view of the posture which the question had assumed up
te the lime I commenced this Survey, I am induced to
transcribe it, nearly entire, at this point of the present

its letter cannot by possibility be followed.

" From vlat has preceded, it will be apparent that
the objects upon which the Commissioners would re-
quire instructions, would be:-

" First. Whether the ascertainment of the true boun-
daries of the Seigniories of New Longueuil and
Rigaud, and of the straight lino to unite the north-
weAterly angle of the former with the south-westerly
angle of the latter, would be considered suflicient to
establish the Province Lino in that quarter without
reference to any of the assumptions of the Proclama-
tion upon the subject ?

nately be discovered to be, incompatible not oily witl

the end and aim of the saine Proclamation, but aiso
with the express letter of the other parts of il,) thei
the next object requiring instructions would he what
ought to bc deemed the true construction of the titles
in relation to the estabhisliment of lie point of depart-
ire from the baink of tlie St. Lawrence (at Lake St.

Francis) froi whienîce the line of Newý' Longueuil nd-
joinîing the Upper P'rovince is to be run, and of the
point of departure on the Ottawa from wience lie hue
of Rigaud adjoining the saine Province is to lie run;
amnd il mav b, remarked tIat thmese two points beinig
once ascertaiiied, it would.not at present appear thit
any serios, dieffully requiring further instructions
would bc likuly to arise, because thei courses of the
lines foi' the Segiîîories of New Longueuil and Rigaud
must follow the regulations established flor Seignîiories
on the St. Lawrence aud the Ottawa before Lower
Canada becanie an English Colony, and the length of
Ihese Seigniorial lines must accord with the descrip-
tions contairied in the gIrants themselves, in such wise
fiat the supericial content intended to be granted to
flic Seigniors lie fully allowed them, but not exceeded.

" Upon the principles and data fron which Ihese
ftwo points of departure, viz: on the bank of the St.
Lawrence and on the bank of lte Ottawa, are to be
ascertained and fixed, ail must ultimately depend; and
il becornes tlierefoie the more necessary to see that tlhey
be not founded upon imperfect considerations, or ideas
of temporary expediency, but that they be strictly cor-
rect in reason and in law.

" It may be urged on the part of the proprietors of
New Longueuil and Rigaud, that these points of de-
parture, nay, tie whole lines themselves, have beei
fixed and ascertained by actual admeasurement many
years ago: hait Returns (Procès-verbaux) of àhese
surveys were made and enregistered in the Govern-
ment Offices: liat at this distant period of lime the
correctness of the boundaries laid down cight not to
be called in question, seeing tiat they have been so
long tacitly recognized as accurate ; and that the good
failli of the proprietors,joined to the long contintiance of
uncontroverted pretensions, ought to entitle them to the
extent of land comprehended in their Suirveys. [t may,
however, he aidvanced on the other side, that even if
the reasons just meniîoned could possess infdoenee as

claims to favor, they are entitled to no weight as grounds
of legal right. That this seems evident, because the
reasonsjust mentioned ail resolve themselves into claims
by prescription, which, if a good reason for assuming
one superficial league beyond the extent of the title,
might have been an equally good reason for assuming
one ltndred. But to apply the doctrine of prescrip-
tion to the present case would bc subversive of the
most incontrovertible ries and principles of law.
There is a threefold bar to prescription in the present in-
stance: The first is, tlat the principle upon which
prescription is founded, is, the presumption hait a title
once existed, although, in consequence of ils having
been lost or destroyed, it may not be possible to exhibit
it; but this prescription could not be urged in this case,
for the titles are brought forward ; neither could il be
urged in any case of Seigniorial grants in Lower Ca-
nada, for these grants form a part of the public records
and archives of the Province, from wlicl exemplifica
tions or copies may always bc obtained. The second
obstacle to prescriptiion is the i ule " nulun tempus
occurrit regi,"-a rule which the interests of the
Crown,mand the difficulty of gnarding ils property in
this country, render indispensable. The third bar-
rier to prescription, and one which is equally suppcorted
by law, justice, and reason, is that "nul ne prescrit
" contre son titre ;" and, in fact, even the good failli
itself of the Seigniors oughît to be presumed onily so far
as il shall b shewn, that their clais are neither contra-
dictory to, nor beyond, the titles they adduce to support
them. If the ex parte Reports (Pirocès-verbaux) of
Survey which bave been enregistercd prove in confor-
mity to-the grants, the proprietors of the Seigniories be-
tween the St. Lawrence and the Otuawa establisi their
pretensions. But if the Survey do not prove in conflor-
iiity to the grants, the pretensions of tlie Seigniors in sq
far as the Reports (Procès-verbaux) vary froin the
grants must lie absolutely unfoinded, for the Procès-
verbaux could tonvey no new tille.

Of thelimitsof the Seigniories betweentlIe St. Law-
renceand the Ottawa, it will here bo necessary to con-
sider su much as eithîer mediately or imnmediitely de-
termines the boundary line of Upper Caînada ; aid it
may lie premised that wvhere in tlie grants of Seicgiio-
ries natural and unaterable points or limits mire as-
signed as boundaries, we are enabled to consider such
boundaries separately and without reference to other
grants. (This is the situation of New Longueuil oi the
side of Uppier Canada.) But where no such naturaI
points or lintits are set forth in tle gran', and lie limit
of one Seigniory is solely established by the limit of
another Seigniory assigned as ils bounidarv, we are
obliged to consider in connexion and dependance hhe
two Seigniories so situated, and in order to discover
the limits of the one vhici forms the subject of re-
ference, ve mnay be compelled to commence by ascer-
taining the limit of the otlier which is not directly in
question. (This appears to be the situation of Rigaud
in connection with Vaudreuil and Soulanges.)

LiTo discover the point of departure on the bank of
the St. Lawrence from which the line of New Lon-
gueuil is to be traced on the side of Upper Canada, the
grant of New Longueuil itself wili, as lias been elready
remarked, lie sufficient, because lte description on that
side refers to a naturai aind unaîterable limit.

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on both sides of the question relative to the point,of
departure at New Longueuil, save only such argu-
inents as might relate to prescription, which, as they 1
have been before stated, are not repeated hore. Upon
the comparative merits of thesc reasons it would be in-
decorous for me to offer an opinion, as this is one of the
principal points upon which the Commissioners must
be desirous of receiving instructions.

" It will be enough for nie to remark, that if the
Seigniory of New Longueuit do not extend beyond the
Pointe at Baudet, the stone boundary at the cove
west of that Point (which is at a distance up the Ri-
ver, there called the Lake St. Francis,) cannot be the
limit of that Seigniory ; in which case, if the stone
boundary in question be nevertheless made the point of
departure for the Provincoline, there must necessarily
be a space of Crown Lands in Lower Canada between
the Province line and New Longueuil.

" The observations which riow remain to be made
concern the construction of the titles in relation to the
point of deuparturei on the Ottawa, from whence the lino
of Rigaud adjoining to Upper Canada is to be run.
The territorial description in the title of Rigaud, which
was granted on the ninth October, 1732, is "un ter-
" rein le long dit fleuve appelé la Grande Rivière"
(the Ottawa) " en tirant vers le long Sault die trois
"lieues defront sur trois lieues de profondeur, avec
" les isles, islets et battures a4jacentes ; le dit ter-

rein joignant ?a Seigneurie qui leur est échite par
succession de feu le Marquis de Vaudreuil si-

"tuée au lieu dit la Pointe aux Tourtres.? The
Seigniory referred to in this grant is Vaudreuil, and
as no natural boundawy ias been pointed out as the

nommencement or termination of the threo leagues front
of Rigaud, it is evident that we'must consider Rigaud
and Vaudreuil in connection and dependence upon
each other, and that we must be compelled, as has been
already remarked, to ascertain where the limit of Vau-
dreuil endsc, in order to discover where that of Rigaud
begins. Supposing it should be urged that as Vau-
dreuil does not join Upper Canada, we must take for
granted the correctncss of the Surveys which have been
made of it, and commence the line of Rigaud from the
point which these Surveys lay down as the termination
of the line of Vaudreuil: It may be answered that
Vaudreuil is named in the Proclamation ; and if by
that name Rigaud is indulgently interpreted to be
meant, this interpretation ought not to be construed to
prevent one referring to the grant of Vaudreuil, the
only criterion by which the real situation of Rigaud
can be ascertaincd. That as Vaudreuil and Rigaud
helonged to the saine proprietor, there existed but little
motive to be accurate in establishing the line of divi-
sion between thein. And also that the reasonsupposed
to be urged, is only, in other terms, assuming prescrip-
tion as a title, in pref'eeênce, or it may b, in absolute
opposition to the title contained in the grant itself.
That if we arc to assurme the correctness of the Surveys
of Vaudreuil, upon which Rigaud solely depends, we
had better at once assume the correctness of the Sur-
veys of Rigaud also, for there are natural and unchange-
able points assigned as limits to Vaudreuil, and it is
only by the help of those limits in proviously determin-
ing the extent of Vaudreuil, that we cai ever ascer-
tain the true position of Rigaud. To attempt the one
wvithout the other is vain, and both are to be taken
upon trust, or neither.

" esides, why should objections b raised to a pro-
ceeding calculated for ever to put an end to the doubts
and suspicions entertaifid in Upper Canada, expiesnd
in various communications of the Lieut. Governors,
Reports of the Executive Council, and other officers
of the Governnent of that Provináef? unless ittdeed it
bc known that the Survoys comprohended larger tracts

of land than the grarits will warrant. But if this be V.)
known to be the case, where is the good faith which is
invoked to sanction the claim set up? 2-r

" Now, the Seigniory of Vaudreuil is the half of a
tongue of land, of which the Seigniory of Soulanges is
the other half, the grants of each bear date the same
day, (the 12th October, 1702,) and must be consider-
ed together in order to show the whole tongue of which
each forms the half. Soulanges is described in the
grant as I la moitié d'une langue de terre sise au
"lieu dit tes Cascades, de quatre lieues de front sur
"une lieue et demie de profondeur au plus large de
"la dite langue de terre, et une demi-lieue au plus
"étroit ; à commencer à la Pointe des Cascades en
"montant ; joignant la dite terre celle accordée aux

enfans de Mr. Vaudreuil." The grant of Vau-
dreuil describes that Seigniory as "la moitié d'une
" langue de terre située au lieu dit les Cascades,
"contenant quatre lieues de front sur une lieue et
"demie de profondeur au plus large de la dite langue

de terre, et une demi-lieue au plus étroit, à com-
"mencer vis-à-vis l'Isle aux Tourtres, joignant
"icelle pareille concession accordée au Sieur de
" Soulanges." It seems evident from these descrip-
tions of Soulanges andVaudreuil, both granted simul-
taneously, that the ob ject of the Governnent was to
give the longue of land formed by the confluence of
the St. Lawrence and the Ottawa to the extent which
would be comprehended by two front lines each four
longues in length, cammencing and running from a
common point (des Cascades,) the one up the St.
Lawrence, the other up the Ottawa,-the termination
of both which front linos were consequently to be con-
nected by a straight line or base to be drawn from the
St. Lawrence to the Ottawa for the purpose of enclo-
sing the whole tongue.* It seems evident, also, that
neither the Règlements of -1674 and 1676, for the
courses of Seigniorial lines on the St. Lawrence, nor
the Arrêt of 1722, for the courses of lines on th e Otta-
wa, can have any application to the grant of this tongue,
of land.

First. Because this is not such a grant as was
contemplated by the Reglemenls, vhich had in view
tracts in regular qugdrilateral figures te be enclosed
between parallel lines running back from one river
only, (the St. Lawrence or the Ottawa,) whereas the
grants in question are simultaneous grants of a specific
tongue or triangular tract of land formed by the conflu-
ence of two rivers, of which the point or apex (be-
tween the two rivers) and both the sides are given,
whereby the base becomes necessarily determined.

" Secondly. Because the Arrêt of 1722, prescri-
bing the course of lines receding from the Ottawa, did
not exist at the time of these grants.

"Thirdly. Because the course (from SE. to NW.)
laid down for lines running back from the St. Law-
rence by the Réglements of 1674 and 1676, which
alone existed at the time of these grâhts, would b to-
tally inconsistent with the descriptiots in the grants,
since a lino drawn in that course from the St Lawrence
at the termination of four leagues above the Pointe aux
Cascades, instead of striking the Ottawa at the extre-
mi ly of four' leagues above that Point, *ould 'not pev-
haps reach the Ottawa at the distance of four :nd twenty
leagues above the Pointe aux Çdscades.

" Besides, it is to b cônsidèred that those R le-
ments and Arrêts, supposing them all to have existed
at the (imie, códld nbt have dépþrived the Govoetnient
of the right of atdnting any tract of peculiar lôcàlity
under any difierert cotines Which it rnithit plseù to

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specify. These Règlcments and Arrêts could only
operate uison granits where different courses were iot
expresly stiltei, or of necessity implied. And bere
flc express statements, tIhe unavoidable implications,
and the Luter inapplicability of the tien exkiting Règle-
ments, all concur to establishr that the graints could only
admit of one construction, a coistructioii clear, con-
sistent and unamabiguous, viz : poiniting out as helfore
ment ioned a tongue or triangular tract of land of vhich
the apex and sides, and by necessary implication, the
base ilson, are giveni. It lias, however, been supposed

by somne, tisai as the grants mention, respectively, thait
the Seigniories arc to b of tie breadth ofI " une lieue

et demie au plus large, et une demi-litue au plus
étroit," therefore the line of' fouir leiagues must be

commenced babovc the Pointe aux Cascades, at such
spot as shali rst allow a breaidti of' hal a leagurc to

Souaiiinges aid Vaudreuil respectiveh ; but this suppo-
sition is neither consistentr with the rmiles of interpreta-
tion, nor the express liimits of the grants. The termas
of' " une lieue et demie au plus large, et une derni-
" lieue au plus étroil," in law, and in reason, can
orly bi interpreted as indicating vaguely the superli-
ciail content which the tracts grauted were presumed to
conltain,-nt1 as changing the point of connencemnent,
a natural poinit expressly nameud as tlie point of depar-
ture : " à commencer à la Pointe aux Cascades en
" montant," says tie grant of langes. And it is
to bc conssidered thiat if each Seigsiorv accordngl the
scale laid dowi upon the plans, be, fori some distance
froi the Pointe aux Cascades, narrower than liif a
lengtie, each Seigiary, according to the same seule,
would baecamse broader than a league and a lialf before
reaching the base iee to bc drawn froms the St. Law-
rence to the Ottawa, wherehy the deficiency ait the
commcenent of each Seigniory migit bc comspensated
b the excess at its termîrilation. It would lot he fa-
vOrabi to the iiterests itf Souinages anfd Vaudreuil to
conteid tlat the granits make it illegal to begin the line
weire the space is narrower than ''une demi-lieue
" au plus élioil," because a parity of reasoniig wotild
prove it illegal to prolonrg the filre where the space
shroull)id be broader than "une lieue et demi-au plus
"l large. T'lie trutir is titi if wr confine ourselves
to the obvious neaniing of the grarnts, ail seems plain
and pirspi r cuou, but the moment this ohvious mieailing
is departed froi, all is iivolved in perplexity and unr-

certainty. Atnuther supposition whici las been made
is, tiat as tue grailat of Vaudreil does nlot use plecisely
the samre woi ds as tha of SoatiInges, to describe the

point of commencement of the liin ' ibur leagues upon
tIre Ottawa, a diflerenit pointi must be mlicsant, thr, while
in the granit of Soulanges these word s lire employed,
viz 'à commencrr fi la Pointe des Catscades,'" ina
tiant of Vaudreuil ite followitag more vague expression
is used, viz: "aâ commencer vis-a-vis l'Isle aux
lTourtres." And it is said that tiere is an Isle aux
Tourtres neirly two leagues up the Ottawa, fron
whnce Vaadretil oughit 'ti commence.

known that the Pointe aux Cascades was called also (1')
tie Pointe aux Tourtres; this is aiso admitted by the
Report of the Survey of New Longteouil, Soulanges,
Vaudreuil and Iigiaud, inade by order otf the late Soig-
niors of those places (Messrs. De Longueuil amil De
Lotbinière,) and recorled it Quebec, in August 17î9,
whlierein are the following words: " une borne par
t nous plantée du consentement et en présence des
" dits Seigneurs à la Pointe'vulgaiement dite des

Cascades anciennement aussi nommé Pointe a rx
" lourtres, pour fixer lepoint d'où doit commenicer

la ligne," &c. Now, just opposite this Point was
an Islanrd whose situation appears to have procured 'or
it the same distinctive appellations as were applieil to
the Point itself. Those who knew the Point as the
Pointe aux Cascades naturally knew tli Island as
l'Isle aux Cascades, those who knew the former as
the "Pointe aux Tourtres," would naturally know
the latier as the I Isle aux Tourtres." The same
place of bcginning then would be indicated b)y the
term " Pointe aux Cascades," and by the term " vis-
"a-vis l'Isle aux 7 ourtres." This ind ication scemis
also clear by the concluding words of the description
of Vaudreuil, "joignant icellepareille concession ac-
" cordée au Sieur de Soulanges," as well as by the ein-
tire description of the twoScigniories, whereby the united
grants form one whole longue of land, and likewise
by the concluling words of the grant of' Rigaud, viz:
"joignant la Seigneurie qui leur est échue par suc-

cessionde feu le Marquis de Vaudreuil, située ,au
lieu dit la Pointe aux Tourtres," by which it is

evident that the words " Pointe aux Tourtres" were
used by tihe French Governmient synonymously with
the words "vis-à-vis l'Isle aux Toui ires."

" Notwithstanding the concurrence of' tihe strong, not
to say incontroverfible; reasons above given to establish
that Soulanges and Vaudreuil formn a tongue of' land
procccding from a common point and compreiended
under equilatera lines and a straighit fle drawn fron
the extremitv of' the one lu the extremity of tie other,
we find in the befoire mentionod Procès-verbal of Sur-
vcy recorded in 1791, this tongue of land converted
by some unauthorized process into a most irreguilar tra-
pziun, wherein the courses prescribed by Arréts and
Règlements subsequent as well as anterior to the
grants of this tongue of' land, have been employed ras
auxiliaries, in ut er disregard of the impropriety of
pressing iemi into such service. And what is not a
little singular, this Procès-verbal, although ià mentions
thait four leagues were measured from Pointe aux
Cascades, or aux Tourtres, up tire St. Lawrence, for
the Seigniory of Soulanges, is absolutely silent as tu
the disance measured up the Ottawa for the Seigniory

much consequence to be known in determining "ex-
"acttment la position de la dite Seigneurie," as any
other part of the inirmation whiclh theProcès-verbal
has been pleased tu bestow.

" Wietler and how far the doctrine of prescriptive
title in opposition to the grants themselves is to bc ap-
plied to any or the Seigniories mentioned in this state-
ment, and whether descriptions so vague as thosegiven
in the Procès-verbal just quoted, airord suflicient evi-
dance of good faith to ba in any case a foundation for
presçription, and to preclude enquiry into the correct-
ness of' the boundaries laid down, or whether other
principles are of necessity to be referred tu in ascer-
taining the limits of these Seigniories, are matters
wlichi cannot be determined by tho Commissioners.
On these subjects they cai be guided only by directions
to be obtained from superior wisdom and higher autho-
rity.

"Upon the whole It must be apparent that the origi-
nal grants are ta be the guides in determining the li-
mits of these Seigniories, and if the construction that
Vaudreuil extendàs four leagues up the Ottawa from
the Pointe aux Cascades, be the correct construction
of the grant of that Seigniory, no difficulty can exist
in fnding the point of departure on the Ottawa, for the
lino of Rigaud adjoining Upper Canada, for the Sei-
gniory of Rigaud being of the length of three leagues
in front, this length added to the four leagues of Vau-
dreuil will give an entire distance of seven leagues
from the Pointe aux Cascades as the point of depar-
turc for the Province line, which, in receding from the
Ottawa, must run tlie course directed by the Arrêt of
1722, the grant of Rigaud being ten years postçrior to
that Arrêt.

" I cannot conclude without expressing my regret
that this statement, which I originallyexpected to have
given in brief linits, has grown out to sa greata length,
a length which, if anticipated, vould probably have
deterred me from the utiertaking. But after it was
commenced it seened upon consideration more proper
to risk the imputation of prolixity, than to deserve the
charge of remissness by the omission of such remarks
as the information given to me and my reflections on the
suhject had iriduced me to suppose miglit possibly me-
rit attention. And it also appeared to me, that when
the instructions to be given to the Commissioners on
both sides were under consideration, it would be advanî-
tageous and tend to the despatch of business that ail
such matters of difluculty and doubt as could be pre-
viously anticipated, shnuld previously be made known,
since in that case the instructions miglt prevent or re-
move all erroneous conceptions, before they could oc-
casion unnccessary delays or expgnses in conducting
the proceedings: for were the Commissioners to have
met without any of these dimiculties having been fore-
seen or provided against, or without having received
similar instructions upon such doubts as were likely to
arise, their probable diîterences of opinion in conse-
quence, might perhaps bave induced them to separate
in order to obtain niew authorities, before adopting any
course, miîght have created unnecessary expense in
fiuitless jo*uricys and attendances, and might have
continued to retard, from season te season, the comple-
Lion of those operations which have been already for
upwards of five and twenty years the subject of con-
tomplation."

The foregoing statement is so compreliensive in its
details, that it iîight at first seem hardly necessarv to
add any thing to it, beyond the mare specifications of

On the St. Lawrence side this is indeed very nearly
true, as the details of the Surveys inade will affect only
the position of the rear linesof New Longueuil, or the
point on the upper or south western lino thereof, where
the mean depth of the Seigniory wili termitate, which.
being in the place of an external angle in the Provin-
cial boundary, it must of course be necessary to deter-
mine exactly.

This mean depth of New Longueuil depends, to a
certain extent, on the position of the upper line of Sou-
langes, but as the consideration of that limit has to be
viewed in connection with the boundaries of Vaudreuil,
and the effect of any variation in the same is nerely a
matter of detail, not connected with anyprinciple bear-
ing on the main question,.it will suflice to enter upon
it after that of the point of departure from die St.
Lawrence is determined upon.

It may, I believe, be safely assumed asa preliminary
point in the consideration of the subject, that the wes-
terly boundary lines of New Longueuil and Rigaud,
and a straight line connecting their nearest extremities,
will form the true Provincial bourdary, according to
the spirit of the Proclamation of 1791, and that the
direct object of this Survey, is to ascertain the truc po-
sitions of those lines, in order to their being hercafter
marked in the field.

Acting on this assumption, which seems in accor-
dance witl the views of ail parties, whether interested
or otherwise, I will now proceed to the consideration
of the first point of departure, at or near the Point au
Baudet.

By referring to my map, nccompanying this state-
ment, it will be seen that the Point au Baudet is indèed
" an extremely well defined Point," and one that can
in no vise be mistaken, either as respects its identity or
dimensions.

The words of the grant of New Longueuil giving
to the ffbnt of that Seigniory "l'étendue de terre qui
" se trouve sur le bord du fleuve St. Laurent au lieu
"appelé les Cascades, depuis la borne ,de la Sei-
"gneurie de Soulanges jusqu'à la Pointe au Baudet
" inclusivement," render the identification of this
Point a subject of the first importance, and it is particu-
larly fortunate that the formation of the outlines of the
coast or shores there, is such as to leave no question of
locality, connected with the precise definition of the
Point open to doubt or uncertainty.

Much has been said and written ,in relation to the
construction of the word "inclusivement," as it ap.
pears in the grant of New Longueuil.

To me it appears evident that as it is observed in the
preceding statement of the Commissioner, the word
" inclusively".is a mere legal pleonasm or redundancy;
which conclusion is abundantly borne out by every
analogy drawn from similar cases.

But, even admitting the existence of a reasonable
doubton the subject, and allowing the benefit of such
a doubt to be given to the proprietor of New Longueuil,
it will be seen from flic note to my Report (page 64)
that the entire difference so involved does not amount
to an arpent and a half, in perpendicular distance,4 the
true breadth of the tract included between two right
lines running on a due north-west course, one fron

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the apîx of thi Point au Baudet, and lie otlier from a

point a iken a low water mark at flie uppermost nit of

~22 Jai U , the sane, binug onily a fratctioîn over fourteen perches.

Both these lices aire projected oii nuy lmap, and will
ho best understood by re'fereIce thuat document.

That the last, or uippermost, of these two lnes does
actually inchide ic whole Point auit Baudet, between
itself aind the borne de Soutanges, noone can attempt
lo denv. I should iaso conîceive liait no one vith a
knowledgo of flic localities could for a moment seriously
eitertain ail opillion so ilbsurd as to suppose that the ter-
ritory between this line froin the upper limit of hie Point
au Baudet, and the prescit Seigniorial line, proceed-
ing frii ml the stone boni î duary at flich bottoi of tie cove
'est of tlie saime, could poibl'î<y be vived as forming

part of the Seigniory of New Longueiîil, according to
the language or spirit of flic grant, or froin any other
cause, except il vere suibrance, or subsequent conces-
sion oi flic part of the Crown.

I ani next to consider lte extent of land vlicli, ac-
cording I t their titles, should belong to Soilaiges and
Vaudreuil, respeftiy or conjunctiely, and tlie rela-
tion the samne may hear to the former Suîrveys macle Of
Ilose tracts.

On refering to t hue grants cf tiese Seigîiiries,made
by the Govenrnment of France, (fromn whiclh literal
extracts, eibracing ait flic descriptive parts, will be
fbound in page 123 ei seq. of i geieral Report*) it
appears tiat they were granted siiult aneiously on the
12th October, 1702, and tlat afterwards, on the 23rd
diy (if the samie month, new grants were issued in like
marnner for eci of tlcm, wherein, as in fic first titles,
eaci part was described as heing ile half f i a tongue
of land, of wiich tc other formed flic renaining
hialf.

The second tille of Soulanges, excepting some imma-
terial variations ou the phraseology, only difTers frion
fho first in contiaining these additional words : "avec
" l'Isle des Cascades et les autres isles, islets et
" batiuires adjacentes," and in reserving six arpents,
instead of one onily, for a firt. ,

In Vaudreuil, lowever, the second title differs froin
hie first in 4he description of ic locality of hie gran
as well as bV contailling additional clauses, including

les isles, islets e battures adjacentes," and reserviiig
six arpents for a flirt, wiiit lie righît of using flic fire-
wood t'nsryfor a garrison, ieitlier of which were
in the first granit lThese additional clauses do not

he construction of the tidles iii any maninernimmedi-
itely connected w iIh thepresent luestion concerning
hie territorial limîits of Vaudreuil, but dle difference
whicli occurs in tie description of ic locality of flic
grant, whiether it was intended to render flic first desig-
nation more conprelensible, or wias a rmore casual
dilierence in staing hait which had already been des-
rribed in otlier words, Muist have considerable weight
in deciding Ilie poition of tihe Seigriories on the Olta-
wa side. le thf titles of flic 12th October, the local
position of the grant to flic Chevalier (le Longueuil is
thus described : " La moitié d'une langue de terre
"l située au lieu dit les Cascades." lii flic second
grant of tle 23rd of October, these words are used :
" La moitié d'une langue de terre située au liet dit
"la Pointe aux Tourires ;" and in botlh, tlie point
oi beginning is stated to be " vis-d-vis l'Isle aux
"' Tourires."'

Now,it maybe safely assumedthat tliese second grants

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of the saie tracts would not have been made withot (T.)
some1 cause or causes, deteied to be of suflicient impor- (
tance to render such a course necessaiy in explaining 22dJanuary
or carrying out ic intentions of flic Crown towards
the respective grantees ; one such cause may have been
ftle wish to secure to the Crown an ample reservation for
military purposes ; another was, no doubt, to supply
the omission, which occurredi in -the first gi ant, (f the
usual mention of the I idles, isiets et baliures y ad-
"jacentes."1 But as there vas nio change in the de-
scription of the lorality in the second title given to the
Chevalier de Soulanges, and a the samie tile there was
an essential difierence in thit given to the Chevalier
de Vaudîeuil, we may be permitted to seek for some
probable cause to account for this ddlference.

By referring te the extracts from these titles given in
my Report, and containing, as hefore observed, aill'the
descriptive parts of flic originals, it -will be seen that
neier the St. Lawrence nor the Oitawa River is even
nientioned in any of then, and that in hie first grants
of the 12tlh October, (supposicg the place of begin-
ning to be at one common poini, at the apex of lie
Pointe aux Cascades, we are left ahsolutely in the
dark as to the Seigniory which was intended to extend
up the one or the other of tlose two rivers. Indeed,
the more obvious conclusion would he, that Vaudreuil
should have been placed on the side of flic St. Law-
rence, if the Isle aux 7'ourtres was the saine as ihe
Isle des Cascades, as the latter island, is situated
whiolly in the St. Lawrence, just abo e lte point of ils
junction with the waters of the Ottawa ; and the main
part of it actually lies opposite to the extremity of the
upper side of the point where Soulanges is now situated.
But, in flic second title, this island is expressly included
in hie concession of Soiflanges as one of thre islands
adjacent to that tract, while, at the saine t;ne, distinct
mention is made of the " Pointe aux Tourtres," as
the site of flic grant to the Chevalier de Vaudreuil.

This lcads to the unavoidable conclusion that the
words "Pointe dles Cascades," and " Pointe aux
Tourtres," as used in those documents, werc not in-
tended to represent one and the same place or locality,
and the saine remark applies equally. to (lie islands,
respectively, bearing the same distinct ive designations.

Tt being thin evident thiat the point indicating the
general l6cality of tle grant to hie Chevalier de Vau-
irouil, as Weil as the islind, opposite to which, the
measure of sucli grant should commence, are to be
so glt forat some other place thaln fliat described for
'Soulanges, we have next to ascertain whether any sucli
places as flie " Isle" or " Pointe aux Tourtres"
can be found and identified as having been known by
those names at the date of these grants.

At about two leagues above the " Pointe des Cags-
codes," oi thq Ottawa side, is a long and marked

,Point,* extending oct for more flan a mile and a half
beyond flic main shore into tle Lake of the Two
Mountains. At the lower or north eastern extremity
of tbis Point is an island runing still fartier out to the
north-east, wliicl, from the period of the dates of the
carliest records that can be foind of fhat part of the
country, lias always, and only, been known by the
naine of l'Isle aux Tourtres.

† At an carly period of tho settlement of Canada
by the French, this Island was occupied as a military
post, and the romains of a fort, and part of the walls
of a snall churcli, are yet visible upon it. The part
of the Island where these are found lies nearly op-

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posite te the ancient Fort of Senneville or Chateau
Brillant, on the upper extremity of the Island of
Montreal, froin which it is separated by a neck or
strait of the Lake of the Two Mountains. The gen-
oral position of the Point and Island (whicih are only
divided by a narrow channel,) is the most marked of
any along that part of the south shore of the waters
of the Ottawa, and having, at se early a date, been
adopted as a iilitary post, connected with that on the
adjacent part of the Island of Montreal, it may be
presumed, was botter known at the period of tho
grants in question than any otherneighbouring point,
not oven exceptihng that at the Cascades.

