To have a profitable dairy cow dur-
ing the winter she must be. well fed,
early in the fall. Do mot follow the
advice of a stingy feeder, but - feed
well and regularly. He will say the
cow will run to flesh, and not pay
to milk in that condition. Cows give
the most and richest milk when in-
good flesh. Whether our fari animals
are young or ould, we should endeavor
to keep them so far as possible from
losing the flesh made during the fall

grazing season, that they may be pre-
pared to start in good flesh
spring.

BRITISH IN BOER TRENCHES,

terrible and effective shell fire.
