BRIEF HALTS IN CANADA

A despatch from Ottawa says:—

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From the above figures we note
that Bruce County hogs average
30.8% selects. This can be considered
fairly high when compared with the
Ontario average of 19%, and the
Canadian average of 15.9% selects,

and some of the other stations which
have been selling on the, graded basis
for a considerable length of time
stand close to the top in the heavies
shops, and lights, are also noticeably
smaller than at the stations where
hogs are still bought on the flat
rate.

There are many who hold there fs
a difference between names which be-
gin with “Mac,” and that the proper
pronunciation of them are “mic” and

case. “Mc” and “Mac” are the same,
and the proper pronunciation of both
i# “mac.” The prefixes hoth mean the
same thing—‘‘descendant of.”

The only difference that does exist is
due to the rather general modern cus-
tom among the Irish of abbreviating

tish,

The family name of McDougall, in
its varlous forms, probably 18 more
common In Scotland than in Ireland,

It 18, of course, a Celtic name, and
like virtually all the family names
which have developed under purely
Gaelle Influences, without interference
of Anglo-Saxon or Norman influences,
4 derived from a given name. Unlike

Irany names  from words denoting
{ keographical location or personal char-
acleristies. It {s true, however, that
[the bulk of thelr glven names, from
j which the family names were dey 2lop-
; od, were wo founded on words denoting
somo personal peculiarity or attribute,

The given name Dugald, from which
[tlw various forms of McDougall orig-
| inated, falls within this classification
It means “dark stranger.”

The 8ystem Followed bi the
Children’s Ald Socl
of Orntario.

———
—

In Ontario there is a model system
provided for the supervision of child-|
ren in foster homes. It is a plan of
co-operation between philanthropic or-
ganizations and the Government that
has stood the test of twenty-five years’
experience.

Each city and county of the province
has a Children's Ald Soclety affiliated
with and reporting to a central govern-
ment office charged with the responsi-
bility of supervising children placed in
foster homes, Experienced officers
acting under the direction of the cen-
tral office are employed to visit the
children—all expense in doing so be-
ing defrayed from a government ap-
propriation. Typewritten reports con-
eerning the welfare of the children are
made to this central office and are in
turn transmitted to the Soclety hold-
ing guardianship, with suggestions or
instructions that may seem called for,
any abuses in this way checked up—
some children found to be exceptional-
ly well placed are interfered with as
little as possible, and the foster par-
ents advised to apply for full legal
adoption, after which all supervision
ceases, and the child becomes, in the
fullest possible sense, a member of the
family.

Over twelve thousand children have,
by reaching years of maturity, passed
out of the care of the Children’s Aid
Soclety, while at the present time,
about eight thousand children remain
under actlve supervision. For these
children, wages and savings amount-
ing to the large sum of $82,625 are
held in trust, payable to the children
when conditions warrant—with in-
terest—ranging up to five and a half
per cent.  KEach year about three to
five hundred children will be legally
adopted under a recent adoption law
and in this way released from super-
visdon. e

As a result of well recognized sys-
tem and vigllance extremely few child-
ren are being cruelly treated
ploited by heartless people. This will
usually be found true where there ig
efficlent organization.

Every manufacturer in the coun-
try is face constantly by the prob-
lem @f reducing his production costs.
If he can save a dollar it is just as
good as the dollar he may earn.
Accidents have laid a heavy hand in
Ontario when we realize that com-
pensation for aceidents in mdustry in
this Province is costing six millinn
dollars each year. The manufactur-
er must calculate on this cost with
his other problems of manufacture
and a reduction in these losses means
Jjust that much saved to the country.

Accidents reported to the Work-
men’s Compensation Board have av-
eraged over five thousand each month
for the last several months. This
means roughly two hundred accidents
every workipg day and does not ben-
efit“either the industry or the . work-
ers, but is, rather, a heavvy loss to
l)oth employel and employee.

An extension of the safety idea
seems a logical and legitimate means
of cutting production cost in this
zountry.
