10 Years in Prison
and $5,000 Fine

Optometrist Sentenced to 10 Years
in Prison and $5,000 Fine for
Conspiracy Against the Draft
Laws.

Los Angeles; Cal., July 23.—Frank
T. Howenstein, 'a well-known
optometrist who has been practicing
in this eity a number of years, was
convicted 'in the Federal Court here
last week on two or three counts of
an indictment charging him, in con-
nection with' Mrs. Tdell Kennedy and |,
Joseph- LEFOY, Jr., with conspira»cy

and obstruct enlistments in the
military serviece of the United States
by suggesting methods of tempor-
arily affecting the eyesight of young

men in such a way that they would
not pass the Government examina-
tion

It was alleged that young Leroy,
rwho was subject
introduced to Howenstein by Mrs.
Kennedy, and that Howenstein told
Leroy that the use of certain
chemicals would accomplish the de-
sired purpose. - Howenstein, it was

prescription, but orally gave direc-
tions for using the drugs,

In the course of the trial, which
lasted five weeéks, other testimony
damaging to the defendants was
brought out. A witness who
occupied the office near to Howen-
stein’s testified that Howenstein
made seditious remarks in his pre-
sence. Altogether the evidence
was _so strong that the attorneys for
the defense, who were among the
best criminal lawyers in the city;
could not-prevent the conviction of
Mrs. Kennedy and Howenstein on
two of the three counts. Leroy was
acquitted of charges against him.

In sentencing Mrs. Kennedy and
Howenstein, Judge Bledsoe said:
L. *““With respect to Mrs. Kennedy. I
believe her motive was a deliberate,
conscious, well' constructed plan,
born of her love for = Germany and
her hatred for England. She is a
woman, but she cannot escape the
consequences of her misdeeds. 1 be-
lieve her to have been the main-
spring of this conspiracy, and its
guiding and controlling genius.

“With respects to the defendant
Howenstein, the extent and basis of
his pro-German sympathies have
been difficult to -arrive at. The
element of finaneial gain had much
to do with him. He thought he/could
benefit himsef - for being the re-
cipient of large rewards for help-
ing young men ecsape service in the
army.”

In conclusion the court imposed
a sentence of 11 years in the prison
on MgeNeil’s Island and $5,000 fine
on Mrs. Kennedy and ten years’in
the same prison and $5,000 fine on
Howenstein, the sentences to run
concurrently. Thirty days  were
granted the defendants’ attorneys in
which to prepare  an appeal and
present a bill of = exceptions. A
motion for a new .trial ‘was denied,
as was also an appeal for the re-
duetion of the bail * of $50,000 im-
posed on each. Mrs. Kennedy has
secured. the - necessary  bail, but
Howenstein has not ‘been able to do

to the rank of captain in the 16th
Battalion of Prince Edward County.
He came to Bellgville and entered
Mr. Clarke’s drug store. In 1912 he
organized the 34th battery of field
artillery at Belleville and stnce that
time has devoted his entire atten-
tion to the artillery branch of the
servieo Todu somewhere om the

years for in the oreillery command-
lers are gemerally men at least of
middle age.

Col. Rierdon has been one pt the
finest organizers and most “inces-
sant workers in military matters in
Canada. His'34th Battery of the mi-
litia was, at Petawawa, considered
one of the best in thé Dominion.
When war broke out the men of this
battery who -enlistéd were divided
up and the local officers were un-
able to, accompany them. A short
time later he was called to Kings-
ton to organize a battery. This he
did—the 22nd C.F.A. He took it to
England, leaving on Feb, 16, 1915.
This battery went to France not as a
unit, and consequently _the officers
were left in England. Major Rierdon
then instructed at -Shorncliffe with
the Canadians. He was sent to take
a course with the Howitzers and re-
turned to Shorucliffe to inmstruct.
Two or three months later the Eng-
lish authorities agked to borrow him
as an instructional officer in  the
Imperial forces. Major Rierdon has
never transferred to the Imperials,
desiring *'to be a Canadian officer.
Many people think he iz a British
army officer but this is not the case,
for he has been only loaned to the

LEAVE OF ABSENCE FOR M.S.A.
MEN WHO REPORT AND ARE
PLACED BELOW “A”

Doputy registrars under the Mili-
tary Service Act have received the
following orders from Ottawa; in re-
gard to exemptions to men reporting
and found to be in lower categories
than A:

“Men opdered to report for duty
in virtue of the order-in-Council/ (P.
C. 919), of -April 20th,” who are, on
reporting, found to bein categories
lower than A are to be struck of*
the strength and given a certificzte
of leave of absence without pay fox
thirty days, subject to confirmetion
by the registrar.

“The registrar will be informed of
the action:taken’ and a copy of the
certificate will be transmitted to him.
He will be requested on -issuirg the
man concerned with an exemption
certificate in lieu of the certificatc of
leave. to return the latter to the dix-
trict military service office.”

These regulations provide practic-
ally for the temporary exemption in
future to all draftees who after ex-
amination, are found to be in cate-
gories lower than A. The papers of
the affected men are returmed to the
registrar, who will order them to
report again when men of their cate-
gories are required.

"Ware Blackheads
By Special

and Boils
Care On Hot Days

(By Dr. L. K. Hirshberg.)

Blackheads, boils, pimples and
carbuncles are apt to appear more
frequently in summer time upon the
faces and necks of those who suffer
from -them. This is largely due to
the fact that the external summer
heat and the internal bodily heat co-
operate to enlarge the pores of the
skin in order to- meet the demand
of liberating the increased flow ‘of
perspiraﬁon.- When the porcs zare
enlarged, particles of dirt in the air
easily stick to the skin and make
their way intp the sweat and oil
glands and clog them up.

