GRAND FORKS-REPUBLIC RALLWA

Tne Promoter Outlines the Route to the
Miner Correspondent.

Grand Forks, B.C.. Oct. 13.—(Special.)—
The actual work of construction of the
Grand Forks-Republic railway is to start
before the end of October. The prelim-
inary survey between the two p»uts to
be connected by the railway is about com:-
pleted. After years of hard iighting the
citizens of Grand Forks are =ow in a
fair position to see the object ot the'r am-
bition—an independent railwaiy—reaiized.
From the successful promoter of the pro-
ject to build this railway, T. W. Holiand,
the traveling eorrespondent of the Miner
recently obtained the following intorma-
tion: Two charters were necessary '~ build
nzh a line, crossing as it does the Interna-
tiona]l boundary. The British Columbia
charter was secuted after one of the most
prolonged and exasverating sess'wms, 1n
fact the final, before the adjournment of
the legislature at Victoria. It was tought
from start to finish by the ropresmia-
tives of the Canadian Pacific railway, but
was successfully carried through after an
ail-night session termimating at 5 o'clock
in the morning, when thé bill came wup
and was carrjed by a majority of onme.
It was a slimémajority, but the people had
conquered the richest and most powertul
corporation in Canads, and the citizens of
Grand Forks had good cause for rejoicing.
The Grand Forks &— Kettle River Rail-
way Company is incorporated with a cap-
ital of $200,000. The incarporation of a
company in the state of Washington,
known as the Republic & Grand Forks
wKauroad Company, with ~a capital of
$1,000,000, was _obtained without the
slightest degree of opposition. T. W. Hol-
land is the secretary-treasurer of the two
companies.

puild into the Boundary district by way
of Lascade City, but owing to the strong
opposition of the C.P.R. they were defeat-
eu. Of course you understand that our
foaa does not cover so much territory; on
tnis siae of the line, as the early charters
asked for. In our application we cut out
the Cascade end of the route. Lhe object
of the old Kettle River charter as it was
presented at Ottawa was a competitive
 road to the C.P.R. in the Boundary dis-
trict.

The output
of ore from the Velvet, the Portland and
t.e Douglaes Hunter, to say nothing of
other promising properties in that wvicini-
ty which are practically developed, should
be large during the coming year, and wul
considerably augment the total for that
vear from this division.
" The finding of the extension of the Tre-
gear ore shoot on the west side of the
Annie dyke is an jimportant one. This is
west that the main ore

It was found on the 500-toot level, and is
therefore below the area of surface dis-
turbance.

MARCUS MOSES TELLS OF HIS
EXPERIENCE AROUND NOME.

He Has Secured Interests That Should
Yield Him Good Returns—Tidings of
Former Rossland Residents.

e

Marcus Moses, formerly of the Col-
linshonse,hujnstretumedfromuaix
months’ stay in Nome. He spent most
of the time while away on the Bluestone
river, which is 80 miles north of Nome.
He came out specially for the purpose
of chipping in supplies, such as provi-
sions, lumber and fuel to his partners,
who will remain at Port Clarence all

winter. In summer, he says, the nigger
head tundra makes travelling very diffi-
cult. This is so much the case that only
a mile an hour can be made and the in-
tention is to take the provisions into
the claims during the winter by means
of dog teams, so that work can be car-
ried on during all of the open season
next year. Most of the claims owned
by Mr. Moses amd this associates are
situated from 10 to 14 miles back of
Port Clarence, which i3 a land locked
harbor. The town of Port Clarence is
on this harbor and has a popu-]
600. This town, it is
thought, will be the leading one of
Western Alaska for the reason that
Port Clarence harbor affords ample pro-
tection “for shipping. The many wrecks
at Nome during the past year have made
it essential to have a safe ‘harbor and
Port Clarence is the only first-class port
available in that part of the country.
On the Bluestone river the Seifert
Brothers, formerly of Spokane, have a
claim from which they are taking out
from $100 to $300 per day. Three miners
of Boise, Idaho, have a claim om the
game river from which they are taking
from $1,000 to $3,000 per day. Mr.
and associates have 14 creek claims and
seven bench claims along the Bluestone
and its tributaries. This part of the
country, with what little development
has been done, has shown iteelf to be
richer than anything in that part of the
country, being even richer than Anvil
creek of Nome. Mr. Moses will return
over the ice by way of Aavie Island.
Anvic Tsland is 800 miles from Nome.
From Anvic Island he will take dog
teams and go in over the jce on Bering
Sea.

