March 20—The ministers 
to Greece of the Entente nation have 
again taken up their residence in 
Athens, Reuter’s correspondent there 
reports. The discharge of a cargo 
of wheat destined for Piraeus be­
gins to-day.

The admission of wheat to Greece 
indicates the lifting of the blockade, 
which has in effect for several weeks. 
The Greek Government has made re­
peated representations that wide­
spread suffering was being caused by 
the shutting off of food supplies to 
wliich the Entente responded that 
the blockade w;ould be lifted when 
Greece had complied fully with its 
demands. The most important of 
these demands were the transfer of 
the army to lower Greece and 
disbanding of the reservists for the 
purpose of removing the possibility 
of an attack by Greek troons on the 
rear of the allied forces in Mace­
donia.

Since the advené of Conservatives 
to power in Ontario, the members of

Its 
teeth have also advanced a bit, to 
assist it in feeding, as may be seea 
in the exhibition case. Next, in the 
Miocene, a little later period, there 
lived numerous horses called Mer- 
vchippus, Neohipparion. Protohippus 
etc. The foot bones of these anim­
als show three toes on each foot, 
but with the middle toe much large* 
than its companions, while the teeth 
are seen to be longer and deeps • 
crowned; in fact this type begins to 
look more like a. regular horse. To 
the next step, the Pilocene, are 
seen still more specialized forms, 
Protohippus and Pilohippus, the lat­
ter and some other species, having 
but a single toe on each foot, which 
soon developed a single hoof, their 
adjacent or auxllliary toes having 
disappeared, and only the splints or 
stumps remain to be seen on the tor­
si! bones, vestiges of which may also 
be seen in modern horses.

legislation that makes it impossible 
for the Ontario Government to stop 
either racing or betting. The situa­
tion was outlined to the Legislature 
yesterday by Hon. T. W. McGarry, 
Provincial Treasurer, in consenting 
to the bringing down of a return in 
connection with the granting of a 
license to the Devonshire Race Track 
Company, which took over the Fed­
eral charter of the Western Racing 
Association. The motion for the re­
turn, made by L. P. Wigle, member 
for North Essex, gave that member 
an opportunity to point out the evil 
effects of 42 days of almost continu­
ous racing near Windsor, and to 
complain of the action of the Provin­
cial Treasurer in issuing two addi­
tional licenses in the past year. Hon. 
Air. McGarry’s answer was a. detail­
ed one, setting out clearly the posi­
tion in which the Government was 
placed, and its inability to interfere 
in anv way with a form of betting j 
permitted by Dominion legislation.

Mr. Figle told the House that the 
operation of three race tracks was 
bringing into -Windsor, from the 
States, all manner of thieves and 
blacklegs who followed the races. 
Moreover, the races and the gamb­
ling were attracting thousands of 
young men who were badly needed 
upon the farms and in the shops.

"The Government,” he 
“would be doing only its duty if it 
cancelled all such track licenses dur­
ing the war." In closing M'\ Wigle 
referred to certain correspondence | 
between Dr. Reaume. an official of 
the Treasury Department, and par­
ties in the States, interested in se- !
