Western Wing of Parliament
Buildings Burned

Hydrants Were Found to be Frezen Up
and the Hese Was Retten—Firemen
Were Thus Badly Hampered—-A De-
tachment With am da

LEGISLATURE ~ OPENED.

Sir Casimir Gzowski Opens the
Provincial Assembly.

The Parliamentary Bill of Fare Presented
by Premier Hardy—Sir Oliver Mowat
Present at the Opening—Mr. Evanturel

From Montreal.

Ottawa, Feb. 1l..—(Special.) —The
worst fire which the Capital has had
for many a long day is raging to-
night, and as the result thereof the
taxpayers of the Dominion will even-
tually have to meet a bill of a quarter
of a million dollars.

At midnight to-night the entire roof
of the Western Departmental building
and offices on the fourth floor are in
flames, the efforts of the Ottawa bri-
gade being directed towards keeping
the flames from descending to the
lower stories of the buildings.

The only portion of the building
which has escaped, with the exception
of some water in the offices, is the
Mackenzie wing from the big tower
northerly.

In this portion of the bullding are
the offices of the Departments of Rail-
ways and Canals and Inland Revenue.
The rooms burnt out were those occu-
pied by the engineers’ and architects’
staff of the Public Works Department,
including hundreds of valuable plans
and records; certain offices occupied
by some of the clerks of the Marine
and Fisheries Department, and the en-
tire offices of the Mounted Police De-
partment.

All the offices below these, occupied by
the Departments of A Public ‘Works,
Marine and Fisheries, Militia, Trade
and Commerce and Customs are de-
luged with water.

The fire Was first discovered on the
fourth flat of the Public Works De-
partment, and is supposed to have

discovered.

The hydrants in different portions of
the Parliament grounds were tried and
all, with the exception of one some
distance away, were found to be frozen
hard. One located almost under the
window from which the smoke was
mow being emitted in dense volumes,
was in this unfortunate condition.
Just who is responsible for this “un-
lucky contretemps, the Public Works
Department or the city, cannot at pre-
sent be ascertained. Tinere was no-
thing for it under the circumstances
but to secure water from the hydrants
on Wellington-street. The first stream
showed very poor pressure, and before
the extension ladder could be placed
in position the flames were bursting
from the roof.

As the Government carries no in-
surance on its buildings in Ottawa the
entire loss will fall on the country. It
is believed $100,000 might ~repair to-
day's damage, but a wooden roof to
the building wil] never be tolerated,
and the general impression is the Gov-
ernment will have to put on a metal
one similar to that of Langevin block,
which is of iron and copper.

At 1 o'clock this morning the burn-
ing building presented a magnificent
spectacle; the entire . roof was still
burning, but the fire does not appear
to have reached the storey below, ex-
cept at one point in the Public Works
Department, and here it appears to
have been checked in one room. When
the fire r ached the Mounted Police
Department the assembled crowd were
startled by repeated popping off of
ammunition. To check the conflagra-
tion a portion of the roof on the south
side of the building, equal to 60 square
feet, was cut away, but nothing was
gained by It

Two-thirds of the records of the
Public Works Department have been
destroyed, but the photographic nega-
tives of different public buildings were
saved.

The origina] records of the C. P. R.
surveys. it is said, have fallen a prey
to the flames.

Dr. Ayles-
worth was called, but the suffering man
was too far gone for human aid, and he
died in less than half an hour.

Huntley was a married. man, 47 years
of age, and lived at 227 Lansdowne-avenue.
He leaves a widow and three children. The
body was taken to Undertaker Craig's, 1265
Queen-street west.

London, Feb., 12.—The half-yearly
statement of the Grand Trunk Rail-
way was issued to-day. It shows that
the gross receipts were £2,079,700 dur-
ing the six months, and the net receipts
£616,000. A deficiency of ... by ia
charged to the Chicago and Grand
Trunk section, while the Detroit and
Grand Haven part of the system is be-
hind £24,900. A surplas of £39,000 is
gshown for the half year, as against a
deficiency of £33,100 for the same per-
iod of 1895.

Bombardment Procecds.

Canea, Feb, 14.—Evening—George Bero-
vitsch Pasha, the Christian Governor of
Crete, who, imvlng been menaced by the
Moslems, recently took refuge at the Greek
Consulate, and the Greek Consul embark-
ed_this evening on different war ships. They

accompanied by their families. The
Consuls and the commander of the Turkish
forces have removed the military post. The
insurgents continue thelr bombardment
from the landward side of the fortress, ana
the Turks are returning their fire with
sanguinary results.

Toronto, February. 11.—The third ses-
sion of the eighth Legislature of On-
tario was opehed at three o'clock yes-
terday afternoon. In the absence of
Hon. G. A. Kirkpatrick, the Lieut.
Governor, who is in England, Sir Casli-
mir Gzowski, A.D.C. to Her Majesty
Queen Victoria, read the speech from
the Throne.

Sir Oliver Mowat was present at the
opening of the Legislature, and there
was besides a large and brilliant gath-
ering.

Promptly at 3 o'clock Sir Casimir
Gzowski, the Administrator, and mem-
bers of his suite, escorted by a guard
of honor, entered the chamber, but he
was informed that the House was with-
out a speaker.

Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the Legis-
lative Asscmbly @

In consequence of the temporary ab-
sence of the Lieutenant-Governor, the
Hon. George Airey Kirkpatrick, the
Governor-General in Council has been
pleased to appoint the Administrator
of the Government. After the arrival
of Hjs Honor in England it was learn-
ed that he was suffering-from a severe
fllness. This intelligence was received
throughout the Province with deep re-
gret. 1 am greatly pleased to be able
to state that his health is improving,
and also to express the hope that he
will soon return to the discharge of his
public duties fully restored to his form-
er health and vigor.

Jtisa subject of congratulation that
since your last meeting Her Most
Gracious Majesty has entered upon and
s now approaching the compietion of
the 60th year of her iMlustrious reign.
Our interest in the year is enhanced
by the consideration that her reign has
been the longest, happiest and most
progressive in the annals of the empire.
An address to Her Majesty upon an
event so gratifying to all her loving
subjects in this province and expres
sive of your loyalty and attachment,
will be submitted for your considera-
tion.

The first day of June next will be the
one hundredth anniversary of the
meeting of the Parliament of Upper
Canada in the present capital of the
province. During ail the intervening
years the province has steadily ad-
vanced in wealth and population, and
many of the institutions which in its
early history were incomplete in their
organization and limited in their oper-
ations, have been greatly nlarged and
improved under the bentsfg?nt influ-
ence of that form of government which
we so happily enjoy.

1 congratulate you upon last year's
staple crops of the province, and fur-
ther, upon the advance in the price of
some of them.

You will regret exceedingly to learn
that the inhabitants of some parts of
India are suffering from famine and
the plague, and that local resources
are inadequate to m@et the emergency.
I confidently rely upon your generous
disposition to grant such aid for the
relief of our afflicted fellow-subjects
as the circumstances appear to de-
mand and the means at your disposal
will permit.

Judgment has recently been given
by the Supreme Court of Canada in
the case submitted between the Gov-
ernments of Canada and the provinces
for the determination of their rights
respectively in the public fisheries. It
affords me much satisfaction to be able
to inform you that the rights of the
provinces are much greater than has
been recognized by the Government of
Canada, not only in the fisheries of
the inland wAters, but also in those of
the great lakes and rivers, An appeal
and a cross-appeal have been made to
Her Majesty in her Privy Council. The
necessities of the c¢ase require that a
bill upon the subject shall be consider-
ed by you during the coming session.

1t will be satisfactory to you to learn
that the claims of the Government of
Canada against this province for re-
payment Hf certain annuities hereto-
fore paid by the Government to In-
dians under the Robinson treaty, and
for additional and increased annuities
which it is alleged ‘'may hereafter be-
come payable, have. upon appeal been
disallowed by the Judicial Committee
of the Privy Council.

Since your last session the.same tri-
bunal has also given judgment on ap-
peal in the case formerly submitted
to the Supreme Court of Canada, re-
specting the powers of the Parliament
of Canada and of the Provincial Leg-
islatures respectively as to the right to
prohibit the manufacture, sale and, im-
portation of intoxicating liquars, A
copy of the judgment will be laid be-
fore you.

Increased interest has been mani-
fested during the past year in the new
settlements in Algoma, on Ralny River,
at Temiscamingue and at and near
Dryden, on Wabigoon Lake, and con-
siderable farm land has been taken
up by actual or intending settlers.
You will be asked to appropriate a
reasonable sum for the purpose of aid-
ing in the colonization of these new
settlements.

The grbitration between the Govern-
ments of Canada, Ontario and Quebec
has not been- brought to a conclusion,

but several additional awards have
been made by flie arbitration.
Thére has been no improvement in
the condition of the lumber trade. The

The work of the instructor in road
making, for whose appointment provis:
lon was made last session, has been
vigorously pursued, and, I am pleased
to learn, has, during the past year,
been received with a large measure of
public approval,

I rejoice to know that the past year
has been one of growing activity in
mining affairs. for smelting
iron, nickel and copper ores, and mills
for reducing and refining gold ores,
and for the treatment of other miner-
als have been steadily operated. The
known limits’of gold-bearing country
have been widened in different direc-
tions by the enterprising spirit of
prospectors, and the work of develop-
ment carried on in several new locall-
ties encourages the hope that in the
'wear upon which we have entered capi-
tal, directed by experience, will find
useful and profitable employment. In-
deed our province -offers to investors,
explorers and miners attractions
scarcely equaled elsewhere, and I am
gratified to know that its mineral
wealth is receiving the earnest at-
tention of our own people.

Amendments of the mining laws, the
necessity of which has been suggested
by the experience of unusually active
operations in the past year, will be
submitted for your consideration. and
in other ways you will be asked to give
to our mining industries generous en-
couragement.

Your consideration will be asked to a
measure to set apart certain of the
wild lands of the Crown for the Uni-
versity of Toronto, the proceeds of
which shall be applied towards mak-
ing further provision for instruction
in mechanics, engineering, mineralogy
and geology, and for the encourage-
ment of scientific invesugations and
discoveries in connection with the un-
developed mineral resources of this
province.

Among the other measures to be sub-
mitted for your consideration will be
a bill relating to the immigration and
care of indigent children ; a bill fur-
ther improve the liquor license
laws ; a.biM to reduce the number of
b councillors’ in smell towns; a bill to
consolidate and amend the Acts relat-
ing to unorganized districts; a bill to
consolidate and fimprove the Joint
Stock Companies’ Act; a bil relating
to loan corporations:; a bill to make
further provision respecting women
and children employed in shops ; a
bill making provision for the establish-
ment of technical schools; and a
respecting the audit of municipal ac-
counts.

