In reporting a war. the first and most 
important question naturally arises over
.S ^ection of correspondents, says Mel­

ville K. Stone, in The Century. The number 
of men qualified by nature and education 
for such a task Is very limited. Your war 
correspondents must be physically capable of 
withstanding the hardships of the field. He 

be also as courageous as any soldier. 
Indeed, his lot is an even harder one, because 
he must put himself in places of the greatest 
danger, without the patriotic fervor, the touch 
of the comrade's elbow, or the possession of 
a rifle, all of which are large factors in 
making up a trooper's bravery. He must be 
capable of descrlping what he sees accurate­
ly and graphically. He must have as large a 
perspective as the commanding general, It 
he seeks to tell tlje whole story of the battle.

But he may have all these primal requisites 
and still prow a failure. He must be tem­
peramentally a diplomat and capable of in­
gratiating himself into th sympathetic and 
helpful friendship with those whom becomes 
in contact. He may be an ideal representa­
tive at the headquarters of an American gen­
eral, but wholly incapable of serving satis­
factorily with the Russians or the Japan­
ese. As an Illustration, all of the Associated 
Press correspondents on the Russian side 
speak either Russian or French. If they did 
not they would be useless. At least three of 
them are long-time personal friends of Gen. 
Kouropatkin.

Above all, the war correspondent must 
possess In marked degree that familiarity 
with events and affairs which will command 
the confidence of those in power about him. 
His Influence often extends beyond his prim­
ary mission of reporting and strays into the 
field of international diplomacy. For in­

Doctor Thinks AU Perfumes Are Slightly 

Invigorating.
Discussing the recent discovery by 

Crookshank, of London, that musk is a 
valuable remedr in the treatment of 
typhoid fever and also acts as a stimu­
lant and Unie f«»r the brain, a local phy­
sician connected with the University of 
Pennsylvania is inclined to attribute 
the world-wide and long-enduring popu­
larity of musk as a perfume to the facts 
established by the London scientist. It 
is true that to produce any appreciable 
invigoration a much larger quantity of -- 
the stuff must be used than is necessary 
to create a scent, yet the faintest odor 
probably carries some subtle suggestion 
of mental strengthening and elevation. 
Indeed, the doctor quoted believes that 
many perfumes other than musk and 
especially those with an alcoholic base

either mentalDanger Signals for Railroads.

The existence on a high speed trak of 
a facing point without distant signal 
protection stands out as a great element 
of danger in an otherwise excelent road- 
way. The thought of it must be a horrid 
nightmare to any officer who is respon­
sible for it, and who reads intelligently 
the records of the past. A lunatic may 
easily derail a train by other means, 
but from any reasonable public stand­
point it is intolerable that any railroad 
company running trains at high speed 
should give the lunatic such an easy 
way of carrying out his designs. One can 
readily imagine a mind so disordered 
that a fading point switch would be a 
distinct temptation to work destruction. 
But, human train wreckers aside, tbs 
existence of the dangerous switch 
now made known to all the world ; and 
the liability of sane and innocent em­
ployees to neglect their duty in connec­
tion with such a switch is also known 
to all the world. How many other such 
switches exist on that road? With men 
of the best grade, with a country free 
from fogs, and with a two mile view for 
the engine man, the liability to disaster 
from negligent misplacement of a switch 
is, indeed, remote ; but when one re­
flects for a moment on the low cost of 
distant signals and on the horrible re­
sults of a single derailment, occurring 
perhaps once in twenty or fifty years, 
the satisfaction found in that word “re­
mote” turns to ashes in one month. The 
fast run of 185 was made with all the 
switches spiked or attended by special 
watchmen. What was done to safeguard 
the special trains run this year is not 
reported. But what ought to be done 
to safeguard all trains is so plain os to 
ocarcoly need stating—have a distant 
signal for every facing point.—Railroad 
Gazette.

ON THE PRAIRIES

NOTES FOR NATURALISTS.
_ For thirty years fishes of many varie­

ties have been kept in aquaria by Mr. F. 
Davis, of London, and his observations 
have convinced him, contrary to com­
mon . belief, that fishes sleep, though 
pnly in darkness. Artificial light awakens 
them. He finds also that fishes have 
their play or sports, like other creatures.

