The Call of the First Disciples —
Mark 1: 14-28.

Commentary.—1. Jeaus preaching  in
tindtlee (vs. 14, 15.) 14. John wae put in
prison—John had preached about  two
years, but was now a prisoner in Herod's
cgstle at Macherus, cast of the Jordan,
The reason for John’s mprisonment is
given in Matt. 14: 3, 4 and Mark 6: 17-
20, Jesus came into Galilee —-Jesus had
lnbored to a considerable extent in Ju-
dea. and this may be called the begiu-
ning of hie great Galilean minuistry, Gal-

ilee was the most northern and the most |
pepulous of the three divisions of Pales- |

tine. It lay south of Mount Lebanon,
ani between the Mediterranean Sea on
shie west, and the Jordan and the Sea of
‘wlilee on the east. Christ’s priucipal
tators now were in the southern portion
oF Galilee,  Gospel-—Good news. The
Lingdom of God—This phrase mears the
dispensation of infinite mercy, and man-
ifestation of eternal truth, by Christ
Jesus, producing the true knowledge of
trod. But why is it called a kingdom?
Because it has ite laws, all the mora!
precepte of the gospel; its subjects, all
who believe in Jesus; and its king, the
Sovereign of heaven and earth.-Clarke.
35. The time is fulfilledd—The time ap-
puinled for sending the Messiah. In
tiod's great plan of human redemption
the time had come for the manifestation
«f his Son. At hand -"Phe waiting time
was past. The glorious age long foretold
by the prophets had come. Christ won'd
veign in the hearts of men. He would
make known abroad the principles of the
wew kingdom, ite lawa, its benefits, the
vonditions of citizenship and its near-
ses2, The King had come and his hear-
cre were to be citziens. Repent —T'he
wond has a deep significance, It includes
a change of mind and of purpose. It
#nvolves the confession of sin and turn-
‘g away from it utteriy. 1t implies re-
stitution in cases where others have been
defranded or otherwise wronged.

1. Jesus calling disciples (va. 16-20.)
16. Walked by the sea—Jesus had for a
tme carried on his Galilean  ministry
slone. He had labored much near this
tody of water, and from this and other

comes to the disciples while they are
faithfully performing their common
daily tasks. It is to those who are fa't)
ful in the least that the call comes to
idgher duties.”—Peloubet. 18. Straight-
way—At once, immediately. Forsork
their nets—Luke suys. ‘*“I'hey forsook
all” (5: 11.) Their nets formed the'r
means of gaining a livelinocd, yet when
the higher call came they were ready
to turn away from them.

10. James .... and John—"here were
two sets of brothers among the disciples.
These also had been his followers, and
were prominent among the apostles.
James anl John were the sons of Zebe-
dee and Salom (compare Matt. 27: 56,

nd Mark 15: 40.) Mending their nets
-—This was a humble, yet necessary, call-
ing. All ncecsary work is honorable. 20.
Left their father—The sacrifice as ex-
pressed here is greater than that men-
tioned in the case of Pter and Andrew.
The feelings of Zebedee are not describ-
ed, but we can imagine what they were
when the separation took place.

1II. Jesus teaching and healing (vs.
21-28). 21. Capernaum—Jesus hence-
forward made Capernaum, a city on the
northwest side of the Sea of Galilee, his
home. From its location and import-
ance it was an escepially fitting centre
for His labors. Sabbath day-—The Jew-
ish Sabbath. The synagogue—A place
of worship for the Jews. This one was
built by the centurion whose servant
Jesus healed a little later. Synagogues
were built in the various cities where
Jesus dwelt. Taught—Jesus was care-
ful to observe the Sabbath religiously.
It was customary for the ruler of the
synagogue to invite visitors of ability
to make remarks. 22, Doctrine-—"Teach-
ing.”-—R. V. Authority-—Christ's au-
thority did not come from IHis having
been trained in the schools of the
rabbis, but from His inherent wisdom,
power and love, and from the epirit
which He manifested. His divinity cloth-
ed ITim with authority. Not as the
scribes—They were  sometimes  cilled
doctors. Their duty was to copy and
explain the law wmd the traditions of
the elders. They simply repeated what
the rabbis before them had sai:d.

23. A man with an unclean spirit—
The man was under the power of a
demon, so that he had no proper con-
trol of himself. Luke says he “had a
spirit of an unclean devil” (4: 33). It
is called unclean because the aots in-
spired in the one thus possessed are un-
holy and impure. He cried But—The
spirit cried out, using the organs of
speech of the men whom he controlled.
24. Let us alone—The evil apirit at once
recognized Christ’s power.  Art Thou
come to destroy us—There is enmity be-
tween God and evil spirits.

