The second in the long 
list of qualities which are admirable 
is imagination; dreams mean ideal­
ism and idealism is often followed 
by constructive vision.

BAPTIST DISTRICT MEETING
HELD AT CANNING LAST 

WEEK
, The district meeting of the United 
Baptist churches of Kings county open- 
ed its sessions in the United Baptist 
church, Canning, Monday evening, Jar. 
19, at 7.30 p.m., Rev. W. G. Heisler, 
pastor, presiding; Rev. H. E.- Allaoy, 
Secretary pro tem. The meeting opened 
with a devotional service led by the 
pastor, Rev. W. G. Heisler, Rev. G. D. 
Hudson, of Upper Canard, and Rev. 
H. E. Ailaby, Aylesford, leading in 
prayer. Rev. W. G. Heisler then wel­
comed the delegates, expressing the hope 
that their stay would be a pleasant and 
profitable one.

Rev. A. H. Saunders, of Berwick, next 
gave a comprehensive, carefully thought 
out, and well delivered resume of Bap­
tist history during the past ,400 years, 
showing the great contribution to the 
world by Baptists to secular 
hi’story, which convinces us that the 
Baptist church, which stands for great 
and basic principles for which much has 
been sacrificed, has made a great con­
tribution to the worlo.

Rev. H. R. Boyer, denominational sec­
retary, followed with an address of ap­
preciation of Baptist history. The speak­
er urged that by the study of this we 
aim for a more intellectual grasp of the 
principles for which it stands, m order 
that we may have a deeper interest in, 
and appreciation of, the denomination 
to which we belong. Rev. Mr. Boyer 
showed that a new optimism has come 
by the study of these basic principles and 
a greater loyalty to our denomination, 
with fidelity to the various phases of 
our work. By appreciation of our his­
tory, new zeal for service has been pro­
moted and new spiritual power has 
tome to the church. There is much to 
be done and it rests with us to further 
the great work of the Master as nobly 
as those who have gone before.

Rev. G. D. Hudson expressed appre­
ciation for the paper read by Rev. A. 
H. Saunders and the address by Rev. 
H. R. Boyer, in which were put forth 
the ideals that make for the highest 
type of manhood and womanhood.

Mr. Louis K. Payzant, of Dartmouth, 
was the next speaker. He stressed the 
importance of the trust that has come 
to us, that of liberty of conscience, for 
which the Baptist church has always 
stood. May the appreciation of history 
constrain us to propagate the principles 
for which we stand and make them 
world wide. We have a message; we 
have a field ready for harvest, but the 
workers are few. In every church there 
Bre workers who are not using* theii 
strength and money. These should be 
made to realize, the master's call and 
take the task in hand, adding to the 
great corps which is going ahead in the 
Master’s work.

The service, which closed with prayer, 
was an inspiring and helpful one.

The second session was held Tuescay 
morning. Rev. A. H. Saunders, presi­
dent of the district, presicing.
