THE SYRIAN SPONGE FISHERIES.

Some interesting information respect 
ing the Syrian sponge fisheries is given 
by Vice-Consul Jago (Beyrout] in hia 
commercial report for 1873, just issued. 
The total value of the sponge fished on 
the Coast of Syria is from £20,000 to 
£25.000. The production is however, 
failin 'off through excessive fishing and 
the consequent exhaustation ot the fish- 
ery grounds. About 250 to 300 boats are 
at present employed in this industry on 
the coast of Syria, manned by about 1500 
men. In some cases the men own their 
own boats but generally they are hired 
for the season, which extends from June 
to the middle of October, No wages are 
paid the remuneration consists. in an 
equal share of che produce ot the fishing 
The profits of a good diver reach as high 
as £40 a season. Diving is practised from 
a very early age up to 40 years beyond 
which few are able to continue the per., 
suit. ït does not appear however that 
the practice has any tendency to shorten 
life, although as the driver approaches 
40 he is less"about to compete with his 
younger and more vigorous brother. 1 he 
time during which a Syrian diver can 
remain under water depends, of course, 
on his age and j training, Sixty seconds 
is reckoned good work but the e are rare 
instances of men who are able to stay 
under eighty seconds. The men on the 
coast however make extraordinary state.* 
ments as to the length of time their best 
hands are able to remain under wader, 
and gravely assert that eight or ten minu­
tes are not impossibilities. The manner 
of diving is as follows : -The diver—nak» 
ed of course — with an open net around 
his waist for the reception ot his prizes, 
seizes with both hands on oblong white 
stone, to which is attached a rope and 
plunges overboard. On arriving at the 
bottom the stone is deposited at his 
feet, and keeping ho d of the rope with 
one hand, the diver grasps and tears oft 
the sponges within his reach which he 
deposits in his net. He then by a series 
of jerks to the rope gives the signal to 
those above, and is drawn up. No knife 
spear or instrument of any kind is used 
The Syrian diver, unlike his Greek com» 
petitor, never uses the diving dress, hav­
ing an antipathy to it on the score of 
its a leged tendency to produce paraly­
sis of the limbs. Two or three fatal ac­
cidents annually occur, main y among 
the skilful and daring, (he diver will 

1 quit nis hold of the rope and wander some 
■istance to secure a prize and on return*, 

i ig to regain the^rope will misa tlie spot 
iind be unabied to find it. He then at„ 
tempts to rise unassisted and, being ig­
norant of the exact direction often strikes 
out diagonally, and is drowned before he 
can reach the surface. Other accidents 
again happen from jagged or pointe^ 
rocks,which besides sometimes wounding

the diver often entang’es his rope and 
in great depths expose him to t he risk 
of drowding. The depths to which the 
diver descends varies from five to thirty 
4 brasse»’ each equal to an ordinary man’s 
height. Below the extreme limit men • 
tioned no good sponges are to be found 
France takes the bulk of the finest 
qualities, while the reddish and common 
sponges are sent to Germany and Eng­
land. The revenue derived by Govern-' 
ment from this industry is a tenth ot the 
value ot the produce calculated upon 
the prices paid to the finders by the

Fatal Accident.—The week end1 
ed Saturday was a remarkable one for 
unnatural deaths and several bad ac­
cidents in and around St.John’s. On 
On Saturday evening the Police In­
spector with a coroner and health officer 
arrived from Blackhead after holding 
post mortem examination on the body 
of an old man named Thomas Moore, 
who was found dead on Thursday even* 
ing about T o’clock at the bottom of a 
stairway or bridge leading to his fishing 
stage. The skull of deceased was se» 
verely fractur d on the left side with 
contusions about the face. It is sup­
posed that he must have been on his 
way to his residence, a short distance 
off when he slipped and fell from this 
landing, though strange to say no" hu­
man eye witnessed the aocident^not- 
withstanding the faet that a man named 
John Puddester with three girls were 
working about fish only a few feet from 
where the man was found by his wife 
who had come from her house to the 
fishing stage partly for the purpose of 
ascertaining the whereabouts of her 
husband and also to procure a fish for

The Times of Saturday last had an edi 
torial in defence of what it terms the 
Royal Commission, the first paragraph of 
which is a contribution, probably of one 
of the Commissioners. The remainder 
of the artic e is by the Editor of the 
Times. With the first part of the edi­
torial only have we anything to do.

