Margaret Brent The First
Suffragette.

It is a-curions historical faol tbat
the first recorded suffcagette, on this
side of the Ailantie, is Mnrguel
Breot, 8 womsn whose namsg is held
in the bighest honor in the arnals of
Oatholic Maryland, Willism Hand
Browne, in bis “Maryland, the
History of a Palatinate,” oslls her
“the only womsan whose figure
stands clear in our colonial history,”
and he rogrets “that so few par-
ticnlars of her life are left to us, and
that we havg no porteait of this
stately old Eoglish gentlewomsn.”
Her name ocours frequenily in the
pages of the twenty-seven volumes
of the official archives of qolomal
Maryland,

The Brents were couepionous in
the foanding of Virginia and Mary-
land. Captain George Brent, goder
A patent granted bima and three as-
sociates, February 10, 1687, by
Jimes I, puarchased 30,000 acres qf
land, ba‘ween the Rotomao and
Rappa' anwvock, for a colooy .in
which the inhabitants should enjoy
“the free exerciae of their religion,
without being pergecuted or molegted

Margaret Brent, with her broth-
ers Giles and Fulke and her sister
Mary, arrived in Maryland, Novem-
ber 22, 1638, They were relatives
of the Calverts. Margaret brought

with her nine oolonists, five men
and four women, She “and her
sister Mary took up manors, im-

ported more se.tlers, and managed
their affairs with most suncoessfnl
masculine ability, Oune of the two
“oourts baron” of which thers is
record, wus held at St. Gabriel’s
Manor, on the estate of Mary Brent,
Fulke and Giles Brent were dele-
gates to the Assembly of February
25, 1639, Gile: was the Military
Captain and instruotor in srms of
the looal forces, Governor of the [ale
of Kent, aud he was appointed Aot-
ing Governor of the whole ocolony,
oo April 15, 1643, when Leonard
Calvert went to Eogland.

In suoch an environment Margaret
Brent grew to be one of the most
influential personages in the oclony,
Leonard Calvert made her his most
favored counsellor. She was pres.
ent with her sister Mary at his
death bed, and just before he died
he said to ber: ¢l make you my
sole exeontor, Take all and pay ail,”
The Maryland Assembly of 1648
recognigsd this verbal will; and it
was on her testimony, that Galvert's
dyiog wish was that Thomas Greene
should be his suvcessor ag Governor,
that Greene was chosen,

After Oalvert’s death the soldiers
he had hired to help him to recover
the oolony were olamoring for pay
long overdne. The weak Greene did
notknow what to do, but Margaret
Brent went amoog the mutinous
goldiers and quieted them while she
sold enough of the Proprietary’s
ocattle to satisfy their oclaima,

Acoording to the ‘“‘Arcbives of
Maryland” (I, p. 215) she appear-
ed In 1646 before the General As-
sembly, ‘and requesied to have a
vote in the House for herself, and a
voice also, forat the last Court,
January 30, it was ordered that the
said Mistress Brent was to be looked
upon and received as his Lordship’s
Attorney. The Governor denied
that the said Mistress Brent ahaunld
have any vote in the fHouse. Aund

fagainst  sll" proodedings” in *this
present Assembly unlesa she may
be present and have a vote as afore=
8aid.”
This Governor who refaszd her
demeand for ‘a vote for berself and
anqther &s his Liordship's Attorney,’
was the Thomas Greene who owad
bis positioe to ber belp. T'ae Lord
Bsltimore, who succeeded Leonard
Oalvert, did not like ber aggressive
methods of ‘doing things,’ especially
her snle of thg Broprietary’s eattle
to pay the soldiers, hence he wrote
some Rbarp animadversions on the
fair Mzrgarer to the Assembly ot
1649, Bat, as we learn from the
‘Archives’ (I, pp 239; 3818), that
body took her part in the following
terms :
‘As for Mistress Bren:'s under-
taking and meoddling with your
Lordship’s estates here (whether she
procured with her own or others!
importunity or no) we do verily
believe, and in ceuscience report,
that it was better for the colony’s
safety, at that time in her hands,
than in any man’s else in tha wbols
provinoe after yaar brother’s daath.
For the soldiers wonld nover have
treated any other with that eivility
and respect, and though they were
even readg 8t several times to ran
into matiny, yet still sha paocified
them—till at lagt, things were
brought to that strsit that ahs must
be admitled and deelared your Lord-
shipls Atterney by an order of court
or ¢lse all must go to
rain again, and then the seaand m's
obief had beea daubtless far greater
than the former,”

Princess Mary, the daunghter of
the Indian Emperor Kiltamsqaund,
was onirusted ta tho eare of Mars
garet Brent, who jsalously watched
over the interests snd eduocation ot
her ward, regarding ber asan adopt-
ed'dsughter. Margaret remanad s
baohelor maid to the end, amd we
learn from the Anaapalis Mis, that
in 1688, when fifty=seven years of
age, she appeared befors the Pro.
vinoial Court and te tfied ‘tha:
Toomas White, lately deceased, oa
of tender love aad affeotion he bore
unla the petitioner, intended, if he
had lived to have married her, and
did by bis last will give unta the
said petitioner his whole estate he

Recent intelligence from St. John's
Nfid., says: Newfoundland isin the
grip of & harrican declared to be the
worst known on the Island for many
years. The sftorm has baen raging
forty-eight hours, and shows no sign of
cessation. Already moch damage to
fishing and other property along the
coast has been reported. Trains are
running far behind the schednle time,
snd the effects of the storm are felt on
every hand. Fears are entertained for
many vessels at sea, and it ia feared a
great disaster will be recorded before
the storm blows itself oat.

Sunday last, the great Feast of Chriat-
mas, was celebrated with the usnal
#plendor of ceremonial in the Catholic
Church. In this city, the Cathedral
and the different chapels were ap-
propriataly decorated for the occasion.
Cribs appropriately arranged and orn-
amented were erected in saitable
poeitions. within the Banctnary.
At varions altars priests celebra-
ted their three magaes, during the
moraing, At 10.30 in S*. Dunstan’s
Cathedral 8olamn High Mass was sang
with Rev. Dr. SBmith of St. Duustan’s
College a8 Celebrant, Rev Manrice Me-
Donald, deacon and Rev. Pins Me-
Donald, saob-deacon. The eceremonies
were under the direction of Rev. Dr.
McLallan. The sermon was preached
by Rev. Dr. Kelly of Chicago.

More than 366 colliers lost their lives
on the 21st, in an explosion in the
Little Halton colliery which is located a
short distance outside Balton, Eagland.
The explosion occurred early in the
morning, 8oon after the miners had
entered the pit to begin work. Its force
wag terrific. Later investigation show-
ed that the lower passages had ‘been
blocked. Heroic efforts were made by
rescns parties all day long, but a fierce
fire which followed the explosion pre-
vented the rescners from penetrating
beyond 400 yards into the workings.
At half past nine olclock tonight all the
rescuers were ¢alled ont of the mine and
a conference was held, at which Goy-
ernment Inspector Gerard, the engineers
aod the mine managsr was present.
Inspector Gerard issued a report after
making a descent into the pit in which
he stated that it was impossible that
any of the miners are still alive. He
added that nothing could be done ex-
cept to bring up twenty bodies found
lying in the shaft. This report was
communicated to the anxious crowds
aroond the pit mouth.
