The budget, it was announced by 

the Premier yesterday, will be brought 
down on Tuesday next. In the mean­
time the legislature is busily occupied 
with the routine of legislation in the 
house and important committee meet­
ings, which are being held almost 
every night and forenoon. “An Ordi­
nance Regarding Drainage,” one of 
the larger government measures of the 
session, was lucidly explained by Hon. 
Mr. Cushing and referred to com­
mittee of the whole on Saturday. The 
Compensation Act will come up on 
Tuesday next.

H011. Mr. Finlay, the minister of 
agriculture, whose long connection 
with the farming and ranching in­
terests of the country has given him 
such a wide interest in the agricul­
tural community of the province, had 
tlie pleasure yesterday of seeing his 
Seed Grain Act expeditiously put 
through the House. This measure is 
undoubtedly one of tlie most vital and 
interesting of the session, meeting too 
with general approval, and offers a 
solution of the seed-grain problem.

This Act was given its second and 
third readings yesterday and will, with 
His Honor’s assent, to-day become 
law. It was considered in com­
mittee of tlie whole house and report­
ed with amendments, then expediti­
ously given the two readings.

This undertaking by tlie provincial 
government in the interests of Alber­
ta’s farmers is one of real magnitude, 
involving the expenditure of $440,000 
advanced by the Federal government, 
and which must be repaid with 5 per 
cent, interest on or before March 31, 
I90S. Any portion of this debt re­
maining unpaid at that date immedi­
ately becomes a charge upon any 
subsidy, allowance or money payable 
by the Government ot Canada to the 
provincial government.

As this undertaking on the part of 
tlie local government involves such a 
large sum and the credit of the pro­
vince is pledged to that amount, the 
Act just passed makes stringent pro­
visions- for repayment. This has 
been found necessary, as in the past 
when sin nil advances were made by_ 
the government ter seed-grem,- the 
repayments were" slow, embarrassing­
ly slow.

* Section 3 of tile Act provides that 
the amount agreed to be paid by any 
applicant for seed-grain in considera­
tion of the advance to him by the 
government of such seed-grain; to­
gether with interest thereon at the 
rate of five per cent, per annum shall, 
until paid, be a charge upon any pro­
perty, real or personal, of the appli­
cant, whether in the province or else-, 
where; having priority over all other 
liens, charges and encumbrances 
thereon, and being capable of enforce­
ment by seizure and sale of such 
property upon default in payment of 
the said amount.

Will Buy Seed Here.
The provisions of the bill and its 

bearings were well threshed out in 
the agricultural committee of the 
House, the different members evincing 
the liveliest interest in the Act. Hon. 
Mr. Finlay announced that as much 
good seed-grain as could possibly be 
had in Alberta at a fair price would 
be bought here. It is anticipated 
that there is more than sufficient 
wheat in the, province for seed, but 
that there is not more than half the 
quantity of good oats wanted- Should 
this latter prove the case, or if the 
farmers hold out for more than a fair 
price, a good grade of oats will be im­
ported into the province.

Fred T. Cromwell, tlie well known 
timber prospector, who arrived in the 
city several days ago from New York, 
leaves in the morning for the coast, 
where he will remain for tlie next two 
weeks. Mr. Cromwell has been doing 
a great deal of immigration work dur­
ing the past few weeks and is enthusi- 
«udic. over. tlie. prospects .for .Alberta, 
in the next two years.. At Winnipeg 
he met a party of over seventy Aim 
ericans who were eagerly looking for 
information with reference to the dis­
tricts along the Pembina, and the 
Mucleod west of the city. Mr. Crom­
well knows this section as a book and 
was therefore able to give a good idea 
from ohe on the spot. As a result of 
liis representations a large number of 
those to whom he was speaking are 
coming to Edmonton this spring.

After visiting Vancouver Mr. Crom­
well is going to Seattle and Oregon,, 
where he intends to continue the im­
migration work he has been doing.

From liis knowledge of the smaller 
towns of the states bordering on the- 
Canadian frontier and others from 
which people are coming to Canada, 
Mr. Cromwell thinks there are thous­
ands oi well-to-do Americans who 
would come to this district to live if 
the merits of the Edmonton district 
were set out by a committee of busi­
ness men and level-headed farmers 
who would make a tour of these towns 
and set out the merits of this country.

“Immigration literature is doing 
great good,” he said, “but if a com­
mittee of level-headed men made a 
trip through the States the result 
would be that hundreds of monied 
young farmers and others would pour 
into the country.

“I was an American but all my in­
terests are now in Canada. I know 
what I am talking about by mingling 
with the people of these United States 
towns. They are eager to find more 
about Alberta, its soil, its climate and 
what available land there is.

"These people have small farms now 
which they cannot increas’e. A quar­
ter section of the magnificent land of 
Alberta seems a mint to those who 
have heal’d about it.

“All that is needed is to have 
brought before them the successes ot 
those who have settled here and the 
result will be"a bigger rush of settlers.

“When I was in a Kansas town re­
cently I gave an address to the peo­
ple who were looking toward Alberta 
as a field for immigration and though 
I pointed out the hardships of pioneer 
life they were enthused with the pros­
pects of Sunny Alberta and already a 
number have moved to this country.”

Mr. < Cromwell is enthusiastic over 
liis idea of boosting this portion of Ed­
monton and is talking it up to all with 
whom he comes in contact. This 
morning he discussed the question 
with a number of local business men 
and all looked with much favor on 
the. eugegstion.

Northern Express Into Prince Albert 
is Train of Sleighs.

Prince Albert, Sask., Feb. 20—Every 
day at noon, there pulls into Prince 
Albert the Northern Express with 
160,000 feet of lumber and 7,000 feet 
of lath. This engine is built for run­
ning on ice roads and the lumber is 
loaded on large sleighs which run in 
ice grooves prepared . at considerable 
trouble. So fàr the Sturgeon Lake 
Lumber company have brought in 
about three million feet of lumber 
from their mill, 32 miles north of 
Prince Albert. The Northern Express 
is the only railroad of its kind in Can­
ada and is being examined with much 
interest by western lumbermen.

Enormous Quantities of Hay and Oats 
To Be Placed in Supply Houses 

* Along Route of G. T. P. to Wolf 
Creek—One Hundred Teams Re­
quired for Work.

(From Friday’s Bulletin.)
One hundred teams and men are 

now required Dy the contracting firm 
of Foley, Welsh & Stewart to freight 
supplies out to the supply houses 
along the line of the G.T.P. west of 
the city.

, Twelve teams are already at work 
and a foreman at Stony Plain, from 
which point the freighting begins, is 
prepared to employ all the men with 
teams that he can secure. About 1,500 
tons of supplies, consisting mostly of 
hay and oats, are to be taken out to 
the different supply depots along the 
right of w ay .between Edmonton and 
Wolf Creek for the use of the graders.

Geo. Hardie, who has charge of the 
arrangements of purchasing and 
transporting these supplies, is in the 
city at present. To a Bulletin repre­
sentative this morning he stated that 
the company wished to employ these 
teams from Edmonton. If they could 
not get them, they would he forced 
to go to Hardisty and bring some 
from there to do this work.

The supplies, consisting of food for 
both horses and men, are purchased 
in Edmonton and shipped out on the 
C.N.R. to Stony Plain. Large ware­
houses or supply depot are now being 
erected" at Stony Plain, at Lobstick 
lake, 85 miles west of the city, and 
at Carrot Creek, 109 miles west of the 
city. The supplies will be freighted 
out to these depots before the grading 
work commences in the spring. As 
there iis à muskeg near Carrot Creek, 
it is necessary to tranport all the 
Height fo this farthest west depot be­
fore the frost comes out of the ground.

