When-
ever they are cast upon the ‘coast of
England the sturgeon’s body becomes
the property of the King, while the
whale is divided between the King
and the Queen—the former taking
the head and-the latter the tail. Some
old authors justify this dvision on
the ground that the Queen needs the
whale’s tail to furnish her wdrdrobe
with whalebone. But it has been
rightly objected to these old authors
that baleen, or whalebone, comes
from the head and not from the tail
of the whale. Also, purists have re-
coiled at the use of the word “fish”
as applied to ‘the whale, which is not
a fish at all, but a mammal.

King Edward VII. possessed a num-
ber of distinctions that were person-
al to himself. He was a clergyman,
a lawyer and a doctor. As preben-
dary of St. DaVid’s Cathedral in
Wales he received a salary of £1, or
$5 a which entitled him to
preach a sermon in the cathedral pul-
pit. He was called to both the Eng-

Wellman’s Venture.

In view of the preparations by
Messrs. Walter Wellman and = Veni-

Atlantic Ocean in a dirigible, as re-
ported in to-day's cable despatch, a
short review of what has already
been done by lighter-than-air. flying
machines should prove of interest.

Here are some of the records:—

In 1907 Mr. Walter Wellman or-
ganized an airship to the North Pole
for the Chicago-Record Herald. The
airship was built at Paris and taken
tc Spitzbergen. Here quarters were
built and tests were made. In one
of the trials the airship met with
disaster, but fortunately no lives
were lost, the airship being wrecked
on a glacier in a-snow storm.

In August, 1908 Wellman made a
second attempt to sail in an airship
from Spitzbergen, but it fell in the
s€a and was destroyed.

July 1st, 1908, Count Zeppelin made
a 200 mile journey.

August 4th, 1908,’ Count Zeppelin
did 280 miles in 12 hours-’l.

September 12th], 1908, Major Cross
made a voyage from Berlin to Madge-
bury and back to Berlin, covering 188
miles in 13 hours.

On May 30th, 1909, Count Zeppelin
made his famous journey of 800 miles
in 38 hours.

It will be remembered that Zeppel-
in built an airship to carry passen-
gers which was wrecked a short time
ago over a wood and torn to pieces.

The long projected journey of
a Clement Bayard airship from Paris
to London has not yet been accom-
plished, although the ship has been
built in Paris, and a garage has been
built at Wormwood Scrubb by the
Daily Mail for its accommodation
should the attempt be successful.

It is a long cry between a Paris-
London journey and an Atlantic trip.
There is a big step between what
Zeppelin has done and what Wellman
projects. We fear that until a great-
er toll of life, imb and treasure has
been extorted, Wellman project will
remain as futile as his effort to reach
the North Pole in a dirigible. But
the strides in aeronautics have been
so great during the past three years,
that it is by no means fantastic to
imagine that the present generation
of citizens may see .a trans-Atlantic
ai¥ship over Signal Hill.

Riot at Executlon
of Paris Apache.

Paris, July 1.—Liabeuf, the Parsian
Apache, famous for his nail-studded
gauntlets, was executed shortly after
daybreak this morning.

For weeks past the question of
whether or not the death sentence
passed on him for the murder of a
policeman should be carried out has
been a burning topic in Paris. The
Sccialists and opponents of capital
punishment generally clamored for
commutation of the sentence on the
ground -that Liabeuf had originally
been a victim of false police evidence,
and that his feud against the police
consequently had justification. How-
ever, Prefect of Police Lepine threat-
ened to resign if clemency was shown
to Liabeuf and encouragement thus
given to Parisian Apaches in their
continually increasing attacks on the
police.

Revolutionary Demonstration.

President Fallieres finally decided
that the law must take its course.

A violent manifestation by the revo-
lutionary Socialists occurred at the
scene of the execution. At the very
moment the blade fell several of the
rioters fired - revolvers. The police
charged them repeatedly with bayon-
ets. —A-police captain was shot in
the throat and several persons were
badly injured.

Great crowds gathered in the boule-
vards fronting the Sante Prison to
witness the execution, but they were
kept back from the guillotine by
heavy details of police and munici-
pal guards.

1 know the farms alluded to, and
information of them may be had from
Steer Brothers. It is well known
that the Codroy Valley is a prosper-
cus farming settlement, and the farm
alluded to is one of the best farms. in
the Valley, and as for the farm at
Stephenville it has been said by Judge
Little to be one of the finest farms
on the Island.

As an instance of what might be
accomplished in the way of farming
iu Newfoundland, I have heard of a
man from Nova Scotia buying a farm
near the one that is for sale in the
Codroy Valley, that was about three
years ago. He brought with him four
milch cows and six calves, and
bought one cow and calf after com-
ing. Now I am informed on good au-
thority that this man sold eleven
hundred weight of butter last sum-
wer, and sent beef cattle to St. John’s
in the fall to the value of over $300.

Ottawa, June 29.—Canada’s claims !

to exclusive jurisdiction in Hudson
Bay as being wholly within Canadian
territory, has been challenged by the
United States Government, and the
question may come up for arbitration
at The Hague. The -owners and mas-

ters of American trading vessels in |

Hudson Bay have been notified from
Washington that it is unnecessary to
take out Canadian licenses and pay
other dues hitherto demanded by Can-
ada, as the United States Government
no longer recognizes the Bay as an
island sea under the exclusive Cana-
dian jurisdiction. So far there have
been no refusals of American whalers
to recognize Canadian authority, but
the first refusal will bring the issue
to a head. The principal stake is in
regard to the fisheries rights.
