Canadian Trade Commissioner, has 
removed his office to the Bank of 
Montreal Building.

We wonder whether the speech of 
the Premier at the opening of the 
Agricultural Exhibition at St. Geor­
ge’s will be published in verbatim 
form and afterwards circulated in 
pamphlet form as a campaign docu­
ment, as was done with the speech 
delivered at the Burin Exhibition. We 
should have taken no exception to the 
Premier’s speech at that exhibition 
had it been confined to the matter of 
Agriculture, treated from an adminis­
trative standpoint, but when it ranged 
over the whole field of partisan poli­
tics and treated of Agriculture from 
a partisan standpoint, and embodied 
a financial dope on the branch rail­
way policy, on which we have com­
mented in our last two issues, we pro­
tested. Nay more, we objected to Ag­
ricultural Exhibitions being used for 
party purposes, and especially ob­
jected to the circulation in such a 
speech of that Issue of false sugges­
tion and flat misrepresentation, which 
we quote again to expose the as­
tounding dishonesty of it:—

“By a successful loan of four 
million dollars at three and a half 
per cent, which I raised last year 
in London, at ninety-seven and a 
half, the highest rate ever obtain­
ed by the Colony before, we have 
been able to build all these rail­
way branches, and pay the inter­
est on them out of our regular 
revenue, and after all this we still 
have a surplus left, which we 
have given back to the people in 
the shape of all the public utili­
ties which I have named."
We have already pointed out that 

the Premier made no mention of the 
branch from Stephenville Crossing 
to Port au Port at Burin, but 
T ht.t Sir Edward is pledged to it 
is evidenced by an article which ap­
peared in the Western Star Iasi 
year. In reference to the Brand 
Railway policy, the Western Star 
said:—

"This step in the fulfilment of t 
wise and progressive policy will be 
hailed with pleasure by the people on 
the north side of Bay St. George, whe 
have bepn promised a branch line 
from Stephenville Crossing to Pori 
au Port, (a distance of about twenty 
miles) which will open up for settle­
ment and cultivation a large belt ot 
excellent agricultural land. At the 
same time it will place within easy 
reach of the settlers on the most dis­
tant parts of the peninsula of Port 
an Port a direct and rapid means of 
transportation for their products 
whether of the sea or of the land, anti 
thus develop the resources of the long 
neglected section of the West Coast.

The Hygienic Aspects 
of Gas Lighting and 

Cooking.
Experiments were made at the 

Lewisham Infirmary during the 
month of November 1910, with the 
following in view; —

(1) To compare hygienically the re­
lative values of the open fire and the 
Gas Radiator as warming agents.

(2) To ascertain if, and to what ex­
tent, the quality of the atmosphere of 
a room is affected by incandescent 
gas burners and lamps.

(3) To ascertain the hygienic value 
of the gas fire.

The experiments were carried out 
by Dr. F. S. Toogood, M.D., London, 
D.P.H., the Medical Superintendent of 
the Infirmary, and the full report of 
the experiments appeared in the Lon­
don Medical Magazine, February 1911.

The general conclusions arrived 
were as follows t—

(1) That both large and small 
apartments which have normal 
means of ventilation gas con­
sumed in modern incandescent 
burners can be used for light­
ing without any detriment to 
health, being found, in fact, to 
assist ventilation by the in­
creased circulation of the air.

(2) That a gas fire, prpperly con­
structed and fixed, not only 
does not vitiate the air, but is 
a valuable adjunct to the ven­
tilation of the room. Its ad­
vantages in the sickroom in re­
spect of its reliabilty, avoid­
ance of noise, freedom from 
dust producing propensities, 
and saving of both work and 
anxiety, are obvious to every 
professional man or woman.
