“Well."- I heard him say, "that’s the 
first time I ever saw a woman do 
that. I've, seen 'em rush in here, 
squeeze in ahead of people who have 
been waiting ten minutes, and inter­
rupt anyone who was trying to talk to 
me. But that's the first time I ever 
saw a woman insist on waiting until 
her turn. Yes, there really must be 
something in this new woman busi­
ness after all. if she's a sample."

Don't you hope she is a sample of 
what women are going to be some day 
soon?

I do.
For it seems to me that tile quality 

which women lack the most conspicu­
ously is just this same sense of justice, 
this habit of playing fair, which that 
woman displayed.

I don’t think it» is wholly their fault 
by any means. For centuries they 
have been given chivalry and defer- 
enece and protection,as substitutes for 
justice: is is strange, then, that they 
should scarcely understand the mean­
ing of that grand word?
Now et no one think I am depreciat­

ing the value of courtesy and deference 
and write me a hot letter telling me 
that the world would be poor without 
them. I know that already. Only, I 
do not think that these things should 
be made it substitute for justice. They 
aie splendid in addition to justice, but 
not in place of it. . Just as a cake and 
ice cream are an excellent complement 
to solid food, but.we do not want them 
In place of bread and meat.

It is such a queer notion that court­
esy and justice are necessarily exclu­
sive of each other. One of the weirdest 
arguments of tthe anti-suffragists is 
that men will no longer give women 
their seats in the cars when women 
vote. How absurd! On that basis 
men should not give up their seats to 
members of their own sex who are 
not able to stand by1 reason^ of old 
age or infirmity: but 1 notice they do.

To return to the main road.—if wo­
men are really going to succeed in 
the business and professional world, 
they will need a stronger sense of jus­
tice than they now have. They must 
learn to demand justice for them­
selves and to show it to others. They 
must learn not to crowd ahead of 
others in the waiting line, even if they 
get a good chance, and they must learn 
to appreciate the bigger principles of 
justice on which such little decencies 
rest.

London, Jan. 20.—The Catholic Di­
rectory for 1913, just published and 
compiled with Cardinal Bourne’s au-' 
thority, says in England and XVales 
there are twenty archbishops and 
bishops, 3,838 priests, and 1,797 
churches, chapels, and stations. For 
Great Britain there are 27 archbish­
ops and bishops, 4,401 priests, and 
2,182 stations.

For the first time the directory at­
tempts to state the number of Cath­
olics in the British Empire, the fig­
ures, whenever possible, being given 
from State returns. Jn England and 
Wales there are 1,793,038 Catholics: 
Scotland, 547,336; total for Great 
Britain, 2,340,374. In Ireland there are 
3,242,670 Catholics:

Australia has 1,184,509.

The total number qf Catholics in 
the British Empire is 12,968,814, an 
increase in twelve months of 392,589.

LONDON. To-day.
The Suffragettes held heated meet­

ings last night. Mrs. Pankhurst and 
other leaders denounced both the ene­
mies and supporters of suffragettes 
for their treachery. They declared 
an end of the truce which the women 
had observed, while waiting Parlia­
ment's action on the Bill, “Deeds no; 
Words,” was the motto displayed 
above the platform where Mrs. Pank­
hurst' spoke. Site asserted women' 
would consider hôw to do as much 
damage to property as possible. Some 
of her lieutenants failed to agree with 
her policy. Miss Kenny, one of the 
most prominent of the militants, ad­
vocated smashing both property and 
heads. The executive council of the 
National Union of Women’s Suffrage 
Societies adopted a resolution, re­
jecting Asquith's offer of facilities 
for private members for a Bill 
next session. Several speakers said 
women had proposed a plan of action 
which for the present was secret, but 
which would surprise the world. Sev­
eral women were arrested. Some de­
clined to give their names. One is 
believed to be Miss Pankhurst, who 
wan captured in St. Stephen’s Hail, 
leading to the Commons, where she 
■vas making a determined attack on a 
large painting. The police dispers:d 
the crowd, in Trafalgar Square, where 
a man and a woman was trying to 
in. ke speeches. The famous militant 
Mrs. Despard. was taken to to the po­
lice station with six others. Prac­
tically the whole police force was on 
duty all night. Strong guards were 
stationed at all public buildings. A 
special watch was kept on the Post 

dices and letter boxes. Mrs. Punk - 
hurst’s denunciation of the Govern­
ment was fiery and hitter. The farce 
if the Reform Bill is played out.

