The apparatus, after many trials,
up, dolly beautifully, and without dam-
aging her jn the -least; and. from
these small beginnings I progresssed
until I achieved similar results with
full-sized motor-'buses, and dnmmy
figures of men and women weighing
from ten up to fourteen stone.

My one great trouble at this junc-
ture was to.securé a ’bus, for the
companies asked me £50 a week for
the loan of .one of theirs,-and as !
wanted to carry out a lengthy course
of experiments, extending over many
weeks, any such sum was, of course,
quite out of the question.

Flicking Bricks Oiff the Readway.

Eventually I managed to secure a
sccond-hand one for £265, fixed my
apparatus to it, and set to work. 1
tell you I trained that apparatus as
one might train a performing animal.
Tinis may sound strange, but I am a
mechanical engineer by trade—I serv-
ed my apprenticeship with the West-
inghouse Company—and to me a piece
o! mechanism is a thing of life —
nearly.

It was the child of my brain, and 1
started out to educate it. 1 taught
it to flick a brick off the roadway and
into the cradle, and to lift it into
safety in the same manner, and *near-
ly as easily, half a ton of dead
weight. I experimented with dummy
men and women of all sorts and
sizes, placéd in all manner of posi-
tions, and eventually 1 decided to
teke the risk of allowing myself to ve
knocked down and picked up by it.

The first private demonstration also
took place in the Camberwell New
Road, but at two o'clock in the morn-
ing, when there was practically
nobody about. I was led to choose
this particular thoroughfare for my
initial experiment owing to the fact
that four people had been killed there
by motor-'buses the previous week.

I cannot truthfuly say that I was
not nervous, for I was. That is to
say, I did not fear for my life, for I
had sufficient faith in my apparatus
to know that that was secure at any
rate. But there was the question of
concussion, and this was an unknown
quantity. ' .

True, my safety guard possess great
resilency. But my motor-'bus weigh-
ed seven tons, and its pace, in order to:
make the experiment pertectly con-
clushe. had been increased to fifteen
It might, I reflected.

The Manifesto of Sir Robert Bond
has been accepted.as a Statesmanlike
statement of d programme which
will have considerable influence on
the future prosperity of the country.

Eighteen
months ago thousands of  fishermen
throughout the North gave - expres-
sion to their ‘feeling of alarm at the
mad panic of expenditure that was
going on and did their best to put an
end to it by petitioning -the Legisla-
ture to place their prayer for a Gen-
eral Election -twelver months ago be-
fore the :proper -authorities. Their
prayers met with ifsult and contume-
1y, and . although’ “backed by that
powerful -organization of the fisher-
men, the F. P. U., the request was
turned down, and wanton waste and
wild extravagance was continued on
a greater scale than ever, in order
forsooth to gain over the  electorate
by gigantic givings-out. No wondet
was -it that the F.P.U. turned their
attention to the Liberal Party and did
