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WAR TAXES.
By JOHN ANDERSON.

When the Chancellor of the Ex­
chequer brings before the British 
House of Commons any cffange 
brought about by increased taxation 
upon Banks, Trade, qr Commerce, he 
consults with the leading Bankers of 
London, Business Men in Trade, and 
experts in Finance.

It is gratifying to know that the 
Finance Bill last month before the 
House of Commons contains a clause 
providing for the increase of the sta­
tutory percentage for arriving at the 
pre-war standard of profits in cases 
where there has not been one pre-war 
trade year. In submitting the Bud­
get resolutions, the Chancellor of the 
Exchequer intimated that a conces­
sion would be made in regard to the 
interest on new capital employed, and 
stated that the increase in the case 
of public companies would be 3 per 
cent—from 6 to 9 per cent—and in 
the case of private firms 4 per cent— 
from 7 per cent to 11 per cent.

It was hoped the Government and 
the Hon. Minister of Finance would 
accept an amendment to the Bill by 
allowing 6 per cent on all capital em­
ployed in Business, this was the only 
concession asked for, if incorporated 
or Limited Liability Co.’s in Great 
Britain are allowed Interest on Capi­
tal 9 p.c„ Private Companies, 11 p.c. 
In Canada 7 p.c. Interest on Capital is 
allowed to Incorporated Companies. 
The ordinary business trader under 
the Canadian Act is allowed 11 p.c.

The members of the *business sec­
tion of the Legislative Council asked 
for a fair and reasonable compromise.

To amend section three of the Act 
which reads:—

"There shall be paid to His Majesty 
by the person owning any business to 
which this Act applies a tax of 20 per 
centum of the net profits in excess of 
the sum of three thousand dollars 
earned by such business during each 
of the accounting periods hereinafter | 
mentioned," by adding the words “6 p. 
c. of the capital will be allowed to 
companies and private traders."

When we consider that about 250 In­
corporated Bodies are scattered all 
over the country doing business under 
the Act respecting companies, 62 and 
63 Vic., Cap. 10, and are Registered in 
this Colony. Shareholders are com­
posed of all classes. Rich and Poor, 
many depending upon dividends for a 
living.

Let us take for example two busi­
nesses, which may be either limited 
liability companies with a fixed capi­
tal, having a number of sharehold­
ers some undoubtedly men of wealth, 
but other shares being on account of 
families of men who invested in 
these enterprises and who have since 
passed away, their widows and fami­
lies are dependent on their earnings 
of such companies for their liveli­
hood; or such business may be owned 
by private individuals; but the argu­
ment in each case is equally strong. 
Had he so wished he could have in­
vested his capital (or a portion of it) 
in channels other than his business, 
instead of which, in the case of the 
greater number of our business men, 
they have consistently utilised any 
profits they made to add to their capi­
tal, develop and extend their business, 
and whilst it is conceded they have 
so done with the hope of acquiring 
still further gain, it must be equally 
remembered that all capital invested 
in development of local enterprises is 
a distinct benefit to the country.

Assume Firm ‘A’ to have capital of 
one hundred thousand dollars, and to 
have needed and secured loans from 
their bankers during the year of an 
average, of say two hundred thousand 
dollars, and to have made a net profit 
of ten thousand dollars. Their state­
ment would appear:

Third Alternative.
Income Tax in Canada.

Tax upon profits proved a failure. 
There Is a Bill at the present time be­
fore the Canadian Parliament that 
seems to me to be fair, just and oper­
ative. It is proposed in Canada to 
bring an income tax 4 p. c. upon in­
comes exceeding $2,000 per annum 
in the case of unmarried men and 
widowers without children, and ex­
ceeding $3,000 in the case of other 
persons, and in addition thereto a 
supertax of 2 p.c. upon the amount 
by which the income exceeds $6,000 
and does not exceed $10,000 and 6 p.c. 
upon the amount by which the Income 
exceeds $10,000 and does not exceed 
$20,000 and 8 p.c. the amount by 
which the income exceeds 820,000 and 
does not exceed $30,000 and 10 p.c.. 
$20,000 and 8 p.c. on the amount by 
upon the amount by which the 
income excBeds^$30,000, and does 
not exceed $50,000\and 16 p.c. up­
on the amount by which the income 
exceeds $50,000, and does not exceed 
$100,000 and 25 p.c., upon the balance, 
which works out as follows:—

session of the Canadian Parliament it 
is proposed to tax all young men with 
a salary over $1,600.

Fourth Alternative,
Income Tax for the Colony. Earned 

and Unearned.
$3,000 to $10,000 6 p.c.; over $10,000 

6 p.c. and a Super Tax graded.
What we require is a carefully con­

sidered Bill that will meet the com­
mercial conditions of the Colony, a 
Joint committee repreaenting all sec­
tions of our trade, Executive Council, 
Bankers and Legislative Council.

