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Prohibitionists
Hold Mass Meeting :::

‘Many Speakers

Address Pack-

ed Hall --- Significant
Resolutions Passed.

Last ovening's meeting of friends:
and supporters of prohibition in the
Methodist College Hall was very
largely attended, among the audi-
enco baing some Jadies. On the plat-
form wero Rev,-Dr. Curtis, the chair-
man; Rev, Drs. Bond and Jones;
Revs, GQordon Dickis, D. B. Hemmeon,
. W. Forbes, 7. B. Darby, A. B
Btirling and W. Bugdon; Staff Capt.
Thompson, 8.A., and Mr, 1. C. Morris,
Deputy Mayor. After tbe meeting
had bogun with the singing of “Stand
up, stand up for Jesus,” and the say-
ing of the Lord’s Prayer, Dr. Cortis
stated that ho was pleasad to see such
8 c¢o-operation of people mpportinx:
prohfbition. The call of duty had
met witk a splendid responss, for
this «x> a moral issus. Five years
ago a great mceting had been held in
this very hall, favoring prohibition.
The outlook scemed very forlorn and
hopeless But resolutiona were pass-
ed apd he had no question that they
bad a voery decided inflence T shap-
jng the legislation of prohibition.

"There had not been much need, since
then, till now, to meet again. But
Qag;ger threaters and In  answer,
the people who fought for prohibition,
say with one voice, “what we have
we'll hold” We don't want to have
to fight the battle over again. But {f
it is. necessary there can be no doube- |
ing the result. The people will stand
where they stood before, as ‘oppon-
ents of the liquor traffic. But there
is amother feature, the ladies, If we

have to go to the polls again we will | ]
see that they are given the right to |
vote and then who can doubt the re-
sult? (Great applause.) Rev. Dr.
Jones, speaking next, in moving the
first resolution, wanted -to - ‘know
what is the matter with prohibition?
The trouble is that it prohibits and
that is where the shoe pinches. The
people who are against prohibition
now are the ones who * always' were
and always will be against it. Hence-
forth and evermore. In .America
there were some dry states, and the
cry of anti-prohibitionists was “pro-
hibjtion doesn’t prohibit.” But did the
great American people therefore
modify legislation? No, they extend-
ed it and made America, the whole
continent, bone dry. That is what is
wanted here. Prohibition doesn’t go
far enough that is the trouble. Those
in whose hands rests the carrying out
of prohibition legislation, are not in
sympathy with the prineiple. - Tide-
waliters have been known to turn
their backs while smugglers walked
ashore with alcoholic drink. Even
some policemen have been known to
be called off their route and share a
bottle. with its owner. The law ‘is
not enforced and no serious attempt
is made. Because the law is broken
it. should be modified, say the antis.
But the second commandment f{s
broken and shall we therefore ask
God to modify it? No. Rigid. en-
forcement of the law must be our
answer to those who are now organ-
izing opposition. Before modification
can come 25,000 decent-minded men
will want to know why. (Great ap-
plause.) Rev. Gordon Dickie, second-
ing, said that the suggestion to modi-
fy the Act reminded him of the story
of the Arab and the camel. The Arab |
was sleeping in his tent one night,
the camel being outside. Presently
the latter, putting - his head in
through the flap, sald, “master, it is
very cold out here.

(applause) Who are the ones who pro-
test? They are the ones who always
protested against Prohibition and al-
ways will. They reminded him of the
story of the drunken man who. going
up a street, stopped a passerby and
asked, “Is this the other side of the
street?™ “Why, no,” replicd the man.
“The other side is over there!” “But
I was over thore” replied the other,
with drunken gravity, “and they told
me ‘twas over here!”

Shonld Curates Marry"

WIVES IIPOSSIBLE ON £200 A
YEAR, SAYS BISHOP.

“Should curates marry? was a point
raised by the Bishop of Liverpool,
at the recent Convocation of York
“The problem of the curate, Dr.
Chavasse termed it, and he reiterated
his view that “bishops ought to cbm-
bine to stop at present the marriage
of curates.”

*“Men are coming to me for ordina~
tion,” he continued, “and I am asking
them: “Are you married or engagel
to be married? Aimost invariably I
find the answer is “Engaged to be
married.” In that case I am saying
to them “I cannot accept you if you
mean to take a wife on your income
of £200 a year.”

