jeopardy. Thrilling scenes were wit­
nessed in effecting the rescue of those 
on board. When, opposite Seurdyness 
Lighthouse and ' close to the dreaded 
Annat Bank, the “Leelite” was struck 
on the starboard bow by a particular­
ly heavy sea. The engines were going 
full speed ahead, but the vessel, reel­
ing before the impact of the mass of 
water, refused to answer her helm, and 
was driven broadside on to the sand­
bank, the hull syinging round until her 
bow pointed landwards. The smaller 
lifeboat, “Marianne Atherstone,” ad­
mirably adapted for surf work,- was 
soon on the scene, but daylight reveal­
ed a precarious situation for both the 
rescuers and those in distress. At last 
communication was established by a 
line, and ultimately a hawser. The life­
saving brigade were on the beach 
ready for action in case the lifeboat- 
men found the task beyond them. But

was tied to the line, plunged into the 
sea, and was then handed on board the 
lifeboat. Nine escaped the short but 
tempestuous passage through the 
surf, and eight were successfully 
secured. The ninth man, when he made 
his dive from the vessel, was swept 
from the lifeboat and the line snapped, 
but being a good swimmer he kept 
himself afloat in the boiling sea until 
he reached the “Atherstone.” The cap­
tain remained on his vessel until one 
of the owners made a second journey 
to it in the afternoon. The next day 
the tuV “Granite City,” assisted by the 
“Leelite’s” own steam, succeeded in 
drawing the vessel from the grip of 
the sands and taking her into dock 
for repairs.

The Star wae evidently very hard 
up for space fillers yesterday. The 
poor, overworked editor had ex­
hausted himself on Thursday by 
venting his spleen on the Telegram, 
spleen, by the way, which like Gray’s 
rose, "wae born to blush unseen, 
and waste its sweetness (7) on the 
desert air.” Even the Bard of Avon 
failed the Star laet night, and every 
bit of the editorial space of that il­
lustrions journal wae given up to 
pleading that poor Mr. Penney be 
saved from bit friends. We can ill 
imagine Mr. Penney crying, “Save me 
from my friends," unless he is be­
coming fed up with their abnormal 
generosity. Surely, friends Who were 
kind enough to send him on a picnic 
to Norway add other countries, 
where, as he tells us himself, he wae 
pToyided with the best ef everything, 
are not friends that ode would want 
to be saved from! The Star has a 
lot to Say about what Mr. Penney 
Could, of would have said at that very 
unsuccessful meeting of Coaker’s. 
We, however, are not worrying about 
what he would or could have said. 
What is more to the point is what 
he did say, and that was certainly a 
splendid proof of the Government’s 
generosity when dealing -with its 
friends. But the Star evidently has 
inside Information as to what was 
behind that picnic, and so has good 
reasdn to say, on behalf of Mr. 
Penney, ‘.’Save me from my friends!”

If, as has been alleged—and 
without official denial it must 
be accepted as fact—that a 
Government guarantee against 
loss in the purchase of Labra­
dor fish, has been given_certain 
exporting firms, it means a 
radical departure from estab­
lished methods, and one which 
may well be regarded with dis­
trust and disfavor. To use the 
revenues of the dominion for 
the purpose of bolstering up 
commercial deals by private 
corporations is something hith­
erto unheard Of and if such is 
actually the case a really dan­
gerous precedent has been crea­
ted, which may react with grave 
consequences upon all involved 
in the arrangement. It is nei­
ther fair, just nor equitable that 
a privilege of such far-reaching 
importance should be accorded a 
minority of the fish buyers in 
St. John’s. It ip a vicious 
scheme of protection for the 
benefit of the few at the ex­
pense of the many, and is with­
out doubt a particular favor to 
a particular class, benefitting 
only a certain section of the 
Colony. If market conditions 
abroad are so favorable as have 
been reported and enlarged up­
on, and if the demand is great­
er than the supply—and the 
Government press has not fail­
ed to preach that it is—why 
should there be any need for a 
Government guarantee against 
loss in fish transactions? If 
the staple export of Newfound­
land is commanding good prices 
in Eurôpe and elsewhere, why 
the necessity of pledging the 
revenue to help out a corporal’s 
guard of local shippers?

