An Incident of the Freshet.
Wo have learned the particulars of a 

rather startling adventure which occurred 
during the freshet of a couple of weeks 
ago on tho Harriston and Mount Forest 
road, near the bridge crossing Bell’s 
creek, Arthur Township. It seems that 
Mr. J. C. Elliott, late principal of the 
central school here, started in company 
witli hisj eldest daughter from his present 
honlo in Paisley, on tho morning of the 
12th inst., aud reached at about eleven or 
twelve o’clock the same night the esta­
blishment known as Narrow Gauge Hotel, 
situated about half-way between this 
place and Hariiston. Enquiring there 
as to the condition of tho road, he re­
ceived fair assurance of its passable con­
dition, ard^-tho valorous dispenser of 
mountain dew volunteered his guidance 
over the only doubtful piece of the way 
a few rods further on, at the creek above 
noted. The water in.this had swollen to 
an unprecedented degree and swept over 
the roa d bey ond the bridge to a consul - 
erable depth. Receiving assurances that 
all was safe, Mr. Elliott urged his horse 
forward into the water and had gone but 
a short distance when his cutter, homo 
up by the stream, was tipped overthrow­
ing out the occupants. Mr. Elliott 
found himself up to his neck in water, 
and being lame and having lost his cus­
tomary supports in the excitement, was 
unable to assist himself or his daughter 
who, out of her depth, was being slowly 
carried down stream. Mr. Elliott’s es­
cort, instead of going to his assistance,' 
contented himself with calling loudly for 
help, and being fortunately blessed with 
a powerful pair of lungs speedily made 
himself heard. Mr. Daniel Livingston, 
whose house is some little distance from 
tho scene of the accident, hearing tho 
call, and suspecting what the trouble was, 
called up his son and went without delay 
towards the bridge.. Arriving there, the 
moon being fortunately out, ho was ena­
bled to see the nature of the mishap, 
went to the aid of Mr. Elliot, and brought 
him safely to terra fir ma. The son com­
ing shortly after, observed the perilous 
position of Miss Elliott, swam into the 
stream, and after considerable exertion 
succeeded in assisting her ashore. - There 
is little doubt, wo believe, that had not 
father and son acted with such praise­
worthy promptness, tho lives of both Mr. 
Elliott and his daughter would have 
been lost. As it was they were both 
very much benumbed by the immersion. 
Mr. Livingston conveyed them to his 
house, and in duo timo they were brought 
to a comfortable frame ofr«mind aud 
body. Next day they continued their 
journey to Mount Forest, nnd arrived 
without further incident.—Mount Fore ft 
Examiner.

Thv North Hiding Election
Protest Case.

The protest against the election of j.
Col. Higinbolham for North Welling- ! 
ton makes but slow progress before ! 
the Speaker. The redoubtable '
Jacobs went to Ottawa last week to 
give evidence with respect to validity 
of liie security. We are informed that 
he had no real estate registered any- 
where in the Dominion, but that lie 
owned a farm in Arthur Township, 
neap-Kenilworth ; that this farm was 
worth $3,.500, having been offered 
£ 3,000 for it a day or two previous ; 
that he bought this farm from Geo.
A. Drew, and got a deed for it about 
u year and a half ago, but did not re­
collect who witnessed said document 
or when it took effect. He also gave 
the same evidence in reference to a 
piece of property in Mount Forest, 
known ns the Allan and Ficldes Sur- 
vey, claiming to hold that property 
jointly with Drew, and to have a joint 
deed from him, but not registered.
An application was made by the sit­
ting memberS counsel to the Speak­
er for,an order to produce these 
deeds, but-lie refused to gran t it.

Col. Higinbolham had to pay Jacobs 
>70 travelling expenses, before he 
would give a word of evidence, .the 
Speaker allowing him 10 cents a mile 
each way, but all the leading 
lavyyers, in the House, Opposi­
tion and Ministerial, say jjiat 
he lias no authority for allowing him 
more than his actual expenses.
Jacobs will therefore most likely 
have to disgorge part of the sum 
paid. We understand that Jacobs" 
evidence is the subject of much com- 
ment among the members in Ottawa, 
arid all are of opinion that it will b.e 
a difficult matter for him to con­
vince the people that the property 
transactions referred to are bona fide.

We have little doubt, from all we 
can learn, that the Speaker is deter- 
mined to over-rule all objections 
made against the petition, and send 
it to a Committee. In doing so he is, 
no doubt, faithfully following out the 
promptings fronia higher source.

Ottawa, April 56.

At the opening of the House on Satur­
day, Mr; E. R. Wool ••ail 'd v ntioy to 
a v ry-ro->s :itt c ; inddo %f on him in 
the Jorutito ji-ii:. He would treat most 

- ot the"charges with contempt, but he de- 
eu-.d oto correct the statement that he 
had been proved by the Minister of Jus­
tice to have voted in favor of an enor­
mous land grant to the Canadian Pacific 
Railway, and in favor of building the line 
by a private company. He refci red to 
the j yarn ils of the House, and showed 
the statement to be directly the reverse 
of the truth.

The House then went into Committee 
of Supply, taking up first the lighthouse 
and coast service.

Mr. Mackenzie called attention to the 
need of a lighthouse at Michipicoten 
Island.

After a few words in explanation from 
Hon. Mr.Mitchell, who remarked that the 
lighthouse system had been doubled in 
five years.

Mr.-John B. Robinson urged the want 
of a lighthouse on Passage Island.

Mr. Mackenzie then suggested that 
some general system should be pursued 
by'the Department with respect to light­
houses. He thought the surveys and 
the charts of the Imperial Government 
must supply the information necessary 
for carrying*out some plan.

The vote was then agreed to.
On the vote for fisheries, Mr. J. Young 

called-,,attention to the disproportionate 
sum spent on Nova Scotia fisheries, as 
compared with the revenue derived there­
from. The wardens and overseers in that 
Province were, he pointed jilt, more nu­
merous than in any other Province, but 
the revenue was little or nothing.

In answer to an allusion of the previous 
speaker, Mr. Mackenzie pointed out that 
it was not fair to charge Ontario with 
the whole sum spent in that Province, as 
a large amount Was attributable to the 
fish-breeding establishment of Mr. Wil- 
mot, whence ova was supplied to the 
whole Dominion.

The Minister of Marine and Fisheries, 
at very considerable length, defended the 
policy of his Department, and explained 
why a different system was,' in his opin­
ion, necessary in Ontario from that pre­
vailing in Nova Scotia. He held .licen­
sing to be a necessary means of protcc-

Mr. Mackenzie asked what course the 
Government had decided to pursue with 
regard to the Insolvency Act.

Sir John A. Macdonald said the Com­
mittee on Expiring Lavirs would be urged 
to report the desirability of continuing 
the Insolvency Act for another year, and 
if the House adopted the report, that ac­
tion of the House would ho accepted. If 
there were a‘desire that there should bo 
another Act upon the subject, then dur­
ing recess the Government would diicct 
their attention to the drawing up of a 
new measure.

Ik fore adjourning, however, Mr. Blake 
asked tl.e Premier when the measure ra­
tifying the land clause in the Pacific Rail­
way charter would he brought down.

Sir John Macdonald said, in reply, such 
a question required notice.
