The Grasshopper Pest In Manitoba.
Mr. Kenneth McKenzie, formerly of

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lieciprofclty—The Manufac­
turers’ Meeting.

■ Some time ago the Industrial 
Association of Ontario issued a cir­
cular, calling a meeting of the manu­
facturers in the Province to take 
into consideration the proposed 
Reciprocity Treaty. The meeting 
was held at Hamilton on Wednesday, 
but according t^> trustworthy ac­
counts, it has turned out a failure. 
At the hour announced for the meet­
ing to commence there was no one 
present, and two hours after only a 
very few persons put in an appear­
ance. At the afternoon meeting 
about thirty manufacturers, or the 
representatives of such, attended 
the rest being merely on-lookers. 
Mr. J. Simpson, President of the 
Association, occupied the chair, and 
in his introductory address called 
attention to the importance of the 
subject they had met to discuss. A 
report on the order of business was 
presented, providing for the appoint­
ment of eleven committees to report 
on the probable effect the Treaty 
would have on the particular branch 
of manufacture specified j but 
there weie so few present,the eleven 
were ultimately reduced to three, 
which were sub-divided. A motion 
brought up by Mr.Wilkie, of Guelph, 
to enter on the discussion of the 

, Treaty at once, was negatived, and 
at the evening meeting several com- 
mittees reported as follows :—

The Committee ou textile manufac­
tures, woollens, and miscellaneous, re­
ported against the Treaty especially with 
regard to the sliding scale.

The Committee on cabinet ware and 
lumber announced that they were equally 
divided in their opinion as to the effect 
of the Treaty on the former, while they 
wisely declined to express any views With 
reference to the latter, no representative 
of that industry being present.

The Committee on Cottons expressed 
opposition to the Treaty on the grounds 
of the indeliuitcner-s of its terms, the 
slidiug-sule, and the alteration in the 
tariff after assurance, to the contrary.

The Committee on Boots and Shoes 
protested against free tradh or reciprocity 
in any form.

The Committed on Paper Manufacture 
approved of un interchange of goods with 
the United States, but objected to the 
fr* e admission of British productions.

The Committee on Machinery favoured 
leciprocity, complained of si mo of the 
provisions of the Treaty, such as the 
sliding scale, tho absence of sufficient 
definition us to whether foreign raw 
material manufactured in. Canada would 
be included, aud tho advantage given to 
American patentees.

The meeting cannot be looked 
upon as a fair representation of the 
manufacturers ot the Province, as 
several important branches are not 
represented at all. Besides, there is 
good ground for believing that the 
object of its being held is political, 
and so strongly were some of those 
who attended it impressed with that 
belief, that at the close of the after­
noon session they left for their own 
homes. The attempt to make the 
question a political one, and to con­
nect the manufacturers of the whole 
country in the condemnation of the 
Treaty, has therefore ended in failure, 
as it deserved.

Ontario Tfjftfchers’ Association.
The Association met on Wednesday a* 

two o’clock. There were about fifty 
teachers present, of whom probably one- 
fifth were ladies.

Dr. Kelly read a paper entitled “ Where 
"we stand." He introduced the subject 
by noticing that the pursuit the teacher 
was engaged in was really one of the 
most important that was known in all 
those that we recognized. He referred to 
the growth of scholastic institutions in 
Canada during the past thirty-five years, 
the present result and figures given show­
ing how great the advance had been. He 
described the progress of the views of the 
more advanced for higher education and 
the establishment of the undenomina­
tional university. At the present time 
there were few Canadians who were not 
proud, and justly so, of the freedom and 
excellence of the High and Public Schools 
in this country. Ho glanced at the con­
dition of the schools in early days; the 
low requirements and qualifications of 
most of the teachers, the miscellaneous 
character of the school books, many of 
which were brought from the United 
States, and the poor regard in which 
teachers were held, were proofs of the 
backward condition of education at the 
time previous to the establishment of the 
Normal School.

The financial report was read, which 
showed a balance in favor of the Associa­
tion of 8110.

Mr. B. McQueen read his paper on the 
subject of the *• Antiquity and Dign ty of 
Public Teacher."

The Rev. H. E. Yon Btnrmer, pastor 
of Emmanuel Baptist Cburok, Leices­
ter, has announced his intention of 
seceding from that body and joining' the 
Church of England, on the 'ground that 
the Church of England afiords greater 
liberty of conscience than that to which 
he belongs.

The British Registrar estimates the 
population of the United Kingdom in the 
middle of this' year, 1874, at 32,412,010, 
being 600,000 more than double what it 
was in 1801. The contrast, however, in 
the different countries that form the 
United Kingdom is very marked. The 
population of Ireland in 1874—viz,. 
5,300,485—is only 84,000 more than 
it was in 1801. The population 
Scotland in 1874 is 3,462,916, or 212,000 
more than double what it was in 1801 ; 
while the present population of England 
and Wales is 23,648,607, or about five 
andi a half millions more than double 
what it was in 1801,
