- Therefore we
have nothing to bope from the advent of
cold westher as a protection from infection
from Montreal. The authorities of the
Tatter city cavnot tog clearly underatand
that if they fail to stamp out the disease
between now and next December, i¢ will
become  morfe strongly entrenched than
ever, and more likely %o spread to other
eities,
