The term is evidently not well 
chosen since it was so understood, but I used it 
to designate the end which extends toioards the 
lake, not to it.

As regards the main question of the connection 
itself, both Mr. Hamilton's object and my own can 
be attained by connecting the supply pipe for the 
proposed new engines with both the 4-foot and 
the 3-foot conduits and arranging the branches 
and stop valves so that the englues can be fed 
from either. The cost would of course be greater 
than for connection with either conduit alone, 
but the arrangement would have compensating 
advantages.

Simcok, Oct. 20.—The Norfolk assizes 
opened here to-day, Mrv Justice Rose presid­
ing.

There is not a single 
Civil action to be tried. The court room was 
crowded. The criminal docket embraces two 
charges of murder,one against Corydon-Smith 
of administering a noxious drug to a woman 
named Maria Colville to procure miscarriage 
and thereby killing her, and another charge 
against John Truesdale and his sacf* Wat­
son Truesdale, a boy of 16, of poi­
soning to death Nettie May Truesdale, the 
second wife of the elder Truesdale and the 
stepmother of the boy.

Cardinal Smith's Alleged Crime.
The charge against Smith may be briefly 

summarized: On June 5, 1885, while cutting 
saplings in Culver’s swamp, township of 
Townsend, a young man named Wiliam 
Culver stumbled upon the dead and terribly 
decomposed body of a young girl. The re­
mains were recognized as those of Mary 
Jane Colville, daughter by a previous mar­
riage of Mrs. Bwk of Caledonia. The post 
mortem revealed the fact that the woman 
had been dead for several months and that 
she was pregnant. Suspicion pointed at the 
time to one Corydon or “Cardinal” Smith, 
but the jury returned an open verdict. Not 
until August of this year, nearly six years 
after the tragedy, was the accused arrested,
