. The néws comes by cable that England is
still.deeply agitated over the McKinley bill.
Last Friday The Times devoted a long lead-
ing article to the consideration of the effect
of the measure on the trade between the
United States and Canada. Tt is an old say-
ing thatunsought advice is seldom welcome’;
but the question is, How is this latest bit of
counsel from the Mother Coudtry to be re-’
garded, taken on its merits} It is assumed
that the McKinley bill will be a severe blow
to the trade of Canada and the States. This
ool assumption, which begs the guestion at
the outset, is the very point we dispute. It
bas besti eugendered by panic which has
stricken England but passed Canada safely
by taking for ted that we are in a bad
quandary. Times usly sends
us the sure remédy free of charge.

But slas! it is the old papacea dressed up
anew, and like most pansaceas is good for
nothing at'all. * “If the; Canallian farmer,”
says The Times, “with almost equal advan-
tages of soil, but a less ready market for his
produce wishes to compete on the most
favorable terms with his Minnesota and
Dakota rivals he “will best do so by the
belpotatuﬁﬂudiﬂmntnpo-tble
from theirs. In plain words, if Can-
ads is not only to keep her place with
the trading covutries of the world, but im-
prove on her former position and make the
Mcgmley Act a benefit toher and not a loss,
her most likely method is to take example
and encouragement from the Mother Country
and adopt frankly and fully the policy of
free trade.” e

With all deference be it said that, as we do
not consider purselvesin a bad way, and have
not suffered hitherto by maintaining a pro-
tective tariff on this side of the line, we shall
prefer not accepting just yet advice which
is no doubt well intended, but, as we think,
proceeds from imsular prejudice, and is con-
sequent]y beside the mark.

Down on Tebacco.

Anti-tobacco societies have always been
noted for having the courage of their opin.
ions. From the days when a Royal Stuart
sent forth into the world his long and bitter
“Blast” anti-tobacconists have flared and
fumed without produding any appreciable
differerice on the consumption of the fragrant
—weed, or, if any, in an opposite direction to
that intended, There is bardly an ill that
flesh is heir to that has not been traced to
tobacco. ‘But it bas been reserved for the
vice-presilent of the French Anti-Tobaceo
Society to announce the amazing discovery
that the depopulating of that country is
owing to the use of tobacco. The vice-president
of this enterprising society fs, it seems, a
doctor, and' in’ his double capacity assured
the Academy of Medicine that smoking was
the real cause of the small number of child-
ren seen in many French families. The
doctor was riding his hobby right merrily,
when, alas for human hopes! Some wag
among the academicians brought the un-
lucky rider to the ground by the ufterance of
two words, “‘and Germany!” Needless to
say it was all over with the worthy doctor
from that moment. Anti-tobacconists, and
some other fanatics who may as well be
nameless, seem to proceed on the principle
that, given a grievance or an eyil, it is to be
traced directly—the line taken is certainly
straight enough—to their pet abhorrence.

They are not always set down so cleverly.

A Retaliation Scheme.

Two writers in The Fortnightly Review
bave united their brain power in elaborating
a ty scheme for English retaliation upon
the Sountry which has adopted the McKinley
tariff. It looks like thinly disguised
Protection, although the authors disclaim
such iatention and avow themselves Free
Traders. To the ardent Imperial Fed-
erationist it seems to afford a ray of hope
as the only approach to a practicable scheme
of federation. Thisis the proposal in brief:
“A duty to ‘be laid upon all corn,
dairy produce, beef and other food
stuffs-which are imported from the United
States, the capital raised by such duties not
to be absorbed in the revenue of the country,
but to form a retaliation fund. Out of the
retaliation fund an import bounty to be paid
on all similar food stuffs imported from the
colonjes or any country receiving British
goods frze of duty. A higher bounty to be
paid a free trade colony than a protectionist
one. The bounty to be so calculated that its
aggrogate amount shall correspond with the
aggregate of the duty levied. No duty to
be placed on any food stuffs the
importation of which from our colonies
should be encouraged. The duty to 'be
abolished only when America admits goods
as freely as England now admits American
goods.”

The authors claim that if the schemé® were
adoptéd the price of food would not rise in
the Knglish markets, because the import duty
collected from American goods would be
equalized by the import boupty paid on
goods from the colonies; that importations
from the colonies would be stimulated and
English manufacturers benefited, and that
a lift would thus be given to the eolonies at
the expense iof the American . producer.
There seems to be a heap of sense in the
suggestion.

The Police Court Bench in New York.

The New York Herald shows up the Police
Qourt Benoch of that city. A young woman,
not au old offender, was arraigned on a
charge of simple intoxication. A few days’
sentence would have been all, says our con-
