The Andependent (Parnellite) says: “The
utmost sympathy goes out from the hearts
of the Irish people for the family in their
deep afliction. The Duke of Clarence and
Avondale was popular in Dublin. When
he was here for a few days recently with
his brother, Prince George, he visited Mr,
Parnell’s grave in Glasnevin cemetery.”

One of the features of Toronto, the Queen
City of the West, is its grand suites of offices.
These, for convenience and adaptability, are
unsurpassed by those of any city on the
American gontinent. Formerly, when To-
ronto was but a shadow of its present dimen-
sions, business and professional men’ were
content with rooms over second-rate
stores or even private houses; but: with the
growing importance and increasing ' pros-
perity of the city such quarters became un-
suitable. Increase of business led to the
necessity of better accommodation, and the
supply necessarily follo wed the demand. .

The World yesterday inspected a large
suite of offices known as the BHigin
Block, in the busiest part of Yonge-
street, on the west side, midway be-
tween, Richmond ~and Queen-streets.

The
three stories above this are designed for
offices. There are 50 of: these,
most  desirable _for business - ‘pur] 1
Tie premises being new, all is clear,
spicand span. The three stories and each of
the rooms are lighted by- electricity, and all
are steam-heated. There are four fire and
burglar proof vaults, Bath rooms, lava-
tories and retiring rooms are provided.

Some of .the offices are already let and
afford thie occupants every satisfgction.
Dick & Wickson, the architects of the build-
ing, have teir headquarters here, and offices
equally as ‘eligible cau be rented of Alan C.
Thompson on the premises.:

Of course the rent of the rooms varies ac-
cording to position and size. Mercantile
houses can have choice of ~ oftices at the wide
range of from $6 to $25 per wonth. There
are caretaker’s and ‘janitor's rooms, and
convenienr elevator. The staircases and
lobbies are spacious and well lighted, and'no
more advantageous set of offices exists in the
city than those in the Elgin block,

[ and the deplorably insufficient. staff that is
there to attend them, as it is a most dis-
tressing example of the folly in allowing
aldermen to control, if not to run, the Board
of Health in accordance with their own con-
tracted and illiberal notiouns.

Now there was such a general demand for
retrenchment during the recent city cam-
paign that the staff of the Local Board of
Health, instead. of being increased in pro-
portion to the requirements of this season of
the year, which has been so exceptionally
productive of sickness and contagious
disease, was reduced in compliance with the
dictates of sel ess and that utter
disregard for the public health which
our ~aldermen | invaribly show when
they are in danger of losing a few votes by
a Ccol nee with the most elementary
principles of health. If all the other depart-
meunts in this city were rendering such good

and faithful service as the staff in the Health
Department bas done during the past nine
months, the city would not be in its present
unsatisfactory position, mor would  the
health officials have quite so much to do 1f
those whose business it is to look after build-

ings and public works had discharged their |

duties faithfuliy and well. The harrowing
.description that you give in The World this
morning of the sufferings of the litt

patients calls loudly for a reconstruction of
our local Board of Health in order that the
present eviis may be remedied and  future
ones prevented. And I fear that we can
never hope to be mucb better 'so
long ‘eas aldermen as such are al-
lowed to control the action of the
Board of Health as they do at present. You
would, therefore, add considerably to your
reputation as a live newspaper by continu-
ing the agitation which you started in The
World some time ago against the predomin-
ant influence of our alde in the affairs
of a board for which their education and ex-
perience do mot always qualify them, even
U sing interest did not contlict with
such’ action as might be taken to arrest the
progress and exterminate if possible all in-
fectious diseases that might  afflict the city.
As I understand, when the act was passed
under which the Boarc of Health exists it
was not anticipated by Mr. Mowat or any
other of its framers that the aldermen should
be members of the board unless they had
special qualifications for the position. And
as the health of the city is a matter that con-
cerns all classes, but particularly the working
elass, would it not be a decided improvement
on the present system if the members of the
board were appointed from represepitative
bodies such as the Associated Cdaritivs, iue
Trad-s Council; the mayor and one or two
other representatives of the City Council,
who might be selected on account of their
special qualifications for the duties. In/fact,
any system that would do away with the
everlasting wirepulling and obstruction of
aldermen in such measures as the Medical
Health Officer might  find necessary to take
in the interest of the city, for we may rest
assured that only a board constituted as the
present bvard is would tolerate for a week
the ' niggardly system that compels four
nurses to attend so many little children night
and day while afflicted with a loathsome
and painful disease. .
