If this idea is carried ont Berlin 
will see one of the largest affaire of the kind 
ever witnessed here.

SIR QEBALD PORTAL DEAD.

The Commissioner of Uganda Succumbs 
to Typhoid Fevek

London, Jan. 25. —Sir Gerald Herbert 
Portal, British political agent and consul 
general at Zanzibar, died from typhoid 
fever in London to-day.

Sir Gerald Portal was born in 1858. 
After being educated at Eton he entered 
the diplomatic service, becoming an attache 
in 1879. He was posted to the Egyptian 
agency and consulate in 1882 and was 
present at the bombardment of Alexandria 
in July of that year. He held the rank of 
Third Secretary of Legation at the time. 
Sir Gerald Portal became acting agent and 
consul-general in 1886 and in the year fol­
lowing wae sent to Abyssinia on mis­
sion. In 1889 he was appointed to 
Zanzibar, at first in an acting capacity, and 
then permanently. On the retirement ot 
Sir Euan-Smith, Sir Gerald was made C.B. 
in 188(1, and K.C.M.G. in August, 1893. 
In 1892 he wae appointed Government 
Commissioner at Uganda. He favored the 
occupation of Uganda by Great Britain In 
•uoceeeion to the British East Africa Com­
pany. Hie widow ie Lady Aliee, daughter 
of the Earl of Abingdon.

Secretary Carlisle Explains.
Secretary Carlisle addressed the House 

Judiciary Committee to-day upon the sub­
ject of his proposed bond issue.

London, Jan. 25.—The Times comments 
as follows upon its dispatches from Berlin 
concerning the reconciliation of Emperor 
William and Bismarck: “The most reason­
able explanation of the Kaiser’s action, so 
far as it is political at all, is that it is in­
tended to disarm Bismarck’s hostility dur­
ing an important international crisis, for as 
such the Russian treaty is recognized. This ie 
rendered all the more possible by the atti­
tude Biamarok lately has oonsistgutlv 
adopted in regard to Russia.

He has never cèose^ to declare that in 
Rallia’» friendship lay Germany’s true in­
terest and safety. He, therefore, would 
not be likely now to wish to destroy the 
treaty.

Thus it is pretty certain that the recon­
ciliation does not mean a sacrifice of Chan­
cellor von Caprivi or any change of policy, 
national or international. Nobody knows 
better than the Kaiser and Capri vi that the 
coming year ie likely to be one of un­
common difficulty, and Germany's position 
will be an uncomfortable one.

The first thing, then, is to close ranks 
and as far ae possible conciliate the sleepless 
critic of the last tour years. As Bismarck, 
with all his faults, is above all thing» a 
patriot, this will not be difficult.

V. S. NATIONAL BOARD OP TRADE.

Passe» n Series ot Resolutions on the Cur­
rency yueetlon,

WA8HINI!T0N„ Jan. 25.—The National 
Board of Trade at its morning aetsion to­
day adopted by a vote of 34 to 11 a resolu­
tion favoring each modification of the im­
migration laws as will admit under agree­
ment professional men and women and 
technically expert artisians as instructors. 
It also adopted a resolution in favor of the 
appointment of an expert monetary coin- 
mittee.

Tbe committee on finance asked the 
adoption of a series of resolutions favoring 
the continuance of currency issues of the 
nation and of its national banks; protesting 
sgainst the repeal of the law taxing the 
currency issues of state banks; favoring a 
tariff authorizing national banks to issue 
notes to the par value of their hoods on de­
posits with Secretary of Treasury; also a 
resolutiou for the creation of an expert 
monetary commission to investigate the 
currency system of this and other countries.

In 
Toronto the one company has a monopoly 
of the whole business, and it it in a position 
to supply gat at even cheaper rates than 
that at which it ie sold in Cleveland.

