Ottawa, April 24.—The report of the 
Prohibition Commission presented to-day 
is a voluminous document, making near­
ly 1600 type-writ ten pages apart from 
the printed evidence. The commissioners 
summarise their work as follows :

The enactment of a prohibitory law 
for the whole Dominion would, in' the 
opinion of the undersigned, prejudicially 
affect the business, industrial and com­
mercial interests of the country* The 
effect of the law on the Federal, Pro­
vincial and Municipal revenues from 
the traffic would be to practically wipe 
them out. In Quebec the wiping out 
of so large a sum as $600,000 would 
prove severely embarrassing. The option 
conferred under the Scott Act,it cam only 
be remarked, still remains thee law 
of the country; it is the nearest 
approach to a general prohibitive sys­
tem which has been attempted* 
The act has been repealed, in 52 
per cent, ot the coimties and cities 
which originally adopted it, and no new 
district has put the act in force since 
1886. A prohibitory law was enacted 
iu New Brunswick lii 1855, put in force in 
January, 1856, and repealed the 
year. The prohibitory system, 
permit provisions, which was in force 
for several years in the Northwest 
Territories, was abandoned for a license 
system in 1892. It may be asked if pro­
gress iu the states of the United States 
which have adopted prohibitory laws has 
been greater than in the various Cana­
dian provinces where the law has been 
what has just been described. The com­
missioners refer to the information al­
ready given, and in the evidence sub - 
mitted, for an answer to that question. 
They believe that it must be answered 
in the negative by everyone disposed to 
weigh the facts dispassionately. This 
comparison deals with prohibition as a 
system.

Register Convictions on the License.
The investigations of the commission­

ers have satisfied them that convictions 
for second or subsequent offences, as 
such, against the license laws by the 
holders of licensee, amount in many 
places to only a small proportion of 
the cases which occur and hence what 
the law contemplated, vix., heavier pen­
alties for repeated offences are not in­
flicted as they should be. This, in part, 
arises (from the difficulty of proving, 
previous convictions. To remedy, this 
the license certificates should be of a 
moderately permanent character, and 
such as could be produced in court, in 
any case of complajnt, the annual re­
newals being represented by a separate 
certificate or receipt; that in every case 
of complaint the defendant should be 
called upon to produce his license, and 
every conviction should be endorsed 
thereon. No transferable license should 
be permitted whilst any case is pending 
a&ainst the holder. '

Saloons Should Go.
The licensing of saloons, the only busi­

ness of which is the sale by retail of 
intoxicants, the commissioners consider, 
should be put an end to. There is no 
justification for their existence founded 
upon necessity, and it is certain that 
most of the evils which arise out of the 
immoderate use of intoxicants have 
their origin in or are encouraged by 
the existence of these saloons.

Restaurant Restrictions-
The commissioners are of opinion that 

no one should be grafted a license for 
any saloon or restaurant in which meals 
are not regularly supplied to all who may 
require them, and that the law should 
not be evaded by such practices as are 
now resorted to ; that the authority 
to sell should be restricted in these 
places to selling only to those who par­
take of and pay fpr meals. They are 
also of opinion that no one should be 
given a license for an inn or tavern 
which has not the necessary accommoda­
tion in the shape at rooms and beds 
and facilities for supplying meals to a 
reasonable'number of persons at one and 
the same time.

Shop Licenses Should Be Curtailed.
Where the right to oppose the granting 

of licensee exists, the undersigned consid­
er the residents should have the right 
—under proper conditions as to notice 
to the licensees—and be afforded every 
reasonable facility to oppose for cause 
the granting of renewals.

The commissioners are of the opinion 
that the number of shop licenses should 
be very materially, reduced, and that the 
sale of intoxicants should in! every 
case be wholly separated from the sale 
of groceries or other domestic supplies. 
Three Convictions to Forfeit the License.

