The purpose is to show
the boys and girls that there are
better opportunities for the average
person on the farm than in the cities
to encourage the young people to
stay on the farms and to also en-
courage them in making the home
1:fe on the farm more cheerful and
iateresting and to benefit the social
relations of the communities in
which they live. Such objects and
purposes as laid down for the school
fairs are worthy of the most hearty
co-operation and assistance of all
classes of people.

All
clagses of people benefit by the re-
sults obtained froru better methods
on the farm and this advance in
method can only continue when the
children are shown the advantages
and the opportunities. which are be-
fore them.

Military Hospitals.

The Military Hospitals Commission
at Ottawa informs us that 2081 sol-
diers were under its care at the be-
ginning of this month. Of these, 426
were at Sanatoria for tuberculosis,
and 1616 at Convalescent Hospitals,
682 of the latter being out-patients—
while 39 members of the force were
in asylums for the insane. Of the
426 cases of tuberculosis, it may be
added, almost exactly half were dis-
covered in time to prevent them leav-
ing Canada for the seat of war.

According to a statement prepared
by the Militia Department, up to
QOct. 5, the mumber of soldiers sent
back to Canada because of medical
unfitness was 6208. Of these, 961
were suffering from wounds, shell-
shock, or the effect of gas; 122 were
insane ; 245 were afflicted with , tub-
erculosis ; while the remainder, 4880
were suffering from other diseases
and disabilities.

The protest is dated
November 7th, and is.signed by
Cardinal Merces in behalf of all the
Belgian bishops except the bishop of
Bruges, with whom he was unable
to get in touch. ‘“‘To-day.” declares
Cardinal Mercier, “all able-bodied
men are carried off pell-mell, penned
up in trucks and deported to un-
known destinations like slave gangs.”

Montreal Gazette: A boy who has
just finished school and is about to
atterpt to earn his own living asked
his Principal for advice as to the
books that would give him the broad-
er education he coveted but must
ucquire by himself.

$aid a clergyman in a pulpit in one of
the Eastern Townships of Quebec, a year
ago : “The Canadian who comes out of
this war richer than he went into it, will
have cause to be ashamed of himself.”
The speaker had more in his mind
than army contractors and their profits.
He was thinking of the sacrifices—
financial as well as personal—that are in-
evitably imposed in time of war on every
good citizen,

In the time of such a world cataclysm
to the real patriot nothing can be nor-
mal, He must view every act as it will

* help or hinder the winning of the war,

and he is bound to spare no effort, to
save no money, if thereby the cause is
advanced. When nearly four hundred
thousand Canadians are so impressed by
the gravity of the call that comes to them
that they have offered to risk the loss of
limbs, of health, of life itself, what good
citizen can hesitate to meet all rightous
demands made in the same cause on his
pocketbook ? TLet us confess that these
demands are hcavy; yet if Canadians
were to give only their surplus eainings
in, say, 1913, these demands would be
more than satisfied.

Of all these calls, none is more im-
portant than that of the Canadian Pat-
riotic Fund. This is the Flund that
guarantees to the mothers, wives and
children of our soldiers freedom from all
danger of privation while their bread-
winner is away. To make this provision
for the dependents of Ontario’s soldiers
n 1917 will cost at least six million
dollars, of which four millions must be
raised by personal contributions of pat-
riotic citizens. Let every man whose
profits or income have been increased
since August 4, 1914, consider well if he
will not have reason to be ashamed ot
himself if this great Fund is unable to
fulfil its mission, and he at the same
time is able to count himself the richer
for the war?

Wreck At Kingscourt

There was a rear-end collision between
two freight trains on the G. T. R. at
Kingscourt on Sunday morning about
8.80, when Harry Dier, of Sarnia, one of
the firemen was injured, and later Joseph
Levinsky, of Hamilton, one of the wreck-
ing crew dispatched to the scene, was
severely injured about the head when the
smoke stack of the rear engine, which
was derailed, fell from the engine while
it was being raised by a steam derrick.

Drs. Newell and Siddal of Watford,
were called to the scene and attended
the: injured men, afterward Levinsky
was sent to the Sarnia hospital. He is in
a critical condition.

The cause of the accident has not been
determined. Engmmeer Crow was in
charge of the engine of the rear train,
while Conductor Porter had charge of the
train ahead, Both trains were eastbound
making for Point Edward.

The lines were blocked for some time,
One track was cleared by noon, and the
other a few hours atterwards. Traws for
Port Huron were sent by way of Detroit,
A number ot cars were derailed and
damaged considerably. The engine of
the rear train was sent over on its side.

The wrecked cars coatained sheet
metal consigned to Winnipeg,

Supt. Chas. Forrester is conducting an
official investigation into the wreck.
