The secret of making ends meet, is, 
not infrequently, the difference 
between Success and Failure. Adapt­

ability to hard Circumstances in 
order to study them with a view to 
overcoming them, is a mere stepping- 
stone to the foot of the born Inventor. 
And, however we look at them, 
Iaventors are “bom” as well as 
"made”.

An Inventor has the ability to step 
eff, into Space as it were, to “take 
the plunge” to quote the man in the 
street, which more timid, or more 
sophisticated folk, lack.

Most Inventions come out of two 
desires. A desire to save labor, and 
a desire for better service. But an 
even more fundamental stage lies 
back of these. The period in some 
man’s life, of Rock-bottom Necessity. 
And so there has come down to us 
from the Ancients, who were fond of 
putting Truths into adages the pithy 
statement that “Necessity is the 
Mother of Invention.”

The Age of Necessity, is therefore 
the Age richest in Inventions. The 
Inventions of a fundamental order, 
these that saved mankind from ex­
tinction, rather than those that 
spared his strength.

Regarded from this viewpoint what 
people more rich in Invention than 
the Indian? What people more 
capable of “making ends meet”? 
What people closer in spirit to the 
Secrets of Nature? What people so 
able to see possibilities, “a way out” 
where no way apparently exists, as 
these simple people of the woods, 
lakes, rivers, plains and mountains?

From these Fundamentalists, the 
Pioneer had at once most to fear and 
most to learn. It was this antithesis 
which sharpened desire to take-up 
the land and hold it against the verit­
ably emboilied Spirit of Circumven­
tion. And it was when the early 
pioneers began to appreciate the 
cleverness of the Indian and the 
Indian began to appreciate the quali­
ties of life as introduced by the new 
people, that one began to learn of 
the other and to prosper by exchange 
of experiences and by exchange of the 
inventions for which each stood.

The Indian and the pioneer have 
this in common. Both wére always 
face to face with Necessity. Danger 
was clear-cut... everywhere. No 
getting away from it. And to some 

.extent it is interesting to be able to 
decipher tn most of the primitive 
inventions of the Indians, whether 
their habitat was the shores about 
the Great Lakes, the Prairies from the 
Lakes of the Woods to the foothills 
of the Rockies, or the Rockies them­
selves or the littoral of the Pacific, a 
certain Something, like an Atmos­
phere, a curious Fragrance, sugges­
tive of Danger./, a bizarre note...

Indicative of the presence of the 
sinister form or forms which originally 
called into existence that particular 
invention.

I well recall the impressions experi­
enced the first time X saw our Indian 
guide of the French River, drink from 
his paddle. We had gone up the 
Murdoch and portaged to Crooked 
Lake. (A lake that Only last year was 
opened tip by the Canadian Pacific 
Bungalow Camp—above). Nosooner 
had we got into the canoe and gone a 
few lengths than the guide ceased 
stroking and careened the paddle 
blade so that the clean, cool water 
dripped as from a clear fountain into 
his thirsty mouth and throat. No 
weight had changed, the canoe still 
ranged ahead from the last stroke, 
the guide did not change his posture, 
there was no sound, his eye still com­
manded the scene. The action was 

swift and silent that without 
bidding my own eye ranged off to the 
wooded bank, searching for the 
imaginary foe whose mocassined feet 
and wary intuition may have traced 
the invasion by the summer camper 
of this hitherto undeveloped haunt 
of trout.

Thus swiftly did this simple act 
recall the time when it was first 
practiced. That time in the history 
of Canada when the Red man’s foes 
were so numerous, when the urge of 
hunting so keen that even when he 
took a drink of .water he must never 
lose that vigilance which kept him 
always on guard.

In itself a mere straw, it holds a 
psychological subtlety that in detail 
shows us to what necessity and to 
what finesse or inventiveness those 
who live right down to the elemental 
were driven by the combative ele­
mental forces with which they 
warred for existence.

We admire these things in ancient 
and distant peoples, but we are given 
to overlook them and set little value 
by them when they occur at our very 
doors as it were.

Canada is particularly rich in 
“inventions” of this nature. They 
are not here things of the Past but of 
the living Present. I saw the Indian 
drink from the paddle only last sum­
mer. You may see him this.

Adaptation or resourcefulness in 
so simple acts are among these primi­
tives, progressive after a fashion. The 
next time our guide took a drink of 
the cool lake water, he broke the deep 
flower of a pitcher plant from a clump 
that grew by the bank and made a 
drinking-cup of it. Not limited to 
one cup you see. And in the transi­
tion from the oar we can feel there 
was a transition in poetic fancy. It 
was a drink of relaxation... a sip 
of nectar from the flower’s heart. 
And had he been of the Far East we 
should have said “See the artistic 
development of this Jap” but being 
of the West and of the Wilds, it was 
wholly unlocked for and evoked more 
of surprise than anything else. It 
called out on elemental feelings of 
lurking danger or watchful foes, but 
the pleasing cognizance that Art 
is Universal and that some of 
the primitive inventions follow the 
sweeter paths of fancy, rather than 
the ever-present Danger spelled of 
the “oar-blade” cup.—By Victoria 
Hayward.

