—A Malifax, N.S,, dispateh states ﬂni the steamer Deltn,
employed in earrying coal between TLouishurg, C.B., and
St. John’s, Nfld,, is reported wrecked at St. Mmry’s Bay,
Nld.  She formerly belonged to the Cunard Steamship
Company, but was purchased several years ago by Geo. E.
Franklyn, of HMalifax., The Delta was 550 tons register. She
was the sccond steamer to cross the Atlantic between Eng-
land and Falifax.

—The valuable granite quarvies at Mount Johnson and
Teebe Plaing, Que., are about to be worked on an extensive
seale. The Standstead Granite Quarries Company has been
organized in Toronfo with a capital stock of $130,000 for
this purpnse.  Among the directors of the company are
the following: W. R. Brock, president, Toronto: T. Elder,
Stanstend Junetiony D. MeIntosh, Toronto; J. MeIntosh,
vice-president, Toronto; J. W. Elder, Stanstead Junction;
N. Taylor MeTntosh, managing diveetor, Stanstead Tune-
fion. The company has acquired the granite quarries of
Mount Johnson. Tt is elanimed that these quarries will
turn out granite said fo be similar to Quiney (Mass.), gran-
ite, but has the advantage of being free of iron rust. Tt is
of the same prain as Barre (Vh), granite, but is darker
than the Barre stone.

—An incident which has recently occurred at Stoughton,
Wisconsin, shows the system of public bank examiners ‘not,
to be without its dangers. The State Bank Examiner visit-
cd the Stoughton State Bank and commenced its examina-
tion.” He found a number of overdrafts, which he severely
condemned, although it was shown that they were fully se-
cured, they were indeed loans. He differed also with the
management as to the value of certain collaterals. Tt is
stated that while in the town he talked freely about his in-
spection and the unfavourable opinion he had formed of
the bank. This extremely imprudent gossip naturally
spread and excited the distrust of depositors, who com-
menced to withdfaw their money. The bank has always
stood in high credit so that the run did not proceed to ex-
tremities.  But the incident shows how dangerous public
inspection might be, if a lpose-tongued oﬁicml were ap-
pointed. . T

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THE BANK OF BRITISH NORTH AMERICA.

We publish in this issue a full report of the annual
meeting of the Bank of British North America, held in
Lendon, on 5thinst.  The report covers a lengthy, most
inferesting, and. valuable address on the aftairs of the
hank generally, and in regard to its position in Canada.
We welecome this address the more warmly. as we regard
as evidence of this very old and very substantial
bank being fully in  fouch with modern meth-
ods and idens.  The Chairman, Mv. B. A. THoare,
after comparing some of the figures in the staterent with
those of 1898, drew attention to the fact that the cash
and specie in hand amounting to $2,840,000, were in the
ration of 40 per eent. to the hank’s liabilities, that is, to
deposits and circulation.  This, as Mr. Hoare eaid, “is a
thovoughly sound position.” The eash at eall and short
notice amounts to $6,163,000, which adds further to the
soundness of the position. In regard to new branches it -
was pointed out that these involved expenditures if their
husiness was to he efficiently conducted, and a portion of
the profits would have to be set aside for the expected
onflay.  Regarding the Reserve Fund,-the Chairman
thought the building of it up must take precedence of
any other consideralion, and in view of the constant in-
crease in the hank’s liabilities it was their duty to con-

‘tinue to add to the reserve fund, TIn a review of the con-

IS THERE MUNICIPAL CORRULTION IN
MONTREAL?

During the last five years there have been mutterings
of corruption in the matter ol obtaining privileges and

pleasunt to hear. Of late these mutterings have
given place to rumours more or less indefinite, until now
they have taken delinite shape, and distinct charges have
been made in connection with the payment and the re-
ceiving of money in connection with prospective or actual
appointments on the police force.  I'wo suspensions of

oflicers of the forece have Jately been made, and.a former -

consiable has been arrested lor perjury.  Hitherlo every
man appoinied on the force has been ohnged to make an
oath that neither directly nor indirectly had he paid any
one to sccure him the position. The man in question
took the oath and after some time he resigned from the
service, as he says, in disgust, and makes a solemn decla~
ration that.the money ($300) was paid, not for the posi-
tion of constable but for what was to follow after when

ke got the promotion promised him at the time, to be a -
velerinary surgeon in the force, 'I'hat promotion never

came and he wanted his money back.

