THE RECTOR OF FALMOUTH OX THE
PROPERTY OF THI CHURCH OF EXNG-
LAND.

In a rermon delivered in the parish Church at
Falmeouth by the Rector, the Rev. J. Wright, on
Sunday, ;ept 10th, when offerings were made in
behalf of the Truro Cathedral hmd, the preacher
said: “At the timo of the Ileformation no. new
Church was formed, but on ancient one wss ro-
formed and puritied; for what the Church of 1ing-
land is now, it was fifteen hundred years ago. 1t
was governed by Bishops, Priests, and Deacons
then as now. No part of the property of the
Ilomish Chureh passed away at the Retormation fo
the Church of Xngland. A portion of their
properxty passed away, but it passed into the bands
of laymen, not Churclunen, who remain pessessors
of it unto this day.,

Aoroover, buar in mind that thers are great mis-
coneeptions with respeet to tithes, and that these
views are held hy good, worthy and respectable
en, who certainly would not hold such views if
they knew the right ones, which the greatest
authoritios in this land maintain—namely, that
tithes are not the property, and never were the
property, of either landlord or tenant, Lut are what
is fermed in law a “reservo rate,” sud no Jandlord
or tenant in England ever paid ‘the tithe out, of hix
own pocket. It was “reserved,” and therefore the
title to it is much older than the title to the estate.

they were not therefore deprived of worship while
listening to them, as their hearts might be lifted up
into the very spirit of poise though their tongues
wero silent. Hymn tt < and chants should not
be too often changed t«. w and unfamiliar ones.

«Lhe Rev. Theodore E Dowling. said that we
clergy need help and ibstruction ou the subject of
worship as well as the laity. ” We nded to kuow
better how to worship Gop with reverence, solemn-
nity and devoutness.  Lspecially we ought not to
despise details, for as a body we are not strong in
details.  Think of our vestries !  How often bad
ho seon the tablein them crowded up with rubbish,
as if it had na2ver been cleaned. It helped him
when he saw in the vestry a picturc of the Good
Shepherd and texts reminding ws of our duty and
responsibility as ministers of Uhiist.  Our vestries
are generally too small. It would conduce much to
the eurnestness of our public worship if wo always
used a prayer in the vestry before and after every
servico and every oftice,  Suitable prayers are pub-
lished by the S. P. C. K. Next, as to the choir,
he thought all members of a choir ought to be com-
municants, or at least preparing to become so. There
should be vo chatterivg in the choir either before
or after, and, above all, during the service. To
this end the clergymar, or some one for him, should
seo that music and everything nceded is properly
arranged beforchand, so that there need bo no tallk-
ing. A shoit office Lefore choir practices would
prevent frivolity and help the members to realize
the nature of the work engaged in.  With organist
and choir communicants we could have music
always at the Holy Communion—that Eucharistic
service at which it seemed move necessary and
apprepriate, if possible, than at any other. Lastly.
as to the nave. One great error is that we often
ask only the question, How many can it be made to
hold? We think mors of the number of attendants
than of worshippers, of sitters than of kneclers; and
so we often so crowd the seats together Lhat it is
almost impossible to kneel. He would not only
make it easy for the congregation to kneel, bui
would teach them to do it by plain words and prac-
tical illustrations in Bible Classos, ete. He would
drill tho children especially as to reverent postures
and in all the details of devout worship. To pre-

DIOCESE OF FREDERICTON.

St. Jomx.—Elsewhere we give a correspondznt’s
view of the Conference in St. John ; here we begin
to publish in full the pruceedings carefully prepared
by our N. B. Iditor.

on “Congregational Worship ” followed by Rev.

papors. It was led by anon Brigstocke, who
agreed generally with the principles that had been
laid down, and thought thut there was much room
for improvement as to care and’ roverence in wor-
ship.  Congregations ought to be taught what real
worship is. This eould be done, Ist, by preaching
plainly about it more frequently than is generally
done ; 2ud, by speaking about it with judgment
and discretion in our pastoral visits; Jdrd, by the
distribution of tracts and books on the subject. He
had failed to find what seemed to him really good
and effective ones, and he thought they necded to
be specially written and adapted to our own cir-
cumstances and mneeds. 4th. Dy Children’s Sor-
vices, at which the teachers might teach their
classes, both by precept and example, to behave
roverently and devoutly. He thought the use and
meaning of the Prayer Dook ought to be made a
regular parl of instruction in Sunday School, He
spoke of music as an imporlant but difficult subject
iu connection with public worship.  Anthems

could not be joinad in by the congregation, but

vent tho too prevalent habit of talking on poing out
of church he would have the “Nunc Dimitlis” sung
or said. He would muko special use of Confirma
tion classes for such instruction, and hopud we
should be able, having two Bishops, to have annual
Confirmations. And one more thing might be done
to elevate the tone of congregational worship: we
might have a parochial missioner for the Diocese,
one who knows and loves and worships Gown, and
who is prepared to go into any parish where his
services ure desired and raise the whole spiritual
tone of the people. Many a discouraged parish
priest would thank Gop for sueh help in deing that
which he himself unaided had been unable tfo

accomplish.

Any one who
has carefully watched the effects of the Church
Congresses at home can hardly doubt their benefit.
Probuably nothing in the last decade lias done more
to smouth down party acerbity, and to shew that
party divisions often vest on little moro than word
shibboleths, than has the Annual Congress and
the Diocesan Cenference. But of ome thing the
promoters of a Copgress may rest assuved, namely,
that the success of such a gathering will only be
assured by the represemtation therein of every
sehool of  thought.

Rubries you will ubserve how often the alternative
iz offered in various parly of "the service of saying
or singing, such as the Creeds and the Ter Sanctus
and Gleria in Excelsis in the Communion oliice.
The Charch of Englad, during the last 300 vears,
has been, and is «till, witle increasing copicusness,
accumulnting rich and vast {reasures of  swered
musie, the product of her own pure and Seriptural
services, that i= unequalled for it Tofiv beauty and
ifs fitness worthily to express the prise of Gon.
Nov is thig reeourse to the aid of music in peligions
exereises eonfined  {o ovur own Chureh amongst
Protesunt hodie~. i very noticeable that
wherever o revival in veligivus enrnesiness s
taken place, ind people have heen avoused out of
their deadness and torpor as o spiritual things,
fervent wil hearty singing has had mneh to il
with it. Iu the great movement of the Iasi century
which vesulted in the separation of the Methodist
body, you are awar: how grent o power  was
exorgised by it two fivsb leaders, John and Charles
Wesley, througl their great gifls in music and
hymnology,  The Dheauiifnl, seviptuead and fervent

hynus of Wesley to this day hold =z moving power
that it isx difticult to estimate over the religious
feelings of men.  In the great rvevival erusade
which las been preached during the puast few
years by the fwo evangelists who are so well
knowan on this continent and - in Kurope, it is
as much the sweet singing of bis inspiring

sacrod songs by the one, as tho fervid and practi-
cal appeals of the other, that has laid hold on
men's very souls, and drawn them in tens of thou-
sands to listen to the messnge of salvation. In-
deed, the arousing of the Churches out of a slate
of apathy into new spiritual life, and the largely
increased and improved use of music in their sor-
vices, which are characteristic of to-day, scem to bo
essentially connected a8 mutually operating one on
the other gs causc and effect.”

