THE POLISH INSURRECTION.

LECTURE OF MR. WILLIAM SMITH O'BRIEN.
(Concluded from ocur last.)

The City of Warsaw is one of the finest Capitals
of Europe, and, as the manners of its inhabitants are
social and genial, it ought to be a most agreeable
place of residence: but, alas! the ecjoymeunts of
social life have been blighted by the accursed ty-
ranuy to which iis iphabitants are subject. During
more than two years—ibat i3, since the massacres
took place in Warsaw in 1861 - the men and women
of Poland bave not only wora the sable dress which
indicates a general mourning, but they have abstained
from all gocial pleasures. During more than two
years the theatres have been elosed — No oae dances,
no one sings, for to sing the National bymups is an
oflence which i3 punished a3 & ¢rime by the Russian
police, and during a period of general mourning who
can sing sirains which bespesk pladness of heart?
This mourning wss at Brat adopted a3 a homage to
the memory of those who fell for the seke of Poland,
but it has of late been also the outward demonstirae-
tion of individual berenvemweat. The mniron who
were mourmog for her couniury & year ago now
wears it in testimony of grief for the loss of o dar-
ltog child ; and 1be dauginers of Polawd now hang
their bnrps by rhe waters of the Vistula, because
1huse whom they loved are no more. Having brought
with me lesters of intredecbon from Cracow to in-
fluentisl persony, 1wt «nce vbinined aceess to some
of the most disiinguished of the Polish nubility.
Kuowing that they conld repozo emtire eonfidence in
the sympnthy and honour of an Irish gentlemnn,
| they spoke 10 me withont reserve, I do not think it
i advizable to repeal all that I heard at Warsaw and
elsewhere, but [ feel bound to declare \hat ia my in-

ncting-ws allies of the Russiang. During the Polish
insurrection of 1831, the insurgents endeavoured to
fight upon the principles of erdinary warfare - that
is, by occupying foriresees, add by meeting their an-
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ferces in the field,” At that time the Poles were pro-
vided with mnnitions of war and held strong for-
tresges, yot were compelled to snccumb to the supe-
rior forces of the Russiang, But the system of gue.
rilla warfars which is now carried on in Poland
gives a great advantage to an irregular force, even
though it may be jnadequately provided with arms
and ammunition, If Warsaw were in possession of the
Poles its defence would require a garrison of twenty
thousand men, and in all probability this garrison of
twenty thousard men, would after & few months be
compelled to surrender in case the city were invested
by the operation of & regular siego. Now a body of
twenty thuousand men distributed through the country
in bands of four hundred men, would furnish not less
than fifty separate bands who could barass and cul
up the epemy whenever be could be encountered
with advantage, whilst they could retreat and dis-
perse whenever contest with & superior force became
advisable. Until I went to Poland I did not under-
stand the capabilities of defence which that country
affords to gueriila bands; but when I found, whilst
travelling several bundred miles through the coun-
try, that an extensive wood or forest forma parts of
every scene that meets the eye, my hopes for the sue-
cezs of.the Poles beceme much more sasguine than
they bad previously been. It is obvious that to ex-
pose an undisciplived and half armed force in an open
field to the action of artillery, and to the attack of
dizciplined and well srmed troops, i3 to expose them
to certain magsacre and defeat ; but in forest warfare
artillery is useless, and the band which occupies a
well cinsen position in a forest possesses sn advan-
tage which enables it to receive the attack evenof &
superior force with hopes of success, and when the
combat becomes o hand-to-hnpd encounnter, the
seythe i3 found to be o more formidable weapon than
the bayonat.

Oue of the noblemen with whom I made acquain-
tance ~t Warsaw, informed me that a Mr. O’Brien,
who now bears tte name of O'Brien de Lacy, pos-
seszes a large estate in Lithusnia which was given
to & member of the Anglo-Irish family of De Lacy
for services rendered to Russia, and he stroogly
urged ma fo vizit my nrmesake, offering me a letter
of introduction to bim, and sssuring me that Ishould
be received by bim with an Irish welcome. My cu-
ricsity was excited by this annooncement, nad at the
same time I was prompted by a desire to see what
was passing in Lithuania. I was therefore resolved
to act upon the suggestion which had been offered
to me, and placing myself under tha gnidnnce of a
Polish gentleman, who kindly undertook to protect
me from the difficulties to which I should bave been
expozed, if I had travelled aloae, in consequence of
my ignorance of the Polish lapgnage, T nccompanied
him to Grodno, near whiclk town the chatean of Mr.
O'Brien de Lacy i3 situated. It beipg too late to
proceed to this chateau after our arrival at Grodao,
1 was received as a gnest by Count Victor Starzens-
ki, to whom also I had brought a letter of introduc-
tion. As a variety of motives rendered ma sery an-
xious to return without delay 1o Ireland, I did hot
accept the invitation te remain with him which was
offered to me by Mr: O'Brien, whom I visited on the
day after my arrival; but I spent two days with
Count Starzenski at Grodno. I wasmuch interested
by this visit. The circumstances under which Mr.
O'Brien became possessor of one of the largest pro-
perties in Litboania, about forty years ago, were
very remarkable, and I found myself surrounded,
whilst at Grodno, by persons whose present position
is in the highest degree critical and precarious,
Count Starzenski is a very able and I believe also a
very estimnble man. He was one of the marshals of
the nobility of Lithuania, and formerly belonged to
the moderate party who were apxious to kesp up an
amijable connection with Russia, whilst they sought
to obtein guarantees for the good goveroment of
Poland, and to introduce social reforms which should
ameliorate the conditicn of all ¢lasses of Polish so-
ciety, snd especially of the egricultural peasaotry.
He wag 80 earnest in his endenvors to forward these
views, that e undertook a journey not long ago to
St. Petersburg, and obtained interviews not only
with the M'nister, but also with the Emperor, in th+
hope of inducing these exalted personrges to adopt
a policy which would conciliate the Polish nation.
When he found that all hig efforts were upavailing
and tbat he could not adhere to the views of the
Ruszziav authorities without eacrificing the intereats
of his own cotintry, he resigned bLis office in & manply
and dignified manrer. After that resignation he
was commanded not to go outside the town of Grod-
no, and I 'perceive by the newspapers that within the
last fortnight he has been transferred to the prison
of Wilns, there to await the doom which may be in-
flicted wpon bim and upon his amiable fumily by Mou-
ravief; whose name bas been recently brought under
notice of the readers of English newspapers by the
telegram which ananounced that he was about to fog
with knout &il Polish ladiez who wear mourning.
Whea I was in Lithuasia, the pame of this man. who
has recently been appointed chief povernor at Wilna,
was meationed with universal horror, for the inhabi-
tans of thig pert of Poland bear in mind the atroci-
ties which he committed during the iusurrection of
1821, and expect from him similar proceedings in
1863. Tt was currently reported that he intended to
commence his career by fi gging women, and I doabt
rot that this expectation would have beer realised
if ke had not been checked by the shout of indigns-
tion which arose in all parts of Europe as soon as
thiaz intention was proclaimed. He has, bosvever,
commenced his sanguingery career by sssagsinatiog
in cold blood two of the gallant defenders of their
eountry within one fortnight afier bis arrival at Wil-

