In Fight

Controls Their Policy Within
State, Despite Interference of
Interstate Commission.

Lansing, Mich., July 27.—(From a
staff correspondent.)—As the capital
of the state this city has witnessed
some flerce contests between the leg-
islatures and t'he rajlroad men over a
reduced passenger rate- It has been
a recurring subject for legislation and
debate- Each political party has made
this question the slogan of its cam-
paign. The present chief executive,
Governor Bliss, came into pewer much
thru his known hostility to corporation
domination, For more than fifteen
‘years tne main lines of the chief rail-
roads operating in Michigan have been
forced to conform to the maximum
rate of two cents per mile for regular
rassenger tares.

State Had to Fight,

The state has made progréss in this
direction in spite of the interference
of the Interstate Commerce Commis-
sion. This body has its headquarters
at Washington, and derives its author-
ity from the National Congress, It
is supreme in all matters pertaining to
mtemcour;-e with railroads betweenglhe
states. Thus Michigan may control
wholly the policy of the railroads us
long as they are confined to traffic
w'it'h‘ln the limits of the state, and the
adjoining state of Ohio may have the
same. pvrlvilege, as their legislation re-
lates to the railroads operating wholly
within Ohio, but the tariff originating
in one state and ending in another—
distinguished as thru traffic—comes
vt'lthln the purview of the 1Interstate
Commerce Commission. It has been
charged‘ in every state in the unijon
that this national pody, supposed to
have /been organized for the protec-
tion the patrons of the railroads,
was lly designed by corporation
lawyers to ‘befuddle the issue and
gnable the powerful railroad compan-
les to harass and ignore state rail-
road legislation, on the plea that the
deY_erem.sta/te legislatures were inter-
fering with the fights of the roads cf
an interstate character. Thus Michi-
gan was forced to fight in the early
days of railroad reform for all she
secured,

While in a mesasure the
railroad commissioner’'s decisions are
arbitrary, an appeil may . be readily
taken to any court of record in the
state for redress for the violation of
this maximum rate law as may the
railroads.

American manufacturers have awak-
ened to’two facts—that Canada is the
best customer, 'they have, and that
they would lose a valuable market if
the Canadian tarifi were raised to the
American level. At the meeting of the
National Furniture Association, Eu-
gene N. Foso of Boston said that Can-
ada was the best customer for Ameri-
can furniture, and ought to be justly
dealt with. ‘“We must develop our ex-
port ;trade or suffer serious conse-
quences.” Resolutions were adopted by
the convention favoring a reciprocity
treaty with Canada. With this view
American manufacturers are anxiously
awaiting the meeting of the Joint High
Commission in the fall.

Recently we published the circular
of the Minnesota branch of the Na-
tional Reclprocity League, a strong
and wealthy organization. It refers
to the value of the Canadian market,
especially for Kfarm machinery and
other articles used on the farm, Unless
a reciprocity treaty is arranged, it
{s feared that Canada will raise its
tariff, especially on American manu-
factures; hence the receivers of tha
circular are urged to raise a fund of
$100,000 to further the cause of re-
ciprocity, They are to work quietly
and avoid needless publicity—like peo-
ple who mean business, The members
of the Joint High Commission ‘“‘must
be impressed with the conviction that
the Commission must make a treaty,”
then members of congress must be
pressed to support it. “A great mar-

MUST KEEP THE. MARKET
[115 4 VALOABLE ASGET

Property Committee to Hold Special
Meeting to Decide Upon Com-
missioner Fleming’s Report,

A secret conference was held yester-
day morning in the Mayor's office be-
tween the Board of Control and the
Property Committee re Commissioner
Fleming's proposal regarding abolish-
ing the fees at the cattle market,

A strong letter was read from the
Park, Blackwell Co., advising the
councll to sustain the Commissioner in
his action and advising the retention

of the market by the city.

The letter further said that the
Junction market would open to‘day and
that the management was making ev-
ery effort ipducing the dealers to for-
sake the city mart. The letter then
goes on to say:

An Incalculabbe Loss,

“Apart from the valuable asset that
the stock yards are to the city in many
ways, it would be a very serious con-
dition and incalculable loss to this pro-
vince to have any private concern ob-
tain control of the live stock business
which they could at any time they saw
fit take advantage of. - :

“It will altogether depend on the
strong, active measures tnat you may
bring in force in the next gsix months, in
determining whether the present yards
ghall be maintained in the hands of
our city or go over to a prlvq.te com-
pany, and nothing dbut untiring and
united efforts on the part of your
council and  private citizens will ac-
complish this purpose, as the Union
Stock Yards A Company of Toronto
Junction are doubt determined to
use every possible means to divert the
business to their yards.”

Will Back Up Commissioner.

There is going to be a strong fight
put up by the Commissioner to hold
the cattle trade in the city, and he has
the support of such men as Thomas
Crawford, Willlam Harris, J. B. Hay,
agent for the G.T.R., Superintendent
‘Walker, and of dealers in the market.
What was done at the meeting could
not be learned except that a speciul
meeting of the Property Committee
will be held to-day at 3 o'clock. The
result of this meeting will be con-
sidered by a special council meeting
probably on Monday.

The Company’s Side,

The following letter was sent to the
Mayor yesterday afternoon from An-
drew Dods, secretary of the Union
Stock Yards Company, the city mar-
ket's only rival in the cattle business:

“I notice from press reports that the
Board of Control’are recommended to
abandon the fees and all other sources
of revenue at the cattle market on the
grounds that the Union Stock Yards
are offering inducements to the trade
to use their yards. To correct this
mistaken impression I may state that
our markét fees and feeding charge
are the same as the city charges.
I enclose our public schredule of chargss,
There will be no increase in these
even if we had all the trade. They
are sufficient. No inducements what-
ever are being offered by this com-
pany except to provide working fa-
cilities for the trade which are vastly
superior to those of any other stock
yards in the country. We have pro-

" vided these at the request of the deal-

ers themselves, and it i{s not unnatural
that they should wish to avail them-
gelves of the yards when ready, and
we claim that they are a distinet ad-
vantage to this city and will do much
towards increasing and centralizing the
live stock trade here which could not
be done in the present congested, ‘un-
suitable quarters.
Invite Civie Inspection.

“The dealers are almost unanimous in
their desire to avail themselves of the
excellent facilities we 'have. provided
and your hoard might well consider
all this before wasting money in dis-
crimination against a ,project which
from a business standpoint can only do
the city good. In the meantime I would
extend a cordial invitation to your
board and council to pay a visit t
our vards and see for themselves
whether the splendid facilities avail-
able there for the trade will not ‘re-
sult in a good advantage to the city.”
