RAISING OF THE CURTAIN
BROUGHT ON CALAMITY

BOYERTOWN, Pa., Jan. 14.—When
nightfall put a stop to the work of re-
covering the dead from the ruins of
the Bhodes“Opera House, where last
night’s holocaust occurred, the official
roll of victims numbered 167. In sev-
eral cases whole families are wiped out.
The Pennsylvania and Reading Rall-
way sent two carloads of laborers and
carpenters to assist in the work of re-

\ moving the bodies. .
Whether are more bodies are buried
neath the ruins cannot be positives
/1y stated, but it is the belief of those
who had charge of the gruesome work,
that all the dead have been removed,
and that the total list of victims will
not go above 170. The ratio of women
and girls to men and boys is about nine
to one. The work of identification will

not be begun until to-morrow, as most
of the bodies are still lying in a con-
fused state at the four improvised
morgues. sy

When the flames were extinguished
and rescuers entered the building a
horrible sight met their gaze. Bodies
were piled in one solid mass six feet
high on the second floor. So solidly
were they wedged that = picks and
crowbars had to be used gently to
separate the victims. As eacly vietim
was taken from the pile, @ number
tag was attached and the body placed-
on boards, after which it was taken
to one of the morgues.

There were many different stories as
to the exact cause of the panic and fire,
and there were several rumors of ar-
rests, but the borough officials and Cor-
oner Strasser to-night denied that any
action whatever had been taken. The
coroner said that his one thought was
to get out all the bodies before a sleet or
srow storm should set in and hamper
the work. ) - l ey

The Rhodes Opera House was located
on the second floor of a three-storey
brick buudﬁg. The first floor was oc u-
pied by a National Bank and several
stores, and the third fldor was used for
lodgerooms, 'The éntertainment -hall
was a large room about 50 feet/ wide and
75 feet long.

Some of the firemen made’ frequent
trips- to nearby saloons, with the re-
sult that toward wmorning some of
the men became unruly. There were
frequent fights, and at one, time it
looked as if the Pottstown and Boyer-
town companies would become involv-
ed in'a free fight.

their places. The order was promptly
complied with, and they were imme-
diately closed until further notice.

MR. WALKER < ON CANADIAN
MONETARY CONDITIONS.

Among the annual meetings that are
eagerly looked for as reliable indices
of Canada’'s monetary conditions, that
‘of the Bank of Commerce, the second
1argest financial institution in the Do-
minion, naturally takes prominent
place. On this occasion an excellent
statement of the year's trading was
submitted, showing the most satisfac-
tory earnings in the history of the
bank, the net profits equalling 17 1-2
per cent. on the total capital of $10,-
000,000. But the annual gathering of
the shareholders of the Bank of Com-
merce has a larger significance than
the mere presentation of the official
statement of affairs, due to the high
esteem in which the views of the presi-
dent of this institution, Mr. Byron E.
Walker, are held by the business men
thruout the Dominion, - And fortun-
ately for the general public, Mr. Walk-
er has made it a specialty withi each
recurring annual gathering: to pre-
sent an address which has always
proved to be an able review of Cana-
dian economic conditions during the
previous year. :

Mr. Walker's deliverance this year,
reported at length in this issue of
The World, is of more than ordinary
since it covers a perigd of
commercial and financial disturbance,
not only in Canada, but thruout the
world. While pervaded with the usual
conservatism of his profession it is
also animated-by a spirit of optimism
such as may well inculcate hope-
fulness in everyone for the ensuing
vear. The causes of the recent finan-
clal disturbance, bringing in their train
some retrenchment in commercial op-
erations, are very plainly pointed out

: the Canadian Bank of Commerce, whose

DEAR TOBACCO—CHEAP LEAF.
. Those who use them know that ci-
gars and nmolglng and chewing to-

fore.

