Dr. Hannay of late had been-eating but
little in the.mornings, and Mrs. Warren,
the janitress of the Pugsley_ building, had
been bringing inja light breakfast to his

Hc was admitted
an attorney 1866 and called to the bar in
1867. In the same year he was appointed
official reporter of the Supreme Court of
New Brunswick, and held that position
up to his retirement therefrom in April
1873. He was assistant editor of the St.
John Daily Telegraph. 1872-83, when he
became” assistant chief editor and city
editor of the Montreal Daily Herald.

1878.

As a Writer

| He successfully entered other fields of
literary  endeavor, writing now ah casy
flowing and spirited ballad, now .n ¢x-
haustive historical work, and now a bright
and racy imagazine article or a story. H,e
first wrote poems over the nom de plume
“Saladin” for the St. John Courier &nd
other papers. Later he wrote a iumber
‘of ‘Acadian = historical ballads. When
Stewart’s quarterly was established in
St. John he became one of its best con-
tributors, supplying bright' sketches ‘and
stories. His first historical cffort was a
geries of sketches of the early forts in
ew Brunswick. This was followed by
“The Captivity of ‘John Gyles among ihe
Milicetes from 1689 to 1698,” which he
published in 1875, with an introduction
and anhotations by himself. The same
year he wrote a history of St. John.

History of Acadia

Meanwhile he was collecting material
for the work which afterwards made bis
reputation as a historian. No good Jistory
of Acadia under the French regime had
yet appeared. Murdoch's work was mnore
of the nature of a record of events ihan
a history, and Campbell’s and Halibur-
ton’s were the product of insufficient re-
sources.

His “History of Acadia” was published
in 1879 in St. John and London, (Eng.)
The work was favorably received and ob-
tained the highest commendation »f the
reviewers and well it might, for it Dos-
gessed the qualities essential to both a his-
torical and literary work. 1t was an el-
aborate and scholarly work and combined
the research of the historian, the judicial
cast of the thinker and the grace of the
litterateur. It is now in its fourth edi-
tion.

Of other works from his pen the most
important are: “The History of the
Queen’s Rangers,” and “The History of
the Loyalists,” both in part published in
the St. John Telegraph. He also was the
author of the “Life and Times of Sir
Leonard Tilley,” and the “History of the
War of 1812.” His last work, which has
just been issued from the press in St.
John was. a History of New Brumswick,
in two volumes.

In Other Fields

Mr. Hannay was a corresponding men-
ber of the Literary and Historical Society
of Quebec and of the Nova Scotia His-
torical Society. He was the historian of
the New Brunswick Loyalist Society and
he has been president of the New Bruns-
wick Historical Society. He has lectured
frequently on historical subjects, and de-
livered a series of lectures on Canadian
history in the university extension course
in St. John.

The “Printer and Publisher,” publish-
ed in Montreal some time ago, summed
up Mr. Hannay's character and methods
as a journalist in the following words:
“In the discharge of his editorial dnties
he has combined a wide knowledge of af-
fairs with a graceful pen. He is rapid in
composition and quick in' perception. He
optimistic by nature and believes first in
supporting that which is for the best in-
terests of the country of his nativity,and
in fostering with his pen everything which |
is for her welfare. His newspaper articles
are among the brightest and most read-
able in the Canadian press.”

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-
WEST LAND REGULATIONS.

A_NY person who is the sole head of a
<3 family, or any male over 18 years old,
may homestead a quarter section of avail-
able Dominion land in Manitoba, Sas-
katchewan or Alberta. The avplicant must
appear in person at the Dominion Lands
Agency or Sub-Agency for the district.
Entry by proxy may be made at any
agency, on certair conditions, by father,
mother, son, daughter, brother or sister of
intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of
at least 80 acres solelv owned and occupied
by him or by his father, mother, son,
daughter, brother, or sister.

In certain districts a homestcader in
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-sec-
tion alongeide his homestead .Price $3,00
per acre. Duties—Must reside six months
in each of six years from date|of home-
stead entry (including the timec required
to earn homestead patent) and cultivate
fifty acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted his
homestead right aud cannot obtain a pre-
emption may take a purchased homestead
in certain districts. Price $3.00 per acre.
Duties—Must reside six months in each of
three years, cultivate fifty acres and erect
a house worth $300.00.

Who'esale Arrests in Portugal
Reveal Widespread Conspir-
acy to Overthrow Monarchy

Lisbon, Jan. 11—In connection with the
firing upon by sentrics of a group of men
who were prowling around the Necessid-
ades Palace, two nights ago, and the ar-
rest of a number of Republicans, the polifc
announced today that they have wuscovered
a idespread revolutionary conspiracy.

ON LOCOMOTIVES
A FAILURE

New York Central Line Con-
cludes Coal is More Eco-
nomical for Their Section of
the Country

New York, Jan. 11.—Oil-burning loce-
motives are mare or less of a failure, ac-
cording to New York Central, which, after
a season’s trial, has eclected in favor of
coal as the most economical fuel. The
company asked the public service commis-
sion to rescind an order for the installation
of oil-burning locomotives within the for-
est preserve in the Adirondack region not
later thau April 15, 1910.

