OF AWFUL CRUELTY|

Captain .and Mate of Barque
Agat Convicted of Torturing

a Sailor Boy-+-They Get Off

Campbeliton, N. B, ’Sept. QF:Both the

captain and mate of the bark Agat, |

charged with cruelty to a young German
sailor, were this afternoon found guilty at
New. Carlisle. . The captain was fined $100,
and the mate sentenced ‘to three months
in jail and fined $100. .

The story told by the witnesses was one
of the most 'retolting ever heard of 'in
this pdrt of the i
testimony was about as follows:

He was tied to %:ring bolt in the deck |

by the captain from 9 to 3 o'clock, ‘and
was compélled to hold a cat in his arms
all that time. If thé cat escaped him he
was beaten by the mate. He was also
beaten over the héad with a rope by the
mate; his hair was pulled out by the cap-
tain and his teeth broken; he was stripped
and thrown overboard, tied to a rope, and
left in the water for half an hour, and
then pulled up and left to hang over the
side for ten minutes. Immediately after-
wards he was compelled to go aloft, al-
though he was almost exhausted. He was
compelled to sleep in a hole about thirty
inches square and twenty feet long, with-
out any covering. The mate branded him
on the legs with a red hot iron.

His story was corroborated in every de-
tail by another sailor who had escaped
from the vessel after being ill treated, as
well as by other witnesses who were en-
gaged in loading the vessel.

The captain and mate denied the state-
ments made by the sailor, and explained
that he had gone overboard to take a

bath, and if he was compelled to sleep in 3

the place described it was because he was
unclean.

The victim of the .cruelty is a young
German, and his oppressors were Captain

in the motherland. On my part, while
\we don’t want to be interfered with in
our domestic and fiscal policy by the peo-
ple of Great Britain, eo we will not at-
tempt to dictate to the people of Great
Britain. (Cheers.) Let us have freedom
of all, whatever may be the difficulties of
the poeition, and at least maintain the
policy which has been go successful in the
last ten years.

“We take the record of the diplomats of
Great Britain, in so far s Canada is con-
cerned, and the record is a record of &
repetition of the sacrifice of Canadian in-
terest. (Cheers.) We have suffered on
the Atlantic, we have suffered on the
great lakes, we have suffered wherever
there has been a question discussed be-
tween British diplomatists and foreign
diplomatists and we have come at last to
the opinion on this point-that in our rela-
tions with foreign countries it would
better to attend to our business ourselves.
1t has long and long been the desire, it I
mistake not, of the Canadian people that
we should be entrusted with the negotia-
tions of our own treaties, especially in re-
gard to commerce, Well, this long looked
for reform has come to be a live reality.
(Cheers).

“Ag T said to you a moment ago, with-
out revolution, without any bresking of
the old traditions, without any impairment
of our allegiance, the time has come when
Canadian interests are entrusted to Cane-
disns, and just. within the last week a
treaty has been concluded with France, a
treaty which appeals td Canada alone, and
which has been negotiated by Canadians
alone. (Cheers.) True, it has been done
with the whole assent of the British
crown, and with the assent of the foreign
office. The foreign office interposed no ob-
jections at all; but, on the contrary, the
foreign office told  us: “This i
a matter which  chiefly concerns
yourselves; take the matter in your
own hands. The treaty has been complet-
ed. It is not for me to say what it is,
but 1 think that I can say that it will
‘be found reasonably satisfactory to the
producers of Canada, for the farmers of
Canada, and for the manufacturers of
Canada also. (Cheers.)