In particular, the place or position must have come
under the notice of the thon Governor of Montreal
and its dependoncies, who was the grantoe of the tract
described in the second title as situated " au lieu dit
" la Pointe aux Tourtres," and which was te have
its point of coi onçement "vis-à-vi8 la dite Isle
" aux Tourtres," and being so well known a point,
wo may well imagine that it was the identical one re-
ferred to in the titles under consideration.t

lu adopting this as the proper construction of tic
grant of the Seigniory of Vaudreuil, I an aware that
my opinion is dbrectly at variance with that expres-
scd in the foregoing stateient of the Comnissioner,
formerly appointed to enquire inte the sane question;
but it w'ill be son that this is fully accounted for by
the additional data now broughtunder consideration,
whicl werc net known nor referred te by the Coin-
missioner. These are:-

ist. The fact of a second grant having been made
of Soulanges and Vaudreuil.

* In the expression "la dite Isle aux Tourtres," the word "dite"
does not seein to properly belîong to the sentence, ts the Isle aux
Tourtres hadl not been pre% iously naied in the document, and
therefore "ldite" could only in strict propriety have reference te

Tourtres," and not to the Ilind iso distinguimshead. The "Isle aux
Tourtres" haid indeed becn ientioned inu the finit title where the

Pointe aux Tourtres iwas not spoken of, and it may be possible,
while inserting the latter and re-inserting the former, in the second
tile, that the word "dite" iwas used by confounding the two
together. As it does not afnet ic sensu of the document, I pre-
sume that the circinstanec is unimîportant, and ned not be taken
into account at this tine.

† I could never, even in one instnnee, find a person among the
inhabitants of Soulanges or Vaudreuil, living the nearest to the Isle
des Cascades, who had ever hîeard of its having been called by the
appellition of the Isle aux Tourtres, at any period of tine, recent
or remote.

On the other hand, nenriy every one living in the north-easterly
part of Vaiilretil wvas found to be well aiequainted with the true
Isle aux. Tourtres, and many of the eider inhabitants stli preserve
traditions respueting the Chureli and Fort fornerly construeted
there

The accounts throwing the most light on the period of the
existence of those, wero derived through an individual, a female,
who died about twenty-eight years since, on the opposite shore of
the river, neur Ste. Ann's, at the advanced age of 102 years. , She
had often stated, to severil now living, that she first reePived the
Communion lit thle Chureh on the Isle aux Tourtres, which at that
time was the only one iii the viêinity, and that the Missionary
Station thon established there, wîas shortly after broken up and re-
moved to its present position nt the village of the Lako uf the Two
Mountains. These aecounts wrould fai the date lf its abandotinent
near the yeair 1721 or 1722, about twenty years subseqiient to the
grant of Vaudreuil, It must therefore, in all probability, have
been occupied several years anterior te that period, and as it
ahvavs bore the nane of the Ale aux Tourtres, it would b the
heigfit of folly to suppose tha tie ILe des Cascade8, only two
leagues from this, was also then similarly distinguished. Ltr 0
forest trees are now growking over the foundations of most of tre
elifices which once frned the little village otr post of the Isle aux,
TourWes ; and were it-not for the appearance of lime in parts of the
mmou work, ,one vould be led to suppose fromî thence, that some
of these were renains of works by the former Aborigines of the
country, previous to its settlement by the French.

The insiulated position of this place ; the mounds nr small eleva-
ions of surface which abound there, and are supposeod to have been

burial places of,the Indiam, togethor with the, ruuts'of former habi-
tations and publie ,edifices, all at presentin tdense forest, serve to
render the eu Tourl;es an interesting spot or the examination
o tho efrious or lov1edo danadian antiq"tfeseafait from any con-
4derations connected withahepresent subject.
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2nd. The torns used in the titles of such second (T.)

grant.

3rd. The proof of the actual existence of an Island, 22d January.
bearing the nane used in the title, and situated iii a
position warranting belief as to its identity.

It may also be observed that two essential objec-
tions which could be made to the reasonableness of a
decision given in conformuity to that of the Commis-
sioner, and founded on the grounds stated by him,
would not apply to the different conclusions now ar-
rived at, in consequence of the additional light thrown
on the subject, as above mentioned. Tho first of
these objections would be to the assumption that one
andi the saine point of departure was implied and in-
tcnded te be expressed by descriptions couched in
wholly different terms, without one word of reference
or explanation to indicate any such identity of mean-
ing. It would have been more consonant with gêne-
rai usage and with other parts of thesame documents,
had such identity been intended, to have not only
described the saime point in similar language, but also
to have referred, in one description, directly to the
otier, as was donc, in the saine documents, with res-
pect te ic extent of the respective grants, ,in the
s-ine titles of concession.

The other objection, on the ground of unreasona-
bloness, te the assumption that by the words used in
the titles, one common point of departure was to be
understood, is the manifest absurdity of supposing
that a description of a trapezium, whereof two of the
sides were four leagues cai, one was thrce leagues,
and the other was one league in length, (which was
the assumed form and extent of Soulanges and Vau-
dreuil taken together) could have been intended to
apply to an isoscoles triangle, the form that the two
wvould assume if taken froin a common point of begin-
ning at the Cascades.*

It may be said that, as the two Soigniories toge-
ther include all the tract between the St. Lawrence
and the Ottawa, Rivers as far up as they oxtend, tho
forin of that "langue de terre" is not affected by
any terms used in the titles of concession, and that
whether the two are described as forming a trapezium
or a triangle, the construction of the titles must bo
the same. This remnark, however, does not ýexactly
apply to the case.

The truc form of the langue de terre included in
these orants, according te the view I am led to take
of the meaning of thoir titles, and rejccting the smal-
ler deviations in the courses of the river -ends and
fronts, is that of a trapezium, whereof one side is
formed by a lino from the Cascades te the point oppo-
site the lsle aux Tourtres, two of the others by
lines extending from the two extremities of the first,
respectively, up the St. Lawrence and Ottawa Rivers
for distances of four logues, and the fourth by a
right line connecting the extreme points of the two
last.t

This, in species, is according to the designation
contained in the titles, though the actual depth, which
was therein assumed as "une lieue et demie au plus
" large," ýand " une demi-lieue au plus étroit,' ex-
ceeds those dimensions by about onleague in the
last, and nearly one league and three quarters in the
frst of those cases.

But, if ic Cascades be adopted as a common point
of departure, and the moasutes of the two fronts on

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(T.) the St. Lawrence and Ottawa are severally taken

fron thence te the distance of four loagues, each side,
22d January. passing and inluding the angular point opposite the

Isle aux Tourtres on the Ottawa, it will bo evident
that althougli the forn of the trapcziun still exists, it
is a trapeziun wanting tiwo equal sides of four leagues
each ; and if it be alleged that suclh is net the re-
sult, because the four longues are actually completed
on the Ottawa sido by measuring fron tihe Cascades
upwards in one straiglit lino for such a distance, then
I say that the figure of the grant is changed in spe-
cies froin the designation contained in the titles, and
that is virtually resolved into an isosceles triangle in-
stead of being laid out in the forn of a trapezum as
requircd. and as would bc the niost consistent with
the natural figure or profile of the country,

Before procceding te show the relation between the
descriptions of the Seigniorics of Soulanges and Vau-
dreuil and their present linits in the field, I will en-
deavour te state and consider the objoections that have 1
heon, or nay bo raiscd te the conclusions I ami indu-
ced to adopt on the subject.

With respect to Soulanges, thiese objections are con-
fined te certain simple questions relative te tho appli-
cability of the Rylenents du conseil Soérieur cf
1674 and 1676, ii deterniiing the extent of the
front, and the position or direction of the upper lino
of tie Seigniory.

I havo alrcady stated that according te the con-
struction I feel bound to put upon the words of the
ttiles of tise Seigniories, the upper boundary of the
two should bc one continued riglht lino conmencing
on the St. Lawrncno side at four leagues froi and
above the Pointe des Cascades.

This construction is made on tie supposition that
the Jlèglemecnts of 1674 and 1676, do not apply te
the case in point, whicl I conoeive te bo a sclf-evideit
flt:-

1 st. Bccausc. as was observed by the Commissioner
in thle statement above meontioned, such Règlements
could net have deprived the Goverunuent of the riglt
of granting any tract of peculiar locality under any
different courses which it niglht plcase te specify.

2rid. lBecause Soulanges and Vaudreuil are granted
with roference to eacli other, the two formning a whole,
which is not situated exclusively on the St. Lawrecie,
and tliat river is not even mentioned in the titles of
cither of the grants.

3rd. Because thle position of the upper .boundary
of the twro Seigniories together is fully implied in
their titles. and is not conformiable te those Règle-
'ments.

4th. Because it is impossible te apply the Règle-
trients in question and conforn to the terms of the
grant.

The objections which have bcen or may bo raised
te the above construction of tli titles of Vaudreuil
are limited te those connected with the single fact of
the determination of the point of departure from
whience the ieasure of the front of the Seigniory
should commence. These may b roduced to two
kinds, viz:

1st. Those arising from any direct or gencral
ovidence which may bo adduced te prove the identity

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of the Cascades with the point intended by the ox- (T:)
pressions used in the titles of concession; and,

22d January.
2nd. The corroborative proofs affecting the same,

derived from the acts of the ancient and former pro-
prietors of the Seigniory, with respect to the assump-
tion of the point froin whence its front of four lcagues
should commence.

As regards the supposed ovidence of the identity
of the Cascadcs with the place of boginning mention-
cd in tic titles of Vaudreuil, I know of none anterior
nor subsequent to that contained in the Procès-ver-
bal of Louis Guy, Land Surveyor, the details of
wlich commence on the 9th March, 1789, and con-
clude on the 9th September, 1791, ncarly ninty
years subsequent to the date of the original grant.

In that document the Pointe des Cascades is mon-
tioned as havinc been " anciennement aussi nommée
" Pointe aux Tourtres." This assertion, which, as
far as I can discover, was a mere assumption on the
part of tlat Surveyor, does not appear to be borne
out nor supported by one solitary fact or corrobora-
tive circunstance, either of carlier or more recent
date than that of his Survey, therein described.

Without rcmarking upon the extremely loose na-
ture of this Procès-verbal, which will be pointed out
more particularly lreafter, 1 may add tiit its re-
'cent date, comparcd with that of the titles of the
Scigniories, nust ronder the assumptions there made
of no weiglt whatever, unless supported by other and
more conclusive testimony. In the absence of sucli
testimnony we may proced te the second considera-
tion, depending on the former acts of the proprictors
of the Seigniory with respect te the place of -te con-
mencoment of tle menasure of the front of Vaudreuil.

It appears that the Survey by Louis Guy, above
mentioned, was actually pcrformed with the know-
ledge and full consent of the proprictor of Vaudreuil,
wlo, in consequence, must have been a party te the
Procès-verbal of the sanie, wherein the Pointe des
Cascades and thc Pointe aux Tourtres are aifirmed
te be one and the sanie locality, and whercin it is
stated that the front of Vaudreuil was te bc ncasured
froin the sane point.

Tlhis more tihan tacit admission by the proprietor
of Vaudreuil of the identity of the Pointe des Cas-
cades with the place of the beginning of his Seigniory,
lias been construed by some as being conclusive testi-
mony on the subject, and it has been thence inferred
that such ias the priiitivc and only initention of the
proprictors, till, witlin a late period, wvhen the claini
connected with the Isle aux Tourtres on the Ottawa
side lias been made te cover an illegal appropriation
of territory in former Surveys.

I cannot, however, adopt such a construction of the
nature of that act of the proprietor of Vaudreuil, as,
according te the operations detailed aid refcrred to
in the saine Procès-verbal, it appears evident that
this assumption of the identity of thle two points was
made with the design of giving some show of proprie-
ty te the adoption of the Pointe des Cascades as the
place of the commencement of the conventional line
of separation betwcon Soulanges and Vaudreuil, than
with that of actually indicating the point whenco the
neasure of ic four leagues for the latter should bo
taken.

In other words, Iconceive the assumption, (contain.
cd in the Procès-verbal,) that the Pointe des Casca-
des was also formerly called the Pointe aux Tourtre,
te have bcon made, net te prevent the measure of
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the front of Vaudrouil from oxtending forward four
Slagues westerly, beyond the Isle aux Tourtres,

uary. wich is situtated up the Ottawa, but te cause it te
extend backwards two longues from that point, south
easterly, in addition té the above four leagues, in au-
cordance with tic conventional lino of separation
traced by him (the saine Survoyor) the precoding year,
for a division betwoon Soulanges and Vaudreuil; and
I furthermore believe, that overy expression in tho
same Procès-verbal, appearing to bear a difforent
meaning froin that I have now cxpressed, was used
collusively, to cover or conceal the true nature of the
operations explained in it. -

Harsh as this language may seem, there is little
evidence required, beyond that contained in the docu-
ment itself, to prove the entire applicability and cor-
rectness of tho expression I have used, as I shall now
procoed to show.

In one part of the document in question (see page
107 of my Report) are these words: " et de la dite
" borne" (the conventional boundary between Sou-
langes and Vaudreuil at the Cascades) " nous avons
"ccommencé à relever exactement la, position de la

dite Seigneurie de Vaudreuil, sur la dite rivière
"des Ottawais jusqu'à PlAnce à la Raquette"

Now, after the precise citation of the Cascades as the
point of departure, and the equally precise allusion te
the titles of the tracts made in this Procès-verbal, it
ivould of course be inforred that this exact measuremoent
of the front of Vaudreuil along the Ottawa up to the
Ance à la Raquette, was performed in conformity te
the two,-the point of departure and the descriptions
of the titles, and consequently that the Ance à la
Raquette was situated at the distance of four longues
only above the Cascades.

But so far is the above frein bcing truc, that this
Ance à la Raquette is more than six ]eagues above
tho Cascades following the courses of the shoro, and
is exactly four leagues, in eue right line, above the
real 1sle aux Tourtres on the Ottawa!

As if the Surveyor wished te render assurance dou-
bly sure on this subject, we fnd, in a subsequent Pro-
cés-verbal (sec page 113 of my Report,) that lie re-
paired again te Vaudreuil, as he states, te "relever
" le front de la dite Seigneurie de Vaudreuil con-
"formement aux titres d'icelle," and that he again
procecded to " relever exactement la position de la
" Segneurie cle Vatudrenil" te tho saine point, being
the Ance à la Raquette.

Further comment on this I presume is unnocessa-
ry, although I would beg te remark, that in the fore-
going observations I would not be understood as in-
tending to imply that any bad faith existed on tho
part of the propriotor of Vaudreuil, as it is obvious
that the conventional boundary between the two Seig-
niories was a private matter altogether, and its being
placed at the hle aux Tourtres, or the Cascades, or
Midway between the two, could net in any wise af-
fect the rights or possessions of the Crown.

Froin what as been stated, and by divesting tic
dotails in the above Survey; of the veil attempted te
be thrown over thoir true import, it appears sufficient-
ly cloar that at that period the proprietor of Vau-
dreuil actually claimed a front measued from the Isle
aux Tourtres owthe Ottawa, notwithstanding the
words inserted by the Survoyor in his Procès-verbal
implying a different conclusion ; and if proofs of the
deeds-or actsof àny former proprioto'r-of the Seigni-,
ory, in more remote periods; could be deemed admis-
aible, ovon as corroborative testiiony, the most con-
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clusive evidence exists to show tlat for nearly sixty (T.)
years before the date of Guy's Survey, the front of
Vaudreuil was clained and possessed to thc exact ex- 22d January.
tont of four leagues abovo the 1làe aux Tourtres in
lite Ottawa.

This evidence rests on Notarial Deods of Conces-
sion, by tic proprictor of Vaudreuil at that period,
of farms lying consocutivoly and extending up to tlie
Ance à la Raquette, one of which, dated the 24th Julv,
1733, and describing the fourth farm from the end of
Vaudreuil according to its thon existing limit, is
among the documents recoived by me froi the pre-
sont owner of Vaudreuil.

An extract from that Deed of Concession is inserted
in my Report at tho 169th page.*

In procoding to show the relation existing botwcen
the descriptions of Soulanges and Vaudreuil in the
Deeds before mentioned, and'their prosent limits in
the field, I have again to refer to the Procès-verbal
of Louis Guy, and particularly to the parts of the
same contained in the 108th, 109th, 110th and 111th
pages of my Report, where the details of the Surveys
of thoso Seigniories are given at length.

It will not be necessary at this timo te review the
extraordinary course of reasoning adopted and acted
upon in that Procès-verbal, any further than is ro-
quired for explaining the results and nature of his
oporations.

The front of Soulanges, it may bo seo, was mea-
sured on a duc soutlwest course, according to the
Règlement du Conseil Supérieur of 1676.

The distance so mcasured extends about 300 per-
chs beyond the ternination of a straight line of four
longues froin the Cascades, but falls 49 perches short
of the truc menasure of four leagues, measured on a
southwest course.

At the end of this moasure ho commenced, and pro-
duced froin thence, a line running nearly on a due
northwest course, for a distance of one league and a
half, and then assumed another course of very nearly
north devn degrees and twenty-four minutes cast
astronomically, differing only about nine minutes from
that prescribed by tho Seigniories on the Ottawa Ri-
ver, by tho Arrêt du Conseil de Québec of 1722,
which last course ho continued to the southerly bank
of the said Ottawa River. The place wherc this lino
struck the bank of the Ottawa was about 36 arpents
below the end of the four leagues icasurcd froin the
Isle aux Tourtres; in consequence of which, all tho
farm lots previously' conccded in Vaudreuil abovo this
line, were by these operations transforred te the Seig-
niory of Rigaud.t

As Vaudreuil and Rigaud at that period belonged
to the saine proprietor, this last line of separation be-
tween tlem appears te have been traced more with
the view of fixing some point of departure frein which
the breadth of Rigaud could bo mcasured, than for
any local purposes: At the same time it is diffi-
cult to imagine a more unfoundedposition than was
taken in assuming that the termination of such a line
was, a legitimato pointfor the beginning of Rigaud, the
direction cf the lino beinigdetermined (as this pur-
ported te have been) by virtue of a laW not in exist-
once till twenty years after the date of the grant it
kas intended to give effect te ; and its position being
establishod without the most remote referenco tà the
required oxtont of thejfront of the same, its terntiüa,

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(T.) tion falling about 130 arpents boyond flic truc limits

of the grant according te the point of beginning as-
:22d1 Janual y, sunlîîd by the saine SurYyor, and 36 arpents within

its actual limtits as established by huînî in two separate
measutreniats, which foried part cf the sanie series
of operations, and vere detailed in the sane Procès-
verbal with the lina itself.

The general positions of these boundary linos, toge-
ther with the relations they respectively bear to each
otier, imlay, perlaps, be more apparent by referring
to my acconpalnying mîap, where they are all deline-
ated'in conueetion withli the other localities included
in the present Survey.

llaving considered those points connected with the
Seigniories oi Sulanges and Vaudreuil which might
affect the pîositions of the other Seignieries borderîng

ii thie Provincial boundar-y, it now reaninis te state
tic immediiiato bearings of the sane, in conýjunction
vith otlhetir data derived fron the present survy, on
tlie iail (lulestions at iestI.

Iln reswct te that part of the Provincial boundary
line wliclh is formned b)y the south-wstern lihiuit of
New Longieuil, but little reinains te be added te the
remarks already mnade at flic connuenveint of tlis
statemlient.

Tatking that line at the hilghest point whicli anv
construction of th<i title of the Seigniory will admit
of, it would still pass entirely, and at somte distance
within the present boundary ofthe Seigniory, through-
out its îwhoule depth. This distance, near the St. Law-
ronce, ib given in Note M, page 64, of nv Report,
lit, suppoesing the whole lina to be straiglit, it will
doerease about 24 perches in the rcar of tle Seigniory
owing te au error in the course of te first line.

B3y referring to the niap accompanying my Report,
a n ill be soon thtat another encroaclunent on the lands
of teic Crown lias been caused by taking the point of
departure for the Seigniorial boundary in the C'ove
west of Point au Baudet, instead of at the point it-
self.

The last eneroacinnent is in the rear of New Lon-
gueuil, and is caused by mneasuriiig its depth fromn flic
botton of the Cove, which lies considerîably back fron
the mitean lino of the front of the Soigniory.

The amount, of this, allow'ing the lower lateral line
of the grant to renain as it is now traced, would be
about fifteen arpents in distance, at the north west-
ern end of the ipper lateral lino of ftle Soigniry ;
and as this last is at the angular point wero the Pro-
vincial boundary w'ould have to take a different course
to mocet tlie end of the ipper lino of Rigaud, if would
of course have considerable effect on its position in
that part.

The questions wlich -nay arise in regard te the
exact determination of the abova point involve somte
considerations net miierely deponding on the correct
construction of tifles, nor the application of the saine,
when deterninate, to any special locality, but must
bc subjects for the decisions of legal authorities.

These last will have reference te the cases of pos-
session and occupation, and relata te flic application
of the law of prescription.

The rule nulluin tempus occurrit Regi indeed
leaves no question of that kind open as far as the di-
rect-riglts of the Crown may have been illegally in-
terfered with by the previous occupation of any party,
but cases exist, connected with decisions to be made

Appendi
on this subject, where privato or individual interests (T.)
are comprelhended, and also whore, in the ex parte
survovs made of' the Seignories, portions of land area 22d janmr
actually excluded, or left ont, which should have
forned part of their contents, and which have sinco
been laid out and granted by the Crown.

A caso including both thoso points oceurs with res-
pect te the lower lateral lino of New Longueuil,
which, as before stated, conunencos about 30 arponts
above the place where the imeasure of the four leagues
of front, granted to Soulanges terminates. As, by its
titles,.Ncw Longueuil ought to commenco ut the borne
de Soulanges, the question that now arises is, shall the
lower lina of Now Longueuil be taken as it now stands,
or shall it be supposed to proeoed froin the termina-
tien of the truc front of Soulanges, in computing the
iean depth of flic former Soigniory from the river
front ?

It is obviously the interest of the Governnent to
allow flic position of the lower lino of Now Longueuil
to remain unchanged, as a reduction of flic limits of
Soulanges at that point, according to its Present diree-
tion adjoining New Longueuil, would only transfer ail
the excess of the former inito the latter Seigniorv,
wlile at the sane tinte, by carryfig tho boundary of
Nw Longucuil :0 arpents to the North East, nearly
the whole of tli casterly part of the Township of
Newton would ba eut off and placed within that
Seigniory.

But it does not appear that any direct rights of the
Crown intervene te bar prescription in this case, and
flic length of tiie elapsed siuce that boundary was
fixed in its prosent position, vicwed in connection with
the fact ftat the adjoining lands in Soulanges and
Newton have ben long held under supposed good *
titles, would, I presurne, croate a legal barrier te any
such alteration, if clained by the proprietor of New
Longueuil.

This question disposed of, the truc position and ex-
tont of the front of Now Longueuil becomes detined,
and frot thence the place of the tc'mination cf its
menu depth nay be ascertained, and the position of
the second point in the Provincial boundary doter-
mined.

From the second point, the boundary lino must of
course extend in a direction te meet thc upper end of
the western lino of Bigaud. It therefore becones
necessary to fix flic position of the last before the
other can be dccidcd upon.

In treating of flic boundarios of Vaudreuil I have
slown that the lower lino of Rigaud, as traced by
Louis Guv, was about thirty-six arpents, below the
point where the front of Vtaudreuil should have ter-
mînated according to its titles. By referring to iy
Report, page 65, Noto N, it nay bu seen that ligaud,
according te the saine Survey, wants 63M perches of
the truc perpendicular breadth of throce lagues from
fliat lino, se that its prosent western line is actually
about 416 porches below its truc place as definod by
the teris of the deed by which it was granted.

But, notwithstanding this apparent encroacliment of
36 arpents in the lower lino of Rigaud downwards,
Vandrouil has in fact lost littie or nothing in its su-
perficial contents in consequenco. The reason of this
may be oasily explaincd. Ilad Vaudreuil been bound-
ed on the west by one riglt line connecting the truc
upper extremity of its front with that of Soulanges,
such a line would have divergad considerably to the

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(T.) east froin that of Rigaud, which last was subject to

the provisions of the Règlement of 1722, with respect
.y. te its dhrection.*

This would bave loft a tract of Crown land, of a
triangular ferm, betwon Vaudrouil and Rigaud, which,
as the two Seigniorics are bounded together in front,
niust have tetrmnatod in a point on the Ottawa River,
and would have sonewhat exceoeded 70 arpents in
breadth at the rear of Vaudreuil.

But tits included tract is now entircly takon into
the Seigniorios last mentioneod, and is divided nearly
equally betwen the two, in conssquenlce of the bc-
gin.r of tire lino of separation between thei having
bwon laceod 36 arpents back, and traced thence in
very nearly the same course as is required by flic
Règlement for Rigaud, se that the land lest in front
by one Scigniory is recovered by it in th rear.

Froin what lias been said, it is apparent that the
interests of the Crown, su ltir from beîng prejudiced,
are mnaterially advanced by tire conventional nature
of the lino of separation between Vaudreuil and Ri-
gaud, whriclh; by allowiing the upper linit of the latter
to-be carried further down the Ottawa, leaves the Crown
'«6 arpents more of front on that river, and transfers
that which would have otherwise been an isolated tract
of una ppropriated waste lands between thom, te the
main b ock of public laids now formning part of the
Township of llawkcesbury,

From this we cono to the consideration of the po-
sition te be assigned to the upper and western line of
Rigaud, in imnnediate connexion with thle Provincial
boundary itself.

On this subject, as Rigaud is still actually of less
dimensions in front than it is declared te bo in its title,
tho only question te bo disposed of sconis te be this,
viz: "Is the Governient bound to complote the mea-

sure of the front of Rigaud, by extending the same
upwards 63?6 porches into lIawkesbury, and to

" cause the western lino thereof to bc drawn fron
thence to its full mcan depth of throo leagues, or
shahl the present line, as traced by the former pro-
prietors of Rignud, be verified, and thon taken and

, estcomed as the proper and unchangeable western
limit of tire Seigniory ?"

In reducing the questions now pouding to one of the
two alternatives above suggested, I have madc no ac-
count of the deficieney of 36 arpents in the front of
Vaudreuil. taking it for granted that the act for os-
tablishing the present conventional line betweon Vau-
dreuil and Rigaud, at the period in which it was donc,
must now bo considered as binding against the pro-
priotors of those two Seigniories, particularly as the
*rue superficial contents of Vaudreuil suffered no loss
in consequence, and tire Sur'vey of that lino was per.
formed by the directions and under the full authority
of ail who were in anywise interosted or concerned in
either of the adjoining Seigniories.

The answer te the question above stated in respect
to the ultimate position of tie western limit of Rigaud,
appears te miio te depond on such obvious facts and
principles combined, that hardly a doubt could be
raised as te the conclusion which must be ar'rived at
on the subject.

This conclusion is, that the GovOIrinment should con-
firm the present boundary as the western limit of
Rigaud, and (as far as it extends) as the bouridcary
between the former Provinces of VTppér and Lower
Canada.

Map No. 2, Reference 3.
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The following are the grounds of the abovo ccn- (T,)

clusion :

lst. In the formai declarations made by the repre- 2d Januny.
sentatives of the proprietors of Rigaud, i thoir pro-
test against the present Survey, served on me on the
third day of March last, and contained in page 98
et seq. of ny Report, it is stated that " the Soigniory
"of Rigaud isýnow bounded, and for more than one

hundred years lias been bounded by certain well
known iinits ;" and again, speaking of the lirits of

the Seignîiory of Rigaud, it is there affirmed that such
limits " are established by certain well known indis-
" putable boundarios," froin all of which it would
appear that no claim could now bo iade by thoso
parties for an extension of theso saine indisputable
boundaries, so declared by thenselves to be of more
than a hundred years standing, whatever effect such
declarations nay have on future claims of indemnity
for the deficiency in that Seigniory.

Tire Procès-verbal of Louki Guy, Provincial Sur-
voyor, dated thle 29th September, 1791, (vide page
112, et seq. of my Report,) contains a detailed state-
mont of tire Survey of the front of Rigaud, by which
Survey the mecasuro of that front was torminated at
the present boundary. From the saie document it
appears tiat tie thon proprietor of Rigaud was pro-
sont at tire oporations, that he was a direct party te
thom, baving signed tihe Procès-verbal of Suirvey, and
that lie thorein made a formal renunciation of ail
claims for any extent of land above or beyond tire said
boundary, and this iith the full knowledge that the
breadthr of ligaud was still incomplete by adopting
that peint of termination. Thesaid Procès-verbal thus
attested by his own proper signature, was afterwards,
te wit, on the 11th day of October in the same year,
recorded in the Publie Office of Enroibnents atQuebec,
probably by tie sane proprictor of Rigaud, as ho
was thle only appearing party te tire Survey. Two
other Surveys of the samo boundary lino wore also
subsequently made at the instance of the same pro-
prietor, the first by H. L. St. Germain, Land Sur-
voyor, in 1796, and the second by Col. Josephr Bo-u
chette, Survoyor Gonioral of Lower Canada, in 1806,
both of which Surveys wore comnenced at the bouri-
dary adopted by Louis Guy, as above mentioned, in
1791, and both the lines which proceeded fron the
saine were traced, in confornity with the direction of
his, as projected at thrat poriod.

These acts, establishing in themsclves a positive
renunciation and abandohmont of all claimrs to further
extent of territory in the Seigtiory of Rigaud, on thre
part of its proprietor, performed more than fifty coars
since, made subjects of public record by iimsolf, and
tacitly adoptod by tire Government in disposing of
tie lands adjoining thre boundary lino thus establishied,
must, 1 sheuld conceive, constitute a case, éntirely
ptescriptive in its effects, against the possibility of any
present or future claim bemg made mn law or equity,
for an extension of the liits of Rigaud, or for ii-
demnity te supply any actual deficiency in its present
superficial contents.

Should the resons givon above be doened conclu-
sive, and the Government decide on adopting the
prescnt western line of Rigaud as the future aind per.
manent boundary thereof, it would only romain to
mùake the Crown a party te the Surey by goMig over
and verifying the foriner olerations iu the fiold, first
notifying tle proprietors of the Seigniory, that they
might co-bperato in the samo if they ehould see fit;

nd in default of súcrh co-operatioù, by proceoding
emparte in thesame mnanner as heretofore.

thè remairn Prtion of the Provincial boundary,
I'eing meroly a right lino ;onneocting thé westernnost
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(T.> extremie points of New Longueuil and Rigaud, as be-

,'ore observed, becones determiniato as soon as those
I Jauaîry.' two points are establisheid.

Fromt all that lias now beau stated, I presunie it
will be easy tu decide uipon -the correctness or incor-
rcutness of the conclusions 1 have been iiducet to
adopt in relation te the main objects of tho present
operations. These conclusions were dorived ri part
fromt facts acquired in the course of the Survey, re-
lating te local subjects with regard te which no variety
of opinion coutil possibly exist of this description are
all tho results, connected with the present dimensions
of the Seigniories gone over, and the definition of the
truc positions and identity of each of the three prin-
cipal points of departure,-the Pointe au Baudet,
the Pointe des Cascades, and the Isles aux Tourtres.

But otier questions, ini qome cases adinitting of a
less positive deteriiination, have also hiad to bo con-
sidered. Of the latter class were those relating to
the western limit of Soulanges and Vaudreuil, with
respect te the partial application made of the Règle-
ment of 1676, in tracing that boundary in the ficild.