Individuals who are employed in
mills, mines and "-fa,gq;iues are more
apt to'suffer 'Febhh ‘these skin infec-
tions than other people.. In these
places dust and dirt fly about, and
sometimes the' faces and necks of
wemployees ate liteFdlly covered. In
wiping away the perspiration - from.
their brows. and. facés, the dirt vpon:
the skin is brought more closely in-
to eontact with the sweat glands and
very likely are pushed.into the- little
tubules and clog their opening.

The first visible sign of a clogged
gland is a blackhead, large or small,
according to the size of the gland:
The black dot, indicates . that the
gland which secrets  the oil upon
the face has been stuiffed up.  The
oil beneath the speck of .dirt hard-
ens and a worm-shaped particle of
hardened oil develops: in the gland.

If the blackhead is squeezed when
the skin is dry, infection may devel-
op around it, and if the bare. fingers
or nails are applied to-the neighbor-
hood of the -infection, matters may
become even.worse.

Sodp and Water Cure

P‘imples often develop from black-
heads. Before this happens it is well
to apply plenty of water and a lath-
er of pure soap. Do not merely wash
the face, but rub the soap in well
and then dry the skin gently with a
Turkish towel.. The blackheads will
disappear in time. If cold water isfl
not sufficient to remove the dirt, use
hot water, and then sprinkle the
facé with cold water to close the:
pores. Rubbing the face after this
with a piece of ice is an excellent
method of closing up the pores tisht-\

Boils and Carbuncles

The sweat glands, like the oil
ducts, are irritated by the presence
of dirt  upon them, and manifest
their protest against the condition by
the itch produced. Plenty of water
and\pure soap frequently applied is
the remedy for the ‘itch as well as
for the blackhead or pimple.

By this means many boils and car-
bunclesc can be avoided. These, like
the itch, blackheads and pimples,

“come’  upon the skin largely because
of dirt. Men in particular suffer
from these niuisances because of the
additional friction of the collar at

the neck. .

Dirt easily gathers at the back of
the neck of many men, principally
because of the fact that the hair at
the base of the head does not receive
sufficient trims and shampoos. Wa-
ter and soap, furthermore, do not al-
ways reach the skin efficiently in this
region, and the 'additional friction
produced by the collar results in
boils and multiple boils.

Boils must be kept free from ad-
ditional dirt if more are to be avoid-
ed. After they come to & focus they
may be opened with a toothpick dip-
ped in pure ' carbolic acid. After
this use an alkaline poultice of oat-
meal or corameal ‘to reduce the|
swelling. "Bathe th& imrected area
frequently in lTuke-warm. water and
continue to apply the poultice until
the infection disappears.

Besides external cleanliness to
prevent cr remove collected dirt ap-
on the face, it is essential that the
internal parts of the human mechan-
ism be kept thoroughly clean. If
the waste products are not removed
from the meéchanism daily, not only
are pimples and boils visible upon
the face and other parts of the skin,
but a lowered vitality affects the
memory and dulls the intellect.

Potatoes look well on the , whole
although complaints of blackleg and
other diseases come in from Middle-
sex.

All ;roots look well on the whole,
more especially sugar beets.

Field tomatoes in Essex are al-
ready in good supply.

Bush fruits, Such as raspberries;
currants, etc,, are,yielding well as &
rule.

Cattle marketing, generally speak-
ing, has been comparatively qufiet
during the week, although Brant
reports considerable cattle’ going on
the local market at from 11c to 14¢
a Ib. In Ontario County grass cattle
are beginning to move, with prices
clightly easier owing to the ten-
dency of some to dispose of their
animals before they are properly
finished.

The flow of milk having reachked
its flood is slowly falling off with
the decline in the condition of pas-
tures. A number of creameéry méan-
agers declare that so far this year
they have beaten their own records
for business.

Hogs range in price from $17 to
$18, but too many are being market-
ed under weight. About sixty ani-
mals are being raised in the town of
Clinton. Small pigp are in good de-
mand, fetching from $7 to $10 ac-
cording to locality. -

A new world’s reeord for high
diving was made at Sidney, Austral-
{a, late in March during a water car=
nival for the purpose of raising war
relief funds. A Solomon' Islander
named “Aisk Wiskman, dove 205 feet
which easily surpasses any existing
figures for such a feat. Wickman,
a swimmer and diver kot note, who is
employéd by ‘the Sydney trolley ser-
vice, was persuided to- attempt the
dive as a part of the length program
of acquatic events held at the Deep
Rock swimming pool.

A“Dud” Day in | France

(By Air Mechanic )

There are few days in France
when no flying is done, but there are
home days when very little aerial
work is possible, days of dull, grey
misty type, when a pilot cannot see
a hundred yards through the haze
and the clouds are only a few hun-
dred feet above the ground.

But a ““dud” day in ‘the air does
not mean an idle day on the ground,
either for pilot or mechanic. The
weather that keeps aeroplanes on the
ground, is overhauling and tuning-
up weather.

Each aeroplane has its own
ground crew of two riggers and two
fitters, who may be first or second-
class air mechanics. Riggers look
after the fabric, wiring, woodwork
and general exterior of the machine;
fitters are responsible for the en-

and tuning-up; the testing and re-
newfng of certain parts.

Each wire and cable has a cer-
tain reasomable “expectation of life’”
beyond which it must be retired from
active service. Bullet holes appear
in the fabric of the wingr and must
be patched at once, or rain will find
its way into the interior, rotting the
fabric, rusting the wires, decaying
the ribs.

The bracing wires, which keep
planes and fuselage correctly adjust-
ed, need frequently trueing up. Af-
ter a certain length of time’in the
air, the whole machine, like the en-
gine, must be overhauled.! Only by
constant attention to detail and by
the instant replacing of parts that
are about to fail can the most be got