The government is sending in mail
once a month over this route and Mr.
Moses intends to go in over the course
traversed by the mail men. There will
be relay stations where one.can stop for
the night.

“The country certainly this seasom has
been very badly ovendone,” said Mr.
Moses, “and I do not know of but few
who went there who made a dollar. Ow-
ing to the difficulties experienced in
prospecting there is a large ared that
has mever been traveled over by white
men.

fession he had made; to everything which
he held dear, and to beat an ignominious
retreat in the face of personal danger,
carrying with him property which was
not Fis, and which he intends to employ
in rendering yet more ignoble the close
of his career. 2

because we are not a fighting nation. Any-
thing will be better than the missionaries.
Peace, prosperity, and healthy commerce
will be impossible until fhe missionary
shall have been eliminated irom our local
problem. Recall the missionaries, and all
will go well :

+1s there any reason Why the Chinese
should not be allowed to enjoy their own
religion in their own country in their own
way? Certainly the English would' not
like to have us interfere with any ot théir
many religions or institutions I'hey._would
not like to have us send our 'l'acist or
Buddmst priests to this country to attack
the modern taiths of the English people.
1f we should torce our priests upcn Kng-
Jand - we should be doing to the L.aglisn
what we would not hike them to do unto
us Conversely, the £nghsh, "in forcing
their priests upon us, are doing unto us
what they would not ke to have others
do unto them.” T

LOW GRADE COPPER.

In wwny copper mines the richer bodies
of use have been exhausted and the re-
maia'ng rock is of a character too poor
in mezal to repay the expense of bringing
it o tke ‘surface and working it ior its
metal‘c contents, says the American Mm-
ing Journal. 1t has been suggested that
the elv:trolytic process will be able to
glean copper from such mines with the
minimum of expense and Jabor. - 1t is
propuwed to bury deep in such a working
a large electrode of coke or similar ma-
terial and mear the surface to install an-
othar electrode of sheet copper. The mine
is to be tooded with water and it enough
soluble salts, such as copper sulphate,
copp2s or salt, do not exist,” to acidity
the water in the mine with sulphuric acid
or some other equally good conductor of
electnaty. A powerful dynamo, giving a
very iirge current of electricity at a low
voltage 1s to be connected so that the cur-
rent shsll flow from the lower electrode
to the upper through the waters filling
the mme, and the ore bodies in the m-
terstisiul rocks. By this process copper,
or suzh other metal as may exist mn the
mine, wili be deposited upon the upper
elect-ode precisely in proportion fo the
total amount of electrical energy supplied.
After an interval of perhaps a year or
two the workings may be pumped out S0
that tbe upper electrode may be reached,
when its deposit of metal may be extract-
ed an1 the mine again flooded and the
proz2ss repeated.

In this way it is thought that many jean
deposuts, especially if they are in the
neighborhood of water POWErs, may be
work>d to great advantage and at consid-
erable profit, since the resulting metaliic

deposits will be practically pure and will
requre little or no further treatmient.

For
criminals of this stamp there ought to be
no such thing as mercy. To them, above
all others, the old saying applies in its
fullest force, “Hanging is too good for
them.” ; ;

Mayor Goodeve--Scathing Denunciation

srand Forks, B. C., Oct. 1.—Lhere was
a large attendance at the Conservative
meeting held at the Opera House Satur-
day night. The reception accorded A. .
McNeill, the party standard-bearer, and
Major uoodeve, ot Rossland, proved very
flattering. H. S. Cayley, who presided,
maae a felicitous speech. He paid a high
tribute to the integrity and ability of
Mr. McNeil, and added that a representa-
tive spend ng six months of every yeal

in Ovtawa made many personal sacrifices.