Progress has been made during the
past year in consolidating the public
Jaws of the province, and it is hoped
the work of consolidation may be com-
pleted during the session.

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THE VIOLIN'S FORM.

HISTORY SHOWS IT HAS REMAINEO
THE SAME THRO’ CENTURIES.

Modern Inge: uity Has Falled to Improve

The violin consists of three parts,
the neck, the table and the sounding
board. The strings are tuned in fifths,
the compass of the instrument exceed-
ing three octaves. The violin assum-
ed its present shape in the beginning
of the sgventeenth century. Many at-
tempts have becn made to improve
upon the original idca, but it is signi-
ficant that the oldest violins are ever
regarded as the best. The inatru-
ments manufactured by the Amati,
Stradivarius and Guarnerius families
of Cremoha are especially celebrated.

Stradivarius, or more properly, An-
tonio Stradivari, the great violin-
maker, was born in 1649 and died In
1787. Almost the whole of his life was
passed in Cremona, italy, where, 1D
his gloomy workshop, he spent his
days and most of his nights. He
was in early life a workman in the
violin factory of Amati, asloa famous
violinmaker, and there learned his
trade. Evidence of his workmanship
{s thought to appear in many of the
Amati violins, which become the
more valuable from that circum-
stance. The violins made by Stradi-
varius in his prime differ in many par-
ticula¥s from those of previous makers.
‘Though the differences, in themselves,
seem trifling, the sum was sufficient
to bring the violins of this celebrated
maker into the highest repute, even
in nis own time, and no subsequent

maker has been able to effect any fin- _

provement in the manufacture of this
dellcate instrument. The secret of
the superior excellence of a genuine
Stradivarius violin is believed to be
partly ip the wood employed, partly
in the outlines and partly in the fin-
ish, said to be a seciet composition.
The greafest Improvements he effect-
ed were in the bridge, which, before
his time, was made almost at hap-
hazard, and in fixing the exact shape
of the sound holes and their position
in the instrument, His violins, in his
own time, were sold for four louis d'or,
in England for £4. Nearly a thousand
violins from his factory are known to
exist, and he made a great many kits,
lyres, mandolins, theorbos, lutes and
guitars. His instruments are very un-
equal, some being too weak to bear
the pressure of the bow in playing,
but a genuine Stradivarius of good
quality has been known to change
hands at from $2000 to $3000.

The name Of Amati was borne by a
layge family of vivlinmakers at Cre-
mona, in Italy, during the sixteenth
and seventeenth centuries. Cremona
was at that time the heart of a rich
agricultural district and had many
wealthy churches and monasteries. It
was, therefore, a greate musical and
artistic center, and for two centuries
enjoyed almost a monopoly of the
manufacture not only of violins’ but
of viol; violoncellos, basses, mando-
lins, gu s and other stringed instru-
ments. he Amatis were the founders
of violinmaking in Cremona, and one
of the most famous of the family was
Nicola, or Nicolo, Cremona continued
to be famous for its violins till about
1760, the names of Stradivari,Guarneri,
Landolfi and Serafin being almost 2as
famous as that of Amati. The value
of the violin depends altogether on
its qualities and in no degree on the
name of the maker, nor on ornamenta-
tion. There is a- common superstition
that every violin bearing the name of
one of the great Cremona makers is
a treasure from that circumstance
alone, but the fact is that the viplins
of Cremona are V¢ unequal, and
while some are practically pricelesss,
others are worthless save as curios;
not a few, even of those made by
Amati and Stradivari, being too weak
to bear the strain incident upgn the
high pitch of the present day.

Why, it may be asked, was the vio-
lin called a fiddle? The violin is said
to be the modern form of the viola da
braccio, a small viol supported on the
arm. It differed from the true viol
in having the back as well as the
front arched, in the. number of strings
and in various technical 'points. Ear-
ller than the vicl were the trouba-
dour’s instruments known variously
as gleges, crowds, rebecks and fidels.
They were rested on the shoulder and
played with decply curved bhows, and
were much smaller than the modern
violin. Originally they were so small
that they produced only shrill notes,
fit to accompany boys' oices; to get
deeper tones for men's voices larger
instruments were ‘used, and from them
came the viols, and from the viols
the violin was refined. The name fid-
dle, though now used almost always
contemptuously or humorously, is the
proper English name for the violin.
The word comes from the middle
Latin vitula, a fiddle, and it is found
also in the Teutonic languages in
various forms.

Paganint was the most remarkable
genius with the violin that the world
ever knew, His technlque was some-
“$ing wonderful, but mere technique
would never have accomplished the
results he obtained, nor would it have
thrown the musical world into spasms
of admiration as he did. The ac-
counts of his playing seem almost in-
credible. With the first note the audi-
ence was spell-bound and remained
so to the last. From the violin he
drew tones which were unsuspected
to exist, and invented
eages believed to be impossible. Moore
said: ‘“‘Paganini can play divinely,
and does so for a minute or so, then
come his tricks and surprises, his bow
in convulsions, his enharmonics like
the mewing of an expiring cat.” The
main technical features of ‘Paganini's
playing were his unfailing intonations,
his wonderful rapidity and a command
never equalled of harmonics He was
wonderfuly tricky, however, and of-
ten accomplished effects not under-

I am a music teacher by profession,
and twice every week 1 travel some 1lit-
tle distance to give lessons at & large
school. Everyone who has had experi-
e1ce of similar oft-repeated journeys
knows how wearisome the treadmill
monotony of the same route soon be-
comes, and I myself have a strong
sympathy with those professional or
business men who contrive—by ingeni-
cus ringing the changes between rail
and 'bus—to vary the daily journey
from their suburban homes to their of-
fices or chambers.

things all the time, he don’t have to
take along so much.”