Evidence has been collected recently 
which shows that the blue-throat flies 
from Central Africa to the shores of the 
North Sea, a distance of 1,000 miles, in 
less than a daj^yid a night, and making 
it, moreover, in^We uninterrupted flight. 
The storks, which spend their summers 
in Au stria- Hungary and their winters 
in India and Central Africa, are also 
marvellous travellers, and make their 
journeys twice a year in unbroken flight 
each time. From Buda l’est, in Hungary, 
to Lahore, in India, is 2,400 miles in an 
air line, and the storks made the jour­
ney in 24 hours, thus travelling at the 
rate of 100 miles an hour for the whole 
distance. The storks which spend the 
summer in Central Europe and winter 
in Central Africa travel with the same 
rapidity.

That those who do not know malaria 
to be a result of musquito bites are 
very much behind the "time is shown by 
the Snnskirt manuscript on fevers re- 
eent.lv brought to light in Ceylon.

New York, Aug. 14.—Twenty-four nil- 
gious denominations, containing 18,000.- 
000 communicants, have each appointed 
from five to fifty delegates to meet in 
this city on Now 15 to take part in an 
inter-church conference on federation. 
The meeting will be held in Carnegie 
Hall for a week, the ooject being the fed­
eration of the Protestant forces in 
America. President Roosevelt has ex­
pressed his sympathy with the movement 
and it is expected that one or more mem­
bers of his Cabinet will be able to take 
part in the discussions of tho conference. 
The sixty speakers on the programme and 
the presiding officers include five bish­
ops cf the Protestant Episcopal Church, 
six bishops of the Methodist Episcopal 
ChurclL a bishop of the Reformed Episco­
pal Church, a bishop of the Moravian 
body, representatives of the Presbyter­
ian, Congregational, Baptist and other 
denominations, two United States Su­
preme Court Justices, two* Judges of

State courts, a United States Senator, a 
Congressman, a Governor, a Mayor and 
several college presidents and professors, 
editors and ministers.

Among the issues to be brought be­
fore the church and nation by the con­
ference arc religious education, the .so­
cial order, evangelization, homo and for­
eign missions, the fellowship of faith, the 
national life and Christian progress. Be­
sides declaring faith in the essential 
unity of the Protestant churches, several 
speakers will rehearse the practical 
workings of present endorsation move­
ments in cities, rural districts. States, 
foreign lands, and inter-denominational 
work. Denominational rallies; a plat­
form meeting devoted to- young people's 
movements, and a reception to tho dele­
gates at the Waldorf-Astoria, given by 
the half dozen denominational social 
unions in this city,' will be among the 
more popular features cf the conference.

crew of from sixty to seventy men, and 
when one considers the size of the 
space in which it is necessary for 
these men to move about in operating 
the powerful yet intricate machinery 
and find sleeping space also, one must 
marvel at the life aboard a vessel of 
this class.

To live in quarters the else of an or­
dinary dry goods box is not the life 
that the everyday sailor cares to essay. 
To endure such life for hours at a 
stretch without sleep or food, and to 
stand exposed in all climates—such is 
life aboard a torpedo craft for officers 
and men alike. There is no discrimina­
tion; that is why one sees beardless 
faces and slender figures behind the 
conning towers when these long, three 
and four-stacked flyers run into port for 
coal and water at frequent Intervals, 
which is necessary on account of their 
limited space for carrying these neces­
sities. In the comparatively smooth wat­
ers of a harbor the torpedo boats look 
very much like the motor racers in dis­
guise, but they are far from being the 
pleasure craft that the autoboats are, 
and they go where the helmsman of a 
motor boat would not dare to venture.