-—Men generally had not racognized
Christ’s divinity, “but heaven and hell
alike bear witness unto IHim.”

pel pioneers. Me honored diligence in
humble employment. It was in doing
His daily work for Christ's sake, that
Peter took his first and most needed
lesson in apostleship, the lesson of
humility. Tn obeying Jesus Peter’s faith
rose above natural difficulties and
rested on Christ’s command. It led to
decisive action. The previous night of
failure was not without its lesson and
benefit. Jesus came to the fishermen
When they were feeling their failure, but
found them working. Their working thus
regardless of failure, and their willing-
ness to try again, were evidence of their
fitness for higher work. Christ does not
put men into the ministry simply be-
cause they are unfortunate in secular
concerns, He called upon Peter and his
partners to leave their business at its
highest success. The Lord's purpose in
the miracle was to inspire enthusiasm
for spiritual work.

II. The preparation. Conversion is
most fully displayed when it leads con-
verts to seek the conversion of others.
:hsus gave Peter the highest of all call-
ings, to become a fisher of men. Dis-
cipleship means ministry. The effect of
the miracle was to reveal the true
character of Christ to Peter and to re-
veal Peter to himeelf. His conviction of
sin was deepened by a better knowledge
of Christ. His ery of self-loathing was
the first impulse of fear and amazement
before adoration and love, of fear
that repelled ang of love that drew.
Jesus recognized in Peter that true de-
votion, which, under further guidance
and teaching, would qualify  him for
apostleship. As He had instructed where
to cast his net and how to bring in the
fish 80 would he instruct him in win-
ning men. He promiced qualification
on condition that Peter would folisw
fully and untrammeled. This same con-
dition was laid upon all alike. Intimate
association with Jesus was the most
certain assurance that those disciples
would become effective ministers of the
geapel. Their faith, their reliance on him
and their concern for others must be
strong in consequence of their fellow-
8hip in the saving of souls Jesus works
through instrumentality. 1le takes
weakness into his hands and makes it
strong. In the miracle he illustrated this
by making use of the fishermen, their
boatsa and their nets, and also showed
that no faithful toil ghould be  with-
out reward. lle further suggeated meth-
od by choosing his pulpit in the midst
of daily life. He taught that taking
Jesus into business makes the common
<1ally work of life bring glorions man-
ifastations of His presence and power.
Jesus amawered the prayer of Peter's
heart, and not the utterance of his lips.

- FAST BOATS

Make Trip in Four Days
From Britain to Canada.

London, Feb, 26.—The announcement
from Montreal that a company support-
ed by a powerful group of British capi-
talists and Canadian railroad men had
been formed to operate a line of four-
day boats between Great Britain and
Halifax, was reccived here with patrio-
tic joy.

Don’t be' too “finicky” or “nice” to
put the hair around the hogs’ ears
and along their spines to see if they are
being troubled with lice or any other
kind og parasites.

Any hauling that will be necessary
across the meadow must be done at
once, while the earth is still frozen.
Hoof and wheel cut the life out of the
meadow lands if loads are drawn over
it after the frost begins to leave -the
ground.

This is about the time of year that
the farmer ought to be looking around
for material with which to strengthen
and improve his dairy herd. A first-
class bull is indispensable, and if you
will add two or three more pure-blooded
milkers to the herd, your improvement
and consequent higher profits are as-
sured.

The lambs will begin to come on be-
fore long and the farmer must remem-
ber that they are one of the most sus-
ceptible ammals to chill that there is
on the farm. Have a good, snug place
for them: get them started right, and
they are apt to continue that way;
start them wrong and the influence of
such neglect is pretty sure to cling to
them, even till they are matured —
if you are “lucky” enough not to lose
them altogether as you ought to if you
fail to care for them properly.

No matter how carefully the milk

cow is fed and watered she will not do
her haest at the pail unless she re-
ceives gentle treatment. This is a rule
that has no exception and the man
who does not have a natural liking for
the work of caring for cows will do well
to leave dairying alonme.
It sometimes happens that winter
storms make it impossible for the mail
carrier to make his rounds. When this
is the case it reminds us of the times
when we used to get our mail only
when we were in town to do our trading
or when we could send by one of our
neighbors. 1t is a pretty safe guess
that very few farmers_care for the re-
turn of this part of the “good old days
of long ago.”