When men of ordinarily good stand­
ing in a community are placed in posi» 
tions requiring the excercise ot strict 
impartiality, the slightest departure by 
them from the straigntforward rule of 
right is natura ly regarded with suspic­
ion and regret. But when that slight de­
parture becomes gross, when the lack of 
impartiality, the desire and determina­
tion to convict, become so pronounced 
as to lead these m3n to publish as evi­
dence statemen s which were never ut­
tered before them, then they cannot 
wonder if the feeling of the public res­
pecting them sinks into one of the most 
thorough contempt. What can people 
think of men, one of them a Supreme 
Court Judge, who gravely teil us, in effect 
that they have no fault to find with the 
1865—1869 Poor Relief accounts, while 
as a matter of fact the fraud and cor­
ruption practised during those years in 
connexion with the Poor Re ief system 
were and still are notorious, and re-pect- 
ing which no man of ordinal y in tel igence 
has any doubt whatever. We question 
very much whether, if put upon their 
oaths, the Commissioners would declare 
that the accounts which we refer to are 
correct, and that no frauds were perpe- 
trated between 1864 and 1870.

Again—It is within the range of proof 
that during 1865 — 1859, it was a ccmm ~>n 
occurrence for members of the Govern­
ment to employ stearcters on pleasure ex­
cursions, invitations to a company th -m 
being extended to their military and 
mercantile friends, and even to tne Rep, 
resentatives of Royalty, and that the hire 
of these steamers was paid with the pub­
lie money. And yet—these “ impartin'," 
these “ honest,' these il upright and u 
prejudiced gentlemen," entire'y ignore the 
facts, and carefully avoid $ ny reference to 
the employment of steamers prior to 
the advent of the Bennett Government! 
These, with others, are circumstances 
which stamp the proceedings of the 
Commission as unworthy of respect, and 
have seemed for the Cf mmissioners the 
reputation of being bitter political par- 
tisens, whose determ "nation it is to 
whitewash the old -Shea-Carter adninstra- 
tion. and to endeavour to blacken that 
of Mr. Bennett, entirely regardless o 
what Judge Robinson would te.m the 
bonajides.

We say. therefore, that it is n rue 
that tha public have cc n.idenco in the 
Commission or the Commissioners. And 
we say, further, that so far has confir’ence 
in Judge Robinson e impartiality been 
lessoned, that the sooner he is remove'1 
from the Supreme Court Bench, the bet 
ter.

There is a way yet, we believe, in which 
this Commission and the.se Commissioners 
may recoup themselves in ju lie estima 
tion, and it is this—let them rehear, in 
open Court, the testimony of tl ose wit­
nesses whose evidence they have incor 
rectly published, ana if upon oath so 
much the better ; let them, further, take 
evidence lespecting the Government ac 
counts for all services from 1865 o 1869; 
let them inquire into the theft o' public 
document from the Council Chamber in 
1867, and denounce the culprit as he de 
serves to be denounced ; and finally, let 
the accounts from 1869 to 1874 have a 
thorough hut honest scrutiny, and let 
the result be correctly published, for each 
respective four years, side by side. Up­
on such an exhibit we should be perfectly 
willing to let the Bennett Government 
stand or tall in pui>lio estimation. But 
these things the Commissionars will not 
do 1 Why? Because the result would be

THE ATTEMPT TO ASSASSINATE 
BISMARCK.