Remarkable Amendment Asked For 
By Lethbridge Municipal Law 
Committee of Legislature Con­
sider a General Early Closing By- 
Law, But No Agreement Reached 
By Solicitors. /The Manchester House

(Established 1886) (From Friday’s Bulletin.)
An Act providing that the city of 

Lethbridge should ba Ireed from all 
suits for damages was one of the 
amendments to the Lethbridge char­
ter asked for by the council and 
which was discussed by the committee 
of the legislature on municipal law 
last evening in the basement of the 
Legislative Hall. The committee re­
fused to report this amendment. A 
rather long list of technical amend­
ments to the Lethbridge charter were 
asked for, Alderman Ives and -"City 
Solicitor Çonnybeare urging the 
necessity of these amendments on the 
committee. Among others, Leth­
bridge asked for power to pass an 
early closing by-law. This was dis­
cussed at some length by the com­
mittee and the milter was referred to 
the city solicitors of the different 
cities who wer*'present, to see if a 
general early closing law to apply to 
all the cities in the province could 
not be granted. After a conference 
the solicitors reported that they could 
not agree and the matter was ac­
cordingly left in abeyance, power 
being given Lstiibridge to enact such 
a law if they saw fit.-

The bill asking for amendments to 
the city charter of Stratheona was 
also discussed. City Solicitor Jamie­
son appeared on behalf of Stratheona 
to press the claims of that city. The 
amendments dealt largely with minor 
extensions of the power,of the city 
and were mostly granted and the bill 
was reported.

This concludes the labors of. the 
municipal committee until Monday 
evening, when the question of the ex­
tension of tlie limits of the city of 
Edmonton will finally be decided.

As to finding No. 3 of the commis­
sion: “That the government assist in 
the erection of one pork packing plan:

The meeting endorses the same with 
the recommendation that the pork 
packing plant should be located at 
Red Deer.

As to finding No. 5*,of thé commis­
sion : “That we do not deem i< wise 
that the government take any active 
steps in the matter of a canning 
plant.” j

The meeting begs to state i$s belief 
that the government would b* amply 
justified in taking-1 immediate , action 
in the hiatter of a beef canning plant 
to be operated in connection with the 
pork packing plant.

As to finding No. 7 of the commis­
sion: “That legislation be ^naqted 
that will protect dumb animals from 
unnecessary cruelty in the slai 
house and that it be made compulsive 
for all animals to be ‘shot . in the 
head.” •

The meeting endorses the sgme.
As to finding No. 8 of the. commis­

Smith’s monumental work was issued 
Jn 1776, and was the occasion of his 
return to the world after an absence 
of ten years, , during which he was 
engaged in working out his theory 
Then turn to France for another au­
thority, Bnstiat, I am not as familiar 
with his writings as with Smith’s but, 
I make mention of his name withi 
great pleasure. He Is quoted frequent­
ly by our distinguished leader. Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier. On the side of free 
trade in England we have some strong 
tiien. John Euskin had nothing but 
scorn for these who dabbled in the 
garbage of absolute protection. There 
are also Peel, Cobden, Gladstone and 
Mill, who.have risen above a position 
of mediocrity in England, and all were 
free traders. Returning again to this 
side ef the Atlantic, I find Henrv 
George, an apostle of free trade. H*e 
may be known to you more familiarly 
as a land reformer, but his monograph 
on "Protection and Free Tradl^ is 
declared by many to be one of his best 
works. This man was brought up n- 
u. protectionist, nourished on its sap, 
but his study of the question changed 
completely his pre-conceived ideas on 
the subject. While I have enough 
grey hairs not to-be so presumptuous 
as to say you should read such and 
such a work, still I woufd advise 
young men in the consideration of the 
fiscal policy of your country to read 
Smith's "Wealth of Nations,” and 
Henry George’s "Protection vs Free 
Trade."

"You may say I have dealt with 
only one side of the question in the 
matter of authority. That is true, but 
1 know of no authority on the other 
side. I do not know of any man who 
has written anything on the side of pro­
tection, the policy of the. Conserva­
tives.

“The question of the theory of free, 
trade is next to be considered. The 
elementary right of every man amt 
every nation to buy in the cheapest 
market arid to sell in the dearest is 
acknowledged. The maxim of every 
country should be the greatest good tc 
the greatest number, and thé policies 
of tlie governments Should tend to 
this end. We ate all consumers. If 
you introduce class legislation, the 
basis of protection, you stay with the 
few. Free trade, being the greatest 
good of all, is the greatest good to the 
consumers. When I came to this 
cotmtry I had only to discover where 
the parties stood on the fiscal question 
1°; know it was .a case of, tfie special1 
privilege of the few versus the rights 
of the many. It is unnecessary, for. 
me to condemn the policy which’' 
-breathes of the special. privilege -to 
the few;-.If is condemned by the best 
.economic science. - -

“Protection is useless except for tire 
exclusion of cheaper and better goods. 
It a mah wants to import goods into 
Canada, he is not going to bring in 
stuff which is dearer and not so good, 
.tiutif you exclude the cheaper and 
fSHWY ghods yeh face a national loss'. 
You divert capital and labor from the 
channels.to which they are naturally 
attracted.

. “I g°.w opproach the fundamental 
principle of Free Trade policy. • Trade- 
in-its essence is the interchange of 
commodities. If I have two steers 
which I desire to exchange with my
neighbor for a team of horses, I am 
led to negotiate the exchange because 
I believe my steers are more valuable 

. to him and his team is more valuable 
to me. That is trade. Money has 

. m And as i* js 
with individuals so it is with nations. 
Let me illustrate this from the Cana­
dian Yekf Book." T w<t herf-’that in 
1906. the . total exports of Canadian 
products was $256,000.000, and the.ox- 
port of coin and bullion $9,000.000. 
The total imports were $590,000;000 
and the imports of coin and bullion 
$7,000,000. Tliere you sec that the 
actual interchange of money is an ab­
solutely jnfinitlssimal proportion to 
the whole, and the figures nearly bal­
ance. The trade was the exports ami 
imports of products.

Balance of Trade Bugaboo.
"This brings Us to. the crux of the 

question, and if you admit that point 
you need not bother about the balance 
of irade being against you.. This bal­
ance of trade farce is amusing. If in 
the dealings between nations good 
business is done you need not bother 
about it. Adam SmiUt says : "There
is no commercial centre in Europe 
of which the approaching ruin has not 
frequently been foretold by the pre­
tended doctors of this system, from ah 
unfavorable balance of trade. Every 
town Olid Country,cm the.contrary, hi 
proportion as they have opened their 
ports to all nations, instead of being 
ruined by this, -free .trade, have bean 
enriched by It.*" '

“There are European nations which 
have not what the protectionists term 
a correct balance of trade, that are do- 
jpg well. But, on the other hand, in 
Italy, which has a correct balance of 
trade according to their standard, Un­
people are poverty-stricken and iti 
wretchedness.” The experts of the 
British Board of Trade have reduced 
this question -to an exact science. 
When Joseph Chamberlain started his 
agitation for protection, claiming that

ed abroad. That is the explanation 06 
the excess of imports «ver1 exports.