The Tale ol the Irish Emigrant.
While different countries and na­

it is forty-two years since I heard 
m tell his story, and though I was 
lad passing fourteen, I have always 
membered the main ptiints of his 
lital. and what struck me principal- 
ih it was the novel way in which 
and others decided upon coming to 

■wfoundland. When I knew him he 
cs then about seventy years of age, 
t having left Waterford about the 
e of seventeen, the story of his voy- 
c would be about 1810.
In speaking of the means used by 
iich men selected a country for mi­
nion I am reminded of a man whom 
net thirty years ago, and who told 

how his father and uncle came 
Newfoundland about 1805, and of 

w they made their choice. First 
■y determined to emigrate and then 
T made a plan of decision which 
s as follows: They were fairly 
H educated, and had a good know- 
6e of geography and had equal 
ih in the opportunities of the difler- 

parts of the world as they then 
w it, but they had no particular 

intry in view. They got a map of 
‘ world which had on it the dlffer- 

countries to which they wished to 
vel, and one of which they wished 
select. They spread it on a table 
I took a rod, a short one about the 
'Kth of a walking stick, and plac- 
; the base of the rod on Belfast, 
ir own country, they field it erect 
the air with the decision that on 

'atevev-country the point would fall 
that country they would go. Ou

the rod falling the point pitched on 
Newfoundland and the decision was 
made, and after procuring a passage 
they came out and made their homes 
in Carbonear.

But to our story proper. We can­
not do better than tell it in the words 
of the speaker himself, or as near as 
we can go to it. His case, we may 
say in opening, is similar to others I 
have met, and who have told me the 
tale of their" voyage to Newfoundland; 
and while this story will admit a little 
of the experiences of one or two 
others it is directly the story of the 
one man in particular to whom I have 
referred and whom I knew well.

“My home was in Waterford, and 
with my elder brother I received at 
that city whatever of education I 
possess. Having finished school­
days we both began to look about us 
for something to do, some new coun­
try to go to. Times had been trouble- 
seme in Ireland and matters were 
very much upset, and the fever of 
emigration had settled upon thous­
ands of people. Of course the chief 
place of attraction was America, while 
Australia seemed to be the next, and 
t!,e colonies- followed. To us in Ire­
land it was all new and all fascina­
ting, because like every other ques­
tion there were stories true and stor­
ies false, and a great deal of exag­
geration. Most of those countries 
seemed to us as if they were lands of 
geld. Australia was looked upon as 
a country of gold diggings, while 
Newfoundland had some reputation as 
a country of silver, which proved to 
he the silver thaw. Having made up 
our minds to leave home we got the 
consent of our parents who gave us 
their permssion and allowed us to 
make our own choice. The step was 
hard but it was the best that offered, 
and with others going we decided to 
swell the number.

We wished and hoped and Intend- 
ed. if possible, to travel together, but 
in this we were disappointed, not that 
we were bound to separate, but the 
plan we chose In selecting a country 
resulted in our separation. It was

the plan of drawing lots. We there­
fore marked down the names of the 
countries to which people we»-e emi­
grating, and decided to draw c ur own j 
individual lot and in doing so we : 
drew separate countries. My brother 
drew Australia and then thi aw the 
paper back into the box, and then 1 
drew and my lot fell to Newfound­
land. The die was cast and the first 
pang of sorrow came into our lives 
rnd we felt in our hearts that we were 
separated. It seemed to have been 
doom, but yet it was not so, we still 
had the choice to go where we wished, 
but having decided on following out 
the plan of drawing lots we would not 
alter our intentions. We were full of 
hope at the time, like all young lads, 
hut the lumps came into our throats 
more than once when we found that 
cur paths lay so far apart.

At first we expected to sail iu the 
same ship, but of course we now had 
to seek two ships, and so in the 
course of time my brother found one 
bound for the land of gold, bound for 
far off Australia. Thus in a few 
months the sad day came and we 
stood on the quay and wished each 
ether good bye never to meet again. 
His course lay down the Atlantic and 
e round the Cape of Good Hope and 
out into the Indan Ocean to Australia ; 
but mine was a shorter cut, for com­
paratively speaking, Newfoundland 
was very near to Ireland. My brother j 
did well in Australia. He made good 
use of his bit of learning and aspired

in the opportunities offering. He be 
c: me interested in matters of State 
and l av; end rose to one of the high­
est positions in the country, and when 
last I heard from him he was a Judge 
of the Superior Court of Australia 
(i860.)

Dear Sir Robert,—
In the interview that I hâd with 

you at your home on the 13th Inst., 
we freely discussed every aspect of 
my business affairs, as far as they had 
a bearing on my political : future. I 
then intimated to you that I felt that 
for business reasons, mainly, I would 
have to decide at an early date as to 
whether I would go out of business or 
out of politics.