Let us do what has been done In 
Great Britain and the Dominion of 
Canada—have a conference with all 
parties, two heads are better than 
one; four heads are better than two; 
but above all, let us keep them cool, 
do the right thing to support the Min­
ister of Finance in raising money to 
carry on the War, but protect the 
trade and commerce of the country.

Parting of the Ways.
The Hon. Prime Minister, Sir Ed­

ward Morris, has faithful friends 
among the gentlemen of the Legis­
lative Council who voted down the 
Profit Tax BUI. It was a one-sided 
bill, pot a fair and equitable one. 
The Parting of the Way from Sir Ed­
ward, was the measure, not the man. 
During heated debate, the use of a 
wrong word may slip In, not with the 
slightest intention to hurt the feel­
ings of any person, or cause offence. 
The Hon. Minister of Finance must 
have the money to finance the War. 
The Trade and the Country are going 
to back him, we must do our duty to 
King, Country and Empire, and our 
boys at the front. We want no split 
or party feeling between the two 
branches of the Legislature, its not a 
pôlicV of vengeance or blood and 
jrioney from the trade, but amity for 
the welfare of the Colony. I would 
respectfully suggest in the interest 
of the Colony, future War, and other 
loans, and the general stability of 
our credit at home and abroad, that 
a small commission of the best minds 
be immediately chosen to carefully 
study and prepare a bill to be in 
operation during the continuance of 
the War that will meet with the ap­
proval of all sections of our Colonial 
life.

Let the Commission be as a sug­
gestion:—

Three members of the Executive 
Council, Three members of the Leg­
islative Council, Two Bankers, Two 
members of the Board of Trade.

I commend to the powers that be 
a careful consideration of our pre­
sent situation. If a policy of vin­
dictiveness is pursued disaster must 
inevitably come to the country. Even 
at this late hour a satisfactory bill 
can be agreed upon that will cement 
both houses, restore confidence at 
home and the credit of the Colony 
throughout the world.

The Lasting Shame 
of Our Legislators.

The House has closed with a re­
affirmation of the principles for 
which our nation is fighting, and a 
vote of determination to carry on the 
war to a successful issue—but how? 
In response to appeal our bravest and 
best young men have gone forth, some 
never to return, alas. That is the 
unfortunate part of the voluntary 
system; the bravest men, the most 
intelligent and most chivalrous men 
quickly see the urgency of the call.

The indifferent, the cowardly, the 
men who are ready to walk to suc­
cess over the bodies of others stay 
behind—and reap the benefit.

The United States had been watch­
ing carefully and she saw the failure 
of the Voluntary System, so she 
adopted the Selective Draft. Person­
ally I believe she would have had no 
trouble in enrolling a million volun­
teer soldiers, but this other way is 
much the fairer.

The position of the Newfonndland 
Regiment is this: another serious en­
gagement would find it wdthout re­
serves. There is no recruiting going 
on at present outside St. John’s, and 
very few men are being added to the 
list.

If the Regiment cannot be kept up 
to strength in the field it will prob­
ably be distributed among other 
British or Canadian regiments, and 
1st Newfoundland Regiment of which 
we were so proud would be known no 
more.

The Profits Tax Again.
--------- I

At last we have the real i 
explanation of all the 
trouble over the Profits 
Tax. The News informs . 
us that "if the opposition I 

to the Profits Tax Bill had been con­
ducted in the spirit and temper of . 
the letter of Mr. R. B. Job .... there 
is little doubt that the present legis- | 
lative crisis would never have de- , 
veloped." We are beginning to see 
light. It was the spirit, then, and not 
the contentious of the Legislative | 
Council that was at fault. The hon­
ourable gentlemen did not behave 
properly. It was unreasonable of 
them to get angry when the Govern­
ment refused to listen to a word they 
said. They should have swallowed 
their anger, much as the Kaiser’s 
ministers must do. Mere ordinary 
Councillors as they were, they should 
have approached the high Govern- . 
ment dignitaries far otherwise than j 
they did, as it were cap in hand, with ! 
genuflections and obeisances, be­
seeching them humbly and in gentle 
tones to reconsider one or two points 
in the admirable measure. What 
nonsense it all is! We should come 
to a strange pass indeed were the 
things which a man says to be of less 
account than his manner of saying 
them. The News is most unfortu­
nate in its contention. If either side 
displayed the wrong spirit it was cer­
tainly the Government. To every 
single thing the opponents of the bill 
said they turned a deaf ear. The 
former were most reasonable. They 
went into every detail of the meas­
ure, approving some, announcing no 
objection to others and, as they had 
every right to do, strongly opposing 
the rest. They offered amendments; 
they submitted alternative proposals; 
they stated their willingness to pay 
more than the tax would require pro­
vided only one obnoxious feature, 
having little to do with the amount 
to be raised but giving certain busi­
nesses a most unfair advantage over 
others, were removed. All to no pur­
pose. The Government were ada­
mant. They would listen to nothing. 
They thought they had the power to 
ram the measure down the throats of 
the Council and of the country, and 
they intended to use that power to 
the utmost. And now one of their 
mouthpieces complains of the “spirit 
and temper” in which the Council 
conducted its opposition! We leave 
our readers to judge between the 
spirit displayed by Sir Edgar Bow­
ring, Mr. Harvey and the others and 
that displayed by the Government 
throughout and the Premier in his 
speech to the prorogued Assembly.