“I think we shall have to lay down
some such rule as that, or otherwise
we shall have a vast number of the
young clergy in really serious straits
Of course what happens usually when
I decline to take them is that some
other bishop takes them (laughter.)
I think if we could come to some dc-
termination not to accept young men
contemplating marriage it would be a
very good thing for the younger clergy
of the Church of England.”

Almost a Natioral Scandal.

The Archbishop of York, who pro-
sided at the Convocation said if the
members of the Church of England
desired to have a resident married
clergy of educated persons in their
midst, they must either, in a degree
not hitherto contemplated, raise the
money by which they could be main-
tained, or else be prepared for a very
drastic diminution in the number of
separate cures throughout the coun-
try. It was quite impossible to pnt
into words what the bishops felt
about the present position of the bulk
of the clergy of the country. It was
a position of almost intolerable hard-
ship and dmjustice, and only the pa-
tience and silence of the clergy themn-
selves prevented its being regarded
as a national scandal.

The Bishop of Sheffield said so many
;ot the clergy were iu financial straits
| that unless serious measures were
| taken very rapidly there would be
| most serious disaster.

The Bishop of Sodor and Man said
no elogquence could adequately des-
cribe what was happening to-day in
vicarages and rectories. In the Isle
of Man things were even more desper-
ate than on the mainland.—Liverpool
Weekly Post.

What the Sun Gives Us.

The cost of light per ounce has re-
ceritly been worked out by Dr. Charles
Davidson, of Greenwich Observatory.
It takes an appalling amount of light
to weigh an ounce, he says, and the
_cost, as supplied by gas and electric
light companies, works out at some-
thing like £10,000,000.

The sun showers down on us 160
tons of this valuable stuff every day,
says, the doctor, yet we often neglect
this free gift and prefer to pay £10,
000,000 an ounce for very much infer-
for quality.

If the sun charged us for his
magnificent light at the same rate as
the gas and electric light companies,

000,000 a day, or about 21,000 million
million pounds a year; but the sun
does not charge—he gives it to us all
without money and without price.

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The German
Coup D’etat.

The expected has happened in
Germany, and a military re-
volutionary party has super-
seded the form of Government,
+hich was supposed to‘be of a
Republican nature. Bloodless-
lyy according to the despatches,
the transformation was accome
plished, which in itself is al-
most a guarantee that there was
collusion between the late ad-
ministration and the present
one. For some time past it has
been known that a movement
was on foot, having as its ob-
ject the restoration of the Im-
perial House of Hohenzollern.
The chief military leaders were
behind this, and apparently
they have carried out the first
part of their programme, and
by a sudden, decisive exercise
of power have subverted the
existing Government, without
the consent of the people by
whose votes the members of
the Reichstag were elected last
year. -@ violence marked the
change. The zoldiers, who had
revolted, marched suddenly
.into Berlin Saturday morning,
and occupied the Wilhelm-
strasse, the street in which the
Prussian Houses of Parliament
are situated, from which the an-
nouncement was made that the
Government of the Empire (sic)
had ceased to exist, its func-
tions being usurped by a pro-
visional Dirctory of which Von
Kapp bceomes the head, with
General Von Luettwitz com-
mander in chief of the military
forces.

® %

A peculiar feature in the
Revolutionary proclamation is
the mention that the Govern-
ment of the Empire has ceased
to exist. When Emperor Wil-
liam fled into Holland previous
to the armistice of 1918, the
Imperial Government then may
be said to have ceased to exist.
The Government, just now for-
cibly ejected from power . was
recognized as a popular one, in
so far as it was elected by the
votes of the people themselves,
the franchise having been en-
larged to a greater extent than
under” the Imperial regime. It
had at its head a President, who
was the de jure ruler of Ger-
many, elected by the people,
gubsequent to the abdication of
the Emperor, and without any
successor to the throne being
appointed, must have been at
least quasi-republican in form
if not in reality. But the new
" proclamation distinctly uses the
words Government of the Em-
pire. However that may be
but a meaningless expression,
so far as the revolutionaries are
concerned: The world at large
will be more interested in the

by the party in power. What
the result of this sudden stroke

out tor them. Even shonld it bq
a military form of Government,
with a dictator at its head, the
Peace Council will be obliged to
move quickly, for there may be
a great deal more behind this
new move than appears on the
surface. The action of the
Socialists Party in declaring a
general ‘strike is menacing. A
political crisis, accompanied by
all the industrial workers going
out, is a danger to any country,
butmo;vsotoGermmyatthe
moment, when the bitter feeling
of the‘vanquished in war has
not yet died out. And the sitna-
tion is not one to be treated
lightly. It constitutes a. serious
menace to all Europe, and un-
less handled firmly and deter-
minedly may break out into
revolutionary flame in other
parts of the contineyt. Russia
has shown what Bolshevism
could do when left alone, and
absolutely free to run its course.
Whether the Germans intend to
adopt Bolshevik rule, or whe-
ther the present seizure of the
Goverghent is part of a mon-
archist plot, will be told in fu-
ture despatches, but the gravity
of the situation is not to be
minimized. The successful plot-
ters may be reactionaries, or
they may be 'imperialists. In
either case there is trouble
ahead for the other powers.