• * * * • *
Such a preference shows 

rank discrimination, and is a 
slap in the face to outport ex­
porters who have been obliged 
to ship cargoes and take chan­
ces without any favored guaran­
tee. Why should not they par­
ticipate in the privilege granted 
St. John’s competitors ? Why 
was not a guarantee given in 
their favor? Is the reason far 
to seek?. When cargoes on the 
South West Coast were refused 
clearance, vand their owners 
faced with a substantial loss 
through deterioration and other 
causes, was there any hope held 
out that the Government would 
come to the rescue and make 
good any deficit? No, there 
was not. Thèse exporters were 
penalised. They received no 
protection or guarantee what­
ever. All the losses incurred 
by enforced delay and'damage 
had to be shouldered by them­
selves. They were discrimina­
ted against deliberately. Be­
cause the holding back of per­
mits to sail was done in order 
that firms in St John’s might 
benefit through getting off all 
their old (1919) fish. The 
whole trade of the South West 
Coast was held up. The busi­
ness' of the mercantile body on 
that section was paralysed and 
disorganised, but there was no 
promise made to equalise the 
losses. To-day, when it is dis­
covered that there is a prospect 
of loss involved in fish transac-

METHODIST COLLEGE AND HOME.
(By our special representative)

During the week our representative 
visited the Methodist College, and was 
shown-over the Home by the Guardian, 
Rev. Mr. Darby, and the school proper 
by the Principal. Mr. S. T. Harrington. 
M.A. The first part of our visit was 
confined to an Inspection of the Home. 
In all, there are about 63 boarders, 
boys and girls. On the first floor Is the 
girl's common room, In which those 
girls who have not a private room, do 
their homework, etc. Also on this floor 
are the boys’ “prep" room, and the 
common dining hall. In the latter there 
Is a seating capacity of 64. The second 
floor contains the girls’ apartments, 
and the guardian’s rooms. The former 
consist of one dormitory with room for 
eleven girls, and several private rooms, 
each of which has two beds and# a 
table. Those who have these private 
rooms do their homework there. The 
dormitory has several wardrobes for 
the girls’ convenience. This floor also 
contains a bath-room with two baths 
and four wash-basins. In all, there are 
23 girls staying at the Home. On this 
floor too, are an Infirmary and a music 
room.

The boys’ apartments are on the top 
floor. Here, there are two dormitories, 
one containing six cubicles and the 
other has six beds also but no cubicles. 
Several private bedrooms are on this

AFTER VERY HARD STRUGGLE.
The safe arrival In port yesterday 

at noon of the little wooden coastal 
steamer Scotsburn, of whose safety 
much concern was felt last week, 
puts a crimp on much of the so-called 
hardships the men were supposed to 
have endured, and robs the story of 
considerable thrill.

To begin with, the Sootsburn, ac­
cording to the story told the North 
Sydney Herald, immediately on ar­
rival of the steamer at Farquhar’s 
wharf yesterday by her commander, 
did not leave Bonne Bay until noon 
Tuesday, the 16th. (She was reported 
here as leaving on the 12th, a fact 
which does away with four days and 
nights of hardships.) She carried a 
full cargo of fish, even her deck 
being occupied by barrelled herring. 
After being two hours at Sea Captain 
Rafuse noticed the glass lowering, 
and in view of the threatened storm 
decided to make harbor, reaching 
Port au Port at 3 o’clock the same 
afternoon, remaining there till shifti­
ly after midnight.

By this time there was no indica­
tion of the threatened storm amount­
ing to anything, and again the lines 
were cast off and the Scotsburn head­
ed for North Sydney. When off Cape 
Ray Wednesday evening about 8.30 
o'clock the little heavily-laden craft 
ran Into one of the most violent 
storms It was ever the lot of her 70- 
year-old commander to experience, 
and the Scotsburn was knocked about 
in such a way as to cause those on 
board to believe they were on their 
last journey.

Fleeing to Escape
Income Tax.

One of the strangest ships that ever, 
sailed from an English port will be 
the schooner Medora, which Is sched­
uled to lift anchor at Southampton 
shortly for a destination “somewhere 

v in the South Seas or Spanish Main.” : 
Stranger still will be its passengers,1 

'.onsisting of 40 Englishmen, many of 
them clubmen fleeing from oppression 
—“fiscal oppression,” as they call It. !

They are sailing to explore the South 
Seas In an effort to find an island 
which has never yet been afflicted with 
the curse of taxation or hounded by 
tâx collectors. Seriously organizing 
and leading this quest for the taxless 
paradise on earth in Rhodes Disher, 
fellow of the Rohal Geographical So­
ciety, explorer and wealthy clubman, 
who announced that hé and his ship, 
the Medora, a 169-ton schooner, would 
be ready to sail In a few weeks, to­
gether with 40 other protestant ad­
venturers.

The tyrannical oppression of the 
Chancellor of the Exchequer has been 
oo much for Disher and his cohorts 
nd he conceived the bizarre idea of 
mbarking on a cruise in search of a 
-aven of refuge. Together with his 
ollowers, he purchased the Medora. 
vhich, perhaps, unlike any ship that 
ver sailed the Spanish Main, is rigged 
p in a most luxurious style, with all 
he comforts of a club In Piccadilly.

Disher is laughing over the efforts 
of the Government to frighten him 
from carrying out his project, and" in 
spite of official warnings that his 
scheme is strongly disapproved, and 
that it will involve those participating 
in serious difficulties, Disher is going 
ahead enlisting more disgruntled tax­
payers for his proposed colony and 
preparing for the voyage.