The New Imperial Highway.
With the settlement ot a few more de­

tails we shall see completed the new Im­
perial highway between Great Britain and 
the Australian colonies. An effort ie now 
being made to induce the English Govern­
ment to use the Canadian route to Austra­
lia for postal purposes. At the same time 
the Imperial authorities are asked to sub­
sidize the Canadian-Auetralian Steamship 
Company to the extent of £25,000 per an­
num for 10 years. Provided this subsidy 
is granted another steamship, built under 
the directions of the Admiralty, will be 
placed on the route. The matter is now 
officially before the British Cabinet, 
and their decision will be awaited 
with interest In both Canada and 
Australia. In the meantime the 
British Postmaster General has recognized 
the new route and he will forward through 
Canada all letters so marked. This makes 
the beginning of what we believe will soon 
become the nest and quickest postal service 
between England and Australia. In an 
article in the current number of The West­
minster Review, Mr. J. F. Hogan. M.P., 
points out the advantages to be gained by 
the adoption of the Canadian route. As 
the building of the Canadian Pacific Rail­
way has played an influential part in pro­
moting the federation of the provinces of 
Canada, so the new Imperial high­
way “will appreciably pave the way 
towards the accomplishment of that 
larger and more comprehensive fed­
eration which all the well-wishers of 
the Empire eo ardently long to see.” At 
present the mails to and*from Australia 
are carried across Europe and through the 
Suez Canal. By the new route they would 
go through British territory from ;end to 
end. The new route would involve no 
more, probably lets, time m the conveyance 
ot" the mail than the Suez route. The 
steamers engaged in the service on the 
Pacific would be available for the purposes 
of Imperial defence in time of war. It 
is further said that the subsidy asked for 
would be less than the saving effected by 
the decrease in the subsidies 
paid the companies that carry 
the mail via the Suez route. 
As far as we can see at this distance from 
the scene, the Imperial authorities have 
much to gain in encouraging the Canadian 
route. It is to be hoped they will see the 
matter in this light and grant the subsidy 
requested.

As far as Canada is concerned, the adop­
tion of the new route for a through posta 
service will prove of great benefit to us 
commercially and politically. A new 
steamer will be added to the Pacific 
fleet and our trade in that ocean will 
thereby be extended. Vancouver will be 
built up at the expense of San Francisco. 
The establishment of the through postal 
service via Canada will make the western 
route to Australia a popular one with 
travelers. Travelers and the mail generally 
go together by the same conveyance and the 
same route. Canada will get the benefit of 
a goodly share of the travel that now goes 
by way of Suez. The voyage via Canada is 
said to form an agreeable contrast to that 
through the Suez Canal.

If the subsidy is granted by the Imperial 
authorities, but one more liuk remains to 
be forged and the great chain will be com­
pleted. We refer to the fast Atlantic ser­
vice. Imperial and colonial interests ought 
to be of sufficient importance to warrant 
the establishment ot a line of fast steamers 
between Montreal and Liverpool. This 
will be the finishing stroke of a great Im­
perial project, a project in which the Do­
minion plays the most important part. It 
is certain to be an accomplished fact before 
long in any event, and if everything works 
well the whole project may be completed 
and in running order this year.

The Weird Stretch of Country Topped 
by the Nevada Southern Bead.

One of the most peculiar and interest­
ing places on the American continent is 
juse being opened up by Isaac E. Blake 
and his Nevada Southern Railroad. The 
section, says the Denver Republican, lie» 
across the diagonal line that forms the 
southern boundary of tlieState of Nevada, 
spreading into California and reaching 
almost to the line of the Atlantic and 
Pacific Railroad. The old ’49-ers passed 
through this section during the Califor­
nian gold excitement. Many perished 
from thirst, and the remains of their 
wagons, such as the tires and other iron 
parts, may be found strewn about the 
valleys. Near Renting Springs a man by 
the name of Lee lias a ranch, an Indian 
wife and a family oTeight children. Not 
far from there is what is believed to be 
the famous Gunsight mine. Qne of the 
pioneers, in passing through that section, 
picked up a piece of lead almost pure; 
and made a sight for hie gun with it. 
It was so rich that when lie told the story 
in civilization prospectors started out to 
locate it The fact of the similarity of 
all the valleys led many astray and 
they perished from thirst. His descrip­
tion of the spot applied to so many spots 
that no one lias ever been able to ac­
curately locate the miue, but the present 
owners believe they have found it.

The valley adjoining that which is the 
route of the Nebula Southern is called 
Pahruinp. It is the principal one of 
them all for gold and silver and lead 
mines. Up in the valley, which is one 
of those tfry, barren sand gulches be­
tween two perpendicular walls of rock, 
is the Mesquite stamp mill. On one 
side is the Keystone gold mine, from 
which $90,000 has been extracted. Up 
at tbs head of the valley is the Mont­
gomery gold district. Seveal miles 
above the mill is the Pahrump springs, 
where a hardy pioneer lias settled in a 
beautiful little qgsis and reared a family. 
Those who have visited the family say 
that away off-there imprisoned by canon 
walls and sandy deserts, is the most beau­
tiful woman in the west. She is one 
of nature’s queens, and her fame for 
beauty is spreading quite rapidly since 
grim civilization placed his toot in the 
Pahrump Valley. The Pahrump Valley 
has not been noted for its civilization, 
A band of renegade Indians—a mixture 
of the Mojave», Chiiigowayrae and 
Piutee, all of which inhabit that coun­
try—have settled in it. They once had 
a chief, and when he died fais son was 
the candidate for the chieftainship. The 
tribe did not want him and would not 
elect him, so they went without a head, 
but not for long. Tecopa stepped into 
the job and has since held it, and is 
looked vp to as the chief. Chief Te- 
copa’s attfre consists of a plug hat and 
an old striped shirt. Once in a while he 
wears trousers, but very seldom. When 
Mr. Blake went there Chief Tecopa 
that he owned all that country, uud that 
liis consent was necessary before any 
railroads could be built. His consent 
could be bought with a plug hat and a 
red stripedshirt. These being promised 
over a pipe, Tecopa allowed the white 
chief ito proceed with his railroad.