The undersigned believe that it would 
be of great advantage to have such 
amendments of the licenise laws enacted 
as would provide that in case of 
second conviction of a breach of any of 
the provisions thereof, il 
be a tenant, the lease shall become void 
if the lessor so desires, aud that in case 
of a third or subsequent conviction! the 
license itself shall be forfeited, and the 
same premises shall not be licensed for 
a term of years.

The undersigned believe that the im­
position of high license fees, a more 
strict supervision of the places licensed, 
a thorough inspection of liquors, and an 
efficient enforcement of the law, would 
materially improve the character of the 
establishments where the liquor is sold, 
and put an end to many of the evils, 
which now result from the traffic.

A law which punishes the citizen who 
vends liquors contrary to its provisions, 
yet permits the citizen who purchases 
what is sold illegally to escape punish­
ment, cannot be considered other than 
an unequal and one-sided law. The 
dersigned are of opinion that both par­
ties to what is an illegal transaction 
should be made equally guilty in. the 
eye of the law.

In conclusion, the commissioners 
press their thanks to Mr. John Court­
ney, Mr. John jLowe, Mr. E. Miall, Mr.

A prohibitory law partakes too much 
o/ the character of coercive legislation 
uti a matter! in regard to which a very 
large portion of the people consider 
they are qualified aud entitled to judge 
for themselves, to be accepted as a 

they are called upon to unhesi­
tatingly obey, and hence the impractica­
bility of efiicient enforcement.

With the powers possessed by the vari- 
provinccs to legislate in respect to 

the traffic, the certainty ia that in some 
oi them prohibition would meet with de­
termined opposition.

▲ Simple Way ef Shewing How Quickly 

It Hay be Made.

Few economic discoveries more im­
portant than that of acetylene gas have 
recently been made. So much has been 
said and printed about it that its nature 
is pretty well known to the public, but 
its marvelous cheapness as an illuminat­
ing agent, as compared with ordinary 
gas, makes it an interesting subject for 
comment. , . .

It has been demonstrated by actual 
experiment that 1,000 feet of acetylene 
gas is equal in illuminating power to 
about 12,500 feet of the ordinary used in 
Philadelphia, and as acetylene gas costs 
only about 25 cents a 1,000 feet, the 
difference in cost is tho difference be­
tween $12.50 and 25 cents. That seems 

^almost incredible, and yet it seems to 
have been established beyond a doubt.

6reat Display Promised Fanciers—Order of 
Judging.

Everything is now in appie-pie order 
for the Dog Show, which opens this 
morning, and the public will be intro - 
duced to one of the very finest bench 
shows ever seen in Canada. Forty doge, 
including the celebrated kennel of Rus­
sian woli hounds, thirsting for more 
honors, were on the scene of action Last 
night, and, comfortably benched, 
show in themselves. Besides 
tries another 60 were anxious to 
pete, but the entries arrived too late.

The Scientific American illustrates a 
véry simple and effectual method of pro­
ducing the new gas front the calcium 
carbide, as the new mineral is called, in 
the form in which it is used for this pur­
pose. A piece the size of a pea, it drop­
ped into a tumbler of water, will give 
off enough gas to be lighted repeatedly 
as it buobles up to the surface, but a 
more effective experiment may be made 
with the apparatus shown in this cut.

An ordinary glass jar and a large­
sized lamp-chimney are used. In the 
top of the chimney fit a cork, paraffin­
ed around tho edge to make it fit tight­
ly. Make a hole in the center of the 
cork, and in it insert a tube fitted with 
a gas burner, the smallest size obtain­
able.

Pass a piece of wire through the cork 
to one side of the pipe, on which sus­
pend a wire-gauze basket to hold the 
calcium carbide. The wire ia bent at 
the top to give it a handle, and at the 
bottom to hold the basket

To make the experiment, the lamp 
chimney is placed iu the jar, water is 
poured in until it reaches to within an 
inch or two of the top, and a piece of tbe 
calcium carbide, about one-half tne size 
of a walnut, is placed in the basket, 
which is drawn up pretty close to the 
cork.