Watsmay made the announcement at 
a meeting in 'Chicago of specialists 
in various diseases.

trol. Other districts probably will he 
Smtilerly segregated. Dr. Henry F. 
Vaughn, health commissioner, an­
nounced. "The quarantine yesterday 
was made necessary, according to 
Dr. Vaughn, because the percentage 
of smallpox cases there was high, in­
dicating, he said a lack of co-operat­
ion on the part of the residents in an 
effort to curb the disease."

The rearing <$f young turkeys 'is 

not as difficult as is generally suppos­
ed. It is true that they win not stand 
exposure to cold or damp weather, 
Ibut when given a reasonable chance 
they can .be successfully reared in 
any (province in Canada, t When the 
poults are ready to be taken from 
the nest, they and the mother turkey 
should be taken to a suitable place 
in the open. A convenient coop 
should he provided and ibe in waiting 
for the brood. An ordinary sized 
turkey can ibrood from twenty to 
twenty^five poults with safety. If 
any turkey eggs have been set under 
hens the poults should be given to 
the mother turkey at hatching time 
as she can rear them more success­
fully than can the foster mother.
. . Feeding the Poults: Poults should 
not be fed Until they are at least 
forty-eight hours old and even sixty 
hours is not too long to leave them 
without food. The first feed should 
ibe chick size oyster shell which 
should be scattered on a small 
board. (Sour skim milk should also be 
given* at this time. This is sufficient 
for them for most of the day and 
should be given in the morning. 
About four o’clock in the afternoon 
they should ibe igiven some hard boil­
ed eggs which have been chopped 
fine. The following morning start 
regular feeding on hard boiled eggs 
and bread crumbs mixed together 
and fed three times daily until the 
birds are one week old. At this time 
the eggs should ibe gradually dis­
continued and the feed consist of 
bread alone.

alone. Any change should be made 
gradually and no evil effects will re­
sult. At this stage it will be found 
that the young poults are getting 
much of their feed on the range and 
requir! very little feeding, and the 
feeds Should then be reduced to two, 
morning and evening.

Sour skim milk and pure water 
Should be given daily from the start. 
Grit and oyster Shell should also be 
provided. Care Should be taken never 
to overfeed or to offer any food that 
has been mixed for a previous feed­
ing. As the poults develop it will be 
found that the area over which they 
travel1 becomes greater and that the 
amount of feed consumed at home 
decrease, until very little- feeding is 
necessary. It will also be found that 
the birds grow and thrive better on 
the wide range with very little feed. 
This is why turkeys must have free 
range to make economical gains.

Shooting the Red:—When the 
poults are about six weeks old they 
riiould get their red heads after 
which time exposure to rain does 
them little harm and they may then 
be allowed to roost in the open, on 
trees or on roosts put up for the pur­
pose. They should be allowed to 
roost high enough from the ground 
to protect them from beasts of prey. 
(Before the poults get their red heads 
they should be protected from cold 
rain storms as they take cold very 
easily if they get wet over the back 
when young and when the feathers 
are undeveloped. Dew on the grass 
will not hurt them providing the 
weather is warm.

(Expcrminental Farm» Note).
To facilitate the handling of nat­

ural swarms, clip the wings of all 
laying queens early in the season, 
preferably during the first honey 
flow. Clipping the queen’s wings does 
not -Vp the colony from swarming 
hut prevents the queen leaving with 
the swarm, which will return as soon 
as the bees realize that the queen 
is not with them, When the swarm

hive. Place her in a small box or 
cage and while the swarm is in the 
air move the old hive from its stand, 
replacing it with a new hive fitted 
with empty drawn comb or foundat­
ion.

The* swarm 
will' return to the new hive and au 
the bees enter the queen can be re­
leased among them at the entrance.

To prevent after-swarms, the 
combs in the old, or parent colony 
should be examined at once, all - 
queen cells destroyed, and a young 
laying queen introduced. If no 
queens are available, leave one capp­
ed and one uncapped cell. The par­
ent colony is left standing by the 
side of the new hive, but with its en­
trante facing at right angles to that 
of the new. Turn the parent colony 
a little each day so that in about 
six days its entrance will be facing 
in the same direction as that of the 
new hive. On the ninth or tenth day, 
when the bees are flying freely, move 
the parent colony to a new location, 
this will cause al ltlhe workers to 
unite with the swarm.

If by accident a swarm issues 
with a flying queen, it will usually 
cluster on some neanby tree or ‘bush. 
After the bees are all settled, the 
limb on which they cluster can be 
cut off and the swarm carried and 
shaken down in front of a hive pre­
pared for it, or it can be returned to 
the hive from which it issued, first 
destroying all queen cells. The old 
queen also should be killed and the 
colony requeened ten days later with 
a young laying queen.