That particular case is now before the eriminal Court
and we-have no desire to prejudge it. The proceeding
was instituted on the recommendation of the Mayor, who
has stated bis intention of having every constable who
admits that he falsely took that oath arrested and charged
with perjury. '

‘The peculiarity of the Mayor’s position arises from the
fact that after much opposition and wrangling the Police
Committec—a few.days hefore the Mayor took his course

- —deeided to require all the men who had been apjointed ~

within the last two years to declare afrésh, under oath,

whether or not they had paid money or other considera-

fions for their positions. .

The threatened action of the Mayor puts all these men - _

in an awlkward predicament, *; If they did wrong.and

knew it and again take L_'lig on'tﬁ','tﬁb}r will simply be com- :
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mitting a double perjury, and the _meaner and more guilty
ones who received the money, will consequently escape
their deserts.  On the other hand, if they are promised
protection that if they did do wrong at first and made a
clean breast of it, so that the traders in this miserable
business may be “brought to book,” any information
“they may now give will not be used against them for
what was done in the past.
1f there is u regular system of traflic like that indicated
it may be that rémour is correct—that it pervades many
of the othér.civie departments. All good citizens will be.
reluctant 'to réacli such a conclusion, and this will be a
proper time to lmve the matter cleared up, if it is possﬂ)le
so to do.

There are so many honoumble and upright men both
-in City Council and civie service, whose natural instinets.

would recoil from association with men who, under the
pretence of influence, snceeed in obtaining money from

needy but may be otherwise honest men, by the miserable.

trade of position-mongering.  The new charter provides
equal punishment for the receivers and the payers of
money for any municipal position.
receiver is put first and very generally he will be looked
upon as the greatest oftender of the two, as he most cer-
tainly is the meanest. The provisions of the new charter
are more comprehensive and more strict than those ii the
old one.

o fine ol $5,000 or imprisonment for ten years, or hoth.
It is to be presumed that the full penalty is not often ap-
plied, but it appears that only last week one of the city
aldermen was arrested on a charge of attemptmg to force
a poor man to pay him $200 for the privilege of placing a
small flower stand in front of a vacant lot on one of the
streets that the alderman claimed was within the district
for which he clnimed the patronage: - The poor man says
‘he offered $25 to the alderman and as that would not
work he caused the arrest under the statute 'aid the un-
forlunale alderman was admitted’ o ball of $1,000 to
stand his trial. '

Such i is the way in which matters of the kind are looked
upon in the great city of New York. Tow it is to be
here we may perhaps know after the meeting of the city
couneil next Monday.  In the meantime, it is satisfac-
tory lo learn that the police magistrate is emphatically of
the opinion that the receiver of the money is the meaner
and more guilty of the ‘two parties to this miserable spe-
c10s of traffic.

THE COLLAPSD ON ST CATIIDRIND STRBET

- One of th_evwmst acculents of its class occuned on Sun-
day night last, the 17th inst., when a large portion of
the Queen’s Theatre bloek at the corner of St. Catherine-
and University streets, suddenly fell into ruins. The
part whieh fell was a portion of Messrs. Seroggie’s large
storec.  The incident occurred at 7.45 p.m. Had the
buil'ding fallen an hour later there would have been a
serious loss of life as the debris fell over the sidewalk and
roadway.- The.passengers in o street car had a narrow
escape, as, had the car been immediately opposite the
Luilding, -on the north track, they would have been
struck with the flying debris.. . Had the; ‘collapse- hap-
pened in the business hours of a. week day, the loss of life

" would have been appalling, as the Scroggie store is served

by a large number of employees, and at all hours is oc-
cupied by numerous buyers..