“}usic is the wniversal language with which
man has been endowed. To all who have oars to
Liear, its sounds speak with the same voice to all
alike, in all lands, of all tongues, in all ages, to all
soMs and conditions of men. And there is mo

Ieges) on the West side of the main street, oppo-
site the present buildings, and  the bailding now
wsed asa Cathedral. On one side will be the
house of one of the Profossors, which will in thne
be the Warden's rosidenee. On the opposite side of
the street, and fronting on the ziver, there will he
ina year or two afine gronp of huildings. At
present there is the old College building, » modern
house, ocenpied by Rev. A, L. Parker, M. A, of
the hoy's College, v house joined to the College,
ovcupied by Rev. Canon Matheson, one ocenpiied
by Tlev. Cunon O'Meary, and the old log house used
by the Dishop.  These are College and  Cathedral
property. Two semi-detached brick venecy dwell-
ings have just been built for two of the IMasters,
Mre. Warburton and Mr. Hamber, at 4 cost of whout
F300,00 each,  Residences for the Deun and
Canong will he Tegun next year, and a See House
tur the Bishop, the moeney for which latter building
i i hand,  fast of allia new Cathedral will be
built, hut probably not fora fewyvars.  The money
for these huildings will he largely obeined from

the sales of land owned by the College and Cathe-
dral, which heing at the northern end of the eity
Huits, has appreeiated o value to wn extent un-
dreamed of by those who seeured it yenrs ago.
When these structures ave all compleled, the Die-
cese will have at its contre « group of huildings to
be proud of. At the same time it must be under-

stood that the completion of these plans is not «ue
so much to any increiaso inwealth or any large gifts
in the Dioeete. It will Dbe due to the foresight,
self-denial, and patient labour of the Bishop of
Rupert's Land.  His plans were matured years ago.

By much labour he suceceeded in raising partial

alluring 1o love; tho sadness of the contritz soul: |
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cndowments in England, not dreaming that his
geheme could be fully carried out in his lifo time,
But the foundations having been wisely laid, the
marvellous incrense in the price of land, assisted
by gifts here and in England will enable the group
of Luildings to he coustmeted, and we hope an
adeqyuate endowment for all purposes will be pro-
vided. The Professorships are now endowed.

The re-assembling of the British Parlinment on

" Thursday afforded the Opposition the opportunity
to question the Government as to their intentions
with regard to Egypt. The Premier, however, de-
clined to spesk detinitely with roference to the
Giovernment’s future policy, declaring that they
would be guided by the courso of ovents, and
chailenging the Opposition to a vote of wanbt of
confidence. Itis estimated the cost of the war,
exclusive of the expenses of the army of occupa-
tion and of the Indian contingent, will amouunt tu
twenty millions of dollars, . On motion of
Mr, Gladstone s commitiee was appointed to en-
quire into the case of Mr. E. Dwyer Gray, a news-
paper editor and momber of Parliament, who, our

readers may remember, was fined and imprisoned
by an Irish Judge for contempt of court in pub-
lishing an articlo charging drunkenness upon a
jury ina State trial who had found o prisuner
guilty of murder. Mr. Gladstone’s motion
for precedence for the rules of procedurs when-
ovor sot down was also sarried. This will expedite
business, and the adoption of the Closure will pre-
vont useless and damaging waste of time, Subse
quently in the debate upon the main question an
amendment, offered by Stokey and accepted by the
Governtent, that a question must have boen adi-
quately discussed betore Clusure is pronounced,
was adopted.

The trial of Arabi has begun, and Lnglish coun-
seldefend him., Wilfred Blunt telegraphing Napier,
one of Arabi's counsel, relative to the discovory of
Arabi’s papers, says :—“Success is assured.” Coun-
sel say they will be able to show that he acted
under instructions,cand that the Sultan was ipsti-
gating him against the Epglish. The Times Cairo
correspondent telegraphs that Arabi says that ne
desires to quit Egypt as soon as possible, and will
accept the sentonce of exile to any part of British
dominions, He doos 1ot wish to see Lgypl again.
The correspondent believes that Sir Idward Malet
las intormed the Government that no interference
will be allowed with the sentence if Arahi is proven
directly guilty either of abuse of the white flag, in-
cendiarism or massacre. The Sultan, it is reperted,
is making desperate efforis to have the irinl ahan-
doned, but the feeling in FEngland will brook no
such interference. -

Recent news from Egypt report new complica-
tions. A serious battle has been fought hetwecn
the falsa prophet, who has a large following, and
some troops of the Khedive, in which the prophet
was victorious. Tolegrams of Saturday say :—The
false prophet is reported to be within three days’
march of Kharton. A council of ministers has
decided to instruct the Governor of Soudan to hold
out at ICharton until assistance arrives. It has been
decided to onlist as marcy black troops as possible
for service against the false prophet. Ismael Pasha
Eyoub will be placed at the head of these forces,
with Stone Pasha second in command. Itis felt
that the English will have their hauds full in quiet-
ing the country, which is now becoming again very
unsettled.

What may lead to a serious revolution has shown
itself in France. LePaps, a Paris paper, publishes
the details of an anarchist couspiracy. It is com-
posed of a small number of staunch supporters in all
towns and manufacturing villages uf France. The
mombers are mostly young men, who distribute
rgyolutionary papors. Each group has a distinetive
nime. A letter seized by tho autlorities recom-
mends that the groups should pretend to be trudes’
nnions, All groups in a department form w federa-
tion.

The Inglish Church papers are largely occupied
with interesting acecounts of the Church Congress
just concluded at Derby. It was the twenty-second
Congress and as regards number exceeded any
previous occusion of the kind.  Nearly 400v tickets
were issued and sold.  While the subjects discussed
embraced some of the burning questious of the
day, and were engaged in with warmth by men of
different views, yet on the whole the proceedings
were harmonicus, and ealeulated to draw Church-
men more closely together. The speaking it is
stated was particularly good. The workingen's
meeting on one of the evenings was a great success,
over 4009 being present.  The speakers were the
Archbishop of Yok, the Bishop ol Bedford, Canon
Hole and Canon Knox Litile.