I was
agsured that they nursa wounded Russians with the
snme cara that they bestow upon the sounded Poles
and the official correspondence which has heen Iaid
before parliament mentions cases in which Russian
oflicers have been spared by the Poles at a time
whey the greatest atrocities were perpeirated upon
unoffending Poles by the Russiens. It is obrious
that this forbenrance will not last for ever, If exe-
cutiona— that i3, assassinations in cold blood—crn
ornly be checked by retaliation, the Poles svill resort
to reprisals. President Davis, who i3 now the exe-
cutive chief of she Confederates' of America, would
bave checked them long ago by baaging a Russian
officer by way of retaliation for every Pole who has
been executed in cold blood. A war which is car-
ried on in such a spirit i3 greatly to be deplored, but
in all ages, since the day when Moses smote the
Egyptian, the lex {alionis, retaliation has been heid
to be justifiable whben all other modes of redress
have been sought in vain. T appears now that the
regponsibility which sttaches to tbe acts of Moura-
vitfl is shared by the Emperor of Russin, and by his
ministers, Let me ask any one who shall listen to

# Hig Tmperial ' Majesty, attaching the highest im-
portance to the immediate repression of the troables
which have arisen in some districts of the Lithusnian
provinces, has condescended to appoint his Excel-
lency Geperal Mooravieff, Governor General and
Commander-in-Chief of the army of the government
of Wilna, &e¢. Kpowing the hostule sentiments of
the nobility of those provinces towards the Czar and
Russia, his Excellency must employ the most eper-
gelic measures against those whom he supposes to
be fuvourable to the rebellion. His Excellency must
inform himself, through the marshals of the nobility,
a3 to the feelinge of the proprietors with regard to
the Czar, and he musc tske such measures as Le
thinks it against supected individuals. His Excel-
lency must by all the means in his power inform the
peasants of the Czar's paterpal intentions towerds
them, and show them that the proprietors are their
ecemie3 and oppressors. I his Excelleney thinks it
advisable be will give arms to thoss peasants who
are attached to the Czar and to Russia. His Excel-
lency most act with the greatest severity and eoer-
gy agamnst the Catholic clergy, who are the fnsliga-
tors of the present rebellion, He sbould bave lists
drawn up of snspected priests, and take against them
the most epergetic measures. As regards the rebels,
bis Excellency will shoot immediately ali the chiefs
whbo fall into his power, nnd will take the meapures
he deems advisable against the prisoners. If circum-
stances call for it, bis Excellency can teke measures
agaeinst the foinilies who bave members in the bands
of the insurgents. His Exceliency ouglt to put down
certain demonstrations on the part of womes, aund tv
prevent them he must adopt, even ia their cuse,
severe measures, If his Excellency does uot find the
forces nmow in Lithuania sufficient, he must imme-
distely ask for reinforcements. Finally, ns Excel-
lency muat use whatever means e deems necessiry
for immediate pacification, his Majesty baving con-
deacended to coofer upon him full powers.

To me, et least, it is positively disgusting to fiad in
the reports of what passes in both Housez of the
Britisk Parliament, that several of the leading poli-
ticiaws of England repeat day after day compliments
1o the humanity of the Ewperor of Russis, when it is
well known in Poland tbat those Russiun Gezerals
and Commanders who commit and sanction the most
barbarous atrocities, instead of being reprimanded or
recalled, are viewed with peculiar favour at the
Court of St. Petersburg.

I shsll conclude what I have had to say respect-
ing my recent visit to¢ Poland, by adding thavl
proceeded from Grodoo 1o Wilna, and after haviog
gpent two nights in that Yeautiful town, [ went by
way of Kowno, to Konigsberg, which, as is well
known to my audience, is one of the principal ciiies
of Prussia  Touched to the heart by what I bad
seen, and impressed with the deepeat solicitude for
the fate of Poland, and apimated by an earnest de-
tire to be useful to the Poles, I wrote at Konigsberg
that appeal on their behalf which frst appeared 1n &
Belgian newspaper, as translated by Belgian friends,
and which has subseqoently been printed in its ori-
ginal language in several of the Irish newspapers.
Inow come to the question for the resolution of
which we are assembled here to-night. Taking for
granted that a large majority of those who are here
present are convinced that the Poles are engaged in
a struggle which i3 just apd holy, we have to ask
ourselves in what way Ire!land can best assist that
just and holy cause. Before I attempt to asnswer
this question 1 must first observe, that I place no
reliance whatever upon the diplomatic action which
has hitherto been brought to bear upon the bloody
strife toat now exXists bestween Poland and Russia.
Had Europe been permitted to follow the first im-
palse of its sympathy withont being mystified by di-
plomatic interference, some eflective means wonld
have heen discovered for rendering that sympnthy
practically useful to Poland ; but when the states-
men of Eogland, Austria, and France undertook to
negoliate with Russia on the subject of Polazd, the
friends of that country uatnrally szid, * Let us await
the result of their negotiations before we resort to
any ulterior proceedings.” [ need not anrlyse tbe
correspondence with whick this diplomatic game
wag opened, for esery who read the notes which
were addressed by the three powers wo Prince Gorts-
chakoff, and bis answers to these notes, must have
felt that all the writers who took part in this cor-
respondence were striving to produce results very
difierent from thase for which the Poles are exposing
their lives and fortunes in the forest and 1n the field.
It was, in sbort, from first to lnst, o Gimsy piece of
cajolery—a mere diplomatic comedy. We now be-
hold a phase of negotiation, which seeras to me, at
least, to be cqually illusory. In order to judge what
will be the probnble result of these negotiations, let
ug endenvour te uaderstand perfect!y the position
acd ioterests of those powers which have uvndertnken
{to deal with this question. First~I would ask
i whether eny one can believe that Austria, which has

made the proposnls that are now under considerntion,
i3 really desirous that the Poles should suceeed in
! their insurrection. The Poles do not want reform ~
i they do not want peper constitutiors, which will
! be vinlated before sle ick with which they are writ-
!'ten is dry—they do not want municipal administra-
tion—they do not want an improved lew for recruit-
meats—they want to drive the Ruassians out of Po-
Jand and to re-establish their antional 1zdepecdence
within the territory which belonged to Poland in the
year 1772, Now, 03 Austria was one of the bandits
who shared largely in the spoil which was obtzined
by the successive purtitions of Poland—that is, by
the acynisition of Galicia, and by kidnappiog the
city of Cracow, it i3 not to be expected that Aunstria
ghould desire to reconstruct a kingdom with which
tbe Poles of Galicia and of Oracow will natarally
desire 10 be again associated.

Russia agninst Poland ; bot T am convioced that
even the King of Prussia would not regret more than
the Emperor of Auastrin the re-estublishment of Po-
lish indedendence. The proposals, therefure, recent-
1y mude by the Austrian Government, though spn-
cious in appenrance, seem to me to be only an indi-
rect stratngem for defeatipg the efforts now made
by the DPoles to regain their independence. It is nou
8o easy to divine what is the real desire of the Eng-
lisk people in regard to Poland. I inecline 1o think
that they wouald wish that the Poles sbould recover
their nationat independence, but that they are nos
digposed to make any sacrifice whatever for this ob-
ject. Aesuredly, the operations of the British Gov-
ernment have hitherto tendered to perplex rather
thon to assist the chumpions of Polish righis,
Speeches have been utiered in parhament which
have left an impression that the British ministers, as
the British public, approve of the insurrection, but
the diplomatic active of the British ministers has
been favourable to Russia rather than Poland. As
we have not seen the last despatches I cen only rea-
gon upon the stalemenls which have been made by
Lord Palmerston to Parliament. From these data
it appears that the Eoglish minister begins by asking
the Poles to lay down their arms, whilst he offers
humble remonstrances in their favor. Now, the Em-
peror Alexander offored an amnesty to all who would
lay down their arms before the 13th of May, and nct
a single Pole asked for an amnesty on these terms.
A few daya before I arrived at Warsew one of the
high-souled herces of the insurrection was exocutec
—that is, agsassioated in cold blood. 1 was told
that his life would have been spared if he had con-
descended to signify contrition, and to ask for mer-
ey. Is it to be supposed that the Poles will give up
all the objects for which their life-blood has been
poured out like water in reliance upon the media-