The growers of tobacco leaf, whe-
ther in the United States or Canads,
know, that the prices paid for leaf to-
bacco were never so low as they are
for the recent crop. There is only
one buyer in the States to-day, and
that i§s the Tobacco Trust. As 2a
consequence the growers of Kentucky |
are so disappointed in the price offered
and so incensed at the trust and its
methods that over a miliion dollars
worth of property (mostly leaf and
curing barns) have been destroyed in
the pastiTew weeks. These barns were
owned by growers who had sold their
crop to the trust after the growers
had formed a union to hold out for
better prices. ¢ ‘

Last week in our parliament at Ot~
tawa the grievances of the Canadian
growers were aired on the lines of
low prices and unfair -lnl;a.nd revenue
regulations. Perhaps a manufacturers
agreement to depress the price of the
crop was at the bottom of their com-
plaints. /

Tobacco users ought to. get. cheaper
tobacco or the growers ought to get
better prices for their crop. But neith-
er thing is happening. Why?

THE CANADIAN BANK OF COM-
MERCE.

Second in standing and importance
among Dominion banking institutions,

forty-first annual general meeting of
shareholders was held yesterday, at all
times commands close public attention.
The proceedings were this year of un-
usual interest on account of existing
monetary conditions, and tho the date
of closing the accounts, Nov. 30, 1907,
did not permit the full effect of the
crisis to be made manifest, it would
not have been surprising had they re-
flected to some extent the unrest and
uncertainty that had been created.
However, the only evidence of these is a
decrease in deposits not bearing inter-
est, which the president explained to
be composed of the fluctuating balances
of various business communities from
their very nature subject to rapid
changes, and he looks for a real shrjnk-
age in this class of deposits, due tof the
present emergencies of trade. But the
more stable deposits bearing interest
increased during the year by $1,564,000.

Notwithstanding the difficulties that
attended the administration of banking
institutions in general, both at a tl'me‘
when the country stood in the visible
shadow of an approaching money\
stringency, and, later, when suffering
from. its effects, the administration of
the Bank of Commerce continued to be
marked by the high standard of effi-
ciency hitherto associated with its re-
sponsible management. The net profits
earned were the most satisfactory in the
history of the bank, amounting as they|
did to $1,762,349.67. After payment Of |
the 8 per cent. dividend, providing for
the annual subsidy of $30,000 given to
the pension fund and writing $350,000 olf
the bank premises account, there re-|
mained a balance of $675912.10. which|
was carried forward to the credit of
profit and loss. In-connection with this
latter carry over the president explain-

The general manager took |
occasion to repeat the warning not to
expect a repetition of the large profits
recently earned, in view of ‘the check
on the volume of business which, in!
turn, muét correspondingly affect the|
bank’'s earning power. |

He explained that they
had obtained a concession on & con-
siderable number of agricultural pro-
ducts, such as animals, fresh meats,
salted meats, tinned meats, eggs,cheese,
salted butter, honey, apples, pears,
peaches, canned or preserved fruits,
vegetables, fodder, including hay.
Among the natural produets are &
fish oil, wood pulp, lumber, -Provision
had been made for the future expan-
sion of Canadian industries. - In the
matter of cement, a few years ago we
imported all of that product from Eng-
land and Belgium, but in a few years
we may be making more cement
than we require for home consump-
tion and we may be sending some of
this produet to Europe. The same
with pig iron, sewing machines and
jocomotives, and the Canadian treaty
makers anticipated this expansion by
providing for”.favorable ~termns for
these products at this time. We send
half a million dollars worth of agri-
cultural implements to France, and
the possibilities of an expansion of
this trade were great.

“That may be,” assented Mr, Field-
ing. Continuing, he said no nation
would give another nation a monopoly
of trade, and Canada would from time
to time reserve the right to extend the
same privileges to other nations. That
she had granted to France under treat-
fes made with Great Britain, Canada
would be obliged to give the following
countries the same benefits she has
given to Franee, Argertine Republic,
Austria-Hungary, Bolivia, Columbia.
Denmark, Japan, Russia, Spain, Swe-
den, Venezuela, Norway, Persia and
Switzerland. .