“The conditions in Mexico the
southwest of this country are entirely dif-
ferent,” explained THoward Ingersoll, assist-
ant to the general manager of the Cen-
tral lines today. ‘“Our cxperiments show
that the oil will not run properly in cold
weather, which uecessitates the changing
back to coal for the winter months.

She’ll Save Monéy In Running
Affairs of Washington’s
First Home

SOME CHANGES

Does Away With Crush at Diplo-
matic Reception—Housekeeper
Replaces Steward and Negro
Butlers The Door Policeman
—Cupid Steals Her Secretary

Washington, D. C., Jan. 6—For the
first year or two of a mew-administration
the wife of the president is the most. ob-
served, discussed.and criticized person. in
Washington, scarcely ekcepting the chief
Fhe first lady of 'the
land. ‘a8 she is so persistently ‘and so
gnobbishly referred to, is “a staple draw-
ing room subject and her appearance,
peculiarities and innovations are known in
the humblest homes -and basement kitch-

ens.

Mrs. Taft, having: long resided in Wash*
ington, is not excitipg the eager interest
that a newcomer would have been award-
ed, but what she: lacks in novel 'interest
she is making up in-the changes she has
ordered in the White*House:and"the soc-
ial precedents she has © chosen*to ' disre-
gard.

For the present. society chooses to. re-
serve its judgment as to the advantages
and superiorities of “her innovations and
criticizes or applauds half heartedly as yet.
Tuesday evening ‘the first reception of
the season ‘was- given in the White House.
This is the reception, in honor' of the di-
plomats and is the most brilliant of the
year. For many years past the great
number of, guests invited has made it im-
possible t serve refreshments after the
original fashion at these entertainments,
and as a matter of fact the great crush
of guests had made these affairs almost
intolerable from' the standpoint of dig-
nity, social satisfaction or comfort.

Mrs. Taft Makes Change

Mrs, Taft has announced in her decided
if somewhat querlous way that ‘she will
not have a mob, fighting its way through
the corridor up . the staircase to the re-
¢eiving line and that while -she may not
have so many guests, those who are in-
vited shall be entertained afterithe fash-

jon prevailing’ in: ‘splendid . private -homes. |/
‘Consequently a much smaller number was

invited for the diplomatic reception and
there was space for everyome to move
about in the great east room and the
other apartments set asidefor the enter-
tainment of the guests.

After having been received by the presi-
dent, Mrs. Taft and the cabinet ladies
made their way informally and without
question of ‘precedence into the state din-
ing room where a buffet luncheon of great
variety and excellence ;was served.

How does society like it? Well there
is a difference of opinion. Those who

were there say it is a magnificent depart-'|

ure. Those who think they ‘should have
been there, but were not, because they
were not invited, are howling. They talk
of the introduction of monarchical man-
ners in place of the simple demberatic
fashion of the Roosevelts and ‘their pre-
decessors. It’s all a question, you see, of
a small square of pasteboard. :

More to Come

This is only one of many changes' made
by Mrs. Taft in White House affaits, and
others are promised. For example, it gives
one quite a start to go to the executive
mansion, and, in ‘place of the dignified
policemen in uniform who used to look
you over, to find, ‘instead, two of the
handsomest, blackest negro butlers that
ever got into dress suits. Mrs. Taft
doesn’t like policemen at her front'door,
and she says its more homelike to have
butlers and more American to have them
black. Then in place of :the old time
steward who was a kind of major domeo,
or at least an understudy- to the president
himself, and who bought all the provisions
for the White Hpuse, did the marketing,
employed the servants, and ‘arranged the
entertainments, ordered the decorations,
etc., there is now a matronly looking
housekeeper, who carries a basket of keys
just like they do in the story book houses
and who goes to Mrs. Taft évery morning
for her orders the same as if the White
House were just a-big home instead of
a semi-public building.

This capable person is known as Mrs.
Jaffray, and she is said to be giving emin-
ent satisfaction both above and - below
stairs. Every morning she drives in one
of the White House carriages to market
and personally selects the perishable foods
for the table. I have heard that she in-
dulges in the reprehensible habit of Am-
erican women of ordering groceries by
telephone, but then there is too much to
be done in such an establishment to busy
one self cheese paring.

The bills for supplies in these days of
dizzy prices ave almost apalling, for there
are twenty-six servants to be fed, after
the elaborate Jumcheons and dinners for
the president are served. These meals
are much less expengive now. though,
than in Rooseveltian days. Tn that stren-
uous time there were guests for break-
fast, luncheon and dinner. a constant
stream of rough-riders, diplomats, auth-
ors, reformers and personal friends from
every walk of life. Mr. Roosevelt himself
is an enormous eater. while Mr. Taft is
practically an invalid this winter. and none
of the children are at the White House
except during the school holidays.