“Sir, we 'have also another treaty
which was negotiated some years ago by
British diplomats, negotiated with the
full assent and request of the Canadian-
government, I mean .the treaty with
Japan. :

“But some difficulty has arisen on the
shores of British Columsbia because there
has been a greater influx than before of
Jepanese immigrants. What are we going
to do under such circumstances? A sec-
tion of the people in Winnipeg have call-
ed upon the British government to an-
pul the treaty. Well, the treaty has been
in operation only two years. We are just
commencing to reap the henefit, and to
denounce it would be simply panic.
(cheers), and for my+part I.am not dis-
posed, whether in thisfor any action, to
act in-a panic. (Heaf} hear.) 1 want to
look about, to inquiré, to reflect, before
I make -up my mind, aid it behoves the
Canadian government under such circum-
stances, under the difficulty which had
arisen to contemplate, sto inguire, to re-
flect, and to see the best course to fol-
low in the interests of the Canadian peo-
ple. To at once, without  inquiry, de-
nounce the treaty would, in my humble
judgment, not be playing the part of re-
sponsible men. (Cheers.) It shall be the
duty of the Canadian government under
such circumstances to reflect, to inquire,
and, if need be, to send a commission for
more information and to form their con-
clusion upon the conditions which they
find, and be able to give a deliberate
jud%ent. (Cheers.)

“There is all the less inclination on th?
part of the Canadian government to an-
nul that treaty because we are in hope
of establishing what is called the “all-red
line.” It is a nméw project which has been
launched at the last conference to have a
line of connection from England and the
Orient, not only to Japan but to China
and Australia, which is a<British country
and which would pass over the territory
of Canada.

than the figures you published on the
28th ult.

Beginning with Nova Scotia, it may
fairly be said that four geal® are
certain to go Conservative, while six are
equally certain to go Liberal. The con-
stituencies that may confidenitly be gount-
ed on to return Conservatives are Cape
Breton, South Pictou, Colchester and
Hants. The sure seats for the Liberals
are Yarmouth, Digby, Queens, Shel-
burne, Guysboro, Antigonish and Rich-
mond. Of the remaining eight seats the
balance of probabilities are strongly in
favor of the Conservatives in Annapolis,
Lunenburg and Cumberland; the chances
favor the Liberals in Halifax (two seats),
Cape Breton North, and Inverness, while
King's will probably return an independ-
ent. >

In New Brunswick the Conservatives
will probably lose St. John City and
County, but will gain at least, two seats
elsewhere, namely, Kent and Northum-
berland.

So far as Quebec is ' concerned, it is
surely not too much to expect that .the
Conservatives will improve their standing
by a gain of at least four seats, carrying
fifteen of the sixty-five constituencies.

In Ontario Mr. Whitney carried 70 out
of 98 seats, fighting against tremendous
material odds, but with public sentiment
strongly in his favor. The Ross govern-
ment, with its unsavory election methods,
is gone. The strength of Ontario’s repres-
entation in the Ottawa cabinet is gone,
and public sentiment in that province has
been outraged by the so-called autonomy
legislation, Moreover, the general record
of the Laurier government since 1904 has
been utterly discreditable, and has ma-
terially weakened the administration ' in
every part of Canada where the name and
nationality of Laurier do not hypnotize
the electors. - Considering all the circum-
stances, a Conservative gain of ten or
twelve seats in Ontario should not be re-
garded as a remarkable change.

DECLINE IN THE
HOG INDUSTRY

And Yet Dressed Hogs Are
Lower Than Last Year's
Prices.

TORONTO, Sept. 26—The steady decline
in the hog industry, due in part to the
high prices for feed, may have a more than
temporary effect. It might easily mean
the eclipse of the prestige of Canadian ba-
con in the English markets. The quality
of our bacon exported to England appears
not to have deteriorated, although there
have been complaints of bad curing, but
the quantity has been so reduced that
British retailers are losing sight of the
article, after many years have been de-
voted to getting them interested in it.
Prices of hogs have been going lower in
the Canadian markets, while feed has been
advancing, but farmers have probably less
hogs now than they had at this time last
year. Canada’s High Commissioner is ex-
erting himself to revive this trade, the
loss of which would be a serious thing to
the Canadian farmer and packer. Despite
the lessened deliveries, prices of ‘dressed
hogs are today a dollar below last year’s
levels. }