I have already treated at some length on that sub-
ject, but will now add a few observations to those
previously advantced, in explanation of the principles
and circuinstances of a local nature relative to this
particular case, from whence the conclusions applied
te it have ben adduced.

If the mnost obvions construction of the tities of
Soulauîges andVaudreîîl bai beenadhered te in esta-
blisimg tleir western himits, rejecting the Réylement
of 1676 as inapplicable, those two Seigiories would
have fallen short of tleir present contents by about
10,800 arpents, wliile New Longueuil would have ac-
qui-ed about 3,700 arpents froin lands now lying im
Newton.

This last quartily of 3,700 arpents being added to
Ie animount of tlie present actual deficiency in Rigaud,

which is about 2,600 arpents, and their sum then taken
from hie above excess of 10,800 arpents in Soulanges
and Vaudreuil, would leave 4,500 arpents as the col-
lective ainount of the encroachments of the iour Sci-
guiories on the lands of the Crown, without ieuiding
about 3,150 arpents of Crown lands, now taken mto
the upper side and rear of New Longueuil, which is
oinitted because this last quatiity is open te correction,
tie positioiis of the boundary lines idectog it not being
subject to any doubtfut construction fron tleir tilles.

But on flic other land, if the principle of flic par-
tial application of the Règlement of 1670, were to be
adniitted in this case, as it was cited and nomnally
acted upon im the Survey of Soulnges (carryimîg ils
eflects also to ithe Seigniory of Vaudreuil) tlien, ac-
cording to their present boindaries, these Seigniories
togethmer vould fhI short of their true or required con-
tents by about 6,900 arpents, or including Rigaud, lime
amount of hlie deficieicy for flie three would be
9,550 arpeoits, while at Ille saine lime, NewLongueuil
as il is now bounded would extend beyond its proper
liinits on both sides and in rear, and wouIld contain
about 4,400 arpents more than its proper quantity.

These two views of the same subject may suflice to
shew some of the difficulties which lie in flie way of
producing harmony by any means whatever between
the titles and former surveys of the internat bounîdaries
of any Of those Seigniories. I have presuned, how-
ever, that the Governient would undoubtedly leave
undisturbed all those ancient possessions in this case
where it might appear that flic parties, in assuming
those possessions, lad grounds to warrant them in doing

Appe'ndi r
so, which might, at least, secem reasonable, and against (T.)
whiiclh no positive fact could be brought in disproval.
As tho position of the western line of Souhinges and
Vaudreuil, however strongly implied in tleir titles, was,
at the same time, left without any express definition of
the principle upon which il should be established, and
the existence of an Ordinance applicable te (he Seignio-
ries on the St. Lawrence, under those circumstances,
gave at least a color of propriety to the partial adôp-
tion of flic saine in respect te the Survey of.Soulanges,
il would appear that ic possession growing out of tlat
Survey cones under hie above description, and would
not, in consequence, be considered as one which should
now h called in question : That flic application
of ti law, or Règlement, to that-survey was, at the
best, inerely partial, is very evident, as flic course pres-
cribed by il was only followed for a league and a hailf
on the western lino of Soulanges, while, lad the law
been truly applicable te the case, such a course should
have been continued more than double that distance,
across half the langue de terre between the two rivers,
and then hie remaining hal' of the saine should have
been bounded and terminated on the west by another
right fine extending from flic termination ofthis, in such
a direction as to strike the southerly bank of the Ottawa
River at ic exact distance of four leagues abovo the
Isle aux TourIres, which would have been very nearly
conforrmablo to flic ancient Survey of Vaudreuil when
ifs western limit was formed biy the lower boundary line
of' flic Domaine à la Raquette, now entirely within
the Seigniory of Iigaud.'

The above views, (which are perhaps comprized
in the principle before adverted te, of giving the benefit
of every reasonable doubt te the grantee,) I have en-
deavored to apply in deducing the foregoing conclusions
with respect to the position to be assigned to the Pro-
vincial boundary.

The operations to be performed in carrying out these
conclusions may bc briefly recapitulated as follows :

lst. To commence the upper boundary line of New
Longueuil at low water mark on flic upper side of the
Point au Baudet, and te prolong the saine on a due
north-west course se fCar as is necessary for giving to
that Seigniory the full depth of three leagues; first no-
tifying the proprietors of New Longueuil that they
may co-operate in the survey if they see fit to do so.

2nl. To verify and retrace flic present western lino
of Rigaud to its full tdepth as before mentioned.

3rd. To trace a riglt line connecting the ends or
terminations of flie two aforesaid Seigniorial line,
These thrce fines together will then fiorm ithe true line
of separation between ic former Provinces as required.

REMARKS.

lst. In determining in the field tlie truc position of
the south-western lino of New Longueuil, it miglht
perhaps be an instruction to flic Surveyor lo designate
and ascertain by precise admeasurement the actual
quantity of land hieretolore granied as part of the
Township of Lancaster, which will still lie within the
legal limits.of New Longueuil.

This would define the extent of any claims for in-
demnity which may be made by grantees of lands in
Lancaster upon flic Government, where the lands se

*Vide Map No. 2.
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granted, or any parts of them, should still be cut off by
the boundary line. It would also serve to determine thei

2MJ limits of the jurisdiction of the respective authorities in
cach of the former Provinces, along that part of the
boundary lino.

3 y giving to New Longueuil only ifs truc depth of
three leagues, it is obvious that there will be a tract of
Crown lands intervening between the rear linc of the
Seigniory and the grant of 1000 acres formerly made
to Col. DeLongueuil, which grant lies contiguous to,
and extends the whole lengti of, the present rear lina
of New Longueuil.

If the depth of three leagues was truly and correctly
taken in the former mensure of Nev Longueuil, on the
lower lateral line thereof, this intervening tract of'
Crown iands, (which will contain about 1300 English'
acres) will be of a triangular form terminating in a
point at its north-eastern extremity, as shewn on the
accompanying Map. But, as most of those former mea-
sures were inade very Ioosely, and are almost invari-
ably found, on examiiation, tu be incorrect, a question
arises as to the expediency of adopting that of the
lower line of New Longueuil without verification, or,
f exarnining the same at the time of drawing and es-

tablishing the other parts of the survey connected with
it.

Were 1 called upon to express an opinion en the
subject, I should decidedly recommend the latter,asthe
time and expense of the operation would be very tri-
tling compared with the whole that lias now to be done,
and it could hardly be presumed that the well defined
principles, upon whiclh an important Survey of this
kind slould be conducted, had been fully acted uipon,
if the accuracy of its results were based on an assump-
tion of the correctness of one part of a former set of
operations, while, at the same time, other parts of the
sameoperations are set aside as of known incorrcctness,
in details as well as principles.

2nd. With respect to the western line of Rigaud, I
would observe that although ail the former surveys of
that boundary, of which I have any knowledge, were
c.ommenced at one common point, and the lines were
traced fron that point in the same direction ; still, it
appears, from a Procès-verbal of tlie late Sur-
veyor General of Lower Canada, that errors -had oc-
curred in the continuation of soine of thîem, as they
receded from the front of the Seigniory, and that in
correcting those errors, hie line draiwn by him for tlie
same purpose, diverged from tia others towards the
vest.

My observations on that boundary shew that it still
inclines inwardly upon Rigaud, from whence, asit does
not appear that any grants of lands have ben made by
he Crown within the limits it encloses, I presutme that
this should be talken as lie proper survey to verify and
estiblish for the permanent limit of Rigaud, and the
boundary between those paris of the former Provinces.

1 have stated before that the superficial contents of
#ho Seigniory of Rigaud, according to its present limits,
fall short about 2600 arpents of the contents according
to the terms of the grant. The calculations shewing
so great a deficiency are founded on the true measure
of the front, as made by me, and the obserVod conver-
gence of both the lateral lines of the Seigîniory, joined
to the statement contained in the Procès-verbal of H.
L. St. Germain (page 122 of my Report) thathe had
allowed 28 arpents of additional -depth on the lateral
lines of the Seigniory, to compensate for the loss of
land in front caused by the indenture of the Ottawa

.AppendixRiver ;-such an allowance falling about two arpents (T.)
short of what it should have been to cover the above
loss in the front of the Seigniory. [22d Jaituury.

But, on comparing the officiai returns of survey and
other descriptions of the Township of Newton, witht
the limits of the same as tley appear on my Map, on
which the depth of Rigaud is laid down according to
St. Germain's Procès-verbal, there appear so many
discrepancies between them, both asrespects the courses
and the lengths of the lines connected with Rigaud,
that I arn led to believe that the present assumed lina
between Newton and Rigaud, if actually drawn in the
field, is not the one described by St. Germain, or, at
least, is not conformable to his description, and that it
is very probable that a boundary line, running from the
north-east angle of Newton parallel with a line con-
necting the extreme points of the front of Rigaud,
would include within the Seigniory a suflicient quan-
tity of land to more than conpensate for the losses in
superficial contents, caused by the indenture of ti
river in the front of the same.

From thiese circumstances, and the strong ground
they afford for believing that the rear lino of Rigaud
has never been traced in the field according to any de-
scription given of it, (which indeed it is impossible
could have been done,) as well as for the general rea-
sons before given in regard to retracing the rear line of
New Longueuil, I should think it would be necessary
to verify the measurements on the western line of Ri-
gaud and Newton, with a view to the establishment of
the truc position of the boundary between them, before
fixing the western termination of the same which
forms the second regular point in the boundary lina be-
tween the former Provinces.

The remarks to be made on the operations of tracing
the remaining connecting lina between tlie western
angular point of New Longueuil and south-western
limit of Rigaud, will be confned to the relation they
may have with the existing surveys of the same loca-
tics.

The tract of 1000 acres granted to Col. De Lon-
gueuil, as before observed, will, by this survey, become
separated from the rear line of New Longueuil, on
which it was granted and laid out in the field.

From documents relating to the Township of New-
ton, received from the late Surveyor Gencral of Lower
Canada, it appears that this tract was 17 chains in
width, with a mean length of 590 78-100 chains,
according to which dimension it would contain about
1004k acres. But, according to my plan of ihe Seig-
niory of New Longueuil, the truc mean length of this
grant of 1000 acres is about 623 chains, and its actual
area is about 1060 acres, of which about 950 acres
only will remain on the castern side of the nev Pro-
vince lina.

If the lands included in its present boundaries have
been located to settlers by the proprietor, it might be
doubted whether if would now be expedient or just to
alter those boundaries. Any question, however,
which may arise in respect' to that subject, can be
decided upon by the Government, or made conven-
tional with the proprietor, as I should conceive, with.
out entering into, or forming a part of the present con-
siderationsand, perhaps, the same remark would apply
to the tract of Crown lands, which will be found
between the rear of the Seigniory and that grant.*'

The remaining portion of tbis part of the Provinciad

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(2)ii boundary, to the north of the grant to Col. De Lon-

(T.) gueuil, will, as may be seei by relerring to the lap,
22l Jamrv. pas througl tleg westerlv parts of each of the iirst lots

in the southerly ranges of Newton, and thence
Ihrouglh the augmentation of Newton till it reaches
the corner of Rigaud.

I presume tiat the change in its position will not
l1ect the riglts of proprietors of lands in those sections

of tIe Township, and lhat ail grants of territory there,
previously inade ly the Crown, although they should
he partially or entirely transferred from the jurisdiction
of one Province to tat of the other, in consequence of
this survey, would still romain unchanged in their di-
inensions and situations.

In conclusion, 1 beg leave to express my regret that
this statement should have grown out to its present
lengtl, and that Ihe operatiotis upon whicl à is founid-
ed shiould ha% e extended to a period much later than I
ever anticipatCd, until after that at which I had hoped
to complete them.

The importance of the subject, and the very great
variety of matters which necessarily came under con-
sideration in attenpting a full exposition of the merits
and bearings of all the questions arising in connection
witlh it, will, I trust, be deened sußlicient reasons for
the length of this statement, and telieve me from the
charge of unnecessary prolixity.

My operations in the localities to which the survev
relates, after the completion of the admeasurements
and astrononical part of the work, were confined to
the side of the Seigniories bordering on the Ottawa
River, and became necessary on account of the want
of any conclusive evidence, previously obtained, to
decide the main question of territorial limits, which
was then pending.

On a question of such moment, relating to the right
te about 26,400 acres of land, held for upwards of a
century, as included in an old Seigniorial grant of
Lower Canada, and since claimed on the part of
Upper Canada as being, in fact, a portion of the
ungranted domains of the Crown, I could not have
presumed to offer an opinion, unless that opinion were

supported by more than more speculative or theoretical
conclusions, founded on assumptions of which the cor-
rectness vas doubtful, or which, if they were correct,
were of questionable applicability te the subject.

Believing, on the one hand, that the Government
would undoubtedly require complete and positive
proofs of the want of foundation for the claims of the
present possessors, before proceeding to exercise the
Royal Prerogative by resuming lthe lands, so long held
by theso possessors and their predecessors as portions
of the territory granted to them, while, on the other
hand, it seemed improbable that claims like those
made by Upper Canada would be lightly abandoned,
particularly when strengthened and sanctioned, as
they lad been, by the decision of a former Com-
missioner,-a person of kno-wn capacity and inte-
grity as well as of higli legal attainments, and duly
appointed te examine into and report upon lthe sub-
ject by the Provincial Authorities;-it appeared im-
perative upon me to seek for every documentary or
other evidence, vhich could be foundj, tending te throw
light on the question, and, when any such was obtain-
ed, to ascertain its relation and applicability te the de-
termination of the truc localities of the grants I was
required to define.

These views I have endeavoured to carry out efrec-
tually, and the success ultimately met with in elucida-
ting doubtful points which caused so much misappre-
hension and ditffrence of opinion among those who had
previously taken the same subject in hand, will, I trust,
be deemed fully commensurate with the additional time
unavoidably devoted to the investigations.

In the hope that the several documents now oilered
will be found to contain all that is requisite for the de-
finite adjustment of those difficulties, whicl have ex-
isted for nearly half a cent ury, and have been, in many
instances, most subversive of order and good-feeling
among those affected by (hem, I respectfully submnit dite
whole for the consideration and decision of the Govern-
ment.

On the depredations and losses sustained by the Habitans and others along the Line of the
Beauharnois Canal.

MONTREAL, 1st February, 1844.

Sn,
In obedience to the orders of the Governor General,

conveyed iii your letter of the 21st ultimo, we have the
honour to report, for the information of Iis Excellency,
the resuit of our enquiries into the losses of various kinds
which the Inhabitants of the Parishes of St. Clément de
Beauharnois and St. Timothée have sustained, in conse-
quence ofl the Works of the Beauharnois Canal passing
through and in the vicinity of their property.

The enclosed Schedule contains the naines of the
clainants, the nature of the loss or injury sustained, with
the amont of compensation claimed and our award on
each case. This document lins been preparcd by us af-..
ter a minute und strict examination of the parties on
oath, supported by the testimony of two sworn arbitra-
tors, whon the claimants had prudently, caused to visit
their respective lands at the time the losses and depreda-
tions complained of occurred.

This mode of proceedinghas enabled us to arrive at
the most satisfactory conclusion possible. The Schedule
contains thenaines of 1(2 claimants ; and after the rejec-
tion of many claims wlhich wo considered inadmissible,
and allowing a reasonable compensation for the injuries
sustained, shews a total amount of £4,959 '5s. 5d.

The niature of the losses may be clnssed under the fol-
lowing heads, viz:

Ist. The injury, and in some, instances, the total loss
of crops from tlie inundationof -the lands caused by the
Canal intersecting-tie li0 ditches-made-on the farms for
the purpose of drainiugthen. Inevery case of'this ia-
ture the owners of the.propetystate tit they male fre-
quent application to th E ngieer's on the line of the
works for dreins, but without effebt.

2ndly. The injury causedithe crops by the trpas of
cattle for the wanb of fences albng the line of the Canal
which the Board of Work, were ýre4uired to make, but
which, as isstatel in evide oehthey delaye to do,.and in
mome instances have not yet doôhe'.

8rdly. iThe destruction of tees: and fe1ces by the la-
borsrà fore tIc construetioniof their shantiô0 and for fire-
woodr; .th0eruin of the creps bylthe passage of thé la.

borers and cattle through the fields, and from the cattle
,being allowed to pasture therein.

4thly. The plunder of orchards, gardens and other
proporty, the killing of cattle by the laborers, which, in
some instances, was committed under the eyes of the Over-
seers of the works.

.In the course of our investigation, numerous claims
have been preferred by proprietors of farins for compen-
sation, for the occupation of their land by large quanti-
ties of stones deposited, for quarries.opened, and for eartlh
carried away,-all of which appear to have been done by
authority of the Engineers. Although claims of this na-
ture do not, we consider, fall'strictly under the letter of
our instructions, we have nevertheless thought it our
duty thus to notice them, for the information of the Go-
vernor General. It would appear that the. evils com-
plained of connenced- about the, month of June, 1842,
when the first excavation under the immediate direction
,of the Board of Works was made. We find that thxe pro-
prietors frequently complained to the E ngineer and to the
Stipendiary Magistrate on the subject, but we cannot
learn that any effectual remedies were adopted by them
for their remedy. The reply, invnriably given (as stated
to us) was that the Government would remunerate them
for their losses.

With reference to that part of otr: instructions which
?rquired us to state whether the sufferers liad, at the
time, or still have, their remedy at 1av against the
contractors or others, and the-means of practically avail-
ing theImselves of .such legal 1remedy, we have no hesi-
tation in giving it as our opinion,, that an action did and
still does lie against the Board of 'Works, who are the
ouly party legally*known to the proprietors of the land.

By the 18th clause of 'the Aët incorporating the
Board of Works, they alone are authorized, " by their
" Engineers, Agent; Sërahfs 'and Worknen, to pass

thrôugh àll lands' to whbnuoeverý belonging, for the
"parpose- of aecofnlishingealdh objects for which the

Bb rd was cnstituted.' The ,dotrctors cannot then,
we consider, be/vieved by theproþretors of the land iii
any éher 'light utWn'as' t get öf the Board, and, as
Ëuch, 'eànnot beý eld by tfem-liablefor the injuries sus-
tained.

There is, ihwevei, àÙ1atiyi*,'cult, if not a positive le-
gal impediniont, to the !njuire patis ayailing themselves
of this riglit of action. The Governor General, by thé

Ve do not, lowever, intend to convey to His Excel-
lency, as our opinion, tlhat were the imnpediient renloved
the parties would avail themîselves of their legal reiedy.
Profound respect for the Goverineut, and a prompt and
implicit obedience to its tllicers, are imarked fetatures in
the character of the habitans ; any atteipt to impde
the Governmnent, thogli by legal meants, would be viewed
hy thei as a cpecies of revolt agaiinst legitiiate authority.

Appendix
This feeling is founded on the high opinion the habi- (U.)

tans entertain for the character of the Governmient, and
on a firmn belief that, ailthioug-h official formialities and othier
temporary causes may occasionally interpose, their claims 22d Januar)
will eventually be fairly reviewed, and substantial jus3tice
bc rendered therm.

REPORTS ON GEOLOGICAL SURVEY,
PRESENTED TO TIE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY ON 27TU JANUARY, 1845.

C. T. METCALFE.

TUE GOVERNoR GENERAL transmits for the information of the Legislative Assembly,
the accompanying Copies of Reports that have been received from Mr., W. E. LoGoa.r, who is
employed on a Geological Sur'ey of the Province.

'TuE Ocological investigations made within the last
few years in Pennsylvania, NowYork, and other Statcs
of the American Union, at the expense of their Gov-
ornments, have thrown great light upon the structure
of a considerable portion of the country lying bc-
tween the Rocky Mountains and the Atlantic Ocean;
and, it would scem that a vast trough of doposits,
conformable from the coal downwards, extends longi-
tudinally froin Alabama, te some point below Quebec
on the St. Lawrence, and transversely from the shores
of Lake Huron to the borders of the Atlantic.

Confining attention to those .regions,>which serve
te illustrate the probable structúro"ôf Canada,, it
would appear that a nucleus of coal measures coming
from the southwest is spread out in Pennsylvania, and
that from the southwest corner of this State these
measures extend more than 200 miles in a north-east
direction, while their greatest breadth, from within
a fcw miles of Lake Erie tothe Apalachian rango of
mountains, may be about 120 miles. From beneath
this enormous coal-field, there crop out in -succession
a variôty of conformable deposits, whichroughly fol-
low its, contour in parallel band&, and aniong then,
at a distance of more than. 20,00 foet below the coal,
as measured on the south-eastern sido of the trough,
is a woll ,marked limestone formation, supposcd from,
its fossils to bc contemporaneous with the lower Silu-
rian rocks of Britain. This, in its south-eastern de-
volopuent, passes from the State of Piennsylvania to
that of Now York, and, reaching the banks of the
Hudson River and Lake Champlain, sweeps into
Canada,in the eastern section of which it constitutes
the trough of the St. Lawrence, forming the banks
of the river to some distance below Quebec. Return-
ing froin this, its northl-wstern outcrop touches, the
xorth shore of Lake Ontario, and passing to the south
of Lake Simcoe, strikés ùpon Lako huroi.

This limestone rests upon a. deposi, of. sandston of
considerable thickness, and I am ed to hink
that ii tho western section of the -oncç, and on

lime-stone above mentioned and the coal will be found
among them being one which in the State of «ew
York is said te bear valuable beds of gypsum.

If this gencral vicw of the structure of the country
should be confirmed by such a hasty rcconnaissance
as can be mado during the present season, it appears
te me that a judicious mode of bringing out -the'de-
tails of its Gcology would be, to make- sveral-parallel
sections in a northward and southward direction, the
number and locality of vhich must be determined by
circumstances. , These would fix with accuracy the
boundaries of the yarious deposits at certain points,
and by intermediatëe!nihinationsthe continuous direc-
tion of the linos of outcrop could be ascertained.

It is, I believe, upon the secondary rocks enmerated
that the chief part of the settement of the country
exists., The prnnary rocks, however, most of which
are still covcrcd with forest, wvill probably constitute
tho metalliferous portion of Canada. To what distapce
upon these it ivill bc judicious te carry the sections
and examinations isa subject thawifil reqire con-
sideration, sItil,pi-obably,be prudcn#,ins theefug~
instance, to proceed but a sho't distnco beyond the
liniit cf sottlement, untîl se muchi of tlhe general Survey
is com~pleted as vill be ufiliit te dqtermine.with truh
the promiinent.geological foatures of the country, and
so; conect them togéther.as to form the ,foundation
of a more-extende, Or more elaboratoinvestigation
subsequently, shoud e Lgisaturq eOm it e x dient
to permit thé present Survcy te continue s cient'
long for the purpose, or institute a similar one at a
future period.

Unfulfilled professional engagements, contracted in
Britain previous te my undertaking a Geological Sur-
vey of this Province, rendering it necessarv that I

and though as parts of the great unbroken body of

7h Janu. are successively precipitated in rapids and cascades,

tiat, at once cutting deep into a thick and vide
spreading deposit of' an argillaceous character, (sup-
posed fron the romains of marine shells with which it
is associated, to bo of the Most recent tertiary age,)
in many places, expose the solid stratified rocks buricd
beneath. On the Maskinongé, the sycnitic i.ange is
about twelve miles from the St. Lawrence; on the
Achigan about twenty; and it strikes the Rivière
du hord about half a mile to the south of the village
of St. Jerome. Following this streain down, the
primary rocks, which are close on its northern bank,
gradually assume a course with less of southing in it
until they reach Lachute Mils, where their direction
becoies nearly due west.

Along this lino fron Cape Tourment to Laclute,
the outcrop of the limestone does not in all cases cone
quite up to the primary rocks. Thero is occasion-
ally a space left between them for the calciferous
sandstono on which it rests; and along the Rivière
du Nord this rock, capped by the limestone, is scen in
several places in a wel defined escarpment about half
a mile fron the sycnitic range, dipping southward at
Nu angle of six degrees, which is probably one or
two more than tho average dip along the whole line
of strike froin the neighbourhood of Queboe.

The distancefrom Lachuiteto the exit of Lake Cham-
plain in a straight south-cast lino across the upper end
of the Island of Montreal is about fifty miles ; and
from what lias been said, it would appear that the
lInestone under examoination, from thus lino to the
north-east consutites a shallow trough, which in the
neighbourhood of Montreal is of the breadth speci-
fied, and which gradually tapering to a point, tcriin-
ates at Cape Tourment, a distance of 180 miles down
the St. Lawreace, which flows through the Middle of
it the whole way. Whether any superior rock rests
upon tiis formation in the district described, I am
not prepared to say ; but from the abundant pre-
sence of limostone in the Island of Montreal, which oc-
cupies the very centre of the basin, if any does exist
(and the position of a conîglomnerate on the Island
of St. eIclens rendors it not unlikely) it will probably
be of sall extent.

Following the limestone formation to the westward,
the basin which has been mentioned, after passing
the lino up to which it has been brought, splits into
two parts against an extensive tract of prinary coun-
try in the State of Now York, rising uîp bctween
Lake Champlain and the loiïer end of Lake Ontario,
end passing into Canada at the Thousand Islands. Of
those divisions, one arm comprehends the calcareous
rock alrcady spoken of as existing along Lake Cham-
plain, and the other constitutes a trough, a few miles
within the southern rimu of which runs the St. Law-
rence from the Thousand Islands to Lake St.Francis;
while its northern outcrop, bordering on the Ottawa,
rests upon a continuation of the syenitic range of
rocks described, which, proceeding fron Lachute,
first touch this river at Grenville, and keep on its
northern bank the whole way to the Tottnship of
Ilull, with the exception of one point in the Township
of Alfred, whcro the river inaking an elbow to the
north, has the priniary rocks on both sides. ,Pur-
suing the Ottawa against the streain, the river makes
a considerable bond te the southward abovo the point
wherc it thunders down the Chaudières at Bytown
(a cataract inferior in importance onlyto Niagara,)
and thug in Hall the limestono lias a'breadth'of about
five miles on the north of the river. But how intch

reach the neighbourhood of -the Lac des Chats. (W.)
From the Rapides des Chats to Brockville, the dis-
tance iii a straight lino is about seventy 'Miles, and 27thanuary
about ton miles to the westward of this line, flite'basset
edge of the western extremity of ilie trough under
description, gently rises up to rest upontho castern
side of a great promontory of sycnitic country con-
ing froin 'the North te connect the vast primary
regions of Canada, by 'thc very narrow isthmus f
the Thousand Islands, with those which sprcad out
like a huge peninsula in New York.

Between these primary rocks and the southern out-
crop of the limestone, the calciferous sandstono as-
suning a very silicious character,is largely developed;
but on the northern side of the trough I did not any
whero detect it coming te the sur ace, thouîgh'thô
limestone was in no place seen to approach the pri-
mary rocks so near as te determine its absence, and
the lowest calcarcous beds always possessed so much
of an arenaceous mixture as te deterioràte the quality
of the stona for the purpose of making' lime. On fthe
western side of the trough the sandstono witli the
limestone resting on it; is visible, among other places,
at the Upper Narrows on Rideau Lake, dipping a'
little te the north of cast at an angle of four degros.

On the western side of the syonitic promontery
which has been mentionod,'the sandstono ýappears to
thin down and die away altogother, and the limestonò,
which after pàssing round fron the Hudson River
by tei valley of flic Mohawk River 'and Trenton
Falls, comes into Canada by Howc andWolfe Islands,
is seen at Cedar Island, in the 'vicinity of Kingston,
to rest immediately on the syenite.

My information as te the development of tlisdal
carcous band farther west is net very preciîe, but in
its progress in that direction it is known to comne
upon the shores of Lake Simcoe, and to strike those
of Lake Huiron in Notawasaga Bay.

the geological investigations of New York do not shew
ith January. it to posess any minerals of great' value; it teoins

with excellent mineral springs of various kinds, and
in general gives support to a most fruitful agricultural'
soie.

It wiill readily be understood, tlat tho short time I
have been in the country can have enabled ne to ex-
tend personal observation over but a small portion of
the vast tract brought into review. The main object
of my excursions has been te trace, as far as possible,
the limits of the limestone that pervades it; and,
though nany interesting, facts connected with other
branches of the subject, have been ascertained, and
much fossil and mineralogical material been collected,
there has not yet been any opportuniiý to arrange
the one or examine the other, with the attention due
te the attainment of accurato results. 'Tho detail of
these I am therefore' dosirous of reserving for sme
future occasion. My present object is to exhibit such,
a probable leading feature in the structure 'of the
country, as is likely to suggest a systenmatic plan of
operation in the Survey ; and this well marked zone of
limestone at the base if the transition rocks is se far
of suabh a character, that, its course boií well ascer-
thined, it will at once determine the direction' in'
which to searcl for metals, and that in which to look-
for coal. Geological exporience teaches that the me-
talliferous rocks are below it, the carboniferous above.

Dr. Buckland has remaiked that, " Before we had
acquired by exporiment some extensive knowledge
"f the contents of each series of formations, which

"the Geologist can readily idontify, there was no a
"priori reason te expect the presence of coal in any

The Northern outcrop of the New Brunswick coal-
tield, is, I believo, stated te reach Canada on the shore
of the Bay of Chaleur. What the distance of its base
nay be from Cape Gaspé is tncertain, but even if it

do net exceed twenty miles thero will be space enougli
at a much lcss dip than Capt. Bayfield bas given to
the limestono thero (25 degrees) to hold the total
thickness of the various formations that may occupy
the interval, even should they measure as much as
their equivalents in Pennsylvania.

The Island of Anticosti, and the clusters of Mingan
and Esquimaux to the north qf it, as well as some
narrow strips of the noighbouring main are composed
of limestono, which it would be necessary to connect
with the Gaspé strata. Thoir geographical situation
mîiglit at first sight seem to place thein lower in the
order of superposition, the general clip of the Gispé
district being to the South, but a fold over a curvili-
neal prolongation of the anticlinal axis of the Eastern
Townships night account for the geographical posi-
tion in question.

This conjectural view of the general structure of
the eastern part of Canada, is given without confi-
dence, as the facts are yet too scanty te establish it.
But it would at once be invested vith'a high degrc
of probability were the fossils of the Cape Gaspé

rigid comparison found to agree, and I have been in- (W.)
duced to bring it forward chiofly to stato. this circun-
stance, for the purpose of illustrating the very g;eat JQuinar1importance of organie romains in geological iiivestiga-
tiens.

It will thus be perccived that though tho vide-
spread limestone deposit of Canada may not bo pos-
sessed of subordinate inineral contents of a character
te tempt researches far beneath, its surface, its im-
portance is considerable as guiding to a knowledge
of the eneral structure of the country, and thereby
facilitating the discovery of mineral riches in other
formations.

In requcsting you te place the presont communica-
tion before His Excellency the Governor Genoral, I
am desirous of stating that the presont condition of
the subject of which it treats rendors it ahnost im-
possible that it should bc free from error.

My object has beon te give a probable sketch of
some leading feature in Canadian Geology, and if I
havo succoeded se far as te render more easily intelli-
gible the merits of such a plan of future operations
as a less hasty consideration of the ovidences collected
may finally suggest, I shall rest satisfied that my tine
has not been misapplied.