Mr. McMeil at the outset expressed re- l

moting by means of bounties and duties
the iron and steel industries ot Nova
Scotia. Mr. Goodeve admitted that tae
Liberals had a 'weakness for ‘‘little weak-
lings like the Standard Oil Company,
which today coptrolled the Canadian o
trade. When the vonservatives were in
power a difterént state of afttawrs pre-
vailed. The government, in order to pro-
te~t the Canadian industry, bad refused
)ermission to the Standard Oil Company
to mmport oil 1n tanks, and had dechmea
o reduce the duty. As soon as the i1,

crals gained power t-ey granted every
possibie concession. ‘L'he duty was re-
duced to 5 cents per gallon, with the re-

Mr- MecNeill then reviewed the. issues
of the campaign, contending that the d:ul
erals had attained power by deluding-the
people with promises, not ome of walch
had been fulfilled. He created no httie
amusement by his description of the var-
oas trade. policies advocated. by the lab-
erals bctore 1896. ‘Lhere was Kree Arade,
uUnrestricted Reciprocity, and Comie
Union, contrasting these “1ads” with the
consistent attitude of the Conservatives
in advocating a continuance of the Na-
tioal policy, which had built up great Can-
adian industries.

As a matter of fact, the Liberals, he
said, -have only Teduced the tariff fourteen-
one-hundredths of one per cent. without
making any reductions on various staples.
He nstanced soft coal, boots and <hoes,
and grey cotton. On the contrary, the
public debt during the past four years
increased $8,000,000, and the taxation has
advanced at the rate of from $5,000,000 to
$6,000,000 per annum, despite the prevail-
ing prosperity, due to conditions prevail-
ing on both continents.

Mr, MecNeill was at his happiest when
he arraigned the Dominion Government
for its inconsistent attitude on the Uri-
ental question. He pointed out that Sir
wiltrid Laurier, in order to gain votes
in Britisa Columbia, had wired the editor
ot tne Vancouver World stating that the
views of: Western Liberals respecting Chi-
nese immigration would prevail m Otta-
wa in the .event of a Liberal victory. dir
Wilirid Laurier had broken his pledge.
Everybody conceded that the - Chinese
were a menace to the mghts of the work-
ingman, yet the Liberals allowed tour
years to pass without taking any action.
The recent inerease in the Chinese poll
tax from $50 to $100 per head was only
a haif-hearted measure, which wowd o
have any salutary or lasting effect. After
ridiculing tne appomntment of the Cninese
Commission Mr. MeNeill gave a graphic
desenption of the distressing effects of
the competition of Chinese in the van-
couver lsland collieries.

The speaker then deali with the prohi
bition question, daeclaring that the gov-
ernment incurred a needless expense of
$250,00 ‘n ‘the people's verdict.
Withal it did mot bave the courage to
initiate legisiation, but only desired to
fool temperance and anti-temperance
voters alhke. -

Mr. McNeill next reviewed the various
Yukon scandals. He characterized the
Mann-Mackenzie railway deal as an out-
ragevus steal, which happily had been
pievented by the Dominion Senate. ‘Lhe
government, he said, had agreed to give
the contractors 3,750,000 acres, or one-nalr
of the gold bearing lands in the xukon,
. return tor the construction of a raul-
way which led from '“nowhere to no-
where.”” Hon. Clifford Nifton, mimster of
the lnterior, also came 1n tor a scathing
denuqcmtion for granting liquor permits
to friends, enabling them to maxe .or-
tunes. Mr. McNeill declared that every
department reeked with corruption. He
exposed Hon. J. lsrael Tarte’s policy of
awarding contracts, without bids, to ta-
vored inends and relatives. In this way
the treasury was being raided and robbed
of milions of dollars. The Canadian
contingent to South Africa was also re-
ferred to. Mr. MeNeill said that the gov-
ernment, in order to reward its supporf-
ers, had purchased . emergency tood for
the Canadian lads—food that was not fit
for a dog. 'T'hese rations cost a tew cents
per pound ,and were sold to the govern-
ment at an enormous advance.