This equipment is enormously ex-
pensive. Most of the tricks are me-
chanical and the device: cost big sums.
They are delicatily made; there is
small sale for thom and they come

high. The captain performs a trick
called “The Cabalistic Star.” The
star has six points which an assistant
holds in his hand somewhere duwn
among the audienc:. Nine persons
in the audience each take a card from
a pack unti] the nine cards are select-
ed. The cards are then returned to
the pack with the knowlcdge of their
faces remaining solely with their celec-
tors. The captain then fires a pistol
at the star and six of the cards sielect-
ed appear on the several points of the
star. There are three cards left to be
found and the captain takes a rapier,
throws the pack in the air, shoves the
rapier through it and the three cards
appear on the end of it stabbed
through by the blade. This is a very
mystifying trick, but before the magl-
cian with all his sleight of hand can
do it he must pay $40 for the star and
$20 for the sword.

The captain always gives a wonder-
ful entertainment. One of the most
marvelous of his- tricks is the shooting
of three half-dollar coins, loaded in
the big barrel of an old pistol, into a
beer bottle with & corked mouth, the
b ttle being held at a distance in the
hands of one cf the audience and cover-
ed with a cloth.

The only way the coins can be got
out of the hottle is by breaking it. It
would be a rare exploit to get the
¢oins in the bettlé in full view of the
audienck, or in any manner, but to fire
them into it is an act which puzzles
the most observing. Of the clever
tricks. done in the changing of one
thing to another there is a long list;
The changing of ink and water from
one receptacle to another by a wave
of ‘the wand, these being at opposite
ends of the hall; the changing of saw-
dust to candy; of cotton placed in two
cane into milk, sugar and hot coffee
crerved to the andienae. He has de-
veloped the hat trick to a prominence
hitherto unattained by any magician;
he takes an endless variety of objects
out of the hat, among them being a
live canary in a big cage. He says
he can take any thing out the hat that
he can handle, though he does not
seem to be limited by even this, for
anmong the objects he takes from the
hat is a 13-vear-old girl. Innumerable
card tricks also the captain does and
under his direction the cards perform
strange actions—the proper card called
for by the audience springing out of a
pack upon touching it with a wand.
Solid meta) rings, separated and shown
to the audience, are thrown into links
of a chain in an Instant. The in-
stantaneous growt of fl wers from a
pot of sawdust is another trick. In-
creasing of the size of a handkerchif
in the washing. d-creasing it in the
wringing, burning it to cinders and
the restitution of it from the ashes—
these and hundreds of others the cap-
tain includes in his repertory.

The show Iinciiisled the
Indian box trick, which though old, Is
always mystifying. The entertainment
wes to run two nights and the audl-

ence was so confoundeéd with the box
trick that he was requested to give it
again/on the following night. This he
consented to do, but next morning he
found that popular curiosity had be=
come so intense over the trick that
during the night some one had got
into the theatre and smashed his box
in an endeavor®to see whether the
thing came apart or not.

Subsequently he mov-
ed to Toronto, when he entered the
well-known firm of McCarthy, Osler,
Hoskin & Creelman.

In 1885 Mr. Osler gaye undisputed
proof of his talents in connection
with the rebellion prosecutions, in
which he took a prominent part. He
has frequently acted as Crown prose-
cutor, and has figured in many im-
portant cases. Among others, th:
celebrated Birchall case, where he won
fresh laurels. 1ln the Hyams case, the
sensational evidence in which wiill bhe
well remembered, Mr. Osler acted as
Crown Attorney, and his work in that
capacity was the subject of much eu-
He has defended
many prisoners accused of serious
offcnces, and his efforts in their be-
hali have been singularly successful.

In 1882 Mr. Osler became desirous
of entering Parliamentary life, and
contested the constituency of Welland,
his opponent being Mr. Johm Fergu-
son, who proved the successful can-
didate. In 1891 he was retained by the
Government as counsel in the well-
known ,'.\{(‘Greevy-\;unnolly investiga-
tibn, and add very considerably to
the reputation he had already made.
He acts as counsel for several corpor-
ations, and his services are cagerly
sought after. He is justly looked upon
as among the ablest men in his pro-
fession. Mr. Osler is also a bencher
of the Law Society.

A FREAK AMONG FLOWERS.

Venus' Fly Trap and Its Almost Human
Action,

Now and again, in exploring Ameri-
can woods and swamps, botanists have
come across floral curiosities, that al-
most bridge over the great gulf that
divides the -animal and vegetable king-
doms, says the Designer. One of Lhese,
to be met with nowhere in the world
rave in North Carolina, is scientifically
classitied as dionoea muscipula, but
is colloquially known as “Venus' 1ly
trap.”