The ocean is the place to see the tor­
pedo boat under way, and then life on 
board the craft can b< seen in its true 
light. Sticking their bows into the long 
green swells, the spray flying above the 
signal staffs forward and the solid green 
water washing the low decks continu­
ally, is but one picture of life on the 
rolling deep iq a mere shell of a boat 
In the harbor and when at sea in fair 
weather, the torpedo boats run with 
hatches open, the commanding officer 
stands on deck, but when the little craft 
begins to roll and plunge in the seaway 
the hatches are closed, and, barring the 
stumpy smokestacks, the vessels re­
semble baby whales at play. It Is then 
that the crew suffers most while at sea. 
All must remain below decks, or place 
themselves In jeopardy. To venture 
above while the vessel is plunging 
about the sea with decks awash would 
be extremely hazardous, 
the Japanese sbeward will essay to 
climb along the deck from the stem 
to the forward hatch with a smoking 
dish clasped tightly in his hands. He

United States Warned Off One 
European Power.

Roosevelt lays Down law of Mon­
roe Doctrine.

A
President Speaks Before the Chau­

tauqua Assembly.
Chatauqua, N. Y., Aug. 14.—President 

Roosevelt arrived here this morning and 
delivered an address before the Chau­
tauqua Asembly. When he appeared on 
the platform he was greeted by ten thou­
sand people and was given an ovation. 
President Roseveelt spoke, in part, as 
follows :

“To-day I wish to speak to you on 
one feature of our national foreign pol­
icy and no one feature of our national 
domestic policy. “The Monroe doctrine 
is not a part of international law. But it 
is the fundamental feature of our en­
tire foreign policy so far as the western 
hemisphere is concerned, and it has more 
and more been meetieng with recognition 
abroad. The reason why it is meeting 
with this recoguition is because we have 
not oliowed it to become fossilized. It is 
out of the question to claim a right and 
yet shirk the responsibility for exec* 
cisiug that right. When we announce a 
policy such as the Monroe doctrine, we 
thereby commit ourselves to accepting 
the consequences of the policy, and these 
consequences from time to time alter. 
Let us look for a moment at what the 
Monroe Doctrine really is. It forbids 
the territorial increase of non-Amcricau 
powers on American soil, it’s purpose 
is partly to secure this nation against 
seeing great military powers obtain new 
toot holds in the western hemisphere, 
and partly to secure to our fellow re­
publics, south of us, the chance to deve­
lop along their own lines without being 
oppressed or conquered by non-American 
powers.

“1 do not want to see any foreign 
power take possession permanently or 
temporarily of the custom-houses of an 
American republic in order to enforce its 
obligations, and the alternative may at 
any time he that we sha-11 be forced to 
do so ourselves.

“In the interest of justice, it is as ne­
cessary to exercise the police power as 
to show charity and helpful generosity. 
But something can «veil now be done 
toward the end in view. That something, 
for instance, this nation has already doue 
as regards Cuba, and is now trying to 
do as regards Santo Domingo.

“Santo Domingo has now made an ap­
peal to us to help it, and not only every 
principle of wisdom but every generous 
instinct within us bids us respond to the 
appeal. The threatened dang 
them in the shape of foreign interven­
tion. The previous rulers of Santo Do­
mingo had recklessly incurved debts, and 
owing to her internal disorders she had 
ceased to be able to provide means of 
paying the debts. The ivatier.ee of her 
foreign creditors had been thoroughly 
exhausted, and at the least one foreign 
nation was on the point of intervention, 
and was only prevented from intervening 
by the unofficial assurance of this Gov­
ernment that it would itself strive to 
help Santo Domingo in her hour of need.

“Accordingly the executive department 
of our Government negotiated a treaty 
under which we hre to try to help the 
Domingan people to straighten oat their 
finances.

In regard to effective supervision and 
regulation of great corporations doing 
an interstate business, President Roose­
velt su id much of substantial nature had 
been .accomplished, but further legisla­
tion was advisable. Many corporations 
show themselves honorably desirous to 
obey the law. but. unfortunately, some 
colorations, and very wealthy ones a.t I 
that, exhaust every effort which can be 
suggested by the highest ability, or se­
cured by the most lavish-expenditure of 
money, to defea.t the purposes of the 
laws on the statute books. Future in­
vestigation along these lines may be 
more drastic, he continued, but it must 
be understood that it will be because of 
the acts of great corporations in seeking 
to prevent the enforcement of the Taw as 
it stands.