In order to keep gpples through the

winter they should be stored in a dry
room where the temperature can be
kept as near the freezing peint as pos-
sible. When we have learned how to do
this we will find that we have several
varieties growing in our orchards that
are good keepers.
It is possible that the advice on
dairying and the eare and feed of dairy
cows that is given out by dairy schools
and experiment stations goes a little
farther than the average farmer cares
to follow, because he does not have the
time nor the equipment. The adviee is
good, though, and we are safe in fol-
lowing it as nearly as we can.

RLIGING IN A TIGER,

Perils of Hunting With Elephants in
the India Jungle,

Elephants in any number from 50 to
300 or 400 are used for a drive, The
whereabouts of the tiger or tigers hav-
ing been previously located by sending
out shikari some time ahead, tying up
buffalo calves for kills, ete., on ap-
proaching the spot the elephants are
formed into line, those carrying the
howdahs with the rifles being along the
line, with a certain number of pad ele-
phants in between. Pad elephants, it
may be explained, are those which carry
a pad or cushion only, and as a rule
no one except the mahout or driver.
They are used chiefly to assist in beat-
ing the jungle and to carry game,

A captain, whose word is law, is ap-
pointed to carry out all the arrange-
ments, and on his giving the signal the
long line of ponedrous animals advan-
ces slowly through the waving grass.
Sometimes one or two of the guns are
sent on ahead on elephants to endeavor
to prevent the tiger breaking out in
front. The line advances steadily,
smashing through every obsiacle. As
soon as a. tiger is discovered the flanks
of the line extend forward and inward;
by signals the line follows the tiger,
wheels, doubles, turns, marches, coun-
ter marches until it fairly runs the tiger
down.

By this time #he clephanis have been
brought very close together, their heads
almost touching. This renders it less
easy fo' them to turn round and bolt,
gives confidence to the mahouts and
also prevents the tiger slipping through
a gap re well as very often stopping his
charging home. The tiger frequently
lies close. in which case two or three big
tuskers move quietly about inside the
ring, lifting up each tussock of grass and
breaking down every bush. Then the
tiger breaks cover and as a rule charges
straight at one of the howdah elephants.

Then it is time to pray that your
elephant is really stanch and will stand
the charge. Nothing is -ncre difficult
than trying to shoot a charging tiger
from an elephant which will not stand
steady and nothing more dangerous
than being on one which suddenly turns
round and bolts, taking its rider under
branches of trees, to the imminent dan-
ger of life and limb. Sometimes as
many as four or five tigers are inside
the ring at once, together with other
animals. such as wild boar and deer, so
what with the crashing and trumpeting
of the elephants, the shouts and ecries
of the mahouts, the crack of the rifles,
with perhaps a tiger or two rushing
round the ring giving their hoarse
grunting “waugh” at intervals the scene
is a regular pandemonium and quite de-
fies deseription.—Y'vom Country Life.

of natural opportunities and resources
$> be alienated, through sale or lcug
lease at inadequate prices, from the
people to the private interests.

I wanted to ask him what he pro-

presented the press. However, I pres-
ently put the question.

“Why,” said he, “‘all you have to
do is to put a tax of such a character
on the natural resources of the land
that it will off-set the advantages
which the private owners are now
reaping over and above that which
they are creating.”

My recollecton
is, however, that it was while he
was general manager of the Bank of
Nova Scotia that he evolved, on his
own behalf, the conclusions set forth
in “Progress and Poverty” shortly af-
ter by a man who, for years, had
been thinking along the same lines.

Mr. Fyshe was born near Edin-
burgh, i 1845, and was comparatively

oung at the time of his death, being

ut sixtv-six years of age. After serv-

| ing in the Bank of Scotland, and later
Brockville Collegiate spent Saturday |

in the Birmingham Joint Stock Bank,
he made an engagement with the
Bank of British North America, and
came to Montreal in its employ. _Ha
was largely instrumental in framing
the Bank Act of Hon. George E. Fos-
ter, which has been the basis of Cana-
dian banking legislation, as well as
of that of other chuntries. Subse-
quently, he investigated conditions in
the civil service, for the Laurier Gov-
ernment, and his report was what
might have been expected from him—
blunt and outspoken. It probably ied
to the permanent commission to ad-
minister the civil service.

BIT OF HISTORY.