The place was Kisengen, and the 
time July 13. The villa occupied by 
the Prince belongs to Dr. Diruff. The 
Prince was going out lor his usual drive 
in the very crowded streets.—The Lon­
don ** Times’’ describes the scene:—

At half past one on the eventful 13th 
the Prince, as usual, emerged from the 
house, and, saluting the crowd assembl­
ed to receive him, took his seat in the 
carriage. He was accompanied by Dr. 
Diruff, his host and physician during 
the bathing season, the box being occu­
pied by a valet at the Prince’s dispo­
sal during his stay at Kissengen. The 
carriage left the garden surrounding the 
villa and entered the street. A short 
thick-set man in the garb of a Roman 
piiest stepped before the horse; the 
coachman caliing out to the intruder, 
desired him to stand a.-ide; the priest 
at first did not seem to notice the warn­
ings of the coachman, but eventually 
left the road, then moving rapidly along 
the footpath, kept up with the carriage 
Fifty paces further on he again stepped 
into the road right before the carriage. 
There were but few persons in this part 
of the street ; one of these detaching 
himself from the rest proceeded across 
the road to within a few paces in ad 
vance of the carriage. Taking off his 
hat to pay his respects to the Prince he1 
caused the latter to give the military 
salute in return. At this moment the 
carriage in its onward course had so far 
proceeded as to bring Prince Bismarck 
almost parallel with the individual in 
the road. In another instant, and 
while the priest was loitering about bc~ 
for the horse, the man drew a pistol 
from his pocket,and, deliberately tak- 
ing fired at the Prince at a few* paces 
distant. The man hi-'ng to the i f of 
the carriage of the Prmce, having laL- 
ed his right hand in saluting, the bullet 
grazed the palm just below the thumb. 
The shot had no sooner been fi xd than 
the coachman fearing a second shot, 
struck the assassin right across the face 
with the lash of his whip. Upon tiis. 
flinging away the pistol, the man ran 
for his life. In suppressed excitement 
the Prince ordered the coachman to 
drive home. As the carriage tun el 
he glaneed hastly towards the villa in 
habited by him, and seeing his daughter 
standing motionless on the balcony, 
beckoned her to signa! that all was well 
hut the Countess Marie was appare lfcly 
too overcome by emotion to heed the 
sign he had given,

While the Prince was entering the 
villa and a gentleman assisted the 
Countess into the room, the news of the 
startling event spread among the people 
in the street. A cry of indignation 
arose, and several gentlemen ran in the 
direction in which the assassin had fled. 
They found him struggling in the grasp 
of a gentleman who, having witnessed 
the whole scene from a distance, inter­
cepted the assassin as he was endeavour­
ing to escape. Although the tussel had 
been but a few seconds duration, the 
: ssa -sin, setting on his adversary with 
hi utmost fury had bitten his thumb, 
o.n bis cravat and attempted to throttle 

him. But the gentleman1 Herr Lederer 
an actor at the Grand Ducal Theatre 
at Darmstadt, had stood his g wind un 
til those m pursuit came up. By this 
time the street was crowded. The fash­
ionable guests of the famous watering- 
place had collected, turned out in a 
body, and, mingling with all classes of 
of the inhabitants, hastened forward in 
terrible excitement. One-half, in 
which the ladies were numerously re­
presented, made for the Prince’s villa ; 
the gentlemen mostly hurrying on to 
join those who were conducting the pris­
oner to goal. There seems to be doubt 
that but for the many fashionable ele ­
ments contained in a Kissengen crowd 
in midsummer, the criminal would have 
been lynched on the spot. The street 
in front of the Prioce’s villa meanwhile 
resounded with hurrahs. Everybody 
wanted to see and congratulate the 
illustrious statesman who had just had 
such a narrow escape. The Prince ap 
peared a moment on the balcony, and 
then descending the stairs joined the 
crowd outside. The hurrahs redoubled 
as the public convinced themselves that 
the o’ ject of their solicitude was safe. 
Having spent » short time in the door­

way the prince withdrew. He, however, 
appeared again haif an hour later when 
he drove to the prison to have a private 
interview with his intended murderer. 
On this occasion his arm was in a sling 
Coming home^ be received Herr Lederer 
and thanked him heartly for his timely 
aid in stopping the assassin. Later an 
especial thanksgiving service was per* 
formed by the Protestant clergy of the 
place. A torchlight procession in the 
true German style closed the day.