“But you may say, surely you do 
not come here to declare that the Un-) 
ited States, which is. exporting so 
much more than ft Is importing is .in 
a bad way. I say the United States 
is at present drawing on Its, enormous1 
natural resources, and çan afford this 
wrong balance of trade., Wliat is the 
United States getting for' the excess of 
exports over imports. Certainly not 
money, no one says that the United; 
States hires the greater part .of the 
shipping required in international 
trade. This accounts for a portion 
of the excess of exports ovCr importe. 
I find also that in a. land syndicate 
controlling 3.000,000 acres in Texas, 
the Duke of Rutland and Lord Berea- 
ford are largely interested.. The Brit-1 
ish Land -Company has 30,000 acres 
of land in Kansas. Lord Dalhousie. 
Lady Gordon and many other titled 
Britishers are leading members of a 
syndicate which contrils nearly 3,000,- 
000 acres of land in Missouri. Do you 
think these men are not getting any­
thing out of these holdings. They are 
setting money out of the muscles and 
brains of the American workmen. 1 
find that the Duke of Sutherland owns 
thousands of acres of land in Florida. 
A not unimportant fact in this con­
nection ie that the Duke of Suther­
land is chairman of Mr. Ch.amb.er- 
fni'n’s protection league. Naturally he 
desires protection since his invest­
ments in a protected country are so 
fruitful.

Of Mutual Benefit.
"Free trade being an interchange 

of commodities, it is of mutual bene 
fit to both parties. When people talk 
of capturing your markets, tell them 
it is nonsense. You want your mar­
kets captured. Otherwise you can’t 
capture theirs. In this connection the 
question of dumping arises. I’m in 
favor of dumping if I’m the person 
dumped on. Prices of commodities 
must go to the vanishing point before 
I shall complain. It is admitted a 
merchant cannot conduct a successful 
business on cheap sales, but cheap 
sales do not work a hurt to the buyer. 
As it is with the individual, so it is 
with the nation. The great mass of 
the people making up a nation will 
not suffer by securing cheap commo­
dities.

“To get rid of our own surplus pro­
ducts we must take the surplus pro­
ducts of other nations. I am trying 
to dispose of 32 steers. My family 
has not reached, the proportions neces­
sary for the consumption of move than 
two of those steers. Consequently I 
have thirty steers for exports. They 
are my surplus product, and in ex­
change tor thehe I shift accept goods 
.from sotnc other nation. I say again 
to get rid of our surplus products we 
must take the surplus products of oth­
er nations. This prip'cjple was .the 
foundation of Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s 
preference policy. Geo,JE. Fester, that 
high protectiorftst- advocate, dieiftaired 
that by the preference ^Canada was 
giving something for nothing. 1 But he 
did not knost-". Under,the preference 
Canadian exports to Great ' Britain 
have grown enormously. Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier knew that the ships bringing 
goods to Canaria under the preference 
mtiSt take back in them the products 

,oi Canada, our cattle and grain. The 
preference policy is the policy of a. 
statesman, a liberal thinker and a 
clear-headed man of business.

Labor Only Creates Wealth.
“I have tried te marshal the prison­

er of protection before the bar of au­
thority and theory. What are the 
facts. They are too numerous to pre­
sent in the time I have, and I shall 
give thefn a merely categorical - no­
tice.

“Protection does not create wealth. 
The only source of wealth ifc labor 
Whether we accept the generichl or 
evolutionary theory of man’s origin 
we must admit that at hjs introduc­
tion he found only the dirt and pos­
sessed 6nly Ids hands With which to 
work it. All the wealth thete i* in 
the world is the result oi human labor 
applied to the soil, and labor may al­
ways he trusted under freedom to find 
the most remunerative field.

“Protection is said to retain capital 
in the country and to attract outside 
capital. There are two sets of facts 
to disprove this. Germany, the most 
highly protected country in Europe 
has hod more capital driven outside 
oi its borders than Gréât Britain: Dr. 
Eugene Moritz, a great authority on 
the iron industry gives facte concern­
ing Germany irrefutably proving this. 
Protectionists point to Germany and 
the United States as examples of the 
results of the protection policy. They 
never look at Italy or Russia for re­
sults, resülts which I need not deal 
with here. I hâve given you evidence 
of the fact that protection jn Germany 
has. driven capital outside the coun­
try. Let us consider the .United States, 
although I contend the United States 
with' its e norm oils resources, is not a 
fab? comparison. - The comparison 
should be between .the fiscal policies 
of the European countries. But let 
us see if protection in the United 
States has retained capital at. home. 
You may be unaware that the greatest 
mining manufacturers Jn the world, 
Fraser & Co** of Chicago, have a fac­
tory near London, .Ehgland.' Thom- 
son-Horston, large American electri­
cal makers, have a plant at Rugby. 
The electrical plant of the Westing- 
house Co, at Traffofd Park employs 
7,000 skilled men. The lafgest Ameri­
can bbiler makers have works in Scot­
land, and the Kodak Co., and many 
other American,firms, have branches 
in England. If protection attracts for­
eign, capital is.it not absurd that 
manufacturers in a highly protected 
country like the United States should 
establish in a free trade country like 
Grgat Britain. .

In the United States there .are 21 
people to the square mile, while in 
England there are 558. Would you 
expect labor to be as dear in a mar­
ket where there are 658, as in a mar­
ket where there are only 21. But the 
right comparison here is between Eng­
land and otiifir European nations. 
What do wc find. At the beginning of 
Jos. Chamberlain’s agitation {or high 
tariff, the Conservative government 
went in for a Board of Trade inquiry, 
and the results of this investigation 
showed that the wages in Britain com­
pared “most favorably with protected 
countries. The. figures are :
Average wage in London. .42s per week 
Average wage in Berlin. ."24sper week 
Average wage in Paris . ,24s lOd “ 
Average wage in provinces 

of England .. .. .... 36s per week 
Average wage in provinces 

of Frdnce and Germany 26s per week 
“This information was given to the 

people of Great Britain, who saw that 
protection would not cure but aggra­
vate their ills. The people knew the. 
protection propaganda was a farce, 
and you must have wondered at the 
awful flop Chamberlain’s policy got 
at the elections. But a choir of angels 
couldn’t convince that man of his 
error. , }

What Protection Does.
“What does protection do? It will 

not- take long to tell you. it raises 
the price of every protected article 
thus diminishing the value of earnings 
which it does not raise. Geo. E. Fos­
ter, that exponent in the Federal 
House pt the policy of high protection, 
Ls one of my authorities for the state­
ment that it increases the price of 
commodities by almost the amount of 
the tariff. But by. economic argument 
it increases it more, for capital has to 
be employed at each stage of the oper­
ations and that capital must bear in­
terest.

“But the heaviest indictment I can 
bring against protection is that it per­
niciously affects the distribution oE 
wealth by fnakng the rioh richer and 
the poor poorer. Russia is the most 
highly protected country in Europe 
to-day. We don’t want to lie an Italy, 
but much less a Russia. It is a coun­
try of grant} dukes and eerfs. In al­
most every benk in the ciuntry there 
are alrris boxes, not one, but several. 
In the anomaly of the situation, a 
bank to guard the gold of the rich and 
alms boxes to assist those at the other 
end oi society.

“Lord Cromer recently quoted- in 
London from the report oi the Aus­
trian conaul at Berlin on the condi­
tion of Gel-manv under the! protection 
policy, to the effect that he found that 
a few persons had acquired1 great 
wealth, but" the masses were'poor a* n 
result of thC high "prices of commodi­
ties. ' " ; ‘ ’ ' ' :1 .