Since then I have given careful 
consideration to this question, es­
pecially in its bearing on my business 
and family affairs, and I have decid­
ed to abandon public life altogether 
for the present, and to devote myself 
closely to business.

Having arrived at that decision, 1 
feel that you and my other political 
friends with whom I have been asso­
ciated for the past fourteen years, 
should be advised at once of my decis­
ion, that I will not be a candidate at 
the General Election in November 
next, and that also with a view of de­
voting myself closely to business I 
have decided not to take any part in 
party politics tor at least four or five 
years.

1 think that in adopting this course 
at the present time, I am doing what 
is right in the interest of my business 
and my family; 1 may also add that 
I have been influenced in this decis­
ion, by the feeling that by giving at­
tention to business, we shall make a 
great big success of the new firm of 
Jackman The Tailor, Ltd., and that 
I shall In time be able to fulfill a 
moral obligation by paying back One 
Hundred Cents in the Dollar to all 
the Cash Creditors and Guarantors 
who lost money in the liquidation of 
our former business.

As the Liberal supporters of Pla­
centia & St. Mary’s are expecting me 
to be a Candidate in the interest of the 
Liberal Party, at the next General 
Election, I feel that I should1 ad­
vise them at the earliest possible date 
of my decision.

Section 14, of the Consolidated Sta­
tutes (2nd Series), the following Re­
gulations have been made by the un­
dersigned Stipendiary Magistrate:

1. Within the Municipal Limits no 
person shall “Coast,” Skate or Slide 
down the hills or highways or streets, 
except in the West End of the City 
from the crest of Palk’s Hill to the 
Cross Roads, and in the East End 
down Robinson’s Hill, under a pen­
alty not exceeding Five Dollars for 
every breach hereof.

2. Within the Municipal Limits any 
person throwing stones in the said 
streets shall be liable to a penalty not > 
exceeding Five Dollars for each of­
fence.

3. No person shall play games in 
the highways or other places calcu­
lated to inconvenience or annoy un­
der a penalty not exceeding Five Dol­
lars for every breach of this Regula­
tion.

NOTE.—The property of parents 
may be liable under distress for any 
penalty imposed on a minor.

The Mail also says that Col­
onel Jostoff. Chief of the Staff of the 
Third Bulgarian Army, before Chat- 
alja. who is now acting as military 
adviser to the Peace mission, will 
leave London’for the front to-morrow 
and that all the Powers, including 
Russia and Austria, have given as­
surance that hostilities will be limited 
to the Balkan States and Turkey.

There was nothing 
saved except the Cocoa, and we. numbering 
twenty-five men. were kept alive on it up to the 
20th of August, when we were i esc tied by the 
steamer * Meccano.’ of Kuenos Aires.

"Too much praise cannot be given to this 
Cocoa. We had a good stock of it there : we 
used it in a liquid state for drink, we also baked 
it on the fire, which kept us alive and warm 
for 6 weeks on this barren island, situated in a 
region of perpetual ice and snow.”

Special Evening Telegram.
London, Jan. 27.

The special commission appointed 
by the Balkan plenipotentiaries, draft­
ed a note to-day, notifying the Turk-' 
Ish plenipotentiaries that they propose- 
to brbak off peace negotiations. The 
note was not submitted by the Balkan 
delegations, which held no meeting 
to-day. Instead they gave a luncheon 
to celebrate the Saint Day of Saba, the 
patron of the Orthodox Church. Many 
from the delegations are leaving Lon­
don to rejoin their armies, expecting 
the resumption of hostilities. The 
note drafted is brief. It reminds Tur­
key that since the 6th. the sittings of 
the Conference have been suspended 
without Turkey moving. Events oc­
curring in Constantinople are proof 
that Turkey’s answer to the demand 
of the Allies concerning Adrianople 
and the Aegean Islands, will be in the 
negative. On this account, or unless 
the Turkish delegation offers new 
proposals, negotiations will be de­
finitely broken off. The Servian ex- 
Premier gives a luncheon to the oth­
er delegations to-morrow, after which 
the note will be examined, and thus 
another day will be gained before 
forcing the question of re-opening the 
Gar. Itechad Pasha, in an interview 
to-night, said he regretted the ob­
stinacy of the Allies, which he de­
clared was not only against Turkey’s 
interests, but also against their own.

BOSTON. Jan. 27.

One of the largest fares of fresh 
fish ever landed here in mid-winter, 
was brought in to-day by 38 sail of 
boats, totalling for the day 708,000 
pounds, or 354 tons of cod, haddock 
and halibut. Retail prices dropped 
materially during the day.