The News states that Mr. Job has 
presented the attitude of the Trade in 
an entirely different light from that 
suggested by the action of the Council. 
The truth is, Mr. Job does not 
bring forward, and does not profess

to bring forward, a single fresh argu­
ment. Perhaps it has Just dawned 
upon the News that the bill is a tax 
upon capital, that instead of taking 
some of the products of the commer­
cial machine it takes whole pieces out 
of the machinery itself, to an extent 
which may threaten the cessation of 
the products altogether. One import­
ant point Mr. Job does emphasize 
when he refers to the large fishery yet 
to be marketed and the necessity of 
the Government and the commercial 
community working in harmony. Let 
the Government take note. It has so 
far, in its conduct of this bill and 
through the utterances of the Premier, 
declared open war on the commercial 
community in the most objectionable 
and offensive manner.

Finally, the News brings up the old 
argument that the tax is only tempor­
ary. That does not excuse its faults 
and injustices, and everyone knows 
how much easier it is to introduce 
such changes than to remove them 
once made. The suggestion that the 
bill be allowed to go through and its 
working be watched is delightful. It 
reminds us of the nursemaid’s test 
of the temperature of the baby’s bath: 
put him in—if he turns red it is too 
hot, if he turns blue it is too cold. 
Is there no one in the whole of our 
splendid National Government with 
ordinary sense enough to see NOW the 
flagrant defects of the measure, and 
with public spirit enough to urge 
their removal before actual experi­
ence works inevitable and perhaps ir­
remediable harm?

POPE’S TERMS WILL NOT BE 
ACCEPTED.

LONDON, To-Day.
It has long been known to thé 

statesmen -of the Allied countries that 
the Central Powers are eager to con­
clude peace on the terms of restor­
ation of the status quo; therefore 
there is no need of any protracted 
consideration before saying what the 
attitude of the Allies will be. A status 
quo peace would be distinctly a Ger­
man peace and is the very thing which 
President Wilson and other states­
men have long emphasized as impos­
sible and unthinkable. All the sac­
rifices of this terrible war will have 
been In vain If we do not conclude 
a peace which will insure the world 
against a repetition. In reply to an 
Inquiry whether the Vatican note had 
been expected or had come as a sur­
prise it was stated that the first In­
timation regarding it reached White­
hall yesterday, although similar news 
would not have caused any surprise 
at any time in the past two months. 
It was explained that on account of 
its nature the note probably would 
require no formal answer, but it Is 
expected that formal replies will be 
delivered by means of speeches in the 
next few days by various Allied 
statesmen. The belief in Whitehall 
is that any proposal for a status quo 
peace will have a curtcr reception in 
the United States than In Europe. 
The American position in this war 
has perhaps been made clearer than 
any other belligerent’s, said the in­
formant of the Associated Press. The ■ 
United States has no entangling alii- j 
ances in this matter and has taken a 
firm stand for peace which will clear ! 
the world of the menace of militar- ( 
ism and absolutism. From the Am- , 
erican point of view any status quo 
peace obviously is impossible. The . 
suggestion for a return of the German | 
colonies is one which we will leave , 
with perfect confidence to the consid- | 
eration of the American people. It is ! 
unthinkable that the hapless natives 
should be returned to a power which 
has shown herself so unfit to admin­
ister the affairs of subject races. If 
anything could be worse than Ger- j 
many's record in Europe it is her 
record in her colonies. No permanent 
peace is possible in Africa with Ger­
many there. America is to-day the 
greatest hope of the Entente Allies 
for a stable peace. America Is fresh 
and determined, she has vigor and 
backbone, youth, strength and unlim­
ited resources. She will not let Eu­
rope halt until peace on a stable and 
permanent basis has been definitely 
established. That is one great reason 
why everyone of her Alleis should be 
overwhelmingly thankful that Ameri­
ca now is with us.

FURTHER UTOPIAN PROPOSALS.
WASHINGTON, To-Day.