They are to be pitied,
for they have ideas and plans which
are excellent, but which they cannot
carry out owing to causes over which
they have no ocontrol.

I do not know who does the “ad-
ding up,” for the Legislative House.

BISHOP MULLOCK—PATRIOT.

To me there is something more
than passing significance in the fact
that, notwithstanding Divine Provi-
two islands on

has been conceded that the Atlantic
Cable owes its successful completion
to the continued advocacy of Bishop
Muilock, both by voice and pen, very
few of us are aware of the important
part the great prelate played in the
procuring Responsible Government
for the Island of Newfoundland.
Previous to the granting of this great
measure to the people of the Colony,
the couniry was ruled by a clique,
who manipulated trade and com-
merce, the Courts, and every other
institufion to their own advantage.

It
was only about 1820 that an Irishman
or_a dissenter (whether Scotch or
otherwise) was permitted to build a
chimney in his house. There were
algo many unjust and tyrannical laws
passed and enforced which deprived
the people, principally Irishmen,
every freedom, whether it was in his
civil or religious rights. But Bishop
Mullock stamped his foot, and all
fair-minded people rallied to his
support, and the boon of Responsible
Government was mnted to our Is-
land in 1854,

MAGNIFICENT COMPOSITION.

Harbor Grace, Feb. 7th, 1852.

My Dear Mr. Little—I was never
more pained in my life than when
reading the insulting document for-
warded by the Colonial Secretary, in
answer to the address for Responsible
Government. Holding, as I do, an of-
fice of some consideration in New-
foundland, deeply anxious for the wel-
fare of the Country to which I am
bound by so many ties, I feel the ill-
judged and irritating despatch an in-
sult to myself and to my people. No-
thing since the days of the Tea Tax,
which raised the trampled provinces
of the American Colonies to the first
rank among nations, as the Great Re-
public, has been perpetrated, so cal-
culated to weaken British connections
or cause the people of Newfoundland
to look with longing eyes to the day
when they can manage their own af-
fairs, without the irresponsible con-
trol of some men in a back room in
Downing Street, ignorant of the Coun-
try and apparently only desirous of
showing British C\lonists that they
are but slaves to the petty mercenary
intriguing clique.

Acquainted as I am with many forms
of Government, having lived and

| travelled in many lands, having paid

some little attention to the history of
despotic and constiutional Govern-
ments, I solemnly declare that I never

{ knew any settled Government so bad,

S0 weak or so vile as that of our un-
fortunate country; irresponsible,
drivelling, despotism, wearing the
mask of representative institutions,
| and depending for support alone on
bigotry and bribery.. I see the taxes
wrung from the sweat of the people,
squandered in the payment of useless
officials, the country after three cen-
turies of British possegsion, in great
part, an impassable wilderness, its
people depressed, the Trade fettered,
its mighty resourcees undeveloped,
and all for what? To fatten up in idle-
ness by the creation of useless offices,
exorbitanly paid, the members of a
clique.

“The hero of a hundred fights” knows
full well that 500 Americans or French
occupying Signal Hill, one of the
strongest maritime positions in the
world, would jeopardize the Naval
supremacy of Britain in thess North-
ern Seas. No. As long as Eng’and can
spare a soldier, she will never give up
Newfoundland.

The public are disgusted at the ac-
tion of the Star in publishing the
conduct and medical history sheets of
Ptes. Milley, Doran and Tracey. How-
ever, as steps are being taken to bring
this matter before His Excellency the
Governor and the Premier, I shall
only point out the difference between
the Civil and Military Law. In the
first place, the Manual of Military Law
states:

“When a man s discharged from the
Army, his conduct sheet is destroyed.”

The Manual of Military ILaw also
states:

“The object of military law is to
maintain  discipline amongst the
troops on active service. Offencas
which in eivil life would be punished
by a small fine, are In the Army dealt
with as crimes, and render an offen-
der liable to heavy penalties.”