The Projected Voyage.
“When we get a good wind from the 

east," Disher said to a London corre­
spondent, “we shall set sail right 
away, although unfavorable winds or 
bad weather may delay us. We have 
not quite decided yet exactly where 
we are going, but before setting any­
where we expect to call at the Canary 
Islands, Cape Verde Islands, West 
Indies and the Spanish Main. We shall 
then go through the Panama Canal to 
the Marquesa Islands, where in all 
probability, we may settle.

"I know some persons think us 
pack of fools, but we are not all so 
silly as we might appear. The logic of 
my plan is being attested to by the 
thousands of applications from men 
everywhere anxious to accompany 
me.”

Disher may work, the Chancellor of 
the Exchequer has given assurances 
he will have some inspectors down at 
the pier before the junker sails to col­
lect unpaid income tax eg from the 
fleeing pilgrims.

0„e fine day last week, I wended 
jny wav t- the top of Tack’s Hill (or 

it is referred to in an old deed— 
Thart's Hill) and sat me down on a 
ridge of rock, to view the present, 

d to recall the past The conscious- 
s of so many things having been 

removed from the immediate sur­
roundings of the hill, since I was a 

t reminded me of a young mafi 
Triih Whom I worked forty-five years 
,eo His mother lived on the South 
We*t Arm. He went up every Sat- 
trdav evening to see her. During 
the early part of a week, however, 
she decided to move to the other 
side of tit» Arm. and within twenty- 
jour hours, she was there with all 
1er worldly goods.

On the following Saturday evening, 
the young maii,—not knowing that his 
Mother had moved, went up, as usu­
al to see her; but to his surprise, he 
found tlvo house empty. On Monday 
morning he told me all about it, and 
of the surprise he got when he went 
into the house. He said: “The first 
thing 1 seen, was the stove—he was 
gone." Well, as I sat there on the 
hill, to use my friend's phraseology
__"The tirsf thing I seen, was ‘Johnnie
Hodden’s house*—lie was gone.” This 
house, probably the highest one in 
Trinity at the time, was built by 
Tailor Dcoling. who, as the old people 
will remember, worked at his trade 
there for years, with 'Poll” Stapleton 
as his housekeeper.

Then as the tailors of St. John’s 
began to supply “Monkey Jackets” 
cheaper than Tailor Dooling could 
mate them, he and his faithful house­
keeper" disappeared from Trinity. 
Johnnie Iioddcr bought the house, 
and it was occupied by members of 
his family, till the family was re­
duced to one, and she left Trinity. 
After a few years the house was sold 
and taken away. I overturned the 
hearth-stone and the foundations of 
the old chimney," with my stick, but 
I found nothing that encouraged me 
to continue my excavations. Some 
day I may return to it again, with 
better tool.-, and a greater success.

On the ’ 1 ground below, to the
South West, is the building known as 
Slade’s old cooper-shop. It is now 
used a private residence, and is 
one of the oldest houses in Trinity. 
On the North Side of a road that then 
led to the water's edge of the S. W. 
Arm. I could trace the outlines of old 
Captain Field's house, that was de­
stroyed by lire fifty-eight years ago— 
the same year that “Slade broke.” 
On the rising ground to the N.W., I 
could visualize the old . house of 
Thomas Verge, and a flood of mem­
ories came trooping in, of one of his 
six sors. Hi, and the thousaild-and- 
°ne funny sayings and doings that 
are associated with him, and that 
never can be forgotten by agi y one 
"ho remembers Elf Verge. May God 
be good to him.

Of other sons,

James became the one best known in 
Trinity. He was married three 
times, first to Phoebe Green, then to 
Mary Watts, and then to Amy Green, 
who outlived him. He conducted 
business on the premises now own­
ed by Mr. Joseph Morris, and in the 
shop now owned by Mr. A. W. Earle. 
He was a successful candidate for 
political honors in the local Parlia­
ment in 1867; and during the cam­
paign he flew a large white flag with 
red letters on it, and the words : 
“James Verge. The Poor Man’s 
Friend. I don’t remember how suc­
cessful he was, for the people’s good, 
in Parliament; but his life’s work 
proved that he was not intended for 
successful commercial business in 
Newfoundland. He died in St. John’s, 
some thirty-two years ago; and, may 
he rest In peace.