The American Union is an agglomeration

The 
result is a clumsy and heterogenous Re­
public, whose eubjeote run from one state 
to another to get the kind of law that ie 
best suited to the matter they have in hand 
for the moment. . *

The fair Lilian Russell, a divorcee by the 
way, couldn’t get the marrying order she 
wished from a New York judge, eo she took 
a Cbambera-etreet ferry last Sunday, went 
to New Jersey and there got married ac­
cording to the style that prevails in and 
around Hoboken.

Bat, aa we have already said, the Republic 
has a clumsy and unwieldly constitution, 
and it is often a difficult matter to carry 
out the wishes of the people. A large ma­
jority of the people on the other aide 
of the line is undoubtedly averse 
to prize-fighting, hut they have not 
the machinery to carry out their 
wishes. Id this respect both Canada and 
Great Britain are far ahead of the Republic. 
The United States constitution will stand 
a good deal of emendation. It is sadly in 
need of unification, ap its divorce and prize­
fighting laws abundantly prove.

The passenger did 
not want to get out of that oar at his usual 
jumping-off plaoe, but wanted to ride in it 
all day. It was eo entirely new and differ­
ent from the ordinary trolley car. It was 
about half as long again, and ran 
on eight wheels, four big and 
four small, and the sensation of rid­
ing in this car was just like what 
one feels in a railway train. There was no 
rocking and the running was smooth. The 
scats, too, arc like those of a railway car, 
and each will hold two passengers comfort­
ably, aud there are 18 of these seats, nine 
on each side. This car cannot be crowded 
like the ordinary trolley car and the pas­
senger can stretch out his legs comfortably 
no matter how many are in the aisle, which, 
by the by, is narrow. The car is vestibuleil 
at both ends, nicely finished and furnished 
with roller curtains, etc. The brake is on 
the lever principle and the motorman lias 
only to pull the lever back a couple ot times 
in order to stop the car. The action is 
rapid but smooth, and there is a desir­
able absence of the jerking which is 
characteristic of the ordinary car. This 
car was built by the J. ti. Brill Company 
of Philadelphia, aud is owned by the Mont­
real Park and Island P,ailway, who are 
getting it into working order previous to 
putting it on their own route to Sault au 
Recollet, which will be some time this 
week. In the summer the company will 

the Pullman center vestibule upper 
seat cars, which have the double capacity 
of the ordinary cars and the passenger lias 
the option of sitting inside or on top. These 
cars will start from The Witness office at 
the corner of Bleary and Craig-striets, and 

along Craig to St. Lawrence Main- 
street to the Back River and Sault au 
Recollet,—Montreal Witness.

The People’s Traction Company will 
start their trolley lino Fourth and Eighth- 
streets and on Girard-avenue early this 
spring.

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jWhat Has Happened May Happen.
In years gone by more than one Atlantic 

steamship has disappeared from sight with­
out leaving a single clue as M the disaster 
by which it was overwhelmed. In some 
instances fire lias been suspected and in 
others the deadly tidal wave. The latter is 
a species of danger that j» very rarely met 
with on the ocean, but now and then it does 
occur and woe to the vessel that encounters 
the wave on its way shoreward». A tidal 
wave on Sunday last struck the stanch 
steamship Normannia of the German trans- 
Atlautic line when it was 750 miles out from 
New York. The wave came in sight all of 
a sudden and the captain and crew threw 
themselves flat on the deckandgrabbod hold 
to 2some tangible support that was not 
likely to be carried away. Fortunately 
no lives were lost, although seven men 
were severely injured. While the crew 
escaped in this way the vessel suffered 
great damage. The deck was denuded of 
all its fixings aud S1(X),000 worth of prop­
erty was destroj-cd by a single wave. The 
captain says the wave approached the ves­
sel like a veritable Niagara Falls, Had 
the vessel been of a loss substantial build it 
might and probably would have succumbed 
to the thousands of tous of water that 
struck it. A wave like this will account 
for some of the mysterious disasters that 
have occurred on the Atlantic in years 
gone by. We build vessels to-day that 
will weather any storm. The tidal wave 
is about the only species of danger that 
the great lines age unprepared for, and 
there is always a possibility of one of these 
monsters upsetting our otherwise perfect 
plans.