The cork is then placed in the top of 
the chimney and pressed down snug 
and tight, and the wire is worked slow­
ly down until tbe basket becomes partly 
immersed in the water. The contact < 
the carbide with the water immediately 
causes an evolution of the gas, and the 
pressure from the gas makes the level 
of the water sink. If the cock be open, 
the gas and the air within the chimney 
begin to escape, and as soon as the odor 
from the gas becomes strong, a match 
may be applied to the burnerX

As the gas is burned the pressure will 
decrease, and the level of the water will 
rise in the chimney, thus bringing the 
basket, witli the carbide in it, again in 
contact with the water, when more gas 
will be evolved. By this simple experi­
ment a light may be obtained that will 
bum with great steadiness for about ten 
minutes.

The pretense is igno­
minious, contemptible plea, in order to 
shoulder tbe government of the coun­
try from the responsibility that they 
are bound to take in passing an order, 
and interfering with the affairs of the 
province.

It is evident also that they 
are recognizing their mistake, because 
one member of the Government says it 
means one thing and another says it 
means something else. All are trying to 
get away from the real meaning. The 
press is trying to say, that it does not 
mean a return to the old system. The 
Mail says that we can look iu vain( for 
anything that forbids inspection. This 
shows conclusively that the editor of 
The Mail does not know anything about 
the order. (Tumultuous applause.) The 
order does not provide that the schools 
shall be inspected, but says they 
shall be conducted as they were prior to 
1890. Aud it is the Catholic section of 
the Board of Education that controls 
them.

These discrepancies show that these 
gentlemen aoid the press have begun to 
appreciate the fact that they might have 
better waited a little while aud given 
us time to come down here, and explain 
the facts of the case, before they rushed 
in aud endeavored to ride over us in this 
way. (Applause.)

From the ))egimiing to the end there 
has been an effort to becloud this ques­
tion. There has been some bugaboo be­
hind this—that the law was shoving 
the Government on. The question is, 
whether the people of Canada will, of 
their own free will and accord, declare 
that the people of Manitoba are. to have 
Separate schools whether they desire 
them or not.

Shouts of “No.”
If Canada forces them on us we will 

have to give Separate schools, 
going to take some time 
(Tremendous cheering.) There will be 
several cases to go through the courts 
aud to the Privy Council beforp^we will 
do it. We will fight the nmtter out in 
the courts. If the decisions be against 
os Manitoba will have to submit, be­
cause Canada is a very big place aud 
Manitoba a very small place. The re­
sult would be that the Catholics would 
have Separate schools, the Meunonites 
would have their Separate schoole, and 
the Anglicans also. I do not see why 
they should not have them. I think the 
Anglican is as good as the Catholic 
and the Mennonite, and a good deal 
better. (Cheers and laughter.) %

a province with one flag, on^Jffnguage 
and oue school system. Witli Separate 
schools, how long would this take? How 
long hae it taken in Quebec? An element 
would be introduced which would hold 
down Manitoba, as it has held down 
Quebec.

undisputed heritage of all, immensely 
add to its influence, prestige and power, 
promote, extend and perpetuate govern­
ment by the people and remove forever 
the causes most likely to seriously dis­
turb cordial relations and kindly inter- 
epurse with the Motherland ; :

“ Therefore, be it resolved, if the Sen­
ate concur, that we invite the Canadian 
people to cast jn their lot with their 
own continent, and assure them that 
they shall have all the continent can 
give .them. We will respect their free­
dom of action, and welcome them when 
they desire, into an equal and honorable 
union/’

The introducer stated .that the resolu­
tion was backed by some of the most 
prominent men in the country.

He also congratulated Senator Fergu-» 
son upon his elevation to the Cabinet.