T order to bmw the store of Messrs. Scroggic Bros.
up to. the times _cons'demble alterations had heen recent-
ly undertaken, ancl were unfinished. How far .ue work
on these is responsible for the catastrophe must be a
subject of enquiry. Why a building of this class, a
place of publie resort, which often contains several hun-
dred persons, should be allowed to be occupied when lia-
ble to collapse from structural weakness, or from tem-
porary conditions, must be rigidly investigated. The
work of digging a cellar under a large building in daily
use as a dry-goods store, which is frequented by hundreds
of persons daily, involves such risks as to demand extra-
ordinary precautions against a poszible wholesale slaugh-
ter.  The fact that the building settled slowly, it was
heard rumbling hours before it fell, proves that it was
gradually sinking into the soft clay.

FIRE UNDERWRITERS AT QUEBEC.

The members of tlie Canadian Fire Writers’ Associa-
tion are holding their annual meeting at Quebec. The
custom: of -selecting a different city each year in which to
hold the annual meeting is one which is not only a most
agreeable change for the'members, but it is also of service

"to the Association by arousing more widely extended in-
terest in its proceedings, and giving to managers and
agents such local knowledge as can only be got by direct
observation. It is & good custom also as it brings the
members of various parts of the country into closer touch,
which is helpful in framing schedule rates, and develop-
ing the sense of mutuality of interests which is essential
to the successful ‘working of the Fire Urderwriters’-As-
sociation. The earlier part of the proceedings consist-
ed of the reading and consideration of inspection reports,
covering visits to 90 towns, and 5,000 manufacturing es-
{ablishments. One-of the most important questions dis-
cussed was the question of electrical instalments, Theugh,
when thonghtfully considered, the interests of the elec-
tric light and power companies, and those of the under-
writers and property owners are identical, there is not
that harmony in working which such common interests
call for.  Without doubting the good intentions of the
clectric companies, or questioning the ability and the
wishes of their employees to establish services so arranged
as to obviate risks of fire, it is believed by the undei-v;:rrit~
ers that the wiring of buildings is not always dome as
carefully as is desirable. A large number of cities in the
States have incorporated certain rules relating to electri-
cal fixings, drawn up by underwriters, with the city by-

laws, so that their observance can be enforced on the elec-

eleertic supply companies.  The Canadian underwriters
weuld like to sce these examples followed by the cities of
Ahe Dominion.  We need hardly say that after paying
earnest attention to the business on hand the members
did not neglect those social features which are always so

agreeable o part of the programme of these annual meet-
ings, ) '

CREDIT.BUREAUS FOR BANKS. -

At the' Convention,of the American Bankers' Associa-
tion held at Cleveland on 5th inst., a paper was read by
Mr, James G. Cannon,:of New York, on “Uniform state-
ment Dblanks .and credit department methods.” - The
-main idea-of the paper. is to systematize the collection
and recording of information in regard to the credit of
-those with whom bankers do business, directly or indi-
rectly.  Mr. Cannon as Vice-President of the Fourth
National Bank of New York City, has become familiar
with the growing necessity for reliable information as to
‘the financial standing of customers, and of those to whom .
they sell goods. = The acquiring information of this kind
involves often little more trouble than a reference to the
ratings in mercantile agency registers. of. a special en-
quiry through such mediyms. - Although in a well or-
ganized office reference can be promptly made to the {yle
of the replies received to such enquiries. there are offices
where no record is kept so systematically as to be prompt-
ly available. Mr. Cannon believes that it is essential to
bankers- to have at hand definite knowledge as to.the
fingncial responsibility of the applicant for eredit, which
information “can be secured from no.better source than g
.the applicant himself.. A third party may-give valu- '

able impressions, ideas, and opinions; but the facts which = - .-
- will-place the creditor in position to.do justice to himself
" and the party to whom he loans money or sells .on open
_ aceount, can only be obtained from the credit seeker.” - .
. This is the plan of the mercantile agencies, which makea. .
récord. of the |

testimony of ‘traders as to_their own posi-
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Lion, and consult others in verification or otherwise of