Tor some years past the Chinese question has
attractedd an amount of atlention in the United
States which at last led to the passage of a hill
through both Hou~es of their Parliament forbid-
ding for a period of years any Chinese immigration
into the country. And now the suine question ix
looming up in Canada, several thounsands of Celes-
tials having been hnported into Dritish Columbia
to work as navvies on the Canudian Pacitic Rail-
ways. Recently at a meeting of all the Trades
Unions of Toronto, vesolutions were passed sbrongly
condemuvatory of “John Chinaman” being allowed
the countenance of government or its contractors,
and urging a prohibition ov restriction. whenever
practicible, of Chinese immigration. Probably in
the near future we may oxpect a very large addition
to our population in the persons of these Asiaties,
and no doubl cfforts will be brought to bear upon
Government and Parliament to adopt the same
course as has been made the law of the meighbour-
ing Republic. There is no doubt the Uhinese
question is one of great political and social conse-
quence, but we should hope that Christians will
recognize in their prosence in increasing numbers
a glorious opportunity to bring them to a know-
ledge of Christ, Whose religion. it is hoped, will

Emigrants are snapped up as fast as they
arrive by contractors and such is the competition
that they are in the hubit of engaging with one and
then going and offering themselves to other employ-
ars ut an advance. The present enormous doemand
for labor on the railways ia likely to result in an
enormaus cmigration in the early spring, but,
meantime men worth anything are hard to get
except at good rates. It might be worth while for
some of the employers who are defrauded by broken
ongagements to make an example of a few of these
men for the sake of diffusing a little better morality
among the remainder.

The descendants of the ILoyalists in St. John,
New Brunswick, propose to themselves the erection
of a Memorisl Hall to commemorate the centenary
celebration of their forefathers' settlemont of that
¢ity. At a recent meeting of the Committes ap-
pointed to carry into effect the contemplated work,
the President, J. W. Lawrence, Esq., read the fol-

THANKSGIVING DAY.

#Neither is bc that planteth anytling, nor he that water-
¢th, but Gop that giveth the increasc.”

Gratitude for the countless blessings we enjoy
should be one of the most marked characteristics ot
the Christian life, yet it is the one in which we are
probably the most deficient. It is thé very fact of
our being surrounded from the first moment of our
existence by such a “multitude of mercies” that
makes us take them as our right, as belonging ta
our condition as human beings, that makes us lose
sight of the fact that they all proceed from Him
who 1s the scuree of every good.  Ench day of our
lives is crowded with mercies.  “Lifc and breath
and all things” are from Him.  What then in is
sight must scem our cold ingratitude, our lack of
response to that Love which guards and sustains
us, and with the best and greatest gilt of all, Hix
dearly beloved Son, freely gives us all things!
Well for us to be recalled to a sens: of our
immeasureable debt to Gob, that we are bidden 1o
reflect that it is not our ewn hand or our own
strength of mind or body that has gotten us these
things which we enjoy, but wholly and solely that
Power and Love which pass understanding.

“Neither is he that planteth anything, nor he
that watereth, but Gop that giveth the increase.”
This is the meaning of Thanksgiving Day. It is
the general and public acknowledgment of the fact
that we are the creatures of [lis hand and of His
bounty ; “that of [lim and by Him and to Him are
oll things, to Whom be praise and deminion for
ever and ever.,” But to make it acceptable 10 Gobp
it must be a Tkanksgiving Day in each Christian
heart ; and not only must we acknowledge and
praise Him for His goodness, but we must confess
in deep humility our utter unworthiness of His
matchless love. What is man that Trou art mind-
ful of him, or the Son of man that Thou regardest
him ?

And as regards us Canadians in particular, are
we not called on most especially to remember the
singufar blessings bestowed upon us? Gop, in His
infinite wisdom, has seen fit to afflict other lands.
He has visited them with sword and pesti-

lsnce. We caonot measure His purposes, but
we know that they are all for good, and that His

chastening hand is still the hand of love. But have .

ae deserved the immunity from those dark visita-
tions, which we have enjoyed and still enjoy?
What have we done to deserve Gop'’s favour? Are
we conscious of any special nearness to Him in
our lives and thoughts? of anything in ourselves
as a nation or as individuals which can bave
merited these-favours? No, it is His long suffering
and forbearance alone by which we have been pre-
served. In other Jands war has brought misery,
and ruined harvests, while with us in unbroken peace
the labours of the husbandman and the fisherman
have been blessed. Some have a winter of deep
distress staring them in the face, while our garners
are full and plenteous with all manner of store.
And now that we are called on to remember all
this, shall we not in hcart and sou! bow down
before our Father, praising Him for His love and
mercy, and resolving by His Grace to live in the
fature as realizing our relation to Him and our
entire dependence upon Ilismercy ?  What return
shall we make unto the Lord for His innumerable
benefits? The cattle upon a thousand hiils, the
harvests of the worid-—nay, the whole world and
all within it, are His; vet though in one sense we
have sothing which we can claim as our own, He
demmands our thank-offerings.  “The offering of a
free heart will 1 give Thee.” That will be the
acceptable sacrifice.  Ourselues, endowed with the
life wi.ich He has given, sustained and nourished
by Hiz daily and hourly mercies. Let us acknow-
ledge that we are His, and rejoice to give for His
cause and in His Name as He has prospered us.
“W hatsoever ye have done unto the least of these
my brethren, ye bave done it unto Me,” will be

nity will be ripe and the angels are sent forth to
garter it.  Tet us rejoice then in the knowledge
that we can maks a sefern to Gop Himself, and
now at this thanksgiving time gladly and liberally
offer of our substance to the poor whom we have
always with us, and to the cause of Christ and His
Church throughout the world.

church. In one parish of Manchester where the

census showed twelve hundred and thirty-seven
families, nine hundred and three ncver attended a
place of worship. In Liverpool a late religious
census showed #n atlendance of one hundred and
six théusand out of a population of over five hun.
dred ard fifty thousand souls.