We shall, therefore
proceed to adopt, in the name of humanity and of
liberts, a course of policy which we might otherwise
have delayed to enforce, though it was obriously ad-
vantageous to all Burope. We will re-establish the
kingdom of Poland, and it shall hereafter serve ag g
barrier against tho encroachnients of the antocrat of
the ‘erst,” At the time of the Crimean War a com.
bination was formed by France and England against
Russin, by which the barbarous dominion of the
Turks was preserced in Burope. We were 1hen told
that of meinttining the balance of power, nnd that it
was essential to this woboly and unnstural domi-
pion must be upheld for the sake safety of Europe
that Russia should not only be humbled byt algg
crippled, We remember the disconient which wag
felt in Bogland by the premature conclusion of the
Crimean war, Now, without expressing any further
opinion respecting the policy of that war, T would
ask whether any motive could at that time operste
on the miod of an Englishman in favor of the centj-
nunnce of the war, which does not pow apply with
tenfold force in favour of its renewsl on bebalf of
Poland ? But if Eoglund fail to undertalie the noble
mission, which honour, justice, and bumanity woulg
impose upon ber, at least there still remains a hope
that Frapce will not abandon the cause of the gal-
lant nation whose blood Las been profusely shed on
many & field of battle, for the interest and glory of
Fraoce. Tam convinced that the Frerch nation
would not hesitate for an bour to espouse the caunse
of Poland, if they could rely upon tbe co-operation
of Engiand, but they naturally apprehend that with-
out such co-operation they might possibly find them-
selves epgaped single-banded in & war with Russia,
Austrin, end Prussia, and that England would bang
upon their rear and take advantsge of the 4rst fu-
vourable opportunity that would enable her to gra-
tify her hereditary batred, by inflicting a deadly
wound upon her too powerful neighbor!

Men of France ! be not dismayed by such apprehen-
sious. Proceed in the name of religion and of jus-
sice to defend the rights of humaaity, and be assured
that Providence will protect and reward your noble
efforts! Cast aside the petty ambition wiich woald
geek to acquire a provincs as an indemnity for your
sacrifices, and let hislory record that you rescued
from destruction comrades who have borue your ban-
ner through mary a field of glory, ata time when
they apperred to be deprived of every chance, and of
every hope, except those which proceed from despair.
Assume to yourgelf the leadership of Europe, aad
you will find tbat from everr nation which loves
civilization and freedom, myriads will gather round
the standard which you sball uplift in bebalf of Po-
land. Fellow-countrymen! I ask you to authorise
me to toll the Emperor of France, that if he be dis-
posed to raise a brigade in Ireland for the redewp-
tion of Poland be shall have as many thousands as
he may desire to enrol. T await your angwer! .
N . but T tell you that I suall be bitteriy
disappointed if you besitate to offer this pledge. If
Napoleon tnlke this position, England will probably
remain a tranguil speciator of the contest, He can
then say to Austria and to Prussia, ¥ I do oot want
to go lo war with you, butif you league yourselves
with Russia you must abide the consequences. In
such case, Austrin may find that two bundred thou-
sand Huangarian and Itnlian troops will detach them-
selves from the Ausirian army, and will place them-
selves op the side of France, witha view to the

NEWS OF THE WEEE.

OuR tatest Ewopean dates reach to the 26th
ult. No events of any great political importance
had tropspired sioce our last. There had been
warm discussions in the House of Commons upen
the subject of the Alabama and other vessels
built in British ports for the Confederate Gor-
eroment, but the conduct of the British authori-
ties was ably vindicated by Lord Palmerston.

Affaws in the United States remain unchang-
ed. The attack on Charleston is continued, but
no great progress has as yet been made by the
enemy towards the reduction of the place. We
read of a heary bombardmest, from daybreak
1ill the altercoon of the 31st ult., but we are not
informed as to the result. The Confederates
seem to be well prepared, and there are good
reasons for bhopmng that the enemy may again
meet with an ignominious and disastrous repulse.
The attempt at conscription was to have been
renewed at New York on Monday 5 but as the
telegrams are silent upon (s point, we must
conciude that the Government has postpened its
design for the present.

The Globe 1s notlogizal. Admitting for the
sake of argument the literal truth of the griev.

logically flow therelrom. For, if were 1t true
that tl:e autonomy of Upper Canada under the
prescul arrangement, is outraged—and that that
section of the Province, though contributing the
more largely of the two to the general revenue,
i« denmed to see that revenue squandered by
Tower Cunadian votes—and that all that the
Globe and s friends desire is a remedy for these
grierances, ant the restoration te U. Canada of
sts Jost autonomy—then the conclusion from the
promises haid down by the Globe wikht just as
well be:—

‘a‘s;.;:erefore we ask Representation by Population
as o remedy for these things” )

"That Repeal would assure to Upper Canada
3ts autonomy, and tull and absolvte control over
every cent of ils own revenues, and would there-
fore be a full and complete remedy for all the
things of which the Globe complans, no one
will deny. But that Repeal would also deprive

Wesl, of all power of inany manner interferiog
with - the affairs of the Lower Province, and
therefore is it, that it is not the remedy which
they will accept. Therefore, also, is it clear
that the truth is-not in them, when they tell us
‘us that the on/y reasons which urge them to ask
for Representation by Population are those enu-
merated above by tbe Globe. They have an
arriere pensce 3 for were itnot so they would be
as willing to accept Repeal of the Union as the
Lower Canadians are to ofler 1t—seewg that
that Repeal would be a perfect, infallible, and im-
mediate remedy for all the tlings for which
alone the Globe professes to seek a remedy when
it and its Iriends ask for Representation by Po-
pulatton. It is clear then that they want some-
thig over and above a remedy for these things—
and that is, Upper Canadian ascendancy: and
1t 1s just this something over and above that re-
mely, that we of Lower Canada very properly
refuse to give. “Were 1t true, as the Globe as-
serts, that all that Upper Canada asks for 1s per-
fect liberty for herself ; and since that liberty
would be fully assured by Repeal of the Union,
which the Globe and its friends will not accept
—it is, we say, as clear as that two and two
make four, that the Upper Canadians are really
aiming at something besides perfect liberty for
their own Province when they clamer for lepre-
sentation by Population.