These countries had, Mr. Fielding
said, no c¢onsiderable trade with us,
therefore the concessions granted to
these nations would not be of import-
ance. It was provided by the treaty
that if any of the items now on the
French free list were trangferred to
the dutiable list, France ust give
Canada the benefit of any reductions
according to favored mnations. Mr.
Fielding explained the provisions in
respect to the direct shipment of goods
between the two countries, these be-
ing admitted without extra tax. In
respect to goods re-shipped the French
reserve the right to impose a surtax,
It would remain for parliament to say
whether - a similar tax may be im-
posed on goods transhipped at ports
not enjoying favored nation treatment.

Mr. Foster asked for an estimate
of the loss of revenue from the re-
duction of duties and Mr. Fielding
said an approximate estimate was
about $400,000.

In his address the chancellor spoke of

Your Directors have the pleasure of
reporting the most satisfactory earn-
fngs in the history of the Bank,
amounting to $1,752,349.67. After pro-

Our deposits during the year show a
small decrease, namely, $111,000. The
decrease Is altogether in deposits not
bearing interest, which are composed
of the fluctuating balances of various
business communities and are therefore
in the nature of things subject to
rapid changes. A year ago we point-
ed out that some of the deposits then
held were of a temporary character,
and we deem it proper to say that at
the close of this year also a consider-
able amount came under this category.
In common with other banking insti-
tutions, a real shrinkage of deposits
will probably result through with-
drawals of money which but for the
present emergencies of trade would re-
main with us. On the other hand our
deposits bearing interest. being those
of a more stable character. have In-
creased during the year $1,664,000.

Where any fair percentage
of a normal crop was gathered, high
prices have helped the fawmer materi-
ally in the money result, in many cases
leaving him as well off as
years. :
Those who sold cattle and hogs early

did well, but financial conditions in the|

Europe have caused a sharp drop in
the prices of both, and those who did
not sell are unfortunate for two rea-
sons—they must -either hold until spring
and pay urusually high prices for feed
or do a8 many are doing, sell stock
at low prices, whether ready for mar-
ket or not.

As a rule, collections from farmers and
others have been well maintained,even
exceeding other years in some dis-
tricts.

Until the financial stringency began
to have some effect, no diminution in
the output of manufactories was visi-’
ble; indsed, they were doubtless never
so busy before. The only evident
checks upon the output were difficulty
in obtaining labor and raw material,
and shortage in car supply. For these
reasons most manufacturers were con-
tinuously behind in their deliveries, and
the refusal,of orders because of inabil-
ity to maké more goods was a frequent
occurrence. The banker has for some
‘time past bcen urging a curtailment of
output. because of world-wide money
conditions, and clearly this will now
take place. We have not, however,
been witnessing an overproduction of
goods, indeed, part of the large increase
in our imports has been clearly due
.to the inability of our own manufac-
turers to cope with the demands of the
buyers. With the rapid settlement
of our West and with normal crops our
purchasing power will, we hope, Te-
main sufficient to keep our manufac-
| turing establishments well employed.
| Building in towns and cities through-
out Ontario and Quebec was already
showing signs of a check, because of
the high prices of material and labor,
and this tendency has now been sharp-
ly accentuated by the tightness in
money. Although dwelling houses are
hard to obtain in almost every grow-
ing town, any abatement in the volume
of capital being fixed in either private
or public improvements must be wel-
come at présent. ;

1'ntil the effect of dear money in the
United States began to be felt, the de-
mand for our lumber was strong and
prices were higher even ‘than for the
previous year. For the moment there
are few buyers, but sellers are not in-
clined to lower . prices materially.
Money conditions and other causes will
cause most operators to lessen their;
cut this winter, and the Ontario and
Quebec lumbermen, who are near .the
great markets of consumption in the|
United States, do not anticipate much|
trouble in marketing their next sea-
son's product. Foreign markets are,
however, uncertain, and the future is
not as clear as in recent years. A fall
in wages has already taken place, and
in other elements of cost in lumbering
there. will doubtless be a reduction in
consequence of the restriction of out-
{ ‘put and ' the stringency in money.
{ “In mining, the Cobalt district is
| likely to give Canada a definite rank

" Of course, the bulk of the world's sil-
| ver is produced by  Mexico and thé
| United States, and we cannot hope to
reach the rank of these countries. We
hold now, however, the fifth place
among the silver-producing countries,