Previous te entering for the ensuing season on
the field labours of the Geologièal Survèy committed

te ny charge, it is proper that I should report to
Your Excellency the progress made in the investiga-
tion up te the present period; and for the purpose of
rendcring the details, that may be given on this and
on any future occasion more connected and intelligi-
ble, it appears to nie expodient that I should plaoe
before you a short account of the general structure
of an extended area on the continent of North Ame-
rica, of which the geological foatures of Canada forai
but a part. With a general sketch of the subject be-
fore the mind, the isolated facts, from, time to tim
ascertaincid, will be the more easily remembered, their
bearing and value more readily understood, and the
harmonious relation of parts, which would otlerwise
socm confused, will be more distinctly discerned.

The liberal view of their own interests, which, dur-
ing the last ton years, has induced not less than twenty
ef the Stato Legislatures of the American Union te
institute investigations into the mineral resources of
their respective territories,, and the devoted zeal and
very great skill, with whieh thel various appdinted
Geologists have proscuted the tasks comnitted. te
them, have thrown a clear light upon the structure pf
a vast portion et the Atlantic"sido et this continent;
and the valuable economic and scienti1fc resUits e
theseo examinations, extending ovdr an area 'xceod-
ing half a million of iquare mies, n ow raidmy
appearing before the worlo.' Ticy exéite- a high do-
gree of interest in Europe, where compar‡tive refo
onces are made te them with increasig freqioency,
and thé infesti tion ef ne bountoryn tiis side of
the Âtlantic T 1 now be satisfâoîeniy caiéd on,
without deriving froïn them an e ,lation f m ny.

i~ Januitry.' I exporience much gratification iin acknowledging,

not only thereat, benefits conferred by the American
Surveys on thie science in gencral, but also the essen-
tial service to bo dorived from thcm in the examina-
tien of Canada in particular. In availing myself of
the labours of the American Geologsts te illustrate
the general relations of the rock formations of the
Province, it will be convenient te divide the subject
into two parts, and drawing a lino along tho IIudson
River and Lake Champlain te Missisquui Bay, and
t.hence te Quebec, to consider the region t the west
(f this Une separately from that on the south side of
the Saint Lawrence te the east, there being certain,
conditions in the one that do net prevail in the other.

WESTERN DIVISION.

The western division, as connected with the Geolo-
gy of Canada, may be described as a gigantic trough
of fossilliferous strata, conformable from the summit
of the coal, te the bottom of the very lowest formations
containing organie romains, with a transverse axis
reaching from the Wisconsin River and Green Bay
in Lake Michigan te the neighbourhood of Washing-
ton, a distance of nearly soven hundred miles; and
a longitudinal one extending froin Quebec in a south-
wester'ly direction, te some point, with which I am
tnacquainted, beyond the Tenessec River in Alabama.
Contained within this vast trough, and resulting from
gentlo undulations in the strata, giving origin te broad
anticlinal axes, there are three important subordinato
basins, in the centre of each of which spreads out an
enormous coal-field. One of these extends in length
from the County of Logai on the southern borders of
Kentucky, in a north-westerly direction,to the.Rock
River in Illinois, where it falls into the Mississippi, a
distance of three hundred and sixty miles, and in
breadth froin tho mouth of the Missouri te the County
cf Tippecanoe, on the Wabash lin Indiana, two hun-
died miles. Presenting an oval form intersected by
the Rivers Illinois, Wabash and Ohio, and bounded
by the Mississippi, which sweeps along nearly the
whole of its western margin, this coal-field covers an
area of 55,000 square miles. The second occupies
tho heart of the State of Michigan, anid reaching
100 miles in an, east and west direction from within
thirteen 'leagues of the lake of , that namo to Sagi-
naw Bay in Lake Huron, and 150 miles in a north'
and south lino from tho neighbourhood of the Rivers
Manisteo and Ausable te tho esource of the Grand
River near Jackson on the road between Detroit and
St. Josephs, itý exhibits an irregular pentagonal shape,
ud comprises a superficies of 12,000 sguare milos.

The chief part of the outliers, as wiell as thé main
body of the deposit, an0 also the otþer two great
coal-fiels described, yield fuol of the bitùrinouà quai-
ity ; but to tho eastward of the Susquehanna, there are
three large outliers almost sufficiently important t,
deserve the designation of another coal-field; in whicl
the fuel contahied is of the anthracitic kind.

Tho undulations which havo been mentioned, con-
stitute an important feature,in the structure of the
country between the St. Lawrence and the Atlantic.
Their ridges or anticlinal axes, preserving a remark-
able degree of parallelism, have been treed for vast
distances, ranging in a sinuous south-westerly course
from Lower Canada to Alabama. Crossing thei
from north-west to south-east, those farthest fromltic
ocean are broad and gentle, but in succession they
become more acute an prominent; and as they do
so the dips on the north-west side of the axes, in-
crease in inclination in a more rapid ratio 'than those
on tho south-east, giving te the undulations the form
of waves driven before a gaie, until at length the
former assume a perpendicular attitudç and even pre-
sent an inversion of the strata.

It is where the flexures reach the Apalachian chain
of mountains that the phenomena of these overturn
dips are exhibited, and there the undulations, becom-
ing identified with the ridges and vallies of the chain,
afford an explanation of the structure of this great
range of highlands. The disturbances which have
given origin te these mountains, as. they affect the
coal measures, must, of course, take their date subse-
quent to the carboniferous ora; but, as may bc
gathered from what lias been said, it is only on the
south-east side of the third coal-field that the mea-
sures arc violently corrugated and fractured. The
north-west outcrop exhibits a comparaiively quiescent
condition, and it would appear from the regular cou-
tour of the Illinois and Michigai doposits,. that .the
disturbing forces had entirely died away before reach-
ing them. It does not seem impeobable, 'however,
that tho broad fiat anticlinal axis vhich,separates
theso two- from thW other,, may have some relätioiù
to the expiring effort of those forces, for altliough its
course cannot be clled precisely pralletel' t he
Apalachian undulations, there are yet bends in i that
seem te correspond with somp of thecrves of Utht
chain of mountains. From M onrçe County, in Kôn-
tucky,,thisaxis takes a gently sinuous course, running
under Cincinnati, "on the Ohtiio, to the upper end of
Lake Erie; thence it curves tO the upper end. of Lake
Ontario, whore my assistant, Mr. Murray, has ob-
served its induenco in deflctihg the strike oif the
strata in the ne gbourhood ofBu4lington ]Bay.

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(W.) their south-astcern dovelopment they attain the ag-

grogate thickness of about 30,000 feet. But in the
27h ny. State of New York, where the quiet condition of the

northern outcrop affords an admirable opportunity of
determining with certainty all tho relations of the
deposits to one another, net more than onc third of
that ainount can b niade out. It would seem, there-
fore, if the many conplicatcd folds existing on the
south-east side have occasioned no error in the esti-
mate, that the formations must thin down greatly to-
wards tho nortb.

These fossilliferous formations, wherever they hpve
been found in actual contact with the rocks beneath,
appear ta rest upon masses of the primary order.
But the geologists of New York consider they have
evidence of the existence of a series of non-fossilli-
ferous sodcmentary strata, in a more or less highly
crystal lino condition, of an ago between the two. As
considerable difficulties, however, attend the question,
it will bo suficient for the purposes of tho present
description ta unite all the subjacent rocks, whether
metamorphic or primary, and te class them under
latter denomination.

The lowest of the fossilliferous strata is a sandstono
of variable quality, more purely silicious towards the
bottom, and calciforous towards the top, which gives
support te a thick and remarkably persistent deposit
of i mestone, strongly distinguishcd by its organie
remains. This limestone thus becones an admirable
means of tracing out the perimeter of tho great
western arca un mer consideration. From the north-
west border of North Carolina, it swops in a broad
belt across Virginia ta the junction of the Slienandoah
and Potomac. Thcncc traversing Maryland, it passes
through Pennsylvania by flarrîsburgh, on the Sus-
quchanna, and Belvidore, on the Delaware, accom-
panicd up ta this point by thé underlying sandstone.

iminished in its thickness, it thence crosses New
Jersey, and reaching Poughkeepsie it passes up the
valley of the Hudson and Champlain, keeping ta the
east of the river and the lake, and attains the neigh-
bourhood of Missisquoi Bay. Entering Canada, it
proceeds towards Quebec, and it reaches the vicinity
of that fortress; but I am not yet aware of the pro-
cise spots at which it is visible in its course thither,
farther than that I have been informed a stratified
limestone answering its condition is quarried and
burnad in the Seignory of St. Hyacinthe, east of the
Yamaska River. As Quebec itsclf does not stand
upon tho formation, it probably crosses the St. Law-
rence higher up the stream; ýbut it may bo seen in
the quarries of Beauport and farther down the river,
and its linit in that direction is ta bc foùnd near
Cape Tourment, whore the underlying primary rocks
come ta the water's edgc. Turning at this point, and
following the northern out-crop of the deposit up the
valley cf the St. Lawrence, it is found ta run along
the foot of a range of syonitic hills of a gnicsoid or-
der, which preservo a very aven and direct south-
westerly course, and down the flank of which the
various tributaries of the great river are successively
preipitated in rapids and cascades. On the Maski-
nongé the sycnitic range is about twelvc miles in a
direct line from the St. Lawrence, on the Achigan
about twenty, and it strikes the Riviere du Nord
about half a mile south of tho village of St. Jeromo.
Following this stream, the priinary rocks, which are
close upon its northerni bank, gradually assume -a
course with less of southing in it, until they reach
Lachute Mills, when their 'direction becomes nearly
due east. Along this lino from Cape Tourment, the
basset edge of flic limestone does net in ail cases come
quite up to the primar rock. There is occasionally
a space left between t'e tWo for the saidstone bcl
ncath, and on the Riviera du Nord the calciforous

part of this rock, eapped by the limestono, is seen in
several places in a well dcfined escarpment about half
a mile from the syenitic range, dipping southward at
an angle of six degrees, which is ptobably one or two
more than the average inclination along the strike of
the northern outerop thus far traced.

Leavin the Riviera du Nord, at Lachute Mills the
edge of t e fossilliferous -strata, still well defined by
the rise of the primary rocks from below them, crosses
the Township of Chatham, pursuing a direct course to
Grenville, on the Ottawa, where the, calcareous de-
posit is seen at the upper end of the canal. A little
above the village the primary range cones upon the
river, which may correctly be considered the general
division between the two until we attain the Township
of Hull. A bond in the Ottawa there, cutting deep
into the limestone, leaves four ta five miles breadth of
it on its left bank, and the formation displayed in lofty
precipices in the neighbourhood of Bytown, affords the
magnificent scenery of the Chaudière Falls. From
personal observation I cannot speak of its course farther
up the Ottawa, but I understand it reaches the island
of Allumet, -and thence turning southward, runs
through the Townships of Packenham, Ramsay, and
Drummond,-crosses the Rideau Canal in Rideau
Lake in Elmsley, where, with the subjacent sandstone,
it is seen in section at the Upper.Narrows resting ont
the primary rocks and dipping to the north of east ýat
an angle of four degrees,-and sweeping round the
adjoining corner of Bastard and Young, traverses
Elizabethtown, and, reaches the St. Lawrence in the
neighbourhood of Brockville. The 4imestone deposit
following the St. Lawrence down te St. Regis, has a
wide spread of the sandstone coming from beneath it
on the United States side of the river, the lower edge
of which passes by Canton, Hopkin, and Malone, to
Chateauguay, mn a ine north of east. , Here it makçs
a sudden turn to the south-east, and- the limestone
sweeping round at its proportionate distance, cornes
upon the western shore of Lake Champlain at the
mouth of the Chazy River, about five miles up which
its base is seen. Running along the shore of the lake
it reaches Peru, where the basset edges of both se-
dementary deposits corne close together. Followîng
up the lake they attain Whitehall. They then bend
round te the valley of the Mohawk, ascending which
they arrive in the neighbourhood of Trenton, where a
grand display of the limestone in the Falls of that name
gives origin to the New York designation of thé upper
part of the deposit. From this the limestone gains
the Black River, and follows down the whole of its
course ta Lake Ontario, of which it forms the coast
from Ellisburgh te a point belbw Cape St. Vincent.
Again entering Canada'it composes Wolfe -Island and
the upper part of Howe Island,,and it is seen resting
on the primary rocks in Cedar Island without the in-
terposition, of the sandstone. Kingston stands upon the
formation, and the base of it, cropping out several
miles te the north of the town, stikes away tò the
Townships of Madoc and Marmora, in each of which
tho primary rocks ar.e seen givifg it support near their
respective iron works. 'Thence if rùns to Renia ,on
Lake Simcoe, and siniks under the waters of Lake
Huron in Georgian Bay. Between Kingstôzi nd
Lake Huron the general dip oft"the fofiation is so
small, that it is next te mpraîticle te 'measure it.

SERIES OF FOSSILLTPERoUs D3POsITS.

Iaving thus traced as far as necessary the contour
of the lowest deposits of the fossilliferous area under
description,', and Laving given tie position and superfi-
cies of the coal-fields which spread eut at the summit,
of tie series, it will be under'stood that the whole of
the space between the perimeteY of the latte? and the
boundary of the former is occupied by the various belts
or zones resulting from the outcrop of the successive
formations.

he lowest of these fossilliferous sedimentary depe-
sits is the sandstone, which lias already been mentioned.
It assumes various lithological appearances in different
places and in different parts, of its vertical thickness.
At its b-ase' it is sometimes a quartz rock, se hard and
vitrious as scarcely té b distinguished from the primary
masses on which it rests, and it frequerrtly prescrits the
aspect of a coiglomerate, as at Gananoqui, with large
quartz pebbles in a matrit of fine sand. It is often an
even-bedded, even-grained sandstone, yellowish brown
and compact, or white, saccarine and friable. It is
occasionîally of a deep red colour in the lower part; and
at Montmotrency, near Quebec, Professer Emmons, of
the New'York Survey, states it to be stained in parts
by green'carbonate of copper. : Thé highest portion of
the formation sometimes- oxhibits (lie- cfiaracter' of a
breccia, vriti fiagnents of a dingy calcareous rock uni-
ted by an areriacious cemeni. But the typical' quality
of the vhrofe' mass, as sèe at Potvdam, in New York,
where it is' extensively tqarried for economie purposes,
is a- yellowish brown sandstone splitting inte rectan-
gular parallelopipèds of almostany required size. It i
said to contain few foseils ; a bivalve sheil (lingula
ovata), is considered chàracteristic, and at the top of
the'deposit fucoids- exist. The total thickniess of tLie
formation is upwards of 8@06 feet.

This silicious deposit passes intô a sandstone of a
lcifarous' qualityivhich tire 'eologists cf Perinsylva-

nia dlass with th& former, but those of Nev York con-
sider sufliciently markedito -bu taken as a distitict for-
mationt. lt is in general a fine grained arenaceois
limestone; with soie Beda of a pure calcareous quality.

peculiar fossils, and with it constitutes the New York
inferior limestone formation.

At the top' of the general deposit, the bituriinou shale
predominates over the limestofie end affofds a pâssage
to tha succeeding formation. To the student of Norti
American geology, no formation deserves cloer atten-
tion than the one just noticed. It is cne of the most
persistent of the whole series, both geographically'and
lithologically 'conàidered, and it abounds in peculiéi
and characteristie fossils, cruîstacean, molluscan, and
coralline. In the New York Survey it is called the
Treidofr fimestone, taking its name from the Icdaity of
its greatest observed thickness, vhich is about400 feet.

The total thickness of hie rocks enumerated docs
not reach 2500 feet, and the summit of the formation
last -mentioned, after running up the south side of the
Mohawk valley, quits thc State of New York at
Oswego. Thence, in a course parallel to the out-crop
of the formations above, it reaches Oakville near the
head of Lake Ontario, where its position lias been
determined by my assistant Mr. Murray, who lias also
ascertained that from this point it bonds round to Col-
lingwood on Nottawasaga Bay in Lake Huron. If a
fine, therefore, be drawn between these two points on
the two lakes, it is probable, taking into consideration
tlie extremely moderate dip and undisturbed condition
of the strata, and the general even geographical sur-
face of the country, that no deposit higher in the series
lian the gray sandstone will be found in any part of

Canada between that line and Quebec. There arc
still to be interposed between the gray sandstone and
the truc coal ineasures, a mass of strata equal at tie
lowest computation to bctween 4000 and 5000 feet;
and we are therefore not warranted reasonably to anti-
cipate the occurrence of any part of those truc mea-
sures in tie district in question. Decived, however,
by the dark colour and mineralogical character of the
deposit of bituminous shale overlying the great lime-
stone formation, and unacquainted with truc geological
inferences, adventurers have not been wanting in
Canada ready to expend their money in search of coal
hy boring in that deposit. Befire the appointment of
the State survey similar attemps were from time to
time made in New York, and in this and other like
deposits it lias been ascortained that no less a sum
than half a million of dollars altogether had been
wasted in vain efforts to obtain what a regular geologi-
cal investigation of the structure of the country, soon
demonstrated it would be contrary to aIl exporience
to expect in the strata chosen for the search.

Continuing an enumeration of the formations in an
ascending order of superposition, the next in succes-
sion to the gray sandstone is a variegated red and green
narly and shaly sandstone, of a crunbly nature, with
which are associated some bands of quartzose gray
sandstone, in some places yielding good flagstones, anid
in otheis good building stones. Brie springs issue
from the formation, abikndant in number, but scarcelv
strong enougli to be converted to profitable use in th~e
manufacture of salt. One of these exists at St. Ca-
therines, in Upper Canada. The fossils of the for-
mation are characteristic. They consist of bivalve
and univalve shells and fucoids, and one of these (fu-
coides harlanii) is considered an uniailing guide in
tracing the deposit, of which the thicknîess may be
estimated at about 600 foot.

Upoi the preceding rests a set of strata, consisting
of bright green shales, associated with a partial bed of
oolitic fossilliferous iron ore, of which the greatest
observed thickness in any place is two feet, and in-
terstratified with two bands of more or less impure
limestone, containing silicified organic remains. These
romains are sometimes replaced by calcedony and agate,
and geodes occur conîtaining a number of bcautiful
silicious minerais, with sulplate of barytes, sulphate
and carbonate of lime, and, in small quantities, yel-
low sulphuret and green carbonate of copper. The
fossils are numerous, and consist of trilobites, univalve
and bivalve shells, graptolites and fucoids. Among
flic shells,pentameurs oblongul!<s is aburidant and char-
acieristic. The thickness of flic deposit is variable,
and may be taken at eighly feet.

The next formation consists of calcareo-argillaceous
shale of a bluish colour, abundantly fossilliferous, on
which a few beds of silicio-argillaceous limestone,
yielding a good water cement, constitutes a passage
into a strong calcareous rock above. The lower part
of this consists of a cemented mass of broken encri-
nital columns, often beautifully variegated with red, to
which siccecds a thick-bedded sparry gray limestone,
followed by one of a darker colour, upon wluich rests a
brownîish bituminous limestone, sparry below, and
marked by the presence of the sulphurets of zinc and
of lead above, and the whole is crowned by a set of
slaty dark gray calcareous beds, with mammillated
surfaces, separated by thin laminae of bituminous shale.
It is over a slope and precipice which presents the whole
thickness of this limestone, that the rapid and cataract
of Niagara fidis ; and to tic assemblage of rocks coin-
posing it, and tle argillaceous strata below, the geolo-
gists of New York have in consequence given the
appropriate name of tlie Niagara Group.

It is said to be in tie north-western development of
the limestone of this group that the great and valuable
lead mines of Wisconsin exist. The group is strongly
characterised by its fossils, which are abundant, vari-
ous, and peculiar, consisting of trilobites, univalve
and bivalve shjells, encrinites and corals, and its total
thickness, where it enters Canada, is not less than 260
feet.

We now come to a deposit vhich, in consequence
of the valuable material it contains useful for agricul-
ture and other purposes, and giving origin to the in-
dustrial application of capital, is one of the most im-
portant of the whole series. In the lower part it
consists of variegated green spotted red shales, sur-
mounted by greenish and drab coloured slaty limestone
strata, alternating with red shales, which are followed
by brownish calcareous and argillaccous shales, enclos-
ing white and dark coloured masses of gypsum, of
which there appear to bc two ranges capable of being
profifably worked, separated from one another by a
band of porous limestone. Hopper shaped cavities of
various magnitudes, supposed to have once contained
crystals of sait, exist in the gypsifero.us part of the
deposit, and ic whole is capped by calcareous strata
fit for the purposes of hydraulic cement. This forma-
tion is the seat of a number of valuable brine springs,
and in the County of Onondaga, in the State of New
York, no less tian 3,134,317 hushels of sait were pro-
fitably riariufictured from then in 1841. The fossils
of tlie formation are not numerous, and the thickness
of the whole deposit, where most largely developed, is
about 700 feet,

This deposit, so valuable for its gypsum, sait, and
hydraiulic lime, occupies a boit of country on tic south
side of Lale Ontario, running parallel with its shore,
and withi the suibjacont formations, to the variegated
red and green sandstone inclusive, passes into Canada
across the Niagara river, and occupies nearly aIl tht
neck of land which separates Lake Ontario from Lake
Erie. This whole assemblage of deposits skirts tic
shore of the former lake throuigh Niagara County, and
attaining the extremity of it, the strike, becoming de-
flected by the broad anticlinal axis which las been no-
ticed as existing there, turns norlward towards Ca-
bot's Head, on Lake Huron. That promontory is
probably formed of an increased development of the
Niagara limestone. On the east side of it is the red
and green sandstone, to the west will be the gypsifer-
ous and saliferous rocks. These may be seen where
they, reach the banks Of the Grand River,, being there
already worked for plaster, and it is not unlikely that
as tlhey approach tic anticlinal, axis and gently bend
over its back, gradually losing a part of the sliglt inclin-
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occupy a broader zone when they come out upon Lake
Huron. Unless the district the formation underlies
be deeply buried in alluvium, the mineral contents of
the subsoil cannot fail to render it in time one of the
most valuable parts of the Province.,

In the general classification of the New York sys-
tem of formations, the gypsiferous rocks are followed
by five successive deposits of limestone, eacli of which
is considered to be distinguished by its peculiar fossils.
The Pennsylvanian geologists associate ail these, and
uniting them with the deposits below, the Niagara
Group included, make one formation of the whole.
The thickness of these five çalcareous rocks are not
clearly stated by the geologists of New York. They
exist in the eastern part of the State, and thin out
westwardly before reaching Canada, and it would prob-
ably be vithin the mark te statetheir average aggregate
amount on the south side of Lake Ontario at 200 fet.

To these calcareous rocks succeed three deposits
of a silicious character, being sandstones of various
qualities, yielding building, flag, and fire stones. They
are distinguished by their fossils; the first and last by,
bivalve and univalve shells, and the intermediate one
by a fucoid (fucoides cauda-galli) which gives name
to the rock. The group is known in the eastern parts
only of New York, and, like the limestone immediately
below, thins out before attaining the borders of Canada
to the west. Though the lowest alone of these de-
posits is said to be 700 feet th ick where known in Penn-
sylvania, it will probably be suflicient to put the whole
down at an average of 100 feet in New York.

Resting on the sandstones in the castern part of New
York, and on the hydraulic limestone of the gypsiferous
formation in the west, the next deposit in ascending
order is calcareous. It consists of beds of limestone
of a light, gray colour, occasionally almost altogether
composed of broken encrinital columns, having much
the appearance of the beds at the base of the Niagara
limestone, particularly when, as in it, the organic, re-
mains are of a reddish shade. It then yields a hand-
some variegated marble, and it generally affords good
stone for building ,and for lime-burning. The strata
are in many localities separated from one another by
thin layers of green shale. Nodules of chert, or horn-
stone, are common, and towards the top in some places,
beds of this silicious mineral alternate with those of
limestone, forming a passage into the deposit above.
The deposit is considered to possess distinguishing fos-
sis, and I believe it is the lowest in wh ich the remains
of fish have been found. The thickness of the mass is
twenty fet. , Inthe Pennsylvanian Surveythis deposit
is united with the sandstones below and the limestone
above, one formation being made of the whole. The
limestone above is of a compact texture, and varies in
colour from drab and light grey, through different
shades of blue, te black. The hornstone forming a pas-
sage from the lower deposit, is frequently very largely
developed in this, and sometimes usurps nearly the
whole of the strata. The rock is well marked by its
fossils, and its thickness is about seventy feet.

These united bands of limestone quit the State of
New York at ,Black Rock, and strike into Canada at
Waterloo,,on the Niagara river, whence they, run west-
ward along the shore of Lake Erie for some distance.
They appear to be recognised again in Ohio and lMichi
gan, at the head of the, lake, and they form a belt
across the extremity of the southern peninsula of Michi-
gam from Thunder Bay, (n the Lake Huron side, to
Petite Traverse Bay on the other. lris, in consequence,
possible that they may have a wider spread in Cana-

probably the highest rocks whose equivalents underlie
the whole of the three great coal-fields in a still un-
broken sheet, their outcrops from beneath each becom- 2 anu
ing confluent in the centre of the great fossilliferous
trough that contains them all, around a flat, oval, dome-
shaped area of inferior rocks, with a nucleus of about
4,000 square miles of the lowest Jimestone deposit,
which is there exposed in the vicinity of Cincinnati.
In Canada, however, it is likely that patches of the im-
muediately succeeding deposits may be found in parts of
the Western District.

The lowest ofthose is a blackbituminous shalie,much
resembling the one described as existing farther down
in the series. It is occasionally sufficiently charged
with bitumen te yield a flame when put on a fire, and
this circunstance, added to its blaék colour, induced
many vain expoctations of coal, nccompanied by use-
less and expensive researches for it in the deposit in
New York previous to the institution of the State Sur-
vey. The thicknoss of this deposit is about fifty feet,
and it passes into a dark shale of a more slaty charac-
ter, which, by.a thin compactcailcareous blue shale, is se-
parated from a set of olive coloured fissile shales, grad-
ually passing into a stronger rock by an increase of aren-
aceous material. This again becomes a bluish grey cal-
careous shale at the top, and is followed by a thin
band of encrinal limestone, te which succeeds a per-
sistent grayish blue marly rock. The whole group of
strata abound in septaria. Its fossils are numerous,
various, and characteristic, and its thickness, which
diminishes from east to west froi 1,000 to 300 feet,
may be stated at 500 feet. On the top of this group
rests a partial bed of limestone, which also thins west-
wardly. Its greatest thickness on the south side of
Lake Ontario is twenty feet, and it dwindles down te
nothing approaching Lake Erie, but its fossils are con-
sidered characteristic. On the preceeding limestone
rests a deposit of deep black consistent fissile sbales, of
a uniform quality. It has some few fossils sufliciently
characteristic, and its thickness, which varies from 150
te 25 feet, thinning westwardly like the immediately
subjacent rocks, may b taken at an average of fifty
feet.

The next formation in the series, consists of a group
of rocks of a more or les arenaccous quality, The low-
est of these is a greenish argillo-arenaceous shale, Which
is followed by a development of green and black aren-
aceous shales, interstratified with thin beds of sandstone,
yielding excellent durable flags, and forming a passage
into a mass of thick-bedded sandstone above. Ripple-
mark and the casts of shrinkage cracks are common on
the surfaces of some of tie strata,but the fossils of the
group are scarce. Fucoids, indeed, are froquently
met with, and one species is fuund penetrating the beds
in a vertical position. Some characteristic shells oc-
cur in the lower shales, and others in the centre of
the group. The total thickness of the formation is es-
timated at 1,000 foot,

To this succeeds a mass cf gray, greeih gray, and
olive flaggy sandstones, interstratified with black, olive
and green argillaceous and arenaceous shales, accom-
panied by frequent beds so charged with organic re-
-mains as te acquire the quality of an inpüre limestone.
Towards the top the sandstone occasionally presents
the character ofa conglomerate. Thé fossdis are nu-
merous and plants are among them. The ,plante are
sometimes covered with; a coating of crystallized ceai,
arid many of, the surfacesof' the beds are se powder-
ed with carboniïetl com'ninuted egetable.emains as
to give to the ,srata very much the seiblane. pf 'cea
,measures. nEves practical mirera raight bedec*ive iy
the appearances; but ne wófkalile ceaitsaa are fduni
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aigreeing with its stratigraphical position, point out that
27h January. its age is anterior to the truc carboniferous era.

thickness of the formation is estimated at 1500 feet.

The out-crops of'these two important fortnations of
sandstone, and of the group of shales below entirely
s*urround thethree great nuclii of coal, with the excep-
tion of the northî-wvestern extremity of the Illinois de.
posit, wiere the whole thin away togetier before coin-
pleting the circle. The flatness of the gencral trough,
and the great thickness of hie sandstones, cause them
to assume a very wide and conspicuous figure.,

The next superimposed formation wlcre it is fully
devcloped consists of sandstones, argillaceous and aren-
aceous shiles, impure areacous imestones and cou-
gloierates. The sand>tones are sonictimes fit for
grindstones, and the general colour of the deposit is
red, or some shade of red. In the eastern part of New
York among the Catskiill mountains, the thickness of
lie fÇimination is said to be little under 2500,feet, but it

thins down to flie westward, and'on the soutli of Lake
Erie i Pennsylvania, it dies away altogether. Its as-
certained organic remaims are not nuinerous, but among
theni are some of the fishes apperlaining to the old
red sandstonc of Europe, one of whicli is tlie' holop-
tychus nobilissinu us.

This rock is not known to crop out fron beneath
the coal-fields of Michigan and Illinois, nor from be-
neath an 'y part of the north-westernu side uf the third
great carboniferous area. Its basset edge, however,
coIstitutes a belt on the Atlantic side of this last coal-
field from New York, through Pennsylvania, Mary-
land and Virginiia. But in Virginia there is interposed
between it and a persistent conglomerate which is at
the base of the workable coal-seams, a narrow band of
liinestone, contemporaneous with the carboniflerous or
mountain linestone of Europe. This is scarcely re-
cognizedi in Pennsylvania, and not at all in New York;.
but it bounds the soutli-eastern rin of the coal me-
sures in Tennessee and Kentucky. Under Vie coal-field'
of Illinois it becomes an important fornation, consti-
tuting a broad ring coinpletely round it, as it doles a
nîarrow une round that of Michigan. la Michigan,
liowever, the conglomerate nentioned as elsewiere
supportiiig the workable loal, does not exist; but it
bounds the south-eaisterni lialf of the Illinois coal-field,
anîd enitirely encrcles the great coal area tu the easi, its
greatcst developient beinig on the south-castern side in
Pennsylania,.

ln Néw York this congloierate rests upon the red
sandstone fjrinatioi, and it is a strong and.solid aren-
aceous rock, loaded with quartz peibîles. l lias a lw
fossils and towards the top, alternates iii Pennsylvania
with the workble coal-seams,and gradually passes iiito
the genîeral mass of coal inmasures aîbove. Such is the
general chiraiicter of the i arious depos*ts wiiclh fill up
the great trough unjder exainiîîation.

INFlRIOn ROCKS.