Mr. McNeill, who was warmly appaud-
ed throughout, then reviewed the siver-
lead industry, arguing that its develop-
ment would proceed apace with the Con-
gervatives in power. At present the coun-
tiy produced: 13,600 tons of lead per an-
num Ynis product, now sent to the Umt-
el States 1efineries, ‘should, he declared,
be treated at home.

“in ocnemsion Mr. McNeill said he fa-
vored 'increased parliamentary representa-
tion for Yale-Uariboo. "There were 18,000
voters in the riding. On this showimng
alone, the people were entitled to three
members.

Mayor Goodeve deivered a rattling ad-
dress, restricting himself to a crificism of
the Laurier admimstration. He pomnted
out that the marvelous ansion - of
trade, and the ihcreased prospermity prev-
alent in Canada during the past ‘four
years, were not due to Liberal rule; rath-
er the conditions evolved from preceding
conditions made possible by the protective
policy inaugurated by the Conservatives;
besides, good times were not the monopoly
of Canada, but in recent years had pre-
vailed throughout the world.

Mr. Goodeve created no little amuse-
meit by waving in his hand a pamphlet,
*Liberal pledges redeemed.”

“I got it mi the mail,” he explained,
“and I thought from its color that 1t was
a circular, *“Pink Pills for Pale People,”
or “Shattered Nerves.” Instead it ehould
have been entitled. “Shattered Pledees

Continuing, he anelyzed the platform of
the Liberals as enunciated by the ('tt°™
convention, held prior to the last election.
He declared that the Liberals, who pro-
fessed themselves to be free traders, had
violated their pledges in failing to makd
any substantial reduetions in the tariff.

‘I'here were. of course, one or two excep-
tions. The duty on iron and steel had
been reduced in order to help an American
trust He contrasted this with the consist-
ent attitude of the Conservatives in pro

consumer been benefited? -
Four years ago coal oil sold in Ontario
for 15 cents per gallon; today the price
This advance
took $10,000,000 per annum out of the
pockets of the Canadian consumer. It gave
the Standard Oil company a net profit of
$1,069,000 per annum on coal oil, and on
other oils a met profit of two millioas
more. The tariffi reform of the Liberals
was of a spurious character after all. The
Conservatives were the real reformers.
In 1801 they wiped out the duty on
sugar, reducing thereby the revenue two
millions per annum. What, he asked, did
Laurier mean by increasing the duties on
white and printed ecottons, commodities
which were largely used by the poor.
Che assertion that the Liberals had se-
cured reciprocity was false. They nego-
tiated with the United States in vain
because the government grarted in ad-
vance every comcession the Americans
wanted without securing any equivalent
in retum. Although Canada had removed
the duty on corn, the Americans still
charged @ duty on Canadian horses,
sheep, cattle, cheese and barley.
Mr. Goodeve also reviewed the various
so-called scandals that have characterized
the administration of affairs by the
Liberal party. He exhaustively dealt with
the Drummond county railway steal, the
Yukoa railway, the granting of liquor
permits to friends of Hon. Clifford Sif-
ton, and the various election: frauds. In
regard to the latter he said the invest:
gating committee, whose sittings had been
finally suppressed, had unearthed a -pool
of reeking corruption, the parallel of
which Dbad’ not been found 1n political
annals. Mr. Goodeve pointed out that
under Liberal rule the public debt has
increased eight million dollars; that ex-
penditure has increased from thirty-
seven million dollars per annum under
the Conservatives to forty-three million
dollars under Laurier, and that the: per
capita debt has increased $1.06 for every
man, woman and child in the Dominion.
He described how 13 Liberal members
had been appointed to fat jobs during the
past four years. This, he declared, was a
violation of the Independence of Parlia-
ment Act.. Members, with commissions :in
their pockets, violated every mprinciple by
sitting in parliament and voting away
their honor. This applied to Judge
Lister, Judge Langelier and 11 other ex-
M. P.’s, who have received their reward.
In conclusion Mr. Goodeve called for
three cheers for Mr. MacNeill. The
cheers were given with a will.