In appearance the extraordinary
plant is prettily but unassumingly the
Jeafless flower stem, running from six
to eight inches in he.ght and .sur-
mounted by a cluster of five petalled
blossoms, rising erect like a roseitc-
like bed of leaves. It is in the edge
of the leaves that the death dealing
apparatus ls set—for this modest little
plant.-which is so delicate that it dies
of the slighest injury to root or stem,
sustains its life by feeding upon the
unwary insects that chance to allght
upon its leaves, enticing them to thelr

| destruction by exuding from the edges

of its fatal traps a viscous fluid, some-
what resembling honey.

The traps consist of two soft, vel-
vety leaves, fringed with delicate
bristles and hinged together on one
<ide. The unsuspecting fly, lured by
the honey, alights on these bristles in
anticipation of a feast, but at the first
tcuch of its feet the hinges close, the
two leaves come together, the bristles
interlock, and the hapless insect is im-
prisoned in a cell from which escape Is
impossible.

Under the stimulus of the victim’s
struggles the tiny glands with which
the inner walls of the trap are fur-
nished pour forth a secretion which
Darwin analyzed as a vegetable gas-
tric juice, resembling that which In-
sures digestion in animal life. Under
the influence of this curious fluid the
fly is actually digested alive, and its
julces being extracted the trap doors
are reopened and the skeleton is flung
out.

The scientists declare that the plant
unquestionably lives.upon the juices
of its victims, but one or two expert
florists take exception to this state-
ment. It is worthy of note thal, al-
though the habit of the plant is car-
nivorous, experiments have proved
that it lives longer and thrives better
when so inclosed that no insects can
reach it—a superabundance of its
favorite diet apparently rendering it
even more delicate than it is by na-
ture. The set of muscles controiling
its leaves are sald to resemble those
of the human eyelids

inent as at other places where pros-
tration, jerks, yelping, etc., became
the main feature of the meetings, and
unbearable. ,
_ It is said that “comparisons’ are
odious,” and a feeling of that kind
comes over me' in view of comparing
the work of this new movement with
that of the *Sainted Wesley” In
comparing the two we find a diver-
gence in nearly every prominent
feature.

1. *Do not hastily ascribe things to
God. Do not easily suppose dreams,
voices, impresgions, visions, or revel-
ations to be from God.”—Christian
Perfection, p. 67. How this differs
from the effort of this new movement
in pointing out Peter's trance, Paul’s
prostration and visions, as examples
for us to follow. They were unique.

2. They differ from Wesley because
the leaders do not try to check this
fanaticism. 1 frequently spoke to
Mr. Horner to control his‘meetings,
bt his reply was, putting up his hand,
“I would not move my finger against
these things.”

It is recorded in regard to the
fanatics of London that Wesley was
“chedking them on all occasions.”
He urged them to “try the spirits.”

In the same year (1762) he wrote
his brother, *Many of our brethren
are overshooting sober Christianity in
London.” It was along this line
that Mr. Horner overshot the mark in
our church and failed.

As this touches the core of differ-
ence between the two, I follow it a
Little further.

8. The Hornerites are warned in
their meetings not to suppress their
feelings and inclinations lest they
grieve the Holy Ghost and thereby
check the fervour of their devotions.
Mr. Wesley observes in regard to this:
It is possible it may check or even
prevent some kind of fexrvour which
has passed for devotion. It may
preyent loud  shouting,  horrid,
unnatural screaming, repeating the
same words twenty or thirty times,
jumping two or three feet high and
throwing about the arms and legs both
of men and women in a manner
shocking not only to religion but
to common decency, but 1t never will
check, much less prevent, true seript-
ural devotion.”—Sermon on 2 Cor.,
V.16

In Wesley’s Jomnal for Oct., 1762,
we read, “I dislike (1st) the speaking
or praying of several at once; (2) the
using improper expressions in prayer ;
(8) using postures and gestures highly
mndecent ; (4) screaming so as to make
the words unintelligible.”” That is
the heated imagination he warns
against. Thus it will be seen that
Mr. Wesley was always shy of this
confusion, but Mr. Horner glories in

4. Mr. Wesley's motto was : “Not
only go where you arve needed but
where you are needed most,” but mnot
so with this new movement. Where
our cause is the most flourishing they
push in under the pretence that they
do not intend to hurt the church,
but save souls. Very plausible! But
after a few are drawn away from their
church home the exhortation is given :
“You will back-slide if you go back to
the church.”

Having considered a few of their
practices, we will consider their teach-
ings :

5. They teach that notwithstanding
regeneration and adoption a man is
still on the road to hell.—Wesley
says on page 11 of Christian Perfec-
tion: *Not that every one is a child
of the devil till he is thus renewed
On the contrary, who ever
has a sure confidence in God that
through the merits of Christ his sins
are forgiven he is a child of God and
if he abide in him an heir of all the
promises and rejoices m hope of the
glory of God. It is the glorious
privilege of every Christian, yea,
though he be a babe in Chbrist, to be
so tar perfect as not to commit sin.

| But it is only of grown Christians it

can be affirmed they are m such a
sense perfect as to be free from evil
desires and evil tempers.” Mr. Horn-
er denies this and argues that the
babes are still unsafe unless they re-
ceive the second blessing. He uses as
his stock in trade, Hebrews, 12, 14—
“Without holiness no man shall see
the Lord.” That is true; but it
should not be forgotten that every
Christian has that holiness begun.
But Mr. Horner warps the scripture
to his creed and concludes that an
ordinary Christian is without holiness
and consequently in a lost condition.