RUSSIAN OFFICIALS

Think the Terms Excessive, But May 
Form Basis for Consideration.

GERMAN DIPLOMATS

Think Peace Will Be the Result of the 
„ Negotiations.

A Berlin cable: The Foreign Office 
without giving judgment on the equit­
ableness c.f the Japanese peace terms as 
exclusively obtained and summarized by 
the Associated Press, believes that the 
negotiations will continue until an agree­
ment is reached. The Foreign Office is 
convinced that the desire of both pow­
ers for peace is strong enough to lead 
to mutual surrenders.

Abstracts of the conditions were cir­
culated quickly among the diplomatic 
agencies. They are as the Associated 
Press learned, at three Embassies, con­
sidered extreme. The prevailing view is 
that Russia cannot be expected to accept 
them, but that they are not an impos­
sible first demand and that negotiations 
may begin on the basis of these declara­
tions to be ultimately concluded on some­
thing quite different.

A St. Petersburg cable: The Japanese 
terms were known early this morning 
only to very few of the highest officials, 
who carefully guarded their knowledge.

Jeremiah was one of those 
who *tout of weakness were made strong” 
(Ileb. xi. 34). His was a gentle, timid, 
shrinking nature. Suffering was terrible 
to him. He piteously pleaded for the 
king’s help “lest he die.” Yet how strong 
he became under the power of God. He 
was not “afraid of their faces” and “not 
dismayed” (1: 8-17). He “spake all” 
that was commanded. Though • weak 
and wavering naturally, you may be 
strong and steady spiritually. If you 
ask God and trust him lie will do for 
you what he did for the prophet—make 
rou a “defenced city, an iron pillar, a 
brazen wall.” (1. 18).

Jeremiah put the kingdom of God 
first and self-interest afterward. He 
delivered God’s message, then pleaded 
his own caiye. He would not soften 
a word of the truth for any personal 
advantage. Abraham put God first 
when “lie went out not knowing whither 
he went.” and “so journeyed in the land 
of promise, as in a strange country” 
(Heb. xi. S. 9). He put God first when 
he “bound Isaac his son on the altar 
upon the wood and stretched forth his 
hand to slay liis son” (Gen. xxii. 9, 10).

We do not think that Kaiser Wilhelm 
will succeed in making the Baltic a closed 
sea without objections being raised to 
the process. Indeed, we fancy that the? 
attempt to close it would probably be 
resisted with all the force Great Britain 
could bring to bear. The Baltic Sea is 
nearly a closed sea by nature—almost as 
much so as the Mediterranean, 
channel by which it opens into the North 
Sea runs between Denmark on the west 
and that southerly tip of Sweden on the 
east which used to be caled Skania. The 
sea is about 900 miles long and from 75 
to 200 wide, and, inclusive of the Gulfs of 
Bothnia, Riga and Finland, has an area 
of about 150,000 square miles. In the 
thirteenth century Denmark undertook 
to exclude at her discretion foreign ves­
sels or to exact from them the payment 
of a toll, but in the following century 
the Hanseatic League defied it, took Co­
penhagen, subjected Denmark temporar- ' 
ily to a sort of vassalage and maintained 
its own ascendancy in the Baltic for 
nearly three hundred years. Later, how­
ever, for three centuries Denmark levied 
tolls on shipping in the shape of Sound 
dues, now abolished. It is notr to be sup­
posed that Great Britain will consent to 
any arrangement that would restore 
them. She has maintained the freedom of 
the Mediterranean and opened the short 
route to the East via the Suez Canal, 
and it is likely that if the Kaiser or any 
other sovereign attempts to bar her way 
into the Baltic Sea he will have to be 
able to advance such arguments as will 
convince British seamen and gunners. 
Not even Russia, Sweden, Denmark tind 
Germany combined dare try that; and it 
does not yet appear that Denmark would 
be willing to do so.