How Lincoln Presented His Great
Proclamation,

Laughter, by preserving the life of the
President, saved the nation in its “mor-
tal need.” An old friend of Mr. Lin-
coln’s, waiting outeide the door of the
-executive office, heard his high, ringing
laugh within, and remarked to others
standing near, “That laugh is the Presi-
dent’s life-preserver.” Lincoln’s laugh
became contagious, infectious, epidemic.
The .Government, the army, the whole
north learned from him to look on the
bright side of everything.

In this way Abraham Lincoln came to
be the savior of his country. A memor-
able day on which he tried to give his
nearest advisers a laughing lesson was
in September, ’62. He had called the
Cabinet together for a special purpose,
After they were assembled—the story
was told years afterward by Secretary
Stanton:

“The President turned to us and said:

“‘Gentlemen, did you ever read any-
thing from Artemus Ward?

“Not a member of the Cabinet smiled.
As for myself 1 was angry, and looked
to ece what the President meant. It
seemed to me like buffoonery. He, how-
ever, decided to read us.a chapter from
Artemus Ward, which he did with great
deliberation. Having finished, he laugh-
ed heartily without a member of the
Cabinet joining in the laushter.

“‘Well, he said, ‘let’s nave another
chapter, and he read another chapter,
to our great astonishment. I was con.
sidering whether I should rise and leave
the meeting abruptly, when he throw
the book down, heaved a long sigh; and
said:

*‘Gentlemen, why don't you laugh?
With the fearful strain that it upon
me night and day, if I did not lough

wpon the importance of carnest atten-
ston to the question of developing the
binterland of Ontario characterized the
address of President W, J. Gage, of the
Onlario Associated Boards of Trade be-
fore over one hundred members of that
lody vesterday afternoon in the Council
hamber of the City Hall at thc open-
ing of their annual convention. Another
jeature of his remarks was the Province-
wile and nation-wide range of the sub-
jects dealt with, for, besides treating
1the New Ontario development prohlem
cemprehensively, Mr. Gage also spoke
of the enlargement of the Welland
canal, advocated more rigid regulation
of immigration, indicated the cause and
porsible solution of the high cost u(: liv-
ing. pointed out the necessity for cioser
attention to the regulation and encour-
ngement of Canada’s water-borne traffic,
and complimented the Provincial and
Freder.!  Governments of their recent
moves toward providing better roads in
1he eountry.

Enlargement of the Welland Canal was
the first matter dealt with in the P'resi-
dent’s address. He disposed of this sub-
ject briefly, saying: “You will be pleas.
ed to learn that the sum of $30,000 ap-
pears in the estimates now before Par-
liament to carry on the work of the pre-
liminary survey for this much-nceded
undertaking.”

“Ihe announcement made last week
Ly the Premier,” said Mr. Gage, turn-
ing to the Northern Ontario question,
“that tie Provincial Government would
expend some five million dollars in the
development of the northern and western
portions of this Provinte, has, I am save.
given the greatest satisfaction through-
wut Ontario. The day for measuring up
the excellence of a Government by the
<irrplus it annually piles up is long past.
Those of us who are in business, as
«~ither manufacturer or merchant, find
that to keep pace with c.mpetition and
the extraordinary development going on
nround us we are forced not only to re-
invest the proﬁts of each year (if we
have any), but to frequently borrow
iargely to meet keen competition and to
provide for trade expansion and new
conditions.”

Thirty years ago, Mr. Gage
tirely different conditions
1he settlement of Canada. The great
west was practically unknown, To-day
New Ontario was competing with West-
ern Canada for settlers, In Western
Cinada the land was cleared; in New
Ontario it was timbered, and the clear-
g of the land did not appeal to the
settier.

A note of warning was then sound-
ed by Mr. Gage in the matter of im-
migration. He said: “I° believe we
have reached the time when greater
supervision should be exercised in
the class of immigrants admitted in-
to Canada., ”He then gave statistics
showing the proportion of foreign-
born patients in the Toronto Free
Hospital for Consumptives.

Following brief comment on the
announcement of the Provincial Gov-
ernment of its intention to set aside
large roads of money to provide bet-
ter roads for the Province, President
Gage referrel to the question of
regulating Cainada’s water-borne traf-
fie,. Ile paid a tribute to the ef-
ticiency -of the Dominion Board of
Railway Commissioners, and suggest-
ed that a similar board be appointed
to take care of matters relating to
water transportation. He pointed out
that shipping combines now  con-
trolled the freight rates, and the
shippers had no place "to go for re-
dress for any wrongs. He referred
to the present Minister of Trade and
commerce, and his efforts to estab-
lish .a preferential trade arrangement
between Canada and Australia, but
he said “the most liberal preferential
treaty will prove disappointing unless
transportation arrangements are wise-
ly safeguarded and subject at all times
to a searching serutiny of a commission
similar to the one over which Hon. J. Y.
Mabee presides,

Mr, Gage suggested that the On-
tario Associated Boards of Trade hold
a summer conference in  northern
Ontario, and also that in the mnear fu-
ture as a body they pay a visit to
Great Britain to meet British  mer-
chants face to fact and tell them of the
resources of Ontario,

Mr. Gage’s address was received
with great enthusiasm by the conven-
tion, and it was referred to the Kxecu-
tive Committee for consideration.