Edward Kullman is a journeyman 
cooper, 20 years old, a Roman Catholic 
and a member of several religious so* 
cieties. He is a native of Madgeburg, 
whither his parents removed from the 
Eichsfeld, a peculiarly barren and im« 
poveris ed county in the Prussian pro­
vince of saxony, and the only Romanist 
district far and wide. His father is a 
huckster, selling dried fish in the lower 
neighborhood of Madgeburg. His mo* 
tlier has been in a lunatic asylum at 
Halle for the last year. Edward, the 
would-be assassin, at the age of 14, was 
apprenticed to a master cooper in his 
native city. Upon the expiration of his 
term of four years, he travelled for a 
year or so, working in different cities at 
his trade, as is the custom of the Ger- 
n an workmen. He then returned to 
Madgeburg, and soon after, in company 
with some dissolute comrades, attacked 
his late master in the street, stabbing 
and wounding him, though not danger­
ously, for which he was sent to prison 
for three months. After this he went to 
Salszwedel, where he joined the Catho» 
lie journeyman’s Society, and three 
mouths ago he disappeared without 
leaving any clue behind him. He is 
described as a remarkably stold fellow, 
coarse, cool, and determined. At the 
interview with Prince Bismarck, after 
the deed, he is stated to have openly 
avowed his intention to kill the man 
who, in his opinion, is injuring the Pope 
and oppressing the church. He is also 
reported to have said in prison that he 
had accomplices who knew what he was 
about to do, a statement apparently 
borne out by a slip of paper found on 
his person, containing Bismarck’s ad­
dress at Kissengen, in elegant writing. 
The priest who stepped before the horse 
at the critical moment, and was also 
arrested a few hours later, had been 
seen promenading up and down in front 
of Bismarck’s villa, in Kullman’s com­
pany- These and other symptoms in­
dicating the existance of a conspiracy 
have caused a number of the police to 
Kissengen to protect the Chancellor 
f:o:na repetition of the murderous at­
tack.

MARRIED ON SUNDAY AND DE- 
SERTED ON MONDAY—VIL» 
MANY AT FREDONIA, ' ON 
THE LAKE SHORE ROAD.
The Cleveland “ Leader” of the 21st 

relates a piece rf dastardly villiany, 
discovered on the Sunday night pre­
vious by the couduator of train No. 6, 
due at Cleveland at 3.30 a. M., which 
is corroborated by the conductor of the 
train, and brakemen. The “ Leader” 
says :

On Sunday night a middle aged man 
accompanied by a fair young girl aged 
about 18 years, boarded the Lake Shore 
steamboat express train, due here at 
3.30 a. ar., at Fredonia, New York. 
The man bought tickets to Girard, and 
engaged an ai artmeot in the sleeping 
coach. When the train reached Girard 
he left the car, telling his companion 
he wished to see after a box in the bag­
gage-car, and that he would rejoin her 
immediately. He failed to return, 
however, and the train moved on, much 
to the alarm of the unfortunate girl. 
On reaching Conneaut the conductor 
asked her for her ticket, and as 
she was without money or friends, she 
was obliged to tell him her pitiful story. 
It seems that her truant companion had 
been for some time in the neighborhood 
of her home near Fredonia selling pas 
tent bed springs, and that by represents 
ing to be a welLto-do widower, with a 
fine farm in the vicinity of Toledo, he 
had persuaded her to become his wife. 
They were married on Sunday, and im­
mediately after set out upon theirjeur- 
ney.

The conductor immediately tele* 
graphed back to Girard in order to 
have the scoundrel arrested, with what 
resuit is not yet ascertained

The deserted wife ie of a highly re 
sbectable family resideing in Fredonia 
and the tidings of her betrayal will fall 
upon them with crushing weight.