“As for the : UWted' States, Mark 
Twain says there11T-A millionaire .in 
every village jn tivi'cbuntry. Yet th,e 
average yeaj-Jy'incomeTh the .United 
States is oply,$490, an cl .there are ten 
.million peoplebelow the: poverty line. 
Rrotection .creates millionaires, on the 
one hand, :ahd paupers ot) >hc other, 
-ïiois a fact that nine-tenths of the 
wealth, of thé Upited ^States is distri- 
buted-amongjene-te'nihs eif the psople. 
That isi'one man gets $9 out of ,evcry 
$10, •while the nine other men get $1 
among them. - :

A Good Government.
“You have had a well balanced gov­

ernment in Canada, in ,the. la,st eleven 
years. You occupy your present posi­
tion to the sound fiscal policy of the 
Laurier government. If I serve no 
other purpose than to impress this 
fact on the minds ol the young Lib­
erals of Edmonton, I shall have done 
well. We do not want a tariff wall 
like the wall around China or the 
high tariff wall around the United 
States. Let your moderation on the 
fiscal policy continue. Maintain tho 
loftiest ideals on international ques- 
trens. There is nothng lofty about 
protecton.. It is narrow and selfish. 
What could we do -with our home pro­
ducts in iur home market; We would 
have to eat beef titrée times a day, 
and then get up in the middle Of 
the night fo continue eatitig.

“I have dealt with this question 
from the ground of authority, theory 
and facts. But there is a "higher tri­
bunal. x It is upon its moral bearings 

_a system ' must stand or fall. When 
you have the interests of the classes 
at heart the system is gross. When 
the selfish schemes of men shall pass 
away man to man kindness will re­
main'to witness the dawn of a bright­
er day when man to man will brothers 
be.”

Precaution of the Establishment. 
—Retaining the Precious Dust.

Feb. 17.—When you go 
through the mint you, of course, will 
be- half-deafened .with the roar of ma­
chinery, and over-awed at the com­
plexity and ingenuity of the mechani­
cal devices which are shown you/ 
When you have got away, the chances 
are that the human rather than the 
mechanical element will linger longest 
in your memory.

For a ,-mint is where money is made. 
Money! What does that not mean? 
Power, if you have it in great quanti­
ties ; culture, comfort, shelter from the 
elements, the means of travel and in­
tercourse with your .fellows, and every­
thing material that makes life worth, 
living if you have it in moderate 
quantities; the mere continuance of 
y:our existence, if you have a very 
little. It is the symbol of man’s con­
quest of the world of hard material 
things about him. And this low set 
Curious building, with the spiky iron 
fence about it,wis where money is 
manufactured. - * :

Entrance Not Easy.
Suppose you visit tho mint. It is a 

deliberate and formal piece of busi­
ness. ^You must apply; you get an 
“order”; thfe order appoints a cer­
tain time, and notifies you that un- 
punctuality will render it void; fur- 
therfore, the whale party may not 
cXceed six. Approach the "mint, 
which lies on Sussex street adjacent 
to Nepean point and the open space 
there. First you encounter tile fence; 
such a fence ns it is ! It consists of 
slender, sharp-pointed rods, set threé 
"or four inches hpart, their bases in 
the solid rock—here not so many 
inches below the surface—their points 
perhaps fifteen feet in the air. There 
is one gate through this; inside this 
Çiite a little guard-house; and Dothiii- 
ion policemen inhabit that guard­
house and allow no one to go by with­
out authority. You nrq not suffered 
to go in without the production of 
that order; the workmen are not per­
mitted to emerge without a written 
permit. Once past the guard-house, 
there ia the door of the building, and 
at the door Is an official to look at the 
pass. Once inside, you wait in the 
spacious, handsomely proportioned- 
and severe—hallway until the guide 
appears. Everybody in your party 
signs a register, and you are led 
through and shown what it is. deemed 
proper that you should see. In every 
room you visit the space in which you 
stand is divided from the workihft 
plapes by a; neat little brass chain. 
Supposing you to be. an enterprising 
thief in disguise, you don’t get very 
much chance.

Every door is Locked.
As you are led about, you notice 

that every!-door is unlocked by your 
guide when you approach-it, and that 
it is locked behind you. The place 
is a series of sealed compartments. 
The workman goes in when the day's 
work begins and he is locked in— 
not only in the building, but in his 
own special department. Punctual­
ity» by the way, is encouraged; if the 
workman :i*:!af-monwnt belpnd: .the 
Schedule time he finds the gates lock-fmd must-telephone: in for permis- 

enter- Once, in, lié stays in 
the day’s work' is done ; there is 
no going out to dinner, and each de­

partment ho| a kitchen of its own, 
where the meals of its own staff are 
prepared. When the workman enters 
he changes his clothes for a special 
■suit, his clothes go into a locker, 
and that locker is closed until it is 
time for him to go home. The locks 
on the doors are of a character which 
makes it impossible for the men to 
quit their departments without spec­
ial permission. If a man is taken 
ill, that special permission is neces­
sary before he.can be removed. All 
these arrangements lead up to this 
grand précaution ; the metal to be 
used is served out in the morning 
from a wonderful strong-room, with 
huge steel doors, time locks, and all 
other precautions; at the end of the 
day’s work the metal in hand—com­
pleted coins, party finished coins, in­
gots, bullion in the crucibles—is 
weighed;' utitTl the two weighings 
tally, no 'one leaves the building.

Really this iron routine, this cold­
blooded precaution, seems the most in­
teresting feature of the whole estab­
lishment. But the place is filled with 
exceptionally ingenious machines and 
devices, one of these tiring a con­
densing chamber in which is deposit­
ed valuable dust from the fumes as 
they leave the furnace where the 
metal is melted.

The Furnaces.
So far as the casual Visitor can 

judge the building falls into two por­
tions; a two-storey office structure in 
front, and a one-storey building con­
taining the machinery in rear, and 
forming three sides of the square. 
There is a little courtyard in the 
middle. You Arc . led across this 
courtyard, and arc taken first to the 
-melting department There you- see 
four, small, brick furnaces; these use 
crude oil, the flame from which is 
fanned by ah air blast into terrific 
heat. Each furnace has its crucible; 
each crucible hits Its loitd-oi metals, 
arranged in the proper proportions to 
produce the required alloy; in thé ease 
of gold eoinage, the load of crucible 
is 60 pounds,. 57 of which are of gold. 
When a crucible has> been in long 
enough, it is lifted out and the glow­
ing molten mass poured out into a 
mould. Then it is an ingot, and the 
ingot is washed and trimmed and 
made ready for the rolling machines. 
After the crucibles have been used 
about 20 times they are ground up 
and treated to recover any precious 
metals which may have adhered -to 
them.