An official outline of the Pope’s 
peace proposals received here dis­
closes that the proposals Include the 
reduction of armaments and freedom 
of the seas, and that there shall be 
no retaliatory struggle after the war 
for world commercial supremacy. 
These are regarded as foundation 
stones of the Pope's plan delivered 
to resident Ambassadors and Minis­
ters of the warring powers at Rome.

What the Sheriff

Milwaukee County was in the mar­
ket for two automobiles for the Sher­
iff’s office. The cars they were con­
sidering were the Marmon, Pathfind­
er “12,” Ross “8,” MacFarland “6,” 
Packard “12,” and the Premier, also 
the Hudson Super-Six. The points 
they gave most consideration were 
quick pickup and speed. It was ar­
ranged to have all of these cars meet 
at the County Jail at two o’clock on 
the Afternoon of February 21st, last, 
to hold a contest.

This contest was held on the Grand 
Avenue Viaduct, which Is about 1,800 
feet long. The ears were to race In 
pairs, from a standing start. The 
Super-Six and Marmon were matched 
for the first race. Both cars carried 
six passengers. The Hudson won this 
contest very easily, showing better 
than GO miles per hour at the other 
end of the Viaduct. The Ross “8," 
then eliminated the Premier, showing 
a maximum speed of forty-nine miles 
an hour. The Maximum speed of the 
Premier was forty-four miles per 
hour. The Hudson Super-Six then 
eliminated the Ross “8,” again show­
ing better than sixty miles an hour.

The Pathfinder then eliminated the 
MacFarland, showing a maximum 
speed of fifty-four miles an hour. The 
Super-Six eliminated the Pathfinder 
at sixty miles an hour. Then the Su­
per Six eliminated the Jackson at a 
speed of sixty miles an hour.

This eliminated all cars and crown­
ed the Super-Six Queen of the Speed­
way, regardless of price.

It was hard for the Marmon people 
to realize that their $5,000 speed de­
mon had been defeated, and they re­
quested another chance which was 
gladly granted them. This time the 
Super-Six got two to three lengths the 
worst of the start, due to the fact that 
eight cross links pulled out of their 
chains and the wheels kept slipping. 
This handicap was not enough as the 
Super-Six was ahead before they had 
gone quarter of the distance, and pull­
ed up winner by at least three quart­
ers of a block, going better than sixty 
miles an hour.

The Super-Six negotiated the same 
distance from a standing start with 
four passengers, and showed better 
than sixty-five miles per hour at the 
finish tape. In fact they so far out­
classed everything in acceleration i 
and speed, that the contest was al­
most a Joke. The Packard twin six 
refused to take part in the contest. 
The Callillac “8,” was also on the 
grounds, and was invited to lake part, 
but refused.

The Super-Six was strictly a stock 
model without a change of any de­
scription, having the stock gear ratio 
of four and five-elevenths to one. The 
Sheriff concluded the Hudson Super- 
Six was the car he wanted.—adv.ll .

Sound Sense on 
the Political Situation.
Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—When the Coalition or 
National Government was formed on 
the 18th July we were told that grave 
national questions were before the 
country which justified the coalition. 
Up to the present the country has 
seen no result but an unseemly, 
wrangle between the two branches of 
the Legislature over the Business Pro­
fits Tax Bill. If the leading editorial 
In last evening’s Star Is to be taken 
seriously, the gentlemen who make 
up the Coalition Government are de­
termined to embroil the country in a 
war between the classes and the 
masses when everyone should stand 
shoulder to shoulder in the fight 
ggalnst the Hun. If this Is what the 
coalition means the sooner His Ex­
cellency the Governor dismisses the 
Assembly and calls upon the people

to elect a body of patriotic citizens 
who will place patriotism before self 
the better for all concerned. Is there 
no way to amend the present Bill so 
that it may become acceptable to the 
Upper House, as they all appear to. 
be in favor of the principle of the 
Bill? The people have too much con­
fidence in men of Hons. Sir Edgar 
Bowring’S and John ’Harvey’s stamp 
to think that their opposition to the: 
Bill in Its present form 16 actuated 
by their zeal for their own business 
profits. The Bill has many objec­
tionable features which the fishermen 
themselves are criticising. What 
about the wealthy lawyers, doctors 
and landlords? Are they Included In 
the Bill? By all means, as the Star 
says, levy a tax on excess wealth and 
all hoarded wealth. The man who can 
live In luxury and bank several thons-; 
ands of dollars on the season’s turn­
over while the war lasts is a traitor, 
be he merchant, fisherman or poli­
tician.
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Where Is the man in the country 
who will consent to be appointed to 
the Upper House under the circum­
stances outlined in yesterday's Star?