After the signing of the armistice
& deputation of three officers from
each unit in the British Army held a
conference dn London, to arrive at de-
cisions in matters relating to repatria-
tion of prisoners of war, soldiers’ con-
duct sheets, etc. They decided that
a soldier upon discharge from the

also was refused, although other sol-
diers had been granted it. My wife
and-self were paid Canadian rate for
one month, due to the S8.C.R. at Hali-
fax sending instructions to the Hali-
fax Branch to pay same. Later Dr.
Blackall gent instructions to Canada
to pay Newfoundland, and not Canad-
ian, rates in my case. A married ex-
soldier who served with the Newfound-
land Regiment, applied for a course
and was granted it at Halifax. He and
his wife were paid Canadiap rate of al-
lowances. Let Dr. Rlackall explain
why he was the meuns of cancelling
the Canadian rates in my case, while
at the same time forwarding instruc-
tions to have the Canadian rates paid
to the above-mentioned. I also made
application for bomnus on completion
of my course, as several Newfoundlani
soldiers taking courses in Canada had
been paid this. Again my application
met with refusal, though the Halifax
S.C.R. wrote me to the effect that I
am entitled to this bonus. Let the
Committee explain and let the public
decide.

Mother Lobster.

THE PERILOUS LIFE OF A POPU-
LAR SHELLFIST.

The old woman who lived in a shoe
is familiar to all, but the old woman
who lives in a shell will take more
‘recomnn‘. She is a very wonderful
‘old lady, and can do what we mortals
find imposeible—jump out of her skin,
and this she does regularly every
year.

She is a very brave old fighter. She

will fight with rival lobsters, crabs
end any fishes that come within her
‘reach. She has a mighty claw for
grasping, a mightier one for ecrush-
ing, and six pairs of jaws, &go, you
see, she is well armed.
| Her shell is attached to her body
by muscles and nerves, and she moves
by the aid of her tail. With one back-
ward sweep she glides quickly for-
ward, and a good pull will send her
scudding backwards underneath the
i‘rocks. If you go near to her and
{ frighten her, she will throw off her
claws at you, hoping to scare you
away. In time she repairs this dam-
age to herself by growing some more
claws.

She lays her eggs in August and
September; each of which she attach-
es to her shell in a wonderful way,
and for the following ten months she
carries them about with her. This in-
stance shows why she only casts her
shell once every twelve months,

A New Shell in Six Weeks.
Her husband and children are more
extravagant in the matter of clothes,

‘l.nd go through the process of moult-

ing twice a year. It takes six weeks
to complete the making of the new
suit, and while it is being done the
poor, soft, defenceless lobster retires
to some secluded cornmer amongst the
‘rocks out of the way of sharks, skate,
:cod and other hungry fishes. As soon
as he is resplendent in his new suit he
emerges from his  hiding-place, and

|

the softened shell splits down the
tack, and the warrior must come out.

It sounds quite easy, but if you have
ever ncticed how well the flesh of the
lobster fits into its claws, you will
wonder how it is possible for it to
manage all this by itself with only an
opening in the back.

How to Hypnotise Lobsters,

But Nature comes to its aid, and the
fleshy part of the claws seems turned
to water, so that it can pass through
the tiny joints in the claws. Shiver-
ing and afraid, the lobster creeps into
some rocky pool, and there it waits
until it is fully armed again, If the
lobster finds that “it hds not enough
lime to complete the coat of armour,
it eats its old shell, £

This moulting goes on again and
again throughout the life of the moth-
er lobster. Before ‘a junior lobster
is two inches long it has changed its
suit fourteen times, After six more
moults it is six inches long, and by
the time it reaches the age of four
years it is ten inches long, and has
cast its shell twenty-five times. Un-
til the lobster has moulted four times
the claws do not pinch, but after that
period its joints are supplied with
what is termed a “breaking Joint,” and
this enables to cast its claws away
at will,

It must take a great deal of patience
to keep on growing these new claws
as the lobster seems to cast them'
away on the slightest pProvocation, It
& thunderstorm occurs while a num-
:‘ert:lre in the “pots,” they all imme-

ately throw off
vy their claws from

Lobsters can be hypnotised by strok-
ing their backs, if you can get the
chance. When under the “stroking”
influence they will not cast off their
claws, but will stand on their heads
or tails, and only on being thrown
into the water willl they regain their
habitual ferociousness, — Pearson’s
Weekly.