At the base of the hill» on tS« 
southern side, are still vi$tt>ie the 
foundations of the chimneys of the 
house built by Samuel “Augustus 
Gent. .It was a remarkably fine 
house in its day, and was one of the 
few plastered houses in Trinity. The 
more modern house built by Mr. 
James Gent, and the adjoining one 
built by William Power,—the Cooper 
at Slade's,—still skirt the base of the 
hill, though both properties have 
passed into other hands. With the 
most pleasant recollections of this 
locality, I pass on in review; for a lit­
tle to the S. West, or the other side 
of the road, on a small piece of 
rocky, rising ground, I can still see 
the 8 x 10—one-storey—one-room 
home of Mary Ann Morris,—known 
to her best friends as "Poshey Ann’” 
It was removed after she died, and 
if it had not been, I believe it would 
have left of its own accord. Hence 
this quaint little body lived for some 
time, the recipient of everything that 
she needed. She had a sense of hu­
mor that was peculiarly her own, and 
those who knew her are still indebted 
to her for many a hearty laugh. She 
and Rev. H. Dunfield were the great­
est of friends, and it was interesting 
to watch them when they met on the 
street, and stopped to enjoy each 
other’s remarks. They have both 
long since passed into the other part 
of life, where the good begun down 
here will be carried on, developed, 
and perfected “till the day of Christ.”

• • •» •• » •
A review of the business of Mr. 

Joseph Morris, is a work of more than 
usual interest, as it is the oldest 
business of the present day In Trin­
ity, and that in itself always appeals 
to me. This business was begun by 
Mr. James Morris in Dunfield, nearly 
seventy years ago, and baa been car­
ried on consecutively there and in 
Trinity through three periods (1) by 
Mr. James Morris ; (2) by Messrs.
James and Joseph Morris; (3) by Mr. 
Joseph Morris, as it is.TVgrday. ;.; 
first two periods cover over twenty 
years, leaving the balance of fifty 
years to that of the business in Trin­
ity. The business has el ways been 
one of a distinct class of Newfound-

Durtng those years it was never 
greatly affected by the commercial 
tides, and went along without any 
great changea. The Bank Crash was 
its hardest blow; but it was then, as 
it has always been—In every respect 
independent, and prepared to pay a 
hundred cents to the dollar. Mr. 
Joseph Morris’ two sons, Stephen and 
Orlando, were what may be called 
silent partners, with their money in­
vested in the business, and their 
time and talents freely given to Its 
best interests. Then Stephen with­
drew, to qualify at McGill University 
for engineering work. This plan was 
upset by the war, and he fell at 
Ypres in July, 191*. Then Orlando 
was lost on his wpy to St. John’s in 
September of the same year, atjê at 
a time when he could ill be spared, 
and when he was most deeply inter­
ested in the business.

This meant a terrible blow to the 
father, mother, and family, and a 
serious loss to the business ; for Or­
lando, especially,, was a man who 
could not easily be duplicated, either 
as a business man, or a citizen. At 
Orlando’s death it fell to the young- 
est brother Fred, to succeed him in 
the business ; which, owing to the 
increasing years of his father, meant 
a most difficult undertaking. How 
well Mr. Fred, has succeeded, is 
known to us all; and the business to­
day is one of our best commercial 
assets. The business site was bought 
some fifty years ago from the credit­
ors of the late James Verge for about 
$2,600. To-day the stores and shop 
are well adapted and stocked for the 
BfieitièSs, and with an average of ten 
asjéiqla^tt3» H >s carried on as a ne­
cessary part of the town’s business 
equipment, and we trust with in­
creasing profit to the owner.

Next to the old pork store of Ryan 
Bros, the southern store of this pro­
perty is said to be the oldest build­
ing in town, with a frame work of 
stout English oak, imported for the 
purpose. Mr. Joseph Morris is 
eighty years of age; and although he 
often sees, and hears, and knows, 
more than others thinks he does, he 
leaves the daily responsibilities 
largely to Mr. Fred. Ad multos 
annos!

Passing of the
Drummer Boy,

The drums and drummer-boys, who 
for so many campaigns were the ob­
jects of much sentiment, are gone, and 1 
the bugle, with its more penetrating ! 
and commanding voice, now rules the 
battlefield.

As battles became larger and wider ! 
in their scope it was found that drums j 
could not be heard above the roar of 
the battle to any distance, and con­
sequently they were given up.

The little drummer-boy was the 
most touching figure in the wars in 
which he took part. Chosen for his 
diminutive stature, he’ frequently was 
of tender years, and always in the fic­
tion of war he. was pictured as a sweet : 
faced cherub, wounded terribly, but 
beating the charge to the last. While j 
this aspect of the appeal to sentiment 
became so common as to appear rid­
iculous, it originally sprang from a 
true premise. The tittle drummer-boys, j 
almost without exception, were brave j 
little fellows. Many a gallant youth j 
did give his life and many a heroic j 
deed was performed by the little sala­
manders.

They were the favorities of the men 
and the pets of the regiment; nothing 
was too good for them, and on wet or 
cold nights they never suffered for 
warmth. If they sank to sleep un­
blanketed some powerful trooper was 
sure to spread over them his own cov­
ering.