A Duty the Aldermen Should Perform.

They gave the first cheer when 
Corbett got Mitchell’s fist on the 
body and afterwards the 
fellows had the call. The outburst of en­
thusiasm over the result was not particu­
larly marked, and it was quite a disap­
pointed crowd that left the hall at 8.46.

Money did not go with the enthusiasm, 
and Corbett money at 2 to 1 went a beg­
ging. A few bets at 8 to 1 were made.

Brady sent the result to hie show at the 
Toronto and there was much cheering and

Corbett’

making many little preparations for his 
attention and comfort.

Mltehell Gets a Hearty Welcome.
The crowd never stopped cheering and 

yelling encouragement to Corbett until a 
sudden and sharp yell near the arena 
entrance announced the approach of 
Mitchell. The Englishman raoeived a 
hearty welcome, although the applause was 
rather perfunctory and evidently given in a 
spirit of fairness. Mitchell was also wrap­
ped up in a long and woolen-like chocolate 
robe. He wore in addition a little soft 
traveling cap jauntily perched on one side 
of hie head, and a pair of black 
half hose. He was laughing and jolly as he 
entered the ring and seemed especially to 
consider it a good joke when Billy Madden 
handed him a roll of bills. They were the 
$2000 slakes which Brady, Corbett’s man­
ager, bet Mitchell that he would never enter 
the ring opposite Corbett. Mitchell took 
the greenbacks and passed them to » news­
paper friend. TheiS he went to his north­
west corner and sat down.

The Fighters Exchange Nods.
He grinned and nodded as he looked over 

to Corbett end the letter nodded in return, 
but not in a very friendly manner.

Billy Madden took advantage of the vocal 
exhaustion of the crowd to make the an­
nouncements. Corbett would be attended 
by John Donaldson, Billy Delaney, John 
McVey, Jack Dempsey and William A. 
Brady; timekeeper, Teddy Foley. Mitch­
ell’s attendants would De Tom Allen, Jack 
Fogarty, Steve O’Donnell, Pony Moore, 
Harry Darrin and Jim Hall; timekeeper, Bat 
Mastereon. Timekeeper for the club, 
Snapper Garrison.

Mitchell was less nearly nude, having on 
a pair of black trunks, which covered him 
half way from hie waist to his knees. When 
the men Were both ready the timekeepers 
were still fussing over their watches and 
Corbett called out to the referee: “Better 
hurry up, Kelly; it’s getting cold here.”

All this time Mitchell was chaffing with 
his attendants, laughing, and in every ap­
pearance and manner was utterly unlike 
the eager young Californian, who was like a 
hound straining at his leach. A^ last all 
the preliminaries were adjusted to every­
body’s satisfaction. Referee Kelly said: 
“ Get together, boys.” The time gong 
rang out and the short, sharp, desperate 
fight began.

Then gloves were produced from each 
corner and carefully inspected by everyone 
concerned. Corbett’s set were brown lea­
ther and Mitchell’s white. They ptoved 
satisfactory all around, and each man elect­
ed to wear a pair of hie own set.

The gloves weighed five ounces eaeh.
Corbett’s gloves were on his hands, and 

he had started to strip when Referee Kelly 
called the men together to receive a word of 
advice about breaking away and to shake 
bands.

put up hie hands, but he stood a plain 
mark, defenceless and dazed, as Corbett 
rushed at him, and swinging his right 
smashed a terrific blow square on Mitchell’s

The Englishman fell heavily on hie side 
and rolled over on hie face senseless, knocked 
out. Corbett did not look at him again. 
Even before the formality of counting out 
the defeated man had been gone through 
with Corbett was being hugged by his 
delighted friends and attendants. The 
spectators were nearly as crazy with ex­
citement as the men on the platforms, and 
no one left the arena until after Mitchell’s 
seconds had lifted him up and carried him 
to his corner.

The lightning-like work ot Corbett in the 
round had been too rapid for most of the 
spectators to follow and understand. They 
saw Mitchell knocked down three times in 
rapid succession, sew him stretched out 
senseless and bleeding, but how it was done 
was a question-which was asked by hun­
dreds of men who had been staring at the 
deed they asked to have explained.