It ap­
peared to him that the foreign policy 
of the administration was opposed to 
its fiscal policy. Taking up the Mani­
toba school question, he supported the 
course pursued by the administration, 
and said that in passing the Re me dal 
Order the Government was merely doing 
its dury as a sheriff in serving a writ. 
The judgment of .the Imperial Privy 
Council left no alternative. The Gov­
ernment had done its duty in this mat­
ter, but its many other sins had re­
sulted in its meeting defeat in Anti­
gonish. He denied the assertion of the 
Premier, that if a Conservative Govern­
ment had been in power in Manitoba 
the acts of 1890 would, not have been 
passed, and referred to the last local 
elections to prove his contention.

RICH ?

About as good an answer as it is pos­
sible to give, in a general way, to this 
monotonous query of The Globe’s is that 
furnished by Eli Perkins in the last issue 
of The American Economist. What the 
National Policy has done for Canada he 
tells ns more graphically than we could 
picture the story ourselves.

He recommends the establishment of a 
workhouse and farm for tramps and va­
grants, similar to the plan adopted at 
Buffalo. He advises the withdrawal of 
the civic grant from institutions for 
orphans and neglected children, on the 
ground that the Government made ample 
provision for such.

As to refuges for women, it is recom­
mended that an allowance of two cents 
per day be allowed for each, woman be­
longing to Toronto, and thê^ùsllal grant 
withdrawn.

door relief, it is suggested that the an­
nual grant of $1000 given to the Relief 
Society be withdrawn and given to the 
House of Industry.

From the Newsboys’ Lodging and St. 
Nicholas' Home the usual grant is re­
commended to be withdrawn.

It is recommended that tramps be 
compelled to get orders for lodgings in 
the House of Industry from the police 
stations, and that if a tramp presents 
himself for an order four nights in suc­
cession he should be transferred to the 
jail farm.

THEY WANT THE LICENSE.

Large Deputation of Island Residents Walt 
Upon the Commissioner» With Re­

spect to the Island License.
■k A representative and influential depu­

tation of Island residents and voters 
appeared before the License Commis­
sioners yesterday in support of the ap­
plication of M. A. Thom&a for a license 
for the e&Je of beer and wine for the 
Toronto Ferry Company’s new hotel at 
Hanlan’s Point.

The deputation consisted of Lieut.- 
e Col. John I. Davidson, William Arm­

strong, C.E.; J. E. Robertson, N. We&- 
therstone, John T. Small, Horace Thorne, 
John Dick, Norman Macrae aud others. 
Mr. Hammond of the Ferry Company was 
also present.

Several members of the deputation 
addressed the Commissioners, urging 
upon them strongly the granting of a 
Ifcense. They pointed out that, while 
they would not support a spirit license 
for the Island, they were strongly of 
the opinion that a license to sell beer 
and light wines during the summer 
months had become an absolute neces­
sity. Good water could not be obtain- 

. ed on the Island, either for the resi­
dents or for the general public, and 
üomethiug must be done to put a stop 
to the iniquitous custom of t&king over 
spirits from tha city to the Island in 
bottles, a practice over which the Com-i 
missioners and the police had no control. 
They believed that a well-regulated 
beer and wine license would accomplish 
this end. The petition in favor of the 
license had been signed by an overwhelm­
ing majority of the voters and residents 
who lived on the Island with their 
families, and who knew thoroughly the 
conditions at present existing, and might 
be depended upon not to advocate any 
measure that would tend to make the 
place a less pleasant spot for the nan 
selves and their families,- or for? the pub­
lic generally.

Mr. Hammond, on behalf of the Toronto 
Ferry Company, then addressed the com­
missioners. He pointed out that the To­
ronto Ferry Company had now a large 
pecuniary interest in' the Island and 
that they could be depended upon to see 
that the law would be strictly com­
plied with in their own interests, and 
that nothing would be left undone to 
make the Island safe for women and 
children.