the lirst party’s own judgment on his own aflairs. Bauk-
ers do this with their customers, but they have not the
means of making sueh direct, porsonal enguiries respect-
ing the acceptors, or makers of notes presented for dis-
comnt.  The members of the New York State Bankers’
Association use a uniform statement blank for filling up
with the details exhibiting the financial standing of a
customer.  No banker is satisfied to accept such a docu-
ment filled in by a customer without taking some steps to
have it confirmed. 1'hus one statement, is as it were, the
nucleus around which gather a number of letters, and
memoranda, and as time goes on there comes to he quite
an aceumulation of data all relating to” the business of
one firm,  "The keeping such documents in good order
and so systematized as to be promptly available Tor refer-
ence is 4 work which managers have no time for.  There
ave a varieby of matters which arise in‘the course of husi-
ness all cognate to this clags of husiness, such as memor-
anda as to dishonoured cheques, or notes, special en-
quiries made at the request of customers, answers given
o enquirics made by other bankers, data as o the
amount of noles under discount, changes in e eharacter
of securities, and other items having a relation to a cus-
tomers eredit.  Here evidently is work of a highly spe-
cialised nature which needs to he done with prompiness,
regularily, and systematic precision. Lo keep up such
work properly requires a department devoted to its cave
1o which may appropriately he confided relative dutics.
“T'o keep a close wateh upon all the acceptors or makers
ol notes discounted, is most important, bul managers and
their stalt can hardly do this withont some specially de-
vised machinery.  In a small bank a manager may rely
on his memory, hut officials change, and a new one is

very awkwardly placed if all the eredit information of the -

oflice was in his predecessor’s head,  Mr. Cannon made
a remarkable statement to show how banks may be flecoed
by one man when they do not keep track pf his doings.
A New York hankrupt failed Tor $740,000, his assels were
$200, and 17 banks were amongst his unsecured eredi-
lors!  All these banks sultered Lrom their avrangements
to acquire information heing so defective.  When we
censider that the assets of the banks chicfly consist of ac-
ceptances and promissory notes made by persons residing
in all parts of the country, upon whose financial sound-
ness the value of those assets largely- depend, we sce how
essendial it is for a bank lo be well informed as to the
stability and credib worthiness of those whose names are
on the paper it has discounted. A banker who relies
wholly upon his customers credit for the soundness of the
notes disecounted is certain to sufler for such laxity. M.
"Canmon would have the offieer in charge of the Credit

Department of a bank wateh the papers for all notices of -

jndgments, &e.; he should have a record of every name in
in the bill ease; he should record all irregulavities in
meeting due bills or cheques; and generally have charge
of all enquiries and replies relaling jo customers’ and
enstomers’ eustomers. I'he furniture he suggests for the
ase of this department is ingenious, but not essential,
Officers would do well to examine any plan which others

have adopted, but we do not advise any hard and fast line

of mufm'nuLy in office nmchmel y, as conditions differ,and
~ench olicer re:ponslblo for a cerlain class of work should
. be given a free hand in devising his own methods. That

there is room for a better organization of this dcpm'hnent

.of work in many banks is beyond queshon and the great

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A DIRTY CURRENCY.

Une of the daily annoyances to the people of this Do-
minjon is that ol the intolerably dirty condition of the
notes issued by the Dominion Government and which
form the greater part of the medinm for monetary circu-
lution for ordinavy daily use. To suy that these notes
are dirty does not express the surprise of strangers when
they are foreed to accept them in change for clean money.
They are not only dirty to look- at, but they have, in
most cases, an obnoxious odor that is offensive and so
suggestive of possible microbes’that we have heard of re-
cont arrivals from across the ocean—who have been ac-
customed to a clean currency—absolutely refuse the dirty
currency, the print of which, in too many cascs, is searce-
ly legible from the dirt. . "'hat such a wretched currency
is tolerated by any enlightened community is, to stran-
gers—especially those from Europe—sutprising.

Who is to blame for this condition of things? It is
true that the (tovernment as a whole has much business
to attend to, but the Minister of the department or his
deputy should see that—for decency's sake—these dirty
hills should be replaced by clean ones.  There should
no difliculty in having this done.  Most of those dirly
notes find their way to the banks and are again paid out
to their customers in {he disreputable condition they had
bills should be replaced by clean ones. There should be
instructed that when these bills have reached a certain
stage of filthiness they should be sent in to be changed

or a clean issue. Our ordinary bank notes are none too

elean, but most of the small Dominion notes in eireula-
tion have become a positive nuisance and dangerous to
the publie health.