In the city of Philadelphia which used to have
four-fifths of its population Church going peaople,
now énly one half go to Church. In New York
one-third of the inhabitants never hear the sound
of the Gospel.  Returns might show our Canadian
cities to be a little better perhaps, but not much.
Toronto had a census taken lately which compared
favorably with the statistics quoted. Still a large
number of professing Christians everywhere sys-
tematically absent themselves from Church crdin-
ances. But are the clergy responsible? Men
tell us rationalism and inidelity are on theincrease
and that it 1s a critical time for creeds and old and
hallowed usages. Granted, but the heart of the
great bulk of the people is sound. Ifitisa time
of unbelief and scepticism, it is also a time of
much excitement in religious thought, much re.
newal of enthusiasm, much quickening of activity
in all departments of work for Gop. The Gospel
cettainly has not failed, but it has been often
poorly preseated to necdy and hungry souls, Men,
especially in our cities and towns, will not sit
Sunday after Sunday to listen to the veriest plati-
tudes, to constant and painful repetitions, to crude
thought and undigested ideas. to common place
sentiment and silly bumbast, uttered in a dreary
monotone, shricked from stentorian throats, or
spoken with jung drawn features and in solemu
tones,  Yeu thes: 0o often mark the oratory o
our pulpits, both in town and country.

What is wanted to bring people to Chureh is
thoraugh efiiciency in the pulpit.  Straightforward,
common-sense  discourses i vigerous language
directed ngainst the sins of the day,—not dry dis-
sertations on abstract themes, o which few Hiten
and none understand —this s the style of sermon

CLERICAL EFFICIENCY.

Ir is bekeved by mauy that the pulpil is one of
the mightiest engines of moral and  spiritual power
in the world, a means of duing noble work, which,
if inferior to any, is second only to the boundless
pewer of the press.  Its aim is grand and mag-
"nificent and appeals to the highest qualities of our
nature; its theme is the best, the holiest of all, and
yet it must be admitted that speaking generally, the
pulpit falls far short of its possibilities. The
standard of pulpit eloquence ought ever to be on
the increase; we believe it is at present greatly
helow mediocrity. The subject Is one which is at
present occupying, and deservedly so, the attention
of several writers and thinkers. If we can add
anything by way of suggestions for the improve-
ment of clerical efficiency or point out the causes
which tend to lessen the power of the pulpitn the
present day, we shall not be writing in vain. That
something i3 decidedly wrong when men with

average abilities who have received a careful edu
cation, and are supposed to have special qualities
for their vocation, fail to rise to any degree of pre-
eminence therein—fail at any rate to attract the
masses. or to meet with marked success—must be
patent to every observer. That this is the case is,
we believe, capable of the clearest demonstration.
There are few great preachers, and upon the large
body of people preaching has litile or no hold. In

Loundon, England, with a populatioa of nearly four
millions and a half, two millions never enter a

to which people will listen and which they wil
readily go to hear. We would like to have solidl
thought presented in lucid order. culture that
gleams out from burning words, the subtle bumour,
the pathetic action, whether of hand or voice or
eye, the quiet dignity of one who speaks for the
Master, and who has something to say—the glow
of righteous anger at sin and meanness and selfish-
ness—in short, the eloquence ard power of an
indomitable faith, n feeling heart and an instructed
head.

But how can all this be had? In the first place
we fear the right kind of men are not entering the
clevical ranks, wud wild not wntil the prospects of
the pastor's calling somewhat improve.  With other
professions open to them, offering at least some
important prizes, it is hardly to be expected that
our brightest and best youths will offer themselves
for the work of the ministry, to lead a life of al-
most complete self-abnegation and to exist on a
scanty pittance tou often grudgingly doled out,
and which in these expensive days is hardly suffi-
cient to keep body and soul together. Then, the
want of permanence in clerical positions is exceed-
ingly objectionable and keeps many a good man
from the ministerial ranks. Again there are, we
believe, serious defects in the training of theelogi-
cal students.  Too little attention is paid to com-
position in our schools and colleges, and far teo
little care to the practice of public speaking. Men
are sent out to their various fields of labour with

little or o practical knowledge ot the world, and
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having had no clinical teaching the wonder is not
that so many fail, but that any succeed. Preacher:
ought to be able to grapple with men’s minds and
to convince thern they are themselves neithes
fools nor fossils, They should be thoroughly
versed in all the science and literature of the day,
for if the library of their mind is not well stocked.
it will. be no wonder should the people prefer stray-
ing to starvation. A preacher owes it to his flock
to spend mauch time in his study. But with the
multiplication of pastoral duties in these days.
earnest study and meditation are almost impossi-
ble.

To preach well requires careful preparation
Pastoral visitation, night meetings, social calls,
amusements and recreations, so fill up the time dur-
ing the week that preparation is hurried and incom-
plete, and the congregation need not complain 1f,
demanding these varied atlentions and dalies {rom
their minister, the oratory of the puipiton the Sun-
day is of no very exalted order.  Still a good man’s
life is a perpetnal and enduring sermon.  Souls are
won not only by ingenious dialectics, or vivid scenc
painting, or massive erudition, or pathetic appeals,
but also, and perhaps chicfly, by tiie awful earnest
ness of men who are filled with zeal for Gor and
with serious sympathy for their brethren ; whosc
goodness is the breath of their speech, and their
consistency is ruetoric,

BAPTISM BEFORE THE CONGREGATION
No. 1I.

The intentiva of the Church as to the time and
place of Baptism is thus very plainly poiuterd ow
in the Prayer Book, It was to be adininistered (1)
in the church, (2) after the tnd Lesson at morning
or evening prayer, (31 on Sundays or other el
Day ; and the reasons for this rule are, as we have
said, plairly set forth.  Now, are there aoy reason:
equally cogent why in the present day and in ihe
Canadian Church this rule should be connted
obsalete#  We think not Aud yel in a greu
number of cases, especiaily in citics and towns, i
is virtally held to have been superseded by custom
Japtise is administered atany other Umes than
that which 1s directed in the Rubric, and only
exceptional cases at that which is ordeved.  Afted
service, at week-day services when oaly a few comd
together, or on week days when there is no service
(shame to say), in many city and town churches ;
but very seldom in the face of the congregation al
eitlier morning or evening service,

Many reasons may be given for the rise and
spread of this disobedience to the law of the
Church, b.at we ask our readers, clerical and lay,
are any of those reasons sufficient to justily a con-
tinuance of « custom so plamnly oppesed to Chureh
rule? And this is a very recent innovativn in
Canada.  Thirty years ago, so far as we recollect.
Baptism before the congregation was the rule in
all churches in the cities and towns, Jt was not a
party issue then, nor is it now. In England, no
doubt, before the Gorham case and judgment, great
carelessness had prevailed; anod the one good
effect of that judgment was to open men’s eyes to
the fact that d.sobedience to the Rubric had led to
that very evil which the Church deprecated and
wished to prevent, and to lead to a revival of the
ancient rule and to a widely extended increase of
Public Baptisms. But in Canada the change has
been quite recent, and lest it shounld go farther and
be followed as it was in England by an increased
unbelief in the doctrine of Baptismal Regeneration,
we Lft up our voice against a practice for which the

clergy are mainly respousible, and protest agaiust
the anomia (lawlessness) which allows them to
sanction this evil custom.  Unbelief and disregard
if discipline are, unfortunately, only too common
imongst the laity, but the clergy should surely be
the last to encourage it ; and there are many of the
laity, and those the most Gob-fearing, who would
rejoice to sec their pastors rise as one man {o main-
tain the vows of their ordination on this point, and
to set their faces “as a flint” against any attempt to
force on them compliance with a custom which,
experience abundantly shows, is sure to be an
active element in the “shipwreck of the faith” of
many of the members of the Church.