This want of good faith, of singleness of pur-
poses cheracterises every line which the Globe
writes upon the subject at issue. When It
speaks to us of guarantees; when it assures us
that * Upper Canada is prepared” in case of our
being such arrant fools as to yield to its iniqui-
tous and insolent demand—* 1o give every need-
ful guarantee {hat the rights and privileges of
Lower Capada will reman intacl®—it beirays
the dishonesty of its designs, and it treats those
whom it addresses in such terms as 1diots. For
in the first place, before Upper Canada could
guarantee the * rights and privileges of Lower
Canada,” it would be necessary to enumerate
accurately and exbaustively all those ¥ rights and
privileges.” Now lere, at first starting is a
point upon which the two Provinces could never
agree: for that which we of the Lower Province
would claim as “ rights and privileges” would not
be recognised as such by the other section of the
Province. And again, even if this insurmount-
able difficulty could be eraded, how n the name
of common sense could Upper Canada guarantee
anytbrog to Lower Canmada. INo guarantee
which the former could offer would be more
valid or binding than an Act of Parliament ; and
that which one Parliament can make, another is
competent to unmake. The only guarantee that
Lower Canada could have then, m such a case,
would be Upper Canada’s honesty, and forbear-
ance ; and judging Upper Canada by its utler
disregard of honesty in all its dealings with
Lower Canada, and by the insolence of its pre-
tensions, these would be but a roiten stick to
rest upen. One guarantee, only, that Upper
Canada shall not infringe upon our * rights and
privileges” do we ask or put confidence n: and
we need scarcely add that that guarantee would
consist in placing all these “ rightsand privileges”
beyond the reach of Upper Canada—or m other
words by dissolution of the existing Legislative
Unios. This dene, but not Before, the two
Provinces then standing to one another in the
relation of independent contracting parties, might
discuss and mutvally agree upon the terms or
conditions of their future; they mmght,f it so
pleased them, consent to enter into some fresh
Upion with one another, and upon such terms as
might mutually be agreed upon ; or with the co-
operation of the other British American Pro-
vinces, they might lay the foundation of one
great Confederacy such as that to which appa-
reptly the Globe alludes, But as an essential
prefiminary to such an arrangewment, it is neces-
sary that the existing Union betwist Upper
and Lower Canada be dissolved, so that each of
them may, as an independent contracting party,
and as in this respect the equal of each of the
otber Britizh Provinees, have a voice in deler-
miming the conditions of s fulure existence,
whether ns a member of a great Confederation
of 2l the British North American Provinces—or
as a separate and distmet Province.

‘We say that the GZobe 14 not honest in that it
refuses Repeal of the Union which would give
Upper Canada all it demands: we say also that
we do not believe the Globe to be honest when
it offers guaranties for the preservation of the
« rights and prisileges” of Lower Canada—secing
that it would nol accept similar guaranlies from
this section of the Province in behall of the
« yigtts and privileges™ of U. Canada.

To bring this question of honesty to an issue,
here 15 what we propose to the Globe. 1t pre-
tends that U. Canada, baving a majarity of re-
presentatives, and therefore a preponderating in-
fluence, in the United Legislature, conld and
would give to Lower Canada ample guaranties
for all the  rights and privileges” of the Jatter—
for 1ts autopomy—and the safety of all ils pecu-
liar institutions, Be it so. :

Province. We propose therefore that, nstead
of the complex-scheme of the Globe, comprising
—first, a violation of the terms of the existing
Act of Union; and secondly the granting of
checks, guaranties &c. by Upper to Lower Ca-
nada—the Western section of the Province,
which desires only—so the Globe tells us—* to
manage ber matters. as she pleases,” should at
once accept from Lower Canada precisely the
same guaranties for the security ot all her # rights
and privileges,” as those which through the
Globe she so generously offers to Lower Canada,
as a full and adequate security for all the  rights
and privileges” of the latter. These can be but
one of two reasons suggested, why the Gilobe
should decline such an offer. Either the perfect
autonomy of Upper Canada is not all for which
it cootends in its agitation for Representation by
Population: or 1t does not beheve that any
guaranieewhich one section of the Province can
offer to the other—even with perfect Equality of
Representation—would easure respect for the
“ rights aod privileges” of the latter.

What 1s sauce for the goose 15 sauce for the
gander. Guaranties therefore agamst Lower
Canadion aggression which, under the existing
system of IEqual Representation, would not secure
the antonomy of Upper Canuda, which would
oot place her# nghts and privileges” out of dan-
ger,and wiich could not therefore be either
honerably or prudently accepted by U. Canada,
would be no security to Lower Canada against
the aggression of the Western Province, more
especially when the political influence of the lat-
ter should have been greatly avgmented by Re-
sentalion by Population.  Such guaranties there-
fore, could not be homorably or prudently ac-
cepted by Lower Canada ; dnd yet the former
can give no guarantee to the latter which we are
not equally competent, and willisg to give to
Upper Canada, Yetsoitss. The coin whch
our enemies bestow upon us, and with which they
impertinently bid us to be content as a full equi-
valent for the sacrifices which we are called
upon to make, 1s scornfully rejected when by us
tendered to them. Are we not right therefore
in taxing them with want of honesty, with double
dealing, with fraud in fact, with keeping two sets
of weights and measures ?

To the fustien in which the GZobe wdulges
about its regard for * the power and fame of
Brtish America” as the reason for its opposition
to Repeal of the Union, we know not what to
answer, for such vague platitudes are not sus-
ceptible of any very precise apswer. We may
however say that neither the physical nor the
moral greataess of British America is dependent
upon the forcing upon any of its component parts
a political order to which it 15 averse: that dis-
content, heart burnings and strife, and therefore
weakness not strength, discord not harmony, must
be the consequence of imposing upon Lower Ca-
pada a Legislative Unien with Upper Canada
with Representation by Population: and that
though we care a good deal about the bappiness
and well being, moral and material, of the indivi-
dual men women and children now residents n
British N. America—we care not one straw
about the political abstraction of which the Globe
speaks—and {or the seke of which it proposes to
inflict wrong and iosult upon Liower Canade in
particular,

Tee Maxitouriy Isranps.—The late dis-
turbanees with the Indians on these itlands have
calied forth much abuse of some of the Catholic
olergy, zclirg under whose advice 1t is supposed
that the Indians have refused to give up their
lands to the Canadian Government. The sab-
juet is wrapped up i rauch mystery ; but, as far
as we can gather them, the facts of the case are
these :—

When Sir Franeis Bond Head reigned over
Upper Canada, o treaty or compact was entered
into with the Indiars, according to which ihe
latter were to leave the main land, and were to

cceive in exchange for their old hunting grounds

the exclusive use of the Manitoulin Islands
where they were to remam, aad 1o be vnmoleslcd,
by the whites, Many Indian tribes in conse-
quence, and amongst olhers that of the Wagui-
makoogs from the Uhited States, took up thewr
abode on these Islands, trusting in the goed faith
of the DBrilish Goverpmenl. In October lust,
however, the present Cotmissioner of Crowa
Lands, Mr. McDougali visited the Islands, and
sumemoning the chiefs around him contrived, part-
Iy by threats, purtly by fraud, and partly by the
abundant administration of bad whiskey, to per-
suade the majority of those chiefs to renounce
therr rights, and to agree to surrender their lands
to the government. The Indians when the mat-
ter was fully explained to them, expressed great
repugnance to the contemplated change ; and 1t is
said that stimulated by some of the Catholic mis-
sionaries resident amongst them, they determined
not to give up their lands without a struggle, and
to drive away the whiles who Lad litherio been
allowed to settle amongst them.

It will be seen . that the Globe:does not' pretend:

that the Canadian government has any * 793kt ”
as against the unfortunate Indians of Manitoulin.
lts argoment is simply that of the ruffian bully,
of the unprincipled buccaneer, who canaot con-
ceive that rights of property should be allowed
to interfere with his views of gain. “ A fine
tract of territory” says the Globe ¢ like the Mam-
toulin cannot be permitted to remamn unculti-
vated because it1s Indian property”—thus admit-
ting that the lands from which 1t is now proposed
to espel the Indians by forceis ¢ their pro-
perty.” So much for the morality of the pro-
ceeding’; and as for the question of law we will
allow our several contemporaries to tell their

several stories : —

The Globe seys:—The rebellious Indians on the
Manitoulin, or rather we ought to say the rebellious
priests who bave excited the Indiang to deeds of vio-
Jence and wrong, have added another to their list of
crimes. The officers of the law, bearing regular war~
rants for the arrest of offenders, have been resisted in
the exccution of their duty, and compelled to leave
the Island without executing thefr mission, The
tragic end of poor Mr. Gibbard, the chief of the offi-
cers of the law, casts s lurid shade over the whole
trassaction, butis notactually connpecied with it,
The case is qnite bad enough without his death be-
ing added to theload on the shonlders of Priest Koh-
ler and his associates. It must be recollected that
the offences of these persons have no necessary con-
nection with the question of the surrender of the Island
or any portion of it by the Iodiaps. A certain part
of the lapd has been surrendered, while certain In-