The product for 1907 from
the Cobalt district is valued at about
$6,000,000, against about $56,500,000 alto-
gether for the years 1904-5-6, that ‘is,
since the foundation of the ‘camp. Sat-
isfactory development work continues,
and many of the mines are working
lower levels with success. Much ex-
cellent machinery is being installed,
and very substantial buildings are be-
ing erected. Indeeéd, the camp appears
to have settled down to legitimate min-
ing on a comparatively large scale. We
have not as yet the figures for 1907, but
the total valugifof minerals of all kinds,
metallic and n-metallic, produced in
Canada in 1906, was about $80,000,000, a
very considerable advance over pre-
vious years.

W}n thedtst:uit trade California has had
an excellent year, the income from
dried,. canned and citrus fruits being
$70,000,000 to $75,000,000.  The Oregon
fruit crop was considerably larger than
for 1906, and Wwashington is also likely
spon to rank as an impeortant - fru}t-
growing state. The Hawaiian sugar
erop, handled to a considerable extent
through San Francisco, was the larg-
est in the history of the islands, al-
though not much larger than the crops
of 1905 and 1906.; The total yield was
440,000 tons, while California produced
peet-root sugar to the extent of 72,
tons. . The production in Califorhia of
dry and sweet wines was larger than
for the previous year—in @1l about. 70,-
000,000 gallons. The yield 'in petroleum
was 40,000,000 barrels, against 36,000,
for the previous year, and the price:has
peen~so-much higher that some of the
larger- users of power are going back
to coal. iy :

The total product from the soil and
the mine in California for 1907 was
about $360,000,000, a very large part of
which is exported, so that, with a popu-
lation ‘of about one and a half millions,
the state is assured of continued pros-
perity under almost any circumstances.

The catch of salmon, as in Canada,
has been disappointing, but with a fair
run of lower grades, which have not
always been saleable in the past, but
are easily saleable now. This year
stocks are so low and prices so high
that saleés have been readily made, and
the .year has been fairly profitable.
There is need in the United States as
well as in Canada for strong and intel-
ligent action by Government in order to
save this great industry. If we have
a few more years of the present reck-
we may
lose for ever a great source of wealth,
which should be available for all time.

gold importations and the premium on
currency have stopped and the reserves
of banks are being brought back to
the legal requirements. How far the
enormous fall in the price of copper,
and the more moderate fall in other
metals and .in lumber, will be fol-
lowed by a general fall in the pmice
of all’ commodities; it is too early to
estimate. But as the wages bf labor
are being reduced and large numbers
have been thrown out of employment,
we must .expect a moderate readjust-
ment of prices. Food stuffs do not,
however, because of another series of
faotors, show any tendency to decline
in price.

The hope has been confidently ex-
pressed on many occasions since 1893
that the United States would bring
about reforms in its currency and
banking systems. Partly because the
situation is full of difficulties not pre-
sent in most countries nothing of a
decisive nature has yet been accom-
plished, but the demand for reform
from the “public thruout the United
States is more persistent than ever
péfore, and we cannot doubt that with
the recent experience sharply in mind
steps will now actually be taken to
remedy the defects referred to. It
is well for all of us residing outside
the United States not to forget that
while stringency in money was in-
evitable owing to expansion, the ex-
traordinary features which differen-
tiate the monetary troubles of the Unit-
ed States from those of other coun-
tries are due almost entirely to their
peculiar banking and treasury sys-
+tems. In Canade we have an enforced
revision of the Bank Act every ten
yearg,. and it is well to bear in mind
that we 'are approaching the time
when the discussion connected there-
with usually takes place.

The/situation bears little relation to
that following: the troubles of 1893,
either as to currency copiditions and
standards, crop conditions, or wvolume
of manufactured goods relatively to
the demand, and, provided the usual
crops are harvested next year, a very
full measure of industrial activity
should prevail thruout North Ameri-
ca. The marketing of the actual pro-
ducts of the field, forest dnd mine
of -itself requires that large additions
should be made to railroad équipment
and’ that other. building operations