Without determniining wiethcr the non-fossill;Ferous
rocks upion whuicli the organic series rests, bu sudimen-
tiry at the summi t and prinary below, or whether they
beluong to the latter class only, the gencral figure they
presunt on the nap may le iiferrod frorn the fossil-
liferous contour already de'scribd. In so tar as
Caniula is concerrnd they constitute the whol (if the
northerin parts of tite Provinîce, stretching froin one
extremity to the othuer. They compose ithe north
shores of tho St. Lawrence aud the'Ottiwa, with
tie exception of' the narrow strip of fosillierous de-

posits between Cape' Tourment and Grenville. They y.)
form, the nortiern and eastern shores of Lake Superior,
and the northern. coast of' Lake Huron'; and from th Jtutry
between Matchadash Bay in the latter, and Allumet
Island on the Ottawa, they run into a sou'th-eastern
spur which terminates in a huge mountainous, penin-
sular mass,. lying, between Lake Champlain and Lake
Ontario, and joined to the main primary body by the
narrow Isthmus of the Thousand Islands.

These rocks consist of talcose and other slates,
quartz-rock, gneiss, limestone, serpentine, granite, sye-
iite and their subordinate masses. The limestones and
serpentines yield marbles of various beautiful descrip-
tions ; the fèldspathic rocks in their decomposition
aflbrd good porcelain clays; copper ores are found in
several localities; veins of lead ore have been worked;
plumbago is abundantly developed ; chromate of iron
is known to exist, and the whole systbm appears to be
associated with large and'valuiabl' suppliles of the mag-
netic and specular oxides of the same metal.

The extraordinary abundance in which these two
latter ores of iron are found, may render-tlieinof'greati
importance in an economic point of viewy. In tlie'
Champlain district of the State of New York, they
give employment to, aconsiderable amount of capital,
engaged in smelting operations,.and the-iron produced.
from them by means of charcoal is of a quality tb'
compete with the best descriptions manufactured in
Sweden and Russia. Professor Emnions, in his final
Report on the Geology of New York, mentions the ex-
istence in that part of his district, bordering on Lake
Champlain and the St. Lawrence, of upwards of seventy
veins and beds of these ores, varying in thickness froma
two and five feet up to 160 feet, and of two in particu-
lar, of whiclh une is 514 feet and the other 700 flet
thick ; and while it is impossible to put' am sure limait.
to the-depth to which these enormous masses may ex-
tend, their course on fle surface htas been traced to con-
siderable distances.. The 51d feet bed.las been follow-
ed for twoanda lalfmiles, and tie overweiclining amount
of metal in it may be conceived when it is stated that
ini a mile every five feet in depthl would yield about
une, million tons of pure iron. This bed is not yet
brouglit into operation, but some estimate may be,
formred of a value, from the fact that fi>ur veins called'
the Arnold veins, which have aut average atggregite
thicknuess of about twenty-two feet, and are mined some
of thbei, at a depth of 260 féet, a distance of only
one quarter of a mile, are leased at a rentail'oF/6000-
dollars per annum. Such exiraordinary masses of irou
ore, one would suppose, cannot fail to become of na-
tioial imnportance, and wlhen we consider that valuable
dep osits of the sane minerail quality are already known
in Cunada, in the townships of Mariora, Madoc, Bed-
f-ird, 13stard, Iluill and other places, and relect upon.
the great extent of the primary regions in su mnany
parts of' which the magnet is deflectcd flom its meri-
diai, iost probably by the proximnity of the imtagnetio
oxide, iL is not unreasonable to lope that a diligent
search may diselbse provincial beds of" equal conse-

It is at the suminît of the rocks under description, in.
tli peninsula lying between Lake Superior aiid Lake

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th January. Over many parts of the great aresi which bas been
desribed, whether primary or transition, th ere is spread
a more recenti sedimentary deppsit" which is'stilil m a
soft condition and consista of various bed of clay,
suhd and grave. These beds are characterized up to
heights of 500 feet above thé, level of the ocean,.by the
frequent presence of marine shells, of the same species
as now habit the Gulph 'of St. Lawrence 'and the
northern seas. Fifteen species have been found at
Portneuf, near Quebec, at the heigit of 500 feet, and
five of the same on the mountain of Montreal, atabout
460 feet above salt water level, while in various parts of
the St. Lawrence and Champlain vallies, such remains
are seen at more moderate elevations. The geographi-
cal distribution of these deposits, which,are denomainted
tertiary of the post-pliocene or most recent age, bas Inot
yet been fully described, but the materials of econo-
mic value they possess are clays fit for the manu-
facture of common bricks and common earthenware,
with sand for building and moulding.

Still more recent than the tertiary deposits is the
alluvial drift, with which are associated boulders of
igneous and other rocks, occasionally , fit for mill-
stones, with frequent extensive deposits of peat and
fresh water shell mari, both well known to intelligent
agriculturists to be of very great importance as manures,
when properly applied; and bog. iron ore often met
with in tracts sufficieitlyjarge and rich to give pro-
fitable employment to capital in the manufacture of iron
of the best quality.

I have thus given a general sketch oI the main fea-
tures of the physical structure of the area with which
tlie geology of that part of the Province west of Que-
bec is connected, chiefly as ascertained by the various
xurveys of the neighbouring States. That in the ma-
terials which fili up the great sedimentary ,trough,
and those which compose the rocks on which it rests,
many modifications, both as to quality and amount may
be found ta exist in their Canadian development, can
readily be believed. But these changes,and the exact
limits to the distribution of each formation, with the
localities of such portions of their contentW as have
economic value, can be determined only by the patient
and laborious examination of several years.

The progress made during the past season in the
Geological Survéy of the western division of the Pro-
vince, will be indicated by the accompanying Report
1 have the honor ta place before Your Excellency,
from my assistant; Mr. Alexander Murray, who was
instructed to examine the country, lying in a general
line between Georgian Bay in Lake Huron and the
lower extremity of Lake Erie.

The unsuccessful atone *as rom a bed running un-
der the city of Kingston, a few rough trials of wh ich,
made in the country, had induced some ta consider
it worthy of more skilful experiment. The other is
the Marmora specimen, and the Rama stone is so ex-
actly like it in almost every respect that the one can
scarcely be jistinguished from the other, and its appli-
cability ta the sanme purposes appears ta me highly pro-
bable, though, of course,-it will be prudent ta submit
specinrens of it also ta the ordeal of a practical test,
before asserting it positively. The great probablé
extent of these beds and the facility with which
a large supply of the material may be obtained
at Rama, are circumstances which would make the
discovery of unquestionable importance toa the arts.
For the purpose of ascertaining what its value may be
to the Province, inquiry has been instituted, but I arn
not yet in possession of the details uecessary ta au.
thorize tbe expression of an opinion.

Lithography is an art of comparatively recent date.
It is notveleven years since 'Senefelder, the invèntor
of it, died, and scarcely more than forty have elaped
since it was first introduced iàto lritain. uùt during
the last twenty years it has bien so seduoùsly cuiti-
vated, that it ls now a brich of tràde ofrly eîiual
importance with coppar-plate engravinrg.

aind tle Frencli Government some years since oflered
a prernium for hie discovery of it within the limits
of the French territory. But though stones have
been there found ncar Chateauroux (Department de
l'Indre) partially fit for the purpose,, the defects in
thern are sQ great that it is difficult ta obtain perfect
specimnens of hirger dimensions thlian twel'e inches
square. In England soine of the beds ofi the white
lias met with at Corston niear Bath, have been tried,
but theyare only fit for inferior purposes, and the
only really good stones hitherto known are those first
resorted ta on the discovery of the art.. They are
obtainîed in considerable abundance in the, quarries
of Solenhofen, on the Danube in Bavaria, and' fron
tiiemn the wlhole world is at present supplied.

The value of tiese in the Britisli metropolis, pro-
perly prepared is twopeice fariliing a poindl, and in
New York they bring from five to seven cents. After
a careful selection, liy the rejection of such specimens
as have-soft spots or liard crystals, the lireparation
niecessary to render the stones fit for sale, consists in
giving them a face ground perfectly smooth and flat,
and a back and sides roughly tooled, care being
taken to keep the face and back perfectly parallel.

less, circumstances exist connected with the peculiar
conditions of the area in quêstion, which would render
it necessary that mnuch caution should be exèrcised in
combining those ascertained. It is these, conditions
which distinguish the eastern from the western part of
tflic Province, and they consist in the violent contor-
tions of the strata, the altered nature of some of the
rocks, and the want of confornability in probably more
than one member of the series of formations.

In very general terms, inideed, th area to which
Eastern Canada appertains may bo described as a
sedimentary trough, resting upon' primary rocks, with
a transverse axis, reaching fromLabrador in a- south-
east direction- to the Atlantic coast'of Nova Scotia,
and a longitudinal une extending probably froin the
centre of Newfoundland to some uncertaii point in the
New England States of the Amorican Union. The
centre of it is occupied by a great coal-fmied, covering
nearly tie lwhole. of New Brunswick, and a consid-
erable part of Nova Scotia, Cape Breton Island and,
the south-western corner of New foundland, while there-
is a large portion of it lost beneath the gulph of St.
Lawrence. It would be premature to assert or deny
that rocks of, more recent secondary age rest upon
this, but ic lower part of it aippears ta hold important
déposits of- gypsum. The carboniferous rocks are
affected by disturbances oi the soutif side of tie tfouigh
in Nova Scotia, giving origin to undtilations which
are subordinate to its longitudinal axis; while they
i apear to have suffered less from suci disturbances,
either in the centre or on the north, where tle coal
measures from Shediac to Miscou have very moderato
angles of inclination. Both on the south and on the
north the coal formation seems to rest unconformably
on the rooks below, and in these the flexures produced
prior to the deposit of that formation, are so violent,.
that in many places the strata come against, its base
nearly at right angles: from which it results that the
coal measures rest sometimes upon the basset edges of
the higlest subjacent sedimentary deposits, and sonie-
times upon the granite, and the carboniferous perimeter
is no guide whatever to the geographical range of any
thing coming from beneath.

During the winter I have had an opportunity of
comparingsome of the fossils with those of sthe New
York rocks, in the State collection at Albany, and I
have to express my obligations te Mr. Hall and Pro-
fessor Emmons of the New York Geological Survey,
for the readiness with which theyfacilitated my inves-
tigation.

Not aliving yet been alle to complete an arrange-
ment of the facts ascertained in the Gaspé section, it
appears to me preferable that I should reserve an ex-
pjosition of thein untit a succeedieg Report, when the
labours of another season in the sane part of the Pro-
vince will probably have enabled me to combine a
wider range of circumstances and render the subject
more intelligible. I shall, tierefore, on the present
occasion, only farther add that the materials observed
iaving economic value, were silicious and calcareous
sandstones fit for building and flagging, and some pro-
bably capable of being used for grindstones ; silicious
conglomerates, probably fit for millstones; limestone;
lead and iron ores, perhaps not workable, and fresh
water sheli marl.

SUcCEssION 0F DyPÖsrå.

t1he succession of rocks developed in the section in
au ascending order of superposition, is as follows:

2. Gray limestones with corals, encrinites, shells,
and trilobites ; succeeded by,greenish or olice coloured
shales vith occasional red bands;. on which again-rest
gray limestones; to whiclîb.succeeds a considerable thick-
ness of greonish shales ; surmounted by a great mass
of limestone shale and goo( limestone. The thickness
(f the whole- formation, which is well loaded with fus-
sils, is from 1 500 to- 180 feet.

3. Gray, greeniish ghy or drab-coloured, and red
sandstones, of a-free grit, with many layers of red,
and occasionally gray sha les. The sandstohés are of-
ten charged with various descriptions of silicious peb-
bles, and: blood-red'jnsper occurs among them in consid-
erable quantity, sometimes accompaied by fortifica-
tion agate. 'The pebbles are frequently so numerous as
to constitute a conglometate. When the sandstone beds
are thin and ftaggyrtheir surfaces are often covered with
carbonized commiùufed plants. In some of the §and-
stones and some of the shales, argillaceous iron ore oc-
eurs.- The'ttal' thickness of the formation, which has
some fossils, is about 4100 feet.

4î. Conglomerate beds, of vhich the nmatrix is red
sandstone, and: the containedI pebbles consist of lime-
stone of various colours, chiefly gray, with quartz and
arid other silicious materials, including blood-red jas-
per. With thi-e conglomerate beds are associated red
sandstones and ,ome red shales. - The- thickness of the
formation is uncertain, and it lies uneunformably on
those below. It is probablymaîvinferior member of the
carboniferous series, but it seems to be too low down to
contain any of the prontabla beds of coal.

Agreably to the instructions reccived from you,
previous ta my doparture from Britain, I procceded, on
mny arrival in this counitry iii the mouth of May last,
vith only so inuch delay as vas required to procure
maps and ohhier' ieccessary docurrments from the G-
vernment Ofices in Kingston, to-make a geological
eNamination of the district lying in a gencral line bc-
twoon Georgian Bay on Lake Huron, and the lower
extremity of Lake Erie ; and 1 have now ta submit
to you the following Report of my progress ini the in.
vestigationî.

As Toronto occupies a position ii the appointed
line of section, my operations ere coimence thero,
and while in that neighbourhood I examñined the coum-

try between, te Rivrs Credit and Don. -subsc--
quently 1 proceedeid to Lake-Simcoe, the whole cir-
cuit of wlhose shores 'was narrowly explored; and as-
cending all its rivers and creeks, I lost no.opportunity
of.obtaining such information as would tend to a know-
ledge of the general character, of the cotntry. iFrom
Lake Simcoe I descendedi the River Severn to Lake
Huron, and examinedthe coast there from' Cbldwater
River, round Matchadash ,Bay, as far as Plntangui
shine: After which, crossing over land to bÇe Nar-
rows on' Lake Simcoe,ý and p·oce'edhig o Brriè I
struck tô the *cstw'ardý foW'the pose-of i'it
certain limestone rocks which b deš&ibed to
me as existi in Nottataâaga.

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Having, by a careful comparison of the character-
istic fossils, aind an observed strikifig sinilarity in littio-
logical appearance, satisfied myself that the blue shales
which occupy the country around Toronto, were to
be identified with tie Loraine shales of the New York
geologists, I next visited the Townships of Scarborough,
Pickering a1d Whitby, with a view to ascertain the
junction of those blue shales with the subjacent black
bitumimous shales, which I had information were te be
secn near Windsor village in Whitby.

My next expedition was from Oakville, on the shore
of Lake Ontario. Crossing the river Credit, I traced
it up thlrough the Townships of Toronto,Chinguacousy,
and Esquesino, and retuirned through Nassagaweya,
Nelson and 'frafalgar. My object on this occasion
was to ascertain the strike and boundary of the group
of rocks which repose orf the Toronto bue shales.
This group consists of red and green shales, and fine
grained sandstones, with coarse red sandstones, and
green spotted red marls, and the lowest out-crop they
exhibit is on the Lake shore at Oakville. I was
likewise anxious to determine the character of the
limestone range of hills so extensively displayed
through the Townships of Nelson, Nassagaweya, Es-
quesing and Chinguacousy ; having had reason to sus-
pect thtat the rocks of Nottawasaga and those of the
Ridge between Hamilton and Queenston, would prove
to be of the saine formation, and that an anticlinal axis
would be found to exist soinewhere between Ancaster
and Dundas; a fact which I conceive I have now
gathered sufficient evidence ta establish.

At a subsequent period I examined in succession the
various formations which strike through the country
included between the Grand River as high as Paris,
and Luke Ontario, as far as the Niagara River to the
east.

With a view ta obtain a correct profile for a general
line of transverse section, I commenced a series of ba-
rometrical measurements, which it was my intention to
have extended to each place I should visit, but having
ascertainied the heights of some of the most conspicu-
ous points, my instrument was by an unfortunate ac-
cident broken; and through the impossibility of getting
it properly repaired, I was under the necessity of aban-
doiing the design. I shall, however, bc able to re-
medy the deficiency resulting from the circumstance,
hy availing nyself of the surface elevations of a section
prescnted to the Provincial Legislature, by the late
Mr. Thos. Roy, Civil Engineer, wlho, it appears, had
bestowed much timre and attention on the subject of
geology, and is said to have levelled the line of coun-
trv over which his section ruis.

With such a transverse section, to slow the attitude
Of the strata, as they dip beneath one another, and a
vertical onc to represent the thickness of each and ail
the formations that compose the country, from the pri-
marY rocks on the banks of the Sevcrn, to the upper
line.stones on the shore of Lake Erie, accompanied by
Smap aof tie surface, reduced to one scale from the
charts of different districts, at present in my possession,
and coloured by various tints, to represent the geo-
graphical distribution of the deposits, I shall at a
future time bc able satisfactorily ta represent the phy-
sical structure of the area, which bas engaged my at-
tuntion.

A collection of the fossils and minorals peculiar to
aci formation were forwarded in the autumn to Mont-

real, for your inspection. It is not so extensive as I
should have desired, but the difficulties attendant upon
inland transport, often fram the midst of the forest, and
the limited assistance I had it in my power to obtain,
rcndered its extension impossible.

To annex ta each of the sedimentary deposits its ap-
propriate thickness with a certitude of accuracy, is a
matter next ta impossible ; for, in consequence of the
near approach to horizontality, which the strata almost
everywhere present, it is very difficult, with a chance
of success, to estimate what the dip may be. The.
breadth, therefore, which any formation exhibits can
scarcely be made available in a calculation; and it is.
only when an accidental section is laid bare, as in the
case of the Hamilton Ridge, that the truth can be satis-
factorily arrived at. But assuming the rate of inclina-

From the circumstance of the strata lying perfectly
flat, the quarrying of these rocks is attended with little
difliculty. They afibrd ic best of material for burn-
ing, and some of the beds give a beautiful stone for
building. For these uses a large quantity is annually
shipped ofy to ditierent parts of Lake Simcoe, and an
inexhaustible supply can easily be obtained between
the Junction and the Indian village.

Slhould the two hands mentioned in the firegoing
sections, as probably fit lr lithographie uses, bc founi
perfictly so in reality, after careful experiment, the
quarries of the neiglbourhood would become exten-
sively important, and might be turned to great account.
An unlimitetd supply miglt apparently b;e got out on
the lake shore, wlhence it could be shippel to the fioi-
land Landing, and thence transported to thle city of
Toronto, a distance less than thirty miles.

In the Rama limestone organic romains are not nu-
inerotus, and it frequently appears that the interior of a
shell-form, and sometimes the whole of the fossil, are
replaced by calcareous spar. As in tise case of the
H-og Bay fossils, a green crust occasionally envelopes
the exterior, and it is a peculiarity of the rock that
stripes of the same colour are common, especially
vhere tlhey are ievelopedl on the shore of Lake St.

John. The Gatol and Court louse at Barrie, are ex-
amples of the applicability of the Rama stone for thle
purpose of building.

To the souti of tie Point immediatelv north of the
Initn Village the strata become covere~i up by drift,
but flue vhole of tle neighbouring country is strewed
vith large fragments of the same qualtis of limestone
; previously described. On the western shore of Lake

Coucliching, as on the western sliore of Lake Simcoe,
there is no single instance of an exposed section. Nei-
iber the banks of streams, nor the margins of ponds or
smail lakes, display anything below flic a)luvium, which
mîîst cccasionally be of great thickness; for in many
places the land composed of it rises to a very consi-
derable clevation; and I would instance the district
between the Narrows and Matchadash Bay as exhibi-
ting the greatest accumulation.

Procecding southward from the Narrows, the strata,
after an interval of concealment, are agaiun exposei in

many parts of the Township of Mara. They are seen
on tie banks of the Talbot River, but the sections
there are seldom over five fet in thickness, and a better
display exists at the northern extremity of Canise Is-
iand, opposite thle mouth of the Talbot, where the beds
present an aggregate of ten feet over the waters' edge.
Tie upper layers are thin, coarse, and irregularly de-
posited, but the lower ones arc thicker and afford good
limestone for burning. This locality is very fossillife-
rous and the remains are frequentlv replaced by crysta-
lized carbonale of lime.

On Graves f!lani, which is to the solith of Canine,

are to be seen some calcareous rocks, which constitute
the development of probably the very highest part of7 Jana
the whole deposit. Thence soutl-eastwardly, they
strike the main shore on the property of Captain Tur-
ner, lot No. 22, of the first concession of the township
of Tho-ah, not far from the lake corner of the Town-
ship of Brock: and as I am informied the same lime-
stone is again to be met with on the 23d lot of the 8th
concession of the last mentioned township, on the pro-
perty of Mr. Henry Edward, it is probable that a line
through those various points will correctly represent
its general direction of strike, which would thus be as
nearly as possible N. W. and S. E.

On Captain Turner's lot thle beds are from tlhree to
eight incies thick, and constitute an aggregate of ten to
twelve feet over the surface of Lake Simcoe. They
vield excellent lime when burnt, and are occasionally
fit for building and flag stones. At this place a favour-
able opportunity is afrdedl to determine the dip. It
would appear to be westerly, nnd as the strata seen on
the lake shore crop out about half a mile from it east-
wardly, where they stand et an elevation of about
thirty feet over the lake level, the difference between
these figures and the leigit of the strata at the margin
of the water would give a rise of something more than
fifteen feet fhr the distance, which, as in the other in-
stance would be about thirty feet per mile.

Another evidence of the direction of the dip may be
found in the soundings of the lake. The waters of the
eastern shore are shallow, with a hard and solid bottom
of limestone, while those of the .south-western parts are
deep, having a bottom of mud, or covered with large
bouilders. Kempenfelt Bay holds deep water in every
part, and at the mouth of Cooke's Bay, Snake and
Markego Islands are instances of great accumulations
of large boulders, mixed with sand and gravel, stand-
ing on deeply buried strata. I conceive this to be
shewn by a reef running from the latter island, and
composed of largo ronded rocks of granite, which,
when the lake isa low, have net more than a few inches
of water over them, whilst on cither side the depth
increases rapidly down towards the solid strata, which
give support to the culminating mass of detritus.

The country immediately encircling the ý whole of
Lake Sincoe, is covered with large boulders of the

primary rocks, intermingled with great fragments of

the stratified limestone. But tley are especialiy pre-

valent on its western shores. From the Eight Mile

Point near the entrance of the Narrows, all tie way to

Kemnpenfeit Bay, eviormous granite blocks strew the

shore ; but the detached masses of lmestone are not

so abundant. Where these do occur they are seldom
water worn, but appear in he form of great slabs with

angular edges and flat surfaces, as if removed only a

short distance from the parent bed, and the fossils thîey
contain seem to be the same as those of Rama, while
the mineral character of tie fragments is identically so.

The largest primary boulder observed, miglt weigh
about 100 tons, bnt in many places the number of

more moderate dimensions is so great as to prevent the

possibility of tilling the hlind.

From thle 27th lot of tic th concession of Oro, on

the lake shore, up Kempenfelt Bay, as far as Col.

O'Brien's residence, on tlc lst lot of the 2d range,
east of ic Penetanguishine road, the marginal land is

low and sandy, givng support to a growth chiefly of

cedar and ihemlock trees: but at the latter place it rises

te a considerable heiglt, and consistsof clay.

slope ail around, it is probable that it was a bay, as
now, when the surface of the lake stood at a higher
level and covered a greater area.

The existence of shell maris in several parts of the
low gropnds, seems to be a corroborative proof that
the waters covered many parts now dry. These are
found generally in low swampy situations and ime-
diately beneath the vegetable mould. A bed of it oc-
cupies a position near the east point of Cooke's Bay,
on the proporty of Mr. Haynes, who discovering it
while digging a drain, imagined he liad struck upon
a bed of gypsum. Wlhere he had cut through it the
thickness did not exceed six or seven inches, and from
the general aspect of the locality, it appears to me the
extent is probably not very considerable. It is made
up of comminuted sheHls, among which are planorbis
and other fresh water genera; and in its appearance
and consistency it resembleà whitening, for which the
proprietor had used it as a substitute. Such deposits
being nearly pure carbonate of lime, it is well known
may be used with great advantage in agriculture.

The southern shores of Lake Simcoe are extensive
sandy plains, which are in many places thickly strewed
with boulders, and bear proof of having once been the
bottom of the lake. Wlerever gravel is found its
pebbles consist of timestone, and with the larger frag-
ments of that formation they contain the fossils of the
calcareous strata which have been described; but the
sand is silicious and slightly ferruginous. That at lot-
land Landing is almost altogether made up of sial
grains of quartz; but the colour it presents in mass is
nevertheless indicative of the presence of iron.

The mouth of Holland River at the head of Cooke's
Bay, passes through a great marsh, which is bounded
by the sandy plains in question, and as in this marsh
and in almost ail low and swampy ground in the
District, bog iron ore appears to occur in more or less
quantity, it may be a question whether the sources of
the ore are net to b found in the sand. The Black
River falling into the lake at Jackson's Point in the
township of Georgina, takes its name from the colour of
its waters, and the dark tinge of these, tenaciousty
maintained by the stream until it bas proceeded a far
wavinto the lake, may possibly be derived froin passing
over some deposit of the minorai. Capt. Boucliier, R.
N., and his brother, who reside near the banks of the
Black River, and from whom I received much kind-
ness and assistance, informed me that wherever an
excavation is made in the neighbourhood of their mill
and around the adjacent springs, great quantities of iron
pyrites are observed. They pointed out to me spots
where -they had at different times made collections of
it; but only a few particles were thon distinguishablo,
shining among the mud. The docomposition otpyrites
vould be another source for the derivation of the bog

ore.

The timber produced in the swamps containing the
bog ore, is chiefly black ash and frequently cedar, and
fhe iuxurious growth generally observable in these
places, may probably be due te the presence of sulphate
of iron, derived from the decomposition of the pyrites,
which would facilitate the nutrition of plants, by acting
in the mode of sulphate of lime.

3. LACK ITUMINrOus sMALEs.

The only locality in which I have hitherto seen this
rock is in the Township of Whitby. The outerop of
some of the strata belonging te it areoxposed on the

banks of the creek at Nash's brewery, in the village ofx
Windsor; and at Bowerman's mills on the 82d lotin
the third concession, a well, has been sunk in the 27hy.
formation, to a dèpth exceédingdfifty feet. A' specimen
was presented to.me by Mr. -Ross, the Surveyor of
Barrie, which lie had 'obtained froth the 2d concession
of the Township of Collingwood, north of the Blue
Mountains on the shores of Lake $uron, and asthis
in fossil and mineral character is identical with the
specimens from the Windsor beds, we bavereasonable
evidence to conclude that the formation'is constant
from the one great lake to the other, and that its junc-
tion with the limestone below is in some position not
far removed from the calcareous strata seen in Graves
Island, and in the Township of Thorah.

The upper limit of the formation I have ,nowhere
seen, and it may be possible that no section exhibiting
it is any where exposed. But the superior blue shales
are displayed on the banks of; the River Rouge, near
the dividing line'betweeh the Townships of Markham
and Pickering: so that the junction of the two deposits
on the shore of Lake Ontario, must occur at some spot
between that river and Big Bay, at the hcad of which
the village of Windsor stands.

This rock in its bed is a shale of ajet black colour;
it is hard and brittle and splits into thin lamine, whiclh
enclose between theiri surfaces a delicate pellicle of
bituminous appearance. Becoming dry after removal
from its bed, if the shale be again wetted it soon cracks
and faits to pieces, and when exposed to hie action of
the weather it rapidly decomposes, and at length forms
a dark coloured clay which constitutes a good soil.
The fossils described by the American geologists, as
characteristic of the Utica slates of New York, are in
great abundance in the rock. I obtained specimens of
the trilobite wiarthus beckii, with the conchological
genera avicula and orthoceras in Whitby, and the
shale froin Collingwood contained similar organic Ëe-
mains.

The minorai character and black appearance of this
deposit bas frequently led to the belief that it must be
associated with coal, and the rock has frequently been
itself reprosentedbo me as actual coal, which bias been
worked and burnt. When a piece of tle shale is
thrown upon the glowing embers of a fire, assisted
by the thin coating of bituminous matter between the
lamino, it will fdame brightly for a few moments, and
after a short exposure te a red heat, it wvill 'Icave as a
residuum a white or gray slaty ash, about as bulky
as the original shale. This p-operty bas occasionally
fixed the opinions of those predisposed by the colour of
the rock to pronounce it to be coal. They ilo not con-
sider- that te cause the shale to flame~ roquires more
wood than the bulk of the material on which they try
their experieints; that the flame will cease the mo-
ment the wood is removed; that the combustible mate-
rial in the shale is se smll that it leaves a residuum
diminished only in an imperceptible degree; and tbey
are net aware it has been ascertained that at the summit
of the whole series of deposits of which this shIale is a
very inferior member, truc crystalline workable coal
exists with ail its fossil as well as minerail ch4racteris-
tics, ard that it would therefore, be contrary to expe
rience to find it lower down.

Iron pyrites sometimes coats the fossils of the for-
mation, and it abounds in all those parts of it which
I have examined. To the decomposition of this py-
rites, is probably to be attributed the mineralized Wa-
ters found in the district underlaid by the deposit. A
weil which wáis sunk at thebreverf on the creek at
Windsor, in , searclh, of fresh water for. a distilIery,
yielded a supply se stróngly sulphureous, that, alto.

4. BLUE, sHALEs AND sANDsToNirs.

These rocks compose the sub-strata of the whole
country on the shore of Lake Ontario, between the

gether unfit for the object intended, some thoughts F
were entertained of turning it to account as a mineral
spring for medicinal purposes. Another well, sunk on
the rock at Windsor, near the Lake shore, by Mr. Cord-
ing, on a piece of land on which he had built a new
and commodious house, intended for a tavern, yielded
a similar result. At the time of my visit Mr. Cording
w-as engaged in blasting the rock, an operation which
must have been attended with considerable expense,
for the hardness of the shale renders it in the first
place sufficiently difficult to drill, and the explosion
acting on its brittle nature bursts it into shivers, mak-
ing it tedious and troublesome to clear the work as it
procceds; and he seemed disposed to abandon the task
when he was informed that in all probability the deeper
he went the worse the water would be. I may hore
rernark, as a fact worthy of observation, that I have not
yet in any one instance, found the water of which 1
could trace the source to the oider stratified rocks of
this country, in the whole area which has come under
my examination, toe 1)of a good, fresh, drinkable
quality, while that of the tertiary or alluvial deposits
is of ic best kind and most agreeable to the taste,
although I have found it al more or less charged with
carbonate of limes

Near Bowerman's Mills, already mentioned, in
the 32d Lot of tic d Concession of Whitby, there
is, on the west branch of Lynd's Creek, a well, which
lias been sunk to the depth of seventy feet. It pene.

The water if yields is strongly saline, and sait has
been manufactured from it, but it was of inferior
quality, having a bitter taste and a dark colour, occa-
sioned by sone forcign ingredients, which the manu-
facturer did not know how to get rid of. Tie work
vas in consetquence abandoned, and tbe well allowed

to fill up. I procured a sampte of the water, however,
from the depth of fifty feet from the surface, or tventy
feet from the bottom, and forwarded it to Montreal for
analysis, but I believe it was subsequentty fost through
the effect of the frost, which burst the vessel contain-
ing( it.