THE GALVESTON CATASTROPLE

VIVID PICTURE OF THE CAT.AM})
DFAWN BY A SUFFERER.

Over 4,000 Homes Destroyed and Thous-
ands of Lives Loet in a Night of Hor-
ror and Death.

I'ae fcllowing letter was handed yester-
day to Lie Miner by Mr. Ernest Kennédy,
who obrsined the sanction of Alderman
John Deéan, to whom the letter iz ad-
dressed, to have it published. It contains
4 most vivid and pathetic account of the
awful disaster which recently visited Gal-
veston, Texas. It would, however, be idle
to attemp* any comment upon it: -

“alveston, Oct. 7, 1BOV.

“Dear Friend.—You must excuse my de-
'ay in replying to your kind telegram, tor
1 have been so done up by this terrible
catastrophe that even my mind at times
gseoms to totter, but, thank God! I am
now feehng much better, and am working
hard to try and get a little home again.

“¥red, at my request, came home, fof 1
needed him in my helplessness. He ar-
rived hete¢ on the 21st of September, and
is working at his business. His company
Las been a great help to me, for my wife
was obliged to take our little girl away
from here, as she was sick, and the place
was not fit tor a well person for about
three weeks. But most oi the debris has
been turned over now, and it 1s hot ex-
pected to find many more dead bodies,
but they do etill find a few every aay.

“Your letter of the 20th to Fred was
received here last week, and he will an-
swer himself soon. I would like to give
you an account of our experience on te
nigkt of the 8th of September, but the
horror of it all still haunts me. Nome
day I may be able to tell you more, but
I will attempt a short description in this.
I was expecting a storm, for the papers
told us that it was moving in our direc-
tion, but they did not say that it was
likely to be severe. At a little before 42
o’clock, noon, on the 8th, the wind was
so fierce that I left my office to go home,
thinking my wife and children might be
frightened. But I had seen thie ’75 and ’86
stosms, and felt eure our house could
stand either, and so told them, but as
night came on and the water became so
deep that we could not leave, I began’ to
wiga thaf we had gone to higher ground.
Thousandz of others, however, were 1n our
fix. We were driven from the firsi story
to the second ,and then the house was
knocked off its brick piers by smaller
houses floating against it. Then the water
rose to our waists on the second fioor.
We were accordingly forced to face a 120
mile winc and get on the south gallery
raiting and ecling to the columns. 1 had
my baby girl in my left arm, and my boy
on my back, with Lillian clinging to the
same column. The water kept rising ti!
we were all thrown against the gallery
ceiling, when 1 was sucked down with my
baby and lost Lillian. and Henry George.
] seemed to go down about 15 or 20 feet,

and wher I came to" the surtace the first
thing 1 touched was the edge of the rool.
The rest ‘of the people all seemed to be
getting or the roof, ten in all. But just
then my baby was blown out of my arms
over my head, and I dived for and
broagat her up again. This tifne I got
her and myself on the roof; and'also was
able to lend my wife a hand, but just
then somehing hit me a terrible blow on
the: back of the head. I felt that 1 was
losing my senses and was perhaps dying,
so rather than let my baby out of my arm
in such a'hell I tried to squeeze the life
odt of her, but in a few moments 1 felt
her struggles and knew that my senses
were returning, and eased up on my little
darling. We then found the rafters anu
sheeting were being blown off in sections.
I believe my dear girl and boy were car-
ried away with the first section. The rest
of us got’ in on the ceiling joist and felt
our house go to pieces. The next thing
we knew we were about six blocks to the
northwest on a pile of debris. We *

like demons,”and chilling my baby so that

I thougnt she was dead seversl times. But
my wife and 1 kept her between us and
kept chafing her limbs.

“spout 12 o’clock midnight we found
the water had so receded that we could
get to the convent by walking about 500
teet over the debms.

. had been entirely destroyed, and. sadness
was pictrred on many faces.

“But T feel sick at the recital of all this,
and will close, hoping you may never be
called on to suffer as we have suffered.”