The passage teaches no such thing
but rather that a Cbristian is in the
path of holiness. “Make straight
paths for your feegthat the weak be not
turned out of th& way” of holiness.
Every Christian is sanctified and as
such set apart for holy purposes. It
is a great mistake to conclude ‘other-
wise. Are there higher attainments ?
Certainly! They do mnot however
change our relationship to God. My
children were as much mine when
they were babes as now they are near-
ly grown. To face the subject further,
1 assert that there are degrees of
health in spiritual things as in
physical.  Hence the exhortation,
«'perfecting in holiness in the fear of
the Lord " .

As Wegley says: “Not following
after all holiness is the direct way
of falling into all sin."—Just so! As
the heart is sanctified wholly there is
greater probability that there will be
no rebellion against God. Just as
when all sailors are true there is less
likelihood of mutiny, and as the inhab-
itants are loyal thereis less likelihood
of rebellion. = So as the heart is true
to God there is less likelihood of fall-
ing from grace. Read 2 Peter 1. 4.
In getting the divine ‘nature one be-
comes a child of God and an heir to
heaven. ;

Another of their errors is to teach
the 8rd blessing theory.

On page 84 of Christian Perfection
by Wesley we read : “For grace fills a
vacuum as well as nature and the

devil fills what God does not fill.

It is a dangerous thing to teach
that God empties the heart and then
we have to seek to be filled! How
do you get the darkness out of a room
but by letting in the light? As in
nature, 89 in grace ; that is aceording
to the Bible. ~“The love of God is

| shed abroad in our leart by the Holy

Ghost which is given ynto us.”— Rom.
5, 5. Will not this be increased and
repeated ?itYes, hundreds of times !

7. They differ in their opinions as
to dress. i

The great pick which’' Mr. Horner
has against the churches, and which
he plays for all it is worth, is on the
matter of dress. To add weight to his
views he circulated a garbled report of
Mr. Wesley’s sermon on that subject,
printed by McDonald Gill & Co. of
Borton. Why have they not printed
the whole sermon ? Mr, Wesley al-
lows that it 18 right for some persons
to be arrayed in gold and costly ap-
parel. Have we two Bibles, one for
those high in authority and their at-
tendants and another for the common
people ? I trow ,not¥ I am not an
advocate of running wild over dress ;
but wé must guard against the error
that plainness is godliness.

“For the Kingdom of God is not
meat and drink; but righteousness,
peace and joy in the Holy Ghost.”
Where is the consistency in raising so
much ado about wearing gold and at
the same time sending out female
preachers and teachers in the
churches ? According to I. Cor. 14,

‘| they were not permitted even to speak

in churches. If because of the
changed circumstances women are
permitted to speak in the churches
now, surely it is “straining at gnats
and swallowing camels” to say a
lady must give up even her wedding
ring (of course on the collection plate)
in order to be a Christian. ¢Consist-
ency, thou art a jewel.” There is a
geat deal of imaginary evil about the
whole subject. *“To him that esteem-
eth anything to be unclean to him it
is unclean,”

I fear I am taking up too much
space, but the differences are so many
and great that the subject is extensive.
There is a difference in the rules, e.g.
association of the workers. Com-
pare the mild advice of Wesley for
prudence in these things, with the
stern prohibition of Mr. Horner that a
male and a female arenot to be to-
gether alone neither walking nor driv-
ing, etc. It does seem paradoxical
to declare, as he does, that the devil
is all out of these workers, and that
they are as good as Jesus Christ, and
and yet they need such prohibita We
do not learn that any one was present
when the Blessed Jesus held that
memorable conversation with the
woman at Jacob's well! There are
many other points, but I forbear

An Excellent Picture of the Pontiff by
Viscomte E. Melchior de Vogue,

Vicomte E. Melchior de Vogue pre-
sents an excellent picture of Pope Leo
XIII. Vicomte de Vogue has for many

Leo upon his accession opened nego-
tiations with the various governments
and compelled the attention of the
world.

CHILDREN'S PEETH.

DR, ADAMS EXAMINES THOUSANDS
AND FINDS HEALTH IMPAIRED.

Founder of the Omly Free Deatal Hos-
pital in this Country—Me Says Every
City Should Fill the Teeth of Publie
Sohool Children If Parents Are Poor,

.In the closing years of this nine-
teenth century I am sure the public

I, therefore, wish to present some
facts which I have gathered from ex-
perience and personal observation and
investigation in reference to the sad
condition of children's permanent
teeth of the present day. To my mind
there is no subject that should be of

than this, whether view-
ed from a parental, sanitary educa-
tional, scientific or humane stand-
point; it is one that is thrilling with

On this subjeot very little has been
but the und lly unhealthy

and neglected condition of children’s
teeth is such that silence on my part,
knowing their condition as I do, would
be criminal, for very few parents are
eware of the wholesale sacrifice of
their children’s permanent teeth—as
they suppose that the teeth that are

aching are their first teeth. But if
they coukd see their condition as 1 have
they would do something to prevent it.