MANY RESOLUTIONS ADOPTED.

The remamder or e afternoon ses-
sion was taken up with the disenssion of
a number of the resolutions submiiicl to
the Resolutions Committee by the vari-
ous Boarls of Trade, and which relats to
many matters of vital importance to
the commerce of the Provinee and the
Dominion.

Fire Broke Out When Men
Were 300 Feet Down.

Lehigh, Okla,, Feb. 20.—kEight mineis
are known to be dead and possibly a
score others are entombed and believed
to have becn killed as the result of a
fire, the cause of which has not becn
determined. The wiaze started short’y
after noon yesterday in Mine No. 5, of
the Western Mine & Coal Co., a Gou'd
property. &

When the fire bhroke out
low the surface,  nearly 200 mine:is,
mostly foreigners, were at work in the
shafts and word of the disaster immed-
iately spread through the mine. Most
of the men escaped through an aband-
oned shaft, the outlet to which' was
more than two miles from the entrance
to the main shaft,

‘The fire soon spread all over the main
shaftz, Thirty cars of coal were scat-
tered through these to feed the flames.
It is believed by officials of the com-
pany that from 15 to 20 are entombed
with no ¢ ¢ of caeape.

Rescue parties from the Government
station at McAlester reached the scene
late yesterday and began the explor-
ation of workings near the mouth of
the mine.

BRITAIN'S MISTAKE

Morgan Shuster Talks on
Russia in Persia.

Britain Has Dealt a Foul

Biow at Civii:zation.

New York, Feb. 26.—W. Morgan
Shuster, late treasurer-general of Pers-
ia, authorized the following statement
on his arrival to-day:

“I am more than glad to get home
again. I have been away less than
a year, but the time seems much long-
er. I was particularly pleased ‘with the
reception given me in London, and I
left there more than ever confirmed
in my original belief that the British
people have little sympathy with the
immoral and disastrous foreign policy
of their present Government. The past
year has witnessed three acts of inter-
national brigandage, each perpetrated
by Christian nations against Moham-
medans, and each more shocking to the
accepted principles of humanity and
justice than the preceding one. Com-
vared to-the —ecynical brutality - with
which the Persians have been treated
even by the Tripolitan outrages pales.
The Russian Government had not a sin-
gle spark of justification in either law,
morals or fact for its barbaric cruelty
toward the Persian people, and the Brit-
ish Government must be judged by its
acquiescence in the acts of its partner
in crime.

“England dealt civilization and pro-
gress a foul blow when she set to work
to create a strong Russia after the Jap-
anese war. The British people are be-
ginning to realize this now, and they
will see it still more clearly in the next
ten years. In its endeavor to outpoint
Germany in the European diplomatic
game the Britigh Foreign Office has paid
a stiff price for something which will
never be delivered- -Russian support
against Germany. Tha eyes of the Brit-
fish Foreign Secretary have been 8o
glued on Europe for the past few years
that he has completely overlooked the
Britich Empire in Asia. One result is
that there is no longer a buffer State
between Russia and the Indo-Persian
frontier. Another is that 72,000,000
Mohammedans in Indin  have so far
changed their feelings toward England
as to no longer be an ofiset to Hindu
agitation. Another result is that Eng-
land has lo:- caste as the friend and
helper of struggling peoples, and this
crtward iifestation of waning na-
tional prestige is being felt among all
classes of the British people themselves.

“The deztruet? { Persian national-
ity is a erime an veat loss to the
world. The practical assimilation of
Persia by such a nation as Russia is a
furilier menace to Europe and to real
civilization. But two things oppose
the ‘Russification’ of oll Asia—India
and the Chinese Republic. Asia i3
now at the gates of both.”

HEBERT MARRIAGE

Judge Charbonneau De-
clares it Valid.