The next step is to pass these ingots 
through rolling mills; these roll them 
out into plates of exactly the proper 
thickness. The most interesting thing 
here, to the non-mechanical observer 
is the fact that these mills have ex­
tremely rigorous opinions as to what 
“exactly the proper thickness” 
means. The largest, a 30-horee power 
affair, can be so gauged as to roll a

bar to within five ten-thousandths of 
an inch. There is a smaller machine- 

jj near by Which can roll to a fineness of 
two ten-thousandths of an inch. What 
is termed a draw bench adjusts the 
width of the bars to one ten-thou­
sandth of an inch. Thus these ma­
chines transform the bars into thin 
strips, the exact thickness of the coin 
that is to be. What is to follow in 
the main is punching out the discs, 
and stamping on these discs the de­
sign. The disc-punching looks simple 
enough, the strip of metal goes in at 
one side- and comes out at the other 
perforated with circular holes; if 
there are any ladies in your party be 
sure they will exclaim on the value of 
this perforated strip for decorative 
purposes: The perforated strip goes
back for-re-melting; the heap of discs 
is ready for the die. Not quite 
ready, however; you will notice around 
the edge of a coin, especially a new 
one, a raised rim, which protects the 
impression. A quiet little njachine 
puts that rim on, without giving you 
unnecessary hints as to how it does 
i'. Then the discs are annealed, or 
brought by passing through a furnace 
into a condition of proper softness; 
then, after sundry washings and dry- 
inga and polishings, they are ready 
for the coining presses. These three 
big presses can be fitted with any kind
of dies, and strike a blow ranging from 
50 to 90, tons to the square inch. The 
blank” are fed into these, and come 
out with the image of His Gracious 
Majesty King Edward stamped upon 
thi re

Inspection of Coins.
That does not end the story of the 

coin. There is inspection, to see that 
all coins are perfect; a machine 
■prends them out on an endless belt, 
fqr observers to notice disçolorationü 
or faults of shape; all that are con­
demned are put through a pair of rol­
lers that haggles them so as to be im­
possible of circulation, and hack they 
go tc the melting pot. When the 
coins ait passed as perfect, tlifey are, 
when oi gold or silver, weighed. Four 
wonderful little machines attend to 
tins. They are so delicate that ‘it 
was feared that thé jiving of the 
electric ears out on Sussex street 
would disturb them, and a pier of 
concrete has been let down to the 
solid rock- on it they stand. There 
are three compartments underneath 
the machine; the coins fall in and 
each is weighed ; perfect ones go to 
the central compartment, light ones 
ere deflected to one, heavy ones to an­
other compartment. Even when the 
coins are passed by these instruments 
their adventures arc not wholly over; 
they go to an automatic teller, which 
counts them out and makes sure that 
each package contains the proper 
number. And then awtvy to the care 
of the express company, and from 
the express company to the banks or 
the government vaults. No longer is 
it gold, silver or copper; it is, money, 
the mysterious Solid embodiment of 
man’s power; over nAture.

Many citizens regarded the 
facts, as brought out as a disgrace" to 
Edmonton. It is to the credit of the 
public of Edmonton that numerous 
private offers, as well as those of fra­
ternal societies were made jo bury the 
remains.

Tlie Miners’ union, the Sons of Eng­
land and tlie Oddfellows all wailed 
upon the undertaker last evening and 
requested him to bury the body and 
they would pay the cost. The Odd­
fellows were strong in theic language 
and dispute the fact that the dead 
man had no connection with their or­
der and they insisted on paying all 
the expenses in connection -with the 
case. ....

Mr. Moffatt, the undertaker, in view 
of the comment that-liiul been arouagd 
over the incident, determined to bury, 
the body at his own expense and aft­
erwards endeavor to ascertain who 
should pay the expenses, in similar 
cases, of pauper dead. The funeral 
took place this morning at half past 
ten to the Protestant cemetery. .

Mr. Moffatt, when seen thie morning 
by a Bulletin representative, depreci­
ated tlie publicity given to the case 
and pointed out that for his own pro­
tection it was necessary to have the 
responsibility fixed, as to whether tho 
city, the provincial government or the 
hospital should be responsible for the 
expenses in connection with the bur­
ial of indigent dead, a number of 
which have occurred recently.

City Commisisoner Pace, when seén 
this morning, explained what part lie 
had taken in the case. After the death 
on February 2nd the undertaker had 
tlirnqd tho ease over to the provincial 
authorities. They in turn referred it 
to the civic authorities and the latter 
pointed out that the parties, eithec 
the physician attending or the hos­
pital who ordered the burial was the 
party to whom the undertaker shoiild 
look for payment of the burial- expen­
ses. The city and the government has 
already given grants to the hospitals 
and should not be expected-to pay 
further expenses, he said.

Japanese Reply to the U. S.
Tokio, Feb. -20.—The ; memorandum - of 

the Japanese government in reply tt> 
the United States on the subject of t-mi> 
gration was handed to Ambassador 
O’Brien to-day. It is understood- it 
agrees in general terms with a number 
of suggestions made by the American 
government and promises further restric­
tion of emigration by a virtual prohibi­
tion of the departure of laborers. The 
Japanese government points out tiBt 
these, restrictions are already in force 
including the stopping of emigration to 
Canada, Mexico and Hawaii Islands, 
and wilt make further complaints from 
America almost impossible.

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, WHAT ABOUT IT?
A general municipal law is to be 

submitted to the Legislature at next 
session. The occasion is tijnely for 
boards of trade, councils and other 
public bodies to address the Govern­
ment regarding the restriction of the 
bonusing power. There is a very de­
cided feeling in some quartern that 
much good and little harm would be 
done if municipalities were denied by 
a general law the power to bonus 
railways, manufacturing concerns and 
other favor-seeking enterprises. This 
however would be a restriction of 
municipal liberties and justifiable 
only on the very general demand of 
the municipalities themselves. The 
bodies representing municipal senti­
ment throughout the Province could 
confer a public service by placing 
their views before the Government 
during the recess.

THE IMPORTANT POINTS.
The ratepayers are loss concerned 

in knowing what the late health offi­
cer may or may not have done, or in 
what he is considered to have done or 
to not have done, than in the plain fact 
that the health department has been 
costing us more than common to a 
city of Edmonton’s population, and 
more than we can afford to pay. And 
who scores most often or most heavily" 
in the wordy bout between that gen­
tleman and the investigating commit­
tee is of less concern than the otlier 
plain fact that some less costly and 
equally efficient means of conduct 
m'ust be found or either the health 
department or the city must go out 
of business. These are the essential 
points in the case, and they are the 
finger-boards by which the council 
are steering their way to a better'or- 
der of things. Health is priceless, 
but a health department cannot, be 
run- regardless of. the price.

MISREPRESENTING THE FARMER
The Mail and Empire is feeling very, 

very bad because the Federal Govern­
ment came to the relief of the West­
ern farmers so prémptly and fairly 
that no opportunity is left for créât-, 
ing political sentiment against them. 
As usual, however, the Mail does the 
best it can under the circumstances;
it tries to create the opportunity. As 
frequently occurs also when discuss­
ing the acts of the Federal Govern­
ment it begins with falsehood and 
ends in drivel. On^his particular oc­
casion the falsehood is in charging 
the Minister of Interior with unwill 
infcness to grant relief when the re­
lief was asked; the drivel in repre 
senting it a hardship that the leant 
are repayable in a year. There is at 
least the merit of novelty in this 
usually the Government in genera- 
and the Minister of the Interior in 
particular are assailed as deep-dyec 
villains maliciously conspiring to rol 
the Federal treasury for the enrich­
ment of the Western people. But the 
apparent falsity destroys any merit 
in the novelty of the complaint. Un­
til assistance was asked the "Govern 
ment did'not assume lie responsibiliy 
of calling attention to the condition! 
which made assistance necessary ; 
when assistance was asked it war 
granted promptly and granted in such 
manner as left the Opposition witb 
no legitimate fault to find. The pie* 
that repayment in a year will work 
hardship reveals the unfortunately 
mistaken light in which the Mail re­
gards the Western farmer. To that 
journal he appears a poverty-stricken 
individual, reduced to the last ex­
tremity. and unable" to pay for a 
year’s seed grain in less than three- 
years. This is an insult quite as un­
called for as unjustified. The Western 
farmer is not a beggar. Circum- 
-tances beyond hie control have made 
,c impossible for him to secure as 
liberal accommodât iop from the banks 
and loan companies as usual. Other 
wise he would need no assistance 
from Federal or Provincial Govern­
ment. The Federal Government pro 
vides the accommodation which other­
wise be would get from the ordinary 
sources of money supply. Given an 
average season and a fair crop, he 
will be quite as willing and quite as 
able to repay the Government as he 
would otherwise have been to repay 
the bqnk and to do it in the eame 
time.