But apart from that, this is no time 
to be hair splitting. The war is rag­
ing and our boys are spilling their 
blood in France for freedom. They 
want reinforcements, and how do the 
Government propose to face the ques­
tion? It will make no difference to 
the boys in the trenches or to the 
country at large whether Hon. John 
Anderson or Doctor Lloyd climbs 
down from the perch. What the coun­
try wants is unity of action and pur­
pose on the part of every man in the 
country with a fixed determination 
to help carry on the,war. Why was 
this Bill not introduced in the early 
part of the session? The people more­
over will expect, in view of all that 
has been said about the cost of an 
election, that the politicians will give 
their services free during the Extra­
ordinary Session of the Legislature 
now about to be called. If we mis­
take not some of the merchants who 
hold seats in the Upper House have 
been giving their talents and services 
free of charge in carrying on the work 
of the Patriotic Committee ever since 
war first broke out. Let the politici­
ans now prove that they can rise to 
the occasion and give their time and 
attention to public matters during the 
coming session free of charge to the 
Colony.

The country is watching you, gen­
tlemen, and when you formed t,he Co­
alition Government they expected you 
to get down to real and earnest busi­
ness. Why should it be too late for 
the suggestions outlined in Mr. Job’s 
letter to beavailed of? The House is 
not yet In session. Bury the hatchet, 
then, and get down to business, for 
rest assured there will be greater 
problems than this to face before the 
end of the present year. The autumn 
is nearly upon us and the people are 
busy reaping, perhaps, the largest 
harvest from the sea in the past gen­
eration. You have made It your busi­
ness to see that this la marketed so 
that the people will receive the best 
value for their produce. You will 
find that in order to do this you will 
have to work together and have con­
fidence in one another. In unity Is 
strength. There are other serious 
questions facing the country which 
will tax your skill and judgment to 
the uttermost. Instead then of wast­
ing valuable time in wrangling over 
hair-splitting issues let the spirit of 
give and take be the guiding spirit of 
your deliberations.

In conclusion, Mr. Editor, I would 
say that I have no “axe to grind” In 
defending the merchants, but have 
been prompted to write the above af­
ter reading the article in yesterday’s 
Star.

LITTLE WAR IN BRITISH PAR.

LIAMENT.
LONDON, Aug. 14.

A day of great political excitement 
in London concluded to-night with 
the announcement that George Niçh- 
olle. Barnes, Minister of Pensions, 
had.^en appointed to replace Arthur 
Henderson as Labor member of the 
War Cabinet. The appointment, ac- 1 
cording to a semi-official statement, 
has the approval of all other La­
bor members of the Government. 
Thus the crisis which seemed to 
threaten the existence of the Govern- 1 
ment has been at least temporarily 
solved and unless unexpected devel­
opments occur there will be no ap­
peal to the country.

The Government announced in Par- 1 
liament to-day that the Ministers had 
decided not to grant passports to de- ’ 
legates to the Stockholm Interna­
tional Socialistic Congress, thereby 
falling in line with other allied gov­
ernments in this respect. It is not 
doubted this decision will be accepted 
hy the major section of the country 
and by the newspapers.

Mr. Henderson, in the Commons to­
day, made an impassioned defence of 
his position in the conflict 'that has 
arisen between himself anti Prime 
Minister Lloyd George. He entered 
Into great detail on the recent events, 
but still left much mystery regarding 
his relations with the Premier since 
his return from Russia. Henderson’s 
supporters contend that the entire 
misunderstanding had arisen through 
the Government having previously 
failed to take decisive action on the 
Stockholm Conference. They say that 
had their decision announced to-day 
been formulated a week ago the en­
tire crisis would have been avoided. 
Henderson impressed the House con­
siderably by showing that the ques­
tion of his visit to Paris was the sub­
ject of a special Cabinet meeting, and 
much sympathy was arrested on his 
behalf by his having been kept wait­
ing for an hour outside the doors of 
the Cabinet meeting and by the fact 
that he first learned through the col­
umns of an evening newspaper that 
his resignation had been accepted. 
The debate in the Commons did noth­
ing to reconcile the conflict of evi­
dence between Lloyd George and 
Henderson, as to the line Henderson 
intended to take at last Friday’s La­
bor Conference. Lloyd George main­
tains that the Ministers had received 
the impression that Henderson in­
tended to turn down the Stockholm 
Conference, while Henderson denied 
that he ever had hinted that he would

take any other course than that he 
had followed. He said had he been 
asked to state the Government’s posi­
tion at Friday’s Conference he would 
have had no alternative but to resign. 
He spokek with great bitterness of 
what he characterized as the most 
shameful treatment he had suffered 
at the hands of the Premier.