Transportation even for the mile and a half 
to the arena became a serious matter early 
In the day. Hacks with capacity for five, 
four inside and one on the box, charged $25 
for the trip, and there were not enough 
hacks. Every kind of vshicle was offered 
in the profitable service Newspaper repre­
sentatives were obliged to pay for their ad­
missions.

How the Heavyweight Title Came From 
, Mae. to Corbett,

Back in 1870 the pugilistic championship 
of the world was held by Jem Mace, he 
having defeated Allen for the title on May 
10 of that year.

On Mace retiring Tom Allen gained the 
title by agreeing to meet anyone for it. 
Allen remained champion until 1876, when 
Joe Goes defeated him for the title.

Goes held the title until June 11, 1880, 
when Paddy Ryan defeated him.

Ryau held the|tltle until Sept. 7, 1882, 
when Sullivan defeated him for the cham­
pionship of the world and $7000.

Sullivan held the title until 1887, when 
$1000 woe posted at The Clipper oflice end 
Kilreln in the formal way claimed the 
championship when Sullivan refused to 
fight him.

Kilrein, Dec. 19, 1887, fought Jem Smith 
on Island St. Pierre, France, for the title 
and the battle ended In a draw.

In 1888 Sullivan challenged Kilrain. A 
match was ratified at Toronto, January, 
1889. The battle was fought on July 8, 
1889. Sullivan won in 76 rounds, Mike 
Donovan, Kilraln’e second, throwing up 
l he sponge. Sullivan again won the title, 
which he held until Frank P. Slavin of 
Maitland, New South Wales, posted £500 
and challenged him

Sullivan refused to fight, and Richard K. 
Fox, donor of the belt, awarded it to 
Slavin, who wae then the champion of the 
world according to the rules governing the 
question. Joe MoAullffe, the Missouri 
boy, challenged Slavin to fight tor the 
and title. Slavin and McAullffe fought at 
the Ormonde Club, London, Eng. Slavin 
won and held the title until 1891, when he 
came to America and wae challenged by 
Sullivan.

Slavin had no backers and Sullivan 
claimed the title, which he held until 
James J. Corbett defeated him on Sept. 7, 
1892, in the memorable battle at New 
Orleans that lea ted 1 hour 23 minutes and 
21 rounds.

But in view of the recent utterances of|8ir 
Oliver Mowat it is questionable bow the 
members will deal with it. The prewnt 
council ia made up of 21 Conservative, 
and 26 Reformera.

That I will on Friday move that in the 
opinion of this council, county and judicial 
officers such aa registrars, sheriffs, clerks 
of the peace, county crown attorneys, etc., 
should be selected by the people through 
their representatives in county council. 
That such officers should be paid by salary. 
That the fees payable by persons having 
business with such officers should, when 
practicable, he payable in stamp fnmiahed 
by the Government and should be reduced 
to the lowest minimum sum possible to 
maintain the respective offices.

It was moved by Messrs Davidson and 
Boag that the Committee on Bylaws and 
Legislation be instructed to introduce a 
bylaw to appoint two members, with the 
warden, as county representatives on the 
Board of Directors of the Industrial Ex­
hibition Association. Carried.

Next followed a long resolution, moved 
by Messrs. Stokes and Davidson, that the 
Committee on Bylaws and Legislation be 
instructed to memorialize the Ontario Legis­
lature to amend the law relating to the 
worrying and killing of sheep by dogs. 
That the owners of dogs who have 
been properly assessed, and who 
have not sought to evade the 
law by not -'giving to the assessors 
the proper number or sex of their dogs, 
shall not be liable for any damage to any 
sheep, but that the municipality shall pay 
out of the fundi two-thirds of the vaine of 
the animals silled. Anyone who owns or 
harbors a dog that has worried or killed a 
sheep or lamb, and who has not been pro­
perly assessed, shall be liable to the full ex­
tent of damage. The fence- viewers shall be 
the valuators along with the owner of the 
sheep /killed.

The council went into Committee of the 
Whole on this resolution, with Mr. Pegg in 
the chair.

A long discussion took place, every mem­
ber who spoke being of the opinion that 
there should be some change in the law.

. .snow from the sidewalks, from 24 hours 
after falling to within 0 hours. In speaking 
to the motion the Warden advocated the 
removal of the snow by the municipalities. 
That is the custom adopted in East To­
ronto, and ho found it the best plan, as it 
only added a little over rive cents to the 
taxes of each ratepayer, and the snow was 
removed without any trouble.

Editor World: It has been the custom of 

late years for the city corps to spend the 
Queen’s Birthday away from home, giving 
tbe men a pleasant onting and enabling 
them to accept invitation» from outside 
sister corpe, whose arrangements have in­
variably succeeded in ceasing the holiday 
to be spent very agreeably.