INTERNATIONAL CONGRESS AND ENHTIBITION

tjate this statement I will compare our present figures with
those of the corresponding period of 1898, for in this way [
think we arrive at a truer comparison than by placing the
figures side by side with those of the half-year immedintely
preceding.  Dealing first with our Habilities, the deposits
on the 30th Jum,, 1899, compared with those of 30th June,

1898, show an mcre.\% of £178,000. The. notes in circula-
ijon show an inercase of £31,000. This increase amounts
to~more than 10 per cent. in the ycar, and is owing not only
to general trade activity throughout the Dominion, but
also 1o theopening of our new branches in' the far Norlh.'
The bills payable show an inercase of £237,000, and these
figgures appear likely to inercase still further, as we find an

always enjoyed in that city, Turning to our assets, the

our business has resulted in inereased profits. For the
half-year ended June 30, 1898, the profits amounted to £2Y,-
5149 13s. 10d.; while for the half-year now concluded they
mmount to #£33,5350 4s. 3d., an increase of £4,030 10s. 5d.,
and this result has been obtained afer making a very ample
provision, not only for bad debts, but for every account re-
speeting which we feel the least doubt or hesitation. From
last half-year we brought into the account the sum of £35,-
i, and we are now cuf'rying forward to” next hali-year
£30,285,  'These figures are somewhat larger than those
to which we have been accustomed—our vuycet being whe
further building up of owmr reserve fund at the end of our
finaneinl year, an object which we must keep steadfasfly
before us.  After the Just annual meeting, when by the ap-
propriation of £15,000 we brought the reserve fund up to
£300,000, it was suggested to us by one or two of the share-
holders that, having reached that round ligure, we might.
now relax our efforts to build up our reserve und distribute
4 Jarger sum in dividends. We are most anxious ourselves
for the time to come when we may take -another step for-
ward and declure an inerease of dividend; and we trust that
the 1ime for doing so may not be far distant,but we feel that

the building up of the reserve fund must take precedence of
any other consideration.

I do not wish you'to think that -
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we are acting in this matter in an arbitrary way and with-.
out substantial grounds for what we are doing, and L am’
ynite sure that if L can show you how incumbens upon us it
is to continue adding to our reserve, we shall in this mat-
ter receive, as we ever have done, your cordial support. In
muking his budget speech to the Dowinion Pardament ghis
year the Minister of Finance drew & compurison between
the trade returns of the Dominion in 1894 and in 1898, and
he showed in the course of u most interesting speecei, that
the total trade of the country had inereased from $240,000,-
000 in 1894 to $304,000,000 in 1898, thus shewing an increase
of 26 per cent, He gave muny other wmieresting figurves,
but I have not the time necessary to repeat them io you
now. I, however, wish to follow the example of the Finance
Minister, and to eompure our own figures ol June 30, 1894,
with those now in your hands.,  On the former date our to-
tal linbilities amounted to £4,560,000, whereas now they
wmnount to £6,053,000, or an increase of 33 per cent. Dur-
ing the same period what have we been able t6 do for our
reserve Tund?  We have added to it only &25,000, or an in-
crease of less than .10 per cent. During the period under
review banking has been by no meuns uniformliy profitable;
not only have we been unable to add to our reserve fund at
all during some of these years, bui we were even com- '
pelled to reduce our dividend, so that our reserve fund has
not kept pace with the increase of our liabiities. 1t must,
however, be evident to you," as it is to us, that with a con-
stant inerease in our liabilities it is manifestly our duty to
continue to build up our reserve fund, and we hope that at
the conclusion of the financinl year, if our businédss con-
tinues to prosper, we may be able to take u further step in
that divection. I tliink I have now thoroughly analyzed
these accounts, and L may now pass-on to tell you some-
thing of the banl’s Dbusiness throughout the Dominiow of
Cunada. Beginning at the point nearest home, that is to
say, the maritime provinces of Eastern Canada, it is satis