WORK IN THE NORTH-WEST,

Tue Rev. Caxon MacKay, of Prince Albert;
has been so engaged since his return that he has
nat been able to take up his work of correspondent
lorthe Diocese of Saskatchewan. He has promised,
howerer, 10 send us the first of a series of articles
by the next mail. In the meantime we take the
iiberty of extracting the following from a fetter of
his to the childreis of Christ Church Sunday Schinol,
Winnipeg, in reference to the support of an Indian
boy, which the school hope to take up.

He says: -“I wish to write something that will
mterest you, and [ think T cannot do better than
begin by relating an incilent that took place in
what is now the northera part of the Diocese of
saskatchewan about the time thal fissionary work
was begun among the Indians in that part of the
country.
Ferritory you will see a large river called the Mis:
sissippi or Churchiil River, which falls into Hudson
Bay. Between the 1o4th and rosth meridians
you wiil notiee that the Mississippi, by a sudden
Lend, forms a narrow point of land ; on that point
f lund Stanley Missiou s sitnated. A little south,
setween the same meridians, you will see a large
ke calied Lac lv Rouge. Neoar the eastern ex-
wremity of this late there was formerly a Hudson
fay trading pest. A guod many yearg ago a con-
tagious fever spread among the Indians connected
with that post, and carried off a large number of
tiert. An Indian and his wife with their four
iittfe children were camped on an island in Lac la
Rouge, and both pareats caught the fever and died,
eaving the little children with no one to take care
of them but their kind Father above, of Whom they
had never yet heard. The eldest child, a little girl,
took her two sisters and her little brother, and
embarked on their birch canoe, hoping to get to
some place where they might find some one to take
care of them. They pushed out into the lake, but
the wind blew hard, and they could not manage
the canoe, so they drifted across the lake, wherever
the wind carricd them, and 1t happened, or rather
Gop ordered it so, that the canoe drifted ashore
exactly at the trading post. You may imagine the
people there were touched with pity when they saw
the helpless orphans and heard their story. They
sent to bury the poor father and mother, and took
care of the little childran. In the course of the
same year the first missionary to those Indians
reached there, and he took the orphan boy and
iustructed him. That boy is now a native clergy-
man, and is in charge of the Mission Station called
Stanley, on the Churchill River. This native
clergyman has a son who has just entered Em-
manuel College, Prince Albert. We have taken
the boy, hoping that he may become useful in mis-
sionary work. Now, there was something said by
your kind Pastor ahout-forming a Missionary Asso-

ciation among the children of Christ Church Sun-
day School, and sending o little help to us here.
Would you like to have your contributions applied
towards the education of this boy ? If he becomes
a useful man, the help that yos give now will go on
producing fruit to Gop's glory for how long no one
cap tell, and hereafter you may meect in Heaven
some one whom you may have been the instru-
ment of helping to know the Saviour.”

It is needless to say that the son of this clergy-
man, whose touching story has been related by
Canon MacKay, will be provided for by the school.

DR. PUSEY.

Ix Dr. Pusey has passed away the most promi-
nent and distinguished figure in the ecclesiastical
world. He was the leader of the greatest religious
movement of modern times, and in all that has
affected the Church of England for the last forty
years he took a lending part, and might truly have
said, but for his deep humility, Quorum pars magna
Sui. In such an illustrious son of the Church, born
and nurtured in her fold, we have the best defence
of the Church of Fngland ; and so long as she can
produce scholars so profound, charuclers so saintly,
lives so devoted and beautiful, men will not wish
the destruction of an institution in which such men
can find a suitable field in which to exercise the
rare endowmonts which have been bestowed upon
them. Greatly misunderstood in the early part of
his career, and his honored name first given to the
Tractariau movement in derision and repreach, he
has as years have passed been better understood
and appreciated, and all men have at least been
compelled, whether they agreed with him or not, to
admit that he was both a good and a great man,
As he is removed from present controversies by
the lapse of time, so will he more and more be
venerated for his great gifts, for his beautiful char-
acter, for hisgreat and unselfish labours in the canse
of Christ and His Church.

It is ¢nid that his biography is to be written by
Cavon Liddon, and the public will impatiently wait
for the record of so eventful a life by so competent
and sympathetic a biographer.

His death has been coinmented on at’ length by
all the grea: daily ncwspapers of England and
America, and with remarkable unaninnty they agree
in culogizing the life and lubours of this the greatest
theologinn and  most iifluential divine of modern
times.  Zhe Limes concludes an appreciative arti-
cle by saying: “A man of this combined force and
persistence was 2 born leader of any party to which
lie attached himself, Dut he had other and nobler
qualitics than these. He wasa man who command-
ed not only recognition but deep attachment. He
was hated, but he was also loved. Never was any
onc more ready to stand up for his friends. The
more unpopular the cause, and the more certain the
obloquy, the more prompt and cager would Dr.
Pusey be in coming forward as ‘a defender. After
the publication of Tract go, he was one of the very
few who dared to say that he approved of it. In
gifts of money, too, he was most generous and fore-
handed. Cardinal Newman reckons his known
munificent charities as not least among the causes
of his enormous persoual influence.”

It was not to be expected in estimating the life
of Dr. Pusey, who had taken so prowminent a part
in the religious controversies of the last half cen-
tury, that those who had persistently opposed him
or who misunderstood him would recognize the
value of his labours or their power for good to the
Church of ' which he was so distinguishetl a mem-
ber, or to the cause of religion generally. And yet
even his opponents generously admit his great
ability and scholarship, his unceasing labours, and
the Record speaks of his inner personal life as near
perfect as we can expect it to be in any human
being (and thus admits that principles could not be
very bad which produce such results) when it says
“Those who knew him best speak strongly and
feelingly of the sanctity of hia private life, his
abounding charity, his kindness to the .poor and
sick, his humility, his desire to seek Gobn's glory,
his entire devotion to what he deemed likely to
promete that end.”
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The Record sees in Dr. Pusey one who laboured
carnestly, sedulously, powertully to turn the
Church of Ingland from the right way, to destroy
the work of our forefathers by overwhelming it in
the soul-destroying superstitions and cunning
inventions from which, at thoe sacrifice of their own
lives, the Reformers were enabled, by CGon's grace,
to rescuc our Church,” 1t also contrasts Newman's
activn in joining the Church of Rome with that of
Pusey’s, who remained in the Church of England,
to the disadvantage of the latier. 7This we think a
narrow view, one which would drive out of the
Charch all who could not embrace the views of
which the Record has heen for many years the
champion, and would destroy the comprehensive
character of the Church of England, whick in our
duy has included in her wise embrace men of such
varying views aml character as Ryle, Stanley,
Keble and TPussy.  The latter has proved bhis faith
in the Church of England, as he declared he would
af a time of great distress, when many of his
dearest frionds were leaving it for the Church of
Rome, &y dping in it.