dinns, under \he influence of the priests, refused to.
sign the treaty, and still retain the seclion ot the Is-

land devoted to their use. Not content with this,
they assemble in erms, proceed to dictate who shall
nnd who shall ot stay on the Island, and drive off
by violence those obuoxious to them. When the
law ondeavors to redress this grievous wrong 1bey

resict its officers, and compel them to leave the Is-:

land. It is obvious that there is but one way of
trenting the matter. It is not a question of giving
more or less favorablo terms to the Indians or nny
section of them. The question is whether the Queen’s
gubjecta are to he driven out of her dominions by
violence? Tkhere can be but one answer, The au-
thority of the law must be enforced at all bazards.
We woull, of course, deal mildly with the poor, mis-
guided Indians, using every means to convince them
of their error, but the white men whoe have incited
them to rebellion must be dealt with decidedly by
the arm of the law.

e have always advocated the most liberal trest-
ment of tbe Indians, Poor people, they do not live
go loug among the whites, that we should grudge
them apything we can give them. But they cannot
be permitted to stand in the way of the advance of
civilization on this continent. A fine tract of terri-
tory, like the Manitoulin, cannot be permitted to re-
msain uncultivated, because it is Indian property.
It is pot desirable for the Indians themselves that 1t
should remain’ From the proceeds of the lands
when they are sold they will be far richer than if
the Island were left in & state of nature. The pre-
sent Government have dealt bountifully with the In-
diang of the Manitoulin, They have permitted them o
retain an ample allowance of lard for their own use,
and when the rest is sold the proceeds will be theirs.
What more eould be asked? We believe that no-
thing more would have been demauded by the In-
diang, but the priests seem to be afraid that the in-
terests of themselves or of their church would suffer
by the settlement of the Island, and hence we have
the viclent scenes of the past few weeks. There
was an oripinal error on the part of the late Govera-
ment in offering too small & compensation to the
Indians for the surrender of the land, and threaten-
ing them with violerce if they refused it. But the
presest Ministry changed all thst, and stood pre-
pared, and stands prepared now, 10 make every ar-
rangement which justice to the Indians demands.
But they will not Bubmit to have their authority de-
fied, and violence inflicted on unoffending individu-
als. They will, we are sure, extend the authority of
the law over the Manitoulin ns well as all other sec-
tiong of the public domein, and terch priest Kohler
and his cosdjutors the folly as well as the wicked-
ness of their proccedings.

The Toronto Leader regrets that the Go-
rernment * cannot without loss of dignity recede
from a position into which it should never have
got:” and the Commercial Advertiser makes
the following remarks ; tending to show that if
law be on the side of the Government, right 1s
on the side of those whom the Globe calls ¢ re-
bellious Indians > and ®rebellrous priests.” The
plain fact of the malter is this, The whiles
covet the yich lands of Manitouhn, the ¢ properdy’
of the Indians; and are therefore notslow in
discovering vahd reasons for entering in, and tak-
ing possession thereof. The whole Lransaction
is very discreditable to the Government, accord-
wg to the accounts hitherto pubhshed—but per-
haps we hiave not as yet sven all the truth. Here
w what the Commercial Advertiser says on the
supject i—

There can we thuk be but jittle doubt that
attacks upop the Christian B evelation are more
generally popular at the preseut day than they
were even in the eighteenth ceniury. There
was then certaiely no lack of anti-Christian
wrilers ; and these also recerved a fair share of
praise and enconragement, both from crowaed
heads, and from that class of society which more
particularly arrogated to itself the titles of en-
lightened and philosophical.  But until lately, in
England especially, open attacks upon the Bible,
and the truths of Christianity were looked apon
‘as in somewhat bad 1aste, and exposed their au-
thors 16 the cold looks of the more respectable
portion of British society, and the suspicion - ol
Jacobinism, or ultra-democratic proclivities. It

is not-so now, however ;- and judging from the

 tone of the English press, from what appeors in

the Zondor Times and in Punch, both exeel-
lent exponents or 2ndices of public opinion, we
should be . fnclined to draw the conclusion that
Dr. Colenso is a general favorite,—~and that his
raid upon the Old Testament aflords, not only
pleasant excitement, but intense delight to a
class of readers, who but a few years ago would
have been horrified, if suspected of hostility 10
the Christian religion. '

To what may this change in public sentiment
be attributed? What is it that ensures for
every onslaught upon the credibility of the
Bible listory, and the miracles of the New
Testament a prompt and hearty welcome from
the educated, and even from the politically Con-
servative section of English society 7  Severa}
causes may have been in operation to produce
ths result : but we believe that one of the most
general and the most efficacious has been, and is
to be found in the evangelical literature of the
day——in that portion of it especially which deals
with Revivals, and the conversion of sinners
unto God. Men turn from these with loathing
and with scors ; they feel that such a God ag
is therein described, that such a religion as is
therein depicted are uoworthy of the love and
allegiance of any honest and intelligent person ;
and ignorantly assuming that the God of Christ-
ians, and the religion ot Jesus are faithfully por-
trayed in the literature of the conventicle, they
naturally but too hastily conclude that the sooner
the superstition, 2.¢. the demoralising and intel-
lectually debasing superstition which they accept
as Christianity—is exploded the better. Hence
their sympathy with the anti-Christian vwriters of
the present day, who they think are doing a gaod
work in overthrowing the religicn of the Spur-
geons, of the Chadbands and the Hammonds—
as indeed they would be doing, were it not that
whilst pulling out the evangelical weeds, they
are at the sane time destroying the pure wheat
of Christianity itself. The dangerous enemies of
religion are they who by their false conceptions,
acd representations of it render it ridiculous apd
odious in the eyes of the intelligent and well in-
tentioned ; and when the sickemng stuff which
the so-called orthodox or evangelical press palms
upon the world as genuine Chbristiamty s ac-
cepted as such, 1t 1s not to be marvelled at that
revealed religion itsell rapidly falls into discredit.
The favorable recepiion given to the writings of
Bishop Colenso, and others of that school, is but
the natural reaction agawmst the nauseous cant
and irreverent twaddle of the evangelical press
and the evangelical pulpit.

By these agencies rehgion is (ravestied or
made ridiculous ; and the hyper-Calvinistic doe-
trines which they inculcate, and hold up before
the Protestant community as the teachings of
Jesus Himself, are so repulsive to every intelli-
gent person in whose bosom every sentiment of
Jjustice has not been destroyed, and who 1s sus-
ceplible of one ennobling conception of the
Deity, that they are scouted with indignation by
all except the narrow-minded and illterate few,
who still adhere to the old formulas of the Re-
formation, and with thick scasual lips repeat s
Shibboleth, Better to deny God, that isto
say a personal, ever present, ever working God
altegether, than to entertain low and unworthy
notions of Him; or to accept as Hus faithful like-
ness the hideous caricature with which orthodox
Protestantisin presents the world, and for which
it 15 to be supposed that the devil in some of bhis
leisure moments must have consented to sit.—
There are millions who would willingly believe
in, and cheerfully worshup a God made lmovr to
them as love. ¢ Deus charuas est,” sad the
beloved disciple, and so teaches the Catiwlic
Church.  According to the showing of the
evangelical world this God of love is butan
omnipoient and most capricious fend, delighting
in torture, and takng =pecial pleasure in tor-
menting little children. It gives usa good opin-
ton of the natural virtues of our separated breth-
ren 1o see that so many of them refuse to wor-
ship such a God, and bravely incur the anpathe-
mas of the conventicle rather 1han bow down
before such a foathsome Moloch.

se mingled blasphemy and buffoonery of
the popular © Revivat Literature” of the day
contribute then to disgust thmking and well in-
tentiored persons with Christianity itself; just
as we chould all form a low estimate of the per-
sonal appearance of the promnent politicians of
the age were we to accept as their faithful por-
traits, the amusing caricatures which are publish-
ed in the pages of Punch. Thelatler are often
very clever and very funny, and we can enjoy
a laugh over them ; but the caricatures of the
¢ Revivalists” though most ludicrous, are cer~
taitly not clever, and the lsugh which they pro-
voke 13 too often directed against the sublime
truths of Christianity. This is why they are so
dangerous ; they generate irreverence, and in-
vite contempt against that religion itself which
they so shamefully misrepresent or travesty.