The Township of Whitby appears to be as fine an
agricultural district as there is in the Province. It is
said to be vell adapted for wheat, and the soil consists
chiefly of clay, occasionally topped by a thin covering
of sand or gravel, the pebbles of which are chiefly
lirnestone. In the neighbourhood of Windsor, the
country rises gradually from the lake, and forms two
distinct terraces, fhe one being 160 feet and the other
820 feet over the level ofOntario. These gractually
approach each other going westward, and rui into one
in the Township cf Scarborough, near Gates' Tavern,
on the Kingston and Toronto road. On the upper
terrace the land is light, and in every wav inferior to
the soirton the lower one. The heights at Scarborough
are composed of clay, sand, and gravel, and the iilow.
ing is their elevation above the level of the sea :

River Rouge, in the Township of Pickering, on the (W,)
east, and the River Credit, in Toronto, on the west, g
and sections of them may be seen _in almost all the 2th Jamtar
streams that intervene between the one point and the
other. The estimato I have made of their thickness
brings it to 1,110 feet. How near this may ap-
proach the truth it is difficuit to say, but the result of
such evidences as I have had it in my power to col-
lect being still in favor of supposing the dip to be at
about the rate of thirty feet to a mile, it is probable
that the figures given constitute a tolerable approxi-
mation.

The formation consists of a series of bluish colour-
ed argillaceous shales, enclosing bands of calcareous
sandstone, sometimes approaching to limestone, irre-
gularly deposited and of variable thickness. In some
instances the bands are of a slaty structure, splitting
into thin laminS in the direction of the beds ; in
others they have a solid thickness of a foot ; but in
few eaoes do they maintain either character for any
great distance. The sandstones, while in the bed,
are hard, solid, and compact, and upon fracture ex-
hibit a gray colour, with much the appearance of
limestone ; but exposureto the weather turns them to
a dark brown, anti under the influence of the atmos-
phere they crumble and decay. They in general
abound in organic remains. Hence it results that
they are calcareous, deriving the lime fron the shelils
they have entombed, and when the fossils are more
than usuially abundant, the bed may occasionally be-
come a limestone. Limestone beds, however, are not
common. Were such a stratum found extensively
developed in any place in the neighbourhood of To-
ronto, it would be of great value, as there is a consi-
derable consumption of lime in the city, the stone
yielding which is at present transported from some
distance. The slaty variety of the sandstones is well
adapted for flagging, and for this purpose it has been
a good deal used in the streets of Toronto. By a
careful selection these arenaceous beds may yiehtf
abundance of good building material ; but it requires
such care, as the stone cannot be said tc, be in general
adapted for the purpose.

The banks of the Crodit, the Etobicoke, the Minaco,
the Humber, and the Don, for certain distances fron
ithe Lake Shore, expose sections exhibiting sixty feet
or more of these rocks; but advancing to the north-
ward, as the land increases in elevation, the forma-
tion becomes concenled by the greut accumulation of
tertiary and alluvial deposit, of which th irterior of
the country is composei. At Weston, on the Hum-
ber, between the Townships of Etobicoke and York,
some good limestone occurs ; and at Fisher's Mill,
betow Dundas Street, on the same river, there is more
of the same material. At the latter place the banks
iof the stream rise to a heiglt of more than 100 feet,
of which from fifty to sixty feet are composed of
these, blue shales and sandstones, while the upper part
consists chiefly of sand and gravel.,

Many of tie settlers, in the country underlaid by
this formation, seem to be strongly impressed with the
opinion that it contains coai. In some instances i
found them uinwilling to listen to any reasons which
might interfere with their prepossession ; and while a
few, possessed- of indications satisfactory to themselves,
carefiully conceal iraom general knowledge all informa-
tion of the localities. of their supposed buried trea-
sure, through an apprehension, as I was inforned,
that the Government vould claim a right to all mine-
rais discovered, others have proceeded more boldly to
\vork, and have bored to a considerable depth in
search of the material. At Weston, on the Humber,
1 found that a company of adventurers hnl been
partially formed, boring rods provided, an old miner

At the deptl of sixty feet below the level of flic
river, Mr. Tewer describes the borings to have been
highly impregnated with saline material, and to have
emitted a strong sulphureous odor. It is not improba. t
ble that the bands described as ironstone were loaded
with pyrites, the decomposition of which would give
rise te the odor referred to; but the source of the sait
is a more difficult question.

Brine springs occur in severai localities among
these shales, but i am not aware of their having been
converted to any profitable purpose. Mr. Joies, an
Indian resident at the Indian Village on the Credit,
informed me, that about thirty miles up the river, in the
Township of Chinguacousy, there is a strong brine
spring, and that sait had been made fror it, but ho was
unable to state the proportion or sait in the water, or
whether any other constituent was present with it.

The organic contents of the blue shales are very
numerous. The nost characteristic are a spe.Iîes of
pterinea, a cypricardia, an orthis, a atrophomena,
and a large othoceras, each of which is figured by
Professor Emmons in his final report on the geology of
the second district of the New York Survey, as
peculiar to the Hudson River group, or Loraine
shales.

In the section of country covering this formation
calcareous tufa is of frequent occurrence among the
beds of tertiary deposit. In the Township of York,
on the banks of a small tributary of the River Don,
crossing Yonge Street near Wi!msley's Pottery, within
a few miles of Toronto, if is quarried, burnt, and
used as lime. Impressions of the leaves of becli and
other trees, and vegetables, are abbondant in it, and the
banks of the stream, to the height of twelve to fif-
teen feet, are entirely composedl of this calcareous de-
posit, which is again overlaid by clay and sand.

The clays of the same spot are employed in the
manufacture of coarse pottery, for which they sein te
answer a good purpose, and the sand which overlies

employed, who, I believe, was a speculator in the
concern, and the rock penetrated toa depth of 150 feet.
Having, when two thirds of the distance down, passed
through a band of shale of a darker colour than usual,
it. was pronounced te be coal, and the work was con-
tinued in confident expectation of a larger seam, until
a deficiency of funds, more than a want'of hope,
caused the suspension of operations. Mr. Tewer,
the person employed te put down the hole, very kindly
supplied me with the following account of the strata
penetrated, which are given in the descending order: -

5. VARIEGATED RED AND GREEN sANDSTONES AND
MARI.S.

Farther examination of this group of rocks may
perbaps lead to a more minute division than is here
given them; but for the present, as they have been bat
partially explored, as the colour and minerai character
of the whole are essentially similar, and as there is a
great scarcity of fossils in them, none, as far as I have
scen, being well defined, I bave deemed it suflicient
to class the whole under one description.

Admitting the rate of dip to be still the sane as al-
ready assumed, the pro.bable average thickness of the
formation wil be about 614 feet, and it constitutes the
whole of the shore of the upper extremity of Lake
Ontario, from the River Credit round by Hamilton,
to the River Niagara. Its junction with the subjacent
shales is at Oakville, on the lake shore, and the lower
part of the series of rocks of which it is composed may
be seen there, and again three miles below Norwell on
the Credit, in the centre of the 12th lot of the 11 th con-
cession, iu the Township of Esquesing. It consists
of red and green coloured slaty sandstones and maris,
and the colours are so arranged as to give the rock a
striped appearance. A few obscure fucoids are the
only fossils I have hitherto seen near the base of the
formation, and at its summit even these are remarka-
bly scarce or altogether wanting, as I have yet met
with none so high up. At Weilington Square one of
its members crops out in a thick, red, coarse-grained
sandstone, which yields to the influence of the weather
on exposure, and therefore is inferior for the purposes
of building. The remainder of the series, up to the
gray band at its summit, is made up of red indurated
maris, with green spots and stripes, interstratified with
irregular thin bands of red sandstone. The best de-
velopment of the series occurs on the Niagara River,
where there is an exposed thickness exceeding 200
feet. From the Niagara River to Hamilton, sections
of it may be seen in almost every brook which has
worn a channel from ihe Ridge to the lake, and on the
north side of Burlington Bay it is equally well de
veloped for many miles.

Throughout this series of rocks brine springs abound,
and in several places sait of good quality has been
extensively manufiactured from them. But the com-
petition resulting from the brine springs of the County
of Onondaga in the State of New York, which have
their origin in a higher formation, and are of' superior
strength to any yet found in the, red sandstones and
maris, has hitherto prevented the Canadian manufac-
turers from working, to a profit, as they found them-
selves undersold in the market by the American
article, which was imported into the Province in con-
siderable quantity, before the duty was taken off Li-
verpool and other seaborne salts.

At St. Catharines, on the Welland Canal, Dr.
Chase, to whom I am indebted for much kindness and
consideration, established a sait manufactory some
years since on a very extensive scale, and at great
trouble and expense. But the profits were insufficient
to remunerate him, and he was obliged to abandon the
works, part of which is noiv converted into a distil-
lery, and the only use to which the brine is at present
applied is te supply water for hot and cold baths to a
small establishment erected hard by for these con-
veniences. Dr. Chase informed me he had bored no
less thati 507 feet below the surface, seiual to 484 feet
beneath the level of Lake Ontari, through red maris
and sandstones ail the way, and that a tube had been

When tlie water was allowed to accumulate il yielded,
after pumping off fi first 40 feet, from 6 to 10 per
cent. of sait; but the lowest portions wulid ihold even
as much as from 24 to 25 per cent. But, the first
supply exhausted, the streniigth of the brine gradually
dirninished, until the pumping was suspended and an
accumulation of the water again permitted. The
reason of this variation in strength appears obvious.
While tie accumulation was going on the supply of
salinU particles brought to the bottom of the tube
woUld, by ieir superior specifi gravity, remain in
the lower part of the bore hole, to flic displacenent of
wlatever t'esh i aer might come in at the saime tine;
whe>' ruas t nh uninterrtei d n drain of the pumtnii, when
tiis accumu lattion was exhaustied, wouli bring up a
mixture precisely proportionate in strength to the quan-
tities of salt and of fresh vater simultaneously poured
in froin the strata.

Therc aIppears to have been mucit differenwe of
opinion as to thie depth Vhich ought to be penctrated
to obtaini the strongest and best supply of brine, and
fi evailin impression seems to be that the greater
the depith the more abundant will bc the sait. It is
very true, that slinc particles may be more or Iess dis-
seminated not only down through this series of strata,
but even down through alil th sedimentary deposits to
the lowest beds of stratiiied limetoines wihich ap-
proach the pîîrimary rocks, is is indicated by the salne
springs at Kingston and elsewhere, and therefore it
imight be infurred thit flie greater flic amount of strata
penetrated tle greuter would be the amount of the sait
enering the bore hole. But the probability is that the
saline particles which .supply flic brine arc more abun-
duit in, or perhaps whiolly confined to, certain strata
at considerable vertical intervals from one another,
anid it would therilre aihogether depend on this
imterval whethei a dthi of 100 feet would not give
as miuclh sait as one of 510 feet. Then again, il
mnust be recollected th-at every stratum of rock in the
whole thickness pierced vill give a certain quantity
Of water, whether salt or nlot, and thaIt some of then
nay yield a very large supply of fresh water. It mavy
therefore happe'n when two vertically distant sets of
salt hearing straita art'< penetrated by the saine bore
hole, that though tle quanitity oi sat supplied to it
wil be grater, t le britio comning from it wilt be more
diluted tian if only the nupper saliferous bed had been
emtî. It will be seen froin this too that if flic same
salt hed be penetrated by two didlerenît bore ioles, one
tu the dip of the other, antd theretbre going tlrough a
greater number of strata, the chance is the deeper
bore hole wil give lie weaker brine, uniless great
care be takeni tu exclude from the pipe the supply
of water, coming from the upper layers ; and the
sanie vould be tlie case if the slope which caused
te accumulation of strata was an upward one on

tIhe surface instead of a downward one in thli bed.
Another circumstance tl b talen into consideration is
tiat the greafir nurber of srata penetrated the greater
lhe ebaince él meeting wihli soine inigredient prejudicial
w thce taste of the sah. It is no doubt lte result of sone
cî'usan(ces such as these thal, at Mr. Kent's works
ne0ar' Stonuy Creek, the stronugest brilne was ob1tailed
al 136 feet fron the surface. The whole depth there
peuetrated is 400 feet front tie surfhce, or 394 feet
below the level of' Lako Ontaruio, and it required 150
gallons of brine tu imtake an average of 56 ibs. of
sal. At Dr. Clase's works the saine quantity of sait
wVas prolducel fromt 130 gallons.

Sali i> still manuletured in the Township of Salt-
dioil, and, i believe at Wellington Square, and brine
spr;ng are of common occurrence ii tc Townships oi
Nelsoi andI TraéftIgar. Should these rocks at some
future period hi ncd tu yield the same material

Sulphureous springs are commoni particularly in the
higher parts of this series. On the lsi lot of the 6(h
Concession of Barton, there is a spring which èvolves
carburetted or sulphurettei hydrogen; from which,
being capable of combustion, it lias been termed The
Burninq Spring. Its waters have been used medi-
cinalty (or several disorders, and since its discovery it
has been resorted to by many invalids who are said to
have derivei great benefit ftom its use.

Near Betmsville there is a remarkable spring,
whiclh is reported to be frozen over during the sain-
mer months but never during the winter. I visitei
it on tic 1lth September, when the weather was
wartn and sultry, and cari bear testimony that it was
frozen over then, altIough the temperature of the
atmosplere was $0° of Farenheit within the distance
of 3 yards from its issue. It is concealed and protec-
ted from the solar rays by great masses of rock that
have failen down at the place. I have not yet scen it
in winter, but can credit the report given of it, as
similar springs have been described by Mr. Murchison
as existing iii Russia, in some red gypsiferous rocks of
that country; but no satisfactory solution lias yet been
given of the pihenomenon.

The uppermost member of this series or rocks,
very appropriatelly denominated tlie "gray band " by
the American geologists, is remarkable for ils persis-
tency, both in extent and lithological character, andi
it forms an admirable means by whiclh to trace the
strike; of the formation through the western part of'
the Province, from the Niagara River tu Nottawîsagu
on Lake Iuron. It varies in thickness, in su far as 1
have hitherto obsorved), from eiglht to Cighteen feet. it
is generally a fine grained white silicious sandstoue,
but at other times it is extremety bard and compact,
and somewhiiit calcarcous. li te former case it
makes a beautiful building stone; in the lautter it
answers well for a fbw i)utrlses, but ut is then in ge-
nerai too hard and brittle, anui halving a bluish tinge, is
very inferior in point of appearance. The stone now
using in (le construction of lie new College of Toronto
is quarried from this bed, and atfords a beautiful ex-
ample of its best condition.

On the Welland Canai, near Thorotid, the graîy
band is hard, compact, and sîlicious, but it is very
irregularly depositei. From this circumstance ifs
value as a building stone is there much deteriorated,
ihough it nevertheless answers well for the purpose
when it can bc procured of sufficient thickness.

I have observei the rock, or certain indications (if
its presence, in most places along the Ridge from St.
Catherines to Iamilton, in tlie Township of Ilam-
borough West, in Nelson, Natssagaweya, and Es-
quesing.

In Esqucsing it assumes a more conspicuous char-
acter thian I Lave elsewhere seen. Coming from
below the superincumbent limestones its outcrop ex-
tends beyond them for a considerable distance east-
ward, and it can with case be quarried in many places
on hie surface of the grnd. On the 17th lot of the
5th concession of the Townshlip it is a white fine
grained thick bedded stone, with ferruginous specks,
aund with thin partings of red mari ii the divisions of
the lowest strata. It is there eighteen feet thick, and con-
stitutes a very handsome stone for building purposes.
On the 6th concession it miglt bu quarried to a consi-
dorable extent with great facility, beiug covered fur
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-J mould, which is of no great thickness. From this

th January I have traced it te Monoýand Nottawasaga, and from
information received frint several persons who were
well acquainted with the Townships of Collingwood
and St. Vincent, I am prepared to believe that it ex-
tends through then, and that it constitutes the lowest
of the hard rocks which form the Blùe Mountains.

in some of the northern Townships some of its strata
have been used for grindstones, for which purpose they
are occasionally very well adapted.

It will be obsorved in the course which the gray
band presents through the western part of Canada, that
the formations which enter the Province at the Nia.
gara River have an east and west strike until they
attain the upper extremity of Lake Ontario, and that
thence they sweep round in a general direction nearly'
due north. This fact, of course, must be the resut
of an anticlinal axis, which meets the strata at the
point of deflection, and it naturally constitutes an im-
portant feature in the physical structure of the country.;

6, OnEEN sHALES AND GRAY LIMESTONES.

At the spot where I have carried my section across
these rocks they are unimportant in thickness, and it
will require further investigation to decide whether
they are worthy of being classed by thenselves, or
whether they should bo included under one general
headwith dt shales and limestones by which they
are overlaid. They are, however, rich in organic re-
mains, many of which appear peculiar to them, and at
Hamilton, te the westward, there seems to be evidence
for supposing that they assume more importance, there
being at that place a thickness of 136 fet between
the gray band below and a set of black shales above.
A comparison between a vertient section there and one
at Thorolid would stand ihus

The green shales reposing on the gray band abound (

in a fossil which, up to the present time, I have not
observed in any other position. It is a marine plant 27th January.
or fucoid, which consists of a number ofarticulated
branches starting in groups from various furcations of
an articulated stem, and bent and twisted into,many
shapes and forms. Some beautiful examples of this
fossil were procured at the cutting on the Welland
Canal, near Thorold, and in the same bod near Beams-
ville, further west. A bed containingmuch iron pyrites
is associated with the green shalesi,

Upon these rest a set of impure limestone beds,
which are separated by thin partings of blue shale.
They occupy a thickness ot ten feet, hold an admixture
of argillaceous material, present a compact appearance,
and-are-of a bluish colour. A peculiarity observable
in the rock is the frequent occurrence of concentric
rings of discoloration formed round a small cavity on
the surface of the joints cutting the stratification at right
angles. The circles generaly cross the divisional lines
of several of the beds, as exhibited in the following dia-
gram, in which a a a a represent the beds-

Characteristic of this limestone there is a large bivalve
shèli, which I have not yet noticed either below or
above the rock ; it is a pentanerue, and strongly re-
sembles tli entamerus oblongue of Murchison.

Over these beds another limestone occurs very dif-
erent in its mineral appearance, and, in so far as I have
observed, in its organic contents: The large bivalve
shell peculiar to the rock below altogether disappears,
and ve have insteai encrinites and multitudes of smali
shells, among which a species of atrjpa is common.
The colour of the rock is gray, it is coarse-grained and
crystalline, and has particles of iron and copper pyrites
disseminated through it. At Therold the upper part
of tlie beds is not exposed, but it is probable that they
are not more than ten feet in thickness.

Without further investigation it is impossible for me
to say with certainty whether these are the sole te-
presentatives of tie Ridge limnestone secn at Hamil-
ton, or whotbcr the rocks immediatoly above might
be classed as belonging to thonw; but the natural
inference frotn a comparison of the sections is, that
the black shalos which are in the limestone justdescrib-
od, are a continuation of the black shales which crop
ont near Aucastor, and wlh may be sen in several
places betwen Ancaster and the Forty-milc Creek,
overlying the cherty beds constituting'the upper tier
of the amilton rocks. Were it otherwiset it wousld
be necessary te su pose a thinning of the black sh1iles
at eaeb of" those places in contrary diroctions, a phe-
nomenon which is quite possible. "A reference te the
vertical section given 'will explain this.

In the green salies of this series, fossilliferous iron
ore may be looked for. It is known te exist in them
with soine degrce of inconstancy in New York, and
fragments are to be found in many places along the
Hanmilton Ridge but the solid strata here aregone--
rally concealel by a quantity of detritalniatter, de-
rived fróin the shales which oncloso the ore. I have

7. BLACK sntALES.

This eîro'k succoeds the last series of deposits in flic
scendig iorder, antid is weil developed in many Places

iloniug the R idge cnear st. Cathla'inies, wlere intersect-
ed liv creeks and rivets ; anti at the Fails of Nia-
gara, vliere a thiekness of neariv forty feet is seen.
Wiere lte line of section crosses, I have estimiated the
total tlickness to bo sixty-tlrce feet, whici mlîust be
very near the truti, as tiat rmteasureitent agrees with
tlie elevatiois levelled h)v tle EIgineers of the Wel-
land Caial, VIo eut tIroigli the whole formation in
th con-truection of the locks. The information der'ived
froi then has enabled te tri imake the comîparison,
and I have to express may tiianks to Mir. Barrott and

t. Power, tle ilief Enginteers. andt te the other
geitîelieme coîneted with the wIorks of the Canal, for
thteir kindness in rendeiring tme very assistance în
tleir pei ci. wilo I was eiployed ii tficir neighbour-
hood.

Th'lese iack shales possçss a iteminous character,
wlicl wîiti tieir colour has (as in the case of the
siales lower down) frequenitly led to the ulouin(ded
belief tiat they iîust lie associated vith coal. Occa-
sional beds d lim estonte, loaded with fossils, are en-
elosed in the sihales, anl the uppier stratui being fre-
quetntly a lixmestone fit for the purposes of an iydra-
ulic cenent, i o therefore of ilmpotanice antd value. It
is quarried largely at Thorold, and emtployed in tie
oiistr'uçtiinl of the locks of the Canal. In sote places,

At Thorold, on the watcr-lime, there is a thickness
of forty feet of litnestone, which is overlaid by geo-
diferous rocks. In the oponings at IIutt's quarry,
wvhere the stone is obtained for te works on the Wel-
land Canal, the loest bed of it is a dark blue bitu-
minous fimîestone, whici niakes a good building stone.
A quarry of this blue stono is worked on Mr. Kee-
fer's Ioporty, near the village. Gypsuîm occurs i
it in smalli lumnps, and a coating of bittuminous imatter
covers the fossîls and tha surfices of the beds. Upon
thtis blue stone rcst tiwenty-six fcot of ncrinal lime-
stone, in massive beds of from six to ton foot thick.
It imakes the very best material for construction, and
is altether employed for the facintg of the locks on
the Welland Canal. This is quarried out at Mr. Ilutt's,
a snall distance to the eastward of Thorold. Over
tiis eicrinal liimestone tlcre is a bed of seven feet
thick, wliich, as a building inateria], is inferior to the
former, altiotugli of good quality. Both the last
nmentioeud roks contain nuincrous fossils, and occa-
sionally geodes filled with snowy gypsuni occur in
tiei, particularly in the seven feot bed. Crystals
of galena are sometiies met with. At Ancaster the
sale rocks are not more than thirty-five er forty feet
thick.

The wliole range of those Iinestonas is highly bitu-
minous, and it abounds in fine cabinet speciunens of
senite, suilplate of strontiai, pear-spar, and other
varieties of the carbonate of lime, witlh blende and
galena.

Crystals off galenia exist in a greater or, less quat-
tity ii all Ilie imtnes frei those iext above the
gray hand to ithe sitîttutmit of' th bitumino-enlarcous
ro'k, just desribed ; lbut in the greatest
ahnIPttdmiitce in thtese, and preî'vNil miîost in the Tont -
sihip of' Clintoni, ari ithe villagt e of' lamlisville, whore
an atteit hs beu triade by Mir.

It is doubtful to nie,
however, that there are any ovidences of a Iode of
the ore. .Metalliferots Iodes, according te the gone-
rally received opinion, are doeositel imi faults or the
open cracks, resulting front the fracture and disloct-
tien of the strata through the influence of disturb-
ing forces, whticl have caused the inass of rock on
one side of the plane of fracture te slip on that on
tho other. The movenient briigs opposite to one
anothor parts that do net fit, ienco a space which
gives an opportunity to flic subsequent deposit of tho

) carthy and metalliferous materials wlich constitute a

Iode. It is gencrally in districts whero movements are
indicated by highly inclined strata or an irregularity
in the dip, that such faults exist, and when the Iode
is not immediately presented te the cye, an evidence
of its probable position would be an obscrved inter-
ruption in the continuity of the beds. Now here the
rocks are perfctly horizontal, and have no appear-
ance whatever of having been disturbed since the tine
of thoir deposition. There is no slip or want of con-
tinuity in tho strata, and where the space between
the walls of the joint is filled up, it is with drift, and
not with calcareous spar or such minerai matter as
would occupy a fault, vains of which are singularly
absent ; so that the open joints must owe their origin
to some other cause, and it is in the walls alono that
the galena is present.

Mineral springs are not unfrequent in the rocks of
the deposit. The waters of one in the neighbourhood
of Ancaster, qualitively analysed, yielded a large pro-
portion of sulphate of magnesia.

9. IED sHALES.

These shales are the same as a deposit described
by Mir. Hall, in the fourth geological district of New
York. Little can be said of them at presont, as I
have nover yet seen them in place, but there is nover-
theless no doubt of their existence, althougli they
are probably of small thickness and minor import-
ance. Their presence is îndicated by the colour of
the drift between the Falls of Niagara and Waterloo,
and between Allanburgh and the Junction on the
Welland Canal, and their position made certain by
the place they occupy in the State of New York,
immediately across the Niagara River.

10. GYrSIFEROUS SHALES.

Commencing at the Niagara River, the upper beds
of this serics are seen near the village of Vaterloo,
between which and Chippawa the whole country is
enveloped in drift clay, but it is probable the lowest
beds are somewhere in the neighbourhood of the lat-
ter place. The deposit extends from this in a west-
erly direction te the Grand River, and the lin of
strke appears to concide with the course of the stream
for a considerable distance up towards its source.

Inclusive of the subjacent red shales, I have estim-
ated the thickness of thoso rocks to bo 390 feet. They
are composed throughout of limestones and calcareous
shales, in one or porhaps two parts of thoir vertical
extent containing gypsum in detached masses, which
are sometimes of large extent. Wherover these are
known they are greatly worked, and the material at
all times commands a ready market for agricultural
purposes.

The himestones are frequently of a drab colour,
and are deposited in beds seldom exceeding a foot in
thickness. They are hard and compact, and remark-
able for the numerous small cavities they contain. A
bituminous matter oftoi fills theso cavitios, and in
thin layers divides the beds. Sometimes the fime-
stonos are of a blue colour, in whicb case the nover
have cither of the abovo peculiarities; and some-
tines the rock bas more the nature of a calcareous
slate. The, drab variety is the best adapted for ail
economie, purposes, and makes excellent lime. Tho
shales, whon exposed te the effect of the weather, are
generally of a groenish colour, but when the action
of the atmosphero has not reached them they are
usually dark brown. They are argillaceous, and
in almost every instance where the gypsum occurs to
any extent, it is overlaid by thom. Beds fit for the

Appendix
purposes of hydraulie cement occasionally occur, in-
terstratified with the limestones and shales, and in one
place in particular, about three and a half miles below
Cayuga, on the Grand River, a hard solid bed of water-
lime exists, which attains a thickness of probably thirty
feet.

The gypsum is deposited in detached masses, nover
in continuous -strata, and either tbrough some peculi-
arity in its original deposition or some remarkable
movement afterwards, it almost invariably assumes
more or less a conical shape,-the strata by which
it is covered being bent or arched over it, thus

These masses vary in the diamoter of their bases
from a few inches to many yards. It sometimes hap-
pons that a mass is so very extensive horizontally,
that the first impression may lead to the belief that
it is as continuous as the strata covering it; but this
is neyer confirmed by careful examination. Wherever
the deposits have been much worked, the upper surface
lias been found at last to slope rapidly down, follow-
cd by the superincumbent strata, and wherever I
bave yet seen them the thickest part bas been about
the point where their centre might be assumed to
exist. The conical shaped hills or hillocks for which
the gypseous country is remarkable, owe their origin
to the peculiarity of the deposits of gypsum, and they
are generally considered a certain indication of the
subjacent prosence of the mineral. The disturbance
which the higher parts of the formation occasionally
appear to have sustained is probably attributable to
the same cause. In the Township of Dunn, near the
little village of Haldimand, in several places, are in-
stances of considerable disturbance, and it is probable
that the following diagrams will botter illustrate the
relation they bear in form to the deposits of gypsum
than further description. It must be borne in mind,
however, that notwithstanding the comparatively
slight contortions which are occasionally met with,
the formation, as a whole, is as horizontal as those
it reats upon,

The following diagram represents a quarry which
has been opened for limestone in the neighbouritod
alluded to

In the Welland Canal at the Broad Creek branch,
Mr. Keefer, one of the Engineers, describes an ex-
cavation te have passed through rocks whose attitude
somewhat resembled the masses represented in the
following sketch:-

Mr. Kcefer vas se kind as te supply me with another
section of a locality on the Junction Canal betweca
Port Colborno and Rana bond, which likewisc fully
illustrated these undulations, and in this case, as in the
others, a higlier scries of rocks lias been affected, mîost
prubably by lie samie cause.

The beds of gypsum that have been hitherto worked
and hlave come under ny observation arc those of
?dîr. Case, about threc and a ialf miles below Cayîga
on the Grand River ; of Mr. Donaldson, ncarly op-
posite the village et' York on the same river, and two
bds mied near Paris, one by Messrs. Curtis and
Coleman, and the other by Mr. Tennant.

The bed worked upon Mr. Casc's property lias
iot becen long iii operation, but it appears likely to
prove one of great extent and of inimenise value. There
soei te bu evidences of its occipying an area of ncar-
ly sixty acres, and being on ti navigable part of the
Graid Hiver, it enjoys the advaitage of anii easy Cx-
port to distant places, in addition to a daily iicreasing
local demaid. he thickness of tlie hed wliere it 1s
worked is four or five foot, and in a well sunk near hie
propricetor's bouse, a, thickness of' twenty foot of ia-
fer-lime, with a considerable quantity of' gypsum in-
teriixed, is passed throiugh below the main bed, which
there mneasures about six feet, while between it and
the botton of the well therc is an additional thiree ci'
four fet of w'ater-lime. The upecr gypsm is of a
pure white, and of the best description, and if it turn
out to occupy as great an area as appearances inîdi-
cato, it caînot fail to be the source of a large revenue
to its owncr. Slould the public works extend at any
future period to the establishmîent of a canal on the
Grand Ri, thxe water-lines in the neigliborhiood
of Mr. Case and elsewh'er, a2sociated vith gypsuin
beds will be of importance as available in the coistruc-
tion of the locks and dams connected with it.

'Tie niext bed of importance is near York. Part of
it is worxked b' Mr. DoiaIaldson, and part by Mr.
Cook, the propiietor. It measures at tlhe outcrop on
the Grand River bank thiree and a half feet in thick-
ness, and inercases advancing along hie level. It lias
been extensively mined, aid the minaterial is of excel-
L-nt quality, though it is net generally said te bc equal
to that of Mir. Case. An argillaccous liniestone, ap-
proaciiiig to a shale, ovorlies the gypsum, and it nighît
he applicable for hydraulic purposes, but it is not
suffleiently thick to bc of any gicat importance.

The lieds at Paris arc likewise extensive, and that
of Messrs. Colemnan and Curtis is lai'gcly ixnîxed.
That belongig te Mr. Tennant is but rcentIy open-
ed, but at the time of my visit the proprietor hiad
every reason to anticipate a successful issue to lus
uidertaking.