I sent out dletters to the 1
cities in Canada and the United States
asking what these cities were doing
for the preservation of the teeth of
the children of the poor. The replies
®o far recelved are that there is not
anything being done, except in the
few cities where they have an infirm-
ary connected with a dental college,
and these infirmaries are not open all
day, nor al] the year; so that even in
these cities there is not much work
dome for the children of the poor. In
all of the other clties they are uttenly
negleoted. :

For the past 24 years, in addition to
caring for the teeth of the children in
my regular practice, I have, with the
aid of aseistants, carried on dental
hospital work among the children of
the poor, filing the teeth free for as
many such chidren as I could gather
in. Beside this 1 have examined the
teeth of large numbers of children in
the public schools of leading cities of
Canada. I have, furthermore, exam-
ined the teeth of the Indian tribes on
the Georgian Bay, and of hundreds
of children just out from England, he-
gides a number from Synia,
and Japan. The examination of so
many thousands of children, compris-
ing those of different nationalities, has
given me an exceptional opportunity
of noting the condition and the change
that is taking place in thelr teeth. T
shall not here touch upon-the-cause,
but shadl confine myself to the condi-
tion as I find it, and to the only pre-
sent practical remedy.

I find that children’s teeth decay at
a much earlier period than they did
formerly, and that the quality of the
teeth is so much inferior that unless
they are filled as soon as they begin
to decay, and while the cavities are
small, they are soon past all hopes of
being saved. I am speaking of the
permanent teeth—not only of the six-
year molars, but also of the 12-year
molars, bicuspids and superior inclsors,
which now very frequently begin to
decay within a year or two after be-
ing erupted. I have examined the
teeth of a large number of adults
from 50 to 70 years of age, who have
first-class sets of teeth, far better
now than 95 per cent. of the children
of to-day. In jevery clty I visited I
fround the teeth of the children in the
same neglected condition. Though al-
ost every child had teeth requiring
to be filled, there were not 5 per cent.
who had any filling done. I found
only one child whose teeth had been
filled at the right time; the rest had
been neglected until they were very
¢ar gone, and were hardly worth be-
ing filled, showing that their parents
were not systematic in attending to
them, but only dld .so when the chil-
dren had suffered very much. I did
not find in the schools 3 per cent. of
the children with as good teeth as I
have at 57 years of age.

In every kindergarten I examined I
found many of the children with from,
two to four of their permanent teeth
decayed. I cannot, by words, pioture
the exceedingly unhealthy condition
of the teeth and mouths of a large
percentage of the children in the va-
rious schools I examined. About 1 to
5 per cent. of the children had sound
sels of teeth; 15 per cent. had teeth
falrly good, but some of them requir-
ing to be filled; about 50 per cent. had
many teeth decayed, some of which
were so very badly decayed as to
ke it difficult to save th m, as they
would require to be treated for days
or weeks and that heathenish opera-
tion performed— the destroying of the
nerve pulp, an operation that should
never be perform>d on a child—and
vet, what can the dentist do when the
parents bring their children In such a
neglected condition?  He has elther
to destroy the nerve or extract the
permanent tooth, which operation is a
gtill more cruel and barbarous thing
to do.

Children whose teeth have been ne-
glected have not the same chance to
recover from disease as those whose
teeth are kept in a good, healthy con-
dition; not only because their systems
are weaker to start with, but also be-
causge of the extra suffering they have
to endure while sick, caused by tooth-
ache and neuralgia, which are sure to
trouble them more when confined to
bed, thus the temperature is greatly
increased and the disease more com-
plicated.

1 sconsider it a crime to compel
teachers and children who take good
care of their teeth to sit in the same
room with other children. Remember,
many of these werg not poor children,
whose parents were not able to get
their teeth filled, but hildren whose
parents were in comfortable circum-

stances and were both willing and
able to care for them, but, unfortu-
nately, they were not aware that
their children's teeth were in such a
condition, but supposed that the teeth
that were decaying were their” first
teeth and that Nature was helping tQ
get rid of them by decay in order that
new teeth might take their place.

In England they are waking up in
earnest and in many of their training
schools are not only examining the
teeth of the children, but are employ-
ing dentists to flll them. They will
not receive applicants to either the civil
or postal service who have decayed
teeth, and are very strict in their ex-
aminations, for they saw if their teeth
are bad their health will break down,
and they will be placed tod soon on
the pension list. They have also es-
tablished a dental hospital where the
poor can have their teeth cared for.

It-is one thing to diagnosc: the pext
is to provide and apply & remedy. The
only remedy at present is to fill the
teeth as soon as they commence to
decay, leng before the nerve pulp has
become exposed or the tooth has ached
and while it can be done at one sit-
ting. Buty here comes the great diffi-
culty, which doubly increases the se-
riousness of the evil. Parents are not
aware that their children’'s teeth that
are aching are permanent teeth until
they take them to their dentist to
have their teeth examined, and then
to their surprise find that they are
permanent teeth and past all hope of
being saved. There is not more than
one parent in a thousand who knows
the difference between the temporary
and permanent teeth.

I have given this subject years of
carefyl study. and have falled to find

children who brought a from
their family dentist, saying thelr teeth
were being attended to. It will be ne-
cessary to establish a dental hospital
in each of the towne and cities, where
such children can have their teeth
filled and cared for at @ nominal fee,
simply enough charged to pay ex-

penses.

The examination will not interfere
with the work of the school as it will
not take more than 30 minutes to ex-
amine all the children in the room. I
examined 150 chfidren in an ho&re.

SKETCH AND PORTRAIT OF CANADA’S
FAMOUS MATCH MAKER.
b g
A Direct of the y
Miles Standish=One Who Carries Into
His Daily Life a Pertinent Adage of
That Doughty Warrlor.

“Serve yourself, would you be well
seryed, is an excellent adage.”—Miles
Standish.