Monireal desyaich: Judge Charbon-
nean dewrvereg s finding this morn-
ing on the motion made last December
in connection with the case of Emma
Clouatre, Dale River, Mass,, and Eugene
Hebert, of this city, two Roman Ca-
tholics, whose marriage by a Methodist
minister in 1908, in Point St. Charles,
Montreal, was annulled - by Archbishop
Bruchesi, head of the Catholic heirarchy
here, on the grounds that according to
the Nec Temere decree of the Church
Catholics could only be married by their
parish priest or ordinary, which dissolu-
tion was afterwards ratified civilly by
Judgz Laurendeau in the high court.

Mrs. Hebert sought to have it es-
tablished by Judge Charbonneau that
Judge Laurendeau was wrong when he
found that the ecclesiastical law gov-
erned the civil marriage law, that the
discontinuance of participation in the
suit by Hebert when her application was
made did not reverse the Judge's find-
ing, and her marriage waslegal and her
child legitimate, according to the laws
of the Province.

The Judge reversed Judge Lauren-
deau’s decision, holding that any officer
qualified by the State to perform mar-
riages could marry couples of whatever
faith, that the Ne Temere decree had
no civil effect and was binding upon
consciences of Roman Catholies only,
and that therefore the marriage of
Eugene Hebert and Emma Clouatre was
valid and binding.

There was a tremendous crowd in the
court when the Judge appeared on the
beneh, while the corridors leading to the
court were Dlocked with people and
lawyers,

The judgment took his lordship
an hour to read.

$300,000 FIRE

Disas‘rous and Cos:ly Fire
a: South Brookiyn.

New York, Feb. 25. -Damage estimat-
ed at more than $300,000 was done last
night by fire at the extensive plant of
the Barrett Mig. Co., and the hay and
feed depot of 8. W. Bowen Co., in
South Brooklyn. The Barrett (. man-
ufactures asphalt, tarred pavement and
other tar products, and the two  Dbig
buildings of its main plant were prac-
tically wiped out with their contents.
Thousands of bales of hay and bags of
fecd in the Bowen depot were destroy-
ed with the building containing them.

The inflammable nature of the con-
tents of the two plants made the fire
a quick burning and spectacular one.

Lawyer for Prosecution
Hard on Vitozzi, the Priest.

YViterbo, Italy, Feb. 26.—Signor Rota,
continuing his prelimmary summing up
for the prosecution in the Cammorist
trial, ‘described Vitozzi as an intriguing
priest, a frequenter of criminal gather-
ings, participating in the banquets of
the Camorrists and singing vile songs.
He declared that Vitozzi had labored
hard to save the Camorrist leader “Kr-
ricone,” his godson, and had as his allp
in this work, Ascrittore, a specialist in
falsehood, who had made the most seri-
ous accusations against De Angelis and
Amedeo, although he knew they yere
innocent. He concluded his address with
an enumeration of the various points in
the evidence tending to prove the guilt
of the accused.

Another of the Camorrist = prisoners,
Matteo Valeariol, was released from pri-
son to-day, having served five years.

EIGHT POISONED

Mysterious De:;ths of Child-
ren in Brooklyn tiospital.

May HaveBeenDelibera:ely
Poisoned by Some One.

New York, Feb. 26.—1'he mysteay of
the deaths of eight children, the oldest
10 months, and the illness of four other
infanta in the Brooklyn Nursery and In-
fants’ Hospital since Sunday, was ex-
pected to-day to be solved by a chemieal
analysis of the contents of the stomachs
of two of the dead children. An irritant
poison, believed to be oxalic acid, mix-
ed with ligie water and milk, was in-
dicated by an autopsy to be the cause
of death. j

Oddly enough, all of the poisoned
babies were in one ward of the hospital
and there are only four children in the
ward who have not shown symptoms of
poisoning. The physicians are unable
to say why all the children in the hos-
pital were not poisoned if there was a
general distribution of poisoned milk.

Tha detectives have questioned all the
nurses ciosely and also tried to ascer-
tain if it was possible that the chil-
dren might have died from some un-
known contagious disease akin to men-
ingitis. The physicians scout the idea
that * the children suffered from any
disease of which they were not coguiz-
ant.  °

Coroners’ physician Wuest said that
the evidence in the cases suggest the
theory of deliberate poisoning, perhaps
by one huspital attendant afflicted with

homicidal mania.

Under the Quebec
law a man who owns an automobile is
respcnsible for éverything it does, so
Mr. Rapin sued Mr. Max Altken for §3,-
000 damages, although he was unaware
thut his machine was cut when the acel-
dent occurred. The facts were proved
and under the law there was nothing for
the jury to do but to assess the dam-
ages.