From the standpoint of Edmonton's 
immediate interests there is nothing 
lamentable in this. , It means that 
ope rati one, instead of being carried 
on from both ends of the Edmonton 
Prince Rupert section will be pushed 
frôm this end alone ; that a portion 
of the line which would otherwise be 
constiucted eastward with Prince Ru­
pert as the base of supplies will be 
constructed westward with Edmonton 
as the base of supplies; that pur 
chases which would otherwise be 
made in Vancouver will be made in 
this city; thatmen will be engaged here 
instead of in the cost cities, and that 
from the continuously increasing vol 
ume of operations between Edmonton 
and the Coast, this city will receive 
the benefit. The longer the stretch 
built from here and the shorter the 
section built from the Coast the bet­
ter for us. When the line crosses the 
inter-provincial boundary we shall en­
joy the novel experience of reaping 
the profit from railway operations car­
ried on in another province, and 
which under other circumstances 
would go to the cities of that Prov 
ince. The longer the dispute lasts be­
tween the British Columbia Govern 
ment and the Company the longer thc- 
lpngtli of line likely to be constructed 
westward from Edmonton and the 
greater the benefits we shall receive. 
From this point of view we could 
scarcely wish other than that the 
British Columbia Government and the 
Company should continue to regard 
each other with drawn stilettoes, that 
l.o contracts should be let eastward 
irom Prince Rupert, but that the 
whole line should be built through to 
tide-water with Edmonton as the base 
of operations.,

It is scarcely likely, however, that 
the indefinite suspension of opera­
tions on the Coast section of the 
G. T. P. will he as satisfactory to the 
people of British Columbia as to the 
people of Edmonton. The construc­
tion of the new line holds for British 
Columbia all the advantages confer­
red by the construction of the C.P.R. 
If the latter opened to settlement and 
development the southerly quarter of 
the Province, the new road will work 
an equal transformation throughout 
its central districts. British Colum­
bia is the largest Province in the Do­
minion, with the le.ast railway mile­
age, excepting Prince Edward Island. 
That so much has been accomplished 
by the construction of one through 
line with its branches suggests some­
thing of the splendid future tnat 
awaits the Province when the enor 
mous.portion now inaccessible is pro­
vided with means of communication. 
The development of the new districts 
will not be secured at the expense of 
the older, but in that development the 
older communities should reap rich 
l awards-. In the construction of rail 
ways to open the now unopened coun­
try, the building of towns, the cstab 
lishment of mercantile concerns 
and the equipment of the wilderness 
with the means and necessities of 
settlement and development, the 
Coast cities should be centres of sup­
ply. And when the process oi devel­
opment is accomplished these -cities 
should find a new opportunity opened 
to them for commercial expansion. 
The construction of the G.T.P. should 
double the opportunities for cvery 
man in British Columbia in whatever 
line of business he may be engaged, 
and the sooner the construction is bo­
gus from the Coast these benefits will 
begin to be felt.

erects the equally false declaration 
that his appointment was made for 
political purposes.

It is probably .quite true that in the

The Federal Govern 
ment will collect only from home­
steaders who have qot yet completed 
their duties and secured patents, and 
this collection will in all probability 
be made through the local land of 
fices. Neither Mr. Leeoh nor any 
other agent has or will have power or 
authority to extend credit to one mail 
or shorten it to another, even assum­
ing him to be imbued with the blind 
est partizanship, and the most unscru­
pulous disregard for justice.

homesteads were granted or refused 
according as the applfcants support­
ed or opposed the Government ; when 
timber limits were bestowed on elec­
tion workers, coal areas on stump 
orators, land grants on corporations 
friendly to the Government grazing 
leases were the reward of loyalty to 
the party in power. To-day in tnis 
country a man may be a man and not 
pay the penalty in discrimination and, 
abuse.

LOOKING FOR A GRIEVANCE.
The Provincial Government propos­

ed the Compensation Act as a relief 
measure for the working men of the 
Province. It appears possible jhnt the 
Legislature will have to carry 
the measure even against some who 
pose as champions of those whose in­
terests the measure is designed tc 
serve. From the working men them­
selves no hostility to the measure 
need be apprehended. Amendments 
they will doubtless propose calculated 
to simplify its operation or assure its 
accomplishment of the purpose in 
view ; amendments in every way 
worthy, careful consideration and 
adoption if they can be found well 
advised. But there is another ele­
ment endeavoring to pervert the work­
ing men into hostility toward the 
Government and the Legislature, not 
because of the defects in the measure 
nor with a view to remedying these, 
but simply because a measure has 
been introduced which would lessen 
the agitator's chances to paint society 
as a heartless monster preying on the 
fruits of toil. Such men hold that 
only members of the Legislature de­
pendent on the votes of organized la 
bor will vote for the act, and that 
even if they do so, they should not
be given credit for good intentions 
hut should be pursued as enemies of 
the men toy whose benefit they are 
legislating-. The purpose of these 
men is not to improve the measure 
nor to get any measure, but to create 
a grievance. What' they want is not 
a Compensation Act for the benefit of 
the workers, but a grievance that may 
be worked for tire benefit of them 
selves. The agitator lives on the men 
he deludes-, and can do so only so long 
as he can persuade them that, they 
have a grievance against somebody 
else. The greater* thé grievance he 
can portray the lohger and better can 
he pursue his parasitical employment 
He is the enemy oi the measure which 
betters the condition of the working 
man, because ’hç'mere this condition 
is bettered -the, ^palier the grievance 
tie can portray. His interest is in pre­
venting betterinént simply because 
betterment would destroy his occupa 
tion. His hostility to tlie Compensa­
tion Act is .entirely natural, and thé 
greater tiis hostility, the greater tea 
son the worsting man should want the 
Aqt. Jf the Actuel not hold promise 
of bettering the condition of the work­
ers the agitator would not oppose it 
He opposes it simply because he rec 
ognizes that it would benefit them 
And the more ho opposes it the more 
certain that it would do so. The 
workmen are his victims and quite 
naturally he objects to being deprived 
of the privilege of bleeding them. 
Hence he posss as the champion o! 
organized labor that he may the more 
certainly suck sustenance from the 
laborer, and invites organized labor 
ers to set themselves in enmity against 
all other classes -in society, that .he 
may continue to "plunder them with 
certainty. And lest the passage of 
the Act should lessen his opportunity 
to do so he invites the. working men 
to consider the measure a peculiai 
manifestation of hostility toward them 
which they must revenge at the polls 
Against such characters both the 
members of tha, Logislat ore * apd the 
working men should set themselves 
as against an enemy. The members 
should listen readily to the sugges­
tions of the working men and embody 
these wherever and however possible. 
But the man who has no suggestion 
and wants no suggestion save that or­
ganized labor set itself implacably in 
battle against all other men is the 
enemy oi all and the peculiar enemy 
of those whose cause he professes to 
champion and on whose credulity he 
hopes to thrive. On the one hand, he 
would throttle measures for their 
benefit lest these should destroy his 
malicious calling; on the other tie 
would drive them to a course which 
could -only draw Upon itietn the con 
demnation anji the vengéançe of all 
other classes of society. The Legisla­
ture need take no particular concern 
-in the doings of these,mischief-mak­
ers. The working men of Alberta are 
reasonable men, and may be relied 
upon to recognize the difference be­
tween men who are honestly working 
for their benefit and men who are try­
ing to work them for their own bene­
fit.