Henderson, opening his address in 
defence of his position, complained of 
the "unprecedented press campaign 
against myself and the difficulty, if 
not impossibility, of finding a prece­
dent in history for the conduct pur­
sued by the Premier and his col­
leagues in regard to my case. The 
press campaign," Henderson contin­
ued, “was so perfected that the first 
I kiew; that my resignation Mad been 
accepted was through., the Bfcll Mall 
Gazette. After the decision of the 
Labor Conference on Friday, I inter­
viewed the Prime Minister, who made 
it clear that my retaining the Secre­
taryship of the Labor Party was in­
compatible with my remaining in the 
War Council. When I came to a 
choice, only one course was mine. If 
the full story in regard to the Stock­
holm Conference must be told in the 
national interest it should not be told 
now, and I am content to join the list 
of ex-Ministers who are waiting an 
opportunity to state. the full facts of 
their cases with prejudice to the na­
tional interests. On my return from 
Russia, I proposed to visit France, 
which was under consideration at a 
special meeting of the War Cabinet, 
twenty-four hours before my leaving, 
and which Premier,Lloyd, George did 
not attend. It being the decision of 
the Labor Party that I should go, I 
wired the Prime Minister, informing 
him of my position and I could make 
this comriiént that tliè 'Prime Minister 
and his colleagues who issued the 
document to the press charging me 
with withholding information about 
the Conference, have been convicted 
before the whole House of intimating 
that the whole arrangements for the 
trip to Paris Were tiiade without their 
knowledge.

Premier Lloyd George interrupted 
Mr. Henderson at this point by say­
ing, "I would like to ask my honor­
able friend what he means by saying 
that he sent a wire to me at Paris 
stating his position? Does he mean 
to suggest that he wired me that the 
decision had been taken and that he 
was coming to Paris with four Rus­
sian delegates. There was nothing 
of the decision of the Labor Party."

Henderson insisted his statement 
was in strict harmony with his posi­
tion. “After the decision had been 
taken with regard to my visit to Par­
is." lie said, "I intimated that' to the 
Prime Minister and that was the sub­
ject of a special Cabinet meeting."

Mr. Bonar Law, Chancellor of the 
Exchequer, interrupted the speaker, 
saying: “I really must put the fact 
before the House. The Prime Minis­
ter was absent -and his colleagues 
here had no knowledge whatever from 
Mr. Henderson of his intention to go

to Paris with Mr. James 
MacDonald. We discovered it first 
from this telegram which was circu­
lated to us and we summoned the 
Cabinet to deal with it We clearly 
expressed to Mr. Henderson our dis­
approval, but he intimated that it was 
decided upon and he must go. In 
these circumstances I was not able 
further to interfere with him."

Mr. Henderson accepted Bonar 
Law’s statement, but said that It did 
not clear Mr. Bonar Law or the Cab­
inet from the fact that they had inti­
mated in the House that all the ar­
rangements were made without the 
Cabinet’s knowledge. The speaker 
added that be informed the War Cab­
inet of his recommendations to the 
Labor Party Executive to accept the 
invitation to the Stockholm Confer­
ence, if the Conference were made 
consultative instead of mandatory. 
There was a sharp division within 
the Cabinet and he offered to resign." 
Continuing, Henderson said, "Return­
ing from Paris I gave the Prime Min­
ister a full and faithful statement of 
my personal position and my reasons 
for advocating my attendance at the 
Conference. At the close of the con­
vention Mr. Lloyd George asked me 
to attend a special meeting of the 
Cabinet, but when I arrived I was 
told to wait, which I did tor an hour.” 
Henderson dealt exhaustively with 
the charge that he had broken faith 
in failing to give the Conference the 
telegram of M. Kerensky, the Russian 
Premier. He pointed out that he 
could not, when speaking as the Sec­
retary of the Labor Party, quote a 
government telegram, but said he had 

>ld th'e Government that the new 
"ussiun Government had;modified its 

position. His least intention, he as­
serted, was to withhold any informa­
tion he was legally entitled to give. 
He urged the House not to debate the 
subject in view of the evidence of 
unrest in the country and the diffi­
culties he believed the Government 
would have to face before the Stock­
holm question, was finally disposed of. 
He had endeavored ever since the war 
began, occasionally at great risk in 
the ranks of his own movement, to 
do only what l>e thought would lead 
to a victory for the Allied cause and 
for a lasting, honorable, and he hoped, 
people’s peace.

ENTENTE AIRPLANE DROP BOMBS
AMSTERDAM, Aug. 14.

Canada’s Persecution 
Of Capital.

And What it May Lead (<i In Future 
World Competition for funds.

(By H. Kelly Dickinson.)