“factory to learn that the lumbering trade, which is their

most hmportant industry, is enjoying a mueh greater de-
gree of prosperity than at this time Just year, the value of -
spruce in the American market showing a considerable jm-
provement; while the crop of hay and oats has been good,
and the former has realized excellent prices 1 the United
States, principally in . Boston, where the growers-seem to
find their. best market. In the provinee of Quebee general
business has been satisfactory, and both wholesale wnd re-
tail traders have_ been working. with good results during the

cenily have seen two bank failures respecting which you‘

-are probably expecting to hear something from 'me to-day.

The institutions which have suspended payment were com--
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paratively unimportant, and although the consequences
must be inconvenience and loss to their customers and de-
positors, which is much to be regretted, the incident will
cause no disturbanee amougst the community generally.
The only way in which we ean ourselves suffer any loss
thereby may be as coniributors in common with all the Cu-
nadian banks to the Banks® Civenlation Redemption TFund.
Allow me briefly to explain {o you how it is that we and the
other bankers become responsible for the notes issued by a
* bank which suspends payment. Under the Canadian Bank-
ing Act of 1890 all banks carrying ou business in the Do-
minion are required to contribute to the Banks® Circulation
TRedemption lund, the object of which is that in the event
of the suspension of a bank the notes then.issued by such
bunk, with interest thereon, shall be paid in full.  This is a
most excellent object, because it efliciently secures the
whole of the cireulation of all the Canadian banks—a mani-
fest advantage to the’ community generally in o country

where paper money is the ordinary medium of civculation. -

The contribution required from each bank is a sum equal to 5
per cent. of ifs average nole cireulation.. The fund is under
the control of the Minister of inance, and bears interest
ot the rate of 3 per ccnt. per annum, and it is fuether pro-
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vided that the payment of the notes issued and in eircula-
tion shall constitute o first charge upon the assets of o
bank in case of ils insolvency. Now it appears to me that
this is a reasonable proviso and one that should make the
position of all the contributory banks perfectly secpre, for
it must be a very bad case indeed where the total assets of
a bank on realization fail to produce a sum sutficient to re-
deem its notes in ecirculation, seeing that it is provided by
section 51 of the Act that the total amount of such notes
in circulation at any time shall not exceed the amount of
the “unimpaired paid-up eapital of the banlk;” but herein
lies the danger, for it has been ascertained by independent
investigation that in the case of one of une bunks which
have recently suspended, this section of the Act has not
been complied with, The bank had issued notes in excess
of its nominal capital, although it was evident at the time
and for some time previously, that the capital was not “un-
impaired,” and consequently the sum to be redeemed as &
first charge upon the assets of the bank when.reslized, is
considerably larger than was contemplated by the framers
of the Act. I do not express any opinion respecting the
renlization of the assets, and I frust that they may prove
suflieiently valuable to meet this first charge upon them, in
which case the fund will not ultimately be called upon to
bear any loss; but, should the assets of the ha_nk referred
to realize less than the sum vequired to redeem the notes in
cireulation, then the loss will fall upon the fund—that is,
upon the banks generally. Such o situation appears to call
for some stricter safeguards against mismanagement and
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inaceuraey in the returns made to the Government., It
is irue that the Act provides for heavy penalties for excess
of circulation; but, inasmnuch as it is further provided that
the amount of any penalties for which the bank is liable
shall not form-a_charge—upon the assets of such bank in
case of its insolvency until all other liabilities are paid,
they really are of no value whatever as o deterrent., The
situation thus created is, therefore, one that appears to call
for careful consideration by the Government of Canada, and
1 am glad to learn that a representative of the Government
has already Dbeen in commaunication with members of the
Raukers’ Assoeiation with the objeet of thoroughly inquir-
ing into the matter, and listening to any suggestions which
may be put forward by the association. The'result of such
ermferences, can hardly fail to have a good result, Again,
moving westward, the next point of special interest is the
harvest in the North-West. A bountiful harvest in this
region, if garnered in good condition, means prosperity to
Cunady, for although we wateh with inwress the steady
growth of subsidiary industries, the harvest in Manitoba
must, for a long time to come, be the main-spring of Cuan-
ada’s trade. I see from a return prepared by the Govern-
ment of Manitoba, that the estimated yield of wheat is 33,-
000,000 bushels, and of oats 23,000,000 bushels,. and unoffi-
ciul estimates prepared at a later date have even placed the -
wheat crop as high as 40,000,000 bushels.
been favourable for the harvest, and the crop which may
by this time be regarded as secure, has been ‘got in without
damage by early frost, which constitutes the most serious
danger from year to year. At the same time it has been
stated that, encouraged by these excellent ryrturns immi-
gration into the province both from the old country and
from {he United States has been upon o larger seale than
for many years past. The resiilt of this bountiful harvest
in stintulating trade both wholesale and retail throughout
the entire country cannot bé over-estimated. |
speak of an industry of a very different character—ihat is,
the development of the mineral-wealth of British Co'umbia, -
and of Rossland as its prineipal centre. The produce of
the Rossland Mines during 1898 amounted to 116,000 tons -
of ore valued at $2,800,000, as compared with 65.000 tons in