The Zablet and Weekly Reyister—Iloman Catho-
lic papers, as might he expocted—rlo not appireciate
the position oceupiod by Dr. Pusey.  That he did
not join them was, they think, suflicient evidence
of mental blindness, snd that he kept many loyal
and contented in the Church of England who, for
lack of such a guide, might have gone to Noume,
thoy deem an uupardonable sin.  In the opinion
of the Zablet, fogr was the element in which Dr
Pusey lived.  1f 8o, we can only say that in it he
kept a very sharp lovkout, awd was able at least to
distinguish elearly between Seriptural truth and
Romish error, between the Primitive Church and
that of the middio ages and the Council of Trent.

Misrepreseuted and misunderstood from the
beginning, it took tinme to make men recognize his
greatness and goodness both as a great leader in the
Church and in his private charactor ; but now it is
at loast generally recognized, and in the future he
will rank, and his mewmory be venerated, as one of
ihe groatest of the scholars und divines who have
adorned by their lives and labours the history of
the Church of England.

Speaking of the change which came over the
public mind cuncerning him, the Sasurday Review
thus councludes an able article - —“So it came 1w
pass, as years went on, that Dr. Pusay, whose nume
at one time proveked fierce antipathios and was too
often assailed with scurrillous abuse, gradually
becamo one which his countrymen luved und were
proud of, whether or not they agreed in his opin-
1ons. They felt that a man so absoiutely self-sacri-
ficing and holy was an honour and blessing to his
time and country. No one was cver less of a
populatity bunter than D Pusey, and we very
much doubt if he ever appreciated or thonght of
the change which had cone over the pepular mind
in regard to himscif. AU be knew oe cared for
was his duty aud Lis faitl, and tbese ho weut on
cbeying and serving day by day and year by year
till past four score, and for wore than half a cen-
tury bearing the yoke of definite work in the same
distinguished pust of grave responsibility to which
he had beon named while George TV, was King,
and the duties of which at the instant of his death
ho was proparing to fulfil in the coming University
term.”

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A fuller deseription of her dross must be ro-
served for a little since her large veil of thiek,
strong stuff. (Ruth iii. 15) entirely concealed not
only ner face, butalso almost her whole person.
It was of Dbright scarlet, and looked somewhat
gaudy, as it was edged, or flowered at the bordor,
with gold.  Scarlet is a very favourite color mnong
those people in all classes and amonyg all ranks.
In his grand and eloquent lament over Suul and
Jomathan, David we remembered culled wpon the
young women to lament the dead king, hecause he
had been the means of importing lurge quantities
of scarlet (2 Sam. i 24). It was with a scarlet
robe that Daniel was clothed, when the king pro-
moted him to honor (Dan. v. 7). And it was also
in scarlet—even in the midst of this festive scene

we did not wish to forget it—that the Roman
soldiers, in mockery of royalty, eclad the Saviour,
as He submitted to their indignitics just before
His death (St. Matt. xxvii. 28).  As we are glanc-
ing round the room at assemhled guests, we see
beneath the “wedding garment” that the admira-
tion for this eolor is almost universal,—when sud-
denly we observe that bride and groom are heing
congratulated, When they were married, or how,
or by whom, we do not know, and never will,—
we take it for granted, and congratulate them too.
Ono man wroie a few words, as thy' finishing a
record, orlilling up some blanks and the cere-
mony was over. This man wrote with ink and
had his “ink-horn,” which was ilat, and looked
like a dagger, as much as anything, stuck into his
gitdle (Lzek. ix, 2). The bride was now led from
tne roomn hy some young girls who were evidently
attending her, and might he called” bridesmaids
(Ps. xlv. 14), the groom following aund hiy at-
tendants (St. Mark 1. 19).  The whole scene is
now one of great activity, for the newly married
pair are to be conducted to the house which they
thomselves are to occupy. In the procession are
many torches, and midway between the two houses
there are female friends who have heen waiting for
them. 1t may now boe late in the night, and these
watchers may have grown very weary, but at the
cry that the bridegroom is coming, they, too, catch
up their lights and go forth to meet him.,  Having
reached the house, and those immediately follow-
ing the couple having enteved, the courtyard door
is fastened, and no entreaty from any friend, how-
ever dear, can prevail to open it again,—if that
friend should thre’ any mishap be too late (St
Matt. xxv. 11, 12).  Our pleasure on this particu-
lIav veeasion was not marred by any such sad oe-
currence as js here referred to; and on eniering the
brilliantly lighted guest chamber here we found a
feast spread. which, however, did not look over-
tempting.  There were several iables; with divans,
or higihr cushions wround them, on which the
guests reclined, leaning on the left elbow, having
the right hawd freo for use.  The feet of one gnest
lay behimd the budy of another, so that that other
if very intimate with tho one so next him on hix
Joft, and wishing to speak in a low tone to him,
ean merely lean a little lowor, and the head would
touch his neighbowr's hreast.  Se it was that the
“beloved disciple’” leaned on Jesus' hosum (St
John xiii. 23).  The principal diches of the feast,
all of which weve hot, cold meats finding no favor
in the Ilast, were fowls stulted with  rice and
boiled; spieed =oup; sweet dishes of mitk,—and
then frutt and wine, Among the comphiments
paid to henored guests were sending dishes from
the chief table to the others (Gen. xliii. 34), and
being permitted to dip & piece of bread in the
prineipal dish with the “‘ruler of the feast.” 1t i«
only these who are near the “rufer,” and there-
fore in the scats of chief honor. who ean cujoy
this privilego, a fact which seems only to inerease,
if pussible, the laseness of Judas’ treachery (St.
Matt. xxvi. 23-4) at the Supper with his Master.
I was much interested in the fact ihat (ho' now
in lis own house, the bridogroom did not preside
at the Table, bnt gave up this post to a friend
whom he selected, and who was as we have scen,
called the “Ruler of the Feast.” 1t was to this
personage, and not to the bridegroom, that the
Savieur sent the wine miraculously supplied iv
conceal the confusion of a probally not wealthy
fowmily 51, John ii. 8).