One subject which is an especial favorite with
the artists of the * Revival” school of literature,
and which is reproduced in every conceivable
attitude, s the agony of hitle children whilst
being subjected to the mysterious process known
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among the ~saints as ¥ con_versnbn.” They—
the aforesaid.httle boys and’ girls—are depicted
in every stage of this dread, and often long pro-
tracted agony. ‘Their contortions, their shnieks,
{beir hideous wailings, and tragi-comic invoca-
tions of the Holy Name, are brought vividly be-
fore us, as proof of the Revivalst’s power, and
of the workings of the Holy Spirit ; and the in-
pression sought to be conveyed, and which no
doubt gepesally obtains amongst disciples of the
religious school alluded to, 1s, that God so hates
litile children, 2nd looks with so malignant an
eye updn Lbeir infant sports, their Lites, their
merbles, and peg-tops, that, every httle boy or
girl who has not been * converted” as they call
it, that is to say who bas not been thrown imto
repi or feigned couvulsions, is mevitably damned
and doomed to hell-fire for all eternity.  Chtl-
dren of tender years are represented, not as Ca-
(hohc artists love to represent them, as temples
of the Holy Ghost, as the objects of the special
regard of Him Who for our sakes became Him-
lf a little child, but as inchoate demons, as
brands destined for the burnmg, as fuel specially
provided for feeding the flames of bell withal.—
" This is, according to evangelical teaching, the
gormal condition of all little boys and girls; the
only exceptions are i favor of those whe have
peen *struck down,” and who after ¥ convic-
tion of sin® have got jolly upon it, and acquired

{be conventional slang ot the conveaticle. Lan-
guage, which to others would sound most re-

volting, and which in the mouth of a httle child
argues precocious development of the powers
of blasphemy and bypocrisy, is in the evangelical
world received as an evidence of acceptance
with the Liord, and of having passed from death
mto hife, from the profanity of marbles and lolli-
pops to the fruition of the Kingdom of Heaven.
Searce a number of the #lontreal Witness ap-
pears in which these peculiar views of God’s

dealmgs with litile children are not msisted upon,

and developed ; and the following is by no
means ope of the most ludicrous, or of the most
blasphemous sketches with whick that journal
supplies us :—

A minister—a “ man of God’’—was walking
through the streets of Belfast, when suddenly he
was called upon to see a little boy who had been
% topk suddenly pious,” and who was, as we are
told “ very ill.” The “man of God” fouad
the fittle boy 1a bed, groaning piteously—a phe-
pomenon which profane persons might have at-
tributed to unripe fruir, or 2 svperabundance of
giogerbread. The « man of God” knew better
however. It was not gmmgerbread ; it was not
voripe gooseberries, that ailed tae boy, but his
sins. The following dialogue ensued—told by
the minister, in the first person:— :

i+ Wha sils you, my desr boy ?' said 1"

"tOh my sins sic! 1 cannot bear the weight of
my ains.’”

¢ Do you feel that you are & ginner?'”

“iQh sir, ] am the chief of sinpers.”— Wilness.

The Jittle boy who felt bimself the chief of
sinners was * coiled up in bed” asit he had the
gripes, with « his baods firmly clasped,” and we
felt curious to know what Le had been a-doing of
—what were these sins which weighed so heavily
¥pon his stomach, and made himn thus lie coiled
wp in bed. On this point the “ man of God”
does not {urnish precise snformation ; but direct-
ing our eyes {0 a contiguous column of the
Witness, we found a fearful catalogue of little
boy’s inquities m general ; of some particular
sinin tins black indictment we must suppose
that the hntle sufferer found himself guilty : —

1. “There i3 one boy who pulla the wings of the
fJjes”

2. “Acather who runs ping through bugs to make
them gpin.”

3. Y A third who torments the eat.”” — onlreal
Witness,

And by way of climax o all these ecormities
there 1, we are told, another hoy “ who teases
Rover, the dog, almost to madness.”” Whether
the Bellast boy teased the dog, worrted the cat,
pulled wings off the fhes, or put pios through
bugs to make them spin—we are not told ;
seilber is there given to us any huat from whence
we moy gather wheresn bis particular sin con-
sisted. But 1f boys to-day, be what boys were
some {hirty years ago, we do not beheve that
ay cne, or even all of these enormities can
weiph very beavily upon therr consciences, or
cempel them to take to their beds of a fine af-
teraoan, and lie therein groaaing coiled vp, with
bards clasped. Perhaps the youngster was
merely polung fun nt, or as the saying is, ¢ Zak-
tng a vise out of,” the Belfust Revivalist,

For taat the boy had m bim the making of a
tonsummale hypocrite—though this was not the
iin over which he grieved, as he lay coiled up in
bed, 15 evident from the sequel of the tale. The
“man of God” called ngamn, and fourd bis former
Jalient quite cured, and wiltbout a symptom of
griping enber 1n his bowels or in bis conscience,
doing the pious amongst a number of other little
boys, and appealing to them—not m such
Phrases as ¢ knuckles down” or other familiar
exhortations to fair plag—but m the words of
brayer, and with such efficacy, that one of ibe
Ulle boys thus addressed was  enabled to be-
tieve ang give his heart to Jesus.”

This is the light, at once ludicrous and blas-
Phemous, in which Christianity 13 depicted by the
trangelical school ; and this ridiculous twaddie

about htile boys “abandooing their ‘afternoon
sports, and under a sense of sin taking 1o ther
beds groaning, and lying coled up with bands
clasped, until comforted by a * man of God”
providentially roaming loose in the streets of
Belfast, is by those who profess to he the ex-
pooents and champions of orthodox religion put
forth as illustrative of God’s dealings with His
creatures. That men should first Jaugh at such
trash, and then cast it from them with contempt,
as beneath therr notice, as unworthy of serious
criticism 1s not to be wondered at; and as
amongst Protestants Lthe maunderiags of the evan-
gelical schaol are too often accepted as the
faithful utterings of Christianity, it 1s equally
natural, thougk it is deeply to be regretted, that
the indignant repudiation of this spurious phase
of our holy religion should be accompanied with
the scornful rejection of religion itself. To this
cause we are inclined to attribute much of the
favor now extended to Bishop Cslenso, and
writers of that school, by the British public.