The value of gypsum, as applied te agriculture, is
well known. The mnaterial is becoming every day
mnore generally used, and as the country is purely
agricultural it is a matter of primary inportance to
know how fair we can depend upon our ewn resources
for the suflicient supply of an imcrcasimg demand.
The beds mentioned above would probably have re-
mained unlknown te this day, had not the Grand
River, by intersecting their outcrop, partially exposed
them, and it is only at such places that they have
hitierto been wo'ked, and thxeir probable extent sus-
pected. The Grand River, nearly from its source ta
its moutli, probably runs in the strike of the forma-
t:n, and consxjauently on the same series of r'ocks

App'end,
the wholo way, se tliat there may bc many masses of (W.)
gypsumi on its banks abovo as well as below Paris.
But it is not, therofore, to be supposed thatthe mnieral .
is exclusively confined to the ixnmdiato margin of
the strean, and it would bo highly advantagoons
that a judicions system of boring shiuld bc adopted,
whcre gypsum is supposed to exist, and whcre the
usual indications of its prosence exhibit themsolves.
I was inforned by Mr. Jackson, the Engineor to the
Grand River Navigation Company, that several places
lad been bored on both sides of the river without
success. It is likely,however, that in sonie cases the
site for the bore hole was inijudiciously cliosen, and
that in others a sufliciont depth had not boon pone-
trated. Moreciver it is possible that in sone instances
the horing rod may have passed withiln, a fiw inches
of the mîiieral, and pierced oily the shales and lime-
stones by which the precipitous side of the mass is
covered, and while the work, fias in consequence, beenî
abandoned, a now bore hole let down within a few
feet of the first, imiglt have struck upon the gypsum
at a smaller depth. As an example of the form of a
mass which night Iead te such results I m ay mention
that at Caledoma; on flic property of Ronald McKin-
near, Esquire, (to whom I am much indebted for at-
tention and hospitality,) there is a mass of gypsuim
which though only a few feet in diameter is neverthe-
less of considerable thickness, and is overlaid by
flic usual conical hîunnock. Now it is not difficult
to sec that lad this boon entirely concealed, and an
attempt made to hit it by bormng, the rods might
have penetrated all around, without once touching the
inheral, as it is only a small central part, or the nu-

cleus of the liunnock which contains it. As it hap-
pciicd, this mass being exposed on the baniks of the
river, boring was unnecessary, and the bed proved
to bc of little extent; but it serves to show hoiv the
edgc of a more inpor'tanît one miîiglt bc missed, while
the borer miglt come very near it. In making sneh
attempts, nothing is moro requisite on the part of thu
iersoni entrusted witi the woi-k than a thorough
know'ledge of all thestrata of shxale and limestono, bothi
above and below the usuail position of the course of
gypsluml masses, and le should bc particularly ae-
qiuainted with any of the mor renar'kable beds, as
r'egards their quality and distance from one another.
in order' that, as the rod went down, he iniglt at one,
froin the nature of the borings, bc able te pronoune
vhat part of the series associated with the gypsum
lhd been touched. This knowledge, of course, could
only be arrived at by careful prelixminary study of
the wlole formation, wherever it may have been ex-
posed by natural sections or by mining operations.

Many mineral springs exist upon this formation.
Aiong themn the nost r'markable yet known is the

Sour Spring " on the Indian Lands, at a distanco
of t'n or twelve niles south fi'om the town of Brant-
floril, to tli west of the Grand River. A specinen
of this water lias been proeured, but has net yet been
subjected to analysis It is said by the inlhabitants
to lave useful mnelicinal qualities, and to have been
resorted ta by people in the neiglibourhood with great
advantage. It appears te possess antiseptie proper-
tics. Vegetable matter which is several feet in thick-
ness On the surface round the spring, lias the appear-
ance of tan-bark, as if it had beon arrested in its
progress to dccay, and preserved by the chemical ef-
fects of the water or of the gasses evolved from it.

Sait and sulphurous springs are known in several
localities, and it is not improbable that in some in-
stances the former nay prove of importance, as it is
generally supposed that sait and gypsum accompany
each other, and as it is known that the very valuable
salt manufactories of Onondaga, in the State of New
York, arc located on the rocks associated with the
formation.

"Lh j fossil; still as organie romains are reported te have
been found in Wayne County, in tho Statc of Ncw
York, in the sain serias, it is probable they may yet
he detected in some localities. There is indcd a
linestono rock which is worked ncar lIakliiand,
an used for backing stones, and which is soon in
several places on the shores of Lake Erie, that con-
tains fossils. Specimens of it were procured and
sont to Montreal, but I am yet undecided whether
teicy ought te bc classed with the gypscous rocks or
witlh the upper limestones which succeed them.

II. UPPER LIMESTONES.

This is the highest series of rocks that lias yet como
under my observation. They nmay bc seen at Fort
Erie on the Niagara ; at Port Colborne, and ahnost
any part of the coast of Lake Erie, te the nouth of
the Grand River; and beyond it, according te infor-
mnation derived from several inhabitants, as far as
Dover in th Township of Woodhouse. Tlcy are
likowise visible through tho newly forned township
of Cayuga, formerly bolonging te the Indian Re-
serves, near the Grand River; on the Talbot Road,
and on the banks of tha Thanies in the Townsbip of
West Oxford, in the Brock District.

Wherever I have hitherto seen the lower beds, they
ara ainost exclusively conposed of chrt or hornstone,
frequently containing vast quantities of iron pyrites,
and sometimes possessad of beautiful specimens of flu-
ate of lime. ltesting on these cherty rocks thero is
a sandstone, whieh, thougli of very different charac-
tor in difforent localities, appears te bc continuous in
se far as I have examined. This is again overlaid
as by limestone wlieh is the uppermost rock of the
presont section, and the highest I have yet seen in
Western Canada.

T ha sandstona is not seen at Fort Erie or at Port
Colborna, but silicious limestones exist there, whicli
ara probably its oquivalent. In the township of Dunn,
near Ialdimannd, sections of this sandstone are visi-
ble, resting on beds of chart, which overlie the gyp-
seous limestones. It is here frequently made up of
large angular pieces of liornstone, whicli, with the nu-
Ierous rgo corallines, and other fossils it contains,

rondar it almost useless as a building stone. Cap-
tain Murray, a contracter on tha Grand River, lad
quarried it in soveral places, but finding it totally
unfit for the purposes lie intended te apply it te, he
abandoned it.

lu tha Township of Cayuga, particularly on lots
45 and 46, on the town-line north of the Talbot
road, this sandstono is largely doveloped, and is cap-
able of being quîarried along the surface of the ground
for an immense extent. It is composed of small grains
of quartz, in some instances se closely ccmented te-
gethor as to assume the appearance of white compact
quartz rock. At other times it is made up of coarser
particles, in which case it disintegrates by exposure te
the weather. The beds are massive, beingone to three
feet in thickness ; thoy have the appearance in many
places of being well adaptad for building purposes,
and an almost endless quantity of the stone is easily
attainable. It was at one time proposed by Mr. De
Cow, a proprietor and resident liera, te establish a
glass factory, for which he conceived the sandstone, as
likowiso the chert rocks below, would bo available.
It is by no means unlikoly that the sandstone would
in some places be found eligible for the purposo. Mr.
De Cews projoet, howevor, not receivng sufficient

support, seems for the present te be abandoned. Tie (W.)
corals and other fossils vhicli abound in the upper
limestona begin tc appear in tiis sandstonc. 2701 Janunry.

Over this sandstone in Cayuga tia truc upper
limestones arc seen capping small eminences which
stand upon it as a base. These limestones, wherover
known, abound in a vast variety of fossils, especially
corals, the whole surface of the ground in mnany places
where they exist being literally covered with them.
I collected numerous specimens at Port Colborne,
through the township of Cayuga, and in several parts
of the District of Brock. The rock is in general
bituminous, and lias a very peculiar odeur when bro-
kon, arising fron the presence of naptha. This sub-
stance is frequently found in small cavitias, and in
seme instances might be collected in sufficient quan-
tity to afford a specimen of its nature. These cavities
are of comumon occurrence at Greybril's quarry near
Gravolly Bay, whera thle rock is largely quarried for
building the magnificent lock on the Broad Crack
brandi of the W elland Canal.

I was informed by Mr. Cull, an Engineer, that
balow London the naptha is occasionally found float-
ing upon the surface of the pools or stagnant waters
of the Thames, and is frequently collected by means
of a cloth.

Sulphureous springs are of frequent occurrence on
this formation, and iron pyrites, from tha deconiposi-
tien of wthich thiey probably derive their quality, is in
soine places very abundant. Oneofthese springs exists
on the property of Mr. Rouvière, near tha village of
Boacliville in West Oxford.

POsr-TERTIARY AND ALLUVIAL DEPOSITS.

It cannot but have struck overy enl who lias tra.
velled over the western part of Canada, tiat nearly
tie wholo of it is very much covered and concealed
by a vast deposit of soft or loose derivativa material,
and it is only where the country is intersected by
rivers or on laka shores, or in that mountain ridge
wliich extends from Quecenston te Hamilton, and
thenco te Nottawasaga Bay on Lake Huron, that an
outcrop of the older stratilied rocks is te be seen.

In the district which lias on tie present occasion
been more immediately the subject of my investigation
te deposit consists of various beds of clay, sand

and gravel, interspersed with large boulders , the
tbickness it attains is generally very considerable,
and frequently reaches 200 or 300 feet. The clay
eliffs of Scarborougi are 320 foet. The Central Rid-
gos, as they are called, running parallte te the north
shore of Lake Ontario, are probably200 or 300 feat,
and flic highlands in Oxford are froquently 100 or
200 feet, and aven more, and the banks of the Grand
River often expose a very considerable amount.

As te the sources whence the material is derived,
Vise finer parts, considcred by themnsolves, present less
evidence than tùe coarser. The clay givas no cvi-
dence at all. In soma portions of the sand, however,
magnetic iron ore exists, as on the shore of Lake On-
tarie at Toronto, where the quantity is se consider-
able on Gibraltar Point, that if a magnet be thrust
into te arenaceous detritus composing it, on being
withdrawn, it will b found covered with small grains
of tie ore.

SaR,-l have thehonour to informyou that, last week,
I visited the western part of the District, for the pur-
pose of holding the Division Courts. The day pro-
vious to my leaving home, viz : on the 22nd, the inha-
bitants in the Townships of Willianshurg and Osna-
bruck residing on the bank of the St. Lawrence, were
tlrown into a state of alarm, by conduct on the part of
the labourers on the Canal, that demands the attention
of the Executive Goverriment, and I beg, through you,

to report to His Excellency die Governor General, the
result of an investigation I found it my duty, as a Ma-
gistrate, to muke.

A large number of the labourers employed on the Ra-
pid Plat,sçone ofwhom had firearms, proceeded in the
morning of the 22nd instant, down toFarran's Point, and,
witlj much violence, drove the Cork men from the work.
During their march down, they éntered the housos of
the inbabitants living on the bnk of the river, corn-
pelled them to furniWi food and drink for Which they
refused ta pay, and forcibly carried off all the fire-arms
they could flnd. As I was aware of, the presence of a
Company of the 14th Re iment at the place at which
the election was being hold n, in the rear of the Town-
ship of Williamsburg, I took some affidavits from the par-

th Janu4ry, cessary, in its execution ; but the parties interested de-

clared their unwilingness to prosecute, fearful of in-
jury to themselves or property, so soonas the Troops
shall be removed.

From the information I have obtained from the En-
gineer, Mr. Milis, and also from Mr. Carman, a Magis-
trate residing in the neighbourhood, I feel quite confi-
dent that there is an absolute necessity for a military
force in the noighbourhood, and I bcg most earnestly to
urge His Excellency the Governor General, to consider
the propriety of tjiis measure. From Mr. Mills and
Mr. Carman I have received a corroboration of some of
the particulars which I shall presently relate ; and by
them I am also told that the Contractors will, in a few
days, ho compelled to reduce the vages of the labour-
ers, this measure having become necessary from the
shortness of the days. They apprehend an immediate
strike by the labourers, and a rerourse by them to acts
of violence against the Contractors, and depredations
on the farmers. I am informed that one Contractor
dares not corne near his work, and that another is so
much afraid of the labourers employed by him, that
they work as they please, and set him at defiance.

In the short space of Lime which I was able to spare
from the duty in which I was immediately engaged, I
ascertained that three guns were taken within the space
of a mile, and I have no doubt that many more were eot
in the same illegal manner. I was then, and am stili,
quite ill from a severe cold, or I would have had a more
thorough investigation.

Persons are frequently stopped on the road, and
their teams detained until thtey give the labourers
money to buy liquor. The shop of Mr. Holden was
entered some time ago by two mer, who directed thir-
teen yards of fdannel to be cut off for them ; as soon
as this was donc they made off; the clerk attempted to
prevent them, and he was violently assaulted. The
next day the, threatened him, should ho attempt to
make any coniplaint. The owner, Mr. Holden, as-
sured me that lie had been advised by some of the
more respectable men, not to take any steps to punish
the perpetrators of this act, as it would not be safe for
him to do sO.

It was stated to me that a person calling himseif a
Police-man, is stationed at Mariatown, but that ho does
not exert himself in any way, and that he says he is
merely there to report. As I do not recognize him as
a Peace Officer in this District, I did not send for him.

John A. Pierce, a tavern-keeper, has had his house
#and bar, in Mariatovn, brokeh 'pen in the niglit by
two persons, one of them, arme 'ith à-knifeireat-
ened to take bis life. He was afraid to make any
complaint. He bas lately been threatened for thefart,
ho took atthelast eletii by a persun calling himsclf
theresident of the Vi ilantSociety, and oasts of
havihg a body guard whtch he can call at a moment's,
ioticd.

That they are afrai Lto
seek redress, and that the Magistrates and Peace Ofli-
cers dare not aa.

1 have reason to believe that these statements ate
truc, and I humbly trust that His Excellency the Go-
vernor General will take euch stepp as may be ibis
lower, to aid the Civil authority in putting a stop to
these lawless proceedings. I feel cqpfident that this
cin only be done by hlyîng auch a force in the neigh-
bourhood as will overnçwe the 'labogrers; and if ar-
rangements could be made by the Board of Works, by
which the Cork and Connaught men cptnd be employed
in difl'erent parts'of the Province, .ie great caue of
excitementtvould be removed.

I beg to urge the necessity of immediate steps being
taken, as it will b .necessary to make arrangements for
the accommodation of the Troops; and shouId there be
any difliculty in obtaining the seryikes of thp Soldiers of
the Regular Service, I would respectfully suggest to
His Excellency the ýGovernor Gnerial, ,that Volun-
teers from the Militia Regiments could be procured.

and the two following days, insisted upon deponent
and levr son leaving the bouse, and taking their effects
with them, as they intended to burn it ; that they dam-
aged and destroyed a part ofthe effects therein,and if was
with difficulty this deponentcould save the remainder;
tait they threatened deponent very violently, and told
her, ifshe, her husbaid, or any of the family, ever ap-
peared again at Farran's Point, that they would use
violence towards them; and further deponent saith,
that they completely destroyed the louse, having ren-
dered it quite uninhabitable; that the only reason for
this attack, deponent believes to be, that ghe and ber
husband emigrated firom Munster te this country; that
the Canallers threatened aill the Munster people they
having aiso attackud Mr. Ryan, of the Long Sault,
and several other Munster people ; that this deponent
and lier said husband emigrated from Munster about
twenty years ago to this Provinoe, where théy have re-
sided ever since, and reared a family ; that depouent

sent off your documents collected when here) add these
to the list. On Saturday evening last, a party of the
Canallers went to the house of Joseph Sawyer, an old
inhabitant of this place, and robbed him ofhis fire-arms;
and, last night, a large party went back of this place to
tl several concessions, and took guns from three dif-
forent louses, viz. from Jacob Bedsted, Joseph Hutt,
îand Lewis Hutt ; Lewis Hutt at first refused to give
up his gun, but was at once threatened, and a gun
pointed to his breast, if he did' not at once surren-
der it up. It is ascertainedi that a good portion of these
people have now fire-arms ; sone have long knives and
other deadly weapons. Serious threats have been
made against some of the people bore, and that the
black flag would be hoisted in Mariatown, so soon as
the troops leave ; and it is apprehended by some of us,
fromsome remarks that have fiallen from some of these
desperato creatures, tiat they are accumulating these
arms for the purpose of making an attark on the sol-
diers here, wi'hen they are off their guard or asleep. I
really think that immediate steps should be taken in or-
der to get froin those people all the arms they may have.
Our Magistrates here do not seem williuig to act in this
way, as they reside among them, for fear, no doubt,
thatthey would seek opportunity te bo avenged. The
present state of things here is truly deplorable; and I
hope and trud that the necessary protection required
nay be not long withheld from us, and for which I shall
fel grateful for your kind interference in the matter
for us.

Siu,-In forwarding the accompanying documents,
the undersigned have the honour to request that you
will cali the attention of His Excellency the Governor
General, to the deplorable state tO which Her Majesty's
subjects, rosiding on the front of the Townships of Os-
nabruck, Williamsburg and Matilda, have heen re-
duced by the lawless proceedings of the labourers em-
ployed on the Canal.

Canal was simultancously occupied by detachments of
Infantry, each party being accompanied by a Magis-
trate end parties of Police, wlen the search by the
Constables commenced, and was completed in three
iours; fifty-one stand of arms, a quantity of locks of
muskets and pistols, gunpowder, powder-flasks, pow-
der-liorns, bayonets and scabbards were seized, and
have been deposited at the Police Office at Montreal,
as required by law. I am aware that on the first ap-
pearance of the troops some few stand of arms were
carried ofT, and are now concealed in the woods.

I have, however, instructed the Police to lodge in-
formation against any lieuses or places in the line
which are suspected to have arms concealed in them,
with a view of following out the law in individual
cases.

When the difficulty of carrying out a general dis-
arming amongst a class of people so proverbial for
their tact in evading the operation of the laws, is con-
sidered, and in a situation se favourable to their pur-
pose as that through which the Canal runs, I trust His
Excellency will consider that the result has been as
satisfactory as could reasonably be expected, besides
having given the labourers a practical proof that under
ail circuinstances the Government is propared te afford
protection for the lives and properties of ail Her Ma&
jesty's peaceable subjects.

Everv house inhabited by the Irish labourers was
visited and closely searclhcd, without, however, finding
any arms except in one at the head of the Canal,
where we seized two guns.

The number of labourers or mon employed is now
so greatly reduced that it was hardly vorth while to
incur the expense of the proceeding on such a scale,
except as part of a general neasure. It has not, how-
ever, beeni unattended with use and advantage.

These Irish people were greatly alarmed, and will,
1 think, for the future (at least such as romain,) be
under greater restraint, while the Canadian inhabitants
hav'e expressed satisfaction at this strong demonstration
on the part of the Governmont for their protection. I
have no doubt that some stands of arms may have beon
concealed and put out of reach, for no sooner had the
first bouses at the lower mouth of the Canal been
searched, than several persons were seen running for-
ward, no doubt te give the alarm. It is probable that
on other sections of the work a good many arms may
be found, because within the last month parties with
guns have been daily seen leaving in the boats.

Major Wilcocks executed the Military part of the
service with judgment, and departed with his detach-
ment this morning.

Constable Robillard will deliver the guns into the
Depot at Lachine. I have placed a warrant in his
hand, and doubt not that li wll succeed in capturing
arms una'wares.

BEAUHAENOIs, 2sit November, 1844.

Sia,-I have the honour to report that on Tuesday
morning, the 19th current, I proceeded, acconpanied by
the detachment of the 81st Regiment, about 120 men,
under the command of Major Wilcocks, that had ar-
rived here the preceding evening, and the two Police
Constables of the St. Timothbe Station, to search for
and seize the arms that might be found in the posses-
sion of the Irish labourers on the Beauharnois Canal.
We commenced the search near the castern opening,
and moving along the whole lino to the western es-
tremity, visited and closely exanined every house and
shanty inhabited by persons that wero the objects of
the procceding, but without any other result than the
finding and seizure of two guns (a musket and rifle
without lock,) in the house of the Ferryman, about
half a mile above the upper termination of ti Canal.
The Ferryman, wLo is a French Canadian, accounted
for the possession and concealment of these arms, by
stating that they had been put into his charge the pre-
ceding evening by two Irishnen who were intending
to cross the river the following morning. Shortly
afterwards the parties themselves came forward and
claimed the guns, when they alleged that they desired
their concentment under apprehension tiat thev would
be plundered by others of their countrymen.

Though I am under the impression that arms nay
have been put beyond the reach of discovery by the
method just practised, as nô sooner had the search be-
gun than several persons were seen running forward,
no doubt te give the alarm, yet the number can only
be limited, becauso the number of labotrers themselves
does not exceed seventy on the whole line, and Mr.
Crawford, the principal Contractor, stated it to my-
self yesterday, as low as fifty. It is probable that
considerablo quantities of arms mny be found on other
sections of the Canal, because, within the last month,
persons carrying guns have constantly been seen leav-
ing this part of the country by the steamboats and
ferries.

Notwithstanding that the recent proceeding has ter-
minated in so smali a resuit, it has in other respects
been attended with no inconsiderable :benefit and use.
The Irish labourers have been alarmed, and such as
remain wili be under more restraint for the.future,
while the Canadian inhabitants have felt and expressed
much satisfaction atthis strong demonstration un the
part of the Government for their protection, more
especially from the practice that has lately prevailed
of the nocturnal plundering, by Irish marauders, of
their houses, of arms, with threats of, and even acutal
violence to the inmates, when resisted.

Warrants have been placèd in the hands of the Police
Constables, and I do not doubt that they wyili suceeed
in capturing arms at unawares.

I beg to add that the Military Service was performed
by Major Wilcocks with efficiency and judgment.

That, as ic winter season is now fast approaching,
and the nights cold, the destruction of standing timber
and fences for the purpose of fuel, has already com-
nenced to a considerable extent.

Your Petitioners, tierefore, humbly and respectfully
entreat Your Excellency to afford them protection in
their persons and their proporty, particularly from flic
present time throughout the approaching winter, by
causing to be established a sulflicient ind effctive
Police force along the Une of the Canal, which will
iot only give your Petitioners security by day, but that
will also, by incans of nightly patrols or otherwise, pro-
vent lte cutting down and carrying away of their tre*
anîd fences, and the commission of other lawless acts by
night. Your Petitioners, in concltding, beg leave to
Sate, that without such eflicient Police force, they
possess no means or power to avert tie grievances and
danger complainied of.

SaR,-l beg to return the statemrent of Edwaîd
Ailii, residing tienth fle Tanneries, in the Parish of
Montreal, togetier with an anonynmous letter of i
thrcatening description, vhich had been thrown into
his bouse.

I have examined into all the facts stated by him,
and find then ti be correct. Since making that state-
ment, a shot has been fired behind bis house, and the
ball passed through the fence close to it; and a party of
labourers returnirg from Montreal, on the night of the
20th instant, assaiied bis house with stones.

From all the information I can gain, I am led to be-
lieve that ic constant outrages committed on this
mani's person and property arise from the fact of his
having belonged, whilst in Ireland, to a troop of Yeo-
manry Cavalry, which had been actively employed on
one or two occasions in enforcing civil warrants ; and
there are at present a few labourers working on the
Canal who come from the same part of lreland with
him, whom he believes to have circulated the report
to his prejudice.

I receive constant reports fron the inhabitants of
the Tanneries and its neighbourhood, that outrages are
committed, but as it is situated off the line of the
Canal, I am unable to aflrd them any effectual assis-
tance from the Police force ; but I have suggested that a
certain number of the inhabitants should be sworn in as
Special Constables, and to act as puch for the preserva-
tion of the peace in that neiehbourhood. About twelve
of ic inhabitants are willing to be so employed, pro-
vided they are supplied by Government with arms, to
enable them to resist any violence which may be offered
them by the Irish labourers, who are in the habit of
frequenting that village in laege numbers, and whieh, I
think, is the best mneasure that can b adopted under
the present circumstance.

I would further retnark that there is a Magistrate
resident in that village, whose duty it will be at once
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(y.) to examine and dispose of any prisoners who may be

apprelended by those Constables, and who could gene-
Oth January. rally superintend tlcir conduct.

I therofore beg to submit the proposition for the con-
sideration of the Governor General.

Statement of Edward Aikin.

Edward Aikin, residing near the Toll-gate on tho
Lachine roadi had two cows shot on Wednesday even-
ing, the 28rd October last, (the evening of the closing
of the Poll for two City Members;) one of the said
cows returned fron grazing, wlere it is supposed to
have been shot, and lived only a few heurs afterwards;
fhe other did not return, and scarch was made for it the
following day, when it was found dead on his own farm.
He also has another cow missing, which lie fears has met
with the sane fate as the two former, and is supposed
to have gone into the bush and died. Part of Mr.
Aikin's property is on the City limits, and the other
adjoining. About the 31st ultime, lie found a letter,
which had been put into his louse through a broken
pane of glass by some person unknown, the purport of
which was that unless ho left the place lie would be
burned out.

A shot was fired on the night of the 2 lst instant, lie-
'hind his house, and the ball passed through the fence
close to the louse ; it was about six o'clock, and lie
was in the yard himself at the time.

The foregoing facts have this day been sworn to be-
fore me as being correct and true.

had not the other two urged them not to do so, proba.
bly pitying the cries and screams of his wife and chil-
dren. These men then ordered Petitioner to quit the
place at break of day without fail, with his family, on
pain of their displeasure, at the samo time forbidding
him to take awfay any thing belonging to him, vhich
Your Excellency's Petitioner thought fit to obey, being
convinced, after what had passed, that his life was in
danger. On the 30th, Your Excellency's Petitioner
endeavoured to bring away, by means of other persons,
whilei ho himself remained in town, such articles as
could be got; but in the intorim between Petitioner's
leaving the premises and sending the carts to remove
his effects, a number of ladders, a wheelbarrow, and a
quantity of hay, apart from many other things which
Your Excellency's Petitioner cannot now specify, were
stolen, and haad he not renoved what rernained, that
also would have gone. And what bas caused the
workmen on the Canal to treat him thus, Your Excel-
lency's Petitioner cannot imagine, having at no time,
to the best of his knowledge, given them the least of-
fence, eithfer in word or deed, but on the contrary bas
at ail times since he has been in that vicinity, endea-
voured to act towards all as a good neighbour. These
things have occurred on Mr. Barry's contract or sec-
tion of the Canal.

That at the present time the said farm is utterly
abandoned, Your Excellency's Petitioner not daring te
return. That the losses and (lainages sustained by
Your Excellency's Petitioner are, in his humble opi-
nion and belief, far below the mark, when he fixes
then at the sum of £20 currency.

That Your Excellency's Petitioner being but a poor
man, and having a family of four children, (the eldest
only seven years of age) besides himsolf and wife,
loking to him for their daily bread, the losses by him
sustained as above will be his ruin, if not assisted.

Therefore, aware of the generosity of His Excellen-
ey in helping the needful, and truly needful, he begs
fnow to approach His Excellency with the humbk pray-
er that His Excellency will be pleased to take into his
most serious consideration this his present Petition, and
alilow him, at least, the sum of Twenty pounds Cur-
rency.

Sma,-I have the lionor te enclose to you, herewith,
a letter received by me this moment: It is a repetition
of those which I forwarded to you last week.

The consequences which may arise from permitting
those alarming outrages to proceedwithout some very
decided stops being taken, or how fur they nay affect
the peace of the country and the safety of life and pro-
perty, it is not for me to say; but I bel it my duty te
state wlhat the consequences must b, so far as my De-
partment is concerned.

The quarrying of materials will be stopped. The
stone cutters, mechanics and labourers (which on or
connected vith the Lachine Canal is, by the last re-
turn, reported at 2,900) will be thereby, at the com-
mencement of a Canadian winter, thrown out of em-
ployment, without firing or provisions.

The Works will necessarily require at least an ad-
ditional year to complote. The Contractors will be
absolved from their liabilitics; and, in fine, the pecu-
niary loss to the Province, without taking into conside-
ration the interest, &c., on nearly a million of money
expended, but not available until this, the final link in
the chainis completed, cannot b less than from £50,000
te £100,000.

In the
month of October I had preparei ail my carts and scows
for the purpose of prosecuting m1y engagements to my
wishes, when a parcel of men on the Canal came and

Downi men ; the consequence was that threc brothers
in my employ were drove out of their bouse and

I am just informed that the whole Une is in a state of
alarm and excitement, in consequence thereof, and so
much so, that I arn told if I pass on the line of Canal to-
night, or any of us, that our lives will be taken ; and I
amobliged to send you this report by the high round.

Sin,- have the honor te acknowledge 1he receipt
of your letter, of the 21st instant, and to acquaint yeu

learning that some of the parties who were engaged in
the rescue of Parrick Connors could be identified, I
immediately issued warrants for their apprelhension.

I have learned that the parties engaged iri ic rescue
(including Corniors) left the line of Canal immediately
afterwards for the States. As, however, Connors is a
notorious character, of whom it would be very desi.
rable to make an example, I despatched a party of Police
towards the Lines, with orders to apprehend him if
found within this Province, and have forwarded war-
rants for his apprehiension te the different Police'Sta-
tiens on the Public Works.

The apprehension of offenders amongst the labourers
on the lin of Canal, is attended with the greatest dif-
ficulty, as it is next te impossible te obtain any infor-
mation relative -to the residence of the party or their
identity, even from the Contractors, their foremen, or
other parties who have lodged complaints against them,
aund from the facility with which the labourers are able
te draw together at a moment's warning, a large num-
ber of their body te attempt a rescue.

Should His Excellency be pleased to authorize an
augmentation of the Police Force, I purpose in future
seiding with every warrant issued, a party sufficiently
strong to ensure its execution, and thus prevent any
attempts at rescue by the labourers.

MAY T PLUsE YOUn, ExcELENCY,

An Act passed by the Provincial Pariament (18th
September, 1841,) for tia establishment and mainten-
ance of Elenentary Schools in the Province of Canada,
provides a sum of £50,000 Currency, to be divided,
in the first place, between the two sections of the Pro-
vince, Canada East and Canada West ; and secondily,
to be distributed annually amongst the Municipal Dis-
tricts in each section, in proportion to the rimber of'
children over five and under sixteen years of ago, that
siiia appear, by the Census then last taken of tlie Pro-
viunce, to be resident within each District, respectively.

The same School Act further provides that the
Council of each Municipal District shall be a Board
of Education, the duties of which, lis such, shall be to
divide the several Ptrishes and Townships, within their
Municipal District, into School Districts, and to furnishi
to tho Superintendent of Education, a report of such
division, and likewise an Annual Report of the Schools
in operation ; also, to apportion and distribute to each
of the Municipal Districts its share of the School Fund,
in proportion to the number of children residing therein
as aforesaid ; and'. to cause to be assessed on the inhibit.
ants of each School District, sums of money suficient
to oquai their respective share of the School Grant.

The saine Act further provides for the election of
School Commissioners in every Parish and Township,
to take the charge and direction of the School establish-
ed in each of them, and placed under their control, ac-
cording te the same Act, and whose principal duties are
to examine and appoint the School teachers ; to pre-
scribe to them the books to be used, and the regulations
to be followed in their Schools; to visit the said Schools
several times during the period of instruction, and to
make a fait hlful report of the whole, once a year, to the
Wardens of the Municipal Districts.

By the same Act, it is further providei, that to en-
title any School to the advantages of the Governnent

allocation, the fullowing conditions must have been
cormplied with, viz:

1st. The School shall have been placed under the
control of School Commissioners.