Are there any of our readers to
whom this name is unfamiliar? asks
the Canadian Grocer. Is there any-
one in Canada of the age of ten years
and upwards who bhas not heard of
E. B. Eddy of Hull, the great matoh-
maker, the owner of the mammoth
woodenware factories, the king of the
lumber trade of the Ottawa? As well
might we ask, is there anyone in this
country a stranger to the use of
matches? »

Mr. E. B. Eddy was born in Bristol,
Vt,, in 1827, and comves of the historic
Mayflower stock, being a direct de-
scendant of that yloughty warmior but
luckless wooer, Miles Standish. His
wife, to whom he was married In 1846,
is a native of the same tpwn, and is
the granddaughter on her (father's
side, of John Arnold, of Frankfort-on-
the-Main, Germany. Mr. came
to Canada and settled in Hull with his
wife and famdky, in 1851. He began
making matches there in a small way
in 1854, and from that modest begin-
ning have arisen the immense fac-
tories, mills, storehouses, offices, lum-
ber yards, etc., that cover scores and
scores of acres, comprising nearly the
whole water front and water power
on the north side of the Chaudiere
Falls, from a little below the C.P.R.
bridge down the river to opposite Ne-
pean Point. In 1856 he added the manu-
facture of pails, tubs, washboards,
ete., to his then growing business. In
1858 he went into lumber, bought large
tracts of timber lands, put up huge
sawmills, planing mils, sash and door
factory end box factory.

In 1873, 1874 and 1875, when commer-
cial disaster wrecked so many strong
houses, he did not escape injury, the
whole lumbering industry being utterly
prostrated. As times improved again
his business increased, so that when in
the fall of 1882 a terrible fire totally
destroyed some $250,000 worth of his
mills, factories and plants, it still left
him_with _two sawmills and not less
than $150,000 worth of factories, plant
and supplies to go on with and hold
his trade together till he could re-
trieve. As an illustration of his cool-
ness, courage and promptiess to meet
an emergency, we give the following
—one of a hundred similar character-
istic anecdotes of him that could be
told by many of his intimate friends.
The night the mills were burned Mr.
Eddy was in Quebec, and was awak-
ened to receive a telegram from his
office at Hull, to say that all his mills
and factories on the west side of
Bridge-street were on fire, others en-
dangered, and asking what should be
done, and when he should return.
Without a moment's delay he tele-
graphed back: “Put out the fire, clear
nu debris, prepare to build. I'll be home
to-morrow.” Thirty years' work swept
away in one night would have dis-
heartened most men, but with Mr.
Eddy the disaster was hardly allowed
to interrupt businesd There was
practically no stoppage of his busi-
ness, certainly there was no damper
on his pluck and energy. Rebuilding
began before the burnt works were
cold. All calls for goods were Sup-
plied, and in less than six months
two enormous new stone sawmills, a
large stone box factory, stone pail and
tub factory, stone planing mill, sash,
door and blind factory, magnificent
stone offices and spacious stone ware-
houses, machine and blacksmith shops,
ete., ete., stood in place of the former
wooden buidings. Tranyways were
laid, two locomotives wer bought, and
in May, '83, the whole industry was in
full blast agdin, sawing 70,000,000 feet
of lumber per season, chopping 700,-
000 to 800,000 logs each winter, using
15,000,000 feet of lumber per year In
the box factory, making over 10,000,-
000 feet of lumber yearly into doors,
sash and flooring, turning out 100 doz-
en pails and tubs and 2.600 gross (8,000
wooden boxes or 286,000 small paper
boxes) of matches per day—the whole
giving employment to some 4,000 to

4,500 men, women and children, with a
pay sheet that often amounted to $60,-
000 per month,

In '86 these vast businesses and va-
ried industries were consolidated un-
der a charter of the Dominion Parlia-
ment, and in '87, Mr. Eddy became and
remains the president and managing
director of the E. B. Eddy Co, In '§7
the indurated fibreware factory was
added. This was followed in '88 by
the erection of the wood pulp mill.

This man is also apt te give himseld
away by too often insisting on his own
history, and by speaking as with his
own sword and bow, and not by the
good favor of the Almighty, he had
achieved his succevs. but it is com-
mon sgpeech which does him most in-
justice, and quite confuses the situa-
tion. For it is asked, “How much is
he worth?' and then the answer is
given in figures. If this were indeed
the exact vaue surely his life had
been a sad fiasco, and he himself was
of no account. What he is worth is
ancther thing from what he possesses
and if you go into the matter his for-
tune becomes a mere symbol to be
transferred from figures into qualities.
Just as half a dozen Looks stamped
wilth university arms show that a
young scholar has made a fair be-
ginning in culture, o1 a simple bronze
cross on a soldier's breast proves thal
he has played the man on the field
of battle, so does honorabie success in
business bear witness to character. It
means that a fellow-man lled to his
work in his calling has not been idle
and careless—flinging away his oppor-
tunities and denying his duties. It
means that he has not ylelded to the
lower impu'ses of his nature and done
fcolishly, to the weakening of his
mind and body. It means that he has
resisted temptation to trickery, deceil
and unprincipled work of all Kinds.
This ten or hundred thousand pounds
are in themselves only dust and vanity
But consider them as x, and work the
equation out, and they rcad industry,
perseverance, thrift. intelligence, self-
denial, integrity. This gold is but an-
other word for brain and conscience,
and proves that one has done the
work laid to his hand with all his
mizht, and in so doing has built up
Iis manhood.