THE HUDSON BAY ROUTE 
PRACTICABLE.

"Canada’s Fertile Northland” is the 
appropriate title of a brochure issued 
by the Department of the Interior 
containing evidence taken before a 
special committee of the Senate last

session. The evidence'is grouped un­
der the heads, The Territory of Un- 
gava, the region w#st of Hudson Bay, 
the navigability of Hudson Bay, and 
the climate of Northern Canada. The 
second section deals largely with the 
country north of Edmonton and 
among those who gave evidence touch­
ing jt were A. P. Low, H. A. (Jonrqy, 
Ven. Archdeacon McKay, J. B. Tyrrell, 
W. H. Bifedin, M.P.P., Fred S. Law­
rence, J. K. Cornwall, A. von Ham- 
merstein, ex-mayor Cook oi Prince 
Albert and many members of the 
Dominion geological service.

Aside from this , section concern­
ing which tha people of Edmonton are 
pretty well informed, the most inter­
esting section is probably that dealing 
with the navigability, of Hudson Bay 
and Strait, On this' navigability' de­
pends the value of the Hudson Bay 
railway as an outlet to Europe, and 
on tlie proof oi the navigability no 
doubt depends very largely the ques­
tion of when the line will be complet­
ed. Unleâs the Bay and Strait were 
navigable for ocean vessels for a 
reasonably long period each summer 
the railway would be ,useless and 
unless it is established that they are 
open tor such period the railway 
could scarcely be considered practi­
cable. To establishing this the testi­
mony included in the present volumg 
goes very far and endorses the mass 
f evidence that has been accumulat­
ing for many years and from many 
sources. Evidence was given before 
the committee by A. P. Low, director 
of the geological survey, J. B. Tyrrell, 
mining engineer, Robert Bell of the 
Geological Survey and Commander 
Wakeliam of the. Fisheries’ Protection 
service.

“Mr. Low expressed the opinion 
“that from the latter end of July to 
“the middle of November, from three 
"and a half to four months, there 
“was probably safe navigation, where 
“Ordinary iron tramp steamers could 
“be used. He did not mean that it 
"was absolutely free from ice, but 
“sufficiently free to make it safe navi­
gation. The ice would not sink your 
“ship or anything like that. The ice 
“that is- met up there is rafted up, 
'and sometimes rafted deep. In the 
'midsummer months it gets warm and 
“is more easily broken. The cementing 
“material is practically gone from it. 
‘You just run into it and it breaks 
“to pieces, and you see four times as 
“much as you did before.”

The Hudson Bay Co.'s ships' have 
visited the Bay annually since the 
Company began business, more than 
300 year's ago. Of them Mr. Low 
;aÿs they “as a rule come into the 
‘Hudson bay about the first of August 
'and the ship from Churchill comes 
‘hack again about the end oi the 
“month. It goes to Fort Charmell in 
“the Ungava river and generally lies 
‘there until September 25, when it 
‘continues its voyage out, calling at. 
“the other places along the Labrador 
“coast, and leaving Cartwright, its 
‘last port of call, about the second, 
“week in October. They qre steamers 
‘hut oi course they use their sails. 

"The one that supplies' that part of 
“the bay1 and Labrodor coast is a 
‘sloop of war called the ‘Pelican.’ 
‘These vessels are not large enough 
“to carry grain, but small boats of 400 
“or 500 tons and a draught of 16 or 
“18 feet.”"

He ' added that. “Really prepared 
‘steamers could navigate Hudson 
‘Bay and Hudson Strait longer than 
“the period he had mentioned ; yttu 
“could navigate the straits all winter 
“if you had a specially prepared ves- 
“sel, but it would be a long voyage.”

“Altogether the witness considered 
“the Hudson Bay routç, when it was 
‘clear, an even clearer one than via 
“the St. Lawrence. There is at least 
“two months when there is no trouble 
“irom ice at all, and when you do 
“meet that loose ice in the summer 
“time there is no trouble. There 
“would have to be several lights es­
tablished.”

Mr. Tyre 11 gave the committee a de­
scription of the harbor at Fort 
Churchill.

“The mouth oi the Churchill river 
“is an exception to the general char­
acter of tl*e Hudson bay shore. There 
“is at the mouth of tlie Churchill 
“river a rocky hill rising, or at least 
“a mass of rock. The remarks about 
“the shore descending to the bay do 
“not apply exactly jo the mouth of 
“the Churchill river. That is the 
“reason Churchill is a harbour. 
“Churchill would be a harbor in low 
“water; it is one of the most magnifi- 
“oent harbors m the world, probably 
“the finest harbor. It is a rocky 
“hill rising about one hundred feet 
“high and bow-shaped. Projecting 
“out into the bay is a rocky knuckle 
“on one side, so that in entering the 
“harbor ships have to take a slight 
“curve, but they very, very quickly 
“get away, from thte influence of the 
“ocean waves. At tlie ptesent time 
“the harbor is about thirty to forty 
“feet deep. The tide is heavy, and 
“rising from nine to sixteen feet at 
“low tide. The channel is the same 
“width at low and high tide. The 
"channel out into the bay from the

“harbor is a rock-bound channel, pro- 
“bably one hundred or two, hundred 
“feet deep, so that that channel is 
“clear either at high or low water. 
"It is wide enough for a couple of 
“ships to pass, and incur no danger. 
“There is one rock in the mouth just 
“a short distance from the point of 
“the projecting rock he had spoken 
“of, and if that were removed it would 
“widen the harbor and about double 
“its width. The width of the harbor 
“is now about 200 or 300 feet. The 
“entrance is narrow. It is a beauti- 
“ful harbor for the ships to enter 
"from the ocean. Thé rock rises pre- 
“eipitately on both sides to one hun- 
“dred feet. There is no possibility of 
“a ship getting away from it. Where 
“the rocks run as they do at this har- 
“bor, it makes a natural slip, about 
“as safe a place with a ship as one 
“could very well imagine. The en 
“trance is from a quarter to half a 
“mile long. Outside Of the harbor is 
“the open ocean with its deep water.”

The construction of a railway from 
Fort Churchill- to the Peace River 
country, he said, would not be a dif­
ficult task, and by pursuing a-south­
erly course good agricultural country 

. would be traversed all the way to 
within a hundred miles of the Bay.