Those newspapers and politicians 
vho are demanding an excess profits 
tax in addition to the income tax on 
corporations, would, if , permitted, 
bring the whole business fabric uboui 
our ears. It seems to be impossible 
to impress the dull minds of some of 
these critics With the fact that the 
only way in which Canada Can climb 
out of the deep hole of indebtedness 
js by intens.ive productivity, apcU.tliS# 
any restriction of Industrial efforts, 
beyond reasonable taxation, will re­
duce our national income and prevent 
capital from further participating in 
the development and sale of our nat­
ural resources.

Canada's net debt will soon be one 
billion dollars, if it has not already 
reached that sum, and the only 
means we have to pay interest on that 
sum, and in course of time to redeem 
the principle, is by increasing our 
production of raw and finished com­
modities. We can do this only by en ­
couraging capital. We certainly can ­
not accomplish it by treating capital 
as we would treat a virulent cpidepi- 

Money, in tire form of capital, is 
the root of national prosperity. 
When capital talks it is accompanied

th3 lumber mill, the textile factory, 
the machine shop, and the mine. A 
million dollars of capital goes into a 
coal mine and ten million dollars of 
coal is produced, but capital gets its 
5 or 6 p.c. return (perhaps not that 
for years) and the balance goes into 
pay roll, and into the purchase of 
material from the lumber mill, the 
machine shop, and so forth. If we 
prevent, the million dollar capital 
from going into the enterprise of coal 
mining, we lose the ten million dol­
lar output; apd,the lumber mill and 
llie machine shop, and the pay roll 
will suffer accordingly.

''Whence Come the Objections!
Whence comes this agitation 

against capital? This relentless per­
secution of vested Interests? What is 
(lie reason for it? Capital has had a 
sorry enough time in Canada, In all 
conscience. It is probable, for in­
stance, that British Investments in the 
industries of Canada have not aver­
aged two per cent, per annum for the 
past twenty years. It may not be 
too much to say that capital invest­
ments i t Canada have, on the average 
been actually impaired to the extent 
of 25 to 50 per cent. But this capital 
lias been spent in the country, return 
or no return on the investment. 
Therefore, capital is not such a deep- 
dyed villain, after all.

Snrely Not Labour.
Then, whence comes the agitation? 

It cannot be on account of labour? 
Not that, surely! Labour has always 
been well paid in Canada, and has ex­
ercised a complete monopoly of its 
product (as shown in the exclusion of 
British workmen) never even dream 
ed of by the providers and operators 
of capital. Labour to-day has uo 
complaint and when it has, a mere 
request for shorter hours or Increas­
ed pay is immediately gratified. 
Therefore the persecution of capital 
cannot be excused on the score of 
oppression of labour.

Why, then, are we entertained by 
members of parliament with tirades 
against capital, as represented by in 
dustry? We have eliminated all pos­

sible causes, except one. That is, De­
magoguery! A Demagogue, we learn 
on reliable authority, is a leader or 
orator who panders to popular pre­
judices and passion». The country is 
full of these gentry to-day, just as 
Russia is full of them, and their in­
fluence will be quite as demoralizing 
to Canada’s economic future as it has 
been to the present military status of 
Russia.

Much Sanity Needed.
It will take much sanity, much 

more than we appear at the moment 
to have at Ottawa, to offset the teach­
ings of those who “pander to popular 
prejudices and passions,” but we 
must have it, if we are to come out 
of this war solvent We have less 
than eight million people in Canada 
to-day. How are we going to pro­
vide employment for the millions of 
new-comers we confidently hope for 
in the next decade or two if we drive 
our surplus capital and European 
and American capital to other fields 
of investment?

Capital is cosmopolitan, English 
especially so, and the peoples of Rus­
sia, Japan, India, Egypt, Persia and 
the Balkans will realize their oppor­
tunities after the war, and will know 
how to treat British and American 
capitalists who seek to develop the 
untold resources of their countries.

Our present disposition towards 
capital and industry bids fair to put 
Canada in the last place in the race 
of nations for trade supremacy. 
There will be keen competition for 
the world’s capital when war is end­
ed, and the people who respect capit­
al, and appreciate the risks involved, 
will get the money. Canada does not 
respect capital. Canada reviles it.

Kerensky’s Health
Causes Worry.

Friends Fear He Will Collapse Under 
Strain.

London, Aug. 7.--The health of 
Alexander F. Kerensky, Russia’s man 
of the hour, is a matter of grave con­
cern to his friends and associates, ac­
cording to members of an English 
'delegation whfcli has just returned 
from Petrograd. Premier Kerensky's 
health was none too good when he 
took office, and the strain since lias 
been not only constant, but probably 
heavier than on any other statesman 
in the world to-day.

Illustrative of his weakness it is 
stated that even during the first 
weeks of the revolution every public 
speech he made was followed by a 
period of faintness. His friends say 
that only his tremendous will power 
and nervous energy have kept him 
going so long.