The result has been a great growth in the population
of Rossland, and as the city has increased, so has the. busi--

~ ness inereased likewise. This is not, however, at the pre-

sent time entirely to our own advantage, for, whereas in
carly days we had only one other bank as a competitor in
Rossland, there are now no less than five, and business na- -
“turally becomes subdivided; but if the complete develop-
ment of 'the mines proves successful, and many who are
qualified to form an opinion appear now to have little doubt
of this, the business of this city and district should so large-
ly increase in the next few years that there may well be
enough for usall. It is, however, not to be forgotten that
the prosperity of Rossland and the surrounding country de-
pends entirely upon the mining industry. As you arve
aware, we have five branches established in the mining dis--
tricts of British Columbia. - We hope that they may all’
beeome profitable and permanent, but it is yet too early to '
express a decided opinion on each of these branches.

1 neced not telt yon that your directors
have experienced a time of considerable anxiety respecting
our branch there since we last met you, owimg to the great
conflagration which reeently took place in that city hy
which our premises were entirely destroved. It wils some
days before we received any information of a reliable char-
acter; and we waited in suspense Tor details of the disaster,
We had taken every possible precaution to proteet ourselves
agninst loss by fire, but unfortunately the steel vault upon
which we relied did not come up to our expechations, and
failed to stand the test of the fieree heat of the confiagra-
tion—the result Leing that several  documents and books
were destroyed which Uam afraid must be the canse of con-
sidernble inconvenienee to our customers, anlthough not of
ultimate loss, OQur manager has estimated the loss to the
bank as nob exeeeding $3,000, but 1 am not even yet in a
position to confirm those figures, and 1 shall not be sur-
prised if we find that they are execeded.  Let me, however,
remind you that when we first opened this braneh we set
aside o sum of money to meet the oviginal expenses of the
hraneh, beenuse we felt that such an exceptional step as we
were then taking should be specially provided for.  'T'hat

“sum was never reguived after all, and consequently it still

remains to the eredit of a speeial fund; and Lhave no doubi,
ihal our total loss, when finally ascertained, will not exceed
that sum.  Tn the earlier purt of these remarks, when
speaking of the accounts, I referred to the appropriation
made in reduetion of the premises account, saying that ¥