The bride could not eat with that great veil, wo
spoke of, uver her bead, and she had thercfore had
it removed by one of her atiendants, and a smaller
one put in its place, which was, however really
not a veil, since it fell only over hair and should-
ers. There was now an opportunity of observing
her dress and appearance. Sho was young, not
more than fiftecn, and had a pretty littlo face and
lovely eyes. Bul there was one thing which seemed
to speil all, at least to ns. It was a ring like an
earring. set or inserted in the left side of her nose,
(Gen. xxiv, 47,) and it interfered even with her
eating. Such a jewel is spoken of in Isaiahiii, 21.
Beside this, of eourse, each car was adorned wit); a
smaller ring (Isaiah iii, 20); gold brazcelets were
very copapicuous (Isaiah iii, 19). On the forehead
were pearls ; and as she turned to speak to her
husband we saw that a string of pearls lay around

her neck (Canticle i, 10). She wore a gown of
Damascus silk, of maize color, with a delicate purple
stripe ; then a elose-fitting vest of plain blue satin
edged with gold, and then an upper robe, flowing
full from her shoulders, and made of striped silver
muslin.

We do not wish to be rude in the expression of
our opinion, but we cannot withhold the impressiqn
that much, espeeially of this jewellery, was not in
the besttaste. Their tastes, however, differed from
ours, and harsh criticism was at once silenced when
we romombered that all this was done out of loyalty
to the husband, as well as being not only in accord-
ance with her own ideas of what was right, but the
very best and most valuable things she could com-
mand.—{See Isaiah xI, 18, and Ixi., 10, nnd‘als.o
Jer. ii,, 32). And when we remembered this, it
suggested many thoughts to our minds, that when
St. Jobn was permitted to behold in vision the
new Jerusalem, the Church “prepared” for the
great marriage supper of ker husband, nll was not
very plain, and as simple in attire as it could be
made, but she, too, was “prepared as a bride adorn-
ed for her husband.” —(Rev. xxi., 2).

As we gozed on the young couple, and the bride
in her hright array, we could not prevent ourselves
wishing that for her husband’s sake, as well as her
own, her “adorning might not be only the outward
adorning of platting the hair, and of wearing of
gold, and of putting on of apparel, but that it
might also be the ornament of a meek and quiet
spirit which in the sight of Gon is of such great
price.—(1 St. Poter iii.. 3; also, 1 Tim, ii., 9},

JOTTINGS FROM THFE CHURCH
CONFERENCE.

A goodly number of the clergy of hoth Dioceses
asstembled In yesponse to the invitation of the
Committes in Trinity School-house, St. John, on
Tuesday morning.  The celebration was at 7.30 in
the beautiful now church. While there isa great
deal to admire in this grand edifice and its littings,
there ave some grave faults which mar its perfect
beauty.  For example, o wide space is betwoeen the
allar rails and the altar, and this space is broken
by one solitary siep.  T'hus the sanctury is want-
ing in strength and dignity, and {s very disap-
pointing.  The altar s small and low to o mean
degree, and without retable or ornaments, and the
devont eve was unchoered by the symbol of our
Faith or the bright flowers which may be seen in
the huinblest of our country churches.

At 10 v'elock the Metropolitan opened the Coun-
feyence, and Rev. (. Roherts followed with his
paper on “Congregational Worship.” Couched in
lofty Janguage, full of clear and logical statements
and argurnents, this paper wa¢ one of the hest of
the dey.  The speakor showed that as ceremonial
anid carefully onlered detail wag in Divine Worship
shown to be Gov's will in the first covenant,
aud as in the Apocalypse the samc is revenaled as
characterizing the worship in heaven, there ean be
1o reason why in the intermediate Gospel dispen-
sation a solemmn rilual should not be the rule. M.
Ambrose followed in his usual happy and forcible
style, acd he was succeeded by Mr. Murray, of St.
Luke’s, Halifax, who fairly electrified the Confer-
ence with a powerful and spiritually-framed
address. This wus probably the most successful
gpeech of the morning.  The other speakers on tho
subject were Canon Maynard, Rev. (G. Armstrony,
Archdeacon Read, aud Rev. J. Davenport. The
last named gentleman, in a thoughtful address of
somo ten minutes' length, dwelt upon the perpetual
commemorative offering of the Xucharist, through
which we ever plead Christ's death and win the
favor of the TFather, who gives frecly to those who
ask for the sake of Christ’s merits.

In the afternoon the subject of ¢“Parochial
Organization” came up. Mr Partridge's puaper
was really a most able and exhaustive one, and
would well repay the cost of publication. The
subject was well discussed, and many valeable

hints and suggestions were given. “Sunday
Schools” were talked abcutl next. Rev. G. Arm-

strong read a short yet excellent paper and gave
the Conference the benefit of his long experience
in Sunday School teaching and management.
Canon Drigstocke’s suggestion, that questions be
issued for competition in answering, was a useful

s
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one, as was Mr. Murray's on classification.  Some
of the most glaring fuults in this respect wero
honestly shown, with hints for improvement.  On
the whole, this subject was, comparatively speak-
ing, but slightly ventilated, and would require
{urther consideration at future mectings. Public
service wag held in the church at 8 pm. The
clersy entered in procession singing a hymn.  Mr.
Murray read prayers and Messrs. Maynard and
Richey the lessons, while Mr. Ambrose preached
from the text, “Sir, we would sce Jesus.”

On Wednesday morning over twenty of the
clergy attendod the carly celebration at St. John's
Mission Chapel, and were entertained at breakfast
afterwards by the Priest in ehnrge.  The event of
tho morning was the reading of the Coadjutor
Bishop's paper entitled “Woman's Work.” 1t is
to be hoped this will he published. Words fail ono
to oxpress its exeellence. 1t would be hard to
imagine a more masterful and intercsting treatise.
Mony testimonials to the usefuluess of the Sister-
hoods of the Church at home and in the United
States were horne by members of the Conference.
The opinion of all seemed to he that the sooner we
have in our cities vrganizations of the kind the
Letter.  The nursing of the sick, the cave of the
young, the rescuing of {ne fallen and depraved nd
the teaching of: ehicap and efticient schools—which.,
by the way, would keep our Chureh girls out of
Romanist convents—would be the work of this
class of Church workers. The “Spiritual Life”
was a subjeet not dene full justice to, although the
papers were very good,  There wos seme needful
plain speaking on the Sacraments, especially con-
cerning the ministry of reconciliation, and on the
usefulness and need of “Rotreats.”