Sr. Patmick's Oreuay AsyLum.—The sixth aonval
grand Pic-Nic on bebalf of this excellent charity
crme off at the Victoria Gardens on Wednesday 20th
ultimo, The doors were open at an early hour in
ibe morning, but the attendance ontil alternoon, was
inconsiderable. Between ome and two o'clack the
rush commenced, and the psople young and old, mar-
ried and single, poured in in ¢rowds, and were still
coming when we had to leave about four. Caly one
door was open, that in Sherbrooke Street, though
there ig nnother in St. Urbain Street, which, for some
reason that we do not understand, was kept closed.
This would bave materially lessened the pressure at
the main entrance, which ai times was paiafully
great, and wherein, children narrowly escaped heing
dangerously gqueezed, and ladies more or less badly
injured their dresses and crincline, All this, how-
ever, was borne with wonderful good bumonr; and
seemed to be looked upoo, indeed, as part of the
programme for the day. The Victoria Gardens
never presented a gayer appearance. They are so
extensive, aud the pic-niciang apread themselves out
go mach, that it i3 impossible to form even an ap-
proximate estimate of the number of persons present.
We may eay, however, that we have never scen the
place go crowded, and that in our judgment not less
than from eight 1o ten thousand were there. This
does net include babies in the arms ; of whom there
was a very large number, and they formed not the
least interesting feature iz the general lableaux,
The ladies’ of course, mtade the strongest muster ,
and the great variety of their dresses, united to their
good looks amd genera! cheerfulpess; lent a pic-
turesqueness and joyonsaness to the acene, it would
be impossible to pourtray. The pic-nic, all throngh,
wag the saccess of the season. Two Quadrille bands
were in attendance, one in the upper, and another in
the lower part of the grounds; and they could scarcely
play often enough to satisfy the eravings of the many
anxious to enjoy themselves in the mazy windings of
the dance, The swings were in constant occupstion ;
whenever deserted by one party they were taken
possession of by another, Under the shad:
of the trees, or wherever the sun was hid, fa-
milies and their friends uopacked baskets, largely
filled with creature comtorts for the inner man,end
set to work to enjoy themselves. The games—as all
games are now-a-days—were rather late io being
commenced ; but when the bell once rang, were
gone into with & will. We give the results below,
There was no plulforx;l from whence to witness the
games ; and this prevented all but those in the front
ranks, or who were tall enough to look over their
bends from witnessing the sport. It is a pity that
the ground could not be artificinlly raised, around
where the games are always held, A * zentle
slope” would not epoil the locality of the gardens,
aund would do away with the expeusive necessily of
erecting o wooden platform whenever something is
to be performed of which it is intended the public
generally sbould be spectators.

¢ France would have seen with pleasure an
Furopean question submitted (o the arbitration
of the whole of Europe, but, failing this, E:ance
supports a combination which would submit the
discussion of the six pownts to the arbitrament of
the Eight Powers who signed the Treaties of
Vienna.” .

'The Constitutionnel further mamtans 1hat
an armistice is desirable, necessary, and possnble,
and says:—

% Tt would be absurd and crumnal to contiue
the sanguinary struggle. France, England, aud
Austria are prepared for a solntian of the Polish
question.  When three Powers of ths rank
agree upon any subject thew will is always su-
preme, either by pacilic or other means. 'he
Power, therefore, which would make obstacles
to eflorts so serous and Jegitimate would assumne
a great responsibility.”

The Patrie publishes an article, signed by
Al. Dreolle, upon the Dohsh question, The
writer considers that the Notes of the Three
Powers are no longer suited Lo the actual state
of aflairs.

“ Poland,” he says, * does pot wish for re-
concihation with Fussia, but deswres indepen-
dence. There can he no doubt that Russia will
consent to negatiate upon the basis of the six
points, as the negotiation will permit of her pur-
suing the work of destroying Poland.” )

"The same Journal says, that if the assertion of
the Clonstitutionnel be true, that the six pro-
positions are only the basis for further negotia-
tinns, that fact would cntirely alter the situa-
tion.

In that case the six propositions are more than
the Jast term of concessions. It remains to be
seen 18 the novel expedient of asking for less 1o
order to oblain more will be suecessful,. We
doubt it.

A resume of the notes of the Powers s an
evidence of their powe:lessness for good. The
acceptance of the terms offered would be a
triumph for Russia.

M. Gueroult, the Opinior Nationale believes
that no good results are 10 be expected in the
Polish question from the eflorts of diplomacy,
which will only succeed in establishing its impo-
tence.

tention to their refusal, they have resolved to igsue a
muaifesto to the people. Thkis manifesto will be pub-
lished in the English, Freach, German, and Pahsh
languages on ihe day that the reply of Privee Gort-
schakoff becomes known,

A letter from Breslau contaizs gerse particulars of
the menner in which the propcsitions of the tbree
Poswers sare received i Poland by the divers seciions
which muke up public vpivion ; zud, as the writer is
snid 1o be.a person entitled to credit, and with much
experiepce of the country, his statements are not un-
worthy of notice. lfe declares, in contradicticn to
the corresporderce cmauvating from Cracow and
other places, that all the Poles are not radically hos-
tile tothe Union with Russis, and that there are
maany of those holding high cificial appoiutments
who would willingly accept ihe suprewmacy of the
Cabinet of St, Petersburg, provided Poland enjoyed
the advantages of seclf-government in tke liberal ac-
ceptation of the word. Tbis party is less important
from number than from its social position, It thinks
that a svstem fouuded on the complete administra-
tive independence of the country would secure to it
all the moral and materia) development of which it
is capable, [tis dispused toaccept the six proposi-
tious on condition of some trilling modifications in
form rather than in substance. To these Poles, ani-
mated a5 they zre by a spirit of enlightened palriot-
ism, as well as by & praiseworthy mederation, may
be added the military party, logether with certuino
soperior funeticnaries not of Palish origin. These
persons do not besitate to declare that the six points,
such as they are expressed in the despatcles of the
17th of June, imperil at the same time the interests
and the authonty of Ruseia. They are those who
bave never ceesed to disapprove ths state of things
established by the Marquis Wielapolski, and, without
rejecting on principle the bases in question, they
think their madification indispensable.

As for the immense majority of the nation, it is
divided into two distiuct fructions. The frst, as
every one knows, has its journals or the orgaos ot its
diplomacy ; but the secoud iz koown only to tew, as
it has pot the sume means of giving publicity to its
views The moderate party, composad of the middie
ciasses, of persons engaged in trade and in ngricnl-
ture,is growing daily mere lakewarm and 1t no long-
er maintains tlhe ardent feeling which at first rallied
it to the insurgents. It desires the re-establishment
of order, all the mere earnestly that, far from baviog
any share in the couduct of national affairs, it is fore~
ed to submit blindly anc unreservedly to the dictator-
ship existing at Warsaw, It wonld therefore, accept
with unspeaknbole satisfaction the propositions of the
Powers, as it would accept any combination likely to
restore public trapgoiliy. It would not object to
having these propositions impused oz it. In fact
this would be a necessary condition, for so great is
the terror inspired by the National Committee, so
strong is the fear of expozing themselves to a charge
of treason, well founded or not, that the moat mode-
rate persons, rather than do %o, allow themaelves to
be deawn on to the greatest excesses.

‘There remains the party of acltion, which resnltsg
from the alliance between the majority of the aristo-
cracy aod the democratic revolutionary element;
and it is this party thar sow deapotically rules the
country. It i, in fact, in complele possesssion of
the sitnaton, and for its own interest it feels a pa-
turel repugnance to tnke ita stand on the ground on
which the Powers would place it. This party will
listen to no compromise, and its last word is ** absg-
lute icdependenqe for Poland.” It may sccept, as a
temporary measure, the geographical limits of 1815,
but it bins no intention of renouncing 18 projects as
to the future, or its scheme of a great Poland streteh -
ing trom the Oder to the Dnieper, from the Baltic to
the 3lack Sea.— Tunes Cor,

The Czas, of the 1st, malkes known some new atro-
cities on the part of Russin. In the streets of Wilpa
some women, whose mouraing garmeats bud been
bratally torn from them by the soldiers of Moura-
vielf, were defended by the crowd. The troops then
charged the people with the bayonet, and 40 persons
weze killed. Some women guilty of wearing mourn-
ing received as mnny as a Suodred strokes of the
knout, aud were left ingensible, weltering in blood.
Others were huddled together in tho dungeons of the
citadel. Several have died from terror aad ill-trent-
ment. Some have been found suffocated in 1heir
narrow celis; among them Mdlle. Lapaswk, v wem-
ber of an illustrious family in the district of Lida.
The prisoners, whose number increases every day,
bave only two pounds of bread and a litre of water
per day.