2nd. The School shalil have been open nine months
during the year, and shall have been daily attended by
it least fiftecrr children.

3rd. The Reports required shall have been regular-
ly made to this Office.

4th. A sum of noney equal to the amount of the
Government allocation to each District respectively,
shall have beei paid by the inhabitants towards the
support of the Elem:ntary Schools placed under the
control of the School Comnissioners.

IIowever, by the sixth clause of the Act, it is provi-
ded that, good and suflicient reasons being produced,
the Superintemalent of Education, in the exercise of his

i discretionary power, may in certain cases, release the
School Districts from the necessity of compliance with
the above conditions.

The Municipal Councils, it is to be regretted, have
not geierally co-operated, in the lower section of the
Province, towards the establishiment and maintenance
of Common Schools in their Districts, and the Schools
have not ail been kept for the period of nine months
in the year ; and although Your Excellency 'vas ap-
prized of the case mentioned in my Report on the same
subject for 1842, still, having in the manitime, drawn
your favourable consideration to several principal facts
vhich were of a nature ta prove, in a satisfactory man-

ner, that the inhabitants have accepted the Common
SchoolAct passeil in 1841, until new Legislative Pro-
visions are made for the object of Eduenîtion, Your Ex-
cellency %vaispleased toapprove af my Report in Coun-
cil, and to grant the allocations claimed in behalf of the
Schools mentioned thereiir.

MAY IT PLEAsE YoUR EXCELLENCY,

As the School Act imposes upon the Superinten-
dent the duty of submitting, every year to the
Governor General of the Province, "a Report on
"the actual state and condition of the Public Schools,
"accompanied with plans for their improvement, and
"wvith such observations respecting Education in
"gencral as lie shall deen useful and expedient,"Ihave
the honor to submit to Your Excellency the follow-
ing Report, trusting that it may contribute to the
adoption of the most advantageous system of Ele-
nentary Education in Lower Canada.

In the months of April and July last, I had the
honour to present to Your Excellency, Statistical
Reports shewing the number of the Schools in opera-
tion in Lower Canada, which I considered as entitled
to the grant made by the Government for 1843, and'
in favor of which I begged of Your Execlency to
issue your warrant for a sum of £17,131 18s. 8½d.
I have received since thàt period a number of School
É eports, touching which I did not submit any request
to Your Excellency, because, the Sehool Commis-
sioners, not having actra in conforinity to the law by
naking their Report within the prescribed, time, had

forfeited their dlaim to a portion of the grant, and
because, moreover, on my representing to Your Ex-j
cellency. that thes dilatory Re'orts inercase the work
of this Office, and render the ublic Acunts very
complicated, Your Éxcellency in Councilas pleased,
on the 29th of July last, to ordet that no further
School Reports, for the year 1843, should be taken
into consderation.

Reports have been received in this Office, during'
the present year, from morèthan 1,300 Slhools,
whereof twenty-three ely are Ihdependent d 'nti
thirteen Dissentient Schools. Your Excellency will
doubtless se with pleasure, that notwithiétandipg he
diffei•enc of reionl in tis country, se littie advan-
tago has be6n taken of fhe Clause of the ct of 1841,

1

which sanctions the establishment of Dissentient
Schools whenever any religious sect constituting the
minority, in a parish or township,,find themselves in
any way aggrieved, or think they have any thing to
fear from a spirit of proselytism in the persons en-
trusted with the management of the- Schools. As
the establishment of Dissentient Schools cannot but
retard the procress of Education, because they have
the effect of diminishing the means of supply, by
dividing them, I have endeavoured, whenever 1have
had an opportunity, to engage the School Commis-
sioners and Teachers in localities wherein differant
religions exist, to guard themselves from a spirit of
proselytyism, and even to abstain ,from imparting
religious instruction during schoiol hours. These
suggestions were generally• acted upon, even by the
reater part of the ClergZ of the different religions

lenominations, and the Sehools wherein they were
followed have been managed, I believe, in a manner
satisfactory to the people, of whatever creeds.

Your Excellency will doubtless, not, hear with in-
difference, that a bookseller of this City intending to
re-publish the muinerous elementary, works for the
use of mixed Schools in 1reland, and having first
subinitted theni to the a ' roval of the Ecclesiastical
Superiors and cf this Off ce, has obtained that ap-
proval.

The Act of 1841 does not recognize any Indepen-
,dent Schools., That law, having, however, from a
want of co-operation, on the part of the Municipal
Coùncils, remained almost without any efft, the
'xecutive Goerninnt thought proper, for the ën-
couragement cf iEdlcationto giye a, part of the grant
cf 1842 as well te the Shools which had net -been
placetd underthe control of'the Commissioners, as to
thos ivith regard te whih' that portion cf the law
had' been con plied with. The Legislature, in its

st :Session, fuly appreved of the conduat cf tfie
Ee utiive on that heat, and even allowéd the same
indulgence te be grantati iià843 ,

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(Z,) necessary, I advised the School Commissioners to do

so themselves. They have generally followed that
February. adlvce, and have taken the Schools so much under

their control, that my Report for 1843 does not
show, as I have already above stated, more than
twenty-three Independent Schools, while almost the
ialf of the Schools in the Report for 1842, were
Independent Schools. It is to be hoped that, in
passing a new Education Law, the Legislature vill
sanction the division of Parishes and Townships into
School Districts, made by the School Commissioners,

About 40,000 children have attended the Schools
which were reported to this Office in 1843, and the
sacrifices made by the parents of the children have
also been much greater this year, so much so that the
suns paid by the parents, by friends of Education,
and by Fabriques, as well in aid of teachers as for the
support of Schools in general, have very much ex-
ceeded £30,000, the sum destined annually for the
support of the Schools. The number of Schools
under the control of the Commissioners lias greatly
increased since the beginning of the present year, and
I suppose that the nunber of children whîo attend
these new Schools cannot be much under six thou-
sand. As it appears by the last Census Return, that
flic nuiber of children attending our Colleges, our
Seniiinaries, Academies, flic Schools of the " Frères
" de la Doctrine Chrétienne," the Schools of the Royal
Institution, and other girls' or boys' Schools, " is
57,634, tiere can only b 11,634 children frequent-
ing institutions which would lot be mentioned in the
Reports made to this Office.

This happy progress, notwithstanding flic defects
of the Act of 1841, and especially the want of energy
of flic different bodias on vhon in particular devolved
the duty of establishing the Schools, and of providing
for their support, shews that the mass of the people
now earnestly wish for education. It is also certain,
that at no period have the Schools been so numerous
in this country, or so vell attended, or generally so
well conducted as they are at present.

An Act passed in the last Session of the Provincial
Legislature appro>riates, as an aid for the erecting of
School Houses, tx e balance of the grant which was
not distributed in favour of the Schools held im 1842,
andin 1843. That balance, which for Lower Canada
ainounts to £33,232 6s. 9id., viIl be of reat assist-
ance, especially in flic poorer parts of the country.
A great iany applications have already been made
to this Office on the part of the School Commis-
sioners, who would vish that suin would bc divided
among their Parishes or Townships. The mode of
distributing this nioney among the different localities,'
being left,by the act, to tlc disposalofYourExcellency
in Council, I had the honor of presenting to Your
Excellency, on the 19th of November last, a mnemo-
rial, whercin I sugested that thîis money should bc
distributed according to the respective population of
each Parish or Township, so that no locality should
have a greater sun than remained at its credit, that
no suin less than £25, nor exceeding £50, shoùld bc
granted as an aid towards erecting a Sclool-house,
and that only when the inhabitants should have fur-
nished an equal sur; and Your Excellency in
Council was pleased to approve of iy suggestions on
this head.

In a Circular bearing date in the month of May
last, I acquainted the public with the contents of that
menorial, and this notice gave the inhabitants a pretty
near idea of the sums which they night expect, and of
the manner in which they ought to net with reference to
the building of School-houses. In order to divide these
£33,232 6s. 9id. among the different localities, I
have taken for rny guide the Census which has re-

A ppenldixcently been made of this part of the Province. My pZ.)calculations on this subject are yet unfinished, as itis )
only lately that I have been able to obtain a copy of
the Census Return; but they are now pretty far st February.
advanced, and I trust to be able to finish then shortly,
and, by a Cireular, to inform the inhabitants of eaci
Parish and Township, to what portion they may be
respectively entitled, according to their population.

Fortunate as have been the results obtained lst
year, under the operation of the present law, tic
Publie Schools are, however, far from being in as
flourishing a state as they ought to be and miglit be.
The recent Census siews that there are in this
country no less than 185,574 children of an age to
attend School. As it appears by the last Census
tint only 57,634 children attend flic different insti-
tutions in this part of the Province, Your Excellency
will be grieved to sec that 127,940 children still pine
in a state of complete ignorance.

These few calculations would suffice to shew, were
not the Legislature and the Country alrcady con-
vinced of the fact, that the present Law is insufficient
in many respects. It cannot be concealed that, in
thc present state of things, the expense of maintaining
Schools is, in many focalities, alnost exclusively
borne by a few friends of Education. The ignorant
part of the people can little appreciate flic advantages
of instruction, and would hardly think of sending
their children to School, even though a gratuitous
education were promised themn. They are the laine,
the halt, and flic blind mentioned in the Gospel, who
must be forced to sit down to the banquet-tlie ban-
quet of science.

I have recommended taxes for flic purposcs of
Education, in a Report vhich I ld flic hionor of
submitting to His Excellency Sir Charles Bagot, in
1842. M'ore than tvo years have clapsed since, and
those two years have but convinced me more strongly,
that no system of Education can operate in this coun-
try in an entirely satisfaîctory manner, without coercive
means. I am'not alone in this conviction: a Bill
imposing taxes vent throuri a second reading in the
flouse during the last Session, alnost without oppo-
sition ; flic press in cencral spoke in favour of that
measure; the voice of the people lias since >en heard
in several public assemblies, and principally at the
hustings; and they have loudly expressed their ap ro-
bation, or, at least, they have nîot expressed their
disapprobation of the conduct of tlieir delegates on
this subject. I think I may almost say that a law
imposing taxes for the purposes of Education is car-
nestly desired by flic country.

A great mary friends of Education regretted sin-
cerely, that an event wrhich happened during the lts
Session, prevented the Bill brought in by flic lon-
orable Mr. Morin, from, becommrig a law, as thcy
were afraid timat intriguing persons wanting to be-
cone popular by arousmng anong the people thîeir old
prejudices against anything resenbling taxes, would
succeed in tlrowing out flic measure. Nothing of
the sort lias, happened ; and if there have been any
projects of that nature, they have been without avail.
For my part, I, think now that we ought rather to
rejoice than to grieve at this delay, as it lias given
tie Legisilator tne to bring this plan to maturity,
and to tlic people, an opportunity of preparing them-
selves to receive a..law, whereof the fundamental
principles are so new to them.

The duties of my Office obliging me ta superintend
the management of Schools, I atn enabled more par-
ticularly to judge of the good or n4 effAts of an
Education Law. I have already pôintéd out the de-
fects of flic Act of the 4th and 5th Victoria, by which
we are governed at present , and I arm happy to per-
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ceive, that the proposed Law remedies a great many
of these defects. To that Bill, however, it seems to

Februar. me, a few amendments might be made, which would
incontestibly render it the best Education Law
which has ever been presented to the Country. This
Report on the state of Schools in this part of the
Province, -and of Education generally, which I am
by law ordered to make every year to Your Excel-
Iency, cannot be filled up in a more useful manner
than by pointing out these few blets in this great
plan. If I undertake this task without any confi-
dence in my strength, as I am not a lawyer, I trust,
however, that the experience I have obtained in the
situation I hold, ought to give some weight to my
remarks. I will content myself with pointing out li
a few words, the defects which appear to me the most
striking, and the amendments which I would like to
sec made to this Bill.

1. Secretary-Treasurer of the Côunt.-I am per-
fcctly convinced that the existence of that officer will
essentially impede the operation of the Act, if it does
not altogether prevent it. Several persons who have
taken a most active part in the management of the
Schools under the existing Law, and who take par-ticular interest in the advancenent of Education,
have expressed the same fears to me. I can say
more; if the Municipal Ordinance and the School
Act, passed in 1841, have remained alinost a dead
letter, that cvil is almost entirely owing to the ex-
istence of such an officer in each Municipal District.
The inhabitants of a Parish or Townshîip will always
be reluctant in carrying the amount of their taxes,
sometimes a considerable distance, in order there to
deposit it in the hands of a man whom they hardly
kuow, ahd over whom they have no control.

Those who are acquainted with our country parts,
know that a system similar to the Municipal syston
lias existed there under another name, from time im-
memorial. The people there are accustomed to tran-
sact their business enfamille, and an order of things
so natural ought not to be done away with. I should
like, therefore, for the sake of the cause of Edueation,
that cachi Parisi or Township, or, each union of
Parishes or Townships, should bc a distinct Munici-
pality, and that for objects of geueral interest alone,
such as the opening of a rond or of a wvater-course,
which they nint intend to make through a county
or part of a county, the Parish or Township Coun-
cils interested therein should assemble in order to
deliberate and act in eommon.

In, my humble opinion, if there were any other
plan more advantageous to Education, it should be
one which would render the Schools entirely inde-
pendent of the Municipalities. , I am convinced that
an Education Law inay be made to operate alone;
but I am net so certain that by mixing it up with a
Municipal Law, the one will not prevent t ie effect
of the other. I have already suggested the same
thing, in ýa Report which I had the onor of making
te Sir Charles Bagot, in 1842.

The Secretary-Treasurer of the County would, at
the best, be an useless machine, good for nothing but
to create delays, and to cause additional expense. I
have been able, to form an idea durîng the last two
years, of tihe consequenees of a similar srstem :-the
greater number of the Muicipal Councils not having
gone into operationî, there was no alternative in order
to place the moncy granted by the Legislature for
the support of the Shools in tie hands of the Com-
missioncrs,e but zthats of sending it directlt .to thec
Cormmssioners themselves, or of appointing m each
Municipal District or County oie or two personàsto
distribute it-to-the Coinissioneis.' The latter'alter-
native was chosen; abdI now knowfromekperience

Appéndixthat it is neither the most simple nor the most satis- (Z)
factory one for the parties interested. In some cases,
Teachers, in default of the Comamissioners who did Çè, Fb,,'
net want to take that trouble, have been obliged to
make long and tedious journies, in order te receive a
modeiate portion of the grant, and that sometines
uselessly, because, perhaps, the special Commissioner
was absent, or had not yet cashed the check sent him
from this Office. In my humble opinion, the amount
of the taxes, and the mone cranted by the Legisla-
turc, ought to pass throu he hands of the Secre-
tary-Treasurer of the Parîsh alone, who must be a
well known officer, possessing the confidence of the
persons whose business he transacts, and'whor may
besides communicate with him, without cost or with-
out having any distance te travel. In favor of a
Secretary-Treasurer, the advantage of appointing an
offieer of some influence has been urged; I think
that object would be attained, if, as f have already
suggested, the Secretary-Treasurer of the Parili
were, at the same time, Clerk of the Municipality,
and Secretary to the School Commissioners.

2. School Commissioners.-The present law does
not provide against Teachers or their iear relatives
being appointed School Commissioners, and this has
given rise to many abuses. It has happened several
times that Teaciers, who were elected School Con-
missioners, have signed as such, the Reports concern-
ing their own Schools, and at other times Commis-
sioners have signed those of Schools kept by thîeir
wives, their sons, their daughters, or their brothers.
As the Commissioners have by law,. the control of
the Sclools, and as thiey engrage and superintend the
Teachers, and eau dismiss them for negligence, un-
fitness, or bad conduet, such Commissioners must
often, in such cases, be very indulgent judges.

I have also remarked that the election of retailers
of spirituous liquors as Commissioners, has given rise
to serious abuses, and I think that these persons, as
well as Teachers and their near relatives, ought to
bc, by any new law, rendered incapable of being
elcctcd.

I have obscrvcd with regret, with reference to the
School Commissioners, that a grent number of those
who were appointed during the last years, have, in
their Reports to 'this Office, shewn proofs of great
ignorance and total unfitness to fulfil the high office
entrusted to them. Many of then could hardly sign
thcir names, and several could not do se at all. Ai-
though, the appointments of incompetent persons
have in many cases only been the result of a bad
choice, I tlink that they have often been inevitable,
because there has not been found in a locality a suf-
ficient number of persons adequately instructed, or
possessing the other requisite qualities.

The Law of 1841 makes the nuinber of Sehool
Commissioners five or seven for each Parish or Town-
ship, according to the population; the Bill reduces it
to five in every case. This number, in n> humble
opinion, is, for the reasons above stated, far too great
for many localities, especially, if certain' persons,
whom I have above described, were incîpacitated by
the new law. I an ersuaded that three Commis-
sioners for each Paris 'or Township would be uite
sufficient for the purposes-of the Ati; andit ha' even
appeared to me, mn many cases, that the great num-
ber of ommissioners, was rcally an ojstacle te e
efficient wNorkin of thelaw. The ltw ight, how-
òver, allow the mhabitants of éach Parishi or Towù-
ship to increase to -ive the nurn'ber of' thir Gom-
itissioners sðhould they think propr.
-othe same easoney thiuk that'the in ber of

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(Z.) 3. School Districts.-There are strong objections to
dividing the Parishes and Townships into School,

1t3Sh Fienrimry. Districts, in the manner provided in the fourth Clause
of flic Bill, nanely,-for a Parish, the population
whereof is under five hundred souls, one School Dis-
trict; for a Parish, the population whereof is from
five hundred to a thousand souls, two-School Dis-
tricts; and so on in the sanie proportion. Such a
division would be excellent, if every part of the
Country were unifonly inhabited, or even inhabit-
able, which is far froin being the case. Circumstan-
ces of a local nature arc often entirely opposed to
such1 a division; take, for examiple, the two extremui-
tics of a Township, separated froni each other by an
almost impassable tract of country, whercin there arc
not yet, nor pcrhftps will there ever bc, any prac-
ticable roads. l that case, if sucli a Township were
inhabited by less than five hundred souls, a consider-
able portion of the inhabitants miglit in fiet bc de-
privcd of the advantage of procuring instruction for
their children, althougi taxed by lawfor the purposes
of Education.

Under any circunstancces, whiere the inhabitants
are scattered over a large tract of country, one School
miiust suffice for a population of five hundred souls;
but the children from the extreme parts of the School
Districts will not be able to attend. If, on the con-
t.rary, the population is thickly settled, as in a Vil-
lage, all the children will bu able to attend the
School; but they would bu too numerous to make
any progress under the tuition of' one Master alone,
and the Bill docs not provide for the remuneration of
two Teachers for the same Sehool.

It secms, therefore, that if would be most natural
to divide flic Parishes or Townships, in many cases,
rather according to the local circuistances than to
the nuniber of the population ; for instance, when it
i3 impossible, difficult, or inconvenient to send chil-
dren from one range or one concession to another.
The best judges of tiis arc the School Commissioners;
and, indeed, tlhc manner in which they have so fiar
made this division, has appeared to cause general
satisfihetion to the people, who werc often previously
vonsulted. It miust be renarked, that the habitans
take an interest in having as many Schools as possible,
as well as ini nLot having too many, as too great a
miiiuber would materially diminish the mans of keep-
lag them up.

4. Teachers.-l have remnarked under the existiag
law, a great disposition to pîay flic lcachers very

oorly. Yet it cannot be expccted that a well qualh-
lied man would embrace a professou, certainly One
of flic mnost honorable, but also one of flic most la-
horious, if lie bu not convinîced thait ma thus devoting
his life to tlic imtellectual emancipation of the rising
gencralion, lie will ensure to hOnself and to bis fanily
an honest livelilood. hie Bill does niot scem to nie
tO give them sufficiently that assurance, when it
'naets, iii the fifth Chaijse, ninthly, that the School
Conunissiomers " shall apply the greater )art of

ic nonies iii teir hands to the support of the
IcTachuers." I flatter mnysulf thIat the Legrislature wvill

sec the advantage of adding, as a proviso, " that in
"no case shal any Schoolnaster reccive a smaller sumn

than lis share of flic whole amnount, procceding as
well as froim file Governmaent grant as froma flic as-
sessîmnts cialthereto, for tle support of tLe Schools

"of flc Parihi or Tovnship." The Teachers should
i Cvery case be at least Cightecin yCars of age.

5. Model Shool.-As it would, during the first
vears of the operation of a new Làw, bu difficult to
find a number of Teachers possessing every desirable
qualification, it would bc important to establish in
each Parish or Township, or union of Parishes or

AppendixTownships, at the most central and accessible part, a Z.N
School, the Master whereof would bc sufficiently
well educated to give to his scholars a complete Course sth February.
of elemcntary and practical studies. I would call
these superior schools, Model Schools, wherc the prin-
ciples of the Euglish and French Languages, the
first outlines of history, geography, arithmetic in all
its branches, book-keeping by double and single entry,
and linear drawing, besi&s all those branches which
constitute the basis of a Practical Education would
bu tauglit. The children from the other Schools
migit go there to complete their education; and it
should be lawful for the Commissioners to give to the
mnaster of that School, over and above the sum grantedi
him in common with the other teachers, and from and
out of the saime funds, a sum not exceeding £20.

What makes the establishment of Model Schools
the more desirable is, that without them all the efforts
and the many sacrifices which will be made for the
purpose of procuring for youth the benefit of Educa-
tion, will, after all, have little success for the real
advantage of society. It is the Model Schools espe-
cially which -will furnish subjects, both clever, vir-
tuous, and skilful, in all the occupations of an active
life. All the classes of society will profit thereby,
and the farmers will doubtless not fail to reccive thoir
share of the advantages of an education, the gentle
influence and the salutary effects whereof wilf give
new life to the children of the soil. For the educa-
tion which will be reccived by the élite of our inter-
esting youth in the Model Schools, placed as they
will be under the immediatc auspices of the Clergy,
and of the nost influential and best educated men n
each locality, will bc in the highest degree practical,
moral, and religioue.

It is pretty gencrally admitted, that a good educa-
tion, and agriculture, are the two principal sourccs
Of fle prosperity of a people; and everywhere do tic
truc friends of the country feel the necessity of having
a systemn of both, which would liarnonize with the
comnion interests of society; but the most proper

icasures for attaining that double object are yet to
be adopted. In several parishes, however, some
praiseworthy steps have been taken towards estab-
lishing Model Sebools; and an A oricultual news-
paper is published in this eity, for tle instruction of
our farmers; but wC cannot conccal from ourselves,
that without some Legislative measure, particularly
favourable to the Teachers of Model Schools, they
eau hardly bu ctablished so as to be of any use; and
if Elcmentary Education bc not generally disseni-
nated among flic people, flic paper of our estimable
fellow eitizen will have but little effect. It is of little
use, in an Agricultural Educatio1i, to talk of systens
and precepts to men who do not know how to reason,
and to offer then books and written rules, when they
are uable to rcad.

A nucli casier mode of inculcating into the minds
of youth notions of an Agricultiral Iducation, would
b, to put into their hands a suminiary of the principles
of Agriculture applicable te our climate. If the
Legislature were disposed to dedicate a certain sui
to that purpose, flc care of making 'tih coliece, and
of undertaking and getting up such a suamtary, miglit
be left to the Superintendent of Education, whose
dut ould be to distribute it, to be used as a readin
book in all' Model Schools, acconpanied with suI
instructions as lie miglit think proper' te give on the
subject.

An opportunity of favoring tlie establishcnnt of
Model Schools is about to present itself,, and Your
Excellency will doubtless be happy to avail yoùrself
cf it. Tlie College of lChambly, dedicated, up te
this day, to tic instruction of students in a course of
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(Z.) classical studies, is about to be opened to those who

nay wish to devote themselves exclusively to the
81h Febnary. study of practical sciences, the daily necessity whereof

is particularly felt in this part of the Province. The
founders of that Institution intend offering it to the
country as a superior Model.Shool, or a High School,
rcsembling those of France; and if the Législature
core to their aid, they also intend giving a Normal
Education to those among their more advanced
scholars who may be disposed to dedicate themselves
to the instruction of youth.

Spacious, commodious, situated in one of the finest
parts of our country, and sufficiently near to this
city, the College of Chanbly is very well adapted for
both the objects so proposed by its founders, and it is
to b hoped that the Legislature will eagerly seize
the opportunity of contributing largely to their
attanmment.

6. Unexpended balance of the Grant for 1844. -
As this balance, will be small, the number of Schools
having considerably increased, and tho provisions of
the Law having been botter complied with during
this year, I think it not worth the trouble of appor-
tioning amongr the cities, parishes, or townships, as an
aid towards the building of School Houses, to which
object the balances of 142 and 1843 were appro-
priated; but that it would be better to leave it in the
hands of the Recciver General, to form part of theé
School Fund, and to, be added to the total amount
which is to be apportioned ever'y year among the
parishes and townships, according to their population.

7. 1ndennity Claue.-A law passed in the last
Session of the Provincial Legislature holds harmless
and indemnified al persons concerned in advising or
making, for the years l842 and 1843, the apportion-
ment and payment of the monies appropriated to the
support of the Schools, under certain Orders of the
Governor in Council. That law had become neces-
sary, because, the greater part of the Municipal
Councils not havmg acted, the lawv of 1841 could not
b brought into effect, according to the strict letter of
the Act. The Municipalities not having donc more
in 1844, those who have the management of the
public monies niust wish to sec an Indennity Clause
inserted in the proposed Law, so as to remove any
unensiness on that score.

As there are some teachers who, notwithstanding
tie Indeinnity Clause of the 7th Victoria, chap. 9,
dispute the power of the School Commissioners to
lay out the Govornnent grant for the general good
of Education, under the terms of the Act 4th and 5th
Victoria, chap. 18, and pretend that the grant should
be exclusively appropriated to the remuneration of
Teachers, I think it desirable that the Indemnity
Clause should be more clear on this subject, and that
such Clause, while it shîould declare legal what has
been donc in 1842, 1843, and 1844, should also enact
that, for the future, the Government grant should b
exclusively, appropriatcd to the remuncration of
Teachers. This would be the means of obtaining
well-qualified Teachers, especially for the Model
Schools.

I wish mcrely to submit to Your Excellency these
slight amendments, which do not alter in any, way
the principles of the Bill adopted ahnost unanimously
by one branch of the Legislature in the-last Session.
I should not like to suggest more important amend
ments which might meet with opposition, and perhaps
cause a measure so important to the country to be
lost.

I would have suggesteda, among other thiings, that
only one Academy 1honki lie esfablished mn each

£100, for ~ Appendfcounty, and that the sum of £100, granted for eaeh (Z
Academy, should be reduced to £50, so as to allow
a greater number of counties to share this bounty. s P rebra.
Several of these Academies are very little resorted to,
and are purely elementary, instead of being superior
Schools, as the Legislature intended.

It would be desirable that all secondary Institu-
tions receiving aid from the Legislature under special
Acts, should be cinorporated and placed under the
control of the authorities hayjng the superintendence
of public instruction, in the same manner as Elemen-
tary Schools, and that the Government grant should
only b allowed to those Institutions which should
unite these two conditions which seem essential to
tIe objects for which they were endowed. It would
afford a guarantee as to the mode in which the grant
would be applied for the support ofthose institutions,
and a means of giving them all a character of uni-
formity in their constitution and their method of
working, which would be more in conformity with
the intention of the Legislature and the expectations
of the public. It would also be the means of render-
ing them more useftl for the purposes for which they
were established.

With reference to the secondary ,Institutions in
the Cities of Montreal and of Quebec, in particular,
besides the two preceding conditions to vhich they 4

ouglit to be also subject, it seems that it would be
more 'ust to distribute among them and the Elemen-
tary behools whieh are in operation in the said Cities
in conformity to the ,aw, the sum apportioned to
each City, as its share of the £30,000 appropriated
to the support of Elementary Schools, and the sum
which the Legislature may be disposed to devote to
the instruction of the youth of both these localities;
1st, according to their respective population; 2dly,
according to the length of time in which instruction
is given during the year in each Institution ; -3dly,
according to the number of children taught in each
Institution; 4thly, on the condition that" in every
case the, sum to which each Institution might lay a
claim according te the preceding restrictions, should
be added to an equal sum to be raised in the place,
in such manner as the Legislature miglt think pro-
per to point out.

If, after making the distribution according to this
method, there remained an unappropriated balance of
tlis common fund (proceeding from the two sources
above nentioned), it might 4ae applied te the estab-
lishment of an Academy in each County, and of a
Model School, and of a Public Library in each Parish
or Township, on condition that the inhabitants should
be always obliged to furnish a sum equal to that
whlieh miglit thus be offered them, for theue or
the other of those establishments, adording to cir-
cumstances.

It must b granted, that ,of these three different
establishments, that of Public Libraries is not 'the
least important,' in order to enable youth to ac. uire
with facihty the knowledge necessary to thcm. These
Libraries should, in every case, be under the imme-
dinte control of the Commissioners of each locality,
who would thîemselves make choice òf. the most
suitable works on subjects connected with the ordi-
nary branches of science, with morality and religion,
and place them within he reach of young persons, to
be used as occasion might requife.

According to thàt mcthod of distribution, some
moules miglt, iwithout committing an injustice to-
wards thé Cities, and withoit overburdening th
doverninent, he laid aside findavor of etititiois
in those parts oftWCountr'ywhre théhnf ,he
inhabitants arc ;mich, greater, by sreson t ,their
povéity, and of a thosaïid other- partieular ciraufiY-d 4

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(Z.) stances too numerous to detail in this Report; Be-

sides the Common School Law subjects the country
8th February. people to ail the above mentioned conditions, and to

muchi more rigorous ones still, before thcy can be
entitled, to Claim the G*ovcrnmenit grant in favor of'
their Schools; and I do not sec any plausible reason
why the citizens of the towns should not be subject
to the samie restrictions, whenever they wish to ob-
tain an aid from Government, in favour of Institu-
tions which tiey are generally better provided with,
on account of their resources, which are many coi-
pared to those of the people iiihabiting the country.

Now, for the purpose of submuitting all these Insti-
tutions to effectual control, a confornity to the above
conditions would, in my humble opinion, bc the most
equitable mode of action, and the most conducive to
Ihe attainment of satisfactory results to all parties.

In making the above calculations, I have fnot in-
cluded the siin which is paid every year to the Se-
crctary of the Royal Institution resdindg in Montreal
or elsewhere, as it is of a gencral nature.

Tiere is a very interesting chiass of persons whicli
I should. have wished to brmg under Your Excel-
lency's notice, and'these are the eaf and Dumb, who,
unh1 appily, do not find in this country those wigenlous
means of instruction by which they are taught what
they owe. to theinselves, to society, and to their
Creator; but I have not been able -to procure suffi-
cient statistical information to enable Your Excel-
lency to judge of the expediency of establishing a
School in their favor for Lower Canada alone, or
for the wlhole Province.

In order that Your Excellency may sec at once
the amendments which, in ny opinion, ought to be
made to the Education Bill presented to the Ilouse
in 1843, I have made in the margin of a copy thereof
accompanying the present -Report, a note of those
which I have herein referred to, as well as several,
little alterations in the details, which tend to abridge
the proposed law or to facilitate its working.

The whole is neverthelcss humbly submitted.