Mr. Tyrell was at Churchill in the 
fall two different years, approximate­
ly in the months of October and No­
vember. He reached there October 
15U» one year, and he was" there part 
of November. ■ In one of his reports 
he published1 a table giving the dates 
at the opening and closing of naviga­
tion ; obtained from the records of the 
Hudson Bay Company at Churchill. 
He left Churchill about November 
25tli or 29th. The hay was open and 
there were no icebergs. The harbor 
was closed. The witness arrived at 
Churchill one year from the north on 
October 16t.h in a canoe. He consid­
ered if he could travel down the shore 
of Hudson bay in a Pqterboro canoe, 
and get to Churchill safely with it in 
two successive years, one year as 
late, as October 16th, and the other 
year as late as the 1st* that a steamer 
or a well-protected boat ought to be 
able to get through a little better. A 
vessel could go in and out of -Church­
ill on November 1st. The opening 
of the harbor varies nearly a month. 
The average time of opening, accord­
ing to th?; old records, as far as tie 
remembered was' June 6th, and when 
it is open it is wide open.

Dr. Bell said that it Was hard to say 
how many months of the year steam­
ers could pass through the strait. He. 
did hot see why they could not pass 
through at any time in the winter, 
though il would be inconvenient. Nei­
ther the bay nor the strait are frozen 
up any more than -the Atlantic ocean. 
He'-could n-bt conceive, a bay 600 miles 
wide freezing in these latitudes. “He 
“might be told that it is the influence 
“of- the gulf stream that keeps the 
“navigation open in the same latitude 
“On the coast of Europe, Ixit his in- 
“formant would not know himself 
“how the gulf stream works. Here 
"you have no Arctic current such as 
“you have alo.ng the Labrador coast, 
“nor have you the advantage ox the 
“gulf stream ; you have just the nor- 
“mal conditions for their latitudes.”

The temperature of Hudson bay, he 
said, is about the same as that of 
Lake Superior. Lake Superior is Cold, 
and early in summer it is foggy or 
account of the hot sun and the cold 
water. “If you were out on a pronion- 
“tory you would find the water of the 
"lake cold in the middle oi summer, 
"while in a sheltered bay you might 
"find it warm enough to plunge in 
“and have a bath. Dr. Bell said he 
“had bathed in the water in Bafiin- 
“land, and found it very pleasant, but 
“it was only a few acres of water fed 
"by a* small stream running over boul- 
“ders which were heated up by the

"sunshine, and so made the tempera- 
“ture of the water pleasant. ”

The sailing vessels that had been 
passing through the.straft would all 
be in the neighborhood of 300 tons, 
he said. They were not always spe­
cially constructed for that service, 
but of late years they have been re­
placed by a steamer.

Commander Wakeham spent- tlie- 
summer of 1897 cruising iij the bay, 
the purpose being to ascertain at wnat 
time it was practicable to enter the 
Bay and at what time • navigation 
might be considered closed. Through 
getting jammed, in the ice it was early 
in July before his vessel <rot into tin. 
Bay, but lie had no further trouble 
cruising in the Bay and Straits until 
October 29th, when lie encountered - 
snowstorms. These he considered a 
greater hindrance to navigation" than 
the ice likely to be encountered, He 
did not think the Hudson Bay sailing 
vessels are bothered "hv ice. There is 
plenty of sea room in the Strait, and 
if properly lighted and charted in- 
would consider it an ideal inlet (hir­
ing the season of navigation.

Thi : evidence appears to confirm 
that of previous witnesses in the main 
points to be considered.

1. That even without lighthouses 
and imperfectly surveyed tlie Strait 
and Bay are safely navigable for at 
least four months of the year by sail­
ing vessels and ordinary ocean going 
cargo steamers.

2. That the harbor at Fort Churchill 
by a moderate expenditure in light- 
ng, buoying and dredging can be

made safe and easily approachable 
hr an equal period.
.3. That with the coasts and writers 

properly surveyed and charted, light­
houses erected and wireless telegraph- 
stations established, • the season 
of navigation could be considerably 
lengthened even for ordinarily con­
st ructed vessels.

4. That the Strait and Bay could-bv 
navigated for a mrfëh longer period 
by specially built vessels.

Altogether this evidence should go 
tar to confirm, public opinion in the 
commercial practicability of “the 
short cut to Europe.” It is to be hop^" 
ed it will be given the publicity* to 
which its importance entitles it’.

FRIDAY’S GRAIN MARKETS.

Very 
close attention was paid to the re­
marks of the different speakers anil 
the results will doubtless be manifest-1 
ed in cleaner, better kept farms and 
up-to-date, progressive and successful 
fa rmers.

“One feature of the meetings here,” 
said A. Mitchell, one of the lecturers 
with the seed train, “was the large 
amount of intelligent discussion by 
the fai mers present, on the various 
subjects connected with the growing 
of seed grain. In this way we were | 
enabled to explain many points that 
might have otherwise been omiV.id 
and to clear up the difficulties of the 
farmers. It also creates more inter­
est in the subject." Mr. Mitchell is 
the chief weed inspector ol the pro­
vince. He is an authority on words 
and also on forestry. He was recenTy 
appointed to the Dominion forestry 
branch with headquarters at Indian 
Head and will assume his new duties 
on March 1st.

At the afternoon session of the seed 
train and grain judging schools ad­
dresses were delivered on seed grain, 
paying particular attention to oats 
and wheat. The variety and milling 
qualities of oats was the subject of 
an address by T. H. Masgn, of the 
Dominion department oi agriclture at 
Ottawa. H. A. Craig, superintendent 
or fairs and institutes, spoke at some 
length on the grading of oats and 
wheat. A. Mitchell addressed the far­
mers on seed oats and H. A. Craig 
on seed wheat. Mr. Mitchell also 
dealt with the varieties of wheat.

In the grading of wheat and oats 
one important point impressed upon 
the farmers was that they need not 
take the word of the millers or ele­
vator men in the grading of their 
grain. If they were not satisfied with 
the grading they could send a sample 
to Mr. Horn, chief grain inspector at 
Winnipeg, or Mr. Hill, assistant grain 
inspector at Calgary, whete it would 
bè carefully tested and graded. Mr. 
Craig instructed the farmers in the 
method of grading their own grain 
so that they would be able to tell 
whether they were receiving the pro­
per grades at the elevators.

In dealing with the question of seed 
oats and wheat the speakers laid es­
pecial emphasis on the great value oi 
thg fanning mill to make clean seed. 
In judging "grain -25 per cent, was al­
lowed for grain free from weed seeds 
and otheu.grain. The advantage of 
sowing large plump grain over that of 
small grain was shown by means of 
two tubes in which a comparison of 
the yields from the’ two classes Was 
shown to the advantage of the former. 
Another point of interest to farmers 
that was touched upon was the eradi­
cation of wild oats. The only suc­
cessful method of getting rid oi this 
was by cutting the plante before the 
seed ripened.

; SURVEYING TIMBER LIMITS.

William H. Waddell. 6f Hamilton, 
Ont., returned- to the city yesterday 
from the Peace River country, where 
he has been engaged in surveying 
timber limits for the contracting fire) 
of Foley, Welsh & Stewart. These 
limits lie in th.e junction of the Smoky 
and Little Smoky Rivera, east of the 
Spirit River and south of the Peace. 
The area is a large one and the tim­
ber on it is of excellent size and 
quality.

Mr. Waddell has been engaged in 
surveying these limits since last June 
and has only recently completed the 
work. He did not care to state what 
area they covered, but it is evidently 
large. The timber is good for al­
most every purpose, but the great 
difficulty of using it at present is the 
lack of transportation facilities in that 
country. As soon as a railroad is 
built into this country these limits 
will prove to be one of the most valu­
able assets of the company in that 
district.

Mr. Weddell was charmed with the 
country and the climate in the Peace 
River district and expressed the. be­
lief that a railroad into it would make 
this one of the most desirable spots 
for Settlement in the Northwest