Those who have seen the brilliant 
Russian leader in the last few weeks 
lescribe his face as being haggard 
and drawn, his figure emaciated, his 
voice still strong and vibrant, but 
speech marred by frequent coughing, 
and liis eyes brilliant, but not with 
the brilliance of ruddy health. ■

The Premier’s whole appearance 
unmistakably shows the effect of the 
enormous work required of him every 
twenty-four hours and the heavy re­
sponsibility and constant dram on his 
slender physical resources.

The “ Yap Mind THE BOW-LEGGED MAN.
The bow-legged man is an unhappy 

victim of the pernicious habit of tight 
lacing, carried to extremes.

Nature has been lavish in her gifts 
to man, and one of her noblest pre­
sents is a pair of long, lissom legs 
patterned after the front porch pil­
lars of a colonial hoqse.. Two hun­
dred years ago men lised to take more 
pride and satisfaction in the owner­
ship of a set of straight, knobby legs 
than they do now, and did not make 
any effort to conceal them.

A new spirit of international amity 
has been engendered. Amour propre 
has been buried. We have come very 
near to St. Paul’s ideal, for the Allies 
have everything practically in com­
mon—naval and military force, mon­
ey, and economic strength ; all is 
shared with a fine disregard of na­
tional interests and national suscep­
tibilities.

lows: Before the war, with a grow­
ing family, I had hard work making 
both ends meet. Since then I find 
myself in comparatively affluent cir­
cumstances. How is this brought 
about? To start with, two of my sons 
enlisted and made an allotment to as­
sist in the upkeep of their parents’ 
home. This meant two less to feed 
and clothe and additional help to 
their parents. But apart from this it 
is to be particularly noted that my 
employers advanced my pay volun­
tarily three times since the com­
mencement of the war, with the result 
that the great increase in the cost of 
necessaries has been more than offset 
by my earnings. My boys’ allowan­
ces are being banked and will be 
available to give them a good start in 
life after the termination of the war.

But I am getting away from what I 
started to write about, namely, the 
proposed profits tax.

It has been my privilege, Mr. Edi­
tor. to approve of my sons fighting 
for that Empire to which I am very 
proud to belong. Not only that, but 
it is also my duty as well as pleas­
ure to contribute my share of the 
costs of the war so far as my means 
allow, and here I wish to analyze my 
ease as compared to the merchants, 
whom it is intended to especially tax-, 
and in my opinion in a most unfair 
way.

I have gone into the facts and fig­
ures with a friend who has to do with 
the duties paid by a large firm in 
whose employ he is, and together we 
work out the following figures:

A laboring man having to live on 
say $500 a year. Flour is the heavi­
est item of his expenditure and on 
this he has to pay 27% cents duty per 
barrel or say a tax of 2 p.c. Taking 
other items in detail we figure his 
$500 has to pay to the public revenue 

p.c. or say $25 and added to this at 
present there is a war tax of 10 p.c. 
or $2.50.

Then take the so-called wealthy 
man spending say $5,000 per annum 
and analysing what he has to spend 
this on, we figure he pays duties 
amounting to 20 p.c. or $1,000 and a 
war tax of $100. Is not this a fair 
distribution of necessary taxation, as 
well as the war tax, to which we 
should all contribute according to our 
means. Such a form of taxation may 
be likened to the British Income Tax 
where the percentages increase ac­
cording to a man’s wealtli and which 
is admittedly one of the fairest kinds 
of taxation.

Reference has also been made to 
the wealthy class looking for recruits 
and not being willing to “pay the 
piper” itself. What utter rubbish. 
Will anyone attempt to prove our 
mere!-ants have not contributed their 
sons just as readily as the laborers? 
St. John's in this respect stands out 
onspicuously well.
What I have written as regards my 

self as a St. John's man applies more 
especially to our fishing class. Is 
not the fisherman to-day better off 
than he has ever been?

My views regarding changes in 
taxation are as follows: Abolish all 
duty on flour so that those who may 
not have benefited financially by the 
war may obtain this necessary item 
at the lowest possible cost. After 
the present Iff p.c. war tax into 20 or 
25 p.c. and the additional revenue re­
quired for war purposes will be easily 
obtained and in a way which no par­
ticular class will feel.

If the present proposed tax is car­
ried through it may mean a demor­
alization of trade which will be far- 
reaching and ruinous to the whole 
community.

Before concluding I think there is 
one other point worth referring to 
and that appertains to motor cars. 
This accentuates the doctrine of en­
vy, hatred and malice which is all too 
much in evidence these days. I under­
stand there are about 170 cars licen­
sed in St. John's, that about 30 of 
these belong to the mercantile class 
(which it is the intention of our pa­
triotic national government to tax) 
and that the remaining 140 have as 
owners very few who will contribute 
anything to the proposed profit war 
tax, although the running of sueh