should return to the subject again later on.  You will see
that the expenses of rebuilding in Dawson City, and of se-
curing suitable premises both in Atlin and Bennett, mnust
be heavy.,  We feel that we eannot rely upon steel vaults or
any other substitute for solid .muasonry as a protection
"ul-'xlmt these disastrous - conflagrations.  Thebe are no
bricks in the country, which consequently have to be im-
ported at an enormous cost, of which you will be able to
form a more elear opinion when 1 tell you that the fl'elght
on bricks to Atlin was recently quoted at $100 per ton. \Ye
have, therefore, thought it prudent to make iliis provision,
secing that even at such a cost as this it is far cheaper to
build o substantial vault, proof against any fire or attack,
than to run the risk of loss whieh, without such protection,
might nt any ftime prove very serious. You mhy perhaps
by inclined to think, on hearing these remarks, that in the
face of such difficulies it was perhaps hardly prudent to
venfure into so remote a country; Hut you must remember
that there is another side to the picture. The Tuture of At-
lin is, perhaps, still in the balance, but there is no doubt
whatever abont Diwson; ‘the gold is there, and it has been
estimated by a high authority that this senﬁ(m N p1 odluction
will not be less than $40,000,000.  This is' a very large total,
and we secnre our fair share of the 1)usmus attaching to
sueh an industry; so that if we have been compt,lled in the
first place, to ron & risk, awd thereafter to incur a heavy
expenditure in order to avoid such risk in future, we may
liope: for adequate remuneration in return, 1 think ¥ have
now explained to you the principal points of interest in
those places where the bank is established, and T am afraid
that 1 have alveady oecupied a longer time than is usunal on
these oceasions: but even now 1 cannot eonclude without
reference to the loss whiel the bank has recently sustained
by the death of Mr. Jeftrey Penfold, who spent a lifetime’
in the service of the bank, and was for no less than twenty
years manager of our important branch in ;\[dn}l‘eal, where
he had most deservedly earned the respect and esteem of
all who knew him, T desire 1o take this opportunity of ex-
pressing our deep regret at his loss, and owr sympathy with
Mrs. Pentold and the members of his famiiy.  The chair-
man concluded by moving the adoption of the report and
aceounts,

Local demands have shown
considerable improvement, while or-
ders on export account have reached
good figures, Prices seem inclined to
tnke a rest while watching the figures
being paid for new wueut 1n the West,
1t is freely admitted that they are more
than the price of flour justifies, but this
is expected to soon find a natural level.
Teed continues scarce and dealers agree
that it is likely to remain so for some
time. Our quotations for Manitoba
bran are for bulk shipments, $1.50 can
be added for bags. Quotations are:—
Tlour—Winter wheat patents, $3.65 to
$3.80; straight roller, $3.30 to $3.40;
and in bags, $1.60 to $L.65; Manitoba
patents, $3.80 to $3.00; strong bakers,
$3.50 to $3.60. Bran, Manitoba, bulk,
$12,50 to $13; do. Ontario, $14 to $14.50;
shorts, $15 to $16; mouille,$19; oatmeal,
$3.65 to $3.70 and $1.75 per bag. Baled
hay—No, 1, $8.00 to $8.50; No. 2, extra,
$5.50 to $6; clover and mixed, $4.75 to
$5.25.

Tens—Business during the past week
has been fair, but sellers’ ideas defer
seasonable briskness; still, the market
is looking up a little. The sequel to the
higher trend of Indian and Ceylon teas
of good common sort, which has been
the feature of the last few months, is
leaking out in the decided falling oft in
the demand for cheap pound blends.
Retailers report that customers are
{urning to bulk teas at 38c, 40e; the 25c
per 1b, packet which some consumers in
the past found good enough, having de-
teriorated so much in quality that they
no longer want it.

Sugar—Demand locally is only fair,
and quotations remain as last week, re-
finers seeing mo reason to shade the
advance then made. ‘The trouble be-
tween the wholesale grocery trade and
the sugar refiners in the U.S., which
led to the dissolution of sgreement in
regurd to margin of profit to be earned
by the former in making sales, has been
parily settled by refiners consenting to
allow 14 of a cent per pound rebate, in
addition to the regular 3-16c off list
prices, This new agreement shows
that American refiners, like Canadian,
ave anxious to concede something to
the grocers in order to promote mutual
henefit.

Rice.—Advices from abroad note firm
conditions in all primary and secondary
markets. While heavy rains have fal-
len in some'of the central provinces in
Indin, large sections are without neces-
sary moisiure to save swanding crops,
and the situation is still regarded as
serious. In the Southern States the
market is exceptionally strong under
limited supplies, heavy purchases by
the U.S, Government for the army and
Polrto Rican relief, further strengthens