Al the end of the session a resolution omn,ihe
advisability of having regulir Conferences was
passed unanimously.  Votes of thanks were passed
to Canon Brigstocke for the wse of huildings, to
the Metropolitan fer his presideney, and to the
Secrctary. A public meeting was held in the
School-room at 8 ¢'clock.  Every seat in the large
room was filled.  The hynas were something
arand, so heartily were £hiey taken up by the assem-
Diy.  The worthy President remarked ab the end
of the last, “Now, why don't you sing that wiy on
Sunday 7 Excellent speeches vinbedying  the
spirit of the Conference deliberations were made
by the Bishop, My. Murray, My, Richey, Mr. Arm-
strong, (. Merhert Tee, and Il W, Frith, We
conld not help thinking that a little more eharacter
might be given to the servieea at such times,  Fhe
prosence of a large number of the elergy would
mike a hgher typo of serviee possible, aml why
should the parsons all wear the depressing black
stole? "I the color of the =eason be not followed,
surely it would be hetter to either use a white one
or wear nene &b all,  The good Bisxhop seb a good
example by wearing a handsome white stole over
his rochet. e also wore a handsome white
pectoral gross,  Surely, it we wish to improve our
sevvices, details should not be negleeted at these
times when the clergy meet in a hody.  The Con-

ference ou the whole was most successful and
would seem fo inangurate a new stage in the

430 likewise shall my Heavenly Father do also unto you.”

Which of us docs not need forgiveness? In all
this wide world is there one soul which does not
fecl conscious of a burden? Surely to even the
most careless Christian there is a meaning in the
words “forgive us our trespasses,’” and of all the
supplications in the prayer which our Saviour
Himself taught us, none is uttered perhaps with
more reality than this : “Forgive usour trespasses.”
And yet the clause which follows, and with which
it is so intimately connected, is apt to have so
little stress laid upom it, is uttered with so little
fervour, that it seems to have been added, as it
were, by chance, and as though it might as well
remain unsaid. How few of us realize its awful
importance to ourselves; that indeed without it
that firss part is valueless to Him who “HEARS THE
PRAYER AND To WHOM SHALL ALL FLESH COME.”
With terrible distinctness Christ Himself pointed
out the inseparable conmection between the two
utterances—*Forgive us our debts AS WE FORGIVE
OUR DEBTORS.” He tells us that it is idie to hope
for Gop’s forgiveness while we nourish one unfor-
giving thought against our fellow man.  “O thou
wicked servant, I forgave thee all that debt be-
cause thou desiredst Me: shouldest not thou have
had compassion on thy fellow-servant, even as I
had pity on thee?” What wonderful words ! and
how they sct before us our relation to the Gieat
Gop and Father of all.  He has forgiven us all that
debt—THAT DEBT which e could #ever have paid,
but which was cancelled through the Cross of
Christ ; yet day by day, and hour by hour. we have
need still 1o cry for that purchased pardon. “Ask
and it shall be given you,” Jesus snys, but we must
ask aright, fiom the heart, and there must be no
rout of bitterness within.the heart which pleads for
forgivepess. What is our fellow-servant’s sin
against ourselves compared to owr sins against
Gobp? YetChrist has said, ““FORGIVE AND YE SHALL
BE FORGIVEN. How small a condition to receive
an infinite good, but that conditior must be Julfiiled.
"The Lord of that pitiless servant “was wrath, and
delivered him to the tormentors till he should pay
all that was due unto him. So likewise shall my
Heavenly Father do also unto you, if ye from your

hearts forgive not every man his brother their tres:
passes. '
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THYE FALL OF THE LEAF.

Autumn is now here with its solemn memonials.
The fall of the leaf and the other indicalions of the
closing year admonish us, that as a leaf we all do
fade ; that as the grass withereth; and the fashion
of it perishesh so do we in our mortal bodies tend
to that repose which shall be awakened only on the
morning of the resurrection. '

The passage of time, so distinctly marked, warns
us to new diligence. 'During the summer there is 2
necessary relaxation of effort in the Church, arising
from various causes. The repose which has' been
enjoyed will not be without great profit, if, refreshed
thereby, we now resume our work with new zeal

-gnd ‘interest. More {requent services in the
‘Churches, and _in the Sunday Schoel more eager
faces, offer us increased pnivileges; for to the
Christian, religious duties are privileges. Let us
examine and see if there is no mode in which we
may ‘increase our faithfulness and activity, and
labor more diligently as :servants of ocur Master ta
provoke one another to geod works, and enlarge
the number of children who way be trained, in the
acheols of the Church, in the way they should go.
- As each successive year notes the fall of the leaf,
we -must remember that our time to do good
diminishes, and that while we have time it is our
duty to do good unto all men, and especially unto
such as areof the household of faith. We can
Jeave our children no better inheritance than a well
founded and established Church, furnished with all
needful men and means, to stem the active current
of worldliness which increases with the growth of
this great peuple. The power and wealth of the
nation under whose banuer we live, may be said, as
yet, to be scarcely developed. Our own eyes have
secn great wonders ; and the march of the nation
is still onward with mighty strides. To those who
have taken upon them the vame of Churist it be-
longs to see that the religious clement in our pro-
gress be not forgotten, and that as in worldly things
the nation is built up, in spiritual ¢ may not lack.

Those who {feel the importance of these con-
siderations, fail in their duty if they do not press
the subject vpon the apparently indifferent. We
say Lthe sceming indiffercnce, because we think an
injustice is done to the great mass of the people,
when they are left unappealed to.  They corpsider
ita neglect and a wound ; and many times would
giadly come forward, for the iuvitation. The first
serious impression is often received in the act of
bestowing aid upon a religious enterprise. The
giver looks after his gift, as a thing in which he
retains 2 pleasing interest; and having bestowed
his substance, gives his thoughts also, and at length
his heart. We must plant and water, looking to
Gop for the increase; ard according to our faith
‘will be our success and our roward.

The grass withereth—the flower fadeth —but
there is a world in which, if we ave pcrmitted to
enter, we shall {ind no fading, and no decay. Our
duty here is not only to make our own calling and
- election sure, but to strive that others may be par-
takers with us of the like glorious inheritance. He
who sendeth his rain upon all, and the bountics of
autumn over all the earth, would teach thereby our
brotherhood and mutual dependence, our r smmon
interests and our common hopes. Ther is one
thing which must happen unto all. To . 1e com-
moh end we hasten. As the glorious oak, a0narch

. of the forest, and the feeble shrub at its feet alike
put off their beauty in the autumn, so all men, of
whatever degree, must fade as the leaf. May we
so'live-that eur swakening shall be in the likeness
of the Saviour.—Episxopal Register.