Not less than 60,000,000f. is said to have been
raiged in Poland for the expevses of the war; and
the Poles still declare that they are resolved to shed
the last drop of their blood in the enuse,

Duysaniy, July 13. ~At the Wexford Assizes on Sa-
turday Joseph Kelly was convicted of the murder of
Michael Fitzhenry, a aational schoolmaster. The
Solicitor General weat down specially to conduet
the case. There was pothing of yeligious animosity,
or party spirit, or sgrarian combination conuected
with the ¢rime. It appeared from the evidence that
tbe prizoner's father had a small farm on the estate
of Lord Carew, the rent of which he was uanable to
pay. it was arranged with the consent of the land-
lord that the farm should be transferred to Pitzhenry
pnet of the consideration being the latter should sup-
port the prisoner’s father, a man ahout 70 years of sge
or pay him £6 & year. The prisonver afterwards re-
penting of this bargain wished to take the old man
with him to America, whither he was proceeding
with hig wife, and offered " to accept. £6 from Fiz-
llenry 28 & commutation of his life interest. The
schoolmaster would not conzent to this, and the pri-
soner expressed bis fevlings about it in bitter terms
1o several of his peighbors, but nothing came to the
kaoowledge of the deceased to ereate suspicion, Tor
ihe parties were together in thetown of New Russ
on the 16th May, and were drinking together in se-
veral places, both there and on thé way home, The
prisoner mavaged to keep himzelf sober, but deceased
became intoxicated, and ‘was described by one of the
witnesaes a8 ‘ staggering drunk.' The prisoner's wifa
sud another peraon were in their company on-the

way. home; but they were ultimately seen proceedi
_together after midnight, the deg'_ease{l len.ni?:g for gg;f- o
port ox'his companion, and oceasionelly falling from
the ;effects gf_ «drink; . The; achoolmaster was found
next duy lying dead in & ditch by the roadside, hig
skuil fracturéd overthe temple and beaten in behind
and a wound over the thigh as if made by forcing a
‘blunt justrement into the body, It was proved that
prisoner hed purchased two bars, one of rod and one
of horseskos iron, that day in Ross, and that he cer-
ried _them bome. The wounds were gnch ag the
beavier bar of iron wonld bave inflicted, and it wag
found on the _prisoner’s premises. The trial com-
menced oo Friday, the jury were locked up darin
the night, and on Satorday it was concluded. The
prisoner was ably defended by Mr. Hempbill, Q.C,
Sergeaunt Amstrong replied on the part of the Orown ;
the Judge, Baron Hughes, briefly chnrged the jury,
who after 15 minntes consaltation brough in a ver.
diet of Guilly, The Judgein passing sentence of
death, stated that the jury would have been guiley of
a violation of their oath if they had come to rny other
conclusion than the one at which they bad arrived,
The prisaner declared he was innocent, and the judge
gnid it was nseless to address any observations to
him while in that state of mind. The following scene
then ensued : — .

The prisoner was then removed, but was subse-
queatly ordered back into court, it having been ag-
certained tast the 11th of August was Tuesdny, and
oot Monday. His Lordship then senteaceq :5; nri-
saner to te executed on Tuesday, the 11th of Aug‘t.“

Tug MeapEr oF Ma. FitzGeranp. ~The last of 8
train of fearful tragedies wus concluded oz Moanday
at Limerick, in the sentence of Michael Diilane to i0
Yeurs penal servitnde. In May, 1862, two brotkers
of thet name, men of position and intelligence, fanci-
ed they had some ground of cowplaint again
lnndlord about 2 lesse. They resolved to take kig
life. Tbey bad not courage to commit the crime
themselves, or they 6id not choose to sun the risk of
dutection apd pusishment—acd why shonld they
when they could get the job dore for n few pounds?
They accordingly bired 1wo despernte ruflisus, namad
Beckham and Walsh, whom ther armed and sent on
their drendfal mission. They wmet their destined vjz-
tim, Mr Francis Fitzgerald, walking near hiz own
house, accompnnied by his youog wife, to whom ke
wag but recestly mnrried. They shot him in hec
presence and wulked away, The deed wuz dore ta
open dey, with a reckless disregard of consequen ces
the assassing and their employers relying ox the
sympathy cr the fears of the peasantry to secuze their
impupity. Buttbey were wofully deceived. FHugl.
ham wasg arrested while his hands were yet red with
the innocent blood of his vietim. A specin] commis-
gion was uppoiated ; he was tried, couvicted, fhd ex-
ecuted withic one mouth after the perpetration of
the crime. Yet justice was not admistered Lurriedly,
but with care and caution. The Attoroes-Geperal
conducted the prosecution with moderation, ane the
jury was so fuirly selected that there was not a word
gaid againat its composition or its verdict. , The se-
cond assassin. Walsh, managed to concenl himszelf
for n considerable time, but the police were constantly
or his track ; he was hunted down, und, bavige been
uried and evicted at the eosuing assizes, he too was
executed. A ‘respectable furmer named Cooke. who
harboured Walsh, was tried and found guilty of the
offence and severely punished, It was long feit to
be alipost a useless sacrifice of human hife (o hang
the hired {ostruments of agrarian combination while
the secred justigators and employera of those wretches
escaped. Justice could never be satisfied, socisty
could never be safe, while the chief criminals were
beyond the reach of punishment. It was felt, tkere-
fore, to be = matier of vital itnportance 10 the peace
of the community to convict the men who hired the
asgassios of Mr. Fitzgerald. This the Attornev-Ce-
neral bas happily nzcomplished in a way which leaves
nothing to be desired or regretied. Denis Dillane
was tried ag an accessory before the fact, in hiring
and arming the asgaasin. The evidence ngainst him
was conclusive, e was found guiity and executed,
Only one of the guilty parties now remained unpun-
ished —Michael Dillape—and he was, on Monday,
awarded the just puvishment of his crime. He had
been in prisou for eighteen montha., The indictment
charged him with being an nccessory before the fact ;
ia consequence of a defect in the evidence to sustain
the capital charge, the Attorney-General withdrew it,
and resolved to proceed upon the minor counts. To
the prisoner pleaged ! Guilty, finding itin vain o
struggle agninat the evidence. The higbest penalty
the law allows in such a case—soliciting to commit
murder, is ten years' penal servitude, 2nd of thig Mr.
Justice Keogh declaced that he would not abate one
hour., This cage i3 without a parallel in the criminal
records of Ireland. Such speedy and complete retribu-
tjon—so0 many trials for an agrariap murder in Mun-
ster, without a single failure of justice, without a dis-
agreement of the jury—so much public satifaction
with the results—have not beer known during the
present century. What makes the matler more re-
marknble is that both the Attorney- General who pro-
secuted so successfully, and the Judges, who presided
and charged the juries so impressively, belong to the
Roman Catholic Church, to whose members many
Romun Catholics formerly belioved it would be i
1he bighest degree dnngerous to intrust the admiris-
tration of justice.— Tnes.
